Government has been overturned and 
Kiev has been captured by troops from 
Astrachan, according to Kiev dispatches 
to Swedish newspapers. The Ukrainian 
assembly has fled and a provisional 
government has been established by 
the captors of the city, who are appar­
ently commanded by Gen. Denikine, 
leader of anti-Bolshevist forces.

All Public Departments Are 
Ordered to Prepare 

Estimates.

London, Nov. 20.—Twenty German submarines were surren- 
dered to Rear Admiral Reginald W. Tyrwhitt 30 miles off Har- 
wich this morning at sunrise, according to a Press Association dis­
patch. These are the first U-boats to be turned over to the Allies 
by Germany.

Admiral Tyrwhitt received the surrender of the German craft 
on board his flagship, a British cruiser.

The surrendered submarines will proceed to Harwich in charge 
of their own crews. The U-boats will then be boarded by British 
crews and interpreters and proceed to Parkeston Quay nearby. The 
Germans will leave the submarines there and board transports for 
their return to Germany.

Twenty additional submarines will be surrendered on Thurs- 
day and twenty more on Friday. The remainder of the U-boats to 
be handed over in accordance with the armistice terms will be given 
up later.

Amsterdam, Nov. 20.—The red flag is 
gradually disappearing from the streets 
of Berlin, as are most other external 
indications of the revolution, according 
to a dispatch received here from the 
German capital.

A governing cabinet of Social Demo­
crats has been established in the former 
chancellors’ palace next to the foreign 
office, where Friedrich Ebert, Socialist 
premier, and Hugo Haase, secretary of 
foreign affairs, and their associates are 
overrun with callers.

Mathias Erzberger, head of the Ger­
man armistice plenipotentiaries, who 
has just returned from attending the 
armistice negotiations, is engaged in or­
ganizing a German representation to at­
tend the peace conference. Maximilian 
Harden, editor of Die Zukunft, is pro­
posed as one of the delegates.

Ottawa, Nov. 20.—Preliminary steps 
have been taken for the calling of Par­
liament. To all public departments in­
structions have gone forth that esti­
mates are to be prepared in readiness. 
It is not expected, however, that mem­
bers will actually be summoned.to Ot­
tawa before January, although decision 
on this point has not yet been reached 
by the Government.

Archangel, Nov. 14.—(By the Associated Press.)—The Bolshevik

WEATHER HAS HELPEDing the construction of battleships hi 
order that the material might be used 
for the making of submarines. In the 
meantime, so great a scarcity of ma­
terial had arisen that it became neces- 
sary to disarm a number of the battle­
ships and take the metal. In this man- 
ncr. at the beginning of 1916, twenty- 
three battleships had been disarmed, as 
well as one newly-built cruiser.

At the beginning of this year. Capt. 
Persius states, the German navy con­
sisted only of dreadnoughts and battle­
ships of the Helgoland. Kaiser and 
Markgraf type and some few battle 
cruisers. AH the ships which von Tir- 
pitz had constructed from 1897 to 1906, 
at a cost of innumerable millions, had 
been destroyed, and the U-boats that 
had been constructed had proved unable 
to fight against British warships.

Few Subs Constructed.
Admiral von Capelle, during his period 

as head of the navy, says Captain 
Persius, constructed very few submar­
ines. work being continued only on the 
construction of submarines of the large 
type, but in official quarters it was still 
stated that Germany possessed an enor­
mous number of U-boats and that the 
loss was virtually nil.

London, Nov. 20.—(British Wireless 
Service).—Capt. Persius, the German 
naval critic, has chosen the moment 
when the finest vessels of the German 
navy are about to be surrendered to 
the Allies, to publish in the Berlin 
Tageblatt a sensational article contain­
ing revelations regarding the German 
fleet. Capt. Persius says the hope that 
the German fleet would be able in a 
second Skagerrak battle to beat the 
British fleet rested upon the bluff and 
lies of the naval authorities.

