ONTRASTING the England of to-
C day with the England of forty
years ago, E. L. Godkin says in
the New York “Evening Post:"” “The
poor man in England who had ever left
his home then was somewhat of a pro-
digy; now nearly half of his substance
goes In excursion fares. A dissenting
minister used to be an object of ab-
horrence and contempt; now he is
quoted In Parliament by politiclans. A
lord used to be an object of dread and
reverence; now he is hardly better than
a foreign count. In the England that I
remember, third-class passengers on
the then mewly-bullt rallroads stood iIn
boxes like cattle; now they sit on
cushioned seats, the third-class cars
being so llke the first-class that the
gentry have largely taken to using
them. The loveliest parts of the coun-
try at this summer season are thronged
with excursionists, and it is fair to say
that there are no longer secluded spots
in England. The famous seat of the
lake poets, Cumberland and Westmor-
land, is so overrun with tourists that
the road through the mountains seems
to be leading to a falr; the small
steamers on the lakes are thronged te
their utmost capacity. Unhappy is the
place which has some touch of ‘Ameri-
canism’ in its history., The railroads
dump on it thousands of our countrys
men, who poke their noses ev r-ryw'here,
cut chips off every wooden memnrlal.
and apply the hammer to every stone
one, and almost compel the Inhabi-
tants to move out. The ‘American’ In
England used too often to be regsrded
as_a low-class foreigner; to-day he is
a welcome. guest who has a right to
have his curlosity gratified, and whose
weaknesses and desires are referred to
in almost every paper read before a
learned soclety, so that now hardly
anybody achieves. fame so readily as
an ‘American’ traveler. The old cabined,
eribbed, confined English hotel, con-
sisting of a private house converted
into an Inn, and kept by an ex-butler
or housekeeper, has almost disap-
peared, New hotels, ‘on the American
plan,’ are springing up everywhere, and
the English railroads are copying them
at their stations, to thelr great advan-
tage. In fact, it would be difficult to
imagine a greater transformation than
the England of my youth has under-
gone,”

We either live as we have
lived, simply, in the fear of God, mind-
ing our business, paying our debts it
we can, saving our mwney if possible
and being cut by every man round
here, or we fall into the ways of our
neighbors, and drink and gamble our-
selves into perdition.

“It was the eritical moment of our
lives.
