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COUNTING HEADS.

First Census by Moses in the
Wilderness.

There is a record of a census in
China as far back as the year 2042
8. C. and of one in Japan in the last
century before Christ. Under the con-
stitution of Solon the tizens of
Athens were divided and registered in
four classes, acordincg to the amount
of their taxable property or income.
The Roman census was burdened with
more statistics than any of these.
however. It had its origin under Ser-
vius Tullius, sixth king of Rome, and
was an affair of much solemnity.
Every citizen had to appear upon the
Campus Martius and declare upon oath
his name and dwelling and the value
of his property under the penalty of
having his goods confiscated.

The most ancient statistical record
of a census is found in the Bible. The
census was taken by Moses in the
wilderness, and, as shown'by the first
chapter of Numbers, the enumeration
must have been very simple. “Take
ve,” said this aceount,‘the sum pf 2ll
the congregations of the children of
israel, after their fathers, with the
number of tfeir names, every male by
their polls; from twenty years old and
upward, all that are able to go forth io
war in Israel; thou and Aaron ¢hall
number them by their armies.” This
census was an affair that must have
been soon over, lasting no longer inan
a day, being merely a counting of the
heads of the fighting men. The women
and children and cripples and the ol
men were not included; “neither vere
the Levites numbered among them.’
Those who did etand up to be num-
bered totaled 603,550.

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A busy, bristling pface is New
Fiume, with iis ‘tine plate glass win-
dowed stores, its noisy, money-coin-

ing factories, its Naval College, its
warehouses, timber yards, oil refin-
eries, its shipyards, and swiftly mov-
ing electric trams, which makes the
lumbering ox-wagons, meandering be-
yond their proper sphere in the an-
cient precincts of the Old Town, seen
curiously out of place.’

FRENCH DELEGATES.

How They Were Treated by Ger
mans in 1871.

The peevish and querulous whin-
ings of the Germa. delegafes at Ver-
sallles against the reasonable and
most courteously managed precau-
tions of the .French against either
their molestation or their abuse of
their privileges, suggest a striking
contrast to the way in whick a
French delegate was t ed by the
Germans in that same city less than
half a century ago.

It was in the “terrible year,” in
January, 187i.- The invading Ger-
mans occupied Versailles and weve
besieging Paris. The French Govern-|
ment, a fugitive from its own capital,
had assembled at Tours, and realiz-
ing the futility of further resistance,
and wishing to spare the women and
children of Paris from the starvation
which the Germans were imposing
upon them, sent oné of its most dis-
tinguished members to Versailles to
tréat with Bismarck for the surrén-
der of the city. That envoy was Jules
Favre.

‘When it was known, to the Ger-
mans that Mr. Favre was coming,
Bismarck entrusted the reception
and care of him fo a person Mealled
Stieber—his real name is unknown.
This man was one of the most active
and most unscrupulous members of
the German secret police.  Bismarck
called him the “King of the Sleuth-
hounds.” It was Stieber who, at
Bismarck's authorization, had con-
nived at and, indeed, practically ar-
ranged for the attempted assassina-
tion of the Czar, Alexander IL, at
Longchamps, when he was visiting
Pa is on the occasion of the World’s
Fair in 1867. Bismarck wanted to
estrange France and Russia, so that
there would be no danger of Russia’s
intervening in ‘the war of conquest
which he was already planning
againct Frahce, and he felt sure that
nothing could estrange them more
effectively than to have an attack
made upon the Czar's life while he
was the guest of France. So he had
Stieber let a Polish boy fire a pistol
at the Czar, taking care to be him-
self at the lad’s elbow and deflect
his aim, and then to have a German
officer seize him. Thus the odium of
failing to safeguard the Czar fell upon
France, and the credit of saving his
life and of arresting his would-be
slayer was won by Germany.

It was this Stieber, then, who was
entrusted by Bismarck with the en-
tertainment of Mr. Favre. When the
\French statesman reached the Sevres
Bridge at Versailles he was met by
Stieber and was taken in a carriage
driven by one of Stieber’s aides to No.
3 Boulevard du Roi. This hotel was
the headquarters of the German
secret police and was exclusively occu-
pied by them, a fact which, of course,
was congealed from Mr. Favre. The
manager was one Kaltenbach, a
lieutenant of police and Stieber’s
right-hand man,” who welcomed Mr.
Favre and pretended to be a patriotic
Frenchman, who was overjoyed at
being privileged to entertain the rep-
resentative of the French Govern-
ment.

