An Act to authorize the Municipal Council of the To o
of Amberstburg, to sell the Site of the old Market in
* that Town.

WHEREAS, by Letters Patent, under the Greai Seal of the
. bearing date ihe thirteenth day of June, in the year of
our Lord one thousand eight hundred and twenty-two, all that parcel or
tract of land situate in the Town of Amberstburg, in the County of
5 Essex, containing by admecasurement, twelve thousand three hundred

and seventy-five square feet, be the same more or less, and in the “said

Letters Patent described as being Lot number seven, formerly twenty-
two, on the west side of Dalhousie Street in the said Town, and which
parcel or tract of land.is butted and bounded, or, may be otherwise
10 kuown as follows, that is to say : commencing on ‘the west side of Dai-
housie Street, in the limit between Lots numbers six and seyen, and. at
the south-east angle of the said Lot iumber seven, then, ngrih nineteen
degrees thirty minutes wes!, cighty-two and a half feet, to an alley
twenty feet wide, between Lots numbers seven angd eight, then norih
15 seventy degrees thirty minuates west, one hundred and fifty feetf, more or
less, to the River Detroit, then southerly along the water’s cdge to the
limits between Lots numbers seven and six, then north twenty degrees
thirty minutes east, one hundred and sixty feet, more orless, 1o the place
of beginning,—was conveyed to certain persons in the said Letters Patent
.20 named, to hold in trust for the inhabitants of the said Town, as a Site
for a Market-place, and to permit the Justices of the Peace for the then
Western District, to erect thereon suitable buildings for a Market for
the convenience of the inhabitants of the said Town, and in which Letters
Patent it was further provided, that if the said parcel of land should be
25 converted to the private use or advantage of the said Trustees, or become
charged or chargeable with any debt or other incumbrance of the said
Trustees, or if they should hinder or prevent the'said Trusts being carried
into effect, then those presents should cease and determine: And
whereas by the said Letters Patent'and a certain Act of the Parliament
of the late Province of Upper Canada, passed in the first year of the
 Reign of his late Majesty King William the Fourth, and chaptered 'three,
the present Market in the said Town was duly established upan the said
tract of land, whick tract of land remained vested in the said Trustees or
the suxvivors of them, upon the Trusts aforesaid, until the Municipal Cor-
85-porations Act of one thousand eight hundred and_forty-nine, came into
operation, by the one hundred_ and thirty-eighth Section of which it is
“enacted, That the places then already established as Markets or Market-
plages in the several Villages ard Towns in Upper Canada,shall reinain
Markets and Market-places until otherwise directed by competent authg-
40 Tity, and that all Market resgrvations or appropriations which at the time
the said Act should come'into force, were vested in the Municipal autho-
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rity of such Village or Town, or in Trustees for their use cud benefit, shall’
be and they are thereby vested in the RMunicipal Corporation of such
Village or Town, erected under the said Act : And whercas the site of the
Market is found to be inconvenient to the great majori'y of the inhabit.
ants of the said Town, who have petitioned the Municipal Council of 5
the said Town to sell or otherwise dispose of the said tract of land, and
purchas~ another and erect a Market thereon, in a more central position,
which the said Council are desirous of doing, but doubts have arisen
whether the Municipality of the said Town have the necessary powers in
that behalf; Be it therefure enacted, &c.,
