Years ago a young man read some doc uments on Colportage, sent to his
father from the United States by the Secretary of this Soci ty. They ex-
cited in him an interest, which has since greatly increased with the progress
of this Society's work. Within little more than a year he has given $600 to
the cawse.  He purchased at the Depository the Evangelical Family Library.
His brother read Doddridge’s Rise and Progress and other books' in.it, was
awakened and surrendered himiself to Christ. He has given within a short
period $1100,  God s prospering these young men, and ll.u} I.v-lw yet to
do still more to establish and extend the operations of the Society,

Three years ago, the Committee asked for $10.000 to be added by dona
tion to the Society's  Publication or Capital Fund.” About 83500 of this

sum have been received, leaving 86500 yet to be secured. The whole
amount is greatly needed,

One laboring in Nova Scotia writes : Many are the good books
which your valuable society has been the means of bringing to the
people of this county. Even the Roman Catholics derive great benefit
from your society. The y readily accept of small tracts and books to
read, and what is still more encouraging they ask for the Bible some
times. It is good that your books are distributed throuch the place,
that the minds of the people—especially the young may be occupied,
ere the diffusion of light literature becomes more general,

Another writing from Prince Edward Island, says :—1I feel assured
the Lord is 'ﬁ](‘ﬁﬂl“’r: the .\’m’it’(,_\"h efforts for good. Hx\'m;.: been
hospitably entertained in a house for a night, I asked the mistress of
the house what the charge was, to which she replied that my ptayer
on their behalf was sufficient payment for them,

Another says, in reference to localities visited, that there are many
who by all appearance, are brought to the knowledge of the truth,
and are “secking the Lord while he may be found.”

Another writes :—I spent 11 months and 22 days in the Society’s
service ; sold $1549.93 worth of books, and gave grants to the value
of $129.36 ; supplied a large number of Sabbath Schools with good
reading matter, and organized two new onmes, A greatly increased
interest is being taken in Sabbath Schools here. Some of my visits,
I have reason to believe, will be long rémembered. I visited a R.
Catholic whose wife is a Protestant, who has lived a careless life,
After pleading with her to choose Christ for her friend, she said she
would like to have a Bible, I gave her one, and read and prayed with
her. 'Was happy to find afterwards that she had made the Bible her
chart and compass, Held a prayer meeting, where five

Another writes :—A young lady to whom I had given a little book
called “ Who is my neighbor?” when on her death-bed, called her
little brother to her side, and handed him the little book, telling him
to make good use of it as she had done.

One writes :—Sometimes my way appears gloomy and dark, but
when I go to the Fountain from whence flow all blessings and com.
forts, a voice \\hi\ln-l‘: to me, “Be of good cheer, I have overcome
the world ;” and from time to time something new in connection
with my work would be presented to my view to cheer and encourage
e on, .

Since I commenced this good work, I have succoeded in placing
the following books in the hands of L. Catholics, viz :—17 Testa
ments, 1 Bible, 36 Periodicals, 7 P. Progress, 1 Anxious Inquirer,
27 Come to Jesus, 9 Annals of the Poor, 1 Way of Life, 1 Line upon
Line, and a number of small books. May the Ruler of all things
grant good results, There is great destitution among some of our
own people. I have met with some sad cases among them, and have
repeated my visits to them, and the result at least convinces me of
the necessity of continuing the labor,

Another writes :—1I am encouraged to believe that my labors have
not been in vain in the Lord. Some broken-down family altars have
been reerected. In some instances promises were given that the
Lord’s day would hercafter be observed, and public services and
prayer-meetings held

In one place where I held two mectings on a Sabbath, there had
been no religious service for over 18 months.

Another writes :—Many assure me that your tracts have proved
very refreshing to their souls.

The following extract is from the last Annual Report of
THE RBLIGIOUS TRACT SOCIETY, LONDON,

There have been issued during the year Three Hundred and Fifty-
five Tracts, Books, and other Publications,

The total circulation from the Home Depot for the year has reached
12,944,417, being an increase over the past year of 2,431,434, The
usues from Foreign Depots cannot have been less than 10,000,000,
making a total circulation of nearly 53,000,000 ; and of 1,483,000,000
since the formation of the Society.

The Home Missionary circulation is seen in the following lists,
from which it will be observed that, without any paid agency, the
Hociety's publications reach every quarter of the British Islands, and
are found in the libraries of every Sunday School where Evangelical
truth is prized

Your Committee thankfully report an increase in their receipts,
Last year the total receipts, including the balance of the previous year
and interest on investments, amounted to £121,943; this year, as
will be seen on reference to the annexed accounts, they amount to
£127,699, being an increase of £5,6566,

The total payments, including a sum placed on temporary deposit,
have been £125,776, leaving a balance in hand of £1,822.

The total missfonary receipts, including payments on part grants,
have boen £22 845, being an increass of £4,494 over last vear, of
which £2,800 are legncies

This increase has enabled your Committee largely to augment their
missionary donations, which last year amounted to £21,686, but this
yoar have reached £25,140, or £3,454 more than last, £2,204 having
beon added by your Committee from tmde funds to the £22,8456
provided by the benevolence of the public

This statement is sufficient to show why appeals are made for con
tinued and augmented misionary supplies. The more your Committee
receive, the more froely they can expend on the spread of the glorious
Giospel through the press throughout all clisses at home and abroad.
They are not disposed to encoumge thoughtless production or distri
bution, to both of which there is considemble temptation in the
present day when the power of readingis generally diffased. But the
domands for a Christian litemsture in Books, Tracts, and Periodicals,
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which are made with due regard to possibilities of a judicious eircu
lation, and can in no sense be regarded as thoughtless or extravagant,
are increasing in every country, and your Committee wish to meet
them in the most liberal spirit. At home and in the Colonies,
Libraries are demanded in ever-increasing numbers for schools and
congregations ; and Tracts must be cheaply or freely supplied to alt
missionary agents, both public and private ; while abroad, the South
of Europe and all parts of our Indian empire especially need augmented
resources,

