Thus
wone sipner” sometimes * destroys much
goed ” In this career he continued for
several years.

However, it pleased the Most High God
io lay His sfflicting hand upon him. He
trought him to the borders of the grave,
and finally summoned him into the world of
epirits.  While confined to his sick-bed the
writer of this article was earnestly solicited
by some pious friends to visit this sick—this
dying man! Accordiogly, a few days after-
ward, he visited his couage, with a view of
having some conversation with him oa the
monstrous subject of eternity. He mno
sooncr ertered his apartment than he felt
the pangs of sympathy for a fellow-man
ginking into the arms of death without pre-
peration for a world of spirits. His wan
appearance, ghastly aspect, his eyes rolling
to and fro with fearful rapidity, indicating
the di-quictude of his soul, and his emaci-
ated lunbs, trembling with the convulsive
throbs of sinking nature, were sufficient to
roften the mo:t obdurate beart.  Wish silent
prayer to 1the Father of the spirits of all
tlesh, he approached the bed of the dying
man, and the following conversation, as near
#s can be recollected, passed between
them : —

“ Sir, you appear to be very unwell.”
“Yes."” “ How is is the state of your mind
relative to eternity 7 To this question

“ Weill happy.” Have you experienced
that change which is essentially requisite to
prepare you to meet God with joy 7’ Here
Lis weeping wife interrupted us by saying,
“ Sir, I suppose you are not aware that my
husband is a Univerzalist, and has been one
for many years.”

This stimulated me to enforce, in the
strong language of scripture, the absolute
nece-s ty of & divine change;in order to be
prepared for eternity, and the impossibility
of being admitted into beaven without &
cLauge ot heart.

At length be summoned all his strength,
and in a tone and look which evidenced the
anguish of his soul, exclaimed, “ Do you
think that God made man to damn him to
all eternity ?  Is he not too good to make
man miserable forever 7"

To this 1 replied,—“I cannot think, for
one moment, that God made ary man with
the cxpress design of sendiog hm to eter-

sin, and restored to the favour of their
maker, consistently with the demands of bis
justice, He sent His Son to be a propitiation
for the sins of the whole world. By His
sacrificial atonemeat, all men are placed in
salvable circumstances, so that if they accept
of salvation, on Gospel terms, they will be |
saved ; but if they reject the offers of mer-|
cy, they must eternally perish. God is too
good not to offer salvation to the fallen pos-
terity of Adam; and He is too just to ad-
mit any into heaven who are not previously
prepared for an entrance into it, through
faith in Christ: God is perfectly good, and
his goodoess induces Him to offer salvation
to sinners ; but on the other hand He is per-
fectly just, and his justice binds him to pun-
ish obstinate offenders hereafter, who will
pot submit to be saved by grace in this
world.” .
It appeared evident by the emotions of
his soul, which he strove to suppress, that
the Divine Spirit had applied these re-
warks with peculiar energy. The founda-
tion of his future hopes seemed to tremble
to its centre, notwithstacding one of his
Universalist friends, a few moments before
I entered his dwelling, had fervently exhort-
ed him to “die like a man.” In an agony
of soul inexpressible, and with looks awful-
ly terrific, he threw himself upon his bed,
casting his hands from him, as if sinking in
hopeless despair, and in the most beart-
rending manner said, “1 shall know all
about it soon ! Presently I shall be in eter-
nity !”

Perceiving this dying man to be in a state
of almost hopeless despondency, I earnestly
exhorted him not to trouble himself about
Univer salism, or any other tsm, but to be-
lieve on Christ with his heart unto righteous-
ness, that he might experience the forgive-
ness of his sins. I nssured him that now
was the time to make his peace with God ;
and that if he neglected the salvation of his
soul a little longer, he would be lost to all
eternity. I them prayed with and com-
mended him to the mercy of God. Soon
after my departure his distress became so
great that he exclaimed, “ The devil is come
for me! He will have me before morn-
ing !”

But God did not leave this penitent sin-
per to perish in his sins. The moment of
bis extremity was God’s opportunity. He
manifested bimself to his sin-sick soul, and
delivered bim from the guilt of all past
transgressions. Before the dawn of day
be ventured to cast himselfl by faith upon
the immacnlate Redeemer, and received
such a sense of his acceptance with God, as
enabled him to rejoice in hope of future
blessedness. He called his weeping part-
ner and children around him, and declared
unto them what God had done for his soul.
He assured them that he felt his sins were
all forgiven ; and that Christ was formed in
his heart the bope of glory. The fear of
death was taken away, and his happy soul
was inspired with a glorious anticipation of
immortal felicity.—~And a few moments be-

He then said, “ It is possible for a per-
son to be a Universalist in life, but Univer-
salism will not make him bappy in death,
or give him an admittance into heaven.”—

Lawyers as Christians.

Lawyers, by name, are denounced in the
Scriptures, but the Scriptore lawyer was not
our modern man of the blue-bag. He was
a casuist—an expert in matters of conscience
—an expounder of Moses’ law and the pro-
phets. There was considerable of Doctor
of Divinity about the lawyers of A. D. L

It is a remarkable fact that no class of
men, whose interests so frequently clash,
live as peaceably together as lawyers. The
profession is more overburdened, perhaps,
than any other; the competition is sharp,
and contact frequent ; yet, so well balanced
are the influences at work, so exact is the
unwritten code, collisions and personal de
tractions are rare. They sheathe towards
each other the weapons they use so skilfully
upon othérs.

Churistianity, with ber internal and exter-
nal evidences, bas much to expect from the
legal mind. Traioed to seek out and weigh
evidence, lawyers especially approach the
subject of revealed religion advantageously.
Of course, now as of old, there is occasion-
ally a captious enquirer—one who delights
in entangling words. Bat the higher order
of mind, rising to the level of the noble
science, seldom fails to find here grounds of
abiding and satisfactory conclusions. The
great lights of the law in America and Eng-
land are and have been religious men : if
not professors of, yet believers in Christi-
soity. Of course, there are exceptions to
this general statement, but fewer than in
any other learned profession.

There is a vast deal of testimony in reli-
gion—testimony, as to the experimental and
systematic. Aand the value of this testimony
is often lost upon those who do not discern
or appreciate it. The following incident, fur-
nished by an exchange, illustrates :

From curiosity, a lawyer entered a meet-
ing for the relation of Christian experience,
aud took notes. But so impressed was he
that at the close be rose and said, + My
friends, I hold in my hands the testimony ot
no less than sixty persons, who have spoken
bere this morning, who all testify with one
consent that there is a Divine reality in reli-
gion, they having experienced its power in
their own hearts. Many of these persons I
know. Their words would be received in
any court of justice. Lie they would not, I
know ; and mistaken, they cannot all be. I
have hitherto been skeptical in relation to
these matters. I now tell you that 1 am
fully convinced of the truth, and that I in-
tend to lead a pew life. Will you pray for
me ?”

God. Bat, that they might be saved from | rested on suitable evidences for his accep-

tance. He who made this remedial scheme |
also made man. He knows the structure of |
his mind, and jost what amount and what
kind of evidence is necessary to command |
its assent—when that mind is working hon-
estly. He prepared for that mind evidences
—of miracle and of prophecy, evidences
internal and external, and has matched them
well. Can we believe, after all the ex-
pressed willingness and love of God—after |
all the cost of redemption, that the whole
falls through at the point of evidence ? The
omnipotent and omniscient God, the willing
and loving Saviour, supplied everything but
enough evidence! They who can believe
absurdity may believe this. Nay, rather : if
there be difficuity with any man in accept-
ing Christianity, we are entitled to say, a
priori, that is not mental, but moral. The
infidelity, or even the skepticism of a lawyer,
is therefore with-ut excuse.

Lawyers in a congregation are helpful to
a preacher. Not in the same sense that the
most praying man and woman is a help—
bat in this : they tone up his mind. Slip-
shod arguments will not do. Premises and
conclusions must bang together. It is a
small need compared with another, but the
pulpit sometimes needs this critical tonic.
We speak not of the mere quibbler, the
word-tangler, but the ingenuous, broad-
minded lawyer.

This is their infirmity, which we advise
them to watch and pray against—forgetting
that they are in church, unconsciousiy hunt-
ing up the rebutting argument, and, in their
own minds, taking sides against the preacher.

Oiber paris were done by Edfrid
or Egbert, 750; the whole by Bede. In
1357, Trevisa published the whole in Eng-
lish. Tindall's translaiion appeared in
1534, was revised aod altered in 1538,
published with a preface of Cranmer’s in
1549, and allowed to be read in churches.
1551 another translation was published,
which being revised by several Bishop’s,
was printed with their alterations in 1560.—
In 1613 a new translation was published by
authority, which is that in Ppresent use.

