GREAT WESTERN RAILWAY.

The original line from which the Great West en 
"has sprung ran from Hamilton to London. Th. 
original intention wiu to iutrodncé the uarrov 
gauge; but the Canadian Parliament, having th. 
general question of gauge under discussion, n ttolv 
«1 to extend no aid to ruads not adopting the t 
feet d inch gauge, which it aaw fit to make the uni­
form gauge of the Province. State aid wax indu 
pena-iTdr, and no the wide gauge was adopted, 
.gainst the judgment of those interested in th. 
line. On the completion of the through line, th. 
company built an extension from • Hamilton t< 
Toronto; one from London to Sarnia; and anothei 
from Harrisburg to Galt; while they dame inti 
possession (as mortgagee) of the Galt and Guelph 
Railway. At the time of the oil excitement, they 
built an ext-nsion from Wyoming (on Sami. 
Branch) to Petroli*, tapping the productive oil 
region, from which a very heavy trafic has been 
steadily enjoyed—the shipment* last year having 
reached an aggregate of 120,000 brU. In 1857, 
the parties constructing the Detroit and Milwau­
kee *ro*d becoming embarrassed and unable to 
complete ami equip their line solicited aid from 
the Great Western Company, who eventually fur­
nished £250,000, on condition that it* control 
should be invested in tilt Great Western. The 
total capital expenditure on the entire property ol 
the company (including the D. à >1.) amounted 
January 1, 1869, to 825,005,484. : The main line 
extended from th* Suspension Bridge, Niagara 
Fall», to Windsor, on the Detroit river, a distance 
of 229 miles. At Suspension Bridge it is con­
nected with the New York Central Railroad by 
means of the Suspension Bridge, which was open­
ed fof trains in March. 1855. At Windsor, the 
connection is formed with the Michigan Central 
abd Detroit and Milwaukee railroads T>v mean* ol 
ferry* steatneta, the width of the rivet I wing over 
one-half a mile. The steamers which at picaent 
transfer the passengers and-ft eight consist of two 
first-class vessels. One is au iron double-euder

This valuation is obtained by an actuarial 
investigation, and as the rules by which it is 
reached arc well understood, the result is, as 
a general thing, trustworthy. Put as the ma­
terial for such an investigation is not avail­
able to outsiders, we must see what can be 
gathered from the information that, is or 
should be afforded. Such information as the 
following is necessary:—a statement of the 
income and expenditure, of the investment of 
funds, of the amount of the maiy^i of pre­
miums reserved at each valuation for future 
expenses and bonus, of the rate of mortality 
by which claims were provided for in the 
valuation, of the rate of interest at which in 
the valuation the funds were assumed to ac­
cumulate. The failures of life companies are 
attributed to taking risks at inadequate pre­
miums, too htavy a rate of expenditure, and 
distributing a surplus shown by adopting an 
improper - method of valuing the assets and 
liabilities at the periodical investigations. 
These considerations have suggested the fol­
lowing questions, as likely to furnish proof 
of solvency ?-*-(!.) Has the death rate expe­
rience, on the whole, been as favourable as 
tliat provided for by the table used in valuing 
at the last investigation ? (2.) Has the inte­
rest received been as great as it was then as­
sumed it would bdl (3.) Are the realized 
assets of the value put upon them? (4.) At 
the last investigatipn,. was the whole of the 
“ loading” set aside and if not, was the 
value of the part reserved, sufficient to 
cover the future working txjicnsee * (5.)

TRADE REflElf.

The retail trade of this city has been dull — 
x-ery dull—for a fortnight back, a state of tilings 
not unusual at this season of the year, hut at pre­
sent aggravated, doubtless, by the unwillingness of 
country customers to buy. The farmer* are well 
enough off in rvality, lmt they M somewhat poor 
at finding their wheat worth so little aa 75 cents 
per bushel, with very little prospect of its being 
worth more. We know how mtirli a man's spirits 
have to do with his readiness to- buy ; nothing 
puts so effectual a stop to extra expenditure as • 
despondent state of mind, and on thy other hand, 
nothiug makes a man more ready tlwn l-aoyancy 
of spirit. The farmers, we fancy, are generally 
inclined to be low spirited at present ; not that 
there is any particular reason for it, except the 
low.quotation jnet noticed, and hence we expect, 
after a little while, they will find there is no real 
foundation for depression, and go on buying as 
in former years.
