He says he was consulted by several
persons interested in acquiring land.

There are three other tributary streamse
coming into Salmon river within two

miles of the mouth of Quartz Creek—
Wild Horse, Bear Creek and Porcupine
Creek. Of the four creeks concen
trating in the neighbourhood, Wild Horse
is the largest, and has on it a very large
area of mining country. All these streams
have many mining locations on them,
and all have mines now in course of de-
velopment. The trails Jeading out to
these several camps must go up the
various streams, and consequently every-
thing is concentrated at the town of
Quartz Oreek. Quartz Creek . is ‘the
starting point by geogra hical necessitg
for a very extensive mining district, an

one which now has great promise.

The Elise Mine.

The leading properties now under de-
velopment, tributary to Quartz Creek,-

are mentioned below. F.rstis the famous
Elise, under management of E.L.Clark
of Rossland. It is situated on wild
Horse, five or six miles from Quartz
Creek. Thirty or forty sacks of ore have
been packed down from the mine to the
town and now await shipment. It is
beautiful ore and tells its own story.
The pay streak is from 18 inches to 3
feet wide, and the average valuein gold,
silver and copper is about $50. he
principal value 18 in gold. The last assay
showed $60 in gold and 20 ounces in
silver.

SEIZED FOR CUSTOMS.

Jewelry Stolen From Challoner, Mit-
chell & Spring’s Held at Spokane.
SPOKANE, Wash., April 27.—[Special.]— United
States Marshal Drake this morning recovered
$1,200 worth of rings, watches and other articles
of jewelry, thought to have been stolen - from

Challoner, Mitchell & Spring’s, at Rossland, in
February.—T he marshal sei the goodson a
requisition of a writ of seizure, 1ssued by Judge
Hanford in the United States district court yes-
terday, alleging that the goods were contraband,
having been smuggled into the United States
without paying the customs duties.

After the requisition of seizure had been issued
in the United States court, and before it had been
served on Constable Orr, Prosecuting Attorney
Pierce, who was handling the case before Justice
Backus, came into the federal court and en-
deavored to get the writ of seizure remanded and
the matter kept quiet until the persons who stole

kane, could be apprehended. This Judge Han-
ford refused to do, saying that no action could be
taken on the writ until it had been served and re-
turned to the court.

Assistant United States Attorney Robertson in-
timated that Orr had been evading the marshal
in order to k the goods from the federal court,
and said that if the civil service did not secure
the goods a requisition might be sworn out
charging the persons concerned in holding the
oods with being accessories to smuggling them.
his morning, however, the constable was found,
and gave them up to the marshal in whose pos-
session the goods now are. The writ is made re-
turnable on May 12, when the goods will be sold
for duties unless the owners appear and prove
the gro y. Meanwhile deputy marshals are
on the lookout for the parties who shipped the
goods from Northport, and if found they will be
taken into custody on the charge of smuggling.
The state officials will make a fight in the
United States court for the possession of the pro-
perty when the writ is returned.

CITY COUNCIL MEETING.

The License Bylaw Passed—Hotel and
Saloon License Fixed at $400.

At a meeting of the city council, held Tuesday

between 8and 11:30 p. m., many matters of in-

terest were discussed by Mayor Scott and his

aldermen. The liquor license laws occupied
much of their time. There were several petitions
before the council from the hotelkeepers and
licensed victuallers of the town asking that the
number of rooms in a hotel necessary to secure a
license be reduced. City Solicitor MacNeil ex-

Several proniinent hotel men were pJ
evinced great interest in the pre .. !

The council, rﬂmﬁuﬁi itself into con tee,
decided that the lignor licenses were to be 40 in
number for.a ulation of 10,000, and  that an
additional retail liquor or h.ote{ license might be
issued for each additional 1,000 population. The
clause respecting fire escapes was adhered to.
Mayor Scott said that the bylaw might seem
strict, but the public had to be protected. Each
hotel or saloon is required to have a lamp burn-
ing all night in front of and not more than 12feet
from the front door.
fiThe question of the number of rooms requisiie
for a license provoked some discussion. It was
finally settled that a hotel license, fixed at $400
per annum, be granted to hotels having 30 rooms
or more. A retail li%uor license was also granted
at exactly the same figure. The council contem-
Flated that each house which took out a retail

iquor license, not being a hotel. should have

some number of bedrooms within it or at-
tached toit. The number of the rooms could
not be made under 30 since the provincial law
stood in the way. On theother hand if there
were no rooms attached the retail liquor license
granted to such applications would be metelya
saloon license. This was also apparently objec-
tionable to the council. It was ﬁnallgesettled
that the matter of the number of rooms be left to
the licensing committee, and that the license un-
der consideration be called the retail liquor
license “for hotels as they are now.”’

