London, July 26.—The capture of
Pozieres in the Somme river region
reported to-day by Field Marshal
Sir Douglas Haig, the British com-
mander-in-chief in France, gives the
British troops domination of the
highest- point overlooking the pla-
teau on which the German lines ex-
tend to the eastward.

Some of the most stubborn fight-
ing in the recent British offensive,
which now has lasted nearly a month
has occurred in the streets of this
village, which the Germans have for-
tified until it became one of the
strongest points of their line.

Erzingaan was the most important
base and military position of the
Turks in Asia Minor. It was the
headquarters of the Tenth Turkish
army corps and contained large bar-
racks and military factories.
Erzingan is situated at an altitude
of 3,900 feet, near the western ‘end
of a rich well watered plain, through
which runs_the western Euphrates.

Landing in England at the “usual
port” on Wednesday evening, the
28th June, we stayed on board all
night and very early next morning
disembarked. and got on these funny

journey of nearly two hundred miles,
our trip ended at Camp Borden,
about nine miles from Aldershot
and five miles from Bramshott—Dbe-

Said Good-bye for Them.

In error, the first section of the
train did not stop at Oshawa as in-
tended while ours did.

Arriving in Montreal Friday
morning about seven, engines were
changed and we were able to get a
newspaper.

BIG DRIVE IN' VOLHYNIA

Inflicted Great Losses on the Enemy

and Force Them Back Near the

Slonevka River

By .Special Wire to the Courier.

Petrograd, July 26, via London—
The Russians are continuing their
successful drive in - Southern Volh-
ynia, pressing back the Teutonic
forces near the Slonevka River, a
pranch of the Styrn, which the Rus-
sians are crossing, the war office an-
nounced to-day. Great losses have
been inflicted on the retiring hostile
forces.

. The official statement says:

“In the region of Kemmeren after
artillery preparation, the Germans
made two attacks, and were on the
point of forcing back our front line
detachments when, owing to our con-
centrated fire, the enemy was com-
pelled to fall back, leaving many
dead and wounded. During these bat-
tles the Germans used explosive bul-
lets and tear-producing shells.

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TORKS FALLING
BACK: ERZAGAN
S ABANOONED

Petrograd Has Heard that
Russ Forces Already
Have Taken Place.

ENEMY IS
FALLING BACK.

Retreating in Good Time So
as fo Avoid Repetition
Of Erzerum Rout.

London, July 26.—A despatch re-
ceived late last night from Petrograd
reports that Erzingan, the great Tur-
kish stronghold in Central Armenia,
has been taken by the Russians. The
Caucasian armies of the Grand Duke
Nicholas have been conducting a cam-
paign against the city for months.

The report follows earlier advices
that the Turkish army was routed
some distance before the city. The
Russians were reported at that time
to be ten miles from Erzingan.

Russian aviators had reported that
the Turks were removing their stores
from Erzingan in great haste.

Yesterday’s official report from
Petrograd on the fighting in Asiatic
Turkey said:

“phe Turkish armies are retreat-
ing in disorder before the irresistible
pressure of our troops. Some of our
gallant detachments are already 15
versts (about ten miles) from the
town of Erzingan, in Central Ar-
menia, from which, according to the
reports of our officers, the Turks are
hurriedly removing  their stores.”

A later communication said:

“In the Caucasus our offensive to-
wards Erzingan continues. The
Turks, closely followed by our
troops, are fleeing, abandoning
along the road cannons, rifles and
munitions.”

Grand Duke Nicholas’ advance on
Erzingan was started from Gumish
Khaneh, 45 miles to the north, Bai-
burt and Mamakhatun, all of which
were captured in the present offen-
sive. Erzingan has been the object-
ive of the Russians since the capture
of Trebizond and ‘Erzerum.

A Reuter despatch from Petrograd
under yesterday’s date says:

The Russian operations against
the Turks, which lately have been
overshadowed by the more sensation-
al events on Gen. Brussiloff’s front,
are now reclaiming general attention.

As a result of a series of consecu-
tive gains achieved by a skilfully or-
ganized offensive, which ever since
the fall of Erzerum has been slowly
but irresistibly sweeping toward the
objectives in Asia Minor, the Caucas-
jan armies now command the heights
which definitely threaten the import-
ant Turkish basé ot Erzingan and
make the fall of this city in the near
future certain. The Russians, after
having stolidly withstood most ener-
getic counter-offensives without wea-
kening, are now pressing forward in
three directions — from Gumish
Khaneh, 45 miles north of Erzingan;
from Baiburt, 50 miles north-east of
Erzingan; and from Mamakhatun, 45
miles east of Erzingan, all of which
points have recently been occupied
by the Russians, and form an arc
from which to focus attacks upon
Erzingan.

