One aerodrome sleeps by day and
work at night, while another works
by night and sleeps by day. Both are
important though the work of one is
different from that of the other, One

It is their guide when they
glide down to their rest on completion
of their work. In the winter, with its
mists and rain, the mechanics will
cluster around it like so many flies
round a jar of honey.

This morning the early rays of the
sun slant over the aerodrome, and
the sapphire changes to a paler hue.
The ruddy glow fades, and the smoke
stands out in more relief against the
pale sky. A calm day is promised, for
the pillar rises almost vertically, un-
disturbed by the rude hands of the
wind. Now and again however, a
sudden faint breath breaks up tHe sen-
sitive formation, into wisp and phan-
herzlding the dawn,
swirling now in this direction, now in
that. In the East the sun mounts in
a fleecy sky which merges into clean-
ness and limpidity overhead. The
silent passing of thé night is pierced
by a few sharp short flares of a bugle
and voices follow.

“Fine day. Good morning. Ought
to get some gcod work done to-day.”

“The 19th August Germans
arrived 'in Louvain. Five were
lodgd with us. One, a man of
55, who did all he could to help
us with advice and assistance.
For three days the Germans did
not behave badly. From the
beginning I dressed as a man
by the adviez of the SGerman
mentioned above. On the 24th
August we were obliged to come
out of our homes by ordsr of
the Germans. At about 15 yards
distance from us were a man
and a woman with hands tied
behind them, whom I knew by
sight, and their Ilittle girl,
about six yvears old. Whils we
stood there the Germans began
to cut thé child in piecez with a
bayonet. First they cut o°f the
girl’s foot, then her hands, th>n
the forearm, and so on. [ faint-
ed. They also cut off the girl’s
head and stuck it on a lance. I
did not see this last—my par-
ents did, We were told it was
to punish the parents because
neither husband nor wife vrould
consént that the wife ghould be
given up to the Germans.* T Avas
taken into a room upstairs.
When I recovered, and as T
came down to go for shelter to
the cellar, another German
came in; he saw me and locked
closely and’tore off my cap. He
saw I was not a boy. He had to
go out and I hid myself in a
wardrobe for 24 hours to escape
them.

The Hague, Dec. 15:—=Signs that
Germany is seriously:. considering
her economic future increases daily.
The Hamburg-Bremen-Africa Steam-
chip Line has just doubled its capa-
city. The new shares are are to be
taken up by the Bremen National
Bank. Undoubtedly America’s . in-
crease lin her merchant fleet has
caused alarm in shipping circles. The
Hansa Line, which before the war,
had 950,000 tons of shipping, admit
that only 500,000 tons remain. The
tonnage of all Germany has been cut
almost in half.

The Weser Zeitung, which has
not been bought by the Krupps as
was reported, but by a syndicate of
businessmen, deals editorially with
the future of Germany’s consular
gervice, advocating the selection of
consuls with business experience and
a thorough knowledge of commerce.
It favors the appointment of both
diplomatic and commercial consuls.

It is beeause of. this faet, the
Premier £¢®1, that he would regard
peace overtures to Prussia, at the
moment whén her military spirit
wag drunk with boastfulness, as a
betrayal of the trust of himself and
his colleagues. The Premier s words
were: S |

“It is because I am firmly con-
vinced that, despite some untoward
events, despite discouraging appear-
ances, we are making steady pro-
gress toward the goal, that I wonld
regard peace ‘overtures to Prussia at
the very moment the Prussian mili-
tary spirit is drunk with boastful—‘
ness as a betrayal of the great trust
with which my colleagues and my-
self have been' charged.”

If Prussia persists in her present
policy, the Premier pointed out, the
withdrawal, by the enemy, from: the
east of a third of his troops must
release hundreds of thousands of
men and masses of material to at-
tack Great Britain, France and Italy.

“It would be folly,” he added,
“to underrate the danger, equal
folly to exaggerate it, and the'
greatest folly of all not to face it.”

Continning his discussion of a
league of nations, ‘Mr. Lloyd George
said it could not he had by a nagoti-
ated peace at this time.

“It is idle to talk of security o !

any land without the certainty of
punishment. There is no protection,
in a state where the criminal is more
powerful than the law.

“To end a war entered upon to
enforce a treaty without reparation
for the infringement of that treaty, |
merely by entering into a new, more
swelping and comprehensive treaty,
would be a farce in the setting of a
tragedy.”

