Commentary.—I. The Disciplegs Accus-
ed of Sabbath-Breaking (vs. 23, 24).. 23.
it came to pass—Luke says (6:1) that 1t
was “the second Sabbath after the first,”
which may mean the first Sabbath of the
second series of Sabbathe which began at
Pentecost, the first series beginuning
with the Passbover. corn fielis—All
grains, as wheat, rye and barley, were
called corn at the time when the Author-
ized Version of the Bible was made.
What we call corn in America, or maize,
was unknown in Palestine. on the Sal-
bath day—We may reasonably suppose
that Jesus and His desciples were going
to the synagogue or returning from it.
to pluck the ears of corn—The paths of
Palestine extend through the fields of
grain, and the grain is sown so that it
grows close by these paths. The expres-
sion “ears of corn means heads of
grain. 24. Pharisecs— They represented
the strictest of the sects of the Jews.
They boasted of their close adherence to
the law-and to the traditions of their
fathers. They were opposed to Jesus
and were seeking grounds for accusation
against him. that which is not lawful—
The Pharisees did not accuse the disci-
ples of Christ of theft, for according to
the law (Deut. 23:24, 25) one could take
from his neighbor’s grain field enough
to satisfy his hunger, but was not allow-
ed to thrust a sickle into his neighbor’s
standing grain. The objection to the act
of the disciples was that it was done on
the Sabbath. The Pharisees had inter-
preted the law of the Sabbath to apply
to thirty-nine classes of work that were
uniawful on the Sabbath. The pluck-
ing of grain was considered harvesting,
and the rubbing it out was ealled thresh-
ing, both of which kinds of work were
forbidden. The Pharisees “even forbade
walking on grass as a species of thresh-
ing. and would not allow so much as a
fruit to be plucked from a tree on that
day »

1t will serve to warm them
up, of course, just as a warm meal and a
cup of hot coffee will start the perspir-
ation on yourself of a cold day. But is
that what you wish 1o do Tor your Towls?
If the birds were 1o be tuclked up in
woolen blankets or given fur cuffs with
; mitlens 1O0r 1neir Teet when they had
thus been warmea up it might be well
encugh, But the average farm or su-
burban chicken Is not so tenderly cared
for. Indeed, =he must get down to bus-
| mes3 and hutle for her meals in the lit-
ter of the poultry house floor, and has
no time to rnuggle down in
warm blankets while she sleeps off the
effects of a’ debilitating hot breakfast.
The chances are very much in favor of
contracting a cold and catarrh, with
croun to follow from the heatmg Tood.

Native Kill the Creatures Only
Spirit of Revenge.

a commun sight in Borneo to see

erncodile sunning himse!f oa che

iauk of a river. He takes no no-
tice of the natives even though they
pass quite noar to him. So commen in-
deed is the cight that the Dyaks. them-
selves pay no heed to these dangerous
reptiles; and yet it is no unusual thing
in Borneo te heari of some human lite
being taken by a crocodiie.

For months perhaps the crceodiles in
a river live at peace with mankind and
then suddenly one of these creatures
will carry off some lad bathing in the
river or even attack some one paddling
along in hie boat. I know of a Dyak
girl who. when sittirg and paddling at
the atern of a canoe was knocked ower
into the water and earried away by a
erocodile and her companions could do
nething to save ner.

There seems Lo be no reasor why the
crocedile should suddenly show a man
eating propensity in this way. The Dy-
aks account for it by curious supersti-
tions. They :ay that if food is offered
to a person and he refuses it a{ld Zoes
awar without at least touching it some
misfortune is sure to befa!! him and he
will moet probably be attacked by &
erocodile.

Also it

i= said that sne of the ways
the gods punish erime is by sending =
crocodile to attack the eulprit; and ) §
have often heard it said by Dyaks of
some one who has been killed by a ero-
eadile that probably he has displeased
the gods either by paying no heed to
the warnings sent him in dreams orAby
means of omen birds or by committing
some hidden erime.

