VITALITY IN SEEDS.

A seed is composed of three parts—
the germ or embryo, the albumen or
nutriment laid up in the seed to
nourish the young plant till it is able
to procure it from the soil and air, and
the seed-coat. This lust is often
double. It is sometimes coriaceous or
leathery, and at others it is hard and
bony. The nutrimentor plant-food is
often laid up in the seed leaves of the
embryo, as in the apple, squ:sh, ete.,
and in others it surrounds it or is
stored up in immediate contact with
it, as in the cereal grains, the horse-
chestnut, etc. The material of which
this plant food is composed is quite
various. A large portion of it is
starch, someé is albumen, oil, ete. The
ler gth of time seeds will retain their
vitality depends somewhal on
natare of this material.

the
Seeds con-
taining much oil are supposed ot
to "keep well, for the reason that
their oleaginous contents soon become
rancid. The manner in which they
are put up, and the conditions under
which they are kept, have probably
more to do with the keeping qualities
of seeds than the contents of the seods
themselves. Many reports that have
gained extensive credence, if true, go
to prove that under favorable con-
pditions seeds will retcin their vitality
indefinitely. Some years ago it was
reported that some peas had been found
in an Egyptian tomb, one of which
was successfully grown, thus introdue-
ing a new and very superior variety
of pea. An excellent variety of wheat
was also -said to have been found in
the same way. Though these sup-
posed facts have beon reported on
very respectable authority, they have
been called in question, and even
positively denied by equally good it
not better authority.  Though such
a fact, if it be a fact, should be certain-
ly susceptible of undoubted proof, it
does not seem that the proof is forth-
coming, even under the stimulus of
the above-mentioned denials.

Similar to the above are the reports
of the sudden springing up of a heavy
growth of forest trees on land that
had been lately cleared the new growth
being of an entirely different species
from any that had grown within many
miles of the spot in the history of the
country. - The sudden appearance of
weeds, cew to the locality, that have
in some cases appeared on the soil
thrown from wells and ditches, has
led many to belicve that the sceds
from which they sprang had laid
buried in the soil for many ages The
frequency of these reports seems' to
impress the nind with the idea that
there must be some truth in them;
but it is true that none of these ob.
servations have been made with that
critical care that would exclude all
probablity, not to say possibility, of
the seeds being conveyed to the place
in very recent times. What we need
is such an investigation of these facts
as will exclude all probability of error.,
If some of this soil were tiken from a
depth of several feet, and placed under
circumstances that would prevent the
possibility of seed reaching it from
any extraneous source; and then if the
plants appeared, it would amount to a
demonstration that the sced had lain
dormant for many years. But until
such demonstration is furnished, there
will bedoubters, and, among the most
intelligent persons on such subjects,
to be found in the country.

The fact of it is, there seems to be
little positive knowledge on this sub-
Ject, even among the best informed
men of the country. Exceptions to
what seem to be established laws in
regard to the vitality of certain species
of seeds are appearing so frequently
as to almost shake our confidence in
all teaching on the subject. Some

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FEEDING HORSES.

Owing to the small size of the
horse’s stomach, this animal should
never be allowed to fast for any leng
period if it can be avoided, since ex-
perionce teaches that at the end of a
tew hours his stomach is empty, and
the whole frame become. exhausted,
while the appetite is frequently so
impared, if he is kept fasting for a
long period, that, when food is pre-
sented to him, it will not be taken.

If a horse is required to travel a
long distance, and the journey must
be accomplished without stopping to
bait, it exhausts the horse less to in-
crease the pace up to his best average
gait than to permit a slew gait, con-
suming a much longer time in going
over the ground and on an empty
stomach. In other words, if two
horses are driven fifty or sixty miles
under similar conditions as to the
weight they have to draw, and the
one is taken at the rate of six miles
an hour, which will keep him fasting
from éight to ten hours, while the
other has travelled fast enough to do
it in six or soven hours, the latter
will be less exhausted than the former;
though, oven in this latter case, the
horse would be all the better for a
feed in the middle of the journey, the
time devoted to such baiting being
casily made up by the increased
energy that wouid be supplied by the
grain.

