Paris, Nov. 21, 1879.

As soon as soon a3 the news arrived
here that the Countess de Montijo
mother of the ex~Empress Eugenie
was dying at Madrid, it was expect-
ed that her daughter would pass has-
tily though the city on the way to
her mother’s bedside. It was even
announced that she would leave Paris
this morning. Nevertheless, the
Empress has been spending the wholc
day at the residence of the Duc de
Mouchy, Prince Murat’s son-at-law,
attended most affectionately by
the Duchess and by Mlle.

cordiality. From the latter date the
letters to her are eonspienous by their
absence, nor isjany existence readily
disc cxmble in the concluaing; volume.

Eiema: Endustries.

In referring t» the above mention-
ed subject tonday, we are induced to
do so, from the consideration of the
utter lack of employment during the
winter season, for a large portion of
our.owerative population, whose at.
tention during the spring and sum-
mer months is directed to the seal
and cod fisheries. Itisa well known
fact, one frequently referred to in the
columns of the pre~s and on the floors
of our legislation, that to a iarge por
tion of our population, we should
say to at leasts three fourths,the four
months intervening between the ter:
mination of the eod fishery and the
opening of the sealing voyage is a
season of comparatively enforced
idleness to a people who, if suitable
employment were afforded them,
would gladly avail of the opportunity
to turn to their advantage, a portion
of the year which up to the present
time bas been comparatively value-
less in itsresults. In speaking thus,
we are by no means unmindful, that
in certain portions of this colony
particularly to the nerth and west,
the winter season, instead of being
wasted, is on the contrary utilized
and availed of by the people, either
for the prosecution of the cod fishery
as in Forture Bay, for shipbuilding
as in Green Bay and in some portions
of Trinity and Conception Bays, or
for stave and hoop making, &c., as
in various other sections of tho coune
try. Whilst such is the case as re-
¢ ards the population of those locali-
ties referred to, it is however much
to be regretted, that in other harbors
of the colony, affording equal, if not
superior advantages for the utilizas
tion of surplus labor during the per-
iod above mentioned, such advani-
ages are not practically turned to aes
count, but are rather permitted to

emain dormant, the natural and in-
evitable result being a growing dis.
taste for the oxercise of industrial
enterprise, or the developement of
genius and a marked tendency to-
waids intemperance and its accoms
paning evils. Now whilst it may
be urged, as is not unfrequeatly the
case, that the Government are bound
to give every encouragement to the

We capnot fathora the immuts}

means of affording additional employ

ment to the people, still we are

strongly of opinion, that with the

people themselves mainly rests the

responsibility of giving practical efs

fect to that enterprise, the Govern—

ment not being justified in going be~

yond the limits of legitimate authors
ity in granting any concession, Or
atfording that assistance necessary to

its successful establishment. That
our Jocal Government has conferred
invaluable benefit upon our colonial
interests, by the concession of the
bonus on shipbuilding, as also of that
in aid of the revival of the Bank
fishery, we feel that no one practical-
ly conversant with the results attain-
ed in beth instances, within the past
two years, will have the temerity to
deny. But we would ask of what
account would be such concessions or
assistance on the part of the Governs
ment, if not practically responded to
by the energy and enterprise of the
capitalist, which without such stimus
lus, would doubtless have remained
inoperative, to the manifest injury of
the public interests. 1n connection
with the last mentioned and mostim-
portart subject, namely the Bank
fishery, from tue past results of
which, we foresee so much future
benefit to the public interests of this
colony, we are happy to learn, that

it is the intention of some of our
eading firms, such as, Hon. J. Rorke,
Messrs, J. & R. Maddock, Duff &
Balmer and others, to devote their
attention to the inception of this
most valuable industry duriag the
ensuing spring.

operations, we would venture to sugs
gest, the utilization of the surplus
labor of our people in the constiucs
tion of dories and the cutting and
preparation of longeis and such
other material as my be required for
the building of flakes, indispensable
to the saving of the season’s voyage.

With regard to the advantages essen-

tial to the sucecessful prosecution . o!
the bank fishery either as regard:
proximity to the ocean, facilities fo

procuring the necessary supplies oi
bait, or for the satisfactory saving
and drying of fish, we know of no
harbor on this portion of our coast,
superior to Carbonear in any of the
respeets referred to, Were the sug-
sestive hints above mentioned, carri-
ed into effect much valuable work
would be done and a salutary impes
tus would be given to the industris
al energies and proverbiably inven-
tive genius of a large and by no
means unimportant portion of oui
