If a man’s 
business will not pay well enough to 
enable him to fxny his taxes, it is too 
poor a trade to put money into, and if 
it will pay well euougli for that purpose 
the town ought not to pauperize him by 
its misplaced charity. The trouble has 
been that if one town will not bonus, 
another will, and ihutmn unhealthy rival­
ry is kept up that results in less, injustice 
and injury eventually to mwst of the 
parties concerned. Let the power grant­
ing bonuses be taken away.—[Waterloo 
Chronicle.

WHAT MR PORTSR DID NOT 
EXPLAIN.

Mr. Robert Porter, has much cause to 
feel pleased at the good turn out to his 
meeting at Victoria Hall on Tuesday 
evening. The Conservatives were out 
in full force, and a goodly number of 
Reformers were among the audience. 
The Tories went to hear their champion 
speak, be the subject what it might; the 
Reformers attended in the hope that 
Mr. Porter would define his position on 
live issues, and explain certain anoma 
lies which now exist Of the questions 
which it was hoped Mr. Porter would 
take up, but did not, are the following :

1. To explain how it was that Mr. 
Porter, a resident of South Perth for 
electoral purposes, came before the peo 
pie of Goderich and Col borne as the 
Tory candidate for their repreeentation 
when no convention had been held since 
the gerrymandering of South Huron; 
and despite the fact that the Conserva­
tives ef Goderich and Colbçrne, by their 
representatives in convention at Sea- 
forth, had nominated Dr. Coleman as 
their standard bearer ?

2. Did M r. Porter approve of the ger­
rymandering of Huron by the placing of 
Stephen in Middlesex, Usborne in Perth, 
and the southern portion of Lucknow in 
Bruce ?

3. Was Mr. Porter in harmony with 
the idea of being legislated out of South 
Huron, where he had been for so many 
years a prominent resident ; and was he 
in sympathy with the Government which 
had deprived him of the opportunity of 
polling his vote for the mtnof his choice 
in South Huron ?

4. Could Mr. Porter point to any tall 
chimneys or other evidences of prosperi­
ty in Goderich created by the benign 
influence of the N. PJ

5. When had the exodus to the United 
States ceased ? and why was it that so 
many of his hearers had relatives, friends 
and acquaintances in Dakota, Minneso­
ta, Michigan and other American States 
since 1878 ?

6. Why was it that the trade of the 
Canadian ports on Lake Huron had fal­
len off, and Mr. Lee, Captain Dancey 
and others of our ship owners had their 
vessels tied up in port for went of 
freights ?

7. How came it that under the N. P. 
the Beatty Line of steamers, which in 
past years had two and sometimes three 
boats per week calling at Goderich and 
doing a large trade, are now touching 
this port with only one boat per week, 
and claim that the freight does not pay 
even for one boat ?

8. Did Mr. Porter approve of the 
dissallpwance of Provincial legislation, 
and favor the movement to deprive On­
tario of her autonomy !

9. Was Mr.
his voice and vote to the blem of Que 
bec, so as to lower Ontario in the scale 
of Provinces, by upholding the action of 
Sir John Macdonald in the matter of the 
non-ratification of the Boundary Award?

10. Was Mr. Porter in favor of the 
continuance of the Senate, as at present 
constituted, and did he approve of spend­
ing $140,000 per annum to perpetuate 
that useless chamber ?

11. Did the wrenching of a surplus of 
$4,000,000 by taxation, from the 
people of Canada by Sir Leonard Til­
ley, exhibit any closer financial calcula­
tion on the part of that gentleman, than 
did the deficit of Sir Richard Cartwright 
during the depressed state of trade in 
1877-78 ? and would we tolerate a Town 
Council which would make a boast of 
having a large surplus at the end of the 
year, which had been piled up by raising 
the taxes of the ratepayers, when a 
lesser rate could have been levied, and 
both ends made to meet ?

