In him as a spiritual lead­
er, as a pastor and as a financial worker 
we express the most unbounded confid­
ence and affection, and we heartily hope 
the Conference will grant the request of

I say that no statement could be further 
from the fact, and ne allegation eould be 
more at variance with the reports of the 
Department of Indian Affairs. Bat, 
even if that statement were true, it 
would not in any sense relieve the De­
partment from the responsibility for the 
uneasy, dissatisfied and discontented 
state of the Indiana, and for their ulti­
mate outbreak in open revolt against the 
sovereign power of tine Dominion. The 
officials of the Department ere by no 
means reliable witnesses. Those who 
offended against the Indian ; those Mho 
sinned against the Indians ; those who 
robbed and cheated and swindled the 
Indian, aa I shall establish before I alt 
down, and those who permitted the In­
dian of the Northwest Territories to be 
frozen to death and starved to death, 
are not very reliable witnesses, are very 
unlikely to disclose their own miscon­
duct and to admit their own criminality. 
The hon. gentleman ought to have for­
tified the statement he made in the re­
port of his Department as to the conduct 
of the officials of that Department and 
the administration of Indian affairs by 
other and more reliable testimony than 
that of the official» incriminated. I 
shall, in discussing this question, pursue 
a different course. I shall establish the 
chargea that I propose to make against 
this Government and the officials apoint- 
ed by this Government by the report* of 
the honest, the few honest men that are 
connected with that service in the North­
west, and by a mass of independent 
testimony,that in my judgment is simply 
startling. The reports of the Depart­
ment for the last four or five years are 
eloquent with statements of wrongs doue 
to the Indian, of promises broken, of 
violated treaties made with the Indian, 
of gross injustice done to the Indikn, of 
shameful official misconduct on the part 
of those appointed to administer Indian 
affairs in the Northwest, of lying, cheat­
ing, and robb'tig the Indian ; and I pro­
pose to establish these pro postions in 
their order by extracts fyooi the reports 
of the Department and by the testimony 
of individuals thoroughly coiversaiit 
with the situation of affaira in the North­
west Territories. Let me, then, first 
deal with the kind of officials which this 
Government placed over the untamed, 
uneducated, uncivilised, unchriatianiaed 
wards of the nation with whom this 
country was bound to deal honestly and 
fairly, because Canada induced the In­
diana of the Northwest to surrender their 
possessory rights to what ia practically 
an empire for the merest pittance. 
Writers upon the Indian question, and 
especially such writers as the authoress 
of “One Hundred Years of Dishonor," 
•peak of the Indians as easily managed, 
peacable, quiet, inoffensive, docile, so 
long as he is fairly and honestly treated ; 
but aa faithless, turbulent, ar.d rebel­
lious when he is injured, when he ia de­
ceived, when he is wronged, when he ia 
defrauded. In order to retain the confi­
dence of the Indian, in order to educate, 
to elevate, to civilian and to christianias 
the Indiana, it was of the first conse­
quence that men of character, men of 
honesty, men of truthfulness, men of 
high moral standing, should have been 
selected to preside over and administer 
Indian affairs in the Northwest Territo­
ries. I regret to say that, in so far as I 
have been able to gather the tacts, such 
men have not been selected. Some of 
the men selected by the Government of 
this Dominion from the swarms of camn 
followers that usually surround this Ad 
ministration, were men who were utterly 
unfit for the positions they wore called 
uuon to fill. Men who were unfit for 
positions in the public service in the 
older Prnvimjfcs of the Dominion, were 
shipped off to Manitoba and the North­
west Territories, and given charge over 
the Indiana there, men who have proved 
themselves to be dishonest, careless, im­
moral. I say, sir, that the conduct of 
the officials of the Northwest Territories, 
more than anything else, created dissat­
isfaction and discontent among the In­
dians ; I say that the misconduct and 
the mismanagement of the Administra­
tion in connection with-the Indian affairs 
in the Northwest Territories, as mu:h

emmeBt in the Northwest Territories, 
are wholly until to discharge the import­
ent duties that devolve upon them, and 
that these men ought to have been dis­
missed from their positions by this Gov­
ernment many, many years ago. The 
Indians, Sir, hsve no faith in Commis­
sioner Dewdney, they have faith in but 
few of the officials in the Northwest 
Territories, but none in Commissioner 
Dewdney, they know him too well, they 
hare been deceived by him too often. 
Be has been charged, and correctly 
charged, with being domineering, arru 
gant, tyrannical, unfair, untruthful in 
his dealings with the Indiansr With 
such a commissioner, and with a similar 
c'ass of officials, we could aspect nothing 
e'ae than uneasiness, dissatisfaction, 
discontent, and ultimately rebellion in 
the Northwest Territories. The charges 
I have made against the Administration 
and the officials of the Administration in 
the Northwest Territories, I propose to 
establish out of the blue books submitted 

A i Parliament and by the testimony of 
independent men, and of journals sup­
porting this Administration. The Win­
nipeg Timet, an organ of hon. gentle­
men opposite, a Conservât, paper, pub­
lished in the city of Winnipeg, thus 
describes Lieutenant-Governor Dewd­
ney :—

•'But the dross of gold is not Mr. 
Diwdney’s god. He is eminently a 
philanthropist. His delight is to ad­
vance the interests of the savage and 
promote the welfare of the more wretch­
ed white man under hie sceptre. For 
example, when Long Ledge, chief of the 
Aeeiniboinee, who were camping last 
summer near Indian Head, complained 
that the eontraetor's bacon, costing the 
Canadian taxpayers nineteen cents per 
pound, was not suitable to the Indian 
palate, the Indian feeding always oa 
buffalo meat ; when Long Longs offered 
to accept half a pound ef steer beef, 
costing a York shilling a pound dead 
weight, fat place of a pound of bacon was 
“hurting hie people because it was not 
their food,” Mr. Dewdney |aaid ' 
Indiana should eat the bacon or die, 
bad - d to Ahem." This was not said 
in haste, but at hie honor's leisure. He 
did not say it because his friend the con­
tractor, who happened to be in s 
syndicate with him, had 90,000 pounds 
of that bacon to dispose of, but because 
he wished to indoctrinate the savage 
with the tastes of the average white 
man. Mr. Dewdney, let Piapot wit­
ness, is the Indian’s friend. To the 
whiteuean also he sets a noble example. 
He teaches the raw settler a new code ef 
morale. He shows him by precept 
example that in these degenerated days 
it is not necessary for a man holding a 
trust net to abuse it He illustrates 
hie hie own walk and life the modern 
principles that every man should tight 
for hie own wallet. He is, in this great 
country, the most signal exemplar ef the 
amènes of how to get along regardless of 
the means or methods of locomotion, 
Mr. Dewdney, therefore, deserves well 
at our hands and at the Indians of these 
Territories. It would hardly be appro­
priate to present him with a homestead, 
for he had several, also pre-emptions in 
abundance. Monev would also be out 
place, inasmuch as while Sir Leonard has 
a surplus and Sir John remains in power, 
he will not want Could anything be 
more appropriate than to present him 
with a petition to leave, to get out, to 
go elsewhere and teach other Indiana 
and other whitemen the ethics of grab, 
greed and shamelessness which he has 
introduced here 1”
That extract, sir, is from a paper pub-

tonch of halfbreede and savages driven 
to despair by misgovern meut, and by 
the acts of incompetent and dishonest 
Government officials."

Had 
not the Indians been restrained by the 
priests and ministers, the term instruc­
tors and other paid politicians appointed

n a paper 
lished in the interests of the Govern­
ment, and was published three years 
ago, and up to this hour this Indian 
Commissioner, so described by an organ 
of the Government, still retains his 
place a Commissioner ef Indian Affairs 
m the Northwest Territories. The Ot­
tawa Sun, another paper not unfriendly 
to this Administration, speaking of the 
officials in the Northwest, says :

“The country has been cursed with an 
unscrupulous and tyrannical officialdom, 
and to this cause may be traced the 
origin of the present trouble. Officials 
were selected purely from political rea­
sons, without, regard to fitness, or, in 
many cases, character. And the last 
thing io be considered has been the 
wishes or interests of the settlers, who 
hsve no representative in Parliament, 
and no recourse against the tyranny of 
these officials. Almost every official 
made it hie business to get rich by specu- 
ting in the lands which the interests of 
the country required should be adminis­
tered in the interest of the actual set­
tler. Land agents have been in part­
nership with claim-jumpers, and used 
their advantages to rob honest settlers 
by treacherous techinicalitiea for the 
benefit of the land sharks. Junius tells 
us something about public men who sud­
denly became rich, which may be pro­
perly applied to Lieutenant-Governor 
Dewdney. That, gentleman, when he 
came to Ottawa in 1872, was practically 
a pauper. Today he is a wealthy man. 
He did not save his wealth out ef hie 
salary. When he personally drove off 
the settlers from the county of Kent, 
who had gone in under very great diffi­
culties at a trying season of the year, 
built bouses, and started to break land 
for cultivation—when he inaulted men 
who went in mistaken confidence to him 
for protection againat the outrage per­
petrated by Major Bell—he was at the 
time, it is alleged, in receipt of a present 
of 910,000 in the stock of the Bell Farm­
ing Company. ’
Now, you must bear in mind, Mr. 
Speaker, that this Commissioner Dewd­
ney, so described by two organs of the 
Government, is the official who Has 
had charge of them for a series of years. 
The attention of the Government has 
been drawn to the conduct of this man, 
to the actions of this man, yet up to 
this hour the first step has not been taken 
to remedy the wrong that ia alleged to 
have been perpetrated by him. The 
Farmers’ Union, a body of respectable 
men in the Northwest, thus speaks of 
the character of the officials this Admin­
istration sent to the Northwest to ad­
minister Indian affairs in that region:

“We point with a sorrowful pride to 
fact that whilat we are trying to secure 
consideration and justice our sons and 
brothers have left their farms to grow to 
weeds while they are away in the North­
west Territory, risking and laying down 
their lives like loyal sons of Canada to 
defend the supremacy of the flag of our 
forefathers from the contaminating

ger. 1 aay that if tue Indian agents were 
not in a position then toll what was the 
state of the Indian mind at that time, 
then they were unfit for the position 
they hold ; and a stronger argument that 
the chief of the Department was not. 
fitted for hie post I do not want than that 
he allowed his Indian agents to persuade 
him that everything was peaceable and 
quiet, while the whole thing was a seeth­
ing volcano, ready to burst forth at any 
moment, and Mr. Dewdney was the on­
ly innocent man in the country. That 
shows that things in the Indian Depart 
ment are rotten to the eere, and should 
be weeded out. (Hear, hear.) Had he 
exercised hie proper functions, and done 
what was expected him, the Govern­
ment would have been induced, because 
of the gravity of the situation, to deal 
with the matter, and thus hsve averted 
this great rebellion. He failed te do 
that ; and if the Government care any­
thing at all for the feelings ef the people 
of this country, they will sweep away 
that which is rotten and despicable, and

Slace an honest man, who will fulfil his 
otiee, in the position of Lieutenant 

Governor. (Cheers.) 1 have shown 
you that he had neglected his duties, and 
prcetltuted his position as Indian Com­
missioner ; that he has allowed people to 
starve to death. I can shew you that he 
said at Qu’Appelle station that the In­
dians of the north might give trouble, 
but that he felt sure Indians of Treaty 
Na d would give no trouble to the Gov­
ernment, If that is the test, and if he 
allowed men, women and children to go 
to their death without a warning, that 
man was accessory before the fact. 
(Loud cheers.) Gentlemen, these are 
all facts. At the session ef Parti 
I think 18*3-83, or 1883-84, when Sir 
John Macdonald, whom 1 have followed 
far twenty-five years, and who has al 
ways found me an active supporter, got 
up in his pises as Premier of the Domin­
ion, and said that Mr. Dewdney was 
one of the beat appointments he e-er 
made. I confess it completely knocked 
the wind out of roe. (Laughter.)1 
I de not wonder that it knocked the 
wind out of this member of the North 
West Council The extracts I have read 
from the organs of the Government, and 
the revelations I shall make before I 
some my seat, together with the at 
ment made by the First Minister with 
respect to Lieutenant-Governor Dew­
dney, will prove enough to knock the 
wind out of anyone. The Mail news­
paper of 2nd February, 1886, reports an 
interview which the correspondent of 
that paper had with a person by the 
name of Mr. James Grier, who lives 
the neighborhood of Old Man’s River, 
end was a farmer resident of the county 
of Grey and had been reeve of the town­
ship in which he resided for IB years. 
Mr. James Grier says, on this subject 

