She obeys the doctor’s
orders implicitly, and it does not cceur to
her to question his wisdom in the hear-
ing of her patient, whatever she may do
in the silence of her own mind, and more
than it does to snbstitute some nostrum
for his prescription bec:use it cured
Aunt Sally last summer when ske had
exactly the eame symptoms.

Bat until the doct r comcs she is the
fountain head of aid and relief. She
knows that hot water is good for sprains
as well as for colic and a toothache.
She remembers the best remedies for
stings of insccts, she knows that a faint-
ing woman must be laid low, and when
there are arms or legs or fingers to be
bandaged her deft hands make, the turns
and manage the injured member with
the least possible motion, and she can
improvise a splint from an old cigar box
or an umbrella handle with perfect suc-
cess.—The Art Exchange.

LITTLR DUTIES,

Pare, core and qnarter the fruit, Take
one quart of good cider vinegar, dissolve
in 1t 4} pounds of sugar,boiltwo minutes,
add cinnamon and cloves to taste, put
into the vinegar as much of the prepared
fruit as will cook eonveniently, ttew
slowly until the fruit can be readily
picrced by a fork, skim out the frait
and stew more, place the fruit in a jar,
and pour over all the beiling vinegar that
remains.
