Continuing his answers in reply to 
cross examination the witness said 
that when Minty referred in a letter 
to future benefits he (Cornwall) should 
derive, he meant the development -if 
the north country.

He had not introduced Clarke to 
any members of the government but 
his best 'belief was that he introduced 
him to A. C. Fraser of the Merchants 
Bank. He did not help him :n his 
approaches to the Alberta government 
more than by advice.

b^ok of the A. & G. W. Railway Co., 
copied from an original minute book 
which Mr. Minty had promised later 
to produce, but had failed to do so. 
The production showed the origin of 
the $50,000 capital stock and the 
transfer of the bond issue to the 
Canada West Construction Co.

The following is the verbatim re­
port dealing with this :

Mr. Walsh : That is all I have to 
ask Mr. Cornwall, but before I sit 
down, with your lordships’ permission, 
I want to make good part of the un­
dertaking I gave yesterday morning 
with reference to the Alberta and* 
Great Waterways Company. I have 
here the minute book the A. & G. W. 
C6., which was given to my learned 
friend and myself by Mr. Minty as 
such, and so endorsed. This, I 
might say, is the second minute book. 
Your lordships will remember Mr. 
Minty’s evidence was to the effect that 
there was an old minute book, which 
was re-written, that old minute book 
being one of the documents which he 
was to have brought back with him, 
so that all we have is this present one, 
and I tender this minute book in evi­
dence.

Said minute book marked Exhibit 
58.

Mr. Justice Harvey: This is the 
minute book that Mr. Minty handed 
to you?

Mr. Walsh : Handed to us, yes.
Mr. Justice Scott : Do I understand 

that that purports to contain all the 
minutes of the company, and is a 
copy of part of the original minute 
book?

Second .Meeting for Organization.
Mr. Walsh : No, there was an or­

ganization meeting of the company 
held in the early part of October, and 
that meeting was for some technical 
reasons not satisfactory to the solici­
tor, who was representing the pur- 
éhasers of the bonds, and the result 
was that a second organization meet­
ing was held in Edmonton for the 
purpose of curing t^e irregularities in 
the first. We haven’t any record at 
all of the proceedings of the first 
organization meeting. This minute 
book relates entirely—at least, com­
mences with the organization meeting 
of the 28th October, the second one. 
On page 2 of the minute book there is 
the following certificate, dated 28th 
October, 1909: “I hereby certify that 
there has been put into this bank”— 
this is on the letter paper of the Mer­
chants’ Bank of Canada, Edmonton— 
“to the credit of the Alberta and 
Great Waterways Railway Company, 
the sum of fifty thousand dollars, stat­
ed to be fee payment in full of the 
Capital stock of that company, sub­
scribed by the following parties, name­
ly : Forty thousand dollars by Mr. W. 
R. Clarke, five thousand dollars by 
Mr. B- R- Clarke, one thousand dol­
lars by Mr. William Bain and four 
thousand dollars by Mr. G- D. Minty. 
A. C- Fraser, manager.” There were 
several meetings of the company and 
of the directors held on that day,

At page 23 of the minute book there 
is the following resolution passed at 
the meeting of the shareholders : “It 
was then moved by Mr. B. R- Clarke, 
seconded by Mr. Minty, that the sum 
of fifty thousand dollars now standing 
to the credit of the company be paid 
to Mr. W. R- Clarke on account of 
fees, expenses and disbursements for 
procuring the passing of a special act 
and for making the surveys, plans and 
estimates of work authorized by the 
special act. Carried unanimously.”

President Gets $25,000.
“It was then moved by Mr. B. R- 

f Clarke," on the same page, "and 
seconded by Mr. Minty, that the direc­
tors of the company be authorized to 
fix a salary to be paid to the president, 
not exceeding twenty-five thousand 
dollars were annum. Carried unani­
mously.” -, .

On page 25, at a meeting of the air- 
ectors held five minutes after the

ioin government, {he construction corn- 
pin to protect the railway company 
against its obligations until the com­
pletion of the construction of the rail­
way, so that the railway should be 
talren over then by the railway com­
pany free of obligations except its 
bond issue, and that the details of 
this contract should be left to, the pre­
sident of the company to adjust along 
these lines, and that the contract, in 
a form to be so settled by the presi­
dent, be then executed by the presi­
dent and secretary under the corpor­
ate seal , of the company. Carried 
unanimously.”

