Sunday’s Collection.
The object of the collection to be 

taken up at St. Patrick’s Church on 
next Sunday is to help to liquidate 
the debt of $2,800 still due on the new 
schools which have been put up as an 
annex to Holy Cross.

For some years past the want of 
sufficient school accommodation was 
much felt in St. Patrick’s Parish. The 
congestion in the old schools had be­
come so great that the Archbishop de­
termined last November to initiate the 
work which is now completed and 
which is a credit to the contractors, 
Messrs. Kennedy Brothers.

The energetic committee who had 
the financing of the undertaking, col­
lected in a few months the very large 
sum of $3,200. To meet the demands 
of the contractors the committee got a 
loan of $2,000 at 3% per cent, leaving 
the sum of $800 still due.

The Christian Brothers have under­
taken to defray the expenses of fur­
nishing the new rooms. The school 
desks and the benches for manual 
work were made by Callahan, Glass & 
Co. in their usual up-to-date style.

The new building contains two large- 
school rooms, a typewriting room, and 
a room for manual instruction. It 
also has a fire escape by means cf 
which the top flats can be easily clear­
ed in case of danger.

The people of the West End have 
reason to be proud of the sacrifices 
they have made in connection with the 
new schools which will be the means 
of bringing educational facilities to 
the boys of St. Patrick’s Parish long 
after the present contributors will 
have passed to their reward.

Many generous friends in the East 
End have aided very materially to 
swell the sums subscribed by the peo­
ple of St. Patrick’s, and to these kind 
friends the committee are deeply 
grateful. Let us hope that Sunday's 
collection may be worthy of the sub- 
cribers and of the object to which they 
subscribe.

Rev. T. H. James, of EUiston, offi­
ciated, assisted by the Pastor of the 
diocese, Rev. N. Cole. The deceased 
leaves a widow, four sons and four 
daughters, namely, Messrs. George V., 
Roland. John and Miss S. Parsons, of 
Glovertown; Mr. 'Theophilus Parsons 
and Mrs. W. Homer, of Freshwater; 
Mrs. George Ford and Mrs. Dean, 
widow of the late J. T. Dean, Esq., of 
St. Anthony, to whom we extend our 
heartfelt sympathy.
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An Impasse.
A deep note of pessimism runs thro’ 

some recent observations of Sir Hen­
ry Lucy, on the Home Rule situation. 
Sir Henry is a long-time observer of 
matters parliamentary and his utter­
ances are of weight. During the 
past forty years he has worked in the 
Press gallery of the House of Com­
mons. He joined the Daily News in 
1873 as special correspondent, chief 
of the gallery staff and writer of its 
parliamentary summary. For about 
a year he was Editor of the Daily 
News, in 1SS6. This occupation prov­
ed uncongenial and he returned to 
the Press gallery. For some thirty- 
three years he has been known as 
Toby. M.P., and contributed to Punch 
the Essence of Parliament. His per­
sonal observations in the Commons 
extends over a period of more than 
forty years, and his relations with 
parliamentary leaders have been most 
intimate. He is a prominent liberal 
in his leanings. In. an article to the 
Observer, he says:—

"The Irish question has drifted in­
to what looks like a hopeless impasse, 
and except by modifying the home 
rule bill in favor of Ulster the gov­
ernment are at the end of their 
tether. Ulster still insists upon the 
absolute and final exclusion of the 
province from the bill. This Mr. As­
quith cannot, and will not grant, and 
a remarkable nationalist volunteer 
organization exists to prevent it.

“Moreover,” Mr. Lucy says, “con­
siderable and influential sections in 
the ministerialists in the House of 
Commons would turn and rend the 
government if they thus mutilated thé 
fundamental principle of home rule, 
namely the ultimate unity of Ireland 
under a Parliament in Dublin.

"As things are now moving the 
home rule bill will Ire added to the 
statute book without any agreement 
as to the amending bill.

"After that, the deluge, we are on 
the brink*»of a grave national crisis. 
The dutryrf all citizens is to recog­
nize and prepare to deal with impla­
cable facts.”

We cannot believe that the good 
sense of parliamentarians will allow 
the impasse to last.
. Facts must be recognized, and the 

clear unmistakeable fact is^ that 
whatever the Lords may do the pre­
sent Home Rule Bill will go on the 
Statute Book under the Parliament. 
Act. Concessions are to be offered 
in the form of an Amending Bill. 
Surely a working compromise can be 
arranged. If not, there is nothing for 
it but that the Home Rule Bill will 
go on the Statute Book and there 
will be no Amending Bill to go on 
the Statute Book to modify it.

Capt. Clarke’s 
Temporary Retirement

His many friends in the city and 
elsewhere will be soYry to learn that 
Captain Clarke of the Red Cross Liner 
Stephano of which ship he has been 
in command since she was launched
three years ago, is again far from 
well and acting on the advice of his 
medical attendants will " stay ashore 
for several trips, as he has been or­
dered to take three months complete 
rest. Last winter Capt. Clarke was 
indisposed at his home in New York 
but in the early spring he rallied 
and in April month • was sufficiently 
well enough to go to sea again. Un­
fortunately, however, his eonvales- 
cehce has been only temporary and 
his bold appearance and kindly dis­
position on the bridge will be surely 
missed. During his temporary retire­
ment his place will be filled by Capt. 
Smith who will be succeeded in the 
Florizel by Capt. Martin.

