WILLIAM J. BARTLETT, sworn, to
Dr. Lloyd.—Belongs to Brigus, and is
master of the sealer Terra Nova. Has
been prosecuting the seal fishery six-
teen years as man, and thirty-one as
master. Has been about twenty years
at the Guilf fishery. Remember 31st

| of March last and the 30th. The snow

began falling and the weather com-
menced on Monday midnight. Wit-
ness read extracts taken from notes
at the time as to weather conditions
in the vicinity of St. Paul’s, and
other particulars of the voyage. On
Tuesday the ship was in a pan of ice
all day, snowing hard with strong
wind, unfit for men'to be on the ice.
On Wednesday it was much colder.
Was in company with the Southern
Cross most of the voyage. Witness
was not on board, but some of his
crew were. Two were on board March
23rd when she was fairly well fished,
but had not all her seals aboard. Does
not know how many were on board
when she left the ice. Witness always
thought the Southern Cross a fine
ship, but did not know much of her
last season. The only mistake the
master of the Southern Cross made,
in opinion of witness, was that he did
not harbour, instead of continuing the
voyage on: the morning of her loss.
The barometer on the Terra Nova did
not indicate bad weather on the 30th,
when the storm comenced, but it
dropped somewhat the next day. Wi.t-
ness thinks panning is necessary in
the interests of the men as well as
the voyage, though seals are invari-
ably haued on board as killed, when
possible. The ice in the Gulf is us-
ually more level than at the front. The
men go from three to six miles from
the ship at times, but none of his men
have been out on the ice all night. Men
can supply themselves with a suffi-
ciency of food going on the ice, and
no man ever complained of the qual-
ity or quantity of food to witness in
all his experience.

To Judge Johnson.—Witness did not
think the high bulwarks of the South-
ern Cross was a cause 8f great dan-
ger. Witness did not mean that the
Southern Cross was lost because the
Capt. did not harbour, but rather that
the chances of safety were better. It
was just an opinion, however. Seals
on deck are not a danger, but rather
the reverse. Witness prefers dories
to other boats for seal fishery, and
they are more useful in a heavy sea.
In the matter of food, witness thought
there was not much cause for com-
plaint. As to clothing, there might
be room for improvement, but a solu-
tions of the difficulty is not easy.
Most-of the trouble as to accommoda-
tion of the crew is with the crew
themselves, owing to careless and un-
cleanly habits. I

To the Chief Justice.—It is usual
for the men to come on board at sun-
set or soon after.

MOSES BARTLETT, sworn to Dr.
Lloyd.—Belongs to Brigus. Has been
going to the ice about 28 years, five
springs as master. Was in the Terra
Nova last spring as second hand. Re-
member the 31st March last, when it
was snowing in the morning, growing
worse during the day, until night
when it was quite cold and stormy.
The men were on board al day, exdept
about 25, for a short time in the
morning. Was master of the South-
ern Cross in 1909, the only year. She
was a good sea boat in strong breeze.
She was as good as any of the wood-
€n ships, as far as witness knew.

To Judge Johnson.—A load line
might be all right for greater safety,
though it was not often the ships get
such large cargoes. Witness
a thorough imspection of all ships in
he holds, the engine room, the tim-
bers, should be made every year by
an independent inspector. The dory
is the best boat for the seal fishery,
and would live where punts would
swamp. Four miles is a reasonable
distance for men to be away from
their ships, and captains should not
be allowed to send them further, un-
less arrangements were made for their
protection ‘on another ship. A law
regulating clothing for sealers would
not be practical, as the men would
evade it. Witness is of opinion that
something gave out in connection with
the engines. There was difficulty in
connection with the rose pipe when he
was master, owing to choking near
the rose, else she would have weather-
€d the storm. The master should be
zlone responsible for shipping the
crew, s e will then select good men,
who' will be amenable to; his orders.
Witness do€s not know How the dis-
asters of last spring could have been
avertcd. If a ship is fully loaded be-
low, she has enough, though if near
port, seals on deck would not be
cengerous. At times seals are put
cn deck for trimming purposes.

