It is ordered that a sum of 33c. per day be placed
to the credit of each Naval Reservist from the time of
commencement of the war, in cases where men were
then serving, or otherwise, from the time when their
services began up to the time of discharge, or of death,
or to the 30th of September, 1917, inclusive.

As the rate of pay of Naval Reservists was in-
creased from October 1st, 1917, and as the difference
between the amount they receive and that allowed the
members of The Royal Newfoundland Regiment is
17¢. per day, this difference will also be credited them
from that date.

The foregoing amounts will not in any case be
made a payment from Admiralty sources. The Min-
ister of Militia, St. John’s, Nfld., is solely responsible
for the issue of any sums due.

Newfoundland Royal Naval Reserve men serving
in any of H. M. Ships, including all members of the
Trawler Reserve and those in Defensively Armed
Merchant Ships etc., are eligible for the pay as set
forth, and should be informed of the following alter-
natives as regards the method of payment:—

(a) Paj'ment will be made on personal application
to the Minister of Militia, St. John’s.

(b‘)ﬂ*Payment will be made to the nominee of any
Reserve man, on written application duly witnessed,
to the Minister of Militia, St. John’s.

(¢) Sums due will be placed to the eredit of Re-
sesrve men who do not desire to avail themselves of
the foregoing and can be drawn by them at the ex-
piration of their service.

The following form is to be compiled and for-
warded direct to the Minister of Militia, St. John’s,
Newfoundland, at the earliest possible date:—

Civil Servants Pay.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—A most influentially
signed petition has been forwarded
to the Government by members of the
Civil Service. It has been subscribed
to by most of the deputy heads of de-
partments, and by numerous other
representative officials.

It sets forth that while the cost of
living has increased over one hundred
per cent., and while the whole busi-
ness community has recognized it, to
the benefit of employees, ‘longshore-
men, truckmen, and unsktiled labor-
ers, generally, the civil service is the
only institution whose wages have
not changed with the changed condi-
tions now existing.

It is said that there will be a sur-
plus of $150,000 at the end of the fiscal
year, and there could be no sounder or
better investment for this sum, than
its distribution amongst the civil ser
vice, because it will go directly back
into the revenue for the necessaries
of life, and every business man in the
country would feel the benefit of . it
immediately. Besides if civil servantis
had even a few shillings to spare over
their pressing bills, they would not
be so often put to shame, wi.en funds
for ‘patriotic and other purposes are
solicited, and they may even be abie
to invest in the Victory Loan.

Send Reinforcements

With the passage of the Conscription
Bill by both branches of the Legisla-
ture being now but a matter of hours,
some surprise will be expressed over
the avowed intention of the Govern-
ment, as announced by the Hon. W. J.
Ellis, in the Council, on Tuesday, to
POSTPONE THE PROCLAMATION
OF THE ACT, UNTIL EMPIRE DAY,
MAY 24TH. The reason for this is too
transparent. To say that it will take
nearly one month to inform those liv-
ing in extern parts of the island, of
the new law, is to merely frivol with
the seriousness of the moment, 80O far
as the Regiment is concerned. Tele-
graph extension has been carried to
nearly all the settlements of this Dg-
minion, and the word, flashed over the
wires, that the Conscription Act 1s to
become operative immediately, will
give all the information necessary.
There, obviously, is something moro
than meets the eye, underlying this
pronouncement.

In the meantime there are some four
hundred men, in uniform or ready to
go in uniform, in the city, being the
magnificent result of the Soldiers’
Campaign, and in the meantime, also,
the demand which came for reinforce-
ments in the ea~ly part of the month,
is as insistent now, if not more &o,
than it was at the time it was sent.
Still there has been no move on the
part of the military authorities to meet
that demand by sending the much
peeded reinforcements. Are they wait-
ing for a hurry call? We suggasted
gome weeks ago that the men, under
arms, be made ready for dispatch
gerosgs to England, where they can be
§rainéd more quickly than here. With
constantly increasing numbers com-
fng in, this matter should be at once
taken up, and a draft sent over large
enough to meet the drain which has
been made on the strength of the bat-
talion in the continuous fighting in
which it has been engaged.

