The Heir ot 
Bayneham

—AND—

Lady Hutton s Ward.
CHAPTER VI.

The Baynehame ot Gastle Bayneham 
were a noble and ancient family. The 
earldom dated ae far back aa the reign 
of the "Merry Monarch." Hulbert 
Bayneham had been one of his chief 
favorites, and he delighted to honor 
him. He created him Earl of Bayne­
ham and Baron of Hulsmeer.

Hulbert, the first earl, built Bayne­
ham Castle, and the state apartment 
is still shown where the king slept 
when he visited his friend. From Hul­
bert the line of succession was un­
broken—son succeeded father, and 
each one added some new lustre to 
the name. Hildebrand, the third earl, 
was one of England’s grandest war- 
riors. Stephen, hie grandson, was an 
eminent statesman ; his influence was 
great, and he used it well. The father 
of the present earl was remarkable 
for nothing save having married one 
of the most beautiful and imperious 
women in England—Lady Blanche 
Delamere. She was descended from 
an illustrious but somewhat decayed 

"family. They had title, rank, position 
and Influence, but very little money, 
and when Lord Bayneham proposed to 
the daughter of the house, every one 
considered it an excellent match. No 
one ever asked what Lady Blanche 
thought herself. She had beauty and 
dignity, and her union with Lord 
Bayneham gave her everything else; 
and for many years the beautiful and 
imperious Countess of Bayneham was 
one of the most courted and popular 
women of the/day.

She had a younger sister, who, un­
like the brilliant countess, married for 
love; she united her fate with that of 
an almost penniless captain, Gerald 
Earle. Fortune however favored them, 
for before Gerald and his young wife- 
began to feel the evils of poverty, a 
large fortune was bequeathed to him 
by a distant relative. Gerald Earle 
died abroad, and his delicate wife did 
not long survive him. She had left 
her only child, Barbara, to the care 
of the Countess of Bayneham. Her 
trust .as nobly fulfilled; Barbara 
Earle was treated in every way like 
one of Lady Bayneham’s own children.

The United States is endeavouring 
to develop her own fisheries. Many of 
her fish distributors have vested 
interests in her Alaskan herring fish- j 
ory, which industry her new tariff is . 
hoped to foster. What matters it to i 
them that the Alaskan herrings com- J 
pare very unfavourably to those of , 
Newfoundland, they are American 
product and therefore should be 
utilized by Americans In preference 
to the foreign article; this Is a part 
of America’s policy. And who can 
blame them i

I It Is therefore up to us to seek new 
markets for our herring or new means 

j of cure, otherwise our people will 
he compelled to seek other avenues 
of endeavour. It has been said that 
if there was no Scotch pack, fleets of 

; United States vessels would come 
I here for salt bulk. Possibly so, and 
I we will be glad to see them, for we 
well remember the busy scenes of

twenty years ago, when upwards of 
thirty and forty sail of vessels came 
here and took away from one to two 
and sometimes three cargoes of her­
ring in a season. But will we get a re­
turn of these days? We doubt lt, be­
cause even before the introduction of 
the Scotch pack, there was some no­
ticeable falling off In the fleet.

And suppose we return to these 
favourable conditions, would the 
financial returns be as great as with 
the Scotch pack? Blghty-flve thou­
sand barrels of herring constituted a 
good fall's shipment by salt bulk. At 
$1.25 a barrel this would amount to 
$106,250. Last fall some twenty-five 
thousand barrels were packed by the 
Scotch method and placing these at 
$10 a barrel, which b $2 less than 
they sold for here, gives a return of 
$250,000, being over double the amount 
three and a half times that quantity 
would fetch by the salt bulk methods.

It has been charged that the fisher, 
men drove the salt bulkers away by 
means of the big price they demand­

ed for the fish. But was herring the 
only thing that soared in price? 

' What of nets, rope, gasoline, en- 
: glnei, etc. Did not the prices of these 
articles double and trlble ; in some 
instances exceeded even beyond that? 

I Compare the cost of outfitting a boat 
j for the herring fishery the past five 
I years as to that of twenty years ago, 
and then compare the price of herring 
to-day to what lt was then. Possibly 
during the war period the price paid 
for herring from the nets became ab­
normal, but that condition has since 
passed away, and the past two years 
salt bulkers have been able to pur­
chase herring at within 26 cents a 
barrel of pre-war years. We would 
like to see the vessels here and we 

1 would like to see the packing stations 
I In full swing also.