In August, 1914. Germany had about 
one million tonnage in warships. . the 
writer points out. while Great Britain 
had more than double that and. thanks 
to the mistakes of von Tirpitz, the Ger­
man material was quite Inferior to the 
British. In the Skagerrak battle, he de- 
clares. the German fleet was saved from 
destruction partly by good leadership 
end partly by favorable weather condi­
tions. Had the weather been clear or 
Admiral von Scheer's leadership less 
able, the destruction of the whole Ger­
man navy would have resulted. The 
long-range British guns would have 
completely smashed the lighter-armed 
German ships. As it was, the losses of 
the German fleet were enormous, and on 
June 1, Capt. Persius says, it was clear 
to every thinking man that the Skag- 
errak battle must be the only general 
naval engagement of the war.

Von Tirpitz Was Obstinate.
On all sides, continues the writer, 

Admiral von Tirpitz was advised to 
construct only submarines, but he re­
mained obstinate. On October 1, (1915?)

The Government will become the re- 
pository of the nation's savings up to a 
total of $50,000,000. Savings will be 
placed with the Government by means 
of the purchase of war savings stamps. 
The stamps are to be redeemable In Jan 
uary, 1924. They ere to be sold by the 
Government at a price which works out 
to an interest rate of somewhat bette 
than 4% per cent compounded semi 
annually or 5 per cent simple interest if 
computed at the end of the period. Thus 
in December, 1918, or January, 1919, ... 
five-dollar war savings stamp may be 
bought for four dollars. After January 
the purchase price of a war savings 
stamp will be increased month by 
month, but at the end of five years from 
December, 1918, all stamps will be »<• 
deemed at $5 each. Stamps of lower de 
nomination to be known as thrift stamps 
will be on sale. When sixteen of them 
have been accumulated they can he ex 
changed for a war savings stamp worth 
$5 at the end of the period. The Plan 
is expected to work out to the great 
advantage of both the people and the 
nation.

Men Decline to Accept Award of Arbi­
tration Board.

Rochester, N. Y., Nov. 20.—Rochester 
is without her daily newspapers today 
as a result of a strike called last night 
by the Allied Printing Trades Council. 
Neither the Democrat-Chronicle nor the 
Herald, the two morning papers, ap­
peared this morning, and the two after­
noon dailies, the Post-Express and the 
Times-Unlon, will not be published to­
day.

The strike order followed the rejec­
tion last night by the printers’ council 
of an award made by a board of arbi­
tration of five, consisting of two rep­
resentatives of the employers, two of 
the printers, and a fifth member. The 
printers had demanded a scale of $35 a 
week for day work and $40 for night 
work. The arbitration board awarded 
$28 and $31 respectively, which was 
promptly rejected. A settlement is not 
expected until the officers of the In­
ternational Union arrive. Meanwhile no 
attempt will be made to publish.

triumphed in many other countries, 
world will triumph everywhere in the 
world. There are men amongst us who 
say that the German people are re- 
sponsible for the atrocities committed 
ethe German armies in France and 
Belgium.

Tie, Different With Huns.

This 19 what we hoped would have 
been done by the commanders of the

was not done. And are we to believe, that the German people, one of the noblest people in the world, at an events 
before the war, cannot reclaim them­
selves as so many nations have been 
reclaimed by democracy? No language 
has been spoken of a more noble theme than the language used only four days 
ago by General Petain—not General 
Foch, but the commander of the French 
armies—when he said, "Whatever may

Not Merely a Dream.

S. A. OFFICIALS DISCUSS
MILITARY NOTES PROBLEMS OF FUTURE

Commissioner Richards and Colonel 
McMillan of Toronto met Colonel Raw- 
ling, Dr. Knowles and their assistants, 
who are working on the organizing of 
the Salvation Army war work campaign 
at headquarters yesterday. Many im­
portant questions were discussed and 
gone into in connection with the forth­
coming campaign.

Arriving at Westminster the king, 
the queen, and the prince went im­
mediately to the gallery of the House 
of Lords, where the commoners and 
the lords, the latter with the officials 
of the Houses in their robes of office, 
awaited them. The king was in morning 
dress. The lord chancellor and the 
speaker of the House of Commons pre­
sented the addresses.