Mr. Favre 2ll during his stay was
lodzed in a roowa on the second floor
which had been occupied by Kalten-
bach himself. A valet was assigned
to his exclusive service, who brought
his meals to him in his room, brushed
and pressed his clothes, and waited
on him in all respects most dili-
gently. This valet, who also pretend
ed to be a loyal Frenchman, was
none other than Stieber himself, who
took care to examine the contents of
Mr. Favre's pockets, ransack his
trunk, read al' his correspondence,
and even in conversation endeavor to
worm out of him all possible infor-
mation.

On Roof Within 300 Yards of Big
. Beén.

Within 300 yards of Big Bey, Lon-
don, is a thriving ‘poultry farm. It
occupies no ground space: which
might be used either for public recre-
ation or for housing, for it is eituated
on thé roof of the large premises ©
the Inmstitute of Civil Engineers. It
comprises 36 fowls of various breede—
as well as 200 odd rabbits—and itg
owner, Mr. A. W. Thomseon, claims
that it ie one of the best possible jn-
vestments as well ae a source of nev-
er-ending pleasure. . )
The fowls are honged in three spaci-
ous coops, sheltered from bleak winde
and open to al] the sunshine possible,
but during the greater part of the day
the birde are allowed to roam about
the roof at will. Although the coping
ig low—not more than 18in. at t—
none of the fowls has. yet attempted
to go over the top. The boldest of the
hens contents herself with balancing
precariously on the edge during a
high wind and calmly viewing the
100ft. drop below.

The egg-laying activity of the fowls
is remarkable, for since the farm was
established a year ago, with a con-
eiderably smaller number of birds)
an average throughout the year of
60 eggs per week has been maintain-
ed, rising in the eeason to well over
100 per week, The air of ‘Westminster
seems to euit‘the hens, for they all
work exceedingly hard in egg-laying.

Hot Breads
~ Easily Made

Now that the cool days are here we
can indulge in ho{ bread once more.
There is no one who knows how to
make more kinds of muffins, biscuits,
waffles and hot cakes than the south-
erners, who serve one or two or three
of them at every meal. Their spoon
bread is very good to serve as a sub-
stitute for potatoes. Bring a pint of
milk to a-boil, and stir in a cup of
cornmeal and a teaspoonful of salt,
Cook for five minutes, then stir in two
tablespoonfuls of ter, a half a cup
of cold milk and two well-beaten eggs.
Then add a second cup of cold milk,
gradually peating all the time, and
bake in a well-buttered baking dish.
Serve in the same dish.

SALLY LUNN.
Sift two cups of flour, four tea-
spocnfuls of baking powder, one-half
teaspoonfnl salt and two rounding
«ablespoonfuls of sugar together. Rub
in two rounding tablespoonfuls of
shoriening, add three-fourths of a
cup of milk, and one egg, or two, if
you can spare them, without beating
[it. Beat until you have a good smooth
batter. Bake in muffin pans or in a
sheet and cut in squares while ' hot.
This is very nice with a cup of blue-
berries or blackberries well fioured,
stirred il just before putting into the
pan,

CINNAMON BUXS.

Sift two cups of flour with two
heaping tablespoonfuls of baking pow-
der and half a teaspoonful of salt.
Rub in two tablespoonfuls of shorten-
ing. Beat an egg until light, add
half a cup of milk and pour into the
flour. Mix to a soft dough. Roll out
about omne-third of an inch thick,
spread with cinnamon and sugar and
a few chopped raisins. Roll up like a
jelly roll, cut into sliges about an inch
ihick, lay in a well-buttered tin and
bake in a quick oven. These are very
good with apple sauce for a heavy des-
sert. '

FRIED BREAD,

Beat an egg until light, add half a
cup of milk and one and a third cups
of flour, a third of a cup of sugar, two
and a half teaspoonfuls of baking

salt, sifited together. Then add a

teaspoonful -of melted shortening.

Drop by the speonful into a kettle of

hot fat and try a golden brown. Send

to the table at once and eat whilé hot.
TEA MUFFINS.

Delicious tea muffins can be made
by using one’s favorite recipe for muf-
fing and adding chopped nuts, Canton
ginger or chopped dates. Little hot
biscuits to serve with salad are, made
of baking powder biscuit batter, roll-
ing thinner than usual, cutting out in
tiny circles, putting a thin slice of
cheese on ice, covering it with a sec-
ond circle, and baking in a hot oven.

Cut the tail
shell open and take out the meat in one
piece; split this piece open, and the in-
testinal canal, which runs its aentire
length, will be found. This canal, the
stomach and the spongy portions between
the body and shell are not used. Crack
all the claws and remove the meat.

STEWED LOBSTER.