There is no knowledge like the knowledge of Jesus for time as well
as for eternity, It fills its individual possessor with light and glad
ness. It makes families happy and harmonious, It would preserve
States in righteousness and peace. And to all this it adds life ever
lasting. To be instrumental in extending this knowledge in any
manner, however humble, is a cause for devout gratitude ; and your
Committee pray that grace may be given to them, so that they may
continne to spread that knowledge still more extensively in all its
purity and simplicity, thus glorifying the Lord and blessing mankind,

AMERICAN TRACT SOCIETY.

The following extracts are from two or three of the early Reports of
the American Tract Soc iety. The facts recorded can mot but be
interesting to every lover of Zion. Many more might be given from
the same source, Those facts illustrate forcibly the great importance
of diffusing widely among our whole population such books as pre
referred to By the efforts of the above Soci l_\' about 2,000.000 of
volumes of soulsaving literature were put in circulation in a few
years.

Constitution of an Auxiliary Tract Society.

ArTICLE 1. This Society shall be called “ THE
TRACT SOCIETY OF AUXILIARY TO THE
BRITISH AMERICAN BoOK AND TRACT SocIETY,” the object of which shall be
to promote the circulation of that Society’s publications in this vic inity, and to
aid in extending its operations to the destitute in our own and foreign lands.

AwrT. II. All persons annually contributing to the funds of the Society,
whether for publications or as a donation, or both, shall be members.

ART. III. The Society shall hold its annual meeting on the when
a Board, consisting of a President, Secretary, Treasurer, and members,
shall be chosen to conduct the business of the Society until a new election.

ART. IV, It shall be the duty of the Board, at their discretion, to establish a
Depository, procure volumes, and direct their circulation by sale, loan, or gift ;
appoint a Superintendent, and select Tracts for systematic monthly distribution ;
and assign to members of the Board and of the Society their respective duties in
obtaining subscriptions and promoting the nsefulness of the Society. They
may call special meetings of the Society, and iill their own vacancies. Three
shall constitute a quorum.

Art. V. It shall be the duty of the Secretary to record the proceedings of

the Society and the Board, notify meetings, and prepare the Annual Report ;
and also to communicate to the British American Book and Tract Scciety a
notice of the formation of this Auxiliary, an abstract of the Reports annually
presented, with a list of the officers elected, and such evidences as may be known
of the usefulness of the Seciety's publications.
ART. VI. The Treasurer shall report the state of the Treasury at every
ting of the Board; and shall, as early as practicable, remit the funds to the
easurer of the parent institution, and procure and deliver the publications
ordered.

ART. VII. Meetings of the Society shall be opened by prayer.

ART. VIII. This Constitution may be altered by a vote of two-thirds of the
members present at any meeting of the Society regularly convened.

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Eonstitution of the %ucirtp.

1. ‘Tis Society shall be denominated the BRITISH AMERICAN BOoK AND
TracT Sociery, the object of which shall be to diffuse the knowledge of our
Lord Jesus Christ as the Redeemer of sinners, and to promote the interests of
vital godliness and sound morality, by the circulation—through Colportage and
other means,—of Religious Books and Tracts, calculated to approbation of all
Evangelical Christians.

2. Any person paying one dollar, annually, into the Treasury of this Society
shall be a member ; any one paying twenty dollars at one time shall be a life
miember.

3. This Society shall meet annually on the first Tuesday of February, when
the proceedings of the foregoing year shall be reported, and a Board consisting
of a President, four Vice-Presidents, a Treasurer, two Auditors, and twenty
Directors shall be chosen.

4. The Board of Directors shall appoint a Depositary, Superintendent of
Colportage, and Secretary of the Society ; and shall also annually elect by
ballot, a Publication, a Distributing and a Finance Committee, each consisting
of not less than three or more than five members,—the members of which three
Committees, with the President, Vice-Presidents and Treasurer, shall constitute
an Executive Committee to conduct the business of the Society. The Board

shall have power to enact Bye Laws.—Thirteen members of the Board of

Directors present at any meeting regularly convened shall constitute a quorum
for the transaction of business. All vacancies shall be filled as the Bye-Laws
direct.

., To promote in the highest degree the objects of the Society, the Officers
and Directors shall be elected from different Denominations of Christians, and
shall be members in good standing in their respective Churches. The Publica-
tion Committee shall contain no two members of the same ecclesiastical
connection ; and no Book or Tract shall be circulated, to which any member
of that Committee shall object.

6, Any Tract Society founded on the principles of this Society and annually
contributing a donation to its Treasury, shall be considered an auxiliary, and the
President and Secretary of such auxiliary, for the time being, shall be members
of this Society.

7, All meetings of the Society, the Board of Directors, and the Executive
Committee, shall be opened by prayer.

8. The President, or in his absence a Vice-President, or other officer first on
the list in the city of Halifax, at the request of three Directors, may call special
meetings of the Executive Committee. The Executive Committee shall have
power to call meetings of the Society.

9. This constitution shall not be altered, except at the annual meeting of the
Society, and by a vote of the majority of the mcmEcrs present, notice of the pro-
posed alteration having been given at the previous annual meeting ; OF
recommended by the Executive Committee, and notice of the proposed alteration
posted up :n the Depository one month previous to the annual meeting, and
inserted in the call for such meeting.