At the Annaal Meeting of the Protestant
Bible Society, France, lately held, M. Gui-
zot delivered an address, in the course of
which be said :—

“In 1857, two hundred Protestant pa-
rishes or churches in France were not con-
nected with the Bible Socicty; bat in 1858
sixty, and in 1859, fifty joined it. There are
now only about one hundred Protestant pa-
rishes which are not in connection with our
Society, and we have reason to hope that all
of them will soon give us their hearty co-
operation. Our receipts, which in 1857
were 43,000f., feil in 1838 to 37,000f., but
in 1859 they rose to 45,000f. Qur progress
in our great object, the distribution of the
Holy Scriptares, bas been this : — From 18355
to 1856, we distributed in Bibles and New
Testaments, 7,783 volumes ; from 18356 to
1857,9,093 ; 1857 to 1858, 11,184 ; and in
1858 to 1859, 13,448. \We have under-
taken this year an edition of 4,000 copies of
the Bible in 12mo, which is about to be
published. The New Testament in that
form of which 10,000 copies bad been strack
off, has already appeared. We are, besides,
making for soldiers, sailors and travellers a
small pocket edition of the New Testament,
of which 10,000 copies have been struck off.
Lastly, we have repaired the old stereotypes
of our Bible in 8vo., and have strack off
6,000 copies from them; and from those of
the Ncw Testament 2,000. These results
are owing, in the first place, to the progress
of religious zeal in our churches, and to the
pious and intelligent activity of the Rev. M.
Carenou, who has been appointed agent to
our Society, and who justifics the confidence
placed in him.” Oa the necessity of con-
stant discussion, inquiry, and healthy agita-
tion in religious matiers, M. Gaizot said :
 Religicus life, when it is real, takes, and
must take, a double development ; one, in-
ternal and personal, which is accomplished
in the soul of the individual, and on himself ;
the other, external and social, which attracts
and groups individuals around a common
faith and worship. These two religious de-
velopments advance together, and are cssen-
tial one to the other. Reason declares that
this must be the case, and history proves it.
What, for example, was the most splendid
epoch of the Catholic Cburch of France—
the epoch which was the most serious and
tbe most glorious—that at which Catholic
faith was most profourd, efficacious, learned,
brilliant? It was assuredly the seventeenth
century ; that is, the period of discussion, of
mutualand continued labour of religious con-
version and propagandism between the Ca-
tholics and Protestants, the Jesuits the Sul-
picians and Jansenites—between Bossuet,
Fenelon, Arnauld, Pascal, Claude, Basnage,
and Jurien. Liberty, assuredly between
these combatants was very incomplete, very
unequal, and it was of a very short duration ;
but everywhere faith was strong and active,
and zeal for conversion was displayed at the
same time as faith. And amongst the Pro-
testants in Esgland is it not the constant
discussion, the continued labour of propa-
ganda between the Arglican Church on the
one band, and the Dissenting sects on the
other, which bave caused their matual pros-
perity, which have kept alive amongst them,
faith, zea', and religious life "

In reference to the spread of religious
liberty in France, M. Guizot expressed him-
self as follows : —

“ When I look at the state of public opin-
ion and ot facts, [ am far from fioding them
as satisfactory as I could wish, and as the
superior interest of religion and society re-
quires. In the public, the spirit of religious
propagandism inspires a sentiment of alarm,
as it is feared that it will cause a new intol.
erance and discord. Faith and religious
babits are desired, but without ardour or at-
tempted expansion; they are desired living,
but asleep. But that cannot be; we must
choose. If you desire that faith be real and
powerful, consent to see it active, expansive ;
accept the social manifestation of religious
life, if you would see life fortify and purify
society. The Government sometimes shows
itself on this point as prompt at feeling alarm
as the public—it, too, appears at times to be
disquieted at religious fervour, as its labour
to spread its faith ; and it seeks in princi-
ples incompatible with religious liberty, goa-
rantees against its active aspirations. 1} find
some traces of this in the decree of the 19:h
March last on the forme of authorisation
whicb, according to the existing law, must
be observed before religious meetings are
held, or new places of worship are opened.
The enactments of this decree are good, and
favourable to the liberty of Protestants.
They are diciated by a spirit which is equit-
able, and which is friendly to religious lib-
erty, to its rights and progress. Bat with
regret we find that, by the side of these
enactments, there are,if not in the decree
itself, at least in the report which precedes
it, some ideas which donot inspire us wih

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' The Anniversary Week.

Christianity bas exerted a powerful in-
fluence in forming the habits of society as
well as the charac:ers of individuals. The
anniversary season in Loodoo, (extending
through weeks,) the anniversary week in
New York, and that in Boston, are now as
maoch incorporated among the institutions of
Eogland and America as Lent and Christ-
ma3 in Roman Cstholic countries.

Our festival bas just closed, and the thou-
sands who have joined with us of the metro-
polis in this sacred and social delight, are
now returning home, like the tribes of Israel
from the festivals of Jerusalem, glad in
beart, refreshed in spirit, more warmly at-
tached to their brethren for having felt their
cordial grasp, and exchanged with them the
words of friendly greeting amid these hal-
lowed scenes.

The influence of the general religious
interest of the last two years was manifest
in the tone of the assemblies, and in the
exercises. The most prominent of the
strictly religious meetings which came under
our notice were the Young Men's Christian
Association, the Seamen’s Friend Society,
the Tract Society,the Christian Anti-Slavery
Society, and the Prayer Meeting in Winter
street. To those outside of the Charch,
none of them were so attractive as that of
the Tract Society, on account of its present
peculiar position in regard to slavery.

The financial reports of the various Bene-
volent Socicties were very satisfactory to
their friends and patrons. It is manifest
that the most attractive meeting of the week
to all pariies in the Orthodox ranks is the
prayer meeting held in Winter street. The
last one, on Friday morning, is always com-
pletely full—and on this occasion, as usual,
a part of the assembly were obliged to retire
to the lower room of the church, which was
also crowded to overflowing. In the meet-
ing of Friday the leader closed the exercises
by presenting a rapid sketch of the present
condition of Europe, the policy of its des-
potic rulers, and the possibility of our en-
tanglement in this war. All of which was
presented as am occasion for special and fer-
vent prayer to God the ruler of nations.

The Young Men's Christian Association
appeared before us in the very vigor of
opening manhood. The exercises of their
anniversary were of a very interesting cha-
racter ; the speakers seeming to have caught
the fire and glow of the class they repre-
sented. It is an admirable institution, and
deserving of all the favor it is receiving.

Bat the topic of paramount interest was
the institution of slavery. It had, as usual,
three distinct represen-atives in the fleld ;
Mr. Lewis Tappan’s wing appearing under
anpew form. We had the extreme left,—
as the French would say,—~Mr, Garrison
and his party ;—the extrems right, or the
Church aoti-slavery party ;—the eloquence
of whose leader one compared to the rattlin
of a hail-storm on a tin kettle. We he'\rﬁ
him on this subject in the city of New York ;
and were forcibly reminded of Mr. Web-
ster’s remark, when rising in reply to a very
vehemert oration at a political meeting—
“ Mr. Chairman,” he said, dilating that
wmajestic frame to its own true proportions,
*“ violent words are weak words.” The
Juste milieu, as we regard it, or the party
representing sound Christian views of slave-
ry was the American Tract Society. It was
anticipated at their business meeting on
Monday that the struggle of last year would
be renewed, as the Committee of the New
York Society were bere in strength. But
when they discovered how decided the views
of the msjority of New England men are in
regard to their policy, they .determined,
wisely, not to interfere in our affairs. The
public meeting was one of great interest. It
became clear that the Executive Committee
had understood their constituents to desire
an entire separation from the Society in New
York ; and that our Society ratified that
understanding of their wishes. It is obvious
that good men in New York have been
entangled, by the subtle influence of that
corrupting Southern institution, in a policy
from which they must ultimately extricate
themselves ; but which they may find it
much easier to have adopted than to relin-
quish. As the venerable Dr. Hawes of
Hartford remarked, when rising to pro-
nounce benediction at the Tract Society’s
meeting on Wednesday night, * Brethren,
[ now breathe freer.” "Maultitudes will now
say—*“ We breathe more freely.”—Ame-
rican Traveller,

Religious Toleration for Wes-
leyan Soldiers.

Oa the arrival of the 9th Lancers in Exe-
ter, the Rev. W. Williams, Wesleyan Su-
perintendent, received information from one
of the Ministers of that Denomination in
Maidstone, where the regiment had been re-
cently quartered, that between forty and fifiy
of the soldiers bad been in the habit of at-
tending the Wesleyan ministry in that town.
Mr. Williams forthwith waited upon the
commanding officer, and asked permission
for these men to attend the morning service
at the Mint Chapel. The officer replied,
that the only Denominations recognized by
the rules which he had received from the
War Office for his guidance were Episco-
palians, Presbyterians, and Roman Catho-
lics, and he cou!d not therefore comply with
the request. Mr. Williams thereupon ap-
plied 1o Msjor-General Eden, Commander
Pot the district, and received a similar reply.
Not satisfied, however, Mr. Williams ad-
dressed the Secretary for War (General
Pee) on the question, aud io a few days re-
ceived an answer graoting those of the eol-
diers who are Wesleyans permission to at-
‘tend the Wesleyan chapel. Accordingly,
on Sunday morniog last, between thirty and
forty were marched to the Mint Chapel.—

The Young French Convert.