The restaurant license clause, permitting re-
staurants to sell liquor, was cut out completely.
The bottle license was fixed at $200 per annum,
and the wholesale liquor license at $iso for the
same period. The days on which licenses expire
are fixed for the 1sth July and 1sth January.
Licenses can only be granted for six months.
The question whether a liquor dealer, whose
license expired before the isth of July next,
would have to pay for the few weeks intervenin
the whole of the six monthly impost was pas
by the council, who left the matter in the hands
of the licensing committee. Their action, how-
ever, is hampered, for, as City Solicitor MacNeill
declared, the provincial latv expressly forbids the
reduction of the amount of the fixed fee because
of an incomplete term. The license bylaw th
passed the third reading. :

Incorporation Expenses.
The matter of the incorporation expenses was
brought up by Mayor Scott, who wished to

know whether the city council was willing to
assume thc obligation or mnot. He said it
amounted to $700, that it had been incurred on
behalf of the city, that the.city should meet the
loan, and not a private individual. The banks
had loaned the money, and as the note came due
on May 4, immediate action was necessary. Al-
derman Johnson moved that the council do ac-
cept the obligation, and McPherson seconded,
but Raymer, rising, said in objection, that while
he did not wish to pose as an obstructionist, he
did desire that the matter be referred to the
finance committee and that if a detailed bill
could not be submitted to them a general state-
ment should be prepared. He said that it was
only fair to themselves and to the city that it
might be duly recorded that city money was not
spent without proper vouchers. Mayor Scott
said in reply that a detailed bill was in existence
and had been submitted to the incorporatiof
committee. Raymer’s motion was carried.

Mayor Scott wanted the services ot a steno-

apher and typewriter. He said he was writ-
ing letters all ‘'day to friends of this city who
wanted to come here. He answered them as a
rule to come if they had money, to, stay away"if
they had not. All this cost him $8 out of his own
«pocket last week, and hethought a stenographer
and typewriter should be employed. He did not
care whether the said official bea lady or gen-
tleman, but he did think that a lady generally
fitted the position. The proposal was referred
to the finance committee.

City Hall Wanted.
The matter of public buildings took up a por-
tion of the council’s deliberations. Mayor Scott

said that D.C. Corbin had offered the city a
splendid location for the city hall, but he did not
say where. Corbin hadalso offered to give a site
for the school buildings. That, however, was a
provincial affair. The mayor wished the finance
committee to submit a report at the following
meeting so that building might go on at once.
New quarters had been provided at a rental of
$80 a month, but the city ought to have its own
offices. Alderman Wallace suggested that as the
school site was not quite to the liking of those
who had seen ita resolution be carried by the
meeting that Mr. Corbin be dsked to change it.

f that portion of the great dark continent
the Transvaal—must needs dip his pen in
varied inks. Truth and fiction have been so
blended. and played such a prominent
part in its rec ent development that the time has
arrived when those possessing a practical knowl-
edge of the country should give to the world
1h;ir experience of life as it exists in Johannes-
burg at the present time.
Mr. Chamberlain, on behalf of the British gov-

erpment, has, in recent utterances, given evi-
dence that at length he is realizing the true facts
of the situation, and that in the near future he is
jetermined to free his fellow countrymen from
their present political serfdom. That he has
right, justice and reason for his contemplated
action is patent to any ome who has given the
subject a thought. _
Religion is frequently used as a cloak and
<hield. In no part ofthe world is hypocrisy more
manifest than among the Boers. Ignorant and
superstitious they combine natural cunning, de-
ceit and immoralfity, posing the while as pious
and earnest Christians. Foremost amongst them
for “gosyel grinding’’ vaporings stands that
prince of liars, their president — Stephanus
Paulus Johannus Kruger, better known as Oom

paut The Discovery of Gold.

Pausing on the threshold of Transvaal history
to compare the condition of the country II
years ago with what it is today, one wonders
how any government could be so blind to its own

interests as to pursue the policy the Transvaal
adopted. A chivalrous foe, the British, through
Mr. Gladstone had two years previouslg decided
that the Boer war was a mistake, had a andoned
further hostilities, and left the country to them,
contenting themselves with a suzerainty over it.

After a couple of years at government experi-
menting, the Boers were again considering the
advisability of giving the country over to Britain.
Luck, however, changed their plans. A pros-
pector, named Wemmer accidentally struck a
reef of great richness. He went to Natal with
samples, had them assayed, and succeeded in
forming a company. Shortly afterwards Colonel
Ferriera, the notorious claim jumper, pegged out
adjoining claims and formed the Ferriera Gold
Mining company. krom that period dates the
prosperity of the Transvaal. Invitations were
sent throughout the world for prospectors and
capitalists to come and inspect the new El
Dorado. The response was hearty, for money
flowed in and thousands of British subjects cast
in their lot.