The new points mentioned as hav-
ing been occupied by the Russians
possessed every natural advantage
for defence, and the Turks made the
most persistent efforts to hold them.
Their loss not only brings the Russ-
jans within 15 miles of Erzingan, but
gives them ~ommand of the chief ap-
proaches to the city.

Tt is reliably reported here that
the exacuation of Erzingan has al-
ready begun, and that the present de-
fence of the city is being conducted
only with the purpose of giving the
Turks time to withdraw to a new
base at Sivas, 130 miles to the west.
There being no railway system be-
tween Erzingan and Sivas, the Tur)_(s
apparently are attempting to avoid
a repetition of their flight from
Erzerum and Trebizond, where th}cy
gave themselves insufficient time for
an orderly withdrawal, and allowed
their forces to be divided and sur-
rounded by the advancing Russians.

Severe Losses

London, July 26.—Under cover of
a strong artillery fire the French and
British are engaged in feeling out
the German third line in Picardy,
which has Dbeen greatly reinforced
and strengthened. A series of scatter-
ed but violent engagements, each in
itself a battle of some proportions,
marked the day. Especially heavy
fighting took place before dawn yes-
terday morning on many parts of
the front, both north and south of
the Somme.
The most extensive of these at-
tacks was launched simultaneously
by the British and French on the
six mile winding front from Pozieres
to Maurepas. The German lines were
found to be tremendously strong.
Army headquarters. at Berlin, in an
official statement yesterday, says that
the German fire was effective in stop-
ping this attack at certain points,
while at others the allies were re-
pulsed in sharp hand-to-hand fight-
ing.

Gain North of Pozieres.
North of Pozieres, however, the
British and Australian troops made
further gains, as well as in the vil-
lage itself, while south of Estrees the
French straightened and strengthen-
ed their lines by seizing a group of
strongly fortified houses. The French
also had a local success north of
Vermandovillers, on the southern tip
of the Picardy battle front, occupy-
ing some German trenches.
Of these advances the most im-
portant was that made by the Brit-
ish north of Pozieres. Here the wedge
that was driven across the Bapaume
highroad, was widened and strength-
ened, so that now a firm grip has
been established on this stragetic
artery.

Germans Are Reinforcing

Huge numbers of reinforcements
have been poured behind the Ger-
man front, according to news from
France, and have made their pres-
ence known by a series of the most
violent counter-attacks yet delivered
on this front. Throughout the night
the Germans battered at the French
and British lines, but Gen. Haig no-
tified the war office that they were
uniformly repulsed by the British
gunfire. The heaviest attacks were
aimed at the British centre, but
massed batteries poured so terrific a
fire into the closely packed ranks
which could be dimly seen advancing
in the weak moonlight that the Teu-
tons were not even able to reach the
British trenches.
Violent as were the the night at-
tacks of the Germans were complete-
ly surpassed by an assault launched
yvesterday afternoon against Pozieres
practically all of which is now in the
hands of the Australian and New
Zealand corps. This smash, aimed
from the northeast, was delivered
with the full power of the reinforced
Teutons divisions. It was met with a
furious shrapnel fire which sprayed
the advancing columns with lead,
while the heavier shells tore great
gaps in the ranks. The attack was
completely broken up, Gen. Haig
wired late last night.

1,500,000 Men in Battle
Military experts estimate to-day
that more than 1,500,000 men are
engaged in the fearful struggle in
northern France. The main battle
front is a little over 25 miles, al-
though there is fighting for fully fif-
teen miles beyond the original lim-
its.

That the German general staff b>-
lieves the erisis of the battle is rap-
idly approaching is the information
contained in a despatch from Gene-
va, Switzerland, which quotes Aus-

New York Tribune says:—

“The nature of the fighting around
Pozieres, where the men are engeg-
ed in hand-to-hand combats, is ne-
cesarily costly. Few prisoners are be-
ing taken. Here individual bravery
and initiative count for much. Gen.
Haig reports that his troops have
secured important advantages, and
are now holding nearly all of the
village.”

“The frank acknowledgment of the
British authorities that seventy or
eighty concerns or individuals in the
United States are on a formal black-
list, and any subject of the crown
may be sent to prison for trading
with them, sounds worse than it
really is. Americans resent the no-
tion of the blacklist. Their feeling is
natural enough.  But “trading witi
the enemy’’ is an elastic term as Eng-
lish statesmen understand it, and
there is prety good excuse for what
has been done.

“There are German- firms in Am-
erica, with head offices in Germany.
There are others incorporated here
but with substantial -ownership in
Germany. There are inaividuals or
firms which are sole agents for Ger-
man concerns. And there are a few
cases in which misuse of cable facili-
ties is charged against an American
firm or individual. Full assurance is
afforded that, save in these cases, no
American will be blz}cklisted.

“We do not think Great Britain can
be blamed for this course. The safety
of the Empire is the supreme law. It
ought to be. If, incidentally, a few
neutral interests suffer unjustly, the
case is one that hardly admits of any
international remedy.”