Victory, declared the Premier, way
a question of tonnage. Germanv was
gambling upon America’s failuis to
transport her army to Europe. The
future of the world depended upon
the efforts of Great Britain and Avn<
erica to increase their output ' of
ships next year, he declared. The
food imports next year, he salid, in
this connection, must be reduced
three million tons by increased homs
production and econoimy.

The Premier said that a call must
be made on the nation for gieat sac-
| rifices, and more fighting men were
meeded until the American forces ar-
| rived. to offget the burden that had
{been cast on the allies by the de-
fection of Russia and the reverses of
‘taly.

The allies now must defond all
fronts against the enemy, and have a
mobile army for any point of em-
ergency. He added that the allies
bad a suparioritv inm man-power in
France on the battlefront, and there
were considerable Britigh reserves at
home.

“If this is the worst mgment,” said
the Premier, “it lis because Russia
has stepped out and America is only
prepariag to come.in. Every hour
that passes will see the gap formd
by the retirement of thiz Rusgians
{ filled ‘by the valiant sons of the
great republic.

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8 It is o be Feared That The Hero of This Story Was Not So Popular as He Mlgh !
Have Been with Certam Gentlemen From Bayaria in the Trgnches Oppqsite.

(By Lieutenant J. P. Lloyd.)

I fear that our Clarence is not as
popular as he might he with certain
gentlemen from Bavaria, who have
the misfortune to reside just across
the way. They are separated from
him, it is true, by two inhospitable
barriers of very prickly barbed wire
and a considerable stretch of ex-
ceedingly damp earth. But distance
is only a further incentive to Clar-
ence’s warlike soul.

the expert in the Boche trench op-
posite that he was only finding the
range, and was not animated by a
spirit of enmity. But the Boche is
often slow of understanding, and
gets quite nasty about it. Clarence
can turn the homeliest trench into
a Ltear garden in five minutes, and
invite himself to breakfast afterwards
with the most disarming smile.

So then, early one Christmas
morning, our friends across the way
gave a touching proof of their
genergsity and forgiving spirit by
displaying a large white board above
their parapet with ‘“A Merry Christ-
mas’ painted in huge black letters
across it. Clarence took it as a per-
sonal challenge, and proceeded to de-

At lunch our hero, who, by virtue
of his position as Battalion Bombing
Officer, lives at Headquarters and
has daily communion with the Great,
proposed to the Commanding Officer
that as Christmas comes but once a
year, the occasion should be celebrat-
ed by paying a surprise visit to our
friends across the street, and pre-

many Mill’s bombs as could be dis-
tributed in a quarter of ‘an hour.

The Commanding Officer, also be-
ing a man of blood, was not averse
to the scheme, and they spemnt  the
afternoon in examining the Boche
parapet and wire.

At one point opposite the Battalion
front there was a small galient in the
German lines, which, . for  purposes
of reference, was called ‘“The Snout.”
At the apex -ci “The Snout” ' there
was usually a Cerberus on guard in
the shape of a machine gun, but two
nights earlier a well directed burst
of energy on the part of a trench-
mortar battery had silenced Cer-
berus very effcctually, and had ma-
terially reduced the efficiency of the
wire entanglements. This weak spot
in -his defence the Boche had been
unable to repair owing to the watch-
ful activity of our Lewis gun teams.

- After some discussion and much
anxious peering through periscopes
the plan of attack was finally decid-
ed on. Two parties were to enter
“The Snout,” one party going to the
right and the other to the left. Their
objectives reached they would re-
tire as quietly and unobtrusively as
possible, and emerge at the same
voint as they had entered.

The time at which the perform-
ance was due to commence was fixed
at eight o’clock, an hour, when it
was probable that the Boche gun-
ners would b=z enjoying an after-
dinner cigar, and would b~ too som-
nolent to awuken quickly to a sens=2
of their responsibilities and the
plight of their burden in the front
linz.

In a raid, where there is no idea
of holding the trenches which have
been temporarily taken, and where
the sole object is to kill or capture
the occupants and to sow terror in
the souls of the survivors, there are
two vital principles to bear in mind.
One is surprice; the other is speed.
The first is usually obtained by bom-

! barding another' piece of {rench a

little distance away. In this waoy
the attention of the apprchensive
garrison is distracted from the real
objective, and the noise serves to
cover the activities of the wire cut-
ters who have crawled out in ad-
vance to prepare a way for the raid-
ing party. Speed is also quite as es-
sential a part of the programme, be-
cause, as soon as the Boche\ recov-
ers from his surprise aund realizes
where thz danger lies, he is apt to
show his disapproval ot the pro-
ceedings by spraying No Man‘s Land
liberally with machine-gun bullets
and shrapnel in the hope of catching
the raiders on their homeward jour-
ne

fkt about 7.20 Pip Emma, Clarenece
and his "two ban@§ of” anarchists,
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ished into the outer darknem of No
Man's Land. A salve of 8-inch
shells, bursting short, had kindly
arranged a group of .commodious
craters ‘about forty yards away/from
the Boch> parapet. They served
Clarence as a very exc:llent tem-
porary residence until the time came|,
to commence offensive.