The Dyvaks of Borneo will not kill a
erocadile except in revenge. If the ani-
mal  will live at peace with him the
Dyak has no wish to start a quarrel; if.
however, the erocodile breaks ¢f » truee
and kills some one then he feeis juati-
ficd in retaliating. Under these ewrcum-
stances the Dyaks set to work to find
the eulprit and go on catching and kili-
ing crocodiles until they succeeed in do-
ing 0. The Dyaks generally wear brass
ornaments and by cuiting open a dead
erocodile tiiey can easily find out if he
is the ereature they wish to punmish.—
Chambers’ Journal.

DRESS OF JAPANESE.

Brides in Japan follow the same cua-
tom which prevails in the western
workl, that of wearing white at the
wedding ceremeny at least during o
part of it. But the significance attach-
ed to the choice of this color is gquite
different on the two sides of the world.

These are the words of an angel
Thev were addressed toa few devoted
disciples. They were uttered in a
private cemetery, and upon an cceasion
80 important, and amid surroundings
80 solemn and impressive, that we feel
like treading softly a8 we approsch
the place 1o shich the text invites us.
It says, *“Come, wee the place svhere
the Lord lay.”

Water glass or soluble glass is chemi-
cally known as potassium silicate of sod-
fum silicate. Commercial water giass ts
used for preserving. It is sold in two
forms: a thick qud about the consist-
enc yof molasses, and a uowder. The
lion.d form is commeonly used for

ving egxs.! This can be bought for about
tan cents per pound. An alkaline water
sheuld not be used, as the eggs will net
keep well. The water should be boiled
ana cooled before combining with the
water glass. To preserve eggs in water
glass use:

One pint water glass: ten pints boiled
water.

Pack perfectly fresh eggs in sweet clean
crocks and pour over them the water
giass mixture. Keep in a cool place.
Muny housekeepers report excellent re-
sults from the use of this formula.

ELECTTRIC STERILIZING.

An apparatus that sterilizes milk by
electrie light has been invented in Hol-
land. It comtains a mercury-vapor lamp,
so arranged that a thin stream of milk
may be made to flow over the surface
of it. The ultra-violet rays from the
light quickly destroy ail bacteria in the
miik. Demonstrations were first made
with water containing various kinds of
bacterma. The water was purified in a
few mimmtes with but slight increase of
temperature. If this method of steriliz-
ing milk without heating proves te be
practical. it will have a wide field of

Ottawa, April 8.—“The present outlook
is that thers will be forty thousand more
Americans enter Western Canada this
vear than last,” saxd W. J. White, sup-
erintendent of American immigration
agencies, who was in Ottawa to-day.
“Last vear the immigration from the
republic was about 135,000, and this
vear, if the present rush continues, it
will be 175.

“The majority of the new settlers are
rom the Central and Western States,
which have for a number of years been
supplying the bulk of our settlers from
the republic.” he said. “Two states,
which have hitherto been unrepresented
in the rush northward are Champ
Clark’s home state, Missouri, and Okla-
homa. Land in Oklahoma is now as high
as $75 and $80 an acre and the farmers
are selling out to get free or cheap
land in Canada.

“The bulk of the settlers are natural-
Iy going to Alberta and Saskatchewan,
but Manitoba is getting an exceptional-
ly large number this yvear. The Mani-
toba immigrants are usually men with
meauns, who are buying out improved
farme and are preparing to farm on an
extensive scale.”

TRADE WITH THE
BRITISH EMPIRE

British Government Accus-
ed of Inaction in Matter.

Question Brought Upin the
Imperial Parliz_nment.

Opposition to State-Owned
Atlantic Cable.

New York, April 8.—A London cable
this morning says: During a debate in
the Commons last night. on imperial
trade several members accused the Gov-
ernment of inaction and failure to
carry out the proposals for mutual pre-
ferential trade between the component
parts of the empire, which were so ur-
gently pressed by the Premiers of the
variou§ Dominions.

The subject of a British state-owned
Atlantic cable soon became a leading
feature of the discussion. The matter
was raised by Henry Page, who pointed
out that a British cable would enable di-
plomatic and strategic secrets to be
transmitted freely. Moreover, the trade
of the country would be affected.  He
continued :

“The postmaster-general has done
nothing beyond obtamming a small redue-
tion in existing rates. lle has made it
fairly plain that the Government does
not intend to break down the practical
monopoly of the lines between this coun-
try and Canada, which are almost en-
tirely in American hands.”