The human stomach will bear
hunger far better than that of the
horse, and if the driver feels his ap-
petite pretty keen, he may rest as-
sured that the aninal- before him is
still more in want of food, The
proper feeding of horses necessitates
the careful study of the peculiar con-
stitution of each animal, to ascertain
whether the average quantity and
quality of food, which will suit the
majority of horses doing'similar work,
will be enough or too much for him,
As in the human suhject, no inflox-
ible rule can be followed in all clases.
The requirements of horses vary not
only in constitutiona! ditYercnces, but
also in the work for which they are
designed. Again, some washy ani-
wals pass their food through them so
quickly that they do not absorb
from it one-half the nutritive elements
contained in it. Such horses, how-
ever, must be fed lurgely, if they are
kept at work, while those articles of
food must be selected for them  which
have a tendency rather to confine the
bowels, than to relax them. Care
and watchfulness are absolutely
necessary in-the economical manage-
ment of horses, and to the acquire-
ment of such remunerative results as
will alone make their ownership
profitable. The shrewd, keen owner
of horses, who depends upon his own
investigations, soon learn that some
animals will perform an amount of
labor far greater than others, ‘while
thriving under a far less quantity of
food ; hence he soon determines which
to retain, and which to dispose of,
leavirg to the cargless and indifferent
individual the ownership and feeding
of the unprofitable specimens.— New
England Cultirator.

It seems to be purely a disease of the
liver, as the other organs in most
cases, present a normal appearance.
We have lost three fine flocks in years
past, by this disease, without know-
ing any cure or preventative, and
many others in various parts of New
England, bave had a similar experi-
ence, and have consequently aban.
doned the raising of these choice
birds. ~Charcoal and gMiphur, wo
believe, have been recommended to
be mixed with the food, but by the
time the disease shows itsclf, it is not
an easy matter to administer medi-
cines in this way, as the birds have
little or no appetite.

While looking at some fine, large
and healthy looking turkeys at the
Vermont State Fair, and discussing
methods of raising, with Mr. Charles
Morse, of Plainfield, he stated that
he had been very successful in treat-
ing this disease by giving red pepper,
cinnamon, and rhubarb, in the form
of pills, which can be easily given to
the fowls, whether they have an ap-
petite or not. The rhubarb is
physicking in its effect on the bowels,
while the pepper and cinnamomon
warm up the birds and stimulate
action in the digestive organs. We
have had no experience with this
treatment, but give it wholly on the
authority of Mr. Morse. Since
turkeys have become so scaice upon
our New kngland farms, grasshop-
pers and crickets have increased to
an alarming extent in many localities.
Whole fields of grass are sometimes
eaten by grasshoppers, especially the
second crops of clover, of which they
are particularly fond.

If any of our readers have been
successful in treating the above des-
cribed disease among turkeys, we
should be glad to hear from them
through the columns of the Aaricur.-
TURIST, “for it would certainly be a
serious calamity to have these indis-
pensable centre pieces banished from
our "Thanksgiving acd Christmas
gatherings.

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HARVESTING POTATOES.

A correspondent of the Country
Gentleman makes the following excel-
lent observations on the process of
harvesting potatoes :—

The potato crop this year is light.
Bugs and blight, in many parts of the
country, destroyed the tops before the
tubers were half grown. Hence the
greater need of securing this crop
in the best possible manner. [t may
seem a very simple thing to dig and
store potatoes, but there 1s a know-
how to this, as to every other opera-
tion on the farm. I have often been
paived to notice the wasteful manner
in which not only young, but old and
experienced farmers handle their po-
tatoes. Many still dig with a hoe,
and cut and slash the tubers as if they
were fighting an enemy, instead of
harvesting one of the most precious
articles of food; a thing of life too,
and sensitive to every wound. A few
suggestions, therefore, on harvesting
potatoes may be timely.

In the first place, the crop should
not be touched till the weather is cool
and the land dry. Potatoes are better
off in the ground so long as the mer.
cury runs up to 70° or 80 during the
day. They keep best ia a cool and
uniform temperature, and this they
do not get in the cellar, if dry, before
the last of September. Indeed, weo
often have u weok or ten days in the
fore part of October so warm as to
damage potatoes when piled in a light
and airy cellar. I have seen them
stored on the barn floor or in an open
shed at this time of year, the farmer
waiting for a convenient season to
carry them off to market. ' I would
not pay half' price for potatoes that
had been thus exposed to the sun and
air for a week. This tubar was made
to the ocarth and remain
covered with earth till war ted for use.

EARLY BREEDING.