12. Can Mr. Porter point to any town

next election. Mr. Fairow, M.P., was 
at Ottawa, and a number of the ambi- 
tious ones at home were conspiring to 
depose the absent member. So embar­
rassing had the situation become that 
Mr. Porter, the defeated of South 
Huren, was invited to “Come over to 
Macedonia (Wingham) and help us,'’ by 
a prominent politician of that town. 
Whether Mr. Porter poured oil on the 
troubled waters er not it is not for us to 
say, but the intention was that ho should 
“drop into Wingham by accident,’’ and 
be present at the meeting. Dr. Holmes 
of Brussels, and Mr. F. W. Johnston, of 
Goderich, were anxious, it seemed, .to 
play Brutus and Cassius to Mr. Farrow's 
Julius Caesar. But the conspiracy was 
nipped in the bud, and Mr. Farrow re­
ceived the neminatien. However, when 
the reports from the municipalities came 
before the convention, it was discovered 
that the Reformers had gained se largely 
in the North Riding since 1878, that it 
was impoisible to count upon it as being 
any longer a safe Conservative constitu­
ency, and Mr. Farrow was immediately 
telegraphed to, that he might use his en­
deavors to have the second reading of the 
Re-distribution Bill postponed, in or­
der to enable Dr. Holmes to reach Ot­
tawa and explain the situation. This 
accounts for the fact that the Ger­
rymandering Bill was not brought 
down for second reading on Fri­
day, and we now wait patiently to see 
if the importunities of the North Huron 
Tories will have any effect so far as the 
further gerrymandering of Huron is con­
cerned The plan of division submitted 
to the Govenment by the North Huron 
Convention was as follows:

Mr. Porter - should read up a little 
more of contemporary history, and not 
charge the Reformers with sins commit­
ted not by their leaders, but by promin­
ent members of his own political party.

If Sir A. T. Galt, whose name is affix­
ed te a declaration in favor of annexa­
tion, were to take Sir Leonard Tilley’s 
place to-merrow, would not Mr. Porter, 
who so vigorously denounced that sen­
timent on Tuesday, endorse the change ?

The Conservative candidate also blun­
dered on Tuesday when he appealed to 
the waggon makers, blacksmiths and 
carpenters to bear him out in the state­
ment that the increased tariff had given 
them mure work, and more money for 
their labor. The Conservative carpenters 
present didn’t cheer : the Reform car­
penters looked upon the speaker as being 
either a knave or a fool. The testimony 
sf our waggon makers is dead against the 
N. P. ; it is ruining their business. The 
tax on coal and iron is, of course, a great 
blessing (?) to the blacksmiths ! Mr. 
Porter resides ir. the quiet hamlet of 
Kirkton, in South Perth, reads the Mail, 
and therefore knows nothing about the 
real condition of the mechanics of this 
town.

Mr. Fred Johnston, as chairman of 
Mr. Porter’s one-sided meeting, harped 
upon the “good times” on Tuesday 
evening. Reeve Wm. Campbell, chair­
man of the Finance Committee, sat 
close at his elbow on the platform, and 
never moved a muscle. Mr. Campbell 
could have told the voluble chairman 
and the amused audience that the town 
treasurery, had paid out over $1,000 as 
charity to the poor and unemployed 
during the past year, and Mr. Camp­
bell's friends say he is a close financier. 
The “good times” have not reached 
Goderich yet, and the reference to them 
by the aspirant for West Huron 
was in keeping with the rest of the clap­
trap indulged in by him in his brief and 
very empty speech.