“Another great grievance in the North- 
West is the importation of carpet-bag­
gers to fill official positions. This is not, 
however, so seriously felt now as it been. 
But on all sides but one opinion is ex­
pressed—that the North-West new has 
men capable of filling the offices; and 
that they should be chosen, all other 
things being equal, for the vacancies 
that occur."
Let me now give the opinion ef
men :

clergy

“At the Presbytery meeting at Bran­
don, Manitoba, Rev. Mr. Cameron, who 
spent many years among the Indians 
about Battleford, contended that “ In­
dian uprising was in a great measure due 
to the character ef the instructors and 
agents sppointed by the Government 
If the Government officials had been the 
right kind of men the uprising would 
never have taken place. In many casei 
their treatment of the Indiana was cal 
Ciliated to have a most injurious effect— 
some of them treating the Indians like 
dogs—never speaking to them without 
an oath, and paying no regard whatever 
to their word." The rev. gentleman re­
marked that it would spoil good Indians 
to make them like some of the Indian 
Department officials who are over them, 
and supposed to be civilising them. Mr. 
Csmeron’s statements were confirmed by 
Rev. Messrs. Robertson, Flett, and oth­
er Indian missionaries, who maintained 
that the Indian revolt was in a great 
measure due to the character of the 
Government officials sent amongst 
them.”
I say that is an extraordinary condition 
of affairs. Those people are on the spot 
and know whereof they speak, and so 
knowing whereof they speak, they so de­
scribed the officials sent by this Govern­
ment to administer Indian affairs in the 
Northwest. Mr. McDougall, one of the 
Methodist missionaries, who devoted his 
life to the service of elevating.educating, 
civilising and christianising the Indians, 
thus speaks of the officials : ,

“Mr. McDougall points out the great 
difficulty of governing from Ottawa, and 
says that Taws were enacted which could 
not be enforced; furthermore simply unfit 
men were appointed to office without any 
knowledge of the nature of the work ex­
pected of them, the Indians and the 
country, and Government having to run 
the risk in the meantime of being ex­
perimented upon.’ ”
Hon. Lawrence Clarke, at one time a 
member of the Northwest Council, thus 
speaks of the class of men who were sent 
by this Government to administer Indian 
affairs ;

“Brutal ruffians were appointed as 
farm instructors over the Indians, who 
msl treated the poor people in the most 
biutal manner, answering them with 
kicks and blows, accompanied with show­
ers of profanity and disgusting epithets ; 
of the farm instructors killed by the In­
dians two were universally known to be 
brutal wretches such as I have mention­
ed, and the priests lost their lives in at­
tempting to save them from the pent-up 
wrath of the savages,”

Mr. Mitchell. Whose report is that 1
Mr. Cameron (Huron). That of the

speaking of the Indian troubles, nays
“There were some well qualified men,

but important posts were assigned to 
men totally unqualified for the position, 
while other persons perfectly apt have 
been dismissed or left aside because ten, 
fifteen, or twenty years before they were 
political opponents.”
Mr, Jackson, in his speech at Qu’Appelle, 
from which I have just quoted, said :

A white man never believes in him, 
The Indian thinks of him as a man who 
does not tell the truth today, but might 
tomorrow ; but that tomorrow never 

(Laughter./’
The Winnipeg Timet, speaking of Lieut­
enant-Governor Dewdney, said :

“For the first time in the history of 
the British nation the representative of 
the Queen is known to the savage ae a 
liar."
Such are the opinions of the friends of 
ef hon. gentlemen opposite ; such are the 
opinions of the press supporting hon. 
gentlemen opposite, as to the character 
of the officials appointed by this Govern­
ment to administer Indian affairs in the 
Northwest, from Lieutenant-Governor 
Dewdney dewn to the term instructors 
appointed by this Administration. I say 
it is a marvel to me, not that the Indians 
took up arms against the sovereign power 
ef this country, but the marvel to me is 
that long yearn ago the Indians did not 
protest in the only way known to them 
against the misconduct, maladministra­
tion, incapacity and culpable neglect 
this Administration. I go still further. 
I say the Government and the officials 
appointed by this Government have not 
only broken faith with the Indiana, but 
many of the officials in the Northwest 
Territories have debased and degraded 
the Indian character, until now, Sir, 
there is nothing left but the bare memory 
of what was once the noble red man of 
the plains. An organ of the Govern­
ment, three years sgo, called public at­
tention to the fact that one of the agents 
of this Administration was living en a 
reserve, beneath the shadow of the 
Methodist mission, in open adultery with 
two young squaws. The Government 
were aware of it, but the Government 
never moved, never enquired, never in­
vestigated, and up to this hour, this un­
worthy representative of Ottawa official­
dom administers Indian affairs in that 
particular locality. A young English 
man, unfit to do anything in his native 
country, was shipped off te Canada, con­
signed to the care of the First Minister 
of this Dominion. He was provided for 
in the Indian servifce of the Northwest 
Territoriss, and he has been living there 
for three or four years revelling in the 
sensual enjoyments of a western harem, 
plentifully supplied with select callings 
from the western prairie flowers. We 
send missionaries of the Cross to 
Northwest to educate aid elevate, to 
civilise and christianise the Indians. We 
send missionaries, official missionaries, 
to the Northwest Territories to humil­
iate, to lower, to degrade and debase 
the virgin daughters of the wards of the 
nation, and yet we find people express­
ing their surprise and astonishment that 
the Indiana do not take kindly to the 
ways of modern civilisation, and that 
after the munificent donations which 
Parliament votes every year to feed, 
clothe and keep in comfort the wild In­
dians of the plains, they are still dissatis­
fied, still d«contended, still rebellious. 
I aay again that to my mind the marvel 
is that years ago the Indians did not use 
the tomahawk and scalping knife and 
clean out of the Northwest Territories the 
lazy, indolent, incompetent and immoral 
elaee of officials who have been appoint­
ed by this Administration te administer 
Indian affairs in the Northwest Territo­
ries. The statements I make may be 
considered somewhat extravagant, but 
shall prove every one of them before I 
resume my seat by official documents 
submitted by this Government to this 
Parliament, and a mass of independent 
teetimony that, to my mind, is simply 
overwhelming. If you refer to one of 
the reports of one of the Departments 
brought down lest year, you will find 
that 46 per cent of one class of officials 
in the Northwest were under medical
treatment for a peculiar kind of dii 
in one year. That you will admit, is an 
extraordinary showing for a class of men 
paid by the people of this country to 
control, manage and set sn example to 
the Indians ef the Northwest Territories. 
Sir, that report speaks in unmistakable 
terms ef the rendition of those guardians 
of public peace and public morals At 
one elation it points out thst there were 
fifty-eight cases in one year ; at another 
station there were forty seven cases un­
der medical treatment in ten months ; at 
a third station there in eeven months 
seventy-four cases under medical treat­
ment ; at a fourth station in 1884 there 
were sixty cases under medical treat­
ment. In a division of the force in 
eleven months there were twenty-one 
cases, and the aggregate showws that 
there were at least 45 per rent, of this 
class of officials in the Northwest Terri­
tories who were suffering from this class 
of disease. The Mail newspaper, to 
which I suppose hen. gentlemen will not 
object as a witness in this part of the 
discussion—the Mail newspaper of the 
30th of January, 1886, publishes an in­
terview with one of the missionaries em­
ployed by one of the leading churches 
of the Dominion, to civilise and christ- 
anise the Indians. That missionary 
said :

“But what we want in our reserves 
are married men as employees, and a few 
hundreds dollars expended in putting 
up houses for them would pay in the 
end. And, let me say, get Christian 
men : thank God there are such to be 
found ; and don’t employ a man because 
some influential man down east wants to 
get a situation for him. Again, put a 
atop to whitemen living with Indian 
women unless they are lawfully married 
to them. Where are the young girls of

Mr. Wadsworth, in his report for 1883, 
speaking of the Indians in the Sekas- 
koote reserve, says

The flour rereived by three Indians 
only averaged 93 pounds per eackt"
And again, speaking of Poundmaker’a 
band, he says

Such is the testimony of two men whose 
evidence cannot be controverted in this

Sold to men for from $10 te $201 Where 
the children 1 Running about the 
irvee wearing rags I Where the 

women themselves 1 They are prostitutes 
hanging around the towns.

Now, Sir, I aay that every calm,thought­
ful, thinking man will conclude that 
this ja an extradinary condition of affairs. 
This missionary tells us that tKh very 
children from the mission schools are 

bed into this population for the 
Vilest and most unholy purpose» Mr. 
McDougall, who is the missionary to 
whom I have alluded, in the same inter­
view when asked to explain the true con­
dition of affairs, said :

He urgaa a change, and the Indians 
given a fair chance ; he wants the Gov­
ernment’s Indian policy—to make the 
Indian a responsible citiaen—carried eat 
in its trite spirit. To do this he asks for 
employees of the Indian Department 
who will be true to their country if not 
to their God, who will refrain from 
licentiousness, blasphemy, drunkenness, 
and laziness, who will have force of char­
acter enough to command general re 
sped, and who will by precept and ex­
ample teach the Indians industry, thrift 
and obedience to the law.”
The Mail newspaper of the 2nd of Feb­
ruary. 1886, publishes an interview with 
Mr. James Grins, to whom I have alrea- 
alluded, in which the fellowing ooeure ;

•Then the conversation drifted back 
to the Indians, and I asked him if he 
knew of any frauds that had been com­
mitted on them. He answered : *1 know 
any amount of corruption exists in the 
Indian Department, and I know that 
many of Use officials have one squaw or 
two. This Is a matter of publie noto­
riety* ”
I ask yea, after haying heard this evi- 
dense, whether lam not amply justified 
in the chargé I have made against this 
Government, that they appointed to 
positions ef public trust in the North­
west Territories, from among their army 
of carpet-baggers and camp followers, 
some of the meet unfit men that ever 
occupied public positions. I say this 
condition of affairs is well knoem to the 
Government, and has been well known 
to the Government for a number of 
year» I say that it ia a scandalous con­
dition of affairs to exist in any country, 
and a disgrace to the Government that 
would tolerate it for one hour. I aay 
that they have not only been guilty of 
sending this class of people to the North­
west Terri lorries, but they have been 
guilty of breaking faith with the Indian» 
The solemn covenants entered into with 
the Indians have been shamefully, open­
ly, persistently and systematically broken 
by this Government The confidence 
which the Indian usually baa in the 
Sovereign of this Dominion, has been 
shaken. He can no longer rely on the 
faith of the Crown, and the reeolt has 
been a rebellion in the Northwest Terri­
tories, in which the Indians took no un 
important part, and the result is that 
today I solemnly believe, from tbe teeti 
mony that comes from the Northwest, 
that this Dominion is standing on the 
brink of a volcano, which map burst firth 
at any moment The evidence upon 
this point of broken faith, violated trea­
ties, unfulfilled obligations is so clear 
that it ia almost unnecessary te discuss 
it But in order that the matter may 
be pot beyond peradventure, I propose 
to establish it out of the blue books sub­
mitted to this Parliament during the 
last four or five years ; I propose 
prove it hy the testimony of the Organs 
and friends of hon. gantleroen opposite. 
The Mail newspaper of the 13th Jan­
uary, 1886, publishes another interview 
with the Rev. Mr. McDougall, the mis 
eionary from Methodist church to the 
Stoney Indians near Calgary. In that 
interview Mr. McDougall says ;

“The ‘Government is false to the trea­
ty, the white men have lied to us, we 
are deceived,’ the Indians sail, and it 
required the services of loyal old-timers 
to point out to them why, through un­
avoidable delays, lack of speedy trans­
port, Ac., the obligerions of the Govern­
ment were sometimes unfulfilled. But 
Mr. McDougall says : ‘We could not 
find, nor did we try to find, any excuse 
for the promises made but not fulfilled, 
for the cut-throat policy often exhibited 
and sometimes enforced by officials of 
the Indian Department, for the shame­
ful and immoral liyee of many of the 
employees of the same. Some of these 
were a disgrace to the lowest barbarism, 
let alone civilisation. Nor how could 
we, when earnestly trying to teach In­
dians habits of industry and thrift, be 
expected to excuse the laziness and in- 
competency of many sent into the coun­
try to teach the wards of the Govern­
ment three lessons we have been working 
for them to acquire for some years. 
Moreover, could we be blamed when we 
felt strongly that something was wrong 
in the system which allowed such men 
in its branch of the servie» The incon­
sistency has oftentimes appeared appear­
ed to us very glaring when we looked at 
a department claiming to have a certain 
object in view, set aside by the country 
at large, whose servant it is to obtain 
this object, and yet within its own grasp 
and power doing those things and adopt­
ing those methods which are defeating 
their object. ’ ”
The Rei. Father Scollen, a missionary 
iriest for twenty-four years among the 
ndiane of the Northwest Territories, 

and now, or at all events recently, in the 
service of this Administration, speaks as 
follows of the treatment of the Indiana 
by the Government :—

“That the halfbreed rising had not 
necessarily been the cause of the Indian 
rising, from the fact that the Indians had 
been prepared to rise long before the 
halfbreeds had made any movement at 
all They had been prepared to take the 
first opportunity no matter what it was. 
If any other parties had got into trouble 
with the Government, or caused the 
Government trouble, the Indians would 
hsve taken advantage of that just as they 
did the halfbreed rising. They bad 
known, and they know today, that they 
could not fight the white man, hence 
they had been watching an opportunity. 
One cause for dissatisfaction among the 
Indians had been the fact that the treaties 
had not been carried out on the part of 
the Government agents."