Then on page 50 of the minutes 
there was a meeting of directors held 
at the City of New York, on the 5th 
November, 1909. “A form of contract 
proposed to be entered into with the 
Canada West Construction Company, 
Limited, for the construction of the 
railroad and terminals of the Alberta 
and Great Waterways Railway Com­
pany was then produced to the meet­
ing, and it was unanimously resolved 
that the same should be entered into 
and should be executed under the 
corporate seal of the company by the 
hands of its president and secretary.

“It was then unanimously resolved 
that the Montreal Trust Company 
should be appointed irrevocable trans­
fer agents of the company during the 
period of construction of the said 
railway and terminals, and the presi­
dent was instructed to carry out, or 
cause to be carried out, the arrange­
ments to give effect to this resolution.

Canada West Assumes Debts.
“The president then explained that 

large expenditures had been made 
and obligations incurred by him in 
connection with the organization of 
the company and arranging for the 
construction of the railway and ter­
minals, and that the provisions of 
the contract with The Canada West 
Construction Company, Limited, 
would provide for the assumption of 
the railroad company’s liabilities.

“It was thereupon unanimously 
solved that the railroad company recog­
nize and adopt the expenditure» and 
liabilities of the President in connection 
with the matters aforesaid, whether ex­
penditures heretofore made or obliga­
tions which have been incurred but have 
yet to be discharged, in view of the 
Ralroad company having received the 
benefit of the president’e efforts.”
A. & G.W.—Canada West Agreement.
Then there is fastened in the hook at 

page 33 the agreement between the rail­
road company and the Canada-West Con­
struction Company, under date of 22nd 
November, 1909. The contract provides 

<jn hurt for the entire conritrurtion of 
the road by the construction company, 
including the purchase of the right of 
way and the equipment of the road, the 
rolling stock, and handing it over.Jo 
the company ready for operation, Q 
consideration of which the railway com­
pany agrees to pay to the construction 
company the entire proceeds of its 
guaranteed bond issue of $7,400,090, to­
gether with any cash subsidy that the 
railway company may receive from the 
government of the Dominion of Canada 
“and to issue in favor of the Conetruo 
tion Company or its nominee fully paid 
up stock of the railway company to the 
extent of $6,950,000 ; being 69,500 shares 
of the said railway company's stock and 
to pay to the construction company or 
give credit to the construtcion empany 
in respect of any expenses incurred by 
the construction company in the opera­

This was the minute 
book copied from the original minute 
boelfe yrhich Mr. Minty said he would 
produce when tie returned to Edmon­
ton, but which had not been produced 
by him.

Mr. Walsh read extracts from the 
minute book. One was a receipt from 
A. C. Fraser, manager of the Mer­
chants Bank, for $50,000 deposited in 
the bank as capital stock. Other ex­
tracts showed the withdrawal shortly 
afterwards of this sum, the fixing of 
$25,000 per year as the salary of W. 
R. Clarke, the organization by W. R. 
Clarke, brother of President Clarke, 
of the Western Canada Construction 
Company, and the assigning to the 
latter of all the proceeds of the bond 
issue and all its rights and privileges.

Mr. Woods Asked that & clause of 
the charter granted to the A. & G. W. 
Railway be read in conjunction. The 
effect of this was that the A. & G. W- 
Railway ' ompany might assign their 
rights by consent of the government. 

The Cross-Examination.
The cross-examination was then be­

gun by Mr. Bennett.
The witness first stated in answer to 

questions that he came to Edmonton 
in 1898 and was first in partnership 
with W. Fletcher Bredin. He was 
not in business as a railway promoter. 
He was a railway incorporator. He 
had some hopes of making an honest 
dollar, but had not much expectation 
out of railway construction.

In answer to questions as to how the 
rights of the other incorporators of 
the Athabasca Railway Cmpany wen 
assigned to him, he said he did no' 
know, that was a matter which was 
handled by his lawyer, Mr. Biggar, al 
the time.

Mr. Bennett then took up the op 
tion in October, 1906. on the charter 
of the Athabasca Railway Company 
which was given to Faulkner. All h< 
had m view at the time was the com­
mercial benefits accruing from the de­
velopment of the north country. On 
the back of the option was the re­
servation that Mr. Cornwall might 
take $2,500 in the new company. This 
he admitted was that he might show 
his faith in the venture.

The Athabasca Syndicate.
It was in pursuance of this same 

desire, the witness said, that he re­
tained 25-140 Interest in the Athabasca 
Syndicate. For this he did not pay 
cash, but it was as a result of the

stipulation in the Faulkner option.
Referring to the a ta tempt to interest 

local capital, Mr. Cornwall said he 
had never told J. A. McDougall that 
it would require $100,000 to acquire 
the $11,000 stock in the Athabasca 
Syndicate. It was Mr. Faulkner who 
conducted any negotiations.