Sir Thomas Roddick.
Among those recognized on the 

King’s birthday was a famous Har­
bor Gracian, Thomas George Rod­
dick, M.D. This distinguished sur­
geon received a Knighthood. ' Sir 
Thomas was born on July ulst, 1816,
educated at his father's school and 
at Truro, and received his medical 
and surgical training at McGill, car­
rying off the Holmes gold medal. For 
six years he was Assistant House 
Surgeon at the -Montreal General 
Hospital. He held later several 
chairs in succession at his University 
the last being Professor of Surgery. 
He organized the medical and surgi­
cal system of the Royal ‘ Victoiia 
Hospital. Montreal, and became the 
head of his profession. He was one 
of the first to receive the personal 
instruction of Lord Lister, in his me­
thods of dressing wounds antisepti- 
cally. He organized also the hos­
pital and medical service of the 
expeditionary force in the N. W. re­
bellion in 1885. He was the first col­
onial to become President of the Brit­
ish Medical Association.

Methodist
Conference.

The afternoon session of yesterday 
the 25th inst.,-was occupied with thé 
receiving of reports, etc. One repoit, 
however, created some little surprise. 
We learn that, at St. Patrick’s, in the 
Twillingate District, there is a public 
house licensed to sell intoxicating 
liquor, and from this place, which, 
in Green Bay is fairly central, liquor 
is conveyed at all times of the year 
to local option centres. We under­
stand that this license was granted 
by the local magistrate, and it would 
be well to make an investigation so 
as to find out if all regulations rela­
ting to the granting or the renewal 
of such a license hav- been duly ob­
served. We firmly believe that the 
majority of the people of the vicinity 
are for closing this place down. We 
understand that a deputation has been 
appointed to interview the Premier 
with a view of finding out his decis­
ion in the matter. We are hopeful, 
we believe that the day will come 
when the legalized liquor traffic will 
be forever banished from this colony.
Temperance and Moral Reform Meet­

ing.
At S p.m. a large audience gather­

ed in George St. Church to hear Rev. 
W. J. Smith, B.A., on the great ques­
tion of Temperance and Moral Re­
form. Mr. Smith is one of the field 
secretaries connected with the De- i 
partaient of Temperance and Moral i 
Reform. Mr. Smith is a graduate of 
Victoria University, Toronto, Ont. He 
is a member of the Hamilton Confer- 
eice and in 1909 was President of that 
Conference. He ably represented his 
Department. The speaker first spoke 
of the great tendency that there is to­
day for man, cursed with the greed 
of gain, to change the green sward on 
which happy children played in for­
mer years, into blind alleys and wret­
ched, tenement" settlements. The ef­
fect of this upon .child life is incalcu­
lable. Children, by trying to evade 
the police are schooled to he law­
breakers from infancy. On becoming 
professionals they commit. some 
crime. The state demands that they 
swing at the end of a piece of hèmp. 
Society says that “by so doing jjhe.v 
have expiated a crime,” when in* re­
ality they have only performed tin- 
last act of the supreme tragedy of the 
civilization in which we live.

Referring to the legalized liquor 
traffic he spoke (1) of the great strug­
gle carried on in the United States 
of America for State Prohibition with 
a view to national prohibition of this 
great evil ; 9 states of the union have 
already secured prohibition, 18 more 
have prohibition in much of its terri­
tory. and 9 others are on their way to 
the polls. (2) Of the heartbreaking 
scenes which follow such an accursed 
traffic. He quoted the editor of one 
of the chief liquor journals of the 
United States of America as saying : 
"When the doom of the liquor traffic 

is sounded. the retail vendor of strong 
drink will" be responsible for it.” (3) 
Of the attitude of the saloon towards 
the Christian Church. The liquor 
traffic is the foe of the Christian 
Church. It will strike her. maim her 
every time the opportunity presents 
itsflf. CHristian Churches, therefore, 
should be the foe of the bar. and the 
saloon should never be allowed to 
doubt the relationship.

The White Slave Traffic.
That an organized traffic in human

souls, the results of which put to 
shame the evils of the slave trade of 
former years, exists to-day, is a self-
evident proposition. The panderers 
frequent parks, railway stations, de­
partmental stores, and even ply their 
trade in the quiet, secluded villages. 
The speaker cited an instance ■ that 
had come under his notice. This evil, 
to a great extent, is due to the double 
standard of. morals, which exists in 
society to-day. This is not only a 
qiuestion for the church, but it is a 
question which vitally concerns the 
nation, for the history of the world 
proves that only that nation is se­
cure, whose foundations are ground­
ed in civil righteousness. The ad­
dress was a masterly one, and one 
which will not soon be forgotten by 
those who were privileged to hear it.

ZACATREAS, Mexico. June 25.

After four days preliminary fight­
ing, the final assault on Zacatreas 
took place on Tuesday, resulting in 
the capture of the City by Constitu­
tionalists. Dead Fédérais, according 
to official figures, numbers 4.000 and
200 losses. The attacking side is not 
stated definitely, though General Vil­
la estimates the casualties at 500 
dead and 800 wounded.

NEW YORK, June 25.
The biggest mercantile failure in 

the history of the United States was 
precipitated to-day When receivers 
were appointed for H. B. Claflin & 
Company of this city. The company, 
it is estimated, owes more than thirty 
million dollars which at the present 
time it is unable to pay. Assets are 
said to be $44.000,000. John Claflin, 
head of the concern and its chief in­
dividual stock holder, is owner of a 
chain of nearly thirty other dry 
goods enterprises throughout the 
country, which are involved in the 
failure. Receivers for several of 
those were named to-day. Similar 
action it was announced, would be 
taken to care for the rest. Their busi­
ness will be continued under the re­
ceivers’ management until their fin­
ancial affairs have been adjusted. 
From three to five thousand Banks in 
all parts of the States compose the 
bulk of Claflin creditors. They hold 
notes aggregating for the major part 
of the liabilities. According to Cla­
flin. the failure was due to unprece­
dented shifting of trade centres of 
New York City which compelled the 
concern to rely mainly upon its re­
tail stores in other cities for profits.