SOURCES OF SUPPLY.
“Freights are higher because in-
surance is moré costly, coal dearer,
and ships scareer,” adds the ‘Times.’
“Then there.are delays in port be-
cause railways, like ships, are being
used for military purposes, and be-
cause the supplpy of labor is insuffi-
cient. There is congestion_ at Liver-
pool; a similar state of things exists
in .ondon and in Glasgow, where
compplaints of deficient labor have
been made for weeks past.
“Other causes are the closure of
some sources of supply and the di-
version of trade to other markets. The
last-mentioned causes have not been
sufficiently appreciated. Our chief
sources of wheat and flour in normal
times are British possessions—name-
ly Canada, India, and Australia—the
United States, Argentina, and Russia.
We algo take usually a considerab’le
quantity of flour from France, Ger-
many, Austria, and Roumania. All
the last four are practically with-
drawn; Germany and Austria by the
state of ' belligerendy, Roumania by
the clogure of the Black Sea, France
by reason of her own needs and the
operations of war. ' Russia is also cut
off. Of the remaining five sources
Australia has no surplus because of a
poor harvest, and Argentina is doubt-
ful because there is a prospect of onée.
There will be plenty of food, but the
price will be more dependent on the

usual.”

one of the unfortunate victims who
perished on H. M. S. Viknor, a steamer
converted into an auxiliary cruiser,
which was recently reported lost
with all hands off the coast of Ireland.
An uneasy feeling existed that Sea-
man Kelly was unlikely to have been
the only Newfoundland reservist
aboard, and unfortunately this uncer-
tainty resolved itself into a certainty,
when a despatch arrived this morn-
ing that of the crew of 258 men, there
were 24 of the Royal Naval Reserve
Men from Newfoundland. This state-
ment was made after the publication
of the casualty list last night. We
immediately communicated with the
Prime Minister to know if it was pos-
sible to obtain the names of the men,
or if there was anything official in re-
lation to the matter, and received the
following reply:—

“Up to one o’clock to-day the Gov-
ernment had received no information
in relation to the names of those who
have been Jlost; nor indeed of the
fact that any Newfoundlanders had
been lost on the ship. On Wednes-
day, the 27th instant, I received  a
message from Rev. R. H. Maddock and
also from Mr. Walter M. Kelly, of
Brigus, Conception Bay, asking for in-
formation regarding the same matter.
1 immediately requested His Excel-
lency the Governor to cable the Ad-
miralty to obtain details, but so far
nothing has been received. After
reading the public despatch this morn-
ing I called upon His Excelleney the
Governor, and he is hoping to have a
reply early during the day. Imme-
diately upon the receipt of information
regarding the names of those lost, if
the news should unfortunately be true,
arrangements have been made to tele-
graph the same to the relatives of
the missing men.”

Canada Should Act.

The Norwegian sealing steamer
Njord has decided not to clear from
.a Newfoundland port for the seal
fishery, as was the intention origin-
ally. - The reason given is that the
owners will not go to the expense of
the installation of wireless apparatus,
that the Act passed atthe War Session
last September, makes imperative. It
is proposed to fit out from a Canadian
port to avoid  compliance with the
Newfoundland law. 'Fhere is only
one effective way of trumping this
trick to avoid our law and that is for
the . Newfoundland Government to
invite the Dominion Government to
co-operate with them and pass a law
of a-similar tenor to force a sealing
steamer eclear from Canadian ports
to instalj‘%s_'outﬂt. Any law
we may pass ot prevent New-
foundlanders, domiciled in Canada,
from joining the Norwegian vessel,
but a law passed by Canada of the
same tenor as our own will meet the
gituation completely. - As our Jaw was
hased on the terrible experience of
the disaster of last spring and was
passed- for the safety of the ‘men ‘en-
gaged in this particulary hazardous'
venture, our own Government can
call upon the the Dominion Govern-
ment in the name of the highest prin-
ciples of humanity to co-operate and
pass a similar law.

DAMAGED.
LONDON, To-day.

The Daily Chronicle’s correspond-
ent in Holland, says that trustworthy
information has reached him that the
German battle cruiser Derflinger was
badly damaged by fire as a result of
the engagement with the British last
Sunday and is in Hamburg docks for
overhauling. He adds that the battle
cruisers Seydlitz and Moltke lie at
Cuxhaven badly damaged.

WANTS IMPERIAL CONFERENCE.

LONDON, To-day.

The Times in an editorial on The
Dominions Partnership again dis-
cusses the question of an Imperial
Conference and quotes a despatch
from ifs Toronto correspondent to the
effect that Canada is not convinced;
that great advantages would be likely
to result from conference so long as
the energies of the Mother Country
and Canada are devoted to war. If
that is so, says the Times, well and
good, but let our ministers be careful
that their own preoccupation with
their current duties does not combine
with self suppression of Dominions to
baulk their hopes and disappoint their
legitimate expectations on the sub-
ject of a future Imperial organization.