Lest the gravity of the official com-
munication be forgotten, here it is
again:—

“From Officer
Bn.:—

Have received urgent appeal for
strong reinforcements of 1st Bat-
talion to replace casualties in 1e-
cent heavy fighting. Unable to
meet demand. Absolutely impera-
tive to maintain immediate and
continued drafts of recruits.”

Commanding 2nd

Absolutely imperative (for Govern-
ment) to maintain IMMEDIATE and
CONTINUED drafts of recruits. We
ask in all"sincerity if this demand has
been met, and if not, why not? There
is no ambiguity whatever about the
wording of the dispatch. It states
st,raightly\ that because ‘of the heavy
casualtics in the recent fighting the
battalion at the front is in imperative
need of being kept at strength by im-
mediate and continued; drafts of re-
cruits. Nothing has been done to meet
this need. The men are here, and why
ig it that there is §6 much slackness
shown in high places? Have the vital
requiremerts of the Royal Nw‘ound-
lands, “over there” been forgotten be-

cause of the scramble to hold on to*

office? It would appear so. Then,
should the worst happen to the boys in
the trenches, their blood will be up-
on the heads of the members of the
Government, (who talked politics and
left the Regiment to suffer and die),
because they failed in the erucial mo-
ment to live up to national ideals and
sacrificed the best and bravest on the
altar of political expediency. For the
sake of all you hcld dear, gentlemen
of the Government, for the sake of
the honour of Newfoundland, and for
the restoration c¢f your own honor,
rise 'to the occasion, and SEND RE-
INFORCEMENTS.

Our Fufure
gisih C_o__a_l Supply.

Attentiop is directed to the situa-
tion which exists at the mines of
Sydney and North Sydney, with regard
to the future supplies of coal for New-
foundland. Our correspondent “Terra
Nova” points out that since the mines
at these places have been under the
control of the new management, sup-
plies of coal for Newfoundland have
been gradually withheld and = to-day
they have stopped all shipments to
this country for the present season,
the excuse being that the whole output
is needed for their own use. Our cor-
respondent knows whereof he writes,
and in view of the extreme serious-
ness of this question, as presented
by him, we would urge upon the Gov-
ernment that they take instant steps
to cope with dssituation which threat-
ens our very exiptence. Dependent
as we aré upon the coal mines of Cape
Breton for all our supplies of bitu-
minous fuel, Newfoundland is con-
fronted with the danger of being cut
off from the source, and it needs no
further comment to show that it is the
duty of the Administration to en-
quire into the condition, which as has
been stated by “Terra Nova” now ex-
ists, before it is too late.

Passports.

With regard to the issuance of pass-
ports referred to by our Grand Bank
correspondents yesterday, we are
asked to say for their information,
and for the information of the trave:-
ling public generally, that the method
followed in this country is srimilar t>
that of the United States and Canada.
In these countries all passports are
issued from Washington and Ottawa,
and following such procedure, New-
foundland passports have io be issued
at St. John’s. The fee taxed for the
same is covered by the use of Inter-
nal Revenue Stamps, which must be

affixed to each document, the money

for which goes into the general rew-
enue. No extra fee is collected by
the issuing official.

Nfld. Scotch
Cured Herring.