So far as we can gather, however,
I there ia another and greater cause 
; for the falling off In the herring In­
dustry. There is a lessened demand 

i for the fish In the markets of the 
United States, and this cçnditlon has

come about with the advent of pro­
hibition In that country. A member 
of one firm, who conducted the sales, 
told us last year that In the days 
of the saloon he sold on one Satur­
day ' night practically half of Bay of 
Island’s whole season’s pack. The 
major portion of the herring sold In 
the United States were, consumed at 
the saloons. The saloons have been 
closed and thereby the demand for 
our herring has been considerably 
curtailed.

It this country, therefore, Is to reap 
the harvests of the sea which abound 
around Its shore, efforts will haVe to 
be directed to the opening up of new 
markets.

Submarines Invented
Centuries Ago.

Although lt was only in the recent 
war that submarines played a con­
spicuous part for the first time, the 
mention of them is centuries old. 
Nearly 300 years ago, a workable sub­
marine was built by Cornelius Van 
Drebel, a French physician, and was 
launched at the beginning of Decem­
ber, 1620. It was propelled by cars 
both on the surface and beneath, and 
could carry twelve oarsmen. Accord­
ing to contemporary records it would 
journey for several hours at twelve 
to fifteen feet below the surface, and 
on one* occasion King James I. of Eng­
land made a trip in it with Van 
Drebel. U does not however, appear 
to have been used for the purposes of 
war. The first attempt to blow up 
a ship of war with a torpedo was made 
in New York harbour in 1773, but it 
was a failure. The first submarine 
propelled by steam was the “Natllus,1 
built on the Seine in 1801, by Robert 
Fulton, and this was successful In 
blowing up a small vessel In Brest 
Harbour. Afterwards an attempt was 
made to blow up a British man-o’-war, 
but this was unsuccessful. Fulton 
then offered the submarine to ?la- 
poleon, but it was declined. It re­
mained for the ■ Southerners, in the 
American Civil War, to make the first 
successful use of the submarine, for 
the new Ironsides of the blockading 
fleet, were twice torpedoed and 
damaged, though not sunk, by partly 
submersible boats. After this, ex­
periments with submarines were 
numerous, and many lives were lost. 
One submarine alone, after sinking 
repeatedly, and being raised again, 
was responsible for the drowning of 
thirty men. The persistence, coupled 
with' stolid indifference to the pro­
bability of disaster, with which the 
experiments were carried out, after 
repeated and fatal failures, spoke 
votantes for tbs indomitable pluck and 
heroism of the Confederate sailors, 
and lt is to these men that America 

ns, and rightly deserves the 
honour of having first overcome what 
seemed insuperable difficulties to sub- 
marine navigation.

have been more or less by rule 
of thumb, and have changed but 
little in the hundreds of years 
that have passed since the first 
fish was cured by sun drying, 
and followed ever since. Dry 
fish has been the staple article 
of production of Newfoundland, 
and unless new methods are in­
troduced irT the putting up of 
cod, will continue to be. True 
several attempts have been 
made, but unfortunately with 
small success, to bring about a 
change. But all have been aban­
doned and the old process con­
tinues to be the favorite, and 
without any rivals. All together 
there does not appear to be any 
possibility of finding a better 
way of cure than by the heat of 
the sun. Some years ago fish 
drying rooms were used by sev­
eral firms in St. John’s and one 
or two outports, but the cost of 
running these was not borne out 
by results, and they too went 
into the discard. Now appears 
on the scene a gentleman who 
has given all the years of his 
life to a close study of our fish­
eries and their value, and who 
has experimented largely in 
newer and more improved meth­
ods than those employed. Mr. 
M. E. Condon of th^district of 
Ferryland, claims to have evolv­
ed a new process of curing cod­
fish and herring which he de­
clares will revolutionise these 
industries and make them far 
more valuable than they are, not 
alone because of the improve­
ment in catching and splitting 
and making, but as well because 
the fish treated by his process 
will command markets hitherto 
unknown to our fish products.

During the last few weeks I have : elsewhere) then and now, were ant 

given several lists of the names of 
men from Devon, Dorset, Somerset 
and Hampshire in England, who. from 
1760 to 1800 assumed men's respon­
sibilities in Trinity, and added to its 
family life. Though many of the des­
cendants of ’ those people are still 
with us and their names are still 
familiar to us yet the majority of 
them have passed on and cut, and 
the places thereof know them no 
more. Our Trinity trade of a hun­
dred and fifty years ago was not con­
fined to Poole and Plymouth and 
Bristol, for our vessels an 1 captains 
were well known and welcomed to 
the harbours of Limerick, Cork, and 
Dublin ; and the trade between Ire­
land and Trinity was fnought with 
mutual advantages. The bills of 
lading of the vessels from Limerick 
were the same in several respects 
as those from Poole. In either case 
these bills would usually indicate 
that the cargo in'cluded so many 
bakepota, so many barrels of tar, so 
many youngsters, in short, so much 
merchandise, youngsters included.
Hence, as those names that I have 
already given of men from Devon and 
Dorset and Hampshire, were the 
names of men who had come out to 
Trinity as English youngsters, so the 
following names are those of men. 1 
who as hoys of sixteen years of age 
came here from Limerick or Cork or 
Dublin, as Irish youngsters, during 
the years between 1750 and 17S0, and 
then in later life married and settled 
down in Trinity at the dates given 
below; as taken from the old church 
register.