King George, after expressing his 
thanks, in a speech alluded to the part 
played by the whole empire "in the 
long and terrible struggle now being I 
brought to a close."

Expresses His Thanks.
In expressing his thanks to the House 

of Lords, and the House of Commons, 
the king said he was glad to meet 
the members of Parliament and the 
representatives of India and of the 
dominions beyond the seas, "that we 
may render thanks to Almighty God 
for the prize of peace, now near at 
hand, and that I may express to you. 
and through you to the people whom 
you represent, the thoughts that rise 
in my mind at a time so solemn."

A.—1. Yes. It Is the intention of the 

authorities to apprehend all deserters 
and defaulters, and this will be facili-| 
tated by all men eligible for military i 
service carrying their papers, and thus 
proving their status when accosted by 
the police.

2. Yes. No information has been re­
ceived here suspending the military 
service act, and therefore all exempted 
men should carry their papers on their 
person and thus avoid trouble.

WOODSTOCK. Q.—My husband 
was recommended for the military 
medal and distinguished conduct 
medal in the spring of 1916, and has 
not yet received these decorations, 
would It be wise for me to write the 
war office, London, England, re­
garding same, as he Is returning to 
Canada In the near future?
A.—It is quite possible that he may 

have been recommended for the above 
decorations, but the recommendations 
may have been rejected. Many soldiers 
at the front are recommended for brav­
ery. but all do not receive medals as a 
reward for same. Unless your husband 
was gazetted in orders as having been 
awarded either of the above decora­
tions, it would be useless for you to 
write to the war office. However, if the 
award was gazetted it would facilitate 
matters if you wrote to the war office. 
London, regarding same. It would be 
advisable for your husband to apply 
through his commanding officer over­
seas in order to ascertain why he has 
not received the decorations, provided 
that he has been gazetted as entitled 
to receive them.

He 
will take charge of the bakery, while 
his brother will continue the confec­
tionery and icc cream business.

Poor lifts of fish are being reported 
by the gill-net and pound-net fisher- 
men. On account of the fish scarcity 
they are seriously considering lifting 
their nets for the season. The price of 
whitefish has gone up to 20 cents per 
pound for this season.

MITCHELL. Q —1. What will 
be done with deserters apprehend­
ed after the war?

2. Will they be deprived of their 
citizenship and the right to sue in 
the civil courts?
A.—1. The punishment to be meted 

out to such offenders is at present un­
der consideration by the authorities, 
but no definite procedure has as yet 
been announced.

2. Both the above punishments have 
been suggested to the authorities, and 
are being considered by them at the 
present time, although no decision has 
been announced.

READER. Q.—Is a soldier al­
lowed to wear a ring emblematic of 
a fraternity of which he Is a mem­
ber?

2. Is he permitted to wear on his 
coat a small button of the same de­
sign?
A.—1. Yes.
2. No; only military decorations are 

permitted to be worn by all ranks on 
the tunic.

ONE IN DOUBT. Q.—Is an N. C.
O. or man entitled to subsistence 
allowance while on leave to the 
United States or in Canada for a 
period of seven days or longer?
A.—Cases such as the above are de­

cided on their individual merits. The 
soldier involved should apply to his com­
manding officer for the above allow­
ance, and he will deal with the case 
and decide whether he should receive 
the allowance or not. There would be 
no harm done In applying, as the case 
might be considered favorably by the 
commanding officer.

FARMER. Q.—1. I am out on 
harvest leave which expires on No­
vember 22. Now that the war Is 
over must I report to my unit on 
that date?

2. Will I be called to go overseas?
3. How long before I shall be dis­

charged?
6. On discharge can I retain my 

uniform or must I return it to the 
military authorities?
A.—1. Unless your leave is extended 

by the military authorities (of which 
you will be notified) you must return to 
your unit upon expiration of the leave.

AIL SHEDDEN, Nov. 13.—What might 
have been a serious accident occurred 
on the M. C. R. on Sunday morning at 
the early hour of 7:30, when a freight 
train traveling at the rate of about forty 
miles an hour was partially derailed, 
causing considerable damage to the 
roadbed.