Cut out the lobster meat into very small
pieces, but do not mince it. ~Season it
with a little powdered nutmeg, a few
blades of mace, a dash of cayenne and
salt to taste. Mix with it one-fourth of
a pound of butter cut in small bits and
half a cup of lemon juice added to one
cup of cold water . Put all together into
a saucepan and let it stéw gently for 20
- minutes, keeping the pan closely covered
lest the flavor should evaporate. Serve
it very het, :

MAYONNAISE OF LOBSTER.
Well whisk the yolks of two eggs in a
bowl, add a pinch of dry mustard and a
little ‘salt, then add,” a little at a time
alternately, half a pint of olive oil and &
gill of 'lemon juice or vinegar, stirring
constantly. Wash nice lettucé leaves
carefully, and drain them, on a clean
towel. Tear _them into nice-sized pieces,
and arrange neatly in a salad bowl in a
small--heap, spread some of the mayon-
naise over it, then lay on the top nice-
sized pieces of lobster meat, and pour
over all the remainder of the mayonnaise.

What is the other side of the story?
It is this in.a word, that their exports
are crippled. They cannot or will
not get the output, and in mauny lines
they can no longer compete in the
cost of production with countries like
the United States’and Japan. The
crippling of their exports is the worst
feature of the picture, and the finish-
ing touch is this, that they have flood-
ed the country with paper money, and
that the people are spending it with
an extrathgance not exceeded in New
York and Chicago.  What is the re-
sult? It is this from a financial poiut
of view, that revolution hag reached
England. It is not waiting to get
there; it is there, and the only ques-
tion is how it will end. Men who
subscribed to the war loans—manu-
facturers, merchants, etc., are talking
about giving back their bonds as a
free gift to the country. That itself
is an indication of the seriousness of
the financial condition. Better than
that, however, is this—they are trying
to revive the ancient spirit of the
people. - Now that they know that
the ymay get very little indemnity,
and now that they know that they
may get anything from Russia, they
are falling back wpon the resource
that promises most—:hey are appeal-
ing to the old dogged British spirit of
sitting tight, livjng cheap and working
hard—the spirit thct has not falled
them in a thousand years of history.
Let us hppe that they will win.

By dominating the Bal-
tic Provinces she will have Poland at
her mercy, with access to unlimited
supplies of raw material. .

As the problem is viewed here, ft is
not even a matter for speculation as
to whether Germany intends to pre-
pare for another war, but only as to
how long it will take her to regain ner
strength. Supporters of the League
of Nations accept this as a truism, but
use it as an argument .to justify a
strong League of Nations.

A
young man may be an expert in arith-
metic, in spelling, in writing, gram-
mar, geography, and every other sub-
Jject on the curriculum and may, none
the less, display qualities of brutal-
ity, injustice, wastefulness, and trea-
son—may, indeed, be a bolshevik. An
altered type of training, a new view
of relative values, must come. A
knowledge of the fundamentals on
which rests  the structure of demo-
cracy must be a part of all instruc-
tion worthy of the name. Education
may make or mar a nation—it has
done so in Europe and elsewhere.

(_What are the fundamentals? Hon-
esty is one. Industry is another, and
there are many more. Frugality is
an important one, and one that is be-
ing overlooked in this new country.
Canada was built on thrift, among
other things—the pioneers were spe-
cialists in thrift.

Thrift is not hoarding; it is not
miserliness; it consorts not with the
pessimist. Thrift is intelligent care
of money and resources, conservation
for the future, wise and thoughtful
spending. The thrifty man is an op-
timist, for he has stored up power.

And thrift must be taught in the
schools. This will not add’ to the
teachers’ burdens, for every su ject
can be so taught that it helps fo in-
culcate the practice of t G A

The three marks on thc back of a
glove and the clocks on a stocking
are dve to similar circumstances. The
glove mark -orresponds to the four-
chette pieces between the fingers, and
in other days these pleces were con-
tinued along the back of the hand,
braid being used to ccnceal the seams.

A somewhat similar origin is as-
signed to the ornamental clock on the
stocking. In the day when stocklnp1
were made of cloth the seams occur-
red where the clockz do now, the
ornamentation then being used to
conceal the seams. \

The useless little bow' in the leather
band lining a man’s hat isa survival
of the time when a lLat was made by
taking a piece of leather, boring two
holes through it and drawing it up
with a piece of string. _

The giant cactus has a skeleton
composed of riblike elements that
furnish a light, strong and elastic
material for building purposes. They
are used for the comstruction of
chicken coops, chairs;’traps and many
other things. A single rib serves for
a long stick by which to knock down
the ripe fruits from their lofty eleva-
tion—the huge plant sometimes at-
taining a height of fifty feet.