The agent of the Dritich and Foreign
Bible Society in France gives an account of
a young man whose heart had been opened
to receive the Truth, after which Le became
diligent in his endeavors to propagate the
gospel.

Leave me there,
and pray to God that I may be faithful in
it. That he is faithful he is proving in the
most edifying manner; and he is thereby
enabled, in the course of a month, to dispose
of as many, if not more copics of the Bible,
than not a few of our Colportears, although
these latter may not in uny way be deficient
in energy or activny.’

Mission to Labrador.

Mr. C C. Carpenter, of the Canada For-
eign Missionary Society, was passenger on
board schooner Life Boat, Captain Hatfield,
which sailed from this port yesternay. He
goes to the coast of Lahrador, to' prepare
the way for a permanent Mission on the part
of it bordering on the Staits of Belle Isle,
In 1770 the Moravians landed in Labrador,
and established their chief station at Nain,
in latitude 56 degrees north. They have
now four other stations all within some 200
miles of this. Mr. Carpenter proposes Sal-
mon Bay or Caribou Island as the centre of
the New Mission.

Letter from England.

¥From our own Correspondent.
ENGLAND, Mey 27th, 1859.
The first battle bas been fought between

and Sardinia. The site of the conflict is
Marengo was begun in the days of the great
Napoleon,—but the issue of the fight was
vastly different from that of the ancient em-
pire. The intelligence that has been rec®v-
ed from the seat of war is not of the most
trustworthy character. Indeed we shall not
be able to obtain reliable information during
the war,—all reporters being rigorously sent
about their business—the telegraphs being
in military hands—and both sides being suffi-
ciently no‘orious for garbled and untruthful
bulletins. As much as we can gather is
this : —that large bodies of the Austrians
and French, with the Sardinians, met and
maintained a very severe conflict for seven
or eight hours at Montebello,—that after a
most obstinate struggle, the Austrians re-
tired, and left the post in the hands of the
enemy ; baut that the allies eecured such a
sorry triumph that they dared not to follow
it up. The number of killed and wounded
must have been very great. Several officers
of distinction fell on both sides—the French
losing a general of brigade. The bulletins
issued by the respective commanders esti-
mate the number of killed and wounded at
a higher rate each day. They started at
three hundred, but have already acknow-
ledged a thousand,—and probably this is far
below the real number. The French bave
some two or three bundred Austrian prison-
ers ; among whom the Emperor, who seems
to be doiag the thing chivalrously, bas al-
ready distributed some large sums of money.

The French people at home do not seem
quite satisfied with the present results of the
war. The victory at Montebello is not after
the Napoleonic fashion. They expected
that the appearance of a French army on
the other side of the Alps would be the sig-
nal for clearing all Italy of Austrians.—
They anticipated that even by this time
some signal victory over the Austrians
would have brought to mind the Marengo
and Austerlitz of the past. They are very
much chagrined, therefore, to find that, far
from the wholesale success which they look-
ed for, tke French army in Italy has done
really nothing,—their only skirmish issuing
in & very dubious victory. Their impatient
spirit will not brook very much delay, and
ere long Louis Napoleon may have to make
haste frora ltaly, give up the endeavour to
settle another man’s crown, and use all dili-
gence to secure his own. .

On both sides most gigantic preparations
are being made. It is said thatin a few
weeks Austria will bave between three and
four hundred thousand men in the ficld,—
all of them in a state of eflicient discipline,
and under the command of the ablest gen-
erals of the age. Their line of policy seems
to be to act only on the defensive, and to
throw the onus of attack on the French.—
The latter are all for glory, of course. Last
week a corporal hailed a fly in one of the
streets of Paris, and in answer to the ques-
tion of the driver as to whither be should
take bim, exclaimed : au glorie! The dri-
ver knowing no locality of that name, look-
ed suffiziently puzzled, when the son of
Mars in high scorn of the umenthusiastic
son of Jehu, demanded to be led fo the sta-
tion of the Lyons railway,—the first poiut
of the route to lialy.

Russia remains quiet, though it is rumour-
ed that she is not quite satisfied with the
French measures. Prioce Napoleon bas
occupied Tascany, whose Graund Duke
coolly left his subj:cts some time since, until
bauer days. The Russian Autocrat does
not quite like the somewhat sudden occu-
pancy of this state by his royal cousin,—
:nd it is very probable that he may have a
ew questions put to him by and by, whicb
it may be diflicult to answer to the satisfac
tion of all parties. Garribaidi, at the bead
of some ten thousand men, 18 threatening
the Austrians; and Father Gavazzi®has Iv.;lt.ﬁ
England for the seat ot war, bent on fanning
the zeal of Italy with his stirring oraiory,
und perliaps buckling on ugain the sword |
which be once wielded so gallantly for his
father-land.

The King of Naples, aft: r muny weeks of |
dying, is verily dead. Perhups no tear has
been shed for him under heaven. Sprang
from the Bourbon line, he inherited the most
vicious qualities of tbe family. He wasa
rathless and uoprincipled ty rant, whom thou-
sands of his subjects cursed 8o long as he
Jived, and for whose death a whole kingdom
thanks Gud, and all free people are glad.—
His dying moments were accompanied by
great agony,—but he never flinched from
the stern and cruel policy of his life.  No
act of amnesty,—no edict of pardon,—no
farewell gifc of grace aad clemency, shed
over his last hours one ray of glory. He
died as he lived,—a foe to Liberiy,—a heart-
less despot, obstinately bent on securing to
himself uid his memory a peopls’s bate;

and he hus gone to appear before the Judge
of all, in whose sight a king is but a maa
more responsible than his fellows. He is
succeeded by his son Fraacis, who, it is said,
is no better than his father, His step-mo-
ther the Queen has been intriguing for a
long time 0 secure the succession of her
own son, & younger brother of Francis, but
without accomplishing ber object. The ac-
cession of the new monarch was unoppused,
and Naples is quiet.

The Pope has made up his mind to die
game. It appears from Cardinal Wiseman,
who presented a cameo to a bazaar in Leeds
last week, in the name of the Pope, that the
latter, while qaite alive to the contingencies
of his present position, is neverthelers de-
termined to abate nooe of his dignity and
prestige. When coaversing with some high
offical a few days since, he is reported to
have eaid : * Whether in Rome or in exile,
—whether free or in prison, | am the same :
I shall still be the Vicar of Christ, and the
head of the Church.” The spirit of the old
man is worthy of a better cause.

The excitement of our general election
bas nearly abated. There have been muny
hard fought fields,~and political enthusiasm
bas run high, to the very great depreciation
of trade, and in some cases 1o the very seri-
ous disfigurement of the faces and contusion
of the ekulls of iodependent electors. Lord
Derby has gaived a few supporters by the
election, but what he has gaiced in number
he bas lost in strength. Oar friend Punch
kas bappily hit off the government, in a re-
cent caricature. Lord jDerby and Mr,
Disraeli, in the costume of amateur fishers,
are represented as returning from a pisca-
torial expedition. The basket of one 1s la-
betled “ Counties.” of the other * boroughs.”
Each is twirling by the tail & small min-

ston and Rassell will unite their sy
and move a resolution of want of confidence
in the Government. This of course would
pecessitate their immediate resignation. Par-
linment will open on the 31st of this month.
The first week will be occapied with the
swearing in of members, and the Queens’

e | speech will be delivered on the 7th of June.