Boer Misgovernment.
Then began the Boer treachery. It was evi-
dent that very soon British brains, energy and
enterprise would prove too much for the unpro-

gressive Boers, and so urged b Hollander and
German influence, they revised their constitution
and laws. Thus it is at the present day thata
British subject cannot secure the franchise until
he has been resident in the country for 15 years

Nor are children born of British parents recog-
nized as citizens. They must be 18 years of age
previous to registering, and then undergo 1%
years taxpaying before voting for the second
Volkesraad (parliament) and are never entitled
to vote for president. Moreover, they are ex-
cluded from municipal government, -Thereisa
sanitary board at Johannesburg, but it esses
merely nominal power. Everythin as to be
referred to the capital. Pretoria, and more often
than not its suggestions are ridiculed. For in-
stance, only the other week, a vote of £ 3,000 for
a house to house postal delivery for a city of over
100,000 inhabitants was negatived as a waste of
money, and that too by a government whose
revenue is almost solely defived from Witwater-
srand.

No educational facilities are provided for Uit-
lander children, and if they are sent to state-
aided schools they are instructed in Dutch,
English being recognized as a foreign language.
They are thus practically unfitted for a commer-
cial or protessional career. So acutely did the
British subjects recognize this restriction that
three years ago, after numerous appeals, they
banded together and established a school of their

own,
How the Miners Are Robbed.
Were proof needed of the corruption of the
Transvaal government, it could be found in the
word monoply. To undcrstand the full import

of the word, one has only to mention that dyna-
mi:e, -distillery, railway, water and numerous
other necessaries are granted as concessions to
rivate individuals and companies. A railway
rom Cape Colony to Johannesburg was long the
dream of a few go-ahead merchants. This
dream of the few became in time the hope of the
many, but it rested with the Transvaal to give
permission to carry out the scheme. After sev-
eral refusals they at last consented, but ina
manner opposed to public interests, by nting
a monopoly to'a Dutch sg:dicate resident in
Holland. The result was that the charges were
most excessive both on passenger ana freight
traffic; in fact so bad that several importers
found it cheaper to off-load at the Vaal River—
the Transvaal berder—and bring in their goods
by ox wagon.
\ “This led toa complication. The Boersdeciding
not to be outdone, closed the drifts (cart roads)
for traffic. However, the British lion became
angry and sent an ultimatum, with the result
that they were forthwith reopened, and have
since so remained. Viewed from a mining stand-
point, railway rates are most oppressive. Coal
and machinery tra rt have long been causes
of complaint, and today they are mno nearer solu-
tion than four years ago. RExcessive tariff and
delay in forwarding goods are the chief grievan.-
ces.

The Dynamite Monoply.

It being impossible to carry on the mining in-
dustry without dynamite the concession for this
monopoly was forthwith granted toa German,

named Ed Lippert. So dearly has this blood-
sucker the interest of the country at heart, that
what formerly cost to import $12 per case is now
sold by him for $21, hence he yearly realizes a
gnucely income. For this privilege of robbery,

e pays the government a royalty of 5 per cent.

There is but one distillery in the Transvaal—
enough of the kind. It is owned by pet friends
of Oom Paul’s—Messrs. Lewis and Marks. The
poison turned out by them does not recommend

a colonial, who had been previously in league
with the Boers. The object in betraying their
comrades was to curry favor with the govern-
ment, and so secure future privileges.

About that time Oom Paul and his retinue
toured the country, delivering speeches, im course
of which he said that when the tortoise Johan-
nesburg put out its head the burghers were to be
ready to strike. From this it is apparent that
the ggvemment was fully cognizant of the state
of affairs and was on the alert.

Dr.Jim’s Raid.
On New Year’s Eve, 189s, news reached Jo-
hannesburg that Dr. Jameson—or as he is popu-
larly known in Africa, the Doctor—with a force

of 460 men had crossed the border from Pitsani
and was marching on Johannesburg Immedi-
ately the town was in a state of‘'turmoil and con-
fusion. The regular Boer police were withdrawn
and volunteers installed. Shop and office win-
dows were barricaded, and martial law practical-
ly proclaimed. Women and children were hurried
away to Natal and the Colony for protection. To
an onlooker it was amusing to see the number of
men who showed the white feather. Scrambling,
fighting and shouting to secure a seat in a cattle
truck, they indicated that their skins were not
to be intentionally targets.  However, their
absence was better appreciated than their pres-
ence.

Corps of all nationalities and grades of society
were at once formed, and those of any military
experience were in demand. American, Scotch,
English, Irish, Australian and Colonial volun-
teers enrolled and were drilled. Arms and am-
munition were served to the majority of the
corps, and 1t seemed that at length the Uitland-
ers meant business. Positions of vantage were
secured around town and forts erected and pro-
visioned. Laagers were established in town and
women and children provided for. Boers and
policemen located themselves in jail and com-
verted it into a stronghold.