As a matter of fact, Great Britain

BRINE SOCIALISTS
INTO ONE CAMP

His Idea of World Labor
Conference Rejected in
Holland.

The Hague, July 25.—(Correspon-
dence of The Associated Press).—“If
the International Socialist Bureau
has not yet succeeded in bringing the
Austro-German and Allied socialists
together, President Samuel Gompers
«f the American Federation of Labor
certainly could not accomplish the
task,” says Camille Huysmans, sec-
setary of the International Socialist
Bureau, to a correspandent of The
Associated Press, in answer to a pro-
posal of Mr. Gompers to hold a world
labor conference during the progress
of the peace conférence following the
war.

Mr. Huysmans pointed out that any
international conference without par-
ticipation of the British and French
socialists would be a force in that its
decisions would be entirely lacking in
influence.

He declared his belief that Mr.
rompers’ proposal at present is im-
practicable, and he deprecated the
idea of the American or Intenational
Trade Union -organizations trespass-
ing on the political domain of the So-
cialist International Bureau. He de-
clared that such a conference would
have to be held under the auspices of
the latter organization, and naturally
he would approve of such a congress
i¢ the British and French were will-
ing to participate.

The Socialists constitute the cen-
ter of gravity in the matter of in-
fiuencing the war and when they are
1eady to act,” Mr. Huysmans declar-
er, “a congress should be held even
without waiting the peace confer-
ence.” He believes, however, that the
war will continue until next year,
congidering the great obstacles that
are apparent at present. :
The Dutch socialist organ, Het
Volk, applauds Mr. Gompers, idea,
but doubts the practicability of such
a plan save under the auspices of he
Socialist International Bureau. It
asks whether he is acting after con-
sultation with President Legien, of
German International Trade Union
Alliance, ““who might regard it as un-
desirable to advocate the plan him-
celf for comprehensive reasons.”

DOVER PATROL MAKES
REMARKABLE RECORD

Over 21,000 Merchant Ships
Pass Throughkihes'and
Only 2t Ave Lost. —

London, July 26.—In a report to
the Admiralty reviewing the opera-
tions of the Dover patrol since De-
cember, 1915, and recommending
numerous officers for meritorious con-
duct, Vice-Admiral Sir Reginald Ba-
con, commander of the patrol, says
that in six months more than 21,000
merchant ships, apart from men-of-
war and auxiliaries, passed through
the patrol lines. Of these only twenty=-
one were lost or seriously damaged
by enemy vessels.

“But to effect this security to mer-
chant shipping,” says the Admiral,
*I regret that over four per cent. of
cur patrol vessels have been sunk and
the lives of seventy-seven officers and
men lost to the nation.”

The Admiral further notes that the
ratrol assists in the protection, of the
flank of all sea transport to and from
the British army in France, and that
this vast transport has been so thor-
ougly safeguarded that.not a single
life has been lost during the sea pas-
sage.

NATIONALISTS
UNPOPULAR.

Everybody Blames the Cab-
inet in London for all
the Troubl\e.

Py Special Wire to the Courier.

New York, July 26.—An Associat-
ed Press cable from London to-day
says:

Apparently the status of Ireland
has gone steadily from bad to worse
ever since the Sinn Fein rising on
Easter Sunday, for at present the
country is in the hands of a tempor-
ary and makeshift government com-
posed of a commission of judges as-
sisted by Major-General Sir John
Maxwell, commander of the British
forces in Ireland, who still is main-
taining military control over most of
the ordinary police functions.

No Viceroy Now
There is no viceroy in the place of
Baron Wimborne, former lord lieu-
tenant of Ireland, and since - Pre-
mier Asquith’s announcement that
the Dublin Castle system of Dublin
had been an utter failure, none 1s
likely to be appointed. The office of
Augustine Birrell, ex-chief secretary
for Ireland, remains - unfilled, and
Herbert Samuel, the head of the
home office who has no special know-
ledge of Irish affairs, represents the
interests of Ireland in the Cabinet
and before the House of Commons.

Wrangling Again
Great Britain finds itself at one of
the most critical stages of the war
again distracted by wranglings over
the old problem, and with no l‘ght
ahead. The Nationalist members in
the House of ‘Commons who, as a
party, thus' far ‘have supported the
government’s’ war, and domestic
measures, threaten to shift their po-
sition and to.bgcome an opposition
party. The posifion of the National-
ists, moreover, ig anomalous.
Discontent in ‘Ireland over the go-
vernment’s dealings with the insur-
rection has become so widespread,
according to all reports, that the Na-
tionalists have lost the confidence of
their constituents, and probably
would be repudiated if they stood for
re-election to-day.”

Cabinet is Blamed
The English’ fewspapers of all fac-
tions, blame the cabinet for its man-
agement of the Irish question, and
regret the failure of a compromise,
the only conspicuous exception being