At. 8 p.m. precisely =salvo after
salvo of whiz-bangs shrieked over
our parapet and burst in the Boche
lines: on the 'left  of the Snout.
Trench-mortars and: rifle grenades
helped to swell the volume of sound.
The distracted Huns fired streams ot
star shells and many coloured rock-
ets to attract the attention of his
unheeding artilléry. Amlidst the
turmoil the sharp vicious ‘‘pong”
of explosing bombs and a confused
clamour .of shouting could be heard
faintly along The Snout.

At 8.15 a prodigious splashing
along the sap and a great deal or
whispered profanity from those who
had trusted their weight to a treach-
erous duckboard announced that the
raiders were returning.

In the middle of the processicn
were two Bavarians unhurt but very
frightened. One was a thin bedrag-
gled little man in a helmet many
gsizes too large for him. The other
was a stout hedonist in spectacles,
whose fat cheeks wobbled as he
walked. i

The rear' was brought up by Clar-
ence, flushed with the joy of battl.,
In one hand he clutched his revol-
ver; in the other a large bottle of
familiar shape.

He explained that his somewhat
violent intrusion had upset a fam-
ily party, and (pointing to the stout
Bavarian) that he found Lucullus
huddled in the corner of a dug-out,
hugging the bottle to his 'manly
breast, as thecugh he loved it—
which he probably did.

“I think it was quite worth it, Sir”
raid an appreciative Clarence, a
little later, at headquarters, as he
filled the Colonl’s glass. ' “Here’s to
Lucullus, Sir!”’

But Lucullus could not respond to
the toast, as he was then engaged in
walking down a damp and cobbly
road in the direction of Brigade
Headquarters. -

Special Diseases of Teeth Due to
Trench Life Are Treated.in
M.H.C. Hospitals

The war has giyven rise to many
new dental ailments and large num-
bers of the soldiers returned as un-
fit for active service must remain
Junder the treatment of the dental
surgeons and specialists for weeks
before they are. restored to fitness.

To meet this demand for special-
ized dental work, clinics have been
established in the convalescent hos-
pitals of the Military Hospltals Com-

mission,
Trench Mouth.

A disease known as “trench
mouth” is a condition peculiar  to
conditions of life in the trenches,
and of the same nature as pyorr-
hoea. Unless careful treatment is
given all the teeth loosen and fall
out. The health iz also. affected,
and to forestall very serious results,
expert attention is required.

Men who have suffered wounds in
the jaw, and been restored to fit-
ness by bone-grafting must be fitted
with the proper plates, bridges, etc.,
-Jto masticate properly. All this work
is done in the hospitals with ma-
| terials supplied by the Army Denta.l
Corps.

In the convalescent: hosnltal in
the Arts building of Queen’s Univer-
sity at Kingston, Major H. Simpson,
C.A.D.C., treats on an average of 15
men a day. All work is done wuh-

out any cost to the men.
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“THE CHRISTMAS CARD |

The Tale of An Ordinary Greeting Card Fdiind in
the Trenches, and the Part It Played in Guid-
- ing One Lone Soldier.

It happened in Flanders in ths
Christmas of 1916, :and you may
explain it if you like by saying that
the mind is half-starved in the tren-
ches. ‘At any rate that commonplace
little picture on a penny Christmas
card took strange possession of my
mind.

It’ must have been lying about
when they made up that parcel at
home, and someone. picked it up and
slipped it in, just in idleness. When
1 found it I could almost hear my
mother’s practical voice, “What do
they want with Christmas ca:ds out
cigarettes and chocolates.” I do not
know even now who slipped it in. I
had the fancy never to ask.

It was a Christmas scene, one of
those scenes that you find only on
Christmas cards,—a little church
with lighted windows, and the rest a
field of snow. It was night; but a
Chrigtmas card night, just a deep
blueness in the sky, so that you
could see everything quite plainly.
Little figures were coming down the
road to the church. It was . clear

that they really enjoyed the cold,
and that alone made it a pleasure to
look at them.