Postmaster-General Samuel admitted
that cheap and rapid means of communi-
cation was essential to the maintenance
and continuance of the unity of the Em-
pire. e said he had been continually
at work to obtain reductions in the ca-
ble rate. and in several directions he
had been successful.

Mr. Samuel stated that in order to
improve strategic communication and ob-
tain a prespect of further reduction in
the press and other rates, he entered
into an agreement with the Marconi
Company 1or the erection of a chain
of wireless stations to connect this coun-
try with India. Australia and New Zea-
land: at a total expense of $2.500.000.

“This plan wouki place the British

ipite far in advance of any other
country in the world in respect to wire-
less telegraphy.” he said.

In dealing with the arguments sdvane-
ed in favor of a new state-owned Atlan-
tic cable, Mr. Samuel pointed eut that
there sili oe no disclosure of strategic
secrets under the present system, be-
cause the admiralty telegrams were sent
in cipher. Ail these cables, controlled
by foreign companies. landed on British
territory om the other side of the At-
lantie. : i i

Mr. Samuel adiwred to the position
he had taken up that a state-owned At-
lantic cable could oniy be run at a loss.
It could obtain no constant aid og cer-
tain volume of Canadian business, be-
cause the land lines in Canada belonged
to groups of companies, which were in
close alliance with the cable companies,
and would not give facilities to tele-
grams that passed across the state-own-
ed cable. Nor, he added, could we send
across the Atlantic from this side any
large volume of business, because the
Government ha< a long standing agree-
ment with the Anglo-American Company
which expired. he believed. about 1918,

HOME RULE

Provisions of Bill for Gov-
ernment of Ireland.

London, April S.—The Home Rule Bill
which is to be introduced by Premier
Asquith in the House of Commons on
April 11, will, according to an evening
paper, whose statement is based on the
authority of a Nationalist Tember of
Parliament, consisting of two houses,
which will sit in Dublin. Forty represen-
tative Irish members will be sent to the
House of Commons at Westminster. Ire-
land will make no direct contribution te
the imperial revenue. The customs and
excise of Ireland will remain under Im-
perial control, but the local Parliament
will have power to vary the duties on
articles, although it may not vary the
articles themselves. The taxation of Ire-
land is to continue, to be in consonamce
with the financial system of the United
Kingdom. The old age pensions and land
purchase schemes are to remain under
imperial responsibility. The Irish Par-
liament will have no power to impose du-
ties on British goods.

BACK TO WORK

Advice of Miners’ Federa-
tion to British Miners.

The First Steps to Settling
the Great Strike.

London cable: The Miners’ Federa-
tion. after a long conference, decided to
advise all the miners in Great Britain
to resume work.

A surprise awaited the executive com
mittee of the Miners’ Federation which
was scrutinizing the ballots. The it
ures disclosed an unexpectedly large ma
jority of 43.000 against the resumptinn
of work, out of a total vote of 4450
The members of the executive, however.
finally decided that as a two-thirds ma-
jority of the miners had been required
to declare the strike, a two-thirds ma-
jority was also necessary to continne
it. They therefore resolved to advise
the miners to resume work and to sum
mon a coiference of the whole federa-
tion for Saturday. In the meantime
large numbers of miners in various coal
districts, without awa:ting the decisinn
by their leaders, have returned to the
pits. Fully 50,000 miners went down tie
shafts to-day.

The decision of the executive of the
Miners’ Federation to-day is only the
first step toward officially terminating
the national coal strike and a natiomnal
conference of the whole of the Miners®
Federation will not have to decide
whether or not the advice of the execu-
tive board shall be adopted. A ma-
tional conference of the federation has
been summoned to meet on Saturday o
determine the question.

What Canada Suffered in
the Month of March.

Toronto, April 8.—The Monetary
Times’ estimate of Canada’s fire loss
during March amounted to $2261,414,
compared |with February’s loss of $1.640,
153 and $852,380 for the corresponding
period last year. The following is the
estimate of the March losses.

Fires exceeding $10,000—$1,735.255.

Estimate for unreported fires—$297,
376.

Total —§2.261.414.

In March large fires were numersas,
there being 31, or at the rate of oue per
day.