He bhas had
1t 1n his possession for nearly half a century,
and regarded himself as the proper custodian
of it. e intends to hold it unuil the proper
time shall arrive for its surrender to those
authorized to receive it when he will give it
up. While refusing to give up the volume,
he readily brought it forth and exhibited it
to his visitors. They promptly pronounced

it the original copy of the Book of Mormon, |

offered Mr. Whitmer any price he might ask
for the volume; but, finding him resolute,
left him after a pleasant visit of one hour,
with the request that he continue to take
good care of it, so that the Church might re-
ceive it at the proper time.

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By far the most expensive monument or
erypt in this country is the one now in course
of construction at the expense of Mrs, A, T.

There will be two approaches to the crypt,
leading from handsome vestibules which con-
nect with the cathedral above. Mrs. Stewart
takes great interest in the progress of the
work. The building of the cathedral is pro-
gressing rapidly, and when finished it will
be pne of the finest pieces of work to be
found, no expense being spared in the de-
sign or materials employed.

Ile was then
threatened with prosecution, whereupon he
angrily declared that he would gu to the
Penitentiary and stay there for years before
he would marry the girl. This the mother
reported to her son Klebur. This morning
he took down his gun and weut to Coleman’s
honse. e asked Coleman if what he had
been told was true. Coleman admitted that
it was, whereupon hot words passed and
Klebur fired, the whole load of No. 4 shot
taking effect in Coleman’s breast and bowels.
He cried out, “O Lord have mercy! Oh
Lord!” fell and expired. Klebur went off
and surrendered himself immediately. Iive
minutes after the shooting a county constable
arrived on the ground with a warrant charg-
ing the diseased with seducing the girl. It
had been ied at the suggestion of the
Commonwealth's attorney. Ilebur confesses
fully, but expresses no regret.

At a public sale of ostriches at Middle-
burg, tn South Africa, twenty pairs of breed-
ing ostriches realized an average of wvearly
£200 per pair. The lowest price given for
sle couple was €130, and as much as
255 was paid for one pair of birds. We
believe even these prices have been exceeded
in the case of well known breeders.  When
it is remembered that a few years ag
ostriches could be procured in South
for the catching, and were purchased for a
mere trifle for exhibiton purposes in this
country, whereas at the present time & live
ostrich does not exist in London, the import-
ance of the birds on the ostrich farms of
Cape Colony may readily be realized. Iiven
the Zoological Society of London does not
possess a single specimen of the African
ostrich. Tha late birds exhibited in Regent's
Park were poisoned by the idiocy of the
vigitors, who, amused to see the birds swal-
low stones and other hard substances, used
to throw coppers into the paddock, the con-
sequences being that the birds was killed by
the veridgras thus ingendered in their crops.
iven eggs of the bird, once commonly cul-
lected as curiosities, are now hardly obtain-
able, being reserved for breeding purpuses.
And while such keen competition exists for
the birds themselves, their produce is also
eagerly sought for. At a recent sale of
ostrich feathers at Port Elizabeth, a parcel
of selected “ bloods” realized a fancy price of
£67 15s per pound, or about 15s for each
separate feather.

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Paris, says Broad Arrow, is, for a city, the
strongest place in the world, as London is
the weakest, and the Parisans may regard
their new works with complacent satisfaction.
for it is conceded outright that investment
has been rendered impossible, in the same
style as was found practicable in 1570-71.
The Germans say they could not completely
seperate Paris from the. outer world; they
would have to be content with stationing
armies upon the maine lines of communication
with the provinces, connected together by
tlying detachments, which would always be
in considerable peril unless their main body
was being continually shifted so as to de-
ceive the enemy. The question of supplies
for the city is thus less of a serious problem.
If well provistoned at starting, it would al-
ways be easy to “ run the blockade.” The
enemy will have to deal with a huge camp,
and it is calculated that he will need 400,000
men to watch it, even if nothing more seems
to be intended. As to the forts themselves,
it is urged that some of them are too remote
from the encetnte, and too disconnected to be
of much service.

Ie admits, however,
that the use of aleohol is equally as bad as,
if not worse than the gambling of exhibition
week. Yet he has no good word for the at-

which result from drink-selling; the most
he says is, that the measure ““seems to have
the sympathy of many good citizens.” Does
it not strike the Reporter's editorial mind
that, if he rightly feels so indignant that this
gambling nuisance was authorized by license,
“as if the morals of the community were o
\‘:'(‘u/[v/rll'!/ tmportance compared with a few
doliars and cents which go into the treasury ;™
e ought to grow indignant against the
selling of the drunkard’s drink which more
fearfully demoralizes our community, and
which continues to curse us not for a week
at exhibition, but year in and year out!