The principle 
which was now promised to apply to On­
tario had never been applied before, ex­
cept in a limited decree, and in 187£ 
the leader of the Government had in­
timated, and it had been re echoed on 
that aide of the House, that the experi­
ment would not be repeated. Proper 
time should have been given for the con­
sideration of an important measure of 
this kind,more especially as the Govern­
ment itself was directly affected by it,, 
in consequence of the bearing it would 
have upon the approaching tlec’.ion. The 
Government was judge as well as party, 
and this of all measures was one which 
should have been brought down early in

Ity- 
ma,. i irked, wtto rare, and Sir John 
made ...i *-*yv-g!as* uf his fist and iouked 
laughingly aero**. Mr. Blake continu­
ing, condemned the manner in which 
the Bill had been prepared,and in scath­
ing language ridiculed the changes made 
even after the introduction of the Bill 
to bolster up the Tory members of Par­
liament. Messrs. Rykert and Besson 
challenged Mr. Blake to meet them in 
their constituencies, a challenge which 
met with the reply that they were brave 
men to have their constituencies fixed 
to suit themselves. The Bill was not a 
Government Bill for the redistribution 
of Ontario, but was framed for low party- 
ends, and aims to use the majority for 
(tarty purposes. It was a sad commen­
tary of the boasts of the last four years. 
This Bill showed that the Ministerialists 
did not feel confidentand were seeking by 
legislation to make upfor the loss indict­
ed by the misdeeds of the last fouryeats. 
A similar attempt had been made in 
1872, but it had not succeeded any more 
than this would succeed, tie was con­
vinced that the people of Ontario would 
resent, as they did on the well-known 
previous occasion, an abuse of high trust. 
The hon. gentleman would find that 
though he might transfer men’s bodies, 
he could not transfer their minds, 
and that though he might transfer vot­
ers, in many cases he would transfer 
their votes against himself. It was his 
duty to appeal, not to conspirators who 
had concocted this measure, but to gen- j 
tlemen from other Provinces who knew 
the ties of county bounderies, and to 
ask them to apply to the Provinces of 
Ontario the principles they would like 
to have applied to themselves. The 
county boundaries by the Bill were 
violated most flagrantly. He again 1 
quoted the remarks made by Sir John in 
1872, relative to the deeirablility of 
maintaining county Imundaries, and said 
the right hon. gentleman declared he 
still held these viows, but justified his 
present action on the ground that Mr. 
Mowat had not followed these princi­
ples. The excuse would he absurd evéf 
if true; but the argument was founded 
on an utter and entire misunderstand­
ing of Mr. Mowat s Bill, which had re­
cognized throughout the principle of 
municipal county representation. Mr. 
Blake afterwards took up the plea of 
equalizing population, and showed that 
while some constituencies had 12,000 or 
13,000 of a population, others had up­
wards < I 25,000, and this sometimes in 
adjoining counties; in other cases the 
population of the very smallest consti­
tuencies, such as Monck, Haldimand 
and North Leeds has been reduced. He 
went over in detail many of the changes 
to show how it was proposed to “hive" 
the Grits, and strengthen adjoining con­
stituencies held by Tories, giving the 
political effect of each change. As in­
stance after instance of the iniquity of 
the Bill waa brought out the speaker 
was loudly cheered by his 'political 
friends, while his opponents with the 
exception of an odd interruption from 
Mr. Plumb, maintained a melancholy 
silence. The shameless gerrymandering 
in Bruce was particularly condemned, 
and it was pointed out that only- Sir 
John’s pretended principle of equalizing 
the population was shamelessly violated 
in the arrangement of the North and 
West Ridings, but in the latter consti­
tuency, by drawing from North and 
South Bruce and North Huron, a Riding 
which, on the basis of the election of 
1878, would give a Reform majority of 
about 1,000. In twenty-five cases were 
municipalities carried from one county 
into another, and forty-one out of fifty 
changes had been made in Western On­
tario, where it was expected the battle 
wauld be principally fought. In ten 
constituencies where the Reformers had 
been “hived” the majorities would be as 
follows On the basis of the election of 
1878—North Brant, 723; South Oxford, 
688; North Oxford,1,165; West Ontario, 
583; East Siincoe,558; South Middlesex, 
581; West Bruce, 986; Centre Huron, 
446; West Elgin, 463; Halton, 290; a 
total in these ten constituencies of 6,463, 
or a surplus of 3,000 votes as compared 
with an equal number of constituencies 
ill which the Tories had been kept to­
gether.