I eay that the reports ot the . __
establish still more clearly that broken 
promisee and violated treatise have char­
acterised the dealings of the Government 
with the Indians for a long number ot 
year» A. McKay, an Indian agent iat 
Grand Rapids, in his report states that 
the inspector of Indian agencies promised 
to supply them with all they might re­
quire, and that they were urged by that 
gentleman to make their demands on the 
Department for the same, which they did, 
but they were not complied *i’h. Mr 
Modoll, inspector of Indian new™*1” 
the Northwest, writing of the Bwan 
Lake bands, says that waggons were pro­
mised them, and that be ia apprehensive 
of serious consequences unless tneir 
claims are recognised. Mr. McDonald, 
an Indian agent under Treaty No. 4, 
publishes a letter from Poundmaker, in 
which Poundmaker uaes the following 
language :—

“It is Poundmaker who takes the 
liberty of eeuding you a few lines. e 
entreat Your Honor to send him the gnat 
mill with horse power you kindly pre­
sented him at Cypress. We expected it 
last summer, but in vain. ’’
These had been promised to the Indian 
chief by Commissioner Dewdney, twe.ve 
months before this complaint was made ; 
but up to that hour the pledgee of the 
Crown, made by Commissioner Dewd­
ney, had not been fiulfilled. Pound 
maker says further :

“Let me have the 22 oxen you promis-, 
ed for my band.” '
J. McRae, an Indian agent 
speaking of the Okeuaaie bead 
Tompkins corroborates tbe et 
says that Inspector Wadsworth proml 
him a large lumber waggen last fall, 
he did not get it G. McPherson, 
dian agent, says :

“The clothing for the chiefs and oodj 
oillora was good, except the trousers and 
shirts, which were inferior and worn out 
in three or four day»"
Now, I ask you. Mr. Speaker, is not that 
an extraordinary rendition of affairs t If 
you refer to the accounts of the contrac­
tors for supplies to the Indians, you will 
find that they were bound to supply ar­
ticles of a reasonably fair quality. In 
stead of so doing they supplied the In 
dian chiefs acd the Indian councillors 
with an article that lasted them but three 
days ; and yet we are surprised that the 
Indians are dissatisfied son discontented, 
and that they have broken out into re­
volt, as they may break out into revolt 
again. J. W. Herchmer, Indian agent, 
speaking of the Salteaux band under 
South Quill, aays :

“Hunting having failed in their neigh 
borhood, the band have been obliged to 
sell most of their horses to buy supplies, 
and are now miserably poor."
Miserably poor ! With the munificent 
donation voted by Parliament, and ex­
pended last year, of some $1,109,000. 
Miserably poor ! And why 1 Because 
this Government negligently and care­
lessly permit their contracture te supply 
these Indians with an article of wearing 
apparel that lasts the Indiana only three 
day» A. McKay, Indian agent, says of

Northwest; we have Indian agents, sub- 
Indian agents, farm instructors, all kinds 
and classes ef men there to look after 
the internets of tbe Indians; and ye* we 
find that so little attention was paid te 
those supplies that they were dumped off 
in the mud and filth, and left there to 
rot And we are surprised and astound­
ed that the Indian ia not satisfied with 
with the attention he receive» Mr. Mc- 
Coll, tbe Inspector of Agenciee, eays

“I also notice in the same records that 
nsarly all the bands within this agency 
have received more axee than they were 
entitled to under the treaty, and that 
only two or three bands have received 
their complement of hoes, epadee and 
scythee, notwithstanding the representa­
tion mside to the contrary to the Depart­
ment as well as to the Indians in rfess­
ence to this mattar.”
“Notwithstanding the representations 
made to the contrary, to the Department 
as well as to the Indians in reference to 
this matter.” In other words, our agents 
in the Northwest, in charge of the In­
dian Department, were eo indolent, so 
lazy, so indifferent and so careless, that 
they delivered to some bands of Indians 
far more of one class of tools and imple­
ments than were required, while to oth­
ers they gave none at all. The same in 
epeotor further reports :

“The potatoes and barley received last 
spring were half rotten.”
New, 1 ask the Acting Minister of In­
dian Affairs if hie attention was ever 
drawn to that report 1 Is that the kind 
of treatment we ought to mete out to 
the wards of the nation, to the men with 
whom, above all things, we are in honor 
bound to deal squarely sod honestly 1 
We pay for these things, end we supply 
them, but when they reach the Indians 
they are wholly unfit fur use. The same 
inspector again says :

“That the councillor complains that 
the quality of the hats, trowsers and 
shoes received by him were inferior.”
He further reports that John Harcus, 
one of the councillors of the Cumber­
land band, complaina that the agricultu­
ral implements forwarded by the Depart­
ment for their use were refused to them. 
We were under obligations, we were in 
honor bound to give the Indians these 
things; they were bought and paid for, 
yet when they reached their deetination, 
aome wise agent of the Administration 
would not hand them over to the In­
dian» Was an enquiry made into this 1 
In so far as I am able to gather from the 
reports, none wss made. C. E. Denny, 
another Indian agent, speaking of the 
breach of contract by the contractor, 
eays :—

“I sent a messenger to Fort Bentom, 
to I. G. Baker A Co., informing that 
flour was needed, end to ship at onoe. I 
had on two occasions to purchsse cattle 
from others than the contractors, as they 
failed to keep me supplied, and beef 
would have run out on the Blackfeet and 
other reverses had I not done so. I had 
to pay half priee, and notified the con­
tracture before taking the step.”

It ia very distressing, the agent pa­
thetically remarks, while all the time 
these agents were doing what they knew 
they ought net to have done, namely, 
supplying thew men with salt pork at 
20 to 26 cents per lb, when they oonld 
have had fresh mwt st from 8$ to 16c 
per lb. Mr. Magnus Begg, Indian agent, 
in hie report dated 28 July, 1886, aays:

"During the month of April them ww 
considerable sickness on the Stoney re­
serve, and it was thought favorable to is­
sue beef, which was done, and with eatia- 
factory résulté.”
In other words, we fed the Indians on 
wit pork until they became sick unto 
death, and then we fed them on fresh 
beef to restore them to hwlth again. 
Use the Government of this country,

I have shown not only that we have sent 
had agents to administer Indian affaire 
in the Northwest Territories, but that 
we here broken faith with the Indien# in 
many respects, I now propose to prove 
that we have by our negligence and mia- 
eonduet allowed the Indiana, in the midst 
of plenty, to be fresen to death and 
starved to death. I have shown that we 
have allowed them to be robbed, swin­
dled and cheated out of what they were 
■entitled to by the agents and the middle­
men, that w# gate them little or no 
■clothing, end, to cap the elimax of our 
criminality we allowed them to be frozen 
end starved to death. Let us see how 
far this is proved by the reoorde submit­
ted to Parliament Mr. McDonald, In­
dian agent, under Treaty No. 4, pub­
lished a letter from Poundmaker, dated 
16th November, in which the old chief 
aye:

“There ie today a great dialreae in my 
land. Their retiens are now suspended 

for 41 daya, and, of oourse, everybody 
is busy roving about and banting. It is

| titration, on the 14th March, 1886, writ- 
| ing of the condition of the Indians in 
| that neighborhood, speaks as follows :

"In this connection the ease of several i Indian families in this vicinity may be 
eited. A friend driving by ona, a few 
days ago, was given to understand that 
death Bad been in their midst. On en

taring the tepee e pitiable eight wee die- 
eivered. Starvation wee visible in their 
eouotenaaoes, and a glance eoffioed to 
show the cause of the warrior’s death 
One ean hardly imagine how they had 
lived at all The canvas of the tent waa 
old and tom. Not a vestige of anything 
edible was .to be seen, but a lew rabbit- 
skins lying around showed what had 
composed their lest meat Everything 
in the wey of blankets was under or over 
the deed braves. Around a cheerless 
fire wee huddled en Indian and three or 
four squaws. They elated that they had 
oeen without food for two daya, and ap- 
peeranoee would go to prove the truth of 
their assertion. Can we, in thi# enlight­
ened age, ellew ecenee like these to tike 
place in our midst without uttering en 
indignent pretest to the proper authnri- 
tiee t Would thee# Indien# have left 
their reserves, and ran the risk of star­
vation, if they were sure of being sup­
plied with the necessaries of life there !”

The seme paper, on the 13th of June, 
1884, discussing the injure (inflicted by 
the Gevernment upon chief Pi-e-pot, 
wye :

“Bet even this will be insufficient to 
wipe out the peek Its record will remain 
s foul blot in out history. The suffer­
ings of the Indians in the Aaainiboia re 
serve during the peat winter are u bum. 
ing shame to us, e lasting reproach to 
our Government. What would be thought 
of ue in England, or in any other Chris­
tian country, were it clearly understood 
that for weeks. large bends of Indiana, 
the wards of the nation, poor, wretched 
creature#, whose primitive eouroee of 
supply had been cut^of by ear invasion, 
end whom we were bound by solemn 
treaty, ae well aehjr every consideration 
of justice *d humanity, to feed and 

kr, wen dying tar aoeree, pertly by 
starvation and partly from disease result­
ing from the bad quality of the food sup­
plied by th# agent» ! Were there not 
high official» whoee first duty it wee to 
knew the feete t If it should prove that 
the want of knowledge, or to the fearful 
ravages of scurvy, were due in sny de­
gree to e petty economy which dispensed 
with the service» of a competent medical 
inspector, in order to save his fee», this 
would be «H aggravation of the guilt of 
those responsible for it.

We write thus strongly became we 
feel etrongly on this subject. It ie a 
subject en which every Canadian sad 
every settler in the Northwest in partic­
ular, is in doty bound to feel strongly. 
Ae we have before pointed out, the 
gravest iaeues, involving not only the 
paramount claims of humanity and right, 
tsmt also the security el life end property, 
are wrapped up in the maintenance of 
friendly relations and good faith with the 
aborigine».