"What price did you quote to Mr. 
Gariepy?”

“I quoted him no price. I posi­
tively swear to that.”

“What price.did Faulkner quote?”
• “I do not know.”

Continuing, Mr. Cornwall said he 
had introduced Mr. Faulkner to the 
local capitalists and the latter did 
the talking. He did not intend to 
convey any impression yesterday that 
J. A. McDougall personally wanted 
more than fift per cent, of the enter­
prise. What the understanding was 
was that all the local capitalists to­
gether wanted more than fifty per cent, 
of the stock.
Did Not Know Clarke Had Settled.
The witness stated that he did not 

know whether Clarke had secured the 
interests of the other shareholders. 
He had been told by Clarke that 
Woodman, the engineer of the Atha­
basca Syndicate, was making a claim 
for the syndicate. He did not know 
that that claim was settled.

In December, 1906, Mr. Bennett 
quoted from the agreement made for 
the transfer to the Athabasca Syndi­
cate, to the effect that provision be 
fnade for a construction company.

"And you say that you did not know 
of the Canada West Construction Com­
pany till the session of the House this 
year?” Mr. Bennett asked.

"That is true."
Meet Hawes in New York.

Faulkner and Hawes had come to 
Edmonton in 1907 to interest the gov 
ernment, and witness told of having 
been introduced in New York in the 
spring of 1908 by Mr. Hawes to Judge 
Day, of the Equitable Life, and Mr. 
Cromwell. He had placed before 
them the merits of the north country 
and Mr. Hawes might have talked the 
financial-end to them.

Hawes later went to England, and 
it may have been that he wished to 
secure capital for the railway,

“I was always desirous of having the 
railway to the north built,” said the 
witness.

"You needn’t repeat that so often,” 
said Mr. Bennett.

"Well, .it is the truth.”
“It sounds suspicious to hear these 

protestations. ‘Me thinks the lady 
doth protest too much,' quoth Mr. 
Bennett.

“Well, I am not a lady,” replied 
the witness, amid the smiles of the 
court.

Never Applied for Bonds.
Mr. Cornwall reiterated that he had 

never applied to the government for 
the guarantee of bonds of the Atha­
basca Syndicate for any particular 
amount. Neither did he know what 
his co-syndicators had asked for.

Mr. Bennett quoted from the agree­
ment made between Haws and Corn­
wall that he should have $544,000 out 
of $2,000,000 if he secured a guarantee 
of bonds.

"How,” the counsel asked, “can 
you say you had no interest?”

“I got nothing and I did not expect 
anything."

“And still you swore yesterday that 
things were looking up?”

“I referred to the railway, not the 
financial prospects of myself.”

The only time he ever interviewed 
the government, he continued, was 
with a number of local men and Faul­
kner and Hawes, and once when he 
met Sir Wilfrid Laurier personally- 
He had time and again spoken to 
members of the cabinet individually 
on behalf of the railway. He never 
made specific application to the pro­
vincial government for aid. The 
clauses in the proposed agreement be­
tween tin Athabasca Syndicate and 
the government he could not explain. 
He had left them all in the hands of 
his solicitor, Mr. Biggar.

Cost of the Road.
“Did you know of any reports that 

the road could be built for $12,000 a 
mile?”

“I remember a report from Engineer 
Woodman to that effect. I can’t re­
member the date. I don’t know whe 
ther it was before November, 1907.”

After further questions along this 
line the court adjourned at half-past 
twelve o’clock.

Mr. Cornwall, at the adjournment 
we were talking about Mr. Hawes 
and his trip to England. He went 
there for the purpose of getting money 
for the syndicate?

I believe so.
And is it so that before lie went the 

plan had been arranged amongst the 
members of the syndicate that a com­
pany should be formed lor the purpose 
of constructing the railroad?

I think there was something like 
that arranged.

Mr: Walsh—That is a letter you re­
ceived from Mr. Minty? (Handed 

I him the letter).
Yes.
Said letter dated 12 September 

1907. marked Ex. L
This refers to a sale which evidently 

Mr. Hawse had in sight for the char 
ter, for $25,000?

I believe so, yes.
Mr. Cornwall, this paragraph ap­

pears in Mr. Minty’s letter to you of 
September 12th, 1907.