SOME TAIL TWISTING.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

In a final appeal in the House for a
larger navy, Representative Hobson,
Alabama, declared it was his firm
conviction that the States has secured
peace with Japan only by giving as-
surances of speedy retirement from
tHe Philippines. I am further con-
vinced, Hobson continued, that our
first inquiry into the intentions of
Japan in seizing Kiao Chow and the
Islands in the Pacific will not be fol-
lowed up at least by this Administra-
tion. That Japan as price of peace
will be given a free hand in China
with a vbrospect of a complete over-
throw of the open door policy, leaving
China to its fate, to become a govern-
ed nation, while the commerce of
America which in cotton goods alone
fell off over $20,000,000 in Manchuria
after the Japanese occupation will be
at the mercy of a competition, while
the overthrow of the balance of pow-
er in the Pacific would lead to an in-
evitable war. Hobson reviewed the
situation in Europe

Referring to criticism of America’s
conduct by both sides in the present
war and to the arbitary treatment of
American ships, he declared the situ-
ation closely parellelled conditions
which led to war with France in 1800
and to that with England in 1812. Na-
poleon’s resentment which led to war
with Franece in 1800, he said, was not
as intense as the growing resentment
of Germany to-day at the great source
of supply of war material her enemy
the allies are finding in America. Bri-
tain’s attitude toward our purchase of
the ships of Germany is nothing short
of menacing. Representative Saund-
ers, of Virginia, arguing against the
contention that preparation for war is
a guarantee of peace suggested that
the Emperor of Germany was being
looked upon with mistrust now be-
cause of the preparation Germany had
made for present war. He asked if
anybody believed there would have
been war in Europe if President Wil-
son had occupied the place of the Em-
peror. Representative Helm, Ken-
tucky, said England had had three
quarters of the earth’s surface under
militarism for fifty-three years and
asked which was the greater evil, Eng-
land or Germany

AIR RAID ON DUNKIRK.

DUNKIRK, To-day.

The bombardment from the air car-
ried out here by the Germans last
night came from gix aeroplanes. It
was a clear moonlight night, but the
machine 'could not be seen except
when lit up now and then by the beam
of the whirling searchlights. The
droning of propeller however. was
heard some time before the aero-
planes arrived. This was sufficient
notice and the toscin was rung: for
the inhabitants to seek shelter, accord-
ing to plan arranged by the authori-
ties. In all fifty bombs thrown, ten
of which were incendiary ones. A
number of private houses were dam-
aged, but the result of the raid from
its military point of view was nil.

TURKS ROUTED IN PERSIA.

The Paris correspondent of Reu-
ter’'s Telegraph Company telegraphs
that he learns the Russians have
routed the Turkish troops in Persia
and have entered Tabriz, the capital
of the Province of Azerbajan, which
the Turks occupied early in January.

GERMAN BATTLE CRUISERS BAD-
LY DAMAGED IN E}GHT.

London, Jan. 27.—The Scotsman,
pubushed in Edinburgh, prints thrill-
“ing “accounts of the North Sea baftle
as gathered from men engaged in it
who were landed in Edinburgh. They
describe it as one of the greatest

struggles in naval history and thrilling |

in every respect.

From the position of the German
fleet when it was first encountered
these men assumed that it is virtually
certain that its objective was New-
cagtle. The strength of the raiding
squadron was quickly ascertained and
as the entire raiding force sheered off
immediately after it was discovered,
the chase was a long one- before the
guns began to work.

Lion Starts the Fighting.

Then the Lion, which was leading,
overhauled the slow Blucher, and, in
passing, gave her a broadside, causing
frightful damage. The Lion did not
wait, however, but continued in- pur-
suit of the fleeing Derflinger, Seydlitz
and Moltke.

The Tiger, which came next, also
poured a broadside into the Blucher,
as did also the Princess Royal, both
of which were speeding on to join
in the chase of the others. It was
already evident at this time, accord-
ing to the mewspaper’s informants,
that the Blucher, abandoned by her
swift consorts, was a doomed ship.

The chase already had continued for
two hours. The light German cguisers
pluckily did their best to cover the
fleeing battle cruisers, until the task
was hopeless, when they followed the
example of the big cruisers and de-
voted their entire powers to getting
away.

Big Ships Overhauled.