The fate of an industry which has
sustained a large proportion of tae
seafaring fold of Newfoundland from
time immemorial hangs in the balance
this season; there is disaster and
ruin to many if cold storage facilities
are not available in New York—both
to fishermen and packers in the An-
cient Colony and mercHants here.
This is the summary of the situation
as viewed by many of the largest
handlers of Newfoundland Scotch
cured herring, many of whrom have
considerable quantities bought and
paid for, which have not yet bheen
shipped from St. John’s. It is esti-
mated that some 15,000 barrels of fall
caught herring yet remains in New-
foundland, most of it in the outports,
which has already been sold to New
York account at the highest prices on
record. It is this herring which will
cost merchants dearly if there is no
place to store it when it arrives. Be-
sides, there are thousands of barrels
of winter pack and spring pack her-
ring—some of it not yet packed—
which ordinarily would fini its mar-
ket in this city as a distributing cen-
ter for the East and Chicago, which is
the distributing point for the Middle
West. This herring alrealy repre-
sents investments of thousands of
dollars, which the packers in New-
foundland may lose if it is not saleable
to New York importers. The condi-
tion is admittedly critical; there
seems to be no question of its serious-
ness among the merchants of New
York, who state that they cannot
buy more of this herring—no matter
what the cure of then—unless there
is cold storage space to preserve iu
during the “dog days” now approach-
ing only too rapidly. Sales of New-
foundland herring have been few
since last reports. Those who hold
stocks and have them in store are un-
willing to sell lest they find them-
selves without supplies when the de-
mand resumes along in June and Ju-
ly. Those who have no siorage are
gambling with the weather and hop-
ing that there may be some relief be-
fore it is too late. There are offer-
ings aplenty at St. John’s and ready
for shipment, and offerings of spring
herring which probably could be
shipped in July in liberal quantities.
A searching investigation of the mar-
ket in New York during the present
week reveals not the slightert change
in the condition that existed a fori-
night ago. There is nothing selling:
thére is no business. Merchants and
jobbers. are just waiting-—and hoping.

The Prime Minister of
Newtqundland, Dr. Lloyd, with “an
illegally constituted Assembly, and
ONLY TWELVE MEMBERS OUT OF
THIRTY-SIX behind him, regarded it
as highly proper to pass throygh the
House of Assembly a Bill to take ad-
vantage ‘of the War to keep himself
in power for the next eighteen months.
With Sir Robert Borden “Noblesse
Oblige” was something more than a
mere empty phrase; with Dr. Lloyd,
well, apparently it is not understood.
In “Some pages” of his life that the
Right Rev. W. Boyd Carpenter, Canon
of Westminster and Clerk of the
Closet to H. M. The King, and former-
ly Bishop of Ripon. has given to the
world, there occurs this statement,—
“One truth, which to-day is ignored—
Noblesse Oblige—the big men will not
descend {o the tyrannous methods on
which little men embark without
scruples.” This truth is about to be
put to the test in our Legislative
Council in a day or two, and the pub-
lic will then discover whether or not
we have any “big men” in connection
with the conduct of our public affairs,
men to whom “noblesse oblige” is
something more than a mere phrase.
The right of the people to a truly re-
presentative and responsible Govern-
ment has been denied by the “little
men” of the House of Assembly, and
the question of this right has now
been referred to the members of the
Upper House. It depends upon their
vote as to whether right is to give
place to might in the Goyernment of
this country. As to whether a con-
temptible majority of “little men,”
clothed in a brief authority, secured
by threats and bribes, shall he per-
mitted to tyrannize over the people of
this country, and, under the disguise
of preparing for greater military en-
deavour, legalize their betrayal of the
public trust, and secure to themselves
a further lease of power. The people
of this country have been accustomed
to look to the Legislative Council as
the place where “noblesse oblige” in-
fluences the action of “big men,” and
guarantees protection from “the tyran-
nous methods on which liitle men
embark without scruple.” The eyes
of the people are now turned to that
body” with an appeal, and an expres-
sion of hope that they will not set the
seal of their approval to the GREAT
BETRAYAL.

Clear of this there is only one
effective means whereby this problem
can be grappled with and that is the
establishment of a Juvenile Court and
a Children’s Deterntion Home, and
above all operated without fear or
favour.

Wax paper, paper napkins, paper
plates and drinking cups are handy
additions to the school luncheon box
and may be thrown away after use.