When the 
Visited Newfoundland,
Some Records of These 

Marauders-

(H. F. SHORTIS.)
There is not a Cove in Newfound­

land but has its records and tradi­
tions about pirates. Their ill-gotten 
gains have been buried in many 
places to await a convenient oppor-1 

1 tunity for their disposal, and often j 
the pirates have never returned to j 
claim their treasure. The buccaneer | 
was merely an adventurer, and we 
know that Sir Walter Raleigh’s fleet, 
when returning from South America 
to England, about the year 1600, call- j 
e \ at Newfoundland, and took pos- 
■ ^ on of several vessels, loaded with ! 
c ;i«h, and sent them to Leghorn | 
(Italy) for sale. During the Guy Cele- 
bration in 1910, I gave some interest- | 
ing records of Captain Peter Easton,

: when he was a Commander in the j 
. British Navy, and afterwards, when ! 

he started on his own account and 
defied his old comrades. We know of 
a celebrated battle he fought off Har- j 

- bor Grace Island, which was long j 
, ^ commemorated by the well-known ^ 
; land-mark, Easton Rock, but later 

corrupted into Easter Rock. Quite re- j 
, cently I came across the records of 

Captain Bartholomew Roberts, a con- 
t temporary of the celebrated (or in­

famous) Captain Kidd and Captain 
Avery, who were th# ^errors of the 
sea for many a year, just two hun­
dred years ago. He s^ÿed every­
where, to South America," - the Gold 
Coast on the west of Africa, and 
even to Madagascar and India, but 

, his principal resort was in the West 
Indies. Having a very narrow es­
cape there from a fleet of British" and 
French men-of-war that were sent 
after him, he sailed for Newfound­
land, and arrived on the Banks the 
latter part of June, 1720. He entered 
the haroor of Trepassey, with his 
black flag flying, drums beating and 
trumpets sounding. There were 
twenty-two fishing vessels there at 
the time, which the crews all aban­
doned at the appearance of this 
pirate, and went ashore into the 
woods. He created all the havoc pos­
sible, burning and destroying every 
vessel with the exception of a Bristol 
galley. These pirates tore down and 
destroyed the fishing stages and 
doing all the damage possible, indis­
criminately, and as the old record 
says, “nothing is so deplorable as

power in mean and ignorant hands. It 
makes men wanton and giddy, un­
concerned at the misfortunes they 
are imposing on their fellow-crea- 

j tures,, and keeps them smiling at their 
I own viciousness that brings them 
no advantage. They are like madmen 
that cast fire-brands, arrows and 
death and say, ‘are not we in sport?’ ” 

CRUISED ON THE BANKS.
Roberts manned this Bristol galley, 

while his own vessel was being over­
hauled, mounted 16 guns on board of 
her, and cruised out on the Banks of 
Newfoundland, where he met 9 or 
10 sail of French ships, which he de­
stroyed, excepting one of 26 guns, 
which he seized and carried off for 
his or l use. This ship they christen­
ed the “Fortune,” and leaving the 
Bristol galley to the Frenchmen, sail­
ed off with their own sloop on anether 
cruise. They took several prizes—the 
"Richard” of Biddeford—the “Willing 
Mind” of Poole—the “Expectation” of 
Topsham and the "Samuel" of Lon­
don. Out of these ships they increased 

| their crew by enticing ail the men 
they required to join their service. 
The "Samuel" was a very valuable 
find, with several passengers on 
board, who were treated with great 
roughness and indignity to make 
them hand over their money, jewels, 
etc. The pirates continuously threat­
ened them with death unless they 
acceded to their demands. They re­
moved the hatches and entered the 
hold like so many furies, and with 
axes and cutlasses, broke open the 
bales, cases and boxes, and when any 
goods came on deck that they did not 
not value, instead of replacing them 
in the hold, they threw them over­
board. All this wqs done with volleys 
of incessant blasphemy and threats. 
They carried off between £8000 and 
£9000 (forty thousand dollars) worth 
of the principal articles. While they 
were discussing as to whether they 
would burn or sink the "Samuel,” 
they spied another sail, and so left 
the “Samuel,” to give chase to the 
new arrival. About midnight they 
came up with her, and finding the 
Captain was a Bristol man, bound for 
Boston, they treated him unmerciful­
ly, because a friend of his had attack­
ed the pirates off Barbados. On July 
10th, two days afterwards, they cap­

tured two vessels from Liverpool, 
j which they plundered and let go. 
Other vessels met the same fate. Then 