V. oodpeckers peck holes In the
trunk and branches of the cactus,
eating the pulp. As a means of self-
protection the plant lines these cavi-
tfes with woody fibre, and owls and
other birds find them most convenient
for nests. When the cactus dids the
linif®gs drop out, furnishing ready-
made wooden cups and water bottles.

The thirsty traveler in the desert
can obtain all the drink he needs by
firing a rifle or pistol bullet into the
trunk of a giant cactus. Thereupon a
fluld exudes that is an acceptable
equivalent for water, though it does
not taste good.

New French Slang.

‘The language of the Poilu is as
double Dutch, to the uninitiated. Any-
one familiar with the slang of the
Quartier Latin would probably feel
more at home than most. But there
are many other ingredients—some
patois, some picked up im Morocco,
and some are survivals of the sol-
dier slang of the First empire.

An explan-
ation given of the origin of the word
is that it is a corruption of ‘“kleba,”
the Russian for bread. It is said
that the French soldiers on the great
retreat from Moscow called out “Pa-
pa, kleba,” to Napoleon.

However,”
she added, “I am going to ‘do up’ a
few quarts of berries here and there
to have ‘when company comes.”

“For instance, gooseberries,” she
continued. “] have such a °good
gooseberry jam recipe I can’'t bear not
to use it.” < : .

“How do you make it I inquired.

“\\'hy,".she commenced, “I melt six
pounds of sugar in a quart of red cur-
rant juice, then I let it boil for five
minutes and next I add eight pounds

‘| of washed and steamed gooseberries.

I cook it for 40 minutes, skim well
and set aside until the next day. Early
next. morning I skim the berries out
into jelly jars, boil down the syrup
until very thick and pour over the
fruit. Last I cover the jars with
paraffin when cold.”
RASPBERRY VINEGAR.

“«That sounds interesting,” I said.
“Have you a recipe for raspberry vine-
gar? I have been wanting one for @
long time.”

‘Yes, indeed,” she answered. “For
raspberry vinegar 1 put four quarts of
raspberries into an earthenware bowl,
pour over. it four cupfuls of vinegar
and leave this mixture covered ' in
the icebox until the next day. Then
1 strain off every particle of liquid
and vinegar from the berries and pour
it over four additional quarts of ber-
ries that have been placed in a clean
bowl.

Simmer slowly for 45
minutes. After they begin to boil,
take out the spices and store like mar-
malade.”

~ “Here” she said, as I started home-
ward, “you ought to do up some cur-
rants if you chance upon any at a rea-
sonable price, so take along these two
recipes. They will come in handy.”
So I went forth, fully armed for the
slaughter, one might say.

CURRANT CONSERVE

Mix together three quarts of stem-
med currants, three quarts of sugar,
one pound of seeded raisins, finely
chopped, the rind and pulp of two
oranges and the rind and pulp of one
lemon. Let the ingredients stand
covered for two hours, and then cook
over a very moderate heat until as
thick as marmalade. , Be careful that
it does not burn. Store like jelly.

Sawdust Valuable.

it is not very long ago since saw-
dust at the mills was considered a
nuisance and for the greater part was
thrown into the water. If a small
quantity of it could be sold now and
again, it brought a price of from 1
to 1'2 cents per bushel. The largest
mills in Norway thought they did
well when they could earn from saw-
dust $2,000 to $3,000 a year. Now
this refuse has become valuable, the
price having riseh from 10 to 15 cents,
and from the large quantities sold
forms a considerable item in the in-
comes of the mills, some of thein now
earning from this sourc~ $30,000 to
$40,000 a year. The reasons for this
heavy rise in the value of sawdust
are several. The high prices of fuel
during the last few years have caused
sawdust to be employed as fuel. How-
ever, sawdust attaihed its principal
value after the ceilulose mills com-
menced to use the material; and there-
by it has secured a steady demand
and, what is more important for the
future, a comparatively high price,
when the prices of fuel again become
normal,

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JAP. RICE GARDENS

S0 Small They Are Almost
Laughable.

Almost one-half of the land capable
of cultivation in Japan is planted in
rice. Handkerchief gardens would
perhaps best describe the little rice
fields, many of which are mo larger

than a tennis court are equally flat
and are surrounded by rims of earth
to hold the water when the -fields
are flooded. y

The average rice field in Japan is
about one acre and a half in size; but
large or small, each field must be lev-
eled and each must have its rim or
dike. There must be a system of
canals to bring water to the fields and
another system of ditches to take it
away when it is no longer needed .

It is said that there are 12,000
square miles of rice land in Japan, the
greater part of which has been pre-.
pared with an almost infipite amount
of labor. That area of lahd cultivat-
ed in rice virtually feeds a nation of
50,000,000 people.