It is difficult to asceriain what is the feel-
ing in England in relation to the war.
Austria is our old ally, but popular sym-
patby does not go with the throne which
bas been for centuries the stronghold of a
cruel despotism. Little, however, as the
the Eoglish people sympathise with Austria,
the success of France would scarcely be
acceptable news. There is 8 very preva-
lent want of confidence in the motives of
the French Emperor. The notion of the
bero of the coup d’etat going on a mission
as the champion of npational liberty is rather
too much of a paradox to secure geueral
confidence all at once. Perhaps if the vote
of the English people were taken, it would
be that neither side should achieve ultimate
victory, but that both should get a good
drubbing !
Louis Kossuth, the ex-governor of Hun-
gary, is going up and down the country,
delivering some very impassioned speeches
on the non-intervention question. Oa the
principle that it is an ill wind that blows
nobody any good, he looks for some advan-
tage to Hungary in the present state of
things. He seems fully to believe that the
power of Austria is doomed,—and he, like
many others, is off to the seat of war. The
Neapolitan exiles, who landed so recently on
the shbores of Eogland, have taken wing
again, with the hope that something will
turn up for them. Those are great times
for patriotic adventurers. A high tide bas
set in, upon the bosom of which some will
strike ont for fortane. A young Irishman,
a grand-son of Sir Charles Macarthy, who
was killed at the Gold coast by the Ashantis,
was made a sub-lieutenant on the field of
Montebello, for his bravery during the battle.
He bad enlisted as 2 volunteer in a Piedmon-
tese corps.
The aathorities at the war-office baving
sanctioned the embodiment of a volunteer
rfle corps, a very extensive movement in
th#¥ direction has been set on foot. A patri-
otic song, said to be from the pen of Ten-
nyson, has gone the round of the papers,
and produced no small sensation. [n a few
months we shall probably have enrolled in
England more than balf a million of able-
bodied men to be trained in the use of the
minie rifle, which is warranted to kill a man
at a thousand yards. With such a body of
available men, and a channel fleet, we may
laugh at all invaders.
The war on the continent has put an end,
for the present, to the project for the Great
Exhibition of 1861. Such master-picces of
indastry are only for qoieter times. We
must be satisfied to put up with our Crystal
Palace,—the arrangements of which are be-
coming quite gigantic in their proportions.
The forthcoming Handel Festival will far
surpass anything that has ever been at-
tempted in the musical world, since Jubal
swept the strings of the first lyre.
‘Trade is very bad, owing to want of con-
fidence, and the necessary stagnation of
continental commerce. In the manufactur-
ing towns the streets are sadly thronged with
mechanics and factory hands out of employ ;
or only on short work. It comes very hea-
vily upon the poor, who Lave scarcely had
time to recover from the serious embarrass-
wents of the late commercial panic. Vege-
tation is not over forward, and the crops are
sadly wanting rain. A bountiful harvest
this year would prove a great blessing.
We bave fuony news from Australia.
Oa the marriage of the Princess Royal, the
Mayor of Melboarne, rejoicing in the eupho-
neous name of Smith, was despatched to the
court of Queen Victoria, with a loyal and
dutiful address from the people of his mayor-
alty. The said address was proper enough,
but ought to be sent through the hands of
the lieutenant-governor. Mr. Smith, afier
a very pleasant passage arrived in Eogland,
was presented to the Quaeen,read his address,
aud left Her Mejesty’s presence, wearing
still the same igunoble tities,—Mr. Smith!
Now this was not what Mr. Smith wanted
He was all this much before he left Mel-
bourne. Ho wanted to be Sir Thomas
Smith,—and to have the pleasure of bearing
his excellent wife addressed as Lady Smith.
But the unfortunately would-be Koight has
risen to his present eminence by some pro-
cesses cot quite agreeable to the Royal way
of thinking, and the Qeeen did not choose
to gratify his ambition. Qo his return 1o
Australia, in profound chagrin, Mr Smith
'ihade known his grievance to that portion of
the legislature, which corresponds to our
House of Lordsj—and this august colonial
body eutered fully into the sorrows of the
crest-fallen mayor, and passed a vote which
amounis to a censure on the conduct of Her
Most Gracious Majesty, the Queen !
The past month has been singularly fatal
to some great names. Dr. Lardoer, a man
of world-wide celebrity, as the preparer of
many popular scentific manuals, is dead.
The great Humboldt is dead also. [n a
closet, all mingl.d together in wild confusion
with other things, were found many orders
and medals with which various sovereigus
endowed the veteran philosopher. Hard
study cannot be very prejudicial to healib,
when one of the profoundest thinkers of the
age hives to his ninety-sixth year. Joseph
Sturge, of Birmingham, the apostle of the
Peace Society, and long known and esteem-
ed for public and private virtues, is gone to
his reward. The Ban Tellachich, who gained
so much notoriety in the late war between
Austria and Hungary, has passed away.
And last, and not least, Commissioner Yeh
is dead. The wretched old man, though in
comfortable retirement at Calcutta, never
recovered from the chagrin and rage which
be manifested when captured by our sailors.
His habits at Calcutia seem to have been
very eccentric ;— he revelled in dirt—strong-
ly protested against the use of soap and
water—and was 80 particularly modest with-
al that he hid his eyes when a lady was
introduced to him, because a small portion
of her throat was visible. Though be bad
caused the death of at least one hundred
thousand persons, the only regret that he
was heard to express was that he had not
secured the execution of more,
latelligence has just arrived of the death
of that most eminent and benevolent gen-
tleman, Sir Jamseijee Jejecbhey, Bart. It
appears that he has given away more than
a quarter of a million of money. Though
a beathen, his cbarity and catholicity were
worthy of Christian imitation.

The annual District meetings bave all
been beld, with the exception of those of
North Wales and Lincoln, which are being
held now. The results are most satisfactory.
Notwitbstanding the wear and tear which
must accompany the action of such a body
as ours, and the large number lost annually
by emigration, the Districts in Great Britain
show a net increase of the year of fourieen
thousand, five hundred and fifty members,—
with upwards of twenty-one thousand on
trial. But one District exhibits any de-
crease,—and that is of very small character.
When the members are reported from the
two districts which have no: yet concluded
their session, we may hope to present a yet
larger inciease. The most encouraging fea-
ture in this return is that it is general.. The
increase is not confined to particular dis-
tricts,—but is distributed pretty equally
among the whole. We have much reason
to thank God. The piety of Methodism is
rising to a higher standard. The various
District meetings have been most harmoni-
ous and bappy. The public services held
in connexion with them have been attended
with special sanction from Heaven,—and
the ministers are looking forward to a blessed
conference.

The magnificent library of the Rev. Thos.
Jackson, Theological Tutor at Richmond
College, bas been purchased for one thousand
pounds by Mr. James Heald, and munif-
cently presented by him to the College. Mr
Jackson has been a book-collector for more
than half a century, and has gathered toge-
ther a most ehoice collection of Divinity.
Mr. Heald’s liberality is most timely and
creditable. The ministers of our body who
were students under Mr. Jackson have or-
dered a fice portrait of their old tutor, for
presentation to the College Committee. It
is said that the likeness is remarkably
striking.

The question of President is pretty well
settled by this time. At the beginning of
the year it was thought that there would be
two candidates in the field,—but the failing
health of one who has already enjoyed Pre-
sidential honours, leaves the field clear for
the election of a minister who would grace
any ecclesiastical position in Christendom.
Ot course one must not violate the sanctities
of the Connexional mind by giving names.
The first volume of Dr. Banting’s me-
moirs, by his son, Mr. Perceval Bunting,
bas appeared. According to general testi-
mony Mr. Bunting bas discharged his some-
what difficult task with consummate ability,
and produced a book which will rauk among
the standards of biographical literatare. Dr.
Bunting was an extraordinary man, and his
name deserves to be permanently recorded
on the lists of greatness. The memoir is
full of interest, and the compiler has told
his tale with cousiderable vigour, and with
an occasional raciness which makes the book
wost readable. I'he supporters of the Pro-
vincial Wesleyan cannot do better than buy
the book, as soon as it reaches your shores.

Letter from Canada.

(Frcm our own Correspondent.)
CANADA, June 9th, 1859.

1 wish we bad an inter-Colonial British North
Am:rican Railroad, driving at the rate of thirty
miles an hour from Halifax to Toronto, I should
then have received the Provincial Wesleyan
with my last communication before writing this;
bat whenever it arrives I may, as in months past,
be sure that neither my words or my paragraphs
will have received editorial emendations ; for the
Nova Scotian Wesleyan Editor bas not yet learn
ed to drnli all minds and pens into a monotonous
uniformity, (o the damaging of his periodical.—
I'be essentials of thought and fact and style being
secured, every writer should borrow diversity,
and beauty it he can, from the mountains and
prairies of nature, as he certainly may from the
unebackled genius of scripture writers. In these
times of vagarism editorial supervision is of para
mount impurtance; but truth in every line, that
correspondence is read with most avidity which,
according to good taste, telis its own tales in iis
own way, and discards mannerism.
Many of us in Canada bive been regaling
ourselves almost to repletion, on Exeter Ilall,
Centenary Hall and ballowed City Road Anni
versary luxuries, promptly and not grudgingly
furnished by the London Watchman ; and I have
been thinking of the words of the Lord to Abra
bam:—* I will not destroy it for ten's sake.”
And not forgetting the doleful prognostications
of some, that some night or day some treacher
ous despot would take and disgrace Eaglaud, |
bave iaugbed at the prophets, and asked if ten,
or ten hund:ed, or ten thousand were all the
righteous on that transcendant Island 7 And I
bave been imagining the globe clean swept ct
English and American Christianity, und wanted
to know what would better please Rome, and
infidelity, and atheism, and every ism that God
abhors ? Thare is domestic and ecclesiastical
corruption ; but if the Atk of God bas a rest-
ing place in 1859, it is in old Eangland.