Why Jameson Surrendered.
Meanwhile the Doctor and his band were
fighting against tremendous odds at Doornkop.
Tired and worn out with riding beneath a glar-

ing sun, having no rest or food for two days,
they were holding their own against the Boers
when a dispatch rider arrived with a letter to Dr.
Jameson from the high commissioner at Cape
Town, informing him that he was outlawed and
that in reality he was fighting against the Brit-
ish government. It seems that never once in
their plan of campaign was the convention c¢on-
sidered, in which Britain provides that the
Boers shall be free from external interference.
Immediately the white flag was hoisted, and the
whole outfit taken prisoners. It is not accurate-
ly known how many were killed on either side,
but it is estimated the numbers were about even.
Jameson and his officers have since paid the
penalty for their error, and the most charitable
view to take of the filibustering expedition is to
call it a mistake.

The News in Johannesburg.
When intelligence reached town that Jameson
and his troepers were prisoners, excitement
became intense and the crowds raging mad and

threatening. They denounced their leaders and
several of the reform committee endeavored to
pacify them, but with scant, success. At omne
time it looked as if the Consolidated Goldfields
building, the headquarters of the movement,
was to be broken into and wrecked. Ultimately
they were pacified and comparative peace
reigned. The high commissioner arrived at
Pretoria as arbitrator and the British agent came
to Johannesburg to attempt to pacify the inhab-
itants. In the course of his remarks he stated
that if they would lay down their arms their
grievances would be speedily redressed and the
release of Jameson and his followers would take
lace. How far his words were true was evident
?rom the sequel. Following the restoration of
order the members of the reform committee were
forthwith arrested and after a long delay were
sentenced to fines, imprisonment, and in four
cases to death. The fines, amounting to nearly
$900,000, were what the government angled for,
and shortly after the trial they were, with two
exceptions, released. These two, Messrs. Samp-
son and Davies, refused to humble themselves
before the smug-faced president’s footstool, and
so they are kept languishing in a filthy, un-
wholesome cell at Pretoria. Jameson and his
officers were sent to England and there sen-
tenced for their share in the exploit.

Movement Lacked a Leader.
With money, brains and men behind the
damp-squib revolution, one wonders how at the
crucial moment courage deserted the leaders,

and why they did not send at ‘all hazards, a
battalion out to meet Jamesomn. The popular
belief at johannesbmrgexs that fear seized them,
and that had there been one man to lead the
guard, success and glory would have crowned h
efforts, instead of the dismal failure that char-
acterized the movement. Colonel Rhodes, the
figurehead. may be in the field a gallan officer,

most incapable.
Present Policy of the Boers.
Elated with success, the Boers are now more
aggressive than before, and the life of a British
subject there at present is not the happiest. Be-

fore crossing the border they have to securea
gaSSport; show $150, and on arrival in Johannes-

urg have to register themselves and securea
license which every ignorant policeman has the
right to demand.

Gags have been applied to the press and two
leading newspapers, the Critic and the Star,
have been suppressed. Theyare both at present
suing the government for loss of property, but
they have scagt hoges of success as the judges
are subservient to the volksraad. and even were
they to decide in the former’s favor the govern-
ment has the right to revoke the decision and it
is not at all likely that they will go against
themselves.

The mercantile and general communities are
unsettled, and few businesses are doing more
than paying expenses. Many fortunes have
been lost within the past 18 months, and the
town. compared with two years ago, is dead.
Real estate has depreciated in value, and one
wonders how long the British government will
delay striking for the freedom of her subjects.

Britain’s Duty Plain.
Talk is cheap, and actions speak louder than
words. If, after all, Britain should not adopta
coercive attitude it is difficult to prophesy what

the future will bring forth. One thing is certain—
Boer tyranny shall not be borne indefinitely, and
a civil war will probably ensue. What that
means to Britain is evident. Her subjects shall
have, ere then, lost confidence in the dear home
land and it is quite probable a huge confederate
republic will be established from Capetown to
Zambesi. That such may be avoided is the
earnest hope of those who retain a particle of
patriotic feeling.

The fighting capabilities of the Boers are
exaggerated. Guerilla warfare is the style
adopted and the opposing force should adopt

thousands ready, with experience in Kaffir wars
—should be recruited, and the sons of the soil
taught that the glory of England is not as they
suppose, departed.
Future of Mining.
As a gold-bearing country the Witwatersrand
is undoubtedly the best proved and known, but

Barnato’s Little Cinch.
One of the great drawbacks to Johannesburgis
the lack of water. This was®™partly overcome by
the waterworks company erecting reservoirs and

pumping stations at convenient points outside of
the town, but so rapidly did the population in-
crease that the facilities were quite inadequate to
cope with the demand, and only last year water
was sold at 25 cents per bucketfu!. Recently,
however, they have sunk a number of artesian
well-, and they hope this year to overcome the
difficulty. Likethe other monopolists, the water-
works company is mnot philanthrorical, and
whether one gets it or not the tax of §5 per month
is levied with due precision. Foremost among
the shareholders of this scheme is Barnie Barnato,
and perhaps to this cause maybe traced Barnie’s
absence from the reform committee list.