= The church bell was ringing. That
is to say, the artist had drawn in tke
top left hand cormer a golden bell
with an end of rope attached, and a
wreath of mistletoe round it. I did
not doubt that the bell was ringing,

It was on a night when the frost
was still in the ground, a very dark
night with one of theose low Flemish
mists, that I was wounded and lost
on patrol. The wound was in the
leg and the cold sealed it up. But
I lay for some time, and when [
started to drag myself back I had
lost all direction.

I stumbled into a broken old
trench, The cold was numbiag.
Body and mind were both hali-num-
bed. ,I was as likely' to reach one
line as the other, and most likely of
all to drop there and le till I was
found. But no one could lie there
that night and the next day and be
alive when night came again,

I must have been going for hall
an hour, in pain and very slowly,
when. the trénch came to.an end.
There was a pile of rough earth, It
was there, perhaps, that the- trenech
had been blown in; but T eould see
nothing. Then I felt about - and
tound,.a little way back, a communi-
cation trench leading off on the left.
That must be my way. Until then the
night ‘had been very quiet, but at
that moment the firing began, sud-
denly and unreasonably, 'as: .might
firing does. ~ 1t was away along the
line and coming nearer. I lay.on th2
pile of earth and waited. I had got
beyond the pain of the cold—-——l was
just drowsy with it. :

Not far ahead of me canmie a burst
of shrapnel, a. great sheet of flame.
Through the mist it was.the very
color of that qdd sky of the Christ-

mas eard. A second burst followed
ing stopped as suddenly. as it had

begun. But in the brief blue light ot
that last burst, I saw on my right a
hammock white with ‘snow, and a
iree. Half its top was gone, and a
shell must have uprooted it, for it
hung over at an impossible angle.
But some stray strand of root still
held it there. It hung over just like
the tree in the Christmas card.

How long I lay I do not know.
But I remember that I kept thinking
of the scene on the card, and won-
dering why it was there. My mind
kept turning on that and then sud-
denly I said “But the tree is lean-
ing the wrong way.” I must have
puzzled over that for I kept repeat-
ing ‘“But its leaning the wrong way’’
and then suddenly I said, “I must be
just the other side of the hill.”” -
That isall I remember. But that

thought must have worked in some
strange way on . my tired numbed

body. I must have dragged mycelf
out of the trench, and how far be-
yvond I do not know. When I was
seen next day, and men crawled out
and got me in I was lying close to
one of our sap heads.

It is a curious but certain fact
that if I had gonme by that other
trench, -I should have come to the
German line.

.Canadian soldi>rs who were ‘car-
penters before they went overseas
and returned disabled for such work
will be given opportunity to take up
pattern making, one of the most ad-

vanced phases of wood working.

Carpenfry classes have been large
in all the ingtitutions established or
taken over in part by the Military
Hospitals : Commission for th's voea-
tional training and industrial re-
education of the returned soldiers.
They are made up both of boys who
intend to follow the work in its
higher branches of cabinet making,
interior finishing, and pattern mak-
ing and those who are following the
work merely as a therapeutic ineas-
ure during their convalescence, with
perhaps the second motive of pick-
ing up a litile useful knowledge
which will round out their abilities
as householders and home-malkers.

In the higher branches of the work
many men are qualifying for posi-
tions which will yiald them' good
wages. Cabinet making offers an
opening for skilled workmen with
artigtic tendencies and an eye for
fine work and detail, while pattern
making has equal attractions for the
mathematical mind. ;

Pattern making pays well and
many soldiers will make good in this
line from present indications. Even
though the skliful man hag lost one
or both legs he is as valuable in this
line of work as a whole man, ard his
disability presents no handicap.

The consummation of forty-one
years’ waiting was observed at the
stroke of noon, on Wednesday, Oct.
24, 1917, when His Excellency the!
Duke of Devonshire, Governor-Gen-
eral of Canada, unveiled the memor- |
ial erected to Professor Alexander |
Graham Bell, whose invention of the
telephone, at his home on Tutela!
Heights, marked a step in the pro- |
gress of civilization perhaps never
surpassed, and not frequently equal-
led. Wednesday, October 24, in the
yvear of our Lord 1917, should live
long in the memories of all 1loyal!
Brantfordites as the day upon which
the city was crowned with its right-|
ful title: “The Home of the Tele-
phone."”