Hisallusion in another column to the
seeming apathy of the *leading orators of
the club,” dees not argue much confidence in
either the good faith, or the consistency of
our temperance nien. We leave the public
to judge-of these men. We hoped to see
the Zleporfer take no uncertain stand on this
question, but presume that he intends in
this to assume the usual position of masterly
inactivity, a course which may be very
sagacious from one point of view, but which
does uot seem to indicate that moral
manliness which will hoist a flag and fight
under it.

Men who know
the County quite as thoroughly as * Rate-
payer,” believe that the County will sustain
trade far more than offset the advantages (?)

In my
own mind there is no doubt of the success of
the Bill in York County.

As regards the second, it is against the ex-
perience of all places which have adopted
Prohibitory enactment, that the taxes are
increased  In all, the @le is, that in the
items of poor-rates, police, and dispensation
of justice, the savings more than counter-
balance the amount lost by stoppage of the
licences : while the increased prosperity con-
sequent upon sobriety of habit, and the lar-
ger consumption of all articles of legitimate
arising from the having of rumshops. is
last assumption that the refusal of license
and the consequent non-selling of liquor
would not suppress drunkenness, needs only
to be named to show its absurdity. Take
air away from a man and he will breathe
quite as easily, destroy all provisions and a
person will live quite as long.—shat up all
drinking places and as many men will get
drunk as before.

It will be noticed that, in this communi-
cation, the spirit of the traflic is well illus-
trated.  Ounly the money question is considered,
no notice is taken of the moral aspect. The
few dollars that acerue to the city for licen-
sing must be the turning point of this con-
test ; the immorality, ruin, and death which
the licensed shops pour forth are as nothing.

Let the electors ask  themselves these

As successor to the brilliant and facile
Irishman, the Marquis of Lorne will be
placed in a position of some disadvantage.
He comes to Canada, it is true, with the
grandest prestige: every loyal heart in the
Dominion is prepared to give him an abound-
ing welcome: as consort of a Royal Princess,
and son-in-law of the (Queen, heisa repre-
sentative of the crown in a nearer and dearer
way-than any former Governor General has
been. But he is a younger man and much
less experienced as a speaker, than his imme-
diate predecessor, and he has yet to show his
aptitude for ruling a country like Canada,
which will be ready to resent the least check
and tightening of the rein. e hasevidently
judging from his parting speech to his con-
stituents in Argyleshire, a truth of the dog-
mation not uncommon with Scotchmen, and
a ‘tinge (as the descendant of the line of
great Highland chieftains was likely to have
of the feudal aristocratic spirit.  His posi-
tion and his Royal alliance, will carry him a
great way in popular favor, there are, it may
be a large number of celts in Canada com-
bined with the clannish spirit, who will be
prepared to swear that a descendent of the
“McCaillen Mor,” can say or do nothing
wrong, but the mass of the people of Canada
will judge him by his acts and utterances, and
if they trench upon their sense of freedom or
rasp upon their feelings, they will not, to put
it mildly, be pleased, or accord him that popu-
larity, which is as the breath of life to rulers
in hisposition. But the Marquis of Lorne it
way be presumed, has studied the history of
Canada and has some clear idea how its Goy-
ernor General should bear himself towards
its different and differing, religions and
nationalities, and its conflicting political
parties ; he has visited Canada, and knows
from contact and observation something of
the temper and character of its people.

The situation that the people of Cinada
find themselves in 1878, is very diferent
from that in which they were placed in 18683,
Ten years ago, what seemed the slight bond
between Canada and ths Mother country,
was on the point of snapping, the ruling party
in ngland was indifferent to the connection.
Iingland, the then Governor General broadly
hinted, would not object if the Canadians
chose to assume their independence; and
independence was openly advised by some
prominent politicians in Canada.

Now the situation is changed, the spirit
that would bind together instead of breaking
to pieces the lmpire rules. The appoint-
ment of the Marquis of Lorne as Governor
General is proof, thas the ruling powers in
England feel solicitous that Canada should
remain conunected with the Empire. The
veople of Canada are now brought face to
face with their position and duty as British
subjects as they were never brought beforg,
The position, which is well calculated to
gratify loyal feeling is not without its
dangers. The rule of Marquis of Lorne may
bind Canada more closely than ever with the
Empire, yet events may possibly arise during
the next five years that will tend in a totally
opposition direclion.

FOREIGN NEWS.