The cable brings startling news from 
Ireland in the cruel assassination, at 
Dublin, on Saturday evening, of the 
newly-appointed Chief Secretary for Ire­
land. Earl Cavendish, and of Under Sec­
retary Burke. One need not be sur-

iinmeiiae and indignant excitement 
throughout Great Britain. Lord Cai- 
Cvandish went to Ireland as the repre* 
sentative of Mr. Gladstone a policy, of 
amnesty and conciliation, and it is pe­
culiarly distressing and outrageous that 
the envoy of peace should have been en­
countered by the poniard of the assassin.

Assassination is detested by every no­
ble mind, and the outburst of indigna- 
tien against those who have had to do 
with this dastardly deed will be full of 
vehemence, but not more so than the 
case demands.

ATe should guard, however, against 
sweeping, and therefore unjust, cen 
sures. The people of Ireland must not 
be indiscriminatingly condemned because 
of the misdeeds of one or of a few. The 
people of Ireland are not all criminals, 
as some seem to think. There is as lit­
tle ordinary crime in Ireland as in Eng 
land. As for tho Land League, we be­
lieve it will be found that neither it nor 
its leaders are responsible for this occur 
rence. There are desperate men in Ire 
land, as there are in every country, but 
the Land League programme is not their 
programme, and Irish leaders of the Far- 
nell stamp are not sufficiently Violent to 
be their leaders.

Doubtless there will be renewed out 
cry against Mr. Gladstone's policy of 
Irish conciliation. “If old Beaconsfield 
had been at “the helm” they will say, 
“he would have mown down these Irish 
agitators with “grapeshot before this! 
It is Mr. Gladstone's glory that he has 
not done so. His policy of conciliation is 
not wong, and this assassination, while 
profoundly to be denounced and regrett­
ed, does not prove anything whatever as 
the right or wrong of his policy Assass­
ination may take place under any policy.

The difficulties of Government do nut 
decrease as the world grows older. The 
Irish problem is by no means the least 
difficult, ant it is to be deeply regretted 
that it should be complicated afresh by 
this crime and inexcusable assassination 
at Dublin.—London Advertiser.

A MARVEL OF INGENUITY.
What a Quiet tlrrmau sf Watrrhv Made.

A well-formed hand, white and soft, 
with tapering fingers and polished nails, 
is a rare gift; but where nature has de­
nied those possessions it is easy, by 
proper attention, to give at least soft­
ness and delicacy of appearance to the 
hand and improve the symmetry of the 
nails. An exchange recommends the 
wearing of kid or soft leather gloves at 
every opportunity, light being prefer­
able on account of the unctuous sub­
stances with which they are prepared, 
although not so healthy, and the appli­
cation of a warm bran poultice once a 
week. They should be washed in tepid 
water, as cold water hardens and pre­
disposes them to roughness and chaps, 
while water beyond a certain heat makes 
them shriveled and wrinkle, in drying. j*(|US p].xcv3
them they ought to be rubbed with a 
moderately coarse towel, as frinction 
always produces a soft and polished 
ivory appearing surface. The soaps to 
be preferred arejsuch as are freest from 
alkaline impurities. Tho beauty <>f the 
nails depends on the treatment they re­
ceive. They ought to bo cut in a circu­
lar form, and the whitened portion at 
the root, next the vessels which supply 
the nail with nutriment for its growth 
and preservation, should be always 
risible. When the nails are disposed to 
break, some simple pomade should be 
frequently applied and salt freely used | 
in the daily die*. *>