We do not remember to here met 
with e eettler from the neighborhood in 
which those event» nocurired, who he» 
not eympethieed with Pi-e-pot end ad­
mitted that, however wrong headed and 
cantankerous the ehief may have shown 
himaelf on other ooosaione, he ie, in this 
instance, the injured party. We have 
returned to the matter because it ie of 
the first importance that the record of 
last winter’» treatment of the Indien» 
should be thoroughly examined, and auch 
measure» taken ee will render the recur­
rence of eneh ecenee impossible." 
Commissioner brine, in hie report of 
1882, eaye :

“For e considerable time they made 
no demand for aid from the Government, 
but as the cold weather came on, being 
very poorly clad and insufficiently aup 
plied with food, the experienced much 
rariahip from exposure and starvation.” 
Mr. Jaekaon, in his speech to which I 
hsvo already referred, said :

Now, I charge that at Indian Head, 
in th# winter of 1883, several of the 
Indians died of starvation. When. I 
stated that fact, I knew it to be a fadt. 
The Lieutenant-Governor, in bia reply 
to me, brings s lot of documents, and 
the report of Dr. Edwards eaye that five 
men starved to death. Mr. Dewdney 
says that there was so much provision» at 
Indian Head. I know they were there ; 
but hie fiat had gene forth not to feed 
them so much, that Pi e-pot waa » bad 
piece of meelin, end that they must cut 
down the rations. And now, instead of 
five dying, it- ie » matter of my own 
knowledge, a matter 1 can prove on 
my oath, that instead of live dying here,
10 per cent, of ell the Indian» on the In­
dien» on the Indian Head reserve died 
through starvation in six months (that ia 
20 per cent per annum). He became 
very anxious about the File Hill Indians. 
What has he done with them because of 
their turbuleney, because they showed a 
disposition, perhaps, to rise up and join 
the Indians of the north in fighting!
He has reduced them st the present time 
t> that state that in the case of one In­
dian (I am prepared to prove this and to 
give the name of the Indian too), within 
two months aeven of hia children died 
because they had not the neceeaariea of 
life. I tell you what I know to be a 
fact. The Indians on the File Hill re­
serve believe that if one of their number 
fella sick there is no use in trying to 
make him get better, they have not suf­
ficient nourishing food and they must let 
him die.”
The poliey of starvation waa adopted by 
the Agent General of Indian Affairs six 
years ago. It is a cruel and atrocious 
poliey, it is a policy that ought not to 
prevail in any civilized country. Six 
yours ago the Agent General of Indian 
Affairs openly and deliberately adopted 
this poliey in the following language 

“I must aay, however, that it was a 
dangerous thing to commence the eyitem 
of feeding the Indians. So long aa they 
know they can rely, or believe they can 
rely, on any source whatever for their 
food they make no effort to support them­
selves. We have to guard against that, 
and the only way te guard- against it is 
by being rigid, even stingy in the distrib­
ution of food, and require absolute proof 
of starvation before distributing it.
Sir, thie poliey waa adopted six yeari 
ago, and it haa been persisted in ever 
since. Daring the last four our five 
years thie policy has proved to be a fail 
ure, but it» failure taught the Govern 
nient no lesson. The experience of the 
peat, the reports of their own agents in 
the Northwest Territories, taught hon. 
gentleman opposite no lesson ; the re­
ports of the beet of their officials trans­
mitted to this Administration fell upon 
deaf ears. They neither opened their 
eyes nor unsealed their ears. They 
slumbered on from year to year, and

even the unmistakable eigne of the eom- 
mg storm in the Northweet territory did 
not «rouse hon. gentlemen opposite to a 
sense of the danger in whieh the country 
was placed. Last Sseeien the Agent 
General of Indian Affairs used the fol­
lowing language :—

“When Louis Riel was rent for last 
summer He was sent for by thoee poor 
people suffering from hunger ; because, 
while we went to a large expenditure in 
keeping them, we did not give them each 
a quantity of food as would make them 
hang around the different stations and 
become habitual beggars. We kept them 
on short rations, on short allowances, 
and we tried to force then-—I am speak­
ing now of the Indians—and we have 
forced them upon their reserves.”
Sir, let me give you another piece of tes­
timony upon this subject Mr, Jackson 
says this :

The Indians.on the File Hill reserve 
believe thet if one of their number fall 
sick there is no use in trying to make 
him get well, they have not sufficient 
nourishing food and they must let him 
die. The man I speak of cams down to 
the fort the other day absolutely in rags, 
with his two squaws,and said to a man in 
Fort Qu’Appelle (I do not mention his 
name now, but at the proper time, if ne- 
oeeeary, I ean produce thie man) :— 
•Whatman I do for anything te eat t We 
are dyiag of starvation.’ He was told:— 
‘You had better go to Regina, and the 
Lieutenaot-Gevernor may be able to do 
something 1er you.’ (‘Oh, oh.') The 
old squaw had an old piece ef tea cheat 
wrapping, whieh you could threw hail­
stones through, to serve as a blanket 
Theee are the ward» et the Government ! 
The man was so thinly clad that he wee 
frozen below hie knee», and yet he wee 
going te Regina to try and move the 
heart ef that man whoee heart ia atone— 
to move the heart of that man te give 
something to keep life in him. (‘Shame.’
Ia each the proper oondoot of the men 
who he» eherge of the ward» of the Gov­
ernment! Why, he deserves to be hoot­
ed and turned and driven out ef the ooun- 
try. (Loud cheers). ”
One of the agente, Mr. Herehmer, writ­
ing upon the subject, says in his report 
for last year ;

“Doting the winter I visited ths Pas 
reserves a number of times and witness­
ed the actual condition or th# Indians. 
For three months—January to Marsh— 

iy of these in, the Paa Birch River 
and Pa» Mountain» suffered keenly. it 
waa impossible te supply food as it wss 
actually needed, fer there was not suffi 
rient in the district. Undoubtedly the 
amount of relief given last winter, though 
unprecedentedly large, has been the 
mean» of preserving number» of thee 
Indians alive.” ,
They were entering keenly, he aaya 
there waa no food in the diatriet, simply 
because the poliey of this Administration 
waa a poliey of reducing the Indiana to 
submission by a poliey ef starvation. L 
the same report Mr. Herehmer eaye:

“About the seme time en Indian came 
from the Paa Mountain, telling me ef 
the privation from whieh the band were 
suffering and asking for relief, end fur­
ther, that the Mountain Indian» were 
Buffering from want.’
Mr. Pooklington, in hie report, eaye :

“In January, while vieiting the Pie- 
gau Reserve, I received a letter from 
Lieut-Ool. McLeod that Ç5 Stoniee were 
in Pincber Creek to a starring condition.
I stilted for their camp at once, end 
found them in reality starving, except 
for as»i»tance given them by Col. McLeod 
and other resident».’’
Now, Sir I submit thet I have establish­
ed heyord all çoatroversy the charge I 
have made again* this ’Government, 
that the Indians of t'«# Northwest Terri­
tories have been subjected to the great­
est possible suffering, that the Govern 
ment have permitted them to freeze to 
death and starve to death, and that in 
the midst of plenty, and with the boun­
tiful donations of this Parliament for 
feeding and clothing the Indiana. I go 
further than that Mr. Speaker, I charge 
that many of the Indiana on the reserve 
et Indian Head were starved to death. I 
charge that Dr. Edwards, an employee 
of this Government, so reported to Com­
missioner Dewdney, and eo acandalous 
and outrageous was the nature of that 
report, that Lieutenant-Governor Dewd­
ney suppressed the original report, and 
it has not seen the light of day to this 
hour. I charge that this scandalous state 
of affaire was well known to the Admin 
istration, end that this ie true ie beyond 
peradventure, because I hold in my 
hands patt of a speech made by Lieuten­
ant-Governor Dewdney to the North 
west council daring its lest Session, as 
reported in the Regina Leader of the 10th 
December, 1884, in which he aaya :

Shortly after they had taken up their 
residence on the reserve, hearing that 
there was a great deal of sickness in 
their band, we ihatructed Doctor Ed­
wards, who was then in our own employ,
Aa msal/a era lllsnontw.fi fit Ki.e_n/.4*a nun.to make an inspection of Pi-a-pot’s peo 
pie. In his report which I now bava 
before me he states in theee werde, ‘some 
of these Indians have died of >tal ration 
this winter. They were ill and could 
not est the bacon end flour.’ ’’
peak you, Mr. Speaker, I aak this House 
of Commons, I ask the people of this 
country, if it ia not a aoandalone outrage 
that, right under the ahadow of the vice­
regal establishment at Regine, st Indian 
Heed, on the borders of the Canada Pac­
ific Railway, the Indians should have 
been allowed to starve to death during 
last winter, and that in the midst of 
plenty, with the enormous sums voted by 
this Parliament for the purpose of feed­
ing and clothing Indiana. And yet we 
have it out of the mouth of Governor 
Dewdney, and from the report of Dr. 
Edwards, employed by him to examine 
into the condition of the Indians, that 
many of the Indians on that reservation 
died of starvation last winter; that seven 
children of these Indians died of starva­
tion within two months last winter ; that 
thoee foots were made known to Commi- 
sioner Dewdney, and that he instructed 
the agent to go to the reserve and warn 
the Indians that if they disclosed to the 
public their misery, hunger snd starva­
tion their rations would be stopped. I 
challenge this Administration now to is­
sue a commieaion to investigate the mat­
ter, to appoint a commission of sensible 
and honeat men to investigate the whole 
question, and I believe that every state­
ment I have made upon thi» subject is 
capable of the eleareet po-sib'r proof. I

aay that a Government whieh has so ne- 
glee ted the first dutiee of • Government 
toward» it» wards deaervee condemna­
tion at the hands of the people of thie 
country. Thet ie net ell. I aay further, 
thut the Indians, as I have known, have 
been robbed, defrauded and swindled, 
frozen to death and starved to death, and 
yet we expect them to he peaceful, sub­
missive, faithful and loyal aubjeeti of the 
Queen. And that in the fee# of the 
statement of the Agent-General for In­
dian affaire made in 1880, end re-affirm­
ed in 1886 that the policy ef thie Admin­
istration was a poliey of aubmierien by a 
poliey of starvation ; and that in the face 
of the report of Agent Herehmer sent to 
the Department that e little starvation 
would do the Indien» good ; end thet in 
the face of the declaration of Governor 
Dewdney thet if they did not ret salt 
pork they might die and be damned to 
them. With this cruel and brutal treat­
ment of the Indiana, with this cruul end 
brutal report of agent Herehmer, end 
with the admission ef Lieutenant Gover­
nor Dewdney, need anyone wonder that 
the Indians are dissatisfied end dieeoe-1 
tented. I should like to eeethe expert 
ment tried on the officials of the Govern­
ment ; from Ihe eemmiseioner down to 
Agent Herehmer, and from agent Hardl­
iner down to the lower officials, and 
little starvation might toeeh them com 
mon sense. A policy of fraud ; a policy 
of violated treaties and broken promisee 
he» been tried in the neighboring repub 
lie for 100 year», but without euooees. It 
has been tried in thie oeuntry for e num­
ber of years also without success, and it 
will be tried without eeooeee to the end 
of the chapter. The author»»» of “One 
Hundred Year»of Dishonor,’ speaking of 
practical results of this policy in the 
United Srates, says :

“Th# history of the Government’s con­
nections with the Indians la a shameful 
reeeed of broken treaties apd unfulfilled 
promisee."
Aed then the aethereee pointe out the 
result:

“Under ell theee conditions R ie not a 
matter of wonder thet the frontier wee e 
scene of perpetual devastation end blood­
shed ; end thet year by year there grew 
stronger in the mind» of the white» a 
terror and hatred of Indien», andin the 

inda of the India»» a stronger 
stronger distrust end hatred of the 
white».”
Then the euthereea peinte ont the tr 
policy thet ought to be punned by ■ 
Christian Government :

Thé report» are filled with eloquent 
statements of wrong» done to the In 
diene, ef perfidie» en the part of the 
Government ; they couneel, aa earnestly 
as words ean, a trial of the simple end on 
perplexing expedients ef telling the 
truth, keeping promise*, making fair bar 
gains, dealing juktly in all ways and in 
all things.”
Such have been the results of the policy 
pursued by the Administration. Hon. 
gentlemen have sown the wind and they 
must expect to reap the whirlwind 
Nothing but discontent end diesatiefee 
tion and rebellion oould be expected 
from the course pursued by the hon. 
gentlemen opposite. This statement I 
propose etill further to confirm by the 
evidence ef Mr. McDougall, from whose 
statement I have already largely quoted. 
He aaya :

•“I have thrown down the gauntle’,' 
he replied. ‘If my letter ia challenged I 
am prepared to sabetantiate every word 
of it, but net before it ie contradicted. 
We have reached » certain crisis in the 
Indian question. There have been in 
the peat grave irregularities in the De­
partment, for exposing whieh I was de­
nounced as a traitor and a liar, and 
brought twice before the conference of 
my churoh, but the verdict of the invest­
igating committee always supported me. 
The Indians have been deirauded by the 
contracts not being carried out as speci­
fied in the treaty ; and the Indian is 
being defrauded, and eo is the Govern­
ment, whieh ie made to believe that the 
Indians receive a certain amount when 
they don’t. But of course the Indian 
ia the greatest loser.’ ”
Mr. Grier from whom I have already 
quoted says :