"This proposition Mr. Hawes fell 
within your general instructions, i.e 
the second proosal, that a construc­
tion company be organized to con­
struct the road, engaging its own sub 
contractors in Canada, the consider­
ation for so doing being the entire 
bond issue secured by first mortgage 
over the undertaking of the company, 
together with the majority of common 
Stock of the company, for which the 
present, owners of the charter would 
require cash consideration." 
Construction Company Contemplated.

AncT I take it from that that as early 
as 1907 you had formed the plan of 
organizing a construction company 
which would buiU this road?

That was part of the undertaking. 
I -believe ; that was part of their plan 
yes. ,

And it was a part of the consider 
alien for the building of the road bv 
the construction company the entire 
proceeds of any bond issue there 
might -be?

I believe so.
And I take it from Mr. Minty’s re­

ference to you in that letter that you 
were the father of that idea?

No. I had been probably the father 
of a good many ideas but not that one 
That is something that I didn’t know 
anything about.

But so far as this particular idea 
was to be applied to this particular 
road you seem to have been the 
father of it?

I don’t think so.
Well, what did Mr. Minty mean?
To be attributed to me—I am very 

sorry to say that I am not the father
He is giving you credit for some­

thing you are not entitled to?
Quite so. I certainly didn’t know 

anything about that line of work it 
that time.

You Say this proposition of (Mr. 
Hawes fell within your general in­
structions?

I may have felt it as my Instruct 
ions, but really it wasn't my instruc­
tions as I really didn’t know anything 
about that kind of thing.

You disclaim the credit for that 
idea?

Yes. I really at the present moment 
cannot tell how that kind of thing 
is worked out because I never got 
around to building any roads yet.

Excet on paper?
That is all.
Do you remember whether or not 

you answered that letter of Mr. 
Minty’s?

I don’t know; I presume I did. 1 
have no recollection. I suppose per 
haps I did, Mr. Walsh. Maybe I did 
or maybe I didn’t. I don’t know. I 
couldn't say.

Sale Fell Through.
The proposition referred to in that 

letter of Hawes, namely the sale of 
the undertaking outright, fell through?

Yes. He didn’t do anything any­
way, Mr. Walsh ; I know that much.

And at that time you were still in­
terested in the syndicate?

Oh, yes.
And I fancy from a letter here, 26tn 

November, 1907, that you remained 
interested in it up to that date? This 
is from Cornwall to Minty.

Yes, trying to fipd out what they 
were doing.

"Edmonton, November 28th. 1907. 
G. T. Minty, Esq.. Winnipeg. Dear 
Mr. Minty : How about the Athabasca 
Railway company. When may I ex­
pect something to come out of uns?- 
You were beginning to look for a little 
money ?

No, I don’t think that was what 1 
was looking for, Mr. Walsh.

What were you looking for?
Some tangible results. They talked 

about having people to build the 
road. It was the road I was after. 
Mr. Walsh.

You didn’t want any money at ati?
Oh, I would have taken money if 1 

had got it. I hadn’t got very much uu 
to date, only letters, oropositions, ar­
guments and ways of doing it, and 
ways of building the road, but no 
one had come along with any money 
prepared to build it that I could see.

And were you still, at the end of 
1907, keeping up your efforts with the 
government of Alberta?

Towards the building of the road?
Yes.
Or towards helping or assisting the 

road, do you mean?
Yes.

Always Talked Railways.
Oh, X presume every opportunity I 

ever got I always talked about it, 
Mr. Walsh.

Always talked about it?
Yes.
Do you remember .writting a letter 

to Mr. Minty—I have a note of it here 
but I can’t find it here in this multi­
tude of documents—do you remember 
writing a letter to Mr. Minty in 
January, 1908, advising him that 
the executive would not assist him 
in railways now?

T probably did.
As the Canadian Pacific and the 

Grand Trunk Pacific and the Cana­
dian Northern were all racing for 
territory there was no necessity for 
them-----

I probably got that notion. I 
don’t know who it was. They were 
continually standing me off. I pre­
sume that was one of the impressions 
I got; there wasn't much hope.

And that would be an impression 
doubtless, that you would convey to 
Mr. Minty?

I think that was my impression at 
the time I wrote the letter.

The memorandum I have on the let­
ter is the 27th January coming, 1908. 
I suppose you have no recollection of 
that particular letter?

No, but I think probably that is 
true, about, Mr. Walsh.

Then at this time had Hawes got 
back from England ?

Oh, I think so. I met .Mr. Hawes 
in New York and I don’t iust remem­
ber when I met him. I think from 
some of the letters my recollection 
can be brightened up on that. He 
told me he had been unsuccessful, 
that he wasn’t able to do anything.