The big German ships were now
being steadily overhauled and pound-
ed by the British cruisers. The Lion,
which had overhauled and smashed a
second cruiser in the German line, ac-
cording to- the men interviewed, say
that the fight was likely to be pro-
longed right up to the 1zine fields.
The Tiger, Princess Royal and Indomi-
table were now within range of the
large vessels, and the men in their in-
terviews are credited with expressing
the belief that they wrought terrible
havoc on the German battle cruisers.

The fire of the Derﬂingen and Seyd-
litz, it is assertéd, grew weaker and
wealier as the running fight proceeded.

“Within a half an hour’s run of the
mined area,” said one of the men, “the
Derflinger was on ‘fire. Masses of
flame were sweeping her forward deck,
her: decks were strewn with wreck-
age of the shattered upper works, and
when she reached the ‘shelter of the
mines she had no answer to give to
the hail of projectiles which followed
her home. She must have suffered
serious loss of life.

Ship Badly Dainlged.

“The third vessel in the line was be-
lieved to be the Seydlitz, but possibly
was the Moltke. It Buffered even
worse. It came under the Lion’s fire
and besides received something from
the fire of the Tiger, the Princess Roy-
al and the Indomitable. She was in
a terrible plight. One after another
her guns were smashed and put out
of action, and there was great execu-
tion among her crew. .She was a si-
lent ship, steaming desperately for
shelter with the whole of her after
deck ablaze.

“Meantime the Lion was devoting
her attention to the struggle between
the light cruisers, using her speed and
gun power with great ‘effect.”

GERMANS DROPPED BOMBS.

While British Rescued Blucher’s Men.

Harwich, via London, Jan. 27th.—
(1.45 a.m.)—A’' witness of the mnaval
battle on Sunday in the North Sea,
who has returned here, describes the
sinking of the German armoured cru-
iser Blueher as a terrible sight. The
sea was covered with debris and men
struggling for their lives.

When the British launched a boat
to rescue the survivors a monoplane
flew overhead and droped bombs,
which, though they did not fall near-
er than a hundred yards, prevented
many of the drowning men from being
taken out of the water.

One British destroyer was struck by
a German shell, which pierced her
boilers and put her out of action. She
was towed to the east coast base for
repairs.

Throughout the progress of the ac-
tion the British vessels were con-
stantly attacked by German submar-
ines, but British torpedo boat destroy-
ers kept circling around, and suc-
cessfully warded off this danger.

GERMAN SOLDILRS MUTINY.

PARIS, To-Day.

TWENTY-FOUR N'E“FOUNDLAND-
ERS WENT DOWN WITH .THE
YIKNOR.

LONDON, Jan. 30.
The casualty list issued last night,
shows that the British armoured mer-
chant vessel Viknor, which was lost
off the Coast of Ireland several days
ago, carried a crew of 258 men, com-
posed of Naval Reserve men and boys
belonging to the mercantile marine,
all of whom perished. Among the
crew were twenty-four Royal Naval
Reserve men from Newfoundland.

OFFICIAL.

LONDON, Jan. 29.
The Governor, Newfoundland:

The French Government reports a
satisfactory day . along -the whole
front.

South of Lys, British artillery
swept the routes and concentration
points of German troops.

In the region of Craonne, the
French have re-captured the whole of
the disputed ground; their total loss
being about 800.

German attacks in Argonne and St.
Mihiel were completely defeated.

Progress was made in the Vosges
and Alsace.

The losses of the enemy between
Ypres and Vosges from the 25th to
the 27th, appear to exceed 20,000.

The Russian Government reports
a successful offensive north of Tilsit,
and in the Carpathians, especially
southwest of Docukla, where the ene-
my abandoned ammunition and
stores.

HARCOURT.

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.

. Official, Jan. 28.—During' the night
of 27th and 28th, the enemy didn't
make any infantry . attacks. To the
northwest of Zonnebeke Germans
bombarded strongly. An artillery
fight occurred on the Aisne. In Ar-
gonne there was simple cannonading
from the enemy and ourselves. In
Alsace, northwest of Ammeatzviller,
our troops maintained themselves in
spite of violent-bombardment, on con-
quered ground during the day and or-
ganized themselves there. Calm
reigns en the remainder of the front.