! they sailed from Newfoundland tor 
the West Indies. Not long after three 
of the Newfoundland sailors endeav- 

J oured to escape, as they were dis­
gusted at the atrocities of the pirates, 
b,ut they were discovered and sen­
tenced to be tied to the mast-head and 

[ shot. Ode of the pirates at the court- 
1 martial had taken a liking to one of 
these men, named Harry Gadsby, and 
made use of such strong language at 
the trial in his defence (I would shock 
my readers if I related what he said) 
that hie arguments proved successful, 
and Gadsby escaped the death penalty 
with a severe warning.

THE PIRATES ARTICLES OF 
AGREEMENT.

The following extracts from the 
"Articles” that each man had to sign 
or swear to obey, when he joined the 
pirates crew, will certainly be In­
teresting reading:—
I. Every man has a vote in affairs of 
moment—has equal title to the fresh 
previsions, or strung liquors at any 
time, and may use them at his pleas­
ure, unless a scarcity (no uncommon 
thing among them) made it necessary 
for the good of all, to vote a retrench­
ment.

2. Every man to be called fairly in 
turn on board of prizes, and on those 
occasions, was allowed a shift 
clothes. But it they defrauded the 
Company of a dollar in plate, jewels 
or money, marooning was their pun 
ishment. (This was putting them 
ashore on some desolate Island with 
a gun and a bottle of water to sub 
sist on or starve). It the robbery was 
only between each other, the guilty 
man was to hâve his nose or ears 
slit.

3. No person to game at cards or 
dice for money.

4. The lights and candles to be put 
out at eight o’clock each night, 
any of the crew were inclined for 
drinking after that hour, they were to 
do it on the open deck, which Roberts 
believed would be a check to their 
debauches, for he was a sober man 
himself, but found his efforts to re­
form them in this particular "weak­
ness” utterly beyond his power.

6. Each man must keep his gun, 
pistol and cutlass clean and fit for 
service. (In this they were ex­
travagantly neat, and endeavored to 
outdo each other in the beauty and 
richness of their arms, giving some­
times, at an auction, over their booty 
£30 or £40 for a pair of pistols. They 
were slung with ribbons over their 
shoulders in a way that they took a 
great delight in).

6. No boy or woman to be allowed 
amongst them, etc., etc.

7. To desert the ship or their quar­
ters in battle was punished with death 
or marooning.

8. No striking any man aboard, but 
every man’s quarrel was to be ended 
ashore, and the bosun to be umpire.

9. No man to talk of breaking up his 
way of living till each had shared 1000 
pounds. If any man should lose a limb 
or become crippled in the service, he 
was to have eight hundred dollars out 
of the common stock.

10. The captain and quarter­
master to receive two shares of a 
prize. The bosun and gunner one and 
a half shares, etc.

II. The musicians to have rest on 
the Sabbath Day, but the other six 
days and nights were without special 
favour.

These, we are assured, were pirate 
Roberts’ Articles, but as they took 
care to throw overboard the original 
they had signed and sworn to, before 
being captured, there is room to sus­
pect that they may have contained 
something too horrid to be disclosed 
to any person except such as were 
willing to be sharers in their In­
iquitous mode of living.

Among the preachers who occupied 
the pulpits in Scotland in the days 

these fitful glancesof other years,

The old 
Scotch divine could take for his text, 
such a subject as The spirit moveth 
in Sundry places, preaching the gos­
pel of truth to his congregation, on 
the spirit divine, or the spirits of 
wine, and the benefits to the soul of 
hot toddy, In those far away days— 
there were ho scripts .required, hut 
the scripture flowed freely and given 
to the people without money and 
without price. The great Dr. Guthrie, 
the grand Dr. Norman Macleod, the 
erudite Dr. Anderson of Glasgow, and 
eloquent Gillan of Dundee, were all 
humourists of the flrst water. Re­
ferring to the fact that each suc­
cessive generation copsiders itself a 
vast Improvement on Its predecessor, 
Dr. Guthrie once said: “I thocht that 
my father really didna ken very 
muckle, but my laddies seem to think 
I’m a born idiot."