It has been inspiriog to read of Bible and Ed
ucational, and of the Charch, Baptist, Preshy-
terian, London and other Missionary Socieries,
and to notice the deserved pre-eminence given
to names which will be beard at the fire-sides of
coming generations, — Shaftesbury, Farmer,
James, and many more; and it of course warms
the beart of Wesleyan patriotism—and in Can-
ada too—to find that the Annual Meeting of the
Wesleyan Missionary Society cannot be placea
second to any other in attendance, interest and
enterprise. There was weeping everywhere
when Robert Newton’s voice was heard no more
on Great Britain's platforms; but a Punshon
succeeds, swaying and enrapturing thronged as-
semblies ; and D:. Tinson tells me he is a modest,
bumble, noble Wesleyan Minister, every way
worthy of his great celebrity. It would seem,
that 80 long as Methodism maintains its pietism
it will never lack a Joseph Benson, a Samuel
Bradburn, a Richard Watson, a Summerfield, a
Beaumont, or a William Dawson. I bave just
seen 8 somewhat dolorous report of our May
Meeting (not in the Watchman be certain—it
knows better) in which the complaint is, that
Metbodist Ministers bad little opportunity for
speaking. None, says my bigotry, are so effec-

Guar-
rantee to us our own indispensable connexional
peculiarities ; then it must never be said that
Missionaries of different Churches bave their
cordial reunions in heathen lands, but that in
Christian lands they are too dignified and sel-
fish for companionship.

It is assuring to see the vigilance of evangeli-
cal men in England, titled and untitled, in their
dealings with official and legislative persons, and
to bave proot that the Christianity of Britons is
not to be played with eitber in India or else
where; while by their evangelism and Lutherism
they rebuke the horse~racing and Puseyism of the
Premier, and the anti-Bible sophisms of his son
Lord Stanley, wko, with the whole coterie of
ber Majesty’s Ministers, think of winning power
by Catrlton Club bribery, and Cardinal Wise-
mar’s subserviency and Jesuitism. That pol-
icy is the poiicy ot some British North Am-
erican colonies, and must be repelled, and the
“ Eighth Lecture before the Protestant Alliance
of Nova Scotia,” by an honoured son of Dr.
Ricbey, just received, is not only timely, but
must convince by its comprebensive and eloquent
statements.

The WesLEYaN CONFERENCE oF CANADA
is now in session, and it is too early to send you
perfectly settled statistics, and yet if I delay tii]
the contingencies ot discussion are passed, and
figures are adjusted, a fortnight must elapse be-
fore another English steamer by Boston would
take my letter. I therefore, send now the intel-
ligence I possess which is reliable.

The Session opened in the John street Church,
city of Hamiton, on the 1st Wednesday of
June, some committees having commenced their
sittings several days previously. The President
was in his place at 10 o'clock, supported by the
Co Delezate, and the General Superintendent
of Missions, and the Rev. E B, Harper was elect-
ed Secretary by a large majority, and the Rev.
Messrs. Wm Scott and J. Genley appointed
Assistants, and J. B. Howard, Journal Secretary.
Notwithsrandiog the precautionary regula-
tions of the Coalerence for limiting the attend-
ance of preachers, which every year of minis-
terial increase shews the necessity of being
made stringent, as in England, the attendance
was large—perhaps nearly two bundred and
fifty ; and no thoughful person could be a spec-
tator ot the scene without a recurrence to the
past, and refleciion on the future. There are
always more grey bairs and wrinkles than in
the preceding year, but such is the joyousness
and respectability of the men, you could not
from the Presijent’s position get the impression,
that these, the pioneers of Canada, had travelled
in storms, and planged through swamps, and
fed at « bash ” tables, and slept in shanties since
last June, Beloved men] Your purpose is
too lofty for politicians, and your spirits too
ethereal for worldly perception, Ye are mak-
ing a glorious desting for Canada,—and many
acknowledge it ; but your full eulogy is delaysd.
A friendly reporter ia the Hamilton Times says,
« Working men, they evidently are; not mere
traiged professionals, toned down to one expres-
sion, or trained in one stcreotyped style, but
vigorous and original, s:lf-reliant and calm,
they impressed one with 4 sense of power, en.
durance and high resolve, tempered in their
expresion by a sense of an all pervading respon.
sibility,” This description might have been
written by a popular Presbyterian Minister of
Hamilton, of thorough sense and heartiness,

At noon the good old usuage, the Conference
Prayer Meeting, came in course, and many of
the citiz2ns were there, and the blessing rested,
as in the times of Bishop Hedding, and Case,
and Harvard. The tecret ot Wesleyan success
bas often been sought by our critics, and found,
too, by holy lockerson ; and it is the spirit of
prayer.

The first great question after these prelimina-
ries related, not to intellectual or merely moral
qualifications, but to character, belief, and effi-
ciency ; and it is satisfactory year after year,
that with an occasional exception or two, the
entire ministry is unsullied and orthodox. Oa
Thureday the question of Reception into Full
Connexion and Ordination game in order, and
among special cases was that of a most useful
minister of the improperly cailed  Primitive
Methodists,” sevking a wider and bappier sphere
of labour, and who, like several from other bodies
with us, and others I could name, not yet in our
ranks, think, that where the Wesleyan Metho-
dists, 2s in Canada, are faithful to their Provi-
dential calling, there is a very limited vocation
for oth:r Method ists.

Oa Friday the Preachers who have terminated
their four ycars Probation were examined b-fore
the Conlerence, and in ths evening the Public
Reception took place, under unprecedented cir
cumsiances. This is the first time in our history
when the number received was thirty two ; but
it cannot be the last,—for, not reckoning the
probationers accepted this Conference, there
were some hundred and twenty received on trial
for the Ministry in 1858 —7—6. The President’s
remarks were very pertinent, and very suitable
addres-es were delivered by the General Saper-
intendent of Muwsions, the Chairman of the To-
ronto District, the Chairman of the Braatford
District, and the Secretary of Conference. The
veoerable William Ryerson offered the conclud-
ing prayer. In no part of the Wesleyan world
is this service a mere ceremony, bat an honest
cbrisuian and ministerial test and profession, and

sacerdotal character.

On Friday, too, a number of interesting me~
morials were read and referred to appropriate
Committees, one of which is in relation to the
French work in Lower Canada, now awakening
much sympathy. Saturday morning was occu-
pied with the report of the Book and Printing
Establishment; after which the Rev. Dr. Green
was el:cted General Book Steward, and (he Rev.
J. Spencer, Editor. The alternoon, which for
several years was very properly devoted to a
spiritual discussion of the invaluable “ Liverpool
Minutes,” written by Dr. Bunting, was given up
entirely to several Committees, to the regret of
many bretbren.

Sabbath came—the “ Conference Sanday,”
and all its services were indicative of tbe loyalty
of Hamilton Metbodism. First of all, the Con.
ference Lovefeast; at half past 10 o’clock the
Ordination service, crowded beyond the capaci-
ties of the church. The President preached on
a favourite subject of Benson's, and the Co-dele-
gateand otber Ministers held services in most of
the Protestant churches of the city, and there
was, as Wesley bas it in his journal, a % higb con-
solation.”

In former times there
used !:) be a Conference at Saltflset, and another
at Ancaster. At tbe first place our Missionary
Society was formed, and not far from Hamilton
the first Indian converts of our Church ex-
changed the war-whoop for christian praise.
The patriarchial members at those ancient Con-
ference places have, doubtless, been making their
contrasts I say nothing of other bodies of Me-
thodists in Canada, since raised up, which are
indebted to Jobn Wesley's creed and rules;
though I know there is a ministerial aggregate
here which no other Protestant people in Canada
can equal. In 1827 the Conference was held in
Hamilton. Dr. Green and Dr. Ryerson, and
others were received into Full Connexion. There
were *hen three Districts, about Forty Preachers,
(now our yearly increase) and eight thousand
six bundred Members of the Church. The
three Districts bave become eight times three;
the Ministers eleven times forty ; the Missions
alone are now five times as many as the entire
thirty circuits and missions in the Minutes for
that year; and whereas the work was then con-
fined to the rude Niagara, Bay of Quinte, and
Augusta Districts, it now ranges from the most
easterly point in Lower Canada, to the most
wester!y limit of Upper Canada, and has carried
its spiritual jurisdict:cn and privileges into Hud-
son’s Bay, and to British Columbia: and, by a
Divinely-inspired faith and beroism, Canada
Wesleyism will reach other boundaries, and
triumphant'y pass them for Christ !