Origin of the Reform Committee.
Innumerable appeals and petitions had been
signed and presented to the volksraad to abolish
concessions, take over the railway themselves,

and give the taxpayers a little consideration and
representation. These were, however, i nored,
and one member considerately explained that if
Johannesburg wanted anything the inhabitants
had best come and fight for it, while old Oom
Paul chimed in that they were composed of
rogues and vagabonds. Considering that he has
only been three times in the town and that for a
few hours his opinion is not of much weight.

With such ‘“‘hospitable” treatment it wa- small
wonder that ultimately patience became ex-
hausted, and a_group of capitalists decided to
engineer a revolution. They met privately, con-
stituted a reform committee and made arrange-
ments to smuggle arms, ammunition, etc,, into
town. As the scheme matured, so did the num-
ber of members increase, and amongst the new
associates was Cecil Rhodes. His presence added
stimulus to the movement and confidence in its
success, because through his influence the co-
operation of Dr. Jameson was secured. Matters,
to all appearance, seemed to progress tavorably,
but, alas! ‘“The best laid plans of mice and men
gang aft agley!”’

Traitors In the Camp.
There were two traitors in the camp, who,
while apparently sympathizing with the move-
ment, gave the government minutes of the meet-

ings held. It is generally believed in Johannes
burg that one of them, an American citizen, has
since been in British Columbia. The other was

and minerals exist in abundance is beyond ques-
tion, but with its lack of facilities for develop-
ment, it requires all the nourishment and con-
sideration any government can bestow to bring
the industry to a paying basis. Naturally a pas-
toral community, the Boers possess neither the
ihclination or ability to foster or encourage en-
terprise, and with such drawbacks as incﬁcated
it is small wonder that comparatively few of the
mines pay, and that British investors are with-
drawing their capital and looking for fresh fields.
Wwar clouds, excessive taxation and poor divi-
dends. do not inspire security or confidence.

No country in the world possesses such natural
advantages for gold or silver mining as British
Columbia. It has water and timber in abund-
ance, and it will rest with company promoters
whether or not they propose wrecking their fut-
ure prospects at the outset by foisting wildcats
on the long-suffering, but well-nigh exhausted
British public, or protecting their country and
their own interests by developing and putting on
the market properties which will stand investi-
gation, establis confidence and make it what
with fair play it is destined to become—the first
mining centre of the world. G.W. H.

THE PRESIDENT ° THERE

Army, Navy, Militia and Civic Socie-
ties Turned Out In Force to Make
the Event Memorable—The Blue and
Gray Blended Once More.

New York, Aprii 27.—Never but once
in the history of the world, and never
before in the history of the United
States, has such a tribute been paid to
the noble dead as today.  The greatest
of our citizens, our soldiers and our
gailors, today stood side by side with
men of fame from almost every nation
of the earth, and paid without regard to

race, or creed, or party prejudice, the
last, long delayed honor to the dead,
while the greatest throng that ever filled
the city of New York, added its surging
paen to the roar of belching guns and
the tramp of marching soldiers, and
there was no north and no south, the
grey being blended with the blue.

Before the presidential party left the
city to take part in the dedication cere-
monies the gala decked streets were
blocked with people who cheered as the
great men drove by. When the tomb
was reached a strange sight met the
eyes. All around the oval,in the centre
of which stood the gray monument to
Grant, were what seemed to be black
hillocks. This sombre background was
formed by thousands of spectators, who
filled the wooden stands built up from
the ground on both sides of the tomb to
the level of the steps leading to its mas-
give doors. Where the loop around the
oval met the river side grave, there were
two solid sombre lines of humanity.
On all four sides of the monument oval
were great parterres of people,’ while
facing these crowds were acres of eager
gight seers who had not been officially
provided ‘for.

The solemn service of ¢ dedication
seemed to throw a strong hush over the
vast throng. The gresident stood bare-
headed in the wind that was now be-
ginning io rise. He was heard dis-
tinctly by the 5,000 people who stood
directly in front of him.

But not alone was honor given to the
regular troops. It made American hearts
glow to pee the citizen soldiery—this
army of the people, mobilized without
friction and quartered and fed in this
mighty metropolis without a shade of
hardship or delay. Proudly they bore
themselves and well. Naval militia; too,
were there; the nucleus of a power
which made the United States great in
war on the waves of long ago.

As a relief from the constant blue
came the independent-companies, the
gray-clad cadets, the insignia-covered
benevolent and ‘temperance orders.
Each state, city and town that contri-
buted to this queta had a right to feel
elated over the showing, and the foreign
contingent, foreign in name and uni-
form, but American in heart, was as
noteworthy as any feature of this day of
features.

An Unparalled Procession.

In many specific ways the parade was
the most noteworthy that has ever
trodden the streets of any city on earth.

It would be impossible in any country
other than the United States to dupli-
cate a procession which would cal up
so many memories of war and peace, of
days of gloom and sunshine, and all
along the line in regimental colors
leamed old glory, while from thousands
of throats of brass rang out the strains
of music, martial and reminiscent, in-
spiring and harmonious.