The wunveiling ceremonies, per-
formed at noon, were attended by a
gathering of colossal proportions,
which thronged the gore on all sides,
despite weather conditions far from
ideal.

“One of the greatest discoveries

ever made or likely t@ be made,” de-

clared His Excellency the Duke of

Amidst salvoes of deafening ap-
ptause, Professor Alexander Graham
Bell advanced to address the gath-
ering.

“There are some things worth liv-
ing for,” he declared, ‘“and this is one
of them. When I came to Brant-
ford in 1870 it was to die; I had
been given a six months’ lease of
life. Yet I am glad to be alive to-
day, for the unveiling of this mem-
orial. It is gratifying to me mnot
alone personally, but as an appre-
ciation of the invention itself. I
cannot claim the modern telephone,
for it is the product of many minds;
my contribution is the initial trans-
mission of speech by electricity, and
it was initiated here.” (Loud ap-
plause).

“I am pleased, indeed,” continued
the speaker, “to be able to come
forward and testify that the tele-
phone was ‘indeed invented here.”
He recalled numerous extracts from
a diary of his father’s fixing actual
dates and establishing beyond doubt
Brantford’s right to the title of the '
home of the telephone, which, he de-
clared, though born in Boston was ,
conceived here,

“I am prepared to state,” he de-
clared emphatically, ‘“that Brant-
ford is right in claiming the inven-
tion of the telephone. Boston is |
also Tight in claiming the first ap-
pearance of the telephone in 1875.”
Professor Bell, on behalf of the
Bell Memorial Association, then pre-

sented to the Governor-General a

_the house to the rear, by the river
bank; and listen- at the ' receiver
there. . ¥ was told that five miles of
the wire connecting the speaker and
the listener was "wound around a
spool, so that the sound would have
to pass around thespool for a length
equalling five miles.

“When I listened I could hear
only a squeak, but by listening atten-
tivély, I could  distinguish the
sound as a human:voice. Of course
at that time the instruments utilized
were extremely crude; but I believe
that that occasion was the first time
a vocal sound was transmitted over
a wire, and indofar as I know, I am

the only living man with the excep-j

tion of Prof.. Bell himself, who -wit-
nessed the ‘achievement.
< “T was well acéquainted with the
Bells, and had known them sinec
their arrival in this country. At the
time of the experiment, Prof. Bell’s
health was very poor, little hope was
held out for his recovery. He came
home, however, and lying on the
‘banks of the Grand River -he regain-
‘ed his health and strength,and to-
‘day is as robust a man' as you could
wish to see.” .
First Words Sung
A little gathering of seven, includ-
ing the members of the Bell family,
were present when the first words
ever sung over a wire, were auttered
in ‘the Bell Homestead by Mrs. Arth-
ur Tisdale, miother of Lieut.-Col. W.

He was Kkilled in ac-
m on May 12th. Corpl. Earle V.
Barker, who was in: his 21st year,
as born in Paris, educated here,
ind at the time of his enlistment had
1st passed his matriculation in the
High School. He was a grand type
ol young Canadian manhood and one
who deservedly held the confidence
and esteem of the community. Al-
ways taking an interest in all things
for the higher ideals of life, he was
v member of the Methodist Choir and
Church, Secretary of the Sunday
School, an active worker in the Y.
M. C. A. and President of the “4 U
and I Bible Class, which has done
so much ‘for- the young lads of our
town. It was only natural that the
Boy Scout movement would appeal
to one of Earle’s temperament, and
Joining the same he soon qualified
for the position of Asst. Scout Mas-
ter in the famous “A” troop, which
captured the King’s Colors in 1913,
and on May 24th that date he was
presented with a medal for effici-
ency. The following year he was ap-
pointed Seout Master in place of
Sergt. Alfred Scott who left in Sep-
tember to join his battalion in Eng-
land at the outbreak of war. He al-
so won the medal and ¢hampionship
at-the High School in. 1914 as an all
round athlete. Corpl. Barker en-
listed in the 38th battalion early in
July, 1915, and on the 28tli of the
same month left Paris and was trans-
ferred to the 76th battalion, going
overseas with the same in October.
In May;-1916, he went over to France
with a-draft for the 20th Canadians
as signaller, and had been through
several engagements, in one of which
lhe was wounded. In a letter receiv-
ed the morning the sad news arriv-
cd, Earle stated that on ,Easter day
during the fierce fighting around

Vimy he had been three times to the |-

heights of the ridge signalling and
had miraculously escaped. He leaves
to mourn his demise besides his par-
ents, three brothers, Bert, Baden
and Roy, and one sister, Vera, to
whom the symapthy of the commun-
ity will be extended in their bereave-
ment His father, Sergt.