The news from the East, both from Turkey
in Europe and from Afghanistan for the last
fornight, has been of a very threatening
and warlike complexion. The treaty of
Berlin has not assuaged the passions roused
during the last three years, and from the
present disturbed state of Roumelia, Bosnia
and Greece, a renewal of the confliet appears
at least, possible before long. The Porte,
counting probably on the active support of
England in any war that it will engage in to
maintain what remains of its power in
Surope, bears itself with all its ancient
haughtiness and proclaims its soverignty over
Bosnia and Herzigovina and;protests to all the
powers against the further advance of the
Austrian army of occupation which has met
with much and bloody resistance from in-
surgents, and threatens war if that army
dares to occupy the central and stratgetical
point, Novi Basar. The occupation of Bosnia,
by an Austrian army, has been a drain on the
not flourishing revenues of the Empire, and
the question has produced a split in the Aus-
tro Hungarian Cabinet necessitating a re-con-
struction. The Hungarians are deadly op-
posed to the increase of the slavornic element
ia the composite Austrian Empire, and they
probably fear that the occupation of Bosnia
is only the preparatory step to its annexation
to the Empire. It may be that danger on
the side of IHungary, more effectually than
the threats of the Porte will deter the Emper-
orand his Austrain advisers from pushing the
army of occupation beyond its present limits.
Then, the relations between the Porte and
Greece are strained. The Greeks overlooked
by the- framers of the Berlin treaty, and

balked in their ambition of annexiag the
British provinces of Epirus and Thessaly,
seem determined to wrest them away by
force of arms, and late news reports that war
between these powers is inevitable, which,
when broken out, very possibly wiil extend,
and bring on a great conflict and undo the
work of the Treaty of Berlin ; and the Rus-
sians are very slow to carry out the stipula-
tions of that treaty, they still maintain an
immense force in Bulgaria and Roumelia.
They have forces at Chatsalda, some twenty
or thirty miles from Oonstantinople. Like
Macbeth the Russians probably think that
“ having stepped into blood so far, returning
were as tedions as.go o'er,” having committed
themselves so far in their entorprise to destroy
the Turkish Empire and having advanced so
far to their bourne, Constantinople, they are
very loth, in spite of their being parties to
the Berlin Treaty, to abandon that enterprise,
and to act in good faith, They seem to be
waiting for some pretext to tear that treaty
to peices, and to make a dash upon the
capital of Turkey. As long as they remain in
such force near it there,will always be danger.
And the warlike complications in India must
be viewed in connectipn with the still un-
settled eastern question. It is past doubt
that Russian intrigue has been the exciting
cause of the Ameer of Caboel's offensive
attitude. The Russians will not openly abet
and aid the Ameer; bui they know to a man
and a gun his powers of defensive warfare,
and the difliculties the English will encounter
in a campaign in a country of mouatains and
dangerous passes and defensible plateaus,
and they possibly may, while one arm of
England is engaged in a war with the Ameer,
and her force is divided, think it a most
favorable opportunity to try conclusions with
the Turks and sweep down on Constantinople.
Late reports say that the English army in
India which is being reinforced from Ing-
land, and which 1s full of warlike enthusiasm
will commence a forward movement into
Afghanstan from Peshawar and other points
early in November, portions of the army of
invasion have penetrated for some way into
the Kyber Pass, and are in not distant juxta
position with some of the forces of the
Ameer. The attitude of some of the inde-
pendent Indian Princes who command large
armies is & matter of speculation and anxiety.
It is possible that they will remain neutral,
and that the war will be confined to a con-
test between the Indian government and the
Ameer, but there is no saying what compli-
cations the chances of such a war may de-
velop. Among the liberal party in England
who attempted to thwart Earl Beaconstield,
through the Kastern embroglio, thers is
strong opposition to a war with Afghanistan.
Lord Lawrence a great authority on Indian
affairs, has denonnced such a war, on politi-
cal, military, and moral grounds, but his
arguments are not likely to prevail.

Tuar Decision.—St. John boating men,
editors and reporters, have been very unneces-
sarily exercised over the decision that Mr.

Russel having
made a foul on Allen, which Allen had done
his best to avoid, and he having claimed the
foul the Referee had no option but to allow it.
The Referee knew by the rules that the race
would have to be rowed over again that day
or some other day between Allen and Clinch,
and that Russel who committed the foul
would be debarred from participating in it.
It seems to us that in recalling Clinch the
refree acted with good judgement, and in the
interest of Clinch himself, for had he hark-
ened to the recall, and returned whn he was
only some short distance from the starting
point, he would have saved himself much
labour in vain.