Tho resolutions were very near­
ly passing without objection of any sort, 
when Sir John suddenly asked to see 
them. After a rapid glance over the 
paper, he sprang to his feet and made a 
rambling attempt at a speech. I have 
already referred to Sir John's failing 
powers. It was positively painful to 
listen to him to-day. He got off sonic 
queer paradoxes. For instance, he de­
clared that the resolution would cut the 
tie between Canada and England, and 
in the next breath, he asserted that Mr. 
Galt waa making foreign treaties at the 
present time. If tho one is true the 
other must be false. Sir John s speech,
I am sorry to say, was neither satisfac­
tory to his followers nor to his oppon­
ents. The best proof that Blake had 
touched the right cord was given in the 
speeches of DaCosmos, Ouimot and 
Couraol. The first came out straight 
for independence and declared he would 
vote for the resolutions, as they were ill 
the right direction. He only wished 
thep went further, and demanded nation­
al independence outright.

—Th eLaruvt 
says that Lallemand, Perrin, ..'id Duroy, 
have found notable qualities of alcohol 
in the blood of intoxicating animais. M. 
Grehent, in continuing these experi­
ments, has endeavored to ascertain what 
proportion of alcohol in the blood '8 suf­
ficient to produce and maintain symptons 
of intoxication. Seven ounces of alcohol 
(20°atrength) were given to a dog, in two 
doses, at an interval of half an hour. At 
the same time the animal, waa made to 
breathe though a flask containing abso­
lute alcohol, to offset the influence 
of pulmonary exhalation. At the end of 
an hour, about two and a quarter ounces 
of blood were drawn from the femoral 
artery. It waa-found to contain about 
eight mimims of absolute alcohol, which 
corresponds to one part of alcohol to I07 
of blood. The animal was profoundly in­
toxicated.

Newspaper Laws.

We call the special attention of post­
masters and subscribers to the following 
synopsis of the newspaper laws :

1. A postmaster is required to give j
notice by Utter (returning a paper does 
not answer the law) when a subscriber 
dues not take his paper out of the office, 
and state the reasons for its not being 
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the 
postmaster roiqx>nnible to the publishers 
for payment. |

2. If any person orders his paper dis­
continued, lie must pay all arrearages, 
or the publisher may continue to send it 
until payment is made, and collect the 
whole amount, whether it be taken from 
the office or not. There can be no legal 
discontinuance until the payment is 
made.

3. Any person who takes a paper- from 
the post-office, whether directed^ his 
name or another, or whether he has sub­
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay.

4. If a subscriber orders his paper to 
be stopped at a certain time, and the 
publisher continues to send, the sub­
scriber is bound to pay for it if he takes 
it out of the post-office. This proceeds 
upon the ground that a man must pay for ] 
what he uses.

5. The courts have decided that refus- ! 
ing to take a newspaper and periodicals , 
from the jxist-office, or removing and 
leaving them uncalled for, is orima facia !

An examination 
was made, and it was found that Lord 
Cavendish’s arm was broken The news 
spread lapi-lly and created the wildest 
excitement and consternation in the 
city. Lord Spencer and the vice-regal 
party were just going down to dinner at 
tlie lodge when the news was sent to 
them. Some members uf the household 
were at tlie opera, at the Gaiety theatre, 
aud were sent for. When the cause of 
their departure became known the ex­
citement was intense, and a proposal 
was made to stop the performance which 
was ultimately cut short. Lord Freder­
ick Cavendish only arrived in Dublin 
this afternoon along with Earl Spencer, 
the new lord-lieutenant. Many people 
were within a lew hundred yards of the 
scene of the assassination, but no one 
appears t<* have been

NEAR ENOUGH TO INTERFERE.

When the bodies were fo nd Lord 
Cavendish’s lips were moving as if he 
were trying to speak, bnt ha snowed no 
further sign ot consciousness. It is 
needless to add that the assassinations 
are

ATTRIBUTED TO THE FENIANS,
although this must be pure conjecture. 
The assassins were seen entering the 
park on a car, and driving rapidly along 
the main road, and from all accounts 
they must have encountered their vic­
tims as they were crossing the road. 
Robbery could nut have been their 
object, as nothing on the bodies were 
touched.