‘That corruption exists ie commonly 
reported and commonly believed. The 
fraud cvmes in by arrangement between 
the contractors snd officials on different 
reserves. I can't give particulars. I 
know it exists. The money thus lost if 
expended on educating the young Indiana 
would do a great deal of good. There is 
no use trying to teach the old, they won’t 
learn.’’
This being the condition of affairs, one 
would naturally like te enquire into the 
expenditure of the enormus sums voted 
by Parliament te feed and clothe the 
Indiana. It can be accounted for ; a 
large portion of it can easily be account­
ed for. The Indian ia charged with 
what he never geta ; he is éharged two 
price» for the articles he gets. He ie 
charged with articles that ought not to be 
charged to him at all , he is robbed right 
snd left by the officials snd by the mid­
dle men, and that I propose to prove be­
yond possibility of dispute. The In­
dian», under Treaty No. 1, in 1883, 1884, 
1885, according to the Sessional Papers, 
are charged with agricultural implements 
and tools, to the amount ef $863.50; In- 
dians under Treaty No 2, $504 23; In­
dians under Treaty No. 3, 81.178.71 ; 
Indians under Treaty No. 4, $27,441 ; 
Indiana under Treaty No. 5, $2,346; 
Indisna under Treaty No. 6, 837, 420 13; 
Indians under Treaty Nu. 7, $22,581 99. 
The Indians under those seven treaties 
are charged in those accounts, in three 
yeais, with agricultural implements and 
tools to the amount of $92,337.13. Now, 
Sir, according to the report» for 1886, 
the Indian population, resident on the 
reserves under Treaties Noe. 4, 6 snd 7 
was 12,102, snd they had under cultiva­
tion 4,614 seres. It does not appear to 
me extraordinary that an Indian popula­
tion of 12,102 eouli with 4 614 acres un­
der cu'tivation would require agricultural 
implements and tools in three years 
amounting to the sum of $87,414. And 
you must recollect, Mr. Speaker, that 
thie waa not all, because they are charg­
ed with Urge sums in the year 1882. I 
say there ie something rotten here. It 
is simply incredible, it ie simply imposs­
ible, that these Indians ever required or 
utilised implements costing eo much in eo 
short » period of time. Now, let ui take 
Treety No. 4. According to toe Session­
al Paper» fur lt84, the Indiens under 
that treaty numbered, in 1883, 6,881,

little and big, old and yonng, men and the same Sessional Papers, I find that L
women, and yet in three years they ere 
charged with agricultural implement» 
and tool» amounting to $27,441. Did 
the Indiana ever get thoee implement» ! 
I aay they did not, or that if they did 
get them thie expenditure was nothing 
more nor lose then e scandalous and wil­
ful waste of public money, voted by .this 
Parliament to clothe and feed the Indien 
end keep him from starving or freezing 
to death. According lo the reporte, eo 
far a»I ean disover, thjy had under cul- 
tivation, in 1883, 554 scree ; in 1884, 
about 1,000 seres ; in 1885, 1,690 scree, 
or an average of 1,000 aorta in the three 
year» ; and yet, in thoee three years, for 
half cultivating 1,000 scree, thev are 
charged with th# sum of 827,441 worth 
of implements and tools Take Treaty 
No. 6. It appears from the Sessional 
Papers of 1885 that the Indiana under 
thie treaty in 1884 numbered 6,673 
Under this treaty the Government paid 
for implement» and tools in three year» 
for theee Indiana $37,420. There are 
not more than 600 able-bodied agrieultur 

11st» in this band, and yet they are charg­
ed with this enormous sum. I aay that 
500 ef th# beat farmers in Ontario who 
farm from 100 to 150 acres each, do not 
spend as much money in three years on 
farming implement» and took aa we 
spent on this band of Indiana. Now, 
according to the Indian Report for 1886, 
the Indian population of the Northwest 
Territories resident on the reserves, 
numbered 12,102, and they had under 
eeltivation 4,614 aorae, and to half oolti- 
vflte thu land the Government charge 
the Indian eoooflnt in three years with 
887,444 worth of agrieultural implements 
and tool». All I ean aay, all that any 
man ean say, on a subject pf the kind k 
that there chargee oo the face of them 
brer the clearest possible evidence of 
fraud eu the part of somebody. The 
Indiana are charged with tbk sum ; it k 
paid put of Indian money» voted by Par­
liament, but 1 challenge hon. gentlemen 
opposite te ahow that half theee artiolre 
ever reached the Indiana. , Is it not. the 
feet—I eherge that it k the fact, and I 
challenge them to a scrutiny 11 challenge 
them to appoint a oommission or a com­
mittee el thk House to inquire into the 
metier—k it not a faut that in one of the 
bande numbering!.,150 families they are 
charged ia one year with 1,160 how, end 
the yery next year thk same band k 
charged with 1,014 additional how. I» 
it not the feet—I charge that It k the 
fact—that one band received in one year 
60 plough», 820 scythes, 320 hey forks, 
end the very next year this same bend 
is eherged with 63 plough», 63 harrows, 
140 scythes end 140 hey fork» ; end the 
following year thk earn» hand k charged 
with $3,209 worth of ploughs, besides 
mere scythw and bay forks, and $5,490 
of implement! under contract. Will 
any man tell me that there.; articles ever 
reached the Indian» I I aay it k en out 
rage en common reuse and decency ; I 
say it k quite im^oesiblc that they ever 
reached the Indiana, and I aay further 
that if they did receive them, it waa a

House, when the Parliament of thk 
country liberally donated $1,109,000 to 
feed, clothe and support the Indiana, 
why we should pay the sum of $3,630 aa 
commission to I. G. Baker and others 
fur advances made by them. The Gov­
ernment had the money, Parliament 
voted the money, it waa in their hands, 
and it waa their butines» to supply the 
necessary funds to purchase supplies ; it 
waa their business to have bought the ar­
ticle» fer cash, and to have paid for them 
instead of haring the Indian 
account charged with thie sum 
in one year aa commission paid-for a magic lantern, $8415. 
for advances Thu la not all. Io the 1 * * ~ —

G. Baker and other» obtained $1,417 for 
eommi«aion on advances, which k nhsrgr» 
ed to the Indkn account. I find further, 
hy the Sereional Papers of 1884, thst 
the number of Indkns in Treaty No. 6-, 
in the year 1883, amounted to 6,639, ae* 
the Indian account k charged with hew* 
ing paid that number of Indian* I Bn* 
by the Sessional Paper» of the, following- 
year that the Indians in Treaty 6 were 
then said to number 8,157. In 1883 the 
Indian account is charged with a pay. 
ment to 6,639 Indians, including ehiefa 
and headmen. In the following year the 
Indian account is charged with a pay­
ment to 8,157 Indians, ur an increase of 
1,618 Indians, a’though it is clear that 
instead of there being an increase in that 
bend, there was a decrease, and the con­
current testimony of all who knew any­
thing about it is that there was a de­
crease. There ia evidently something 
wrong here which require» investigation, 
but which never was investigated. I find 
in the Sessional Papers of 1885 that all 
the items making up the sum of $17,670 
are entered twice, I do not know wheth­
er they have been paid twice: all 1 know 
is that they are entered twice in the bins- 
books submitted to Parliament. Some 
of the item» are worthy of the considera­
tion of Parliament and the people of thie 
country. I find that the Indian account 
of last year ia charged with $10 paid to 
the South West Stock Association aa Mr. 
McHugh’s membership fee. Will any 
one tell me why th# Indkn account 
should be charged with the oust of mak­
ing Mr. McHugh a member of the 
South-West Stock Aisooiatien ! I find 
that Mr. P. G. Halkm was paid $6 fur 
taking an affidavit. The fee in the Pro­
vince of Ontario ie only 25 cent». I And 
that $83 is charged for takidg n thresh­
ing 'machine to Poundmaker» ream is. 
which ia shout half the value of the ma­
chine It should not have cost morn 
than $12 dr $16. I find thet P J. Pat­
erson is paid $6 for 60 pounds of floor. 
Everybody know» that in the market» of 
the Northwest fleur ean be got for $6 à 
barrel, I find that the Indian# ere charged 
with $5,676 ss one-third of the coot of 
the meil service. I ask why the Indkn 
aocount should be charged With that T 
The mail service 1s necessary forth»con- 
venience of the whit* settlers,and ought 
to be charged to the ordinary fund, en* 
not to the Indian account. It looks to 
me. on examining thk aobonnt,' as if 
the object of the Government wee sim-

ËT te spend the Indkn funds in the 
teresti of their friend». Last year th# 

expenditure ou Indien acoounti was $1,- 
109,604. Mr. Dewdney, in hie report, 
way» it cost $464,000 to feed and clothe 
the Indians. Will the hon. Mihkter ex­
piera to the House and the country whet 
oeceme 0f the other $045.000 ! If not,
I will give some explanation We paid 
Commissioner Dewdney a salary of $3,- 
900 a year, and if he were a good man, I 
would not object to that eherge. We 
paid an army of officiate of ell kind» over 
$90,000. We paid the Tory press, from 
the Ottawa Citizen down to the Montreal 
Gazette, $80,28, which is charged to the 
Indien account. We paid for agricultu­
ral implements and took in three years, 
half of which the Indians never received, 
$92.337. The Indian account k charged 
with eume paid to Indiana who were not 
in the band; it is charged with aims paid 
to Indiana who never were io the band ; 
it k eherged with eume paid to Indiana 
after they were dead and before they 
were born, as the following statement 
made by Mr. MeOoll in hie report 
ihowe:

■‘One of the councillor» having two 
wives ie represented on the May sheet as 
receiving annuity in 1881 for a family ef 
11, including two infant children, where­
as at the date of payment, only one of 
theee children was born.”
We pay foi travelling expenses of the 
employees of the Government in the 
Northwest in many esses more then their

■ilful misapplication of the. money Voted 
by Parliament for the purpose of supply­
ing the Indian» with the absolute necess­
aries for the eultivetion of the 'soil. The 
Indian waa robbed and the country waa 
robbed, and the only men who profiled 
by it were the agents and the middle­
man. I aay atill further : In the Ses­
sional Papers for 1884, No. 4, as show 
ing the extraordinary kind of item» that 
t tie Governor ent charge to the Indian 
account, I find that K. D. Graham ia 
paid the sum of $1,984 for medicine» 
supplied to the Indiana This is not all, 
for there are several other men whose so 
counts are charged to the Indkna for 
supplying medicine. I ssy that is 
enough to physic every Indian in the 
Northwest twice over, and keep them 
physicked nearly all the year round.
That is not alt In 1883 Ihe Indian ao­
count is charged with $3,630 for commis­
sion paid to those pets of the Govern­
ment, L O. Baker and others, as com- ul*ries amount to’ and that in a country
mission for advance» made to the In- —'------ ••-------------- » f
dians. I ask you, Sir, and I aak this where all a man requires fer travelling k 

an Indian pony and a backboard. Some 
of the items that make up the acoounti 
are curious, and deserve the considera­
tion of parliament. In one of the

account for 1883, the enormous sum of 
$26,312 ie charged to the Indian acoount 
for the travelling exoensea of the agent» 
appointed,by this Government over the 
Indians in the Northwest Territories. 
And recollect, we supply there men with 
horses, buokbosrde, sleighs, and camp 
ing outfits and everything required for 
travelling; and yet there la thk enormous 
sain of $26,312 charged in one year for 
travelling expenses. I tell you, Sir, and 
I say it without fear of euocesaful contra­
diction, that every agent in the aervioe, 
from the Lieutenant Governor, down to 
the humblest farm instructor, can travel 
in the Northwest Territeriea from the 1st 
January to the 31st December, all the 
year around, and not speud $26,0(10. It 
is the cheapest country in the world to 
travel in. All you require k a few In­
dian ponies and a buckboard, and in the 
ease of these agents these things ere sup­
plied. Out ol this sum the Commission­
er of Indian Affairs got nearly $2,000. 
In addition to that the Commiaaioner of 
Indian Affairs gets his camp outfit, hie 
tent, his horses and harness, end every­
thing thst human skill snd human ingen­
uity can devise as necessary for travelling 
on the prairie ; and yet he draws nearly 
$2,000 for travelling expense» in on# 
year. I say again, it is a gross injustice 
to the Indians that these sums, voted 
by Parliament to clothe and feed the In­
dians, should be wasted and frittered 
away. It is a atill greater injustice that 
the men placed over the Indians should 
supplement their handeome salarie» by 
all these casual advantage» stolen eut of 
the fundsAoted by Parliament to main­
tain snd support the Indkns, Let us see 
how much further thk system is Sited on 
to the injqry of the Indian. The same 
scandalous expenditure U not for one 
year only ; it continues from year to 
year. In the Sessions! Papers of 1884, 
I find that the Indian acoount is charged 
with $22,836 for travelling expenses. By