When was that?
That is what I say. I can’t just re­

member the exact----- . I think it was
along in the spring if I am not mis­
taken.

Then, I find you had some negotia­
tions looking to the purchase of 
Davidson’s interest in the syndicate?

Did you buy his interest?

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PRODUCE THE WITNESSES.
It is up to the Government to pro­

duce Messrs. Clarke and Minty b<x 
fore the Commission. Why are they 
not doing so? It is not the railway 
company that is on trial, but the 
Government. The officials should, 
therefore, bave nothing to fear in 
coming up and telling what they know. 
On fire contrary, they should be anxi­
ous to clear themselves and their 
company from' any unpleasant odium 
which may have attached! to them. 
Then why are they not here? Un­
doubtedly the Government could get 
them if they wanted to, and of all 
parties the Government ought to 
want them here. The Commission was

MR. WOODMAN’S ESTIMATE.

It is useless to attempt to acquit 

the Government of responsibility in 
the absence of Messrs. Clarke and 
Minty from the Commission. They 
may not have advised Mr. Oafke to 
stay away nor Mr. Minty to go away; 
but they aire none the less responsible 
for the absence of these men, and for 
all that absence entails in the way 
of handicap on the investigation.

SEVERELY ASSAILED

British Foreign Secretary Interrogated 
Relative to Government’s Appear- 
ent Refusal to Give Diplomatic 
Aid to Proposed Manchurian Rail­
way.

'London, April 13.—Again put on the 
interrogatory drill in the House of 
Commons Tuesday relative to its un­
popular far eastern policy, the govern­
ment executed •some new and hurried 
feats of side stepping. Mr, Gerald 
Archibald Arbuthnot asked Sir Ed­
ward Grey, secretary of foreign affairs,

ing on the. basis of certain letters 
and whether such an agreement and 
letters had been published and if so 
when and where."

Sir Edward Grey said that “The 
1899 agreemeht was a fonfial agree 
ment affected by an exchange of notes 
between her majesty’s government anl 
Russia and had been published the 
same year.”

This is the agreement behind which 
the diplomacy of Downing ,street is 
entrenched, trying to explain the per­
sistent blockading of Manchurian pro­
jects following on the heels of Russia 
and Japan. Mr. Arbuthnot then de­
manded “Whether any concession for 
the financing and construction of the 
proposed Chin Chow Aigun Railway 
had been granted either to American 
or British firms, and, if noL-.xm what 
grounds can his- Majesty’s govern­
ment refuse to give -diplomatic assist­
ance to further the scheme in the in­
terest of British industry.”

Sir Edward, Grey replied.: “Informa­
tion has reached us- to -the effect that 
the concession for the , finance and j 
construction of the? Chin Chow Aigun 
Railway has been granted to Ameri­
can and British firms. I have re­
peatedly explained our position in re­
gard to the matter in answer to pre­
vious questions.”

L. Walsh, K.C., to G- D. Minty for 
hie refusal to appear before the com­
mission after having promised at the 
earlier .sessions to be preeent and pro­
duce all documents required. Mr 
Walsh explained how he and Mr. 
Johnstone were handicapped by what 
he termed a# Minty's grossest breach 
of faith, and said it would do much 
to prevent the fullest investigation of 
the case.

Mr. Walsh stated that he and his 
associate wouid undertake to prove 
that the entire A. & G. W. Railway 
Co. was arinyth, that the reality was 
the Canada West Construction bo 

Main Examination Bo»un.
The main examination of J. K. 

Cornwall, M.P.P. for Peace River, was 
then begun, and he will be upon the 
stand for several days at the present 
rate of progress. Mr. Walsh started 
at the incorporation of the Athabasca 
Railway in 1905 and is working up to 
the guarantee of the A. & G. W. Rail­
way bonds. At noon he had 
come up to June, 1907, when aid was 
being sought for the proposed railway 

Mr. Walsh's Address. 
Immediately upon the judges tak-

fo see that all of the facts that should 
be brought on this inquiry are brought 
out, and we perhaps would be blamed 
for any failure to bring out a full and 
fair exposition of the facts. I stat­
ed, my lords, that Mr. Minty’s con­
duct is nothing less than a gross 
breach of faith, and I state that de­
liberately. My first duty after being 
appointed as counsel to the commis­
sion was to communicate to Mr. Min­
ty the fact that the evidence of Mr. 
Clarke, Mr. Bain and himself was 
absolutely necessary before this in­
vestigation could be closed, and I 
asked him to let me know if they 
would submit themselves to the juris­
diction of this commission in Alberta 
and give their evidence here. Mr. 
Minty’s reply was a telegram, stating 
that the parties mentionel would glad­
ly attend. That was followed a few 
days later by Mr. Minty’s coming to 
Edmonton, three or four days in ad­
vance of tlie first sittings of the com­
mission, and for the avowed purpose, 
as he expressed it to me, of placing 
himself, facilitating us by every pos­
sible way by his preefence here, for 
the purpose of giving evidence and 
bringing Mr. Clarke and Mr. Bain 
and any other people connected with 
the company who might not be resi­
dents of Alberta here for the purpose 
of giving evidence.