Official, 29.—The 28th was only
conspicuous by local actions which
were favorable to the allies. In Bel-
gium, in the Nieuport region, our in-
fantry tock footing in Grande Dune,
the place spoken of in the communi-
que of 17th January. A German aero-
plane has been brought to ground by
our cannons. In Ypres, Lens and Ar-
ras sections there were artillery duels
which at times were very violent. A
few infantry attacks were started by
the Germans, but were immediately
repulsed by our fire. In Soissons,
Craonne and Rheims sections there is
nothing to report. Between Rheims
and Argonne there was artillery
fighting without much intensity. It
is confirmed that the attack repulsed
by us at Fontaine Madame on the
night of the 27th and 28th cost the
Germans heavily, more than 300
corpses being found in front of our
trenches. On the heights of Meuse
and in Woevre the day was calm. In
the Vosges there was artillery fight-
ing, and our cannons at several points
silenced batteries and German ma-
chine guns. We have everywhere
fortified our positions on the ground
gained on 27th. In the latest com-
munique from German headquarters
are three affirmations, to which we
reply. 1st. It is false that the ene-
my obtained any success in Craonne
region; 2nd, it is false that machine
guns have been taken from us in Al-
sace; 3rd, it is false that our attacks
of 27th in Vosges section have been
repulsed. We have gained and main-
tained ground that is about 400 me-
tres.

GERMAN AEROPLANE CAPTURED.

PARIS, Jan. 29.—(Official.)
At the east of Soissons, the Ger-
mans made two attempts to cross the
Aisne, one at Nullof Rocks, the other
at the head of a bridge which is held
by our troops, to the north of the

bridge of Venizel. These two attacks
were repulsed.

During the night of Jan. 28th, Dun-
kirk was bombarded by aviators, who
caused some insignificant losses, but
killed or wounded few persons.

On the night of Jan. 28-29, two of
our aviators launched numerous
bombs upon the enemy’s works in the
region of Laon, Lafre and Soissons.

On the morning of the 29th a Ger-
man aeroplane was brought down
east of Gerbeviller. Its pilot and me-
chanic, a German officer and a sub-
officer, were made prisoners.

A LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, Jan. 29.

With the armies of France, in
Flanders, recuperating after the
strenuous fighting of the earlier days
of the week, only local actions are
being reported.

Interest in the war situation has
been transferred to the Russian offen-
sive in East Prussia, and the attempt
of a strong Austro-German army to
dislodge the troops of Emperor Nich-
olas from their positions in the Car-
pathians.

In East Prussia the Russian offen-
sive has developed in_ the  extreme
north, where renewed fighting seems
to confirm the belief that definite ef-
forts to advance north of the Mazuri-
an lakes district, where previously
the Russians were defeated, have
been decided upon by the Russian
General Staff.

More vital to both sides, h\owever,
apparently, is the campaign in the
Carpathians, where, southwest of
Dukla Pass, the Russians have deliv-
ered an energetic attack and, accord-
ing to their account of the combat,
compelled the Austro-Germans to re-
treat, leaving behind ammunition  and
stores.

This attack, according to military
observers, indicated an attempt by
the Russians to turn the flank of the
Teuton Allies, and if it should prove
successful, observers say, it would
have serious consequences for the
large Austro-German army in and
about the Carpathians.

Russian military experts anticipate
that the Austrians will deliver their

in Western Bukowina, with the hope
of achieving a signal victory, and thus
give Roumania cause to pause. Only
one thing is holding Roumania in
check at present, it is stated, and that
is the uncertainty as to what action
Bulgaria would be likely to take.

Bulgaria, it is asserted, is still de-
manding a part of Macedonia, now
under Serbian rule, as a price of her
neutrality. This, Serbia is reported
to be not willing to part with. Greece,
it is asserted, also objects to Bulgaria
extending her boundaries westward,
as taking this ground would place a
wedge between her and her ally,
Serbia. Thus, seemingly, the whdle
Balkan situation remains unsolved,
and it is stated it is not likely to be
cleared up until. the demands of Bul-
garia are satisfied.

Another skirmish with the Turkish
advance guard not far from Suez, is
reported from the British forces in
Egypt. It was not of a serious char-
acter. On the other hand, British
marines are said to have landed at
Alexandretta, Asiatic Turkey, and
have cut the telegraph wires.

CANADIAN CONTINGENT.

LONDON, Jan. 29.

A start has been made in despatch-
ing the men of the first Canadian
Contingent to France. A number
have already gone, but the greater
bulk will be moved across the Chan-
nel by next Monday. Every man of
the Contingent is prepared for the
move, and all are highly elated at
getting to the Qontinent. Health con-
ditions at Salisbury Plains have
greatly improved sinceé frost hardened
the mud tracks. Colonel Victor Wil-
liams, who had been seriously ill, ‘is
now out of danger, and coming to
London.