The
sacrament of the Lord's Supper was then
administered, and the sight of four Wesley-
an Ministers encircling the table of their
dying Lord was a scene never before wit-
nessed in Parrsborough Village—and a time
pot soon to be forgotien. At four o’clock in
tke afternoon the Rev. James Narraway
preached an exccllent sermon from Luke
xvii. 31,—* If they hear not Moses and the
Prophets, neither will they be persuaded
though one rise from the dead.” Beautiful-
ly did ke expatiate upon the text, showing
that the grand instrument or apjointed
means of our conversion was “the Word,”
or ¢ Moses and thic Prophets.” He showed
its adaptation to awaken the conscience,
subdus the will, ruise and purify the affec-
tion, change the hLeart ; and all this was seen
to Larmonize with man’s moral agency.—
And that if this should fail, no other means
would be effectual—no, not even “ though
one rose from the dead.” Noiwithstanding
the unfavourableness of the weather, the
sacred edifice was well tilled at both services,
though there were three other places of wor-
ship open at the same t'me, all within a
mile of the village.

The Ban on the Bible.

One of our Correspondents who urges the
Methodist people to wend Petitions against‘the
Veto which Lord Stanley has again placed upon
the Bible in Government Schools in lndia, will
be glad to see that this maiter has not been
untbought of. A form of Petition will be found
in another column, and for promoting sach an
sppeal to the Legislature a Committee bas been
constituted, of which the Kev, Wm. Arthur is a
member, who unquestionably will be prompt in
giving any further information and suggestions
that may be required in different localities.

It is not a Denominational Committee or
Petition. The ban that the Minister for India
persists in putting upon the Holy Scriptures,
which, by some inconceivable but incurable
obliquity of moral vision, he will not cease to
regard as an object not * neutral”—bostile
therefore to something that, in his apprehension,
deserves greater homage or tenderness—involves
the nation in a grave comsent of opinion and
action with his lordship, and is, consequently, of
pational concern. In the next place, it treats as
in some way, and under given conditions, ob-
noxious, that revelation which is the common
beritage of the entire Christian Church. The
protest, therefore, ought no more to be Denomi-
pational in its religion than se.tional in its
political character. We want neither Opposition
petitions nor sectarian petitions ; and we rejoice
to find in the Committee referred to honest
Conservatives as well as honest Liberals, and
Cburchmen as well as Metbodists and Inde-
pendents. By all means, bowever, if our people
anywhere bave not an opportun ty of signing
together wilh their fellow-townsmen and brethren
of other Churctes, let them take up the business
for themselves. We have seen isolated petitions
presented to either Hause from Meibodist con-~
gregations on much less serious occasions.

These petitions will not be shelved in the
tranquil but peremptory manner in which Lord
Stauley disposes of (he Bible in Government
Schools. A Minute of Resolutions passed at a
meeting Leld about a fortnight after the date ot
his implacable Despatch, informs our readers that
“a Motion will be submitted to Pariiament at
the earliest period possible afier the opening of
the Session, to the cfcct :—* Toat it 1s right and
expedient to remove the authoritative exclusion
ot the Word of God trom the system of education
m Government Schools in ladia, so that none
wbo may be so disposed be interdicted from the
bearing or the reading of the Bible’” This
anpouncement adds another and most urgen:
motive to the exertion of every constitutional
right possessed by us as citizens, and of all private
1wfluence which any of us may bave acquired,
in order to prevent the calamity of a defect.
The point contended for we regard as incompa-
rably more important as leading to the establishe
ment o1 denial of a principle, than as involving
the gain or lnss of a rpecial object. The “ ban
upon the Bible,” in mere outward effect is but
one of those obstacles which the Spirit who
inspired the Bible will overcome; but in its
moral character it is a sin, and an indignity fo
the same gracious Spirit.

Lord Stanley’s purpose is to feed the Eastern
subjects of the Queen from the tree of the know-
ledge of good and evil; but to keep them as far
as Government can from the tree of life, howw
ever desirous they may be to taste and prove its
froitage. We say, let them have both if they
wish ; at any rate, let not the Government which
supplies them with the one repulse them from
the other.

The Assembly terminated its business with the
passage qf the Appropnation Bill ; the Ministers
anticipating its final passing in the Upper Cham.

gation. The Legislative Council, bowever,
thought that the distribution of the fund voted
for educational purposes was unequal—£92,500
to the Denominational Board, £32 500 10 the
National Bosrd—and tbey amended tte bill by
adding £4,000 to the latter, contending that by
s0 doing they were only rectifying a clerical
! error. They sent the bill down on ibe 23rd, but
the Ministers went to dinner and the bouse was

went down to prorogue the Parliament, and bad
to wait until it bad decided what to do with this
bill.

Tk Crors.—Our advices from all parts of
the country bring most cheering news of the
crops. In sections of Obio, nearly double the
average corn crop is expected. Rye, oate, and
birley look well, and the yield of fruit will be
unusually large. In lllinois, corn is very scarce ;
but the new crop promises better than for many
years past. The wheat fields of Michigan look
hopetul, the stalks standing 85 inches bigh, and
beginring to head. The other cereals and pota-
toes are equally flourishing, and an uousually
large arca bas been planted. The wheat crop of
Wisconsin is largely in excess of any previous
year. Kentuckians expect to barvest their
wheat in a couple of weeks. In this State, re-
potts concur in representing this crop as unusu-
al'y promising. ‘'he farmers, in view of the
fact that go large a portion of the industry of the
Old Worid has been directed into destructive
channels, are evidently alive to the importance
of improving the opportunity, by planting for a
farge surplus crop, to meet the demands for agri-
cul ura! produce which must be made upon them
the com:ng winter.—N. Y. Ezaminer.

Haep Times ovr West.—The Eddyville
(lowa) Commercial says :

“Jiis useless to deny or attempt to conceal
the fact. This region of the country is destitute
ot the nccessaries of life. The stock of food for
man and beast is about exbausted. There is,
perhaps, corn enough to feed those who are un-

10 bay corn. It is in the bands of a few per-
sons, and they will only sell for cash at a dollar
a bushel. Not one third of those whbo need to
buy corn bave the dollar, or any means of get
ting it; for the money, like the corn, is out of
the reach of the destitute. We are no panic-
wmaker, but of this we feel certain, and we speak
advisedly, that in thirty days from this time, un-
lesa those who bave a eurplus agree to part with
it, on time, at a fair price, it will be distributed
and carried away by bands of desperate men, to
feed their starving famil es. This sounds terri-
b!y ; but it is too near the truth, and men will
not suffer their families to starve, when food can
ba procured by going and taking it.”

Har. Storm.—The Wheeling, Va., Intelli.
gencer gives an account of a destructive bail
storm about thirteen miles from that city, on
Friday last : The bail was of the largest size and
of all shapes, the greatest portion of it merely
irregular, unshapen pieces of ice. It fell to the
depth of three or four inches. On some farms
the trees were completely riddled and beaten
into the earth. Trees blown down and branches
cut ofl.

DerrepATIONs OF Locusts.—The Mem-
plie, Tenn., Avalanche, of the 24th saye: “ We
hear of extensive depredations committed by the
swarms of locusts which now infest the country.

TurriFic THUNDERBOLT.—A correspondent

Tie Sardinian Correspondent of the Daily
Nerws writes:—
The battle ¢f Montebello scarcely admits of
ription. It was a series of dreadful deeds of
, hand-to-band fights, of sanguinary en-
rs, of desperate charges and assaulits. Tle
thiells and bullets of the Austrians burst so thick-
y amung our troops that our centre, already en-
..el, was obliged to fall back on the right of
ur | nes, retiving from Montebello, protected by
a ravine filied with brushwood which descended
towards the main road of Voghera. As General
Beuret led on Lis men to support our centre, it
was obs:rved that a body of the enemy had gain-
el the top of a hily ground behind the French
divi-ion on our right. A deadly volley was
poured inio them, and, protected by the fire,
Loth Piedmontese and French came out from
the ravine and went boldly to meet the enemy.
The effect of the new Krench guns, carrying
their bullets 1o a distance &f more than two EKng-
lish miles, was so great, that the centre of the
Austrians was soon obliged to fall back on its
reserve, and Montebello was again occupied by
our men. By this time the 8rd and 4th brigades
of General Forey’s division had reached the
scene cf the action  This distinguished officer
had left in support of a small band of the nation-
al guard—who, by the bye, fought bravely—bis
1st brigade, sending an orderly officer of his
stall to Marshall Baragnay d'Hiiliers, asking sup

elli ; attacked on the right by the 20d brigade’
aqd by our artillery all along the line, the sAIIl-
trians began to retire after a st gle of six hours-
At 5 o'clock p m. they were driven pell mell
down the bills towards Stradella on one side, and
towards Casatisma on the other, leaving mouonds
of dead behind them. We bad won ihe day.
The Austrians wese therefore unable to force
our positions, though they were 15,000 stroog,
with a powerful artillery, thus outnumbering us
by 6,000 men. Forey’s division numbered
scarcely 8000 fighting men, and was supported
by 900 Sardinian horses. You must not forget
that this brave cavalry, led by young Coloael
de Sonnaz, sustained for an bour the shock of
the enemy, thus giving time to the French to
come up. The last charge made by the Sar-
dinians was fatal to Colonel Morelli, who fell
mortally wounded from his borse.