Promptly at 12:40 the head of tne
parade appeared in sight, a few blocks
below the reviewing stanc and was halt-
ed to allow the presidential party to
finish its luncheon. It was one o’clock
before it got into motion, when the
president, escorted by Mayor Strong,
went to the reviewing stand and the
men-of-war began firing salutes. While
a portion of the militia was passing be-
neath the triumphal arch, the crowd on
the north side of the arch, which was
under the control of the park police.

AN ILL-TIMED ACT.

We sincerely hope the provincial par-
liament will reconsider the vote by
which it adopted the amendment to the
Mineral act debarring aliens from locat-
ing claims in the' province. It is a
guicidal act. Leaving out of account
altogether its effect on West Kootenay,
almost the only portion of the province
which last vear contributed any material
increades to the revenue, increases which”
were due very largely to the presence of
thousands of alien miners, it will be a
great blow to East Kootenay, into which
section American miners are preparing
to swarm this season. This immigra-
tion is just what the Dominion and the
province needs. What folly, therefore,
to throw any discouragement in the way
of such a movement.

C. P. R. OWNERSHIP.

The Toronto Globe of April 22 reprints
on its editorial page the MINER’S entire
editorial on the position taken by the
Dominion government touching the
building of the Crow’s Nest railroad. In
that editorial we tobk the ground that
the government having obgﬁ,i!ib@fcertain
valuable concessions from' the C. P.R.,
it would be better to permit that com-
pany to build the new line. ' :

In the article in question we gave no
reasons for this view of the case. Ohe
of these is that the C. P. R, controls the
Canadian connections both east and
west, and if the government were to
build the line it would have to make
traffic arrangements with American
roads or it would still be at the mercy of
the C. P. R. The government would
thus be unable to guarantee fair rates to
Kootenay after all its expenditure.

Another reason is that the C.P. R.
has all the machinery ready for the
building of the road in the shortest pos-
sible space of time—and time counts for
a great deal at the present juncture.
We are greatly in need of the cheap fuel
this road will bring us. The cost of
smelting our ores will be reduced near-
ly, if not quite, one-half by this cheap
fuel. The impetus such a reduction will
give to mineral development in West
Kootenay will be enormous; indeed, it
will amount to a revolution.

Another reason for the immediate
construction of the road, apart from its
benefits to West Kootenay, is that the
eves of thousands of mining 'men, farm-
ers and others are new directed to East
Kootenay. That country holds out the
promise of being the equal of West Koo-
tenay in mineral production if only
given an outlet for its products. It is
also blessed with an immense area of
good farming and pastoral lands, and at
the present time there would be no diffi-
culty in securing thousands of settlers.
In a year or two conditions might be
changed and the stream of immigration
be with difficulty diverted to the dircc-
tion in which it is so strongly set at
present. .

We look at the subject from a purely
business standpoint. The political
_ phase of it is not here considered at all.

All England Pleased With Canada’s
New Tariff. ;

THE OPPOSITION DISHED

Laurier and Fielding Hailed in Eng-
land as the 'Loaderl in the New
Movement For & Closer Union of
Britain and Her Colonies.

[From our Special Correspotident.]

Otrawa, Ont., April 27.—The opposi-
tion finds itself in a pitiable position
over the-new tariff. While Tupper and
Foster will both denounce it as ruinous
to the industries of the country and may
be able to show the big reductions it is
going to make in the goods largely used
by the consumer, still they cannot get
the rank and file of the party to agree
upon any amendment to the tariff, be-
cause it would show them to be opposing
what Great Britain approved of, and
they might be charged with disloyalty
to the best interests of the empire. They
recall how they waved the flag a few

years ago with so much good political
effect against the liberals.

In the caucus of the conservatives,
Tupper fought strenuously to have the
amendment passed on this preferential
fad, but they would not consent to do so.
Many conservatives even refused to at-
tend the meeting. The Toronto World,
conservative, approves the tariff.

A special cable from England says
that Rudyard Kipling has, in today’s
London Times, six stanzas in favor of
Canada’s tariff.

British Press Well Pleased.

Minister Fielding today received a
batch of cables giving the opinions of the
English press on the tariff. The Birm-
ingham Post acknowledges the warm
hearted allusions of Fielding to the
mother country. The Leeds Mercury
says: ‘“‘Manufacturers regard with satis-
faction Canada’s determinacion to deal
more favorably with the mother country

than with the states.’”” The Bradford
Observer regards the new Canadian
tariff as likely to increase British com-
merce with Canada. The Darlington
Echo says that the reform will prove a
distinct benefit to the textile industries
of Yorkshire and other parts of England.
The Liverpool Courier says: ‘‘If we are
going to have free trade, let it be be-
tween England and her colonies, and let
other nations which would ruin us look
out for themselves.”’