SAPPER J.. H. SHAWCROSS
Is another Paris boy who has given
up his’life in defence of the Empire
in this terrible war for freedom and
right.

Sapper Shawcross
enlisted in the 127th Battalion some
two years ago, but after going over-
seas was transferred to the Canad-
ian Engineers, and at time of death
was a member of “A” Coy, 2nd Batt.

Pal'is,?lec. 15.—During the year
now drawing to a .close, Paris sent
from her young men almost the
wholz of “B” Company in the-215th
Battalion, which left Brantford for
ovreseas on April 24th. Since that
time a fair sprinkling of our man-
hood have enlisted in the Empire's
cause in the Flying Corps, Royal ‘En-
gineers and other particular branch-
'es of the service. Whilst: the men
have gone overseas to fight the foe,
the women of the town have been
busy in Red Cross and other patrio-
tic work, lin providing comforts for
the’ hoys. On February 28th - the
sum of $26,300.90 was raised in two
days towards the Patriotic Fund. On
May 17th over $400 was‘collected en
behalf of the starving Belgians.

The tractors on the Experimental
Farms run by the Government in
the various provinces, will be turn-
ed over to the vocational training
classegs of the  Military Hospitals
Commisgidn for averhauling during
the winter months.

In the motor mechanics course,
whieh is without a peer for popular-
ity among the returned soldiers re-
quiring industrial re-education,
there is need of motors on which
to work, and many of the men in-
tending to run farm tractors when
their cotirse iz finished are eager
fo;t a chance to work arbund a farm
motor.

The Government has been spared
the expemse of buying motor ecars
for experimental work by the gen-
erosity of many firms and individ-
uals who have given their decrepit
motors for “viyisection.”. That the
men  have restored these relics to
fitness and put them into service
again speaks for the gquality of the
instruction and the ability of the
men. 4

In the study of motor comstruc-
tion they have dismembered all
species from the fliver to the twin-
six.  Tractors are not so easily
obtainable and the action of the
Government in turning the farm
motors over to the classes for over
hauling is a boon to men as well
as a benefit to Experimental Farms.

A CHRISTMAS MESSAGE.

“And there were shepherds abid-+
ing in the field keeping watch over
their flock by night. And, lo, the
angel of the Lord came and said:
“Fear not; for behold I bring youn
good tidings of great joy, which
shall be to all people for unto you
is born_this day in the city of David,
a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.”
(Luke 2, 8:11.)

The story of the first Christmas
is a story of divine tenderness and
mtatchless beauty. And it is not
only a beautiful story, but also a_
splendid and significant fact for our
inspiration to-day.

The first announcement of our
Lord’s birth was made to a few
shepherds. In other words, God's
greatest news was first revealed to
men of very humble position.

Theré were great leaders in Pale-
stine—social, political, ececlesiastical

and military-—but it was to none of |
these that the angels came. God’s
greatest news was given to a few
shepherds! The work of a shepherd
had fallen into disrepute. “‘Let no
man,” said Rabbi Gorion, “make his”
son a camel driver, a sailor, or a
shepherd.”

Yet it was to this despised eclass
that the angel came! Dr. David
Smith writes: “It was a happy foken
of the grace which should after-
wards be revealed. that, when the
Herald Angel winged his way from
Heaven he passed by the Holy City
and sought those poor sons of the
wilderness, proclaiming that the
Messiah had come to save the lost
and the lowliest.”

Dolsheviki agents were attempting
to undermire the morale of Dutoff’s
troope.

General Xaledines’ fall probably
followed the capture of Rostov,
Nakhitchevan and Taganrog by the
Bolshbeviki. There had been heavy
figthing-in and around Rostov since
last Sunday and previous reports
had been that General Kaledines’
was winning. Nakhitchevan is
acrosg the Don River from Rostov,
while Taganrog is on the gulf of the
same name, ten miles west of Ros-
tov.

The official of the Official News
Bureau says that the captors of
'General Kaledines have invited the
Mayor of Rostov to g0 to Novo
Tcherkask, the capital of the Don
territory, to disduss the suspension
of*military operations. The mayor
of Rostov probably is a member of
the Bolsheviki, agents of which
were reported several days ago as
h;q\'mg been sent into the ranks of
Kaldines’ Cossacks to spread ex-
tremist propaganga. ;