DETAILS OF THE TRAGEDY.
Dublin, May 7, 2.40 a. m. 

The details of the tragedy are as fol 
lows: A boy named Jacobs states that 
while bird-nesting in the park he saw, 
about 200 yards from where lie was, and 
close to the road, a group of men as if 
wrestling. He thought they were 
roughs, and did not pay any attention 
to them. He then saw two men fall to 
the ground, and four others jump on a 
car and drive off towards Chapelizod 
gate, which lies in a direction opposite 
to the city. They drove at a rapid pace,

PARNILL HORRIFIED.

Parnell, on being interviewed, said,“I 
am horrified more than I can express. 
This is one of the most atrocious crimes 
ever committed. Its effect must cer­
tainly be damaging to the interests of 
the Irish people. I always found Cav­
endish a most amiable gentleman, pains­
taking and strictly conscientious in the 
fulfilment of official duties, I did not 
share the disappointment expressed in 
Liberal Irish circles regarding his ap­
pointment, as I anticipated the principal 
reforms during the present session, such 
as the amendment to the Land Act, 
would be under Gladstone’s personal sup­
ervision, and I believe that administra­
tive reforms would be somewhat post­
poned. I cannot conceive how any sec­
tion of the people of Ireland could have 
plotted deliberately against the life of 
Cavendish, and I am surprised that the 
Dublin Police who have been able to 
protect Forster should apparently have 
taken no steps to watch over his suc­
cessor during the few hours of his official 
life in Ireland. There seems to be an 
unhappy destiny presiding over Ireland, 
which always cones at the moment when 
there seems some chance for the country.

for the north west riding of Yorkshire 
since July 1865, and was elected at the 
last general elections by 3678 majority 
over the first conservative candidate.

The Duke of 
Devonshire holds 32,776 acres in the 
county of Cork, 3 acres in the county of 
Tipperary, and27,540 acres in thecounty 
of Waterford, representing an aggregate 
rent roll of £31,698 per annum.

EXCITEMENT AT DUBLIN.

Dublin, May 7.
Never before in the history of Ireland 

has there been so much excitement in 
Dublin as to-day. It is not demon­
strative, but crowds line the streets, and 
the dreadful affair is discussed in whis­
pers all morning. Thousands have been 
making their way to the park, but the 
constabulary are out in strong numbers 
and prevent the crowd train entering. 
The authorities in the castle are in con­
stant communication with the cabinet in 
London, and it is said that Mi. Glad­
stone has been prostrated by the shock. 
The Irish members in London denounce 
the murder as disastrous to the Irish 
cause, as it Will alienate sympathy and 
cause the world to turn from the Irish 
with disgust.

Davitt said:—No language I can pos­
sibly command can express tlie horror 
with which I regard the murders, or my 
despair at the consequences. I grieve 
to think that when tlm Government had 
just run the risk of introducing a new 
policy, when everything seemed bright 
and hopeful, and when all expected out­
rages to cease, this terrible event should 
dash our hopes. I wish to God I had ne 
ver left Portland. The crime was with 
out motive. It is not only the most 
fatal blow ever struck at the Land 
League, but one of the most disastrous 
blows which has been sustained by the 
National cause during the last century. 
Its occurrence at this particular juncture 
seems like a terrible destiny. My only 
hope is that the assassins will be discov­
ered and punished as they deserve. It 
is wonderful how such an outrage could 
occur within a few hundred yards of the 
constabulary depot.

Dillon deeply deplored the sorrowful 
tidings.

850,000 REWARD.

Dublin, May 9.—The Government 
offers a reward of ten thousand puuuds 
fur information given within three 
months which will lead to the conviction 
of the murderers, one thousand pounds 
for private informatiou. The Govern­
ment will grant a free parden, and ex­
tend the special protection of the Crown 
in any part of the Queen’s dominions, to 
any persons other than the principals, 
who will give the information required.