oeunti I find we peid J. Creighton for a 
silk handkerchief, 90 cents. Why should 
the Indian aocount be charged with the 
price of e silk handkerchief ! If the In­
dians are starving to death, they do not 
require silk handkerchiefs. We paid 
Wm.^ Williams, for repairing hoots, 
$7.75. We psid Mr. Laurie, lot foot­
ball, $5. If they wsnt to play football 
let them buy their football, and not 
oharge the Indkn account with it. We
. " ‘ . ______ We
peid Louiaier & Morin, for superintend­
ing Indians fishing, $135.76. Will any 
men tell me why we should pay that eunx 
for thk service î I think the Indiana 
know more about fishing than the Guy- 
et nment or their officiais do. The ac­
count was ako charged last year with a 
payment of $463 for Venetian blinds for 
the Regina office. A more scandalous 
oharge was never made than that $453 
for Venetian blinda for a little office in 
Regina ! I venture ev say that there k 
not e gentleman'• house in Ottawa where 
the Venetian blinds cost $453. Let me 
refer to some other items that bear on 
their face indication» of fraud on the In­
dian. Take the Indians under Treaty 
No. A They are charged with 71 yoke 
of oxen in three yeara. The India»» 
under Treaty No. U are charged, io 
1883, with 45 yoke uf oxen; in 1884, 42; 
and, in 1884, 42 ; or 130 yoke of oxen in 
three years. Now, Mr. Spesker, I aak 
you to tell me why the Indien account 
should be charged in three yeara with 
136 yoke of oxen under thie treaty, al­
though thk band of Indians had not, eo 
far ai I aiu able to judge, a thousand 
acres under cultivation ! It is nothing 
1ère than a wilful waste of money. These 
130 y .ike of oxen cost the people of 
Canada $26,470; and many of the oxen# 
were aged, crippled ana u.itit for work 
of any kind when delivered, so that in 
a year or so many of them died from ol* 
age, and such of them as did not die 
had to be sold or killed,»» they were un­
fit for work. Francis Ogiltree, Indian 
agent, writing of the oxen supplied the 
Swan Lake band, says :

“The two oxen used by this band are 
of very little use, as one ef them in. 
Mind and the other k very old. ”
A. Maokay, Indkn agent, speaking oC 
the Berens River bend, says ;

“There are only one ox and ona ooiw 
alive out of the seven supplied by than.

Thus two agents report the same thing. 
The truth of the matter it that the oxen, 
ISr which we paid enormous sums, were 
so uaeleae that they had to be disposed of 
within the year. The whole thing is an 
outrage Parliament should not tolerate. 
The Government should be held to a 
strict account, and I propose to hold 
them to a strict account, for this waste­
ful expenditure of public money. I find 
further that the Indian account is charg­
ed with payments to Mr. Baker of $95 
each for three waggons, although I find 
that the Government could and did buy 
from other contractors better waggons at 
$57.50 each. In other words, the peo­
ple had to pay, $37.50 more for each 
waggon than they were worth. There 
are still some items to which I would 
draw, Mr. Speaker, your particular at­
tention. The Indian account was charg 
ed a year or two ago with still more cu­
rious items. Among them are a table 
cloth and a napkin for Hie Grace the 
Commissioner of Indian Affairs in the 
Northwest, $6.70; for washing his blank­
ets, $6.60; 150 yards of cotton, $21.20; 
109 yards of cotton, $13.62; painting 
varnishing and cleaning Government 
house carriage, $10; kitchen utensils, 
$37. Now, we pay Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor Dewdney,ae Lieutenant-Governor, 
$4,000 a year ; we pay him further as 
commissioner, $3,200 a year ; and we 
pay him yearly for travelling expenses 
nearly $3,000; we supply him with other 
contingencies required for travelling, 
each as homes, sleighs, buekboards, Ac. , 
and surely he ought to wash his 
own blankets and varnish hie own 
carriage, instead of charging these things 
to the Tndian account. In 1883 the 
Indian account is charged for a home for 
the commissioner, $160; repairs to har­
ness, $18.26; sundry articles, of which 
the items are not given, $146.46; sun­
dries egain, $57.60; two other horses, 
$275; two other horses for the commis­
sioner's interpreter, $165; two homes 
egain for commissioner, $340; two hor­
ses for Mr. Wadsworth, $110. So that 
Mr, Dewdney, in that year, got from 
the Indian Department five horses for 
his own use that coat $775, every one of 
which was charged to the Indian 
eounL Why. in the name of common 
aenee, should Commissioner Dewdney 
get eut of the Indian fund five homes in 
one year, costing the people no leas a 
sum than $775. Mr. Wadsworth, who 
does a great deal more travelling and. 
ten times the work that Mr. Dewdney 
does, get a span of hemes for $110 or 
$66 each, while Mr. Dewdney'a cost as 
high in one case as $170 each. In 1883, 
the Indian account is charged with 
another home for Mr. Dewdney at $100, 
and again in the same year with a buck- 
board at $160. Now, I state here that 
there is not a gentleman in this House, 
who knows anything about the North 
west Territories, but who will declare 
that a buck board, fit for any gentleman 
to travel in, can be obtained thereat 
from $40 to $60; yet the country i 
charged $160 for this one. Mr. Dewd 
ney also got another buckboard, in that 
year, at $80, making two buekboards 
costing $230, which were paid for out of 
the Indian fund, and which ware charg­
ed to the Indian account. In the fol­
lowing year. I find charged to that ac­
count, .one set of harness for the com­
missioner, $35; another home for the 
commissioner, $160; washing the towels 
of the commissioner, $6 ; 2 waggons and 
harness for the two inspectors, $528. T 
would like to know what kind of wag­
gons were those two that cost $628 1 In 
that year again, there is charged to In 
dian account, one buckboard, $117; one 
waggon and harness, $100; and another 
buckboard, $116. In 1885, another 
buckboard is charged to Indian account 
at $126. In the report for 1886, the 
same account is charged with one mare 
for commissioner, $125; one pair of 
horses for Mr. McRae, $366; one buck- 
board for Mr. McRae, $90; one horse 
for Mr. McRae, $166; one sleigh for 
commissioner, $40. Why, every single 
thing is charged to the Indian account ; 
yet Mr. Dewdney draws nearly $2,000 a 
year for travelling expenses. In the same 
year, we paid $1,492 to Baker A Co., 
and others, for advances made, and this 
same year $20,150 was charged to Indian 
account for travelling expenses. Among 
some of the items not open to discussion 
are the following : P. G. Williams, paid 
for travelling expenses from Piegan Re­
serve to Crooked Lake, $183 ; J. A. 
Hargrave, $125 for one desk for Winni­
peg office. Can you imagine, Sir, the 
kind of desk that would cost $125 for an 
Indian office 1 My knowledge is too lim­
ited to enable me to grasp that great 
subject. Mr. Wadsworth was allowed 
$100 for a buckboard—$40 is the average 
price. I now come to a couple of other 
items, which will be found interesting. 
Three thousand nine hundred end forty- 
eight dollars is charged as spent on pota­
toes for one band of Indians—the Indians 
under Treaty No. 4. The Indians under 
Treaty No. 6. are charged with $473.87 
for garden seeds in 1883 ; in 1884 the 
same Indians are charged with $742.89 
for garden seeds ; and in 1885 the same 
Indians are charged again with $810.78 
for garden seeds, so that, in the three 
years I have given, these Indians were 
charged with $2,027 worth of garden 
seeds, I mean to say that the Indiana 
never got these seeds to this extent, or if 
they did it was a scandalous waste of the
fublic, or rather Indian, money. 1 

mean to say, Sir, that $2,000 worth of 
garden seeds would seed every garden in 
the whole Northwest, from the Western 
boundary of Manitoba to the foot of .the 
Rocky Mountains, and then leave enough 
to seed part of the Province of Ontario. 
And yet these Indiana were charged with 

• $2,027 for garden seeds during the past 
three years. This item alone exhibits an 
extravagance, recklessness and waste on 
the part of the Administration which is 
simply incredible. It is simply disgrace­
ful that any Government should tolerate 
this condition of affairs for a single year, 
and the fact that this Government has 
tolerated it reflects no credit upon them. 
I have thus shown by evidence which 
cannot be contradicted that the Indian 
service in the Northwest is filled with 
carpet baggers and camp followers, with 
men incompetent to fulfil the duties they 
are called upon to discharge, with men 
of bad habits and worse morale, with 
men who minimize the truth, with men

who yet have not been able to distinguish 
between wtewm and teum. I have shown 
you that we have dealt harshly aod cruel­
ly with the Indians, that we have broken 
our solemn promisee, that we have viol­
ated every line of every treaty that we 
made with the Indians, that we have 
permitted oar agents and middlemen to 
rob and steal from the Indians, that our 
agents have allowed thoee Indian to be 
frozen to death and starved to death, 
and that in the midst of plenty. Sensi­
ble men, reasonable men, foresaw long 
ago what would be the inevitable result 
of the foolish and mad policy pursued by 
this Administration towards the Indians, 
the policy of submission by a policy of 
starvation. Sensible men could see that 
the enly ending would be that which was 
shown in the terrible outbresk of last 
year. Sensible men can see now that 
the condition of the Indians there re 
quires the earnest attention of the Par­
liament. Ia it possible to open the eyes 
of hen. gentlemen opposite ? I have al­
most despaired ef it. The Superintend­
ent General of Indian affairs, in his re­
port for 1886, says :

“The Indians who rebelled do not 
plead grievances in extenuation of their 
having done so."
I know that the supporters of the Gov­
ernment, in Parliament and out of Par­
liament, and the press supporting hon. 
gentlemen opposite, and all those who 
clamored for the bleed of Louis Riel, in 
order if possible to increase hie criminal­
ity, have declared that, had it not been 
for him, the Indians of the Northwest 
would not have taken up arma That is 
true in a sense and it is not true. It is 
true that the action of Louie Rial was the 
spark which fired the train, but I say the 
combustible material was there all the 
same. It slumbered fer seven years, but 
it only slumbered. It is net true that the 
action of Louis Riel was the only or the 
main cause of the Indians joining their 
kindred, the halfbreeds, in the resent in­
surrection in the Northwest Territory. 
The Indian on the whole is a peaceable,
Îuiet, law-abiding, loyal subject of her 

[ajeety the Queen, and it required 
food deal more than the mad freaks of 
lunatic to induce the Indians to take up 
arms against the sovereign power ef this 
Dominion. I say that every man net 
blinded by party prejudice, every man 
whose eyes are open, or who is willing 
to have hi* eyes opened and his ears on- 
stopped, must see that the policy, the 
avowed policy of the Administration and 
of their officials in the Northwest, had a 
great deal to do, had everything to do, 
with the outbreak of the Indians, and 
that that policy would sooner or later 
eventuate in an armed insurrection. The 
way to maintain the loyalty of the In­
dian is not by violating solemn engage­
ments, not by breaking every treaty en­
tered into with the Lidian, not by un­
fulfilled promisee made by the Govern­
ment, not by cheating, robbing and 
swindling the Indians, net by cruel and 
harsh treatment, not by death from cold 
and starvation ; and of all these things I 
charge that this Government through 
their agents have been guilty. I pro­
pose to read eue or two other extracts to 
establish the preposition I have laid 
down. The Rev. John MeLean, Metho­
dist missionary to the Blood Indians 
near Fort Macleod, discussed the half- 
breed and Indian question in the August 
number of The Canadian Methodist Mag­
azine. He says :

“The causes of the present discontent 
among the Indians are legion. Some of 
the men employed by the Department 
on the reservations have been granted 
their positions through political influ­
ence, even though they have been utter­
ly incompetent for the respective duties 
of their office. They receive good sala­
ries, and yet the Indians derive very 
little benefit from their services. Prom­
ises have been made to the Indians by 
Government officials that have never 
been kept. The Department has pro 
feased to give these people food enough 
to sustain them, yet at different times 
their rations have been cut down. They 
have been told that they were to remain 
on their reservations, but it was impossi­
ble for them to do so on their daily allow­
ance. About a million dollars a year is 
now granted by the Dominion Parlia­
ment for the Indian service, but a high 
official in the Northwest has stated that 
not one-fourth of this .sum, or the 
equivalent of one fourth, ever reaches 
the Indiana The money is filtered 
through the hands of jobbers, supply 
men, agents, and other speculators until 
the Indian’s share in reduced to very 
little, indeed.”