Minty Consented to Examination.
Then Mr. Minty submitted himself 

to examination as a witness before 
this commission, and his evidence is 
not yet concluded. I ani strongly in­
clined to think, although I haven’t 
had any opportunity to consider it at 
all, that Mr. Minty, in the attitude 
which he has taken, has been guilty of 
gross contempt of court, and as such 
has subjected himself to punishment 
by this commission ; of course, only if 
he can be found within the jurisdic­
tion, and it may be that my learned 
friend and I will, when we have had 
an opportunity to consider the matter 
further, perhaps ask your lordships 
tc issue a warrant against Mr. Minty, 
based upon his contempt. There is 
no question about it but that he has 
submitted himself to the jurisdiction 
of this commission. There is no 
doubt about it, from the perusal of the 
evidence that he gave at the first 
sittings, that, he impliedly promised 
to come back. Whether he did or not 
he was there as a witness, with a full 
knowledge of the ifUjP that his evi­
dence was unconc'.u<led and that his 
further attendancé’ Wto'ld be reqtrired

Bond Guarantee for $12,000.

$12,000 per mile at 4 per cent.?”

“Yes.”
“It required a stronger man than

“I don’t know.”

Campaigned for Railways.
Mr. Cornwall, in answer to further 

questioning said he had conducted a 
campaign on behalf of railways in 
the north ever since the formation of 
the Alberta government.

Tlie witness stated in answer to 
further questions that he hid on 
April 22nd, 1907, signed a release of all 
claim on the $544,000 stock in the syn­
dicate as he was unable tp get the., 
assistance. On April 23rd, 1907, the 
day after, another agreement was 
signed in which he was to receive 
$100,000 if he secured a subsidy of 
$3,200 a mile for 250 miles or more 
from the provincial or the Dominion 
government.

“And then you hied yourself to 
Ottawa?” asked the counsel.

“I took the train there,” the wit­
ness replied.

“That is a common meaning -of 
hied,” retorted the counsel.

“Well, I didn’t walk,” said Mr. 
Cornwall, amid a general laugh, tbe 
court joining in the genera merri 
ment at the exchange of repartee.

Unsucccessful at OStawa.
Mr. Cornwall stated that he was no 

more successful at Ottawa than he 
had been in Edmonton with the pro­
vincial government. He was unable 
to secure the assistance which was 
desired1.

“Do you remember of getting a let­
ter dated 30th May, 1907, from Mr. 
Minty?”

The letter when shown to Mr. Corn­
wall was recalled by him. It stated 
that Mr. Woodman, an engineer of the 
syndicate, had1 received a letter from 
Mr. Stocks, provincial deputy min­
ister of public-works, to the effect that 
the local government were planning a 
policy with reference to railways and 
it would1 be well for he, Cornwall, to 
see the department of public works as 
to what their plans were.

The reply of Mr. Cornwall, dated 
from Athabasca Landing, on June 6, 
-907. waa also produced and read. It 
stated that the premier and Mr. 
Cross were both in Europe and a dis­
cussion with Mr. Cushing would not 
bind the government. The premier 
and Mr. Cushing, he also said, were 
both in favor of the road being built 
and the affair was reaching a stage 
where business could be talked.

“You told us before that you had 
given up all hope of getting assistance 
from the Alberta government. How 
do you reconcile that statement with 
your letter, which says the matter of 
assistance will still be discussed by 
the government?” asked Mr. Walsh."

A Change of Heart.
“Well, I thought they might have 

a change of heart. I was conducting 
a campaign of education on the north 
country all the time.”

The heavy 
deliveries during March have been 
important in themselves, but they 
have been noteworthy because they 
prove that the farmers have plenty -if 
grain to ship. The record-breaking 
inspections during the first six 
months may have left the impression 
in some quarters that a decided sell­
ing tendency had taken possession 
of the agricultural community. The 
story of the past months shows that 
the grain was persistently held back 
by shrewd men, who realized the na­
ture of the market on which they were 
depending. The grain which is still 
being held will sell at a good profit, 
and, while increased offerings may be 
expected when the roads resume their 
normal condition, there is no sign < f 
a pressure to unload. The grain is 
coaxed out by the strength of the 
markets.