ViscouNt PALMERSTON AND Lorp Jomx
RusseLL—There is an old childish game, in
which search is mads for something secreted, and
in which the searchers are proclaimed fo be
“cold,” or “burn,” as they recede from or ap-
proach it. It was our duty to declare one of our
respected contemporaries very “ cold” indeed,
when he reported overtures to bave been made
to Lord Palmerston, and likely to meet ac-
ceptance, to join the present Cabinet, to assume
the lead of the House of Commons, and to be
“ viceroy over” the present much perplexed
Foreign Secretary. We may now express our
belief that several of them are much nearer
burning ™ in their present anticipations of an
entente cordiale between the leaders of the
Liberal party, and of the probable result of
union in the ranks of the parliamentary majority,
on the main points of foreign and domestic
policy, as affording prospect of an early decision
of the appeal which bas bcen made by Ministers
to the country.— Globe.

City or LoNpox NEUTRALITY MEETING
—Sreeca BY Kossutu.—The Lord Mayor
presided at 8 Meeting to express the opinions of
the citizens on in favour of neutrality.
The speaker of the evening was Kossuth, tbe
Hungarian patriot and exile. While enforcing
a neutral policy on England, bis own declarations
were, as on former occasions, strongly anti-
Austrian. He expounded his views with regard
to the oppressed nationalities, and declared his
disbelief that Napoleon was actuated by desire
of conquest. As to the Italians, if, when enabled
by French interposition, to organise and arm
their nation, they could not protect themselves
againet their foes, they would not deserve to be
free. M. Kossuth declared that the fate of
nations was trembling in the scale, and that at
such a moment every man ought to be guided,
not by his own interests, but by those of bis own
country, and expressed the bope, tbat if there
was a chance of emancipation for the nationali-
ties, England would not be backward in en-
couraging the endeavour to free them by her
approbation, and cheering it with her sympathy.
A Resolution, affirming the policy of neutrality,
was then carried. An amendment favourable to
Italian nationality was withdrawn.

Tne CoNsERVATIVES AND Papists —The
Banner of Ulster, the organ of the Northern
Presbyterians, has some striking remarks upon
the conduct of the Conservative party through
out the recent contests in Ireland :—* For some
years past they have been endeavouring to con-
vert the question of Maynooth into political
capital, and by their professions of bigh Protes-
tantism, they bave induced not a few to believe
that they were prepared to witbdraw the grant
fiom the Popish college. The mask bas now been
thrown aside ; their candidates in Newry, Ar-
magh, Londondarr{, and other places, have pub-
licly refused to pledge themselves against the
Reman Catholic institute, and they bave openly
appeared in alliance with the agents of the Man
of Sin and Son of Perdition Many of our
readers will, perhaps, scarcely be prepared for
the announcement that the Conservative com-
wittes in the county of Roscommon have been
circulating a pampblet with the following omin-
ous title :—* Electors of Roscommon,— Read the
unanimous opinion of the priesthood of the great
county of Meath on the duty of every Catholic
elector in the present crisis towards our Most
Holy Father the Pope! The opinion of the
priestbood of Meath, in the form of an address
to the electors of the country, signed by fifty one
of the Roman Catholic clergy, is subjoined, and
in this document the people are earnestly recom-
wended to support the present Tory Administra-
tion, * Is it now,’ say the writers, ¢ when mightier
perils compass the Vicar of Christ than those
with which Russell and Palmerston surrounded
him in 1848 —is now that we should entrust to
Russell and Palmerston the whole power of the
British emnire, to be employed in snatching from
the Holy Father his temporal dominions and ia~
dependence? From the Tory side there was
never danger to the independence of the Irish
party. A Conservative Government’s policy on
religious questions at bome, so far as it has gone,
18 illustrated by the concession to Catholics of
full and perfect religious equality in the matter
of army chaplains and schools. ”

A ViEw oF Tug SCeENE o¥ WAR.—A letter
from Casale of the 19:h, in the Debats, says :—

* As we approach Casale the spectacle becomes
beart-rending.  The country is everywhere
beautiful, but there is no one to get in the crops,
there are neither farmers, nor peasants, nor sbep
herds, not a living soul in the plain in which the
vine is spreading its green branches, aud in
which the wheat is waviog. Farms are abandon-
ed—villas deserted; goats no longer graze in
lanes or cows in meadows. From the empty
bouses the furniiure and even the doors and
windows bave been carried away. Tke scene is
one of desolation in the midst of all the fertility
#nd all the smiles of spring !”

Tne MuLBERRY TrEEs oF PrrpMoNT.—The
whole province of the Lomellina, now occupied
by the Austrians, as weli as the plains south of
the Po, and the country near Casale, where the
Franco-Sardinians have established their lines,
is rich in that article so bighly valuable to Italian
industry, and particularly to the industry ot Mil-
an ard Genoa—the mulberry-tree. In fact there
are almost no other trees but mulberry-trees —
And just for this reason I am sorry to say, the
hand of war has been heavy upon them, and they
have almost been cut down, by friend as well as
foe, to furnish the material for ckevauz de frise,
and oiber things in use to protect infantry from
the attacks of cavalry. The flooded rice-fields
can be cuitivated again next year, the destroyed
Louses can be rebuilt, but not in the space of
thirty years will the damage thus done to the
silk industry of northern Italy be repaired.—
Letter from Turin.

From the heights of Montebello the Austrians
beheld a novelly in the art of war. Train after
train arrived by railway from Vophera, each
train disgorging its hundreds of armed men, and
immediately hastening back for more. In vain
Count Stadion endeavoured to crush the force
before him before it could be increased enough
to overpower bhim The battle was kept up
without any decisive result till dark, when be
retired, baving fully accomplished bis purpose
of discovering the position and force of the ene-
my.

judicious Management of
their Feet.

The lameness in borses, especially in
their fore feet, is very frequently the result
of improper modes of shoeing, and of in-
jodicious mensgement georally, we have
frequently sffirmed and insisted upon io
this depsriment of our journal. As a
thorough persuasion of the truth of this
proposition is an indispensable prerequisite
to relorm in this particular, we gladly avail
oorselves of the opporiunity of giving it
some confirmation by a few qaotations from
a clinical leciure delivered at the New
Veterinary School Edinbargh, in Janusry
last, by Prof. Gamgee, whose qualifications
and suthority in matiers of this kind ere
well known in bis own country, and slso
tonot a lew on this side of the Atlsotic.
After giving the history of several cases of
lameness about which he had been profes-
sionally consulted, he concludes bis leciure
by informiog his students that the cases he
bad recited teach such lessons as the fol-
lowing :

let. ** That the common practice of
weakening the horny coveriog of the very
vascular and sensiuive stracture of the
horse’s foot is a fraiiful source of its irrita-
tion and pain, snd consequently of lame-
pess. The methods adopted which weaken
the feet, sre chiefly rasping the crusi or
wall of the hoof, and paring the sole exces-
sively, Most frequently the toe is shoriened,
80 that the nails must be driven high io
order to ho'd suffici-nily to preserve ihe
shoe in posiion, The deep sested horn
is eoft and elastic, #othe iron nails press
injuriously against 1he sensitive tissues, and
soreness rnd sbsolute pain muet resuit, |
eaonot sofficiently condemn the praciice of
paring the soles thin io case cf lameness
Thais 18 done with the object of relieving
the subjaceot tissues, but on s faise princs-
ple, inasmuch as, if 1he na ural growih ot
horn be favored, there 1s a deep layer of
sof. materisl v contsct with the vascaler
textures; but when the sole is pared 1bin,
the thin lsyer speedily diies, and ihe result
is exactly opposiie 10 thit which the uore-
ﬂec“ﬂ‘ Vpucul'oner nmucipates ”"

The remaing lessons or conclusions de-
tived from the cases deiaied by Prof G,
we will now give 10 a somewhat condensed
form:

24 ** When farriers are not properly
superiniended, they are very apt 10 try and
do clean work, and in doing so they cu
and remove the horn from where 1t should
rematn  lgnorapt farriers produce lame-
Dess, olsn, 1n anotrer way. Not consider-
ing that the manner 10 which the foot bears
upon the ground, determine the position ol
the jrints of the limb, they wors away a:
random, and ofien lay 1he fouodaiion of
deformity and eventual lameness A case
is here referred to i which the ioner
quarcer of the hoof of a fure fout was found
much cut away—he cuiting hsving been
in the course of ume repeated frequently —
to prevent what is called cuiting or 1oteifer-
ing. The foot had become ivwered on the
inside, from the cuiting away o the wall
aud of the horny eole, was tender to the
touch, and above the hee!s and frog the
tissues were quite pufly and sensiuive
This cutiing away of the inoer quartar of
the hoof, with narrowing the shoe, and
favoring 1t displacement toward the outer
part of the hoof, when long contiuued,
throws the antmal out of his natural balaece,
and not only contributes to make him lame,
but is ultimately an.indirect cause of the
very wjury it was wished o obviate,

34. *“ It is very clear from the result of
the treatment in several of the cases
mentioned by Profl G, that, even in cases
of protract2d lameness, 1elic! may be given
with great promptiude by the adopuion of
simple measures, and the proper manage-
ment of the feet, such ss 1zking off the
shoe fomenting, the foot when slight pres-
sures cause the horse to flinch, greasing
the hoofl with hoof oiotmenr, and waiting
for a sufficient growth of horn before agan
setting the shoe,

4ith” " When the feet are much injured,
time is required for the growth of the horn
Fomentatioos and poulijevs are useful in
the early stages of lameness; but if con-
tinued 100 long, the horn euffers.  If the
horn should be dry and very hard, oint-
meng of proper consistence, cootsining tar
snd other substances, confioe the na ural
exhalitions, and favor the mantenance of
the supp'e and elauic properues of tha
siructure.”’