The Manchester Guardian says: ‘‘The
new tariff gives up the attempt at com-
mercial union and shatters the dreams
of Goldwin Smith.”” The Newcastle
Chronicle states that Canada’s tariff is
in answer to McKinley. The Notting-
ham Guardian says that Canada will
have the distinction of precedence in a
movement which may presently assume

A special article in the London Times
says: ‘It is the first step in the initia-
tion of free trade.”” The Morning Post
states: ‘It must necessarily draw closer
and make more intimate the relations
between Canada and the mother coun-
try.”” The Daily Chronicle regards the
tariff as a straight blow at protection on
the North Awmerican continent. The
Daily Press says: ‘‘As patriots we wel-
come this significant dls?lay of attach-
ment from the greatest of British colon-
ies, and as liberals we congratulate the
leader of the liberal party of the Do-
minion.”” The London Globe says:
‘“Fielding’s eloquence will cause a thrill
of patriotic enthusiasm, and the singing
of the national anthem will find an echo
in millions of loyal hearts.”

The Pall Mall Gazette says: ‘‘The
conservatives talked about preferential
duties and did nothing. Fielding plays
a trump ca with decision.”” The
Morning Advertiser says it is an act that
does honor to the patriotism of the most
distinguished offspring of ‘the mother of

liaments. The S8t. James’ Gazette
gays Fielding is justified in expecting
whatever help the mother country can
supply. The Evening News hopes that
the new departure will be fostered and
encouraged. The Daily Mail says that
this manifestation will take a lot of ex-
plaining from those who talk of Can-
ada’s a%aorption by the United States. |
The Times says: ‘‘Of no little signi-
ficance is the fact that it is by the first
French-Canadian statesman/ a liberal
and Catholic, to be prime minister of
the Dominion that it is brought about.”’

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IN THE IMPERIAL COMMONS.

Reference Made to Canada’s New Tariff
—The Eastern Question.

Lonpon, April 27.—In the house of
commons today Sir Charles E. H. Vin-
cent, conservative and fair trader mem-
ber for the central division of Sheffield,
announced that he would move the fol-

lowing resolution a month hence: *“The
house expresses grateful and fraternal
recognition to the government and peo-
ple of the Dominion of Oanada of the
generous fiscal changes in favor of Brit-
ish trade and labor announced on Friday
by the parliament of Ottawa and already
in force, and hopes this first step to-
wards a commercial federation of the
empire will be followed by Australasia,
South Africa and the other colonies.”’

The secretary of state for the colonies,
Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, replying said
the government cordially appreciated
the friendly spirit shown by the tariff
action of Canada ‘““but,”” he added, ‘I
understand the proposals do net depen
upon any alteration of the system o
free trade established in the United
Kingdom.”’ &

The parliamentary secretary for the
foreign office, Mr. Geo. N. Curzon, re-
plying to a question of Henry Labou-
chere, said no agreement had heen
reached relative to the withdrawal of
Turkish troops from Crete. A majority
of the powers, he added, were of the
opinion that the Greeks must leave
first. [Cheers]. Continuing, Mr. Cur-
zon informed the house that the ad-
mirals of foreign fleets in Cretan waters
kad decided that the deportation of
Turks would imperil 49,000 Cretan Mus-
sulmans in Candia alone.

NINE MONTHS’' BUSINESS.

Tabulated Statistics of the Ore Re-
ceived at Kaslo.

Over 14,000 Tons, Worth $1,318,366—
Extraordinarily High Value of the
Ore In Silver and Lead.

Kasro, April 24. — [Special.] — The
Mixer has published a weekly statement
of the ore receipts at the Kaslo station
of the Kaslo and Slocan rgilway, and
has also given from time to time the
gross.shipments from the port. It may
be of interest to many, however, to bring
these statistics together and show in

tabulated form the gross tonnage, its
value, and comparative richness.

The' following table covers the ship-
ments for the nine months of the cur-
rent financial year, and shows the gross
weight of the ore, its value, the weight
of the lead contained, and the total
number of ounces of silver. These
figures are taken from the books of the
custom house and will differ but slightly
from smelter returns. The other figures
are deduced from these data and show
the per centage of lead, the number of
ounces of silver per ton, and the value of
each month’s shipment per ton of ore.
When it is remembered that shipments
come from a large number of mines, the
figures attest eloquently the richness of
the Slocan properties.

.down trip, three times a week. The

great bulk of the arrivals go right
through to Rossland, and the Columbia
& Western trains. have been loaded to
the platforms on every trip. Thanks to
Superintendent Gutelius, there have
been no serious delays on the road, for
he has kept a gang of 60 men at work
clearing off landslides as fast as they oc-
curred. and in that way has prevented
any long continued blockades. The only

C.N.Davidson, a Vancouver Jeweler,
Got it for $6,200.

HASKINS’ QUEER CONDUCT

He Wrecked His Own Company and
Now Proposes to Go to Alaska—
Shareholders in the Old Company
Get Practically Nothing.