blamed when we felt strongly that 
thing was wrong in the system which 
allowed such men in its branch of the 
servioe. The inconsistency has often­
times appeared to os very glaring when 
we looked at a department claiming to 
have a certain object ill view, set aside 
by the country at large, whose servant it 
ia, to attain this object, and yet within 
its own grasp ana power doing those 
things and adopting thoee methods 
which are defeating their object. Very 
little rebellion in these men ten or 
fifteen years ago, and had the conduct of 
Government officials of every depart­
ment sent into this country been such 
as to command the respect of the natives 
there would have been no rebellion on 
the part of the Indians last spring, nor 
would the smouldering influences thereof 
still rankle in the hearts of many. The 
same system is being continued without 
change. Not one of the officials com­
plained of has been removed or inter­
fered with. The Government have re­
fused to accept advice from any quar­
ter.”
Mr. Jackson, in the speech from which 
we have already quoted, aaya :

I heard Some ef the men say, who 
took up arms against the police to pro 
tect themselves (it was said before some 
responsible citizens of Fort Qu'Appelle) 
•We had to do it or starve to death, and 
we preferred te die by the police bullets 
rather than die by starvation. ”

I say it is worse than folly for the First 

IndiansMinister to say that the Indians who re­
belled did not plead grievances in exton 
nation of their having done so. It ii 
stopping one’s ears ; it is dosing one's 
eyes ; it is being wilfully blind to the 
evidence that is submitted to Parliament 
in almost every page of the reports 
the Department of Indian Affairs and of 
the Northwest Mounted Police. The 
hon. gentleman knew, the Administra­
tion ought to have known, the terrible 
experience of the neighboring republic 
with just such a policy ; we curedvee 
knew from our ei peri once and the reports 
of our agents in the Northwest, what the 
effect of such a policy would be. But 
the Gevemment may not be satisfied 
with the evidence I have given that brok­
en promises, violated treatise, fraud and 
peculation, starvation bordering 
death, drove the Indiana into the arms 
of the rebellious.

Archbishop Tache aaya ;
“The Indians, who should have beeu 

cared for and protected by the Govern 
ment, were ‘left a prey to the seductions 
of men rovoltingly immoral, and when 
this was pointed out the friends of 
humanity had another regret to regia 
ter.’ He allegee that in other cases ‘the 
Indians were deprived of the pittance 
assigned to them, or it was given to them 
a* if they were dogs !’ They were too 
often deceived. At the risk of creating 
great surprise, I affirm that the massa­
cre* were not committed without pre­
vious provocation. 1 here invoke the 
testimony of one of the victir-s himself. 
The Rev. Father Fafard said, in conver­
sation with another missionary, who in 
turn related it to me :—‘Such a one 
(naming an official) acts with shameful 
brutality towards the Indians. He will 
be killed some day.’ The person alluded 
to was killed, and two devoted mission­
aries increased the number of victims
they were striving to protect. A gentle­
man whose veracity I cannot question 
assures me that some Indians had told 
him in 1884 that an individual, whom 
he mentioned, ‘treated them like doge,' 
and the same individual was killed by 
the Indians who had lodged the com­
plaint against him."
Rev. Mr. McDougall says :

“We could not find, nor did we try to 
find/any excuse for the premises made 
but riot fulfilled, for the cut-throat poli­
cy often exhibited and sometimes en­
forced by officials of the Indian Depart­
ment, for .the shameful and immoral 
lives of msny of the employees of the 
same. Some of these were a disgrace to 
the lowest barbarism, let ajone civiliza­
tion, Nor how could we when earnestly 
trying to teach Indians habits of indus­
try and thrift, be expected to excuse the 
laziness and incompetency of many sent 
into the country to teach the wards of 
the Government those lessons we have

piece of evidence, the weight and au­
thority of which even this Government 
will not question. The First Minister 
of this Dominion has over and over 
again declared in Parliament that Gover­
nor Dewdney was the best official in the 
whole Northwest to deal with the In­
dians. I took, and still take, issue with 
the First Minister on that question. I 
say he is the most dangerous official that 
ever this incompetent and reckless Gov­
ernment appointed to fulfil any position 
of trust in the Northwest Territories. 
But let us see what Governor Dewdney 
says ef the Indians of the plains in con­
nection with the insurrection. In his 
report for the present year he makes use 
of the following language :—

“The bands implicated in the rebellion 
were those of One Arrow, Beardy, Oke- 
masis, and part of Petequakeys, in the 
Carleton district, and the whole of the 
Indians in the Battleferd and Fort Pitt 
districts, except Mooeomin’e and part of 
Thunder Child’s, the latter refusing to 
approach the rebel camps until starve 
tion drove him and his followers to do

To the Editor ef The Signal.
Sir,--The people of Goderich are will­

ing to concede that the Salvation Army 
is doing a certain work for good, and are 
therefore prepared to tolerate its peculiar 
methods, notwithstanding that those 
methods are not entirely free from cer­
tain objections. We are willing ev< 
te put up with the beating of drums and 
tambourine* en our streets on Sunday. 
It would be well, however, for the Army 
to remember that those methods, if car­
ried te extremes beyond the bounds oi 
reason, may become a nuisance to the 
community, and that the Army may 
thereby less the goodwill of the people. 
For seme time back church worship on 
Sunday evening has been harshly dis­
turbed by the beating of drums and tam­
bourinée and loud singing in the vicinity 
of the churches when the solemn wor­
ship of God was going on in them. Sure­
ly those conducting the Army proceed 
inge mast see that this is not right, and 
and that it is very obnoxious to church­
goers ; but mere than that, it is a serious 
hindrance to thoee who, as well as the 
Army—though by different methods—are 
endeavoring to worship God. If the 
Army cannot meet at the same hour as 
our churches open Sundays, they should 
bsve the decency not to interrupt the 
services as they are now doing. To 
continue it will make the Army a nui­
sance and it will lose the good will of 
many. I hope those in charge will take 
this hint and act accordingly. The 
beating of drums near the church doors 
during divine service is an intolerable 
nuisance and must be stopped.

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WHAT’S UP?

Things That Are Happening 
Around Us.

(SttnllM «hr t«h-The Railroad Qae«- 
II.. l Loral School of Philosophy - A 
Lrrtarr I'oarir Neggeated.

—I see Goderich is going to have 
real, old, time-honored, loyal, shouting, 
hip-hip-hooraying celebration on the 
24th—just the same as we used to have 
in the olden times. The Band and the 
Workmen are going in for a peck of fun, 
and if I ain't troubled with the sciatica 
or rheumatism, or some other such ob 
noxious reflection on my body politic, 1 
guess I’ll take it in. I read the bills 
very carefully, and it kind of carried me 
away back to an earlier part of the cen­
tury. It was that greasy pig race did it. 
You see I was hibernating in a seaport on 
the Atlantic coast one 24th of May 
long time ago, and the colonists (for we 
were not part and parcel of the glorious 
Dominion in those days) of that particu­
lar town decided to celebrate Her Msjes 
ty’s birthday right loysUy. The com­
mittee met in a public house, and were 
full of loyalty and Jamaica rum,—Can­
ada whiskey wss an unknown quantity 
down there in these days, and the boys 
when they went to Croak ill’s always load­
ed up with red-eyè rum fiom Jamaica. It 
didn’t take the hair off the upper lip 
or the hide off the palate, like the “juice 
does nowadays, but it was just as far 
reaching in its influence, all the same. 
But 1 mustn’t digress. To make a long 
story short, the boys decided that four 
things were necessary to make the day a 
success, and it was moved, seconded and 
carried unanimously that they be pub­
lished as prime attractions on the bill, to 
wit : A bun and treacle competition, 
prize to be given to whoever eat the 
moat buns and treacle ; climbing a greas 
ed pole ; grinning through a horse-collar 
and catching a greased pig by the tail. 
I remember as if it was yesterday, the 
toiling! of the sailors and ethers to get 
to the top of the greased pole te lay hands 
on the sovereign cn the top—I was only 
a spectator, and didn’t get the money 
simply because I had my holiday attire 
on that day. And the grinning through 
the horse-collar almost dislocated the 
ribs of the onlookers, it was so funny, 
But in the bun and treacle business ths 
committee made the mistake of not lim­
iting the number of competitors, and as 
«there was no entrance fee charged, every 
gamin and wardling, and bootblack and 
newsboy in town took in the picnic, an8 
the consequence was that the committee a 
buns ran out before any of the competi­
tors were “downed.” After an ineffect­
ual effort to get more buns for the boys, 
this event was “declared off" by the 
judges, and the small boys guyed the 
committee during the remainder of 
the day for not having enough rations to 
carry out the program, And then the 
greased pig was brought upon the scene, 
in a large bag, and when the competitors 
Were ready he was set free, and 

1 scampered all over the commons, 
followed by the lovers of pork. The 
arrangement was that the animal should 
be declared captured by the pursuer 
who grasped it by the tail and held on 
long enough to be observed by the 
judges, but when a fleet-footed runner 
gained closely upon the porker and es­
sayed to seize the tail, it was discovered 
to be missing—some wag having ehpped 
off that appendage anterior to the race with­
out even leaving a fragment to levy on. 
After that the judges decided that the 
capture of the pig should be “catch as 
catch can !” I just relate this reminis­
cence of olden times so that the com­
mittee may not be caught napping on the 
24 th.
.—The newspapers are publishing that 

Wingham has got $3,200 a mile from 
the Government to build the C. P. R. 
from the junction to that town. I don’t 
know what truth there is in the story, 
but I hope it’s straight talk, for if the 
line ever gets diverted to Wingham, a 
long pull, a strong pull, and a pull all to­
gether, will bring it to Goderich, ria 
any locality that puts in its best licks 
with us, and which won’t cause too much 
of a detour. But liko D. D. Hay I d 
swing round a pretty healthy curve if 
the bonus was sufficiently large. At any 
rate. I’m anxious to hear of the success­
ful issue so far as Wingham is concern­
ed, for I don’t want the svliome to end 
as tragically as the Bayfield and Clin­
ton and the Port Albert and Dangannon 
branch to Lucknow some few years back. 
In Bayfield, the people were bent upon 
a twelve-mile branch to Clinton anyhow, 
and went to a heap of expense in con­
nection, but it failed to connect, all the 
same. In Port Albert they also got the 
fever bad, and at a mass meeting held 
there te discuss the scheme, you could 
almost hear the “bulgino” toot. The or­
ator on the occasion was old Tom Whit­
taker, who had the proposed line outlin­
ed on a shingle for the edification of the 
uninformed, and who dilated on the fact 
that it would not cost half as much to 
build this lino as it would to build some 
others, because there were no grades to 
speak of between Port Albert and Luck­
now,and the right Lind ot timber grew ac­
commodatingly along the proposed route, 
so that they could be felled across the 
track and used for ties. The speaker 
spoke as an expert. because ho had been 
an oiler on an engine in the old country, 
when the railroad business was new. 
But oratory and shingle diagrams didn’t 
build the road. It takes spot cash to do 
that, knd we must begin to hustle with 
our rmlroad agitation, and get the good­
will and pecuniary assistance of some of 
the big corporations outside, or we will 
likely share the fate in this respect of 
Port Albert and Bayfield 

. —The home rule question is being fur­
iously debated in town, and from the 
court house to St. Crispin Hall the dis- 
cusssion goes bravely on. In a future 
contribution 1 will give you a page or 
two taken from the official report of the 
debates which daily occur at St. Crispin 
Hall. You might perhaps think that no­
body but “shoeys” gathered inside the 
Hall’s hospitable apartments, but if you 
thought so you would be mistaken, for 
butchers and bakers,and tinkers and tail­
ors, and candlestick-makers, and a lot of 
us whe have no trade at a1!, but any 
amount of “gab,” gather there and dis­
cuss the questions ; and I’ve often 
thought if wo could get Blake and Sir 
John and Gladstone and Salisbury and 
tiismarnk and some of the other political

blunderers in the room for a few minutee 
our talented political economist» would 
show them a wrinkle or two in the 

-nee of Government. Mebbe you 
think I'm joking, but I never was more 
seriously disposed than I am this min­
ute. As soon as we get our conatitu- 
tion and bylaws printed I'll send any of 
you a copy—that is, of course, if you 
signify in the usual manner. If I 
don't do that I’ll send you a list of 
the members, with the officers' names 
in gilt letters on the front page,—aa soon 
as they’re printed. I’m bound to give 
the boys who frequent St. Criepin Hall 
a fair show, and don’t you disremember 
it,

-r-By the local prints I observe that 
Rev. T. E. Calvert is to give a lecture 
shortly on the “Air We Breathe.” To 
my mind this should be the first of a 
series of discussions upon the sanitary 
requirements of the town, and I would 
suggest that the committee wait upon 
Big Boom and arrange for a companion 
lecture to be entitled “The Water We 
Drink,” with bottled samples from the 
well» obtained by the committee, accom­
panied by the analysis of Prof. Ellis, 
and illustrated by the facile pencil of 
Glucose. A lecture on the subject nam­
ed by Big Boom, would draw like a yoke 
of oxen. A reduction could be made on 
family ticket», and I have no doubt 
great good would accrue, lta scientific 
knowledge I'm after this trip. Ajax.