What Used to Be.
Comparison* with “what used to 

be” in this portion of the Dominion 
serve to illustrate the advances which 
have been made in the production of 
the chief cereals. The deliveries of 
wheat during the past seven-months 
have been larger than the total out 
jut of all grains ten years ago.

Boy Who Killed Companion in Prize 
Fight.

Passaic, N. J., April 13.—Gilbert 
Trehou died here tonight from a solar 
plexus blow received in a boy’s prize 
fight last Tuesday night. With brief 
intermissions, he had been uncon­
scious since, he was 'lifted out of the 
ring and carried to * hospital. Frank 
Kieser. who is panged in a warrant 
as the other principal, is missing, and 
the police hear he has fled to Canada. 
Henry Knackstadt, superintendent of 
a Presbyterian Sunday school . here 
said to have been the referee, was 
arrested yesterday and released n 
$500 bail. -*

Trehou and Kieser were both nine­
teen years old, both pupils of the 
Passaic High schddlV afnd both "f 
good family. Reports of their quar­
rel differ, but it is4 understood that 
there had been bad blood between 
them for some time, and that on Eas­
ter Sunday they agreed to settle their 
differences ' with the glovès. Both 
went into training, and last Monday 
declared themselves fit. Word was 
passed about among their friends, and 
Tuesday night a small crowd met 
in a vacant lot behind an oil tank 
and squared off the ring. Neither of 
the boys knew muçh about fighting, 
but both were willing and made up 
in savageness what they lacked in 
skill. In the seventh round Trehou 
went down u,nder a double blow from 
Kieser, and did not rise again. The 
crowd, scenting danger, melted away 
but two remained and cayrifed the in­
jured lad to a hospital, where he died.

London, April 15.—The ministerial­
ists are jubilant this morning over 
last night’s happenings in the House 
of Commons and the state of the first 
stage of the policy" of "Thorough” 
which they and the Redmondites have 
together, after many weeks of pres­
sure, forced on the cabinet. The Com­
mons have accepted by majorities 
ranging from 98* to 103, resolutions 
abolishing the finance veto of the 
Lords, restricting their legislative 
veto and shortening the duration of 
parliaments to five years. The most 
deadly difficulty in this stage wife the 
dissentions in the cabinet arising from 
the inconsistency of Sir Edward Grey, 
and other ministers, upon the simul­
taneous reconstruction of the second 
chamber as promised in the King’s 
speech, but Sir Edward has suppress­
ed himself for the moment and the 
cabinet apparently remains united.

The second stage of the crisis opens 
on Monday, when Premier Asquith 
moves the time limit upon the budget 
debate. Redmond has power then 
to defeat the ministry. He remains 
uncommitted, but the hearty way in 
which, the Nationalists joined; in the 
cheering of Asquith last night confirms 
the growing belief that they will act 
on the principle that although Na­
tionalist Ireland does not love the 
budget it loves the Lords still less, 
and further, that Lloyd-George will be 
able to compensate Ireland in next 
year’s budget. Hence the ministry 
stands every chance of being allowed 
to proceed to the .third stage of the 
crisis, which will be reached at the 
end of .May or eaïly in June, and will 
be in essence ait attempt to coerce the 
King to overrule the Lords.

The Premier's Promise.
Premier Asquith’s undertaking, 

which roused the ministerialists, 
laborites and Redmonites to such en­
thusiasm last night, is that when the j 
Lords fail to accept the Commons’ 
veto resolutions, he will immediately 
advise the Crowrn to take steps to en­
sure the passage of the resolutions 
through the Lords in the present par­
liament. Mr. Asquith suggested it 
would be disrespectful to the King to 
state the precise terms of this advice, 
but his statement is accepted as 
meaning that he will ask the King to 
threaten the Lords with the immediate 
creation of 500 peers. Further, in 
the event of the King’s refusal of an 
immediate Royal pledge, Mr. Asquith 
undertakes not to ask for a dissolution 
unless the King gives a conditional 
pledge to create peers in the event of 
a Liberal victory at the elections.

He Would Resign.
Should the King also refuse this con­

ditional pledge, the Premier’s words 
are accepted by his followers as an 
undertaking that he will resign and 
leave the King to get through the 
political crisis and financial chaos as 
best he can.