To these remarks of Prof. Gamgee we
wou'd add, thst, inasmuch as most shhers
of harees are ignorant of the anatomy of the
ho-se’s foot, and frequently cause lameness
by injudicious paring, cutting rasping, &:,
the owners of valuaule rorses oaght 10
s udy the proper modes of shoeing, and
ermmon causes of lameness,— Country
Gentleman.

British Columbia.

Eztract of a Letter from Rev. E. Robson,
Wesleyan Missicnary at Fort Hope,
Fraser River.

The public lands in Vancouver Island
are beiug surveyed and sold at $4 per acre.
There is some available farming land on
the Island, and some good farms near Vie-
toria. Baut the great resnurce of the Islaod
will be its coal mines, which sre good.—
There is s grest number of stores 1o Vie-
toria—far too many. 1 would mot advise
any one io come there 10 keep store.

The mouth of Fraser River is 60 miles
norib from Victoria in St. George’s Sound.
The laud oa the river is flat until you get
up 8few miles. Twelve miles from ihe
mouth of the River, you come 1o the site of
s new 1own, Queeasborough, which is de-
signed to ve the Capital of British Colum-
bia. They sre commencing to build on it,
and [ 1hink it will, one day, be a grest
iown. It will be made s port of eotry—
vessels now have ‘0 go to Victoria, and clear
for Briish Columbia. T welve miles above
Queensborough is Langley, a towo of 400
whabitauts It wil never be much of a
town, [ 1bink. From Langley 10 this place
(Fort Hope) is 65 miles by water. There
are aboui 300 ivbabians in Hope. It is
beaurifully eiuared, snd will be 1he most
tasteful town on the Ruver, [ 1hiok. The
probab:lity is that it wiil be a place of much
importance, as it is at the head of 1be steam
vost navigation. Filieen miles above Hope
18 Yale, with 400 inhabitants. It is no
quite so plesssnt a place as Hope. Sixty
or seventy miles above Yale, at the * forks”
of Thompson River, & town is growing up
which numbers 400 or 500 inbabitants —
Sixty or seventy miles further up is the
Fountsin, or ** La Fontaine,” which is be-
coming a town. Some miles farther up is
Br:dge River, at which a settlement is form-
ing.

'Al to the lands of British Columbis, the
Lieut.-Governor, in s late proclamation, so-
nounced that they would be surveyed and
brought into the market at 2 50 per acre;
but that, for the present, no lund would be
deeded. This, I thiok, is a great blunder
in the Government policy. 1f they had been
more liberal, and thrown open the lands in
the colony for immediate setilement, huo-
dreds of fermers would come in snd settle
on them ; but as things are, there is no tell-
ing what will be done.

The Fraser River from Lsngley, or a
little above it, to Thompson River, runs
through a wild range of mountaine. So
that there is not much ferming land on it.
Forty miles from this place, to the 8. E.,
you come into the * open country,” where
is any quaotity of the best land, buth prairie
and woodland. And when you get as for
up the River as the Fountein, you have
any amount of *the best farwing land any-
where you plesse to go. The climate, from
the coast to Yale, is cool, being in the
mouoitaine, many of the peaks of which are
covered with * Eternal snow ” Bat when
you go far up on the River, you get s mild
chimate. There the cattle run oot all win-
ter, and they scarcely ever have snow. The
coldest part of the country, however, is not
80 cold ss Canade.

The mintng commences 30 miles above
Langley, on the Fraser River. The first
* Bar” 18 * Fargo’s Bar.” Bat bere I may
explain some terms which you may, per
haps, misunderstand. A * Bar” is a bed of
sand and gravel 1n the bed of the River,
which is covered with water when the Riv-
er 18 high, but dry at low water.

[uey throw 10 the ssnd and gravel, which
are carried out by the water at the lower
end, while the parucles of gold, by their
greater weight, seitle 1610 p aces o 1he bot-
tom prepased to recewve them.  Quickeilver
1s prured 1010 these holes 1n the boitum of
the flume, to aturect 1he precious metal. A
* Roucker” 1s a box somewhat resembling »
cradle, beiny 5 or 6 leet 1n length, with a
sieve in 1. Tne person using it fille it with
the sand and gravel, and then, using oone
hand to pour 1n water with a dipper, rocks
it with the other till the dirt runs out, leav-
ing the gold dust on a copper plate in the
notiom. A * Peu” 10 a smail iron vessel,
like ashallow milk pan. When they use
tms lor mining, they fill it wiuh dirt, and
setuing it in 1be edge of the river, shake it,
and rake out the dirt with the hand tiil it is
gone, leaving the dust in the botiom of the
pan. A * Runch” is a minet’s cabio : ibey
are made of either logs or *“ shakes "’ in the
villsges generally of the latter.

Be-
iween this and Yaie there are sevesal Bare
On some of these there are from 20 10 50
ranches; bu' many men have gone from
these Birs a!so, iately, to the upper country.
Those wh) remain make from $4 :0 $20
per day each If they work with sluice, the
water costs them 2 10 84 per day. la
these places men have taken out as high as
8100 per day, snd frequenily $30 or 840,

I'bere are several Bars above Yale at which
they make about the same as on the last
mentioued. In the upper country, 100 10
250 mwiles above this, they are moking
great ‘* sinikes,” according o best iofor-
maiion. Some men have made * foriunes”
this Spring.  All say it is a very nch
couatry, the richest yet discovered. Withe
in the last 5 weeks 207 boats, containing
from 4 10 12 men each, have left Yale for
the upper couniry. Some of 1hose who
went up lasi Fall are down for Provisions.
Two of them passed here on Monday with
one hundred pounds weight of gold, worth
10 H.ope 815 per ounce. T hese, of course,
have done vetter than the most of miners.
Any man, however, can make good wages

Population Industry and Religion
of Italy.

The total population of the Italian Siates
is set down a 27,107 047. About 20,000,
000 sre under lwsiisn governments and
7.000.000 uader foreign rule  There
ere 110 provinces, and 10,012 communes
It hes eight cities eonteining over 100,000
inhabitants, and ;10 with between 50,000
snd 100000 The largest are Rome,
Naples, Palermo Venice, Florence, Milan,
Geooa snd Turin.

Almost all the population are Roman
Catholics, the number of those who profess
orher Christian creeds only amounting 10
36 676, ;:a0d the Jews 1o 41,497 The
births far exceed deaths; the increase in
1he population is particularly remarkable io
Sieily and Tuscany, where it may double in
73 years.

The -regulsr and seculsr clergy of boih
sexes count in lialy 189 000, and they are,
as compared with the vumber of the populs
tion, as 1 to 142. The clergy are more
nomerous io Sicily 1han in any part of lialy,
or perhape, in the worid, the numbers ol
priests, monks or nuns, being 33,220, ur
one out of 69 inbhabitants,

One of the principal branches of industry
is the fproduction of silk, and io ordinary
years the value of thet article is from 840,
000,000 t0 $46,000,000. Lombardy slone,
which is only the fifieenth part of Italy,
produces one-ihird of the whole erop of silk
w the country. This fact 18 a sirong
evidence that the enuntry is more prosper-
ous (and less oppressed than some of the
accounts recently published have set forth,
particularly that given in the London Quar-
terly Review, where Lombardy is described
8s given over to poverty and famipe, and so
grievously taxed thai many estates of de-
cessed persons, remsin unclaimed, hecause
the heire are unable to pay the tax upon
their succession.

The Austrian correspondent of the Lon-
don Times boldly challenges the world 10
produce a richer and more prosperous Siate
than Lombardy. When svch conflicting
statements are made relative 10 a well
known community in the heart of Europe,
it is difficult to form any opinion in regard
10 the sulject.—American Traveller.