Revelstoke Mail: The Orphan Boy mine was
sold on Wednesday. The bidding was almost en-
tirely between C. N. Davidson, a Vancouver jew-
eler, and E. L. Kinman, of Revelstoke. The lat-
ter dropped out when the bidding reached $6,000
and Davidson got the mine for $6.200. Others
who bid at the start were D. G. MacDonnell,
Charles Coulson, A. Benwell, R. Palmer and W.
Cowan, all of Vancouver.

Davidson told a Mail reporter that he did not
represent Haskins or the old company, but that
he bought it as a speculation for himself and two
friends. He was ready to pay much more for the
property, he said, if it had been necessary. Kin-
man and the other bidders said they were merely
seeking an investment for themselves.

D. G. Macdonnell stated that he was represent-
ing neither Haskins npor the former cqn?pny,
but was there for certain shareholders and was
interested in seeing that the property fetched
the price of the ju(lifment at least. He told an
interesting story. He said Haskins Had arranged’
to dispose of s judgmentto'a party who would
buy up the claim at a certain figure, put up a.
certain sum for development, and make good

shareholders’ stock. Three days after ;greements
had been made, Haskins withdrew-and said he.

Company Not Représented.
It was strikingly noticeable that on behalf of
the company not a bid was made, even to the ex-
tent of seeing that the amount of the judgment

was realized. If the directors considered the
claim what they have represented it to be, they
could surely have got someone to have given
Davidson a wrestle for it. Indeed, Davidson is
reported tb have saidthat he was prepared to go
$20,000 for the property, but no one pushed him
and he got it instead for $6,200. So the share-
holders instead of having nearly $16,000 to divide
will have but some $2,200. :

The capitalization of the company was $700,000
in 700,000 shares of $1 each; of 500,000 shares
was promoters’ stock and 200,000 treasury. Ina
recent letter to the Rossland MINER Haskins
said there were 175,000 shares of treasury stock
still unsold. which would leave, all told, 525,000
shares issued.' The amount of the judgment,
bona fide claims; sheriff’s fees, etc., will make
about $4,000, and the property sold for $6,200, SO
that—if all the stock participate=—it makes each
share worth about .4 of a cent; if treasury stock
only participates it is worth 8 4 5 cents per share.
In view of the peculiar issuance of stock it isa
question for lawyers to decide which stock parti-
cipates in the profits of the sale. It is clear that
if the present purchasers had had’ to pay more
for the property the shareholders woul have
had more; but as far as the company was cou-
cerned the sale, like the judgment, was let go by
default, and those who boright stock in good
faith have had no protection from their directors
as far as can be seen. o

Haskins Killed His Own Company.

It is, too, a matter of astonishment to most peo-
ple why Haskins, the man who floated this com-
pany, and who held (it iafaid ‘he transferred his
holdings shortly before the sale) the Igrgest hold-
ins in i‘t: should seek to tci:’:bdﬂcggtmm a
judgment against it and finally kill it Dy letting
it go into the hands of a strange proprietor.
Thus he spoils his own chances of successina
venture where he holdsa 20 times larger stake
than the amount of his judgment, injures his
business reputation with the public, and leaves
shareholders to their fate, to satisfy a paltry
judgment of $3,249.19. One could understand a
man who floated a company like this, and whose
reputation would largely depend upon its success,
doing e‘mg in his power, even fo the ex-

ing a trifling pecuniary loss, to
place it out of difficulties. It could be under-
stood, too, had a private party a judgmentagainst
the company, if Haskins had come to its relief,
or money. raised on the value of the claim to re-
lease if. Nothing like this is done, however, but
we see Haskins voluntarily distressing his own
company and letting it go out of his hands with-
out an effort to save it or the people who bought
from him.

It seems as if the whole matter was what the
Rossland MINER has dubbed it, a swindle. Any-
way, the Orphan Boy Gold Mining company
stands now confessed as a notable and long-to-be-
remembered example of how not to do it.

What Will Be the Outcome?
Some interested parties are now disposed to
question the validity of the sale and say the end
is not yet. It is a query, too, withthem whether,

as the property brought more than the judgment
and costs, the shareholders must take the two-
fifths of a cent their shares are mow worth, or
may hold the interest in the property represented
in value by the balance left over such judgment
and costs. :

In this connection there are those who regret
to hear that Haskins—now that the mischief has
fairly begun—finds it counvenient to want to go
to the Yukon. Without uestioning his individ-
ual right to go, they think it would be better, lest
it be necessary to give testimony or answer any
public inquiry, to delay his visit to a later date.

The Revelstoke Herald also devotes consider-
able space to the features of the sale and ex-
presses the opinion that the shareholders of the
original Orphan Boy company will get little or
nothing out of the sale. The Herald also thinks
that the Vancouver business men whose names
appeared on the prospectus of the company owe
it to themselves to conduct a thorough investiga-
tion of the rotten business connected with the
management of the mine’s affairs.