From the Montreal Herald Correspondence.
Ottawa, May 7.

Last night was a great night for Ire 
land. It was not, however, quite so pro­
pitious for Irishmen — who are mem­
bers of the Conservative party in the 
Hoûse of Commons. They tried the im­
possible feat of appearing to be in favor 
of sympathy with Home Rule with 
ont offending Sir John Macdonald. 
One cannot run with the hare and hunt 
with the hounds—you cannot serve Hea 
ven and remain on terms ot intimacy 
with the Gentleman from another place. 
The thing has often been triad and is al 
ways a failure. The success of the even 
ing, therefore, on the Conservative side 
was John White, the member for East 
Hastings. He is au Orangemen, he 
doesn’t like Home Rule, he says Ireland 
generally does not want it, England 
doesn’t want it. Canada doesn’t want it, 
and so he would hare none of it. Mo­
tion, amendment, amendment to the 
amendment, proposals to send the passed 
resolution to Gladstone, to Purnell, to 
the Speaker, to Tapper, to the Beadle of 
the Burlington Arcade, all were equally 
distasteful to him, and he voted straight 
without any hesitation against each and 
every. McNeil, Wallace, of York, 
and O'Brien, though they, too, hated the 
thing, compromised and voted through 
the several divisions with one eye on Sir 
John and the other on their constituents; 
all other Irishmen amongst the Govern­
ment supporters hesitated,slipped, floun­
dered and fell. Before recess Mr. Cos- 
tigsn had explained his position, and 
had endeavored to taunt Mr. Blake into 
some outburst thst would have permitted 
a general muddling of the whole thing to 
be cleared by a straight party vote, but 
this failed. Accordingly he moved an 
amendment to the resolution, declaring 
against Blake's proposal, and indulged 
in another little biographical reminis 
cence in doing it. A debate followed on 
this, and when six o’clock came Mr. Mc­
Mullen, who was speaking against the 
amendment, had the floor. Before the 
House met, after recess, it transpired 
that the Government Irish members had 
been holding a caucus. Mr. Costigan 
was very much disturbed by Mr. Blske’s 
resolution and the debate of the after­
noon, and ho felt that the ideal John 
Costigan was in danger of disappearing 
and that tile real John Costigan, as his 
connection with Sir John compels him to 
be, would supplant the more agreeable 
image. He had been very uneasy 
through the afternoon’s sitting, and re­
cess, though it brought dinner, brought 
no mental relief. The caucus, therefore, 
was held, and it wa: determined to pre­
pare an amendment to the amendment, 
and to shut off any inconvenient propo­
sals from the opposite side. But when 
the House resumed its sitting, Mr. Mc­
Mullen was there. He spoke for a short 
time longer, choosing his phrases to lead 
up to the denouement he intended, and 
placed in the clerk’s hands an amend­
ment to the amendment which embodied 
a portion of what Mr. Blake’s motion 
had contained, and something more. Sir 
John's side do not like Mr. McMullen, 
and they yell and whoop, and cry out 
like dogs and cats and asses when he 
speaks,but their ordinary enmity towards 
him is mild in comparison with what 
they felt when they discovered that their 
intended manœuvre had been balked by 
him. Mr. McMullen ! Yah ! Whoop ! 
Whistle ! Oh ! Even Sir John showed 
that he realized that he had been out- 
generalled, but, except on the rare occa­
sions when he loses his temper, he be­
haves like a gentleman ; so he leaned 
back in his chair, reclined his head 
against the cushion, and burst out laugh­
ing. Costigan looked bluer than ever, 
Bowell sat back and chuckled, a soft 
smile of perception flickered around Sir 
Hector’s mouth. Pope had gone to bed, 
and Sir Adolphe put up hie glass, looked 
steadily for a moment at Sir John, and 
wondered what the devil these fellows 
were all about. But it was not Sir John's 
program that any sympathy with Home 
Rule resolution should pass if could help 
it, and certainly not Mr. Blake's or Mr. 
McMullen's. At the same time he was 
unwilling to go too far against the grain 
of his Irish supporters, and he must 
have felt some pity for his colleague of 
the Inland Revenue. Besides,there were 
ominous signs of discontent. Mr. Mit­
chell was out in full force on behalf of 
Blake’s resolution, or, it he could not 
get that, for McMullen’s amendment to 
Costigau’s amendment, and others here 
and there on the Government benches 
were kicking. In this dilemma, which 
could in no way be avoided, Sir John sat 
patiently watching events. The Opposi­
tion speakers followed Blake ; amongst

them Paterson, of Brant, Casey and Lan- 
kerkin bad been putting the ease in a 
way very awkward for the Government 
to meet, and a* soon aa possible the 
members were called in, and McMullen’s 
amendment voted down. But the ma­
jority was not a large one, several Gov­
ernment members having broken away; 
Coetigan’a amendment was then carried 
by a somewhat similar majority, and the 
Government men began’to smile at if a 
little more at ease, feeling that if they 
were not quite out of the woods at any 
rate they were on the edge of it, and 
that if they had been scratched a little 
at any rate the Orangemen had not been 
»o obstreperous as they might have been, 
and that the other Irishmen might be 
induced to swallow the amendment with 
a little persuasion. But this satisfaction 
was abort lived. Blake was up immedi­
ately to regret the substitution of this 
pale, colorless thing for hie own more 
healthy original, and to propose that it 
should be sent, such as it was, to Mr. 
Gladstone. But that was the very thing 
Sir John didn’t want, and he said to, ob­
jecting to the motion on the ground that 
it, in effect, defeated the amendment. 
While he was spyaking there was a hurry 
scurry amongst the Irish Government 
members, Mr. Curran running down to 
Mr. Conghlin’a seat, and others confer­
ring amongst themselves in serious ex­
citement, the evident meaning of which 
was the consideration of some plan to 
defeat Blake’s intention. In a mosient 
it appeared what that was. Mr. Cough­
lin rose and moved that instead of send­
ing the resolution to Mr. Gladstone it 
should be sent to Mr. Parnell, and as 
this bright idea was announced Sir John 
aaid, “All right,” and the happy Minis­
terialists broke out in smiles and clieera 
at having euchered the enemy, for it was 
calculated that Blake would adhere to 
his inoHnn, and, therefore, it would 
be possible to create Irish sympathy 
against him. But the wind was in a 
measure taken out of this sail by Blake 
stating that he had no objection to in­
clude Mr. Parnell, but he would not ex­
clude Mr. Gladstone, who was Prime 
Minister and author of the bill. An at­
tempt was then made to add Lord Salis­
bury’s name to that of Gladstone and 
Parnell, but Mr. Blake read Lord Salis­
bury's hostility to Home Rule, so that 
was abandoned. By this time Sir John 
recognized the impropriety of the propo­
sal. and said Coughlin’s motion would be 
withdrawn, but the Opposition would 
not allow this, so the words again fell 
from Mr. Speaker’s mouth : “Call in the 
members."

The Parnell proposition was then vot. 
ed down by the Government and Oppoti 
tion, some twenty members, including 
Mr Mi'chell (who voted for Parnell to 
save the resolution from burial,) support­
ing it. This left Sir John face to face 
with the proposal to forward a copy to 
Mr. Gladstone, to which he would in no 
wise consent, but to avoid which he hard­
ly saw the way. But while the vote was 
being taken he thought of a plan ; he 
moved that it be sent to the Speaker of 
the House of Commons in England, to bo 
communicated to the members.

“Can't be done,” shouted Mr. Mills.
“Let them make the motion," said Mr. 

Blake,' and as the Speaker read it, the 
leader of the Opposition grasped the 
arms of his chair, raised himself slightly 
in his seat and crouched ready to spring 
tp his feet the moment the last word 
read. As the Speaker ended he was up, 
the House in a state of tension to know 
what was coming, but he had to sit down 
again while the assistant clerk read the 
motion in French, during which, as some 
one remarked,1 ‘the silence was so audible 
you might have heard a gum drop.” Aa 
the cierk finished Mr. Blake sprang, his 
voice full of excitement and hit hair more 
and more over his forehead, to explain 
that this was speaking with a dumb voice, 
for the Speaker of the House of Com­
mons had no authority to communicate 
any such communication to the members, 
and Mr. Kirkpatrick was asked to say 
whether this was the case or not. He 
admitted that it was. All he would do 
in a like case wou’d be to send the com­
munication to the Prime Minister. “All 
right,” said Sir John, “and, no doubt, 
the English Prime Minister will get it in 
the same way." “Oh then,”said Blake, 
“we are to send a resolution of the Com­
mons of Canada designed far the in fur 
mation of the Prune Minister of Eng­
land, not to himself, but to a gentleman 
who may or may not, as he p'eases, com 
municate it to him. No, air," And then 
Sir Richard Cartwright, who had been 
steadily losing his patience while witness 
ing Sir John's efforts to evade the evi 
dent intention of the whole matter, and 
whose countenance had assumed a dark 
and angry look, rose and calmed himself 
at Sir John’s expense. It was then clear 
that the Speaker’s move would not do, 
so another hurried consultation was held 
round Sir John's chair, which caused Sir 
Adolphe Caron to look extremely indig 
nant at being continually wakened up in 
this way when within measurable dis 
tance of dropping off te sleep ; for when 
the business in the small hours does not 
concern him, he doesn’t meddle with it, 
but goes to sleep, to occasionally fall over 
on Langevin’s shoulder ; and it was de­
termined to put the Minister of Justice 
up with an amendment to send the ad­
dress to Sir Charles Tupper with instruc­
tions to show it to the English members 
of Parliament. He had at first spoken 
of the Colonial Secretary, but this had a 
smack of Downing street rule, that made 
it unsafe in the present temper of the 
House to propose it. - He, therefore, sub­
stituted Sir Charles Tupper.

The Opposition as one man burst out 
laughing at this pr -posai, and even Mr. 
Thompson himself and some of his 
friends round could only with difficulty 
keep countenance.

“Is the High Commissioner to send it 
out with a circular ?" asked Mr. Came-

vertise it in the leading papers so far it 
the money would go.

Sir John has been so far aueceeaful 
that he succeeded in retaining a sufficient 
majority to kill the resolution, though it 
ia to be expected that he has killed some 
of hit Irish followers in doing it, bat I 
have never before seen him to badly 
worsted, strategically speaking, nor hu 
follower! bo demoralized as they were 
left Light. Point after point waa turned 
by Mr. Blake, the more explanation that 
was attempted the worse things grew, in 
front of him waa RJake and his solid 
force, on hie flank waa Mitchell fighting 
to save the resolution from em isculation, 
and round him his usual supportera,even 
the Deputy Speaker, voting in a go-as- 
you-please manner, sometimes for and 
sometimes against him. There was a loss 
of prestige in it, an omnioua shadow cf 
possible coming events, the too dear 
price of gratifying the dislike to letting 
Blake gain any credit. The .debate waa 
a singularly good tempered,,, one. It 
might have been expected that on aueh a 
subject and with so much Irish in the air 
it would lead to quarrel, but the reverse 
waa the case. It was full of snaps and 
excitement, full of thiust and parry, but 
there was nu malice. The galleries were 
filled until midnight, and even far into 
the morning they were well occupied, a 
numbei remaining to the end. At half­
past four we all, members, pressifren, and 
spectators, streamed out of the buildings 
into the fresh morning air, the birds 
chirping in the branches and the tun 
lighting the heavens over the Rideau 
with a band of softened color. A sum- 

, ber of ladies had seen the sitting through, 
and lo our work being over and the fun 
at an end, “we went home with the girls 
in the morning."