The Times’ comment is as follows : 
“Either way, His Majesty is to be 

subjected to embarrassment and in­
dignity such as no occupant of the 
throne has had to endure since the 
revolution of 1688. -Mr. Balfour right­
ly declared that Premier Asquith’s 
proceedings are nothing short of des­
truction oi the constitution. The at­
tack goes beyond the Lords and de­
grades the monarchy into a party 
weapon. In Mr. Balfour’s words: 
‘The price minister has bought the 
Irish vote for the budget, and the 
priqe is the digzùty of his office and 
the great traditions of which hetof 
all men ought to be the guardian.' ’’ 

The ministerial- position is summed 
up by the Chronicle today, which 
says :

“The King is a constitutional mon 
arch. His government means govern­
ment in accordance with the will of 
the government. The will of the gov­
ernment is the veto resolutions which 
the Commons have accepted.”

Ottawa, Ont.. April 15—As a Globe’s 
criticism that adetiafe steps have not 
yet been taken to .ascertain the con­
ditions with regard to the navigation 
and other obstacles to the operation 
of the Hudson' Buy route.

IRISHMAN HURLS BRICK.

Storm of Blizzardlike Violence Sweeps 
Over Manitoba—Street Railwav 
Service in Winnipeg Paraiized— 
Telegraph Wires Down—Asphalt

Winnipeg, Man., April 15.—After 
six weeks balmy weather a storm, the 
worst since Christmas, and blizzard­
like in character, broke over this sec­
tion this morning, and so fax as th; 
city is concerned speedily tied up all 
traffic, but for an intermittent service 
on the street railway. The glare cf 
ice covering everything, completely 
stopped all vehicular traffic, while so 
strong was the wind that pedestrian; 
navigated the streets under difficulty. 
It will not damage the spring wheat, 
which is not above the ground in most 
places and nowhere enough advanced 
to be hurt.

Worst in Years.
Not for years has the city been so 

inconvenienced by a storm as yester­
day. The icy sleet forming on th; 
wires and rails paralyzed the street 
car service, in some cases breaking 
the wires. The ’telegraph wires suffer­
ed, the 'C.N.W. not having a wire out 
of the city from the middle of, the 
afternoon up to this morning. Th; 
sleet coating on the asphalt pavings 
made them so slippery that many city 
firms called in their teams early in 
the day, some horses however, were so 
badly injured by falls that they had 
to be shot and the police diverted 
traffic off the asphalted streets at 
several points. Sidewalks were equal­
ly dangerous but while, falls wer; 
many only one person, Mrs. Dawson, 
was seriously injured. The railway 
service was not materially effected.

BAN ON AUXILIARY TO SHRINERS

Action Taken on Recommendation of 
Noriks - Who Wanted Wives to 
Share.

New Orleans, April 12.—Placing 
the ban on the organization of the 
Daughters of Isis, a proposed auxili­
ary women’s branch Of- the Shriners, 
was the startling announcement by 
Imperial Potentate G. L. Street, of 
Richmond, Va., in his annual address 
of the opening of the Imperial Coun­
cil convention this morning at the 
Scottish Rite Cathedral.

This recommendation was made as 
the result of a long fight in the 
order made principally by the mar­
ried nobles, wiio wanted their wives 
and daughters to share in their plea­
sures. The bachelors won, and the 
issue will be settled tomorrow when 
it comes up before the Imperial 
Council in executive* session. The 
address of Imperial Potentate Street 
created a sensation in the Sihriners’ 
circles and has been the subject of 
much comment. It was caused by 
the application of several temples, 
principally Syrian, of CSncinnatti, to 
form a ladies “patrol.” This ivas 
forbidden by an edict issued some 
time ago, and the speech today was a 
confirmation of the edict.

As a special favor, however, the 
members of the Oincinnatti women’s 
organizations will be allowed to drill 
tomorrow for the edification of the

Cross-examined by R. C. Smith, 
counsel for the commission, Mr.

Mr. Grant’s opinion of Mr. Lums- 
den’s diagram and explanatory notes 
xplaimng what constitutes “assem­

bled rock” was submitted to half a 
dozen experienced engineers, none of 
them would arrive at the same opin- 
idn as to what was toe meaning Mr- 
Lumsdeh was trying to convey. He 
was not surprised that there were 
differences Over it.

In reply to further questions, Mr 
Grant sdid that over-classification had 
occurred where there had been un­
necessary blasting. None -had occur­
red in ledge rook. Some months pre­
vious to the retirement of Mr. Lums­
den, the witness said he and Mr. Don- 
cet had corrected to some extent this 
matter of “over breaking.”
