Poultry Feeding

A successful method of feeding 
Poultry as carried out by many big 
poultry farms, ia" known as the “Dry 
Mash” system. A reliable Dry Mash j 
is kept before the fowls at all times 
in a Hopper, Feeder or Trough. Lit­
ter, such as straW, is kept one foot 
deep on the floor of the well-ventilat­
ed, dry, sunny, house, and in this is 
fed late every afternoon a good grain 
scratch-food—one quart to each 
dozen fowls. Water, grit, charcoal, I 
and broken oyster shell are before the.: 
fowls at all times. This method solves 
the problem of securing rapid growth 
and heavy egg-production. The hens j 
should consume about twice as much 
dry-mash as grains, i.e., each dozen 
hens should eat 2 quarts of dry mash i 
per day.

Feeding grains only such as corn ! 
and oats to poultry will not produce j 
a big egg yield. A good dry mash— ! 
costing roughly about 5 cents a lb.— 
is mado up of such ingredients as 
Oatmeal, dried meat scrap or fish 
meal, Corn Meal, Bone Meal, Bran or 
Wheat Middlings and sometimes 
Gluten Meal and dried Buttermilk. 
Ood Liver Oil Is inclnded in some re­
cent mashes and certainly induces 
growth.

A good scratch food consists of 
Cracked Corn, Whole Wheat, Barley, 
Oats, Sunflower Seed, etc. So the

At the lit­
tle island of Rapa, the southernmost 
of the eastern Polynesian group, a 
rite, known as umuti, is performed by 
a fire talker for the purpose of se­
curing good crops. This consists of 
walking several times with naked feet 
over a bed of stones which have been 
heated until red by a fire from be­
neath.

A shallow pit, two feet deep, is dug, 
usually about nine feet by twenty-one 
in size. Wood is placed in the bottom 
of this pit and on it are arranged 
about 200 round Stones in two or 
three layers. When the day for the 
ceremony arrives, the wood is lighted 
and burned about four hours beneath 
the stones until they are glowing.

Immediately upon the hour set, six 
natives appear wreathed in flowers 
and bearing poles nearly fifteen feet 
in length. These poles are used to 
thrust aside the layer of stones, while 
still leaving a superior layer. In or­
der to deepen the impression of risk 
in the minds of the inlookers, the 
performers will, at times, thrust the' 
poles through to the fire where they 
burst into flame, conveying the idea 
that the heat ot the stones removed 
caused the fire.

With the arrival of the priest the 
more impressive part of the ceremony 
begins. He appears with garlands ot 
flowers and bearing a large spray ot 
ti leaves in his hands. He passes about 
the fire each way, uttering a sort of 
incantation for protection. Then, 
beating the nearest stones three times 
with the ti leaves, proceeds with dig­
nity, hut rather hurriedly, over the 
centre pile of stones. As he walks he 
is followed by those disciples who 
have courage to make the attempt 
under his directions.

This spectacle of the fire walker is 
a very interesting one, inasmuch as 
an apparent impossibility is performed 
with such evident absence of injury. ; 
The first conclusion arrived at was ' 
that the feet of the Polynesians were 
tougher than, those of Europeans, 
which is really true, but does not 
wholly explain the situation. A close 
examination showed that the stones 
used were basalt, of volcanic origin, 
the most noticeable feature of which 
is its porosity’ and non-conductibility. 
It was found that a stone could be 
heated red hot at one end while the 
other end remained comparatively 
cool. ,

China’s 'first Emperors, 
area prtbably greater than that of 
Peking, are lying to-day under three 
or four feet of earth north of Peking.

Carl Bishop, representing a branch 
of the Smithsonian Institute, has been 
here some time, and is greatly inter­
ested in the long buried metropolis. 
It is probable that early this spring 
he and other explorers and archaeol­
ogists will commence to dig down for 
the hidden relics of the ancient Chow 
and Shang dynasties.

Chinese farmers are now driving 
ox teams and ploughs over land that 
was once the proudest possession of a 
monarch whose glory rivalled that of 
Alexander the Great, although history 

i had so far given it little prominence. 
It was about 100 years before Alexan­
der ttie Great conquered Egypt, or 
late in the second century B.C., there 
arose a king in the comparatively 
small China who by conquest found­
ed an Empire which lasted until al­
most the present day. This was Shih 
Huang Ti, known as the "first em­
peror,” whose rule, ending in 209 B. 
C., marked the close of the feudal 
period and the beginning of the em­
pire in Chinese history. He subdued 
the feudal princes, built the famed 
great wall of China and successfully 
defended the country from Tartars 
from the north, standardized money, 
transportation, writing and other 
things, which aided centralization 
and destroyed as much of the ancient 
classics and traditions as possible, 
with the idea that the history o{ the 
Chinese Empire should begin with 
hie reign.

Among the feudal kingdoms which 
the emperor subdued was that of Yen, 
the Capital City, of which—Yen Chlng 
—is now to be excavated. Yen Ching 
was a city of immense areas and prob­
ably of very considerable population. 
The high development of art at that, 
time is believed to promise that re- . 
lies to be found will furnish an arch­
aeological of singular Interest.

Yen Chlng, however, is but one of 
the many cities in China which offer . 
a tortile field for the seeker of. arch- ! 
aeological treasures. In Northern ' 
China, along the banks of the Yellow j 
RiVer, early Chinese civilization flour- ! 
[shed. Search among the ruins of 
this country should disclose relics of 
the Tang dynasty, which furnished a 
brilliant period in ancient Chinese 
art.

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Newfoundland
at Wembley.

The preliminary work in con­
nection with the Newfoundland 
exhibit at Wembley has been 
proceeding steadily and system­
atically ever since the Commit­
tee of Management was formed 
in September last, and it is 
gratifying to learn that although 
great care has had to be exercis­
ed to keep within the limit of the 
amount voted by the Legisla­
ture, the display arranged will 
be attractive and comprehensive.

If there is any fault to be 
found with the Committee it is 
that they have carried out their 
plans too quietly, and, uninten­
tionally we admit, they have not 
taken the public sufficiently into 
their confidence. A considerable 
amount of literature has been 
published in connection with the 
construction of the Magic City, 
with the nature of the exhibits 
from all corners of the Empire, 
with the arrangements that have 
been made to accommodate the 
invading armies of visitors from 
overseas, but we havp heard al­
together too little about our own 
share in the greatest event of its 
kind that was ever conceived.

Interest in such a matter is 
stimulated by keeping it con­
stantly before the public, by in­
forming them of each stage in 
the development of the plans, by 
furnishing them with details and 
by taking them fully into the 
confidence of the organizers. We 
want to be interested. We are 
anxious to believe that the Ex­
hibition is something real, we 
want to be in it, and our only re­
gret is that our means will not 
permit us to. undertake a more 
elaborate programme. y 

With the means at their dis 
posai, however, the Committee, 
by excercisirig economy in the 
matter of overhead expenses and 
through the generosity of pri­
vate individuals and firms, have 
been able to assemble an exhibit 
which will reflect credit upon the 
Dominion, and will create a good 
impression among, visitors with 
regard to our natural attractions 
and resources.

The situation of the New­
foundland pavilion opposite the 
Exhibition Station will make it 
the first object of interest of ar­
riving visitors, and the last seen 
by them as they depart. Right 
opposite the entrance is the main 
band stand which will always be 
a centre of attraction, and close 
by is the'pavilion of His Ma­
jesty’s Government. The oldest 
daughter of the Empire thus oc­
cupies the place of honour which 
is hers by right in the family 
circle, and it is our business to 
see that she is fittingly attired 
for the occasion.

We learn that a great many 
Newfoundlanders intend to visit 
Wembley during the season, and 
that among them will be a num­
ber of teachers. For them it has 
many special attractions. They 
will be enabled to glean a fund 
of information otherwise unob­
tainable, and the knowledge 
gained will be passed on to the 
younger generation when they 
return. Unfortunately the dates 
fixed for the holding of an Edu­
cational Conference are May

make it impossible for them to 
attend it, but lectures on various 
subjects will be delivered during 
the whole of the time that the 
Exhibition is open. Whether it 
will be possible to make arrange­
ments with the steamship line 
for special rates has not yet been 
ascertained, but some concession 
might reasonably be expected. 

While we are fully in sym­
pathy with the plans of the Com 
mittee to advertise our natural 
resources to the fullest possible 
extent, we trust that they aré 
keeping uppermost in their 
minds the fact that our staple in­
dustry is the fisheries. We are 
aware that steps have been tak­
en recently to secure specimens 
of our speckled beauties to place 
on exhibition, but while they 
may attract the tourist, the per­
son whose attention we wish to 
hold is the business man. AH the 
world and his wife will be at 
Wembley, and all of them want 
fish, fiet then! see our cod, sal- 
mon, herring, and other fish as 
they-gppear When they are taken 
out of the water. Show them our 
tins of salmon and lobster, and 
the kind of dried cod that New­
foundland can place on the mar­
ket when she sets her mind to 
the task. Make these articles ap­
pear necessaries on the list of 
household supplies, and make 
them appear luxuries as well. 
Our oils and seal skins and the 
by products of the fisheries are 
par excellence, but the prospec­
tive purchaser must be convinc­
ed of their quality.

The main purpose of the Ex­
hibition so far as we are concern­
ed is to boost the resources of 
the country, and if we fail to ad­
vertise our waves to-the fullest 
possible extent, we shall have 
failed to take advantage of the 
greatest opportunity ever offer­
ed, and the money expended will 
have been wasted.

In view of the fact that we 
have several furniture factories 
which aye Quite 'capable of turning 
out such equipment equally as good 
as the imported article, in view too of 
the fact that these factories have had 
but few orders to keep them going 
owing to the lack of money in circula­
tion, and in view of the necessity of 
providing employment by legitimate 
means, it Is not to the credit of the 
authorities that these orders have 
gone to other countries. Certain ar­
ticles no doubt had to be purchased 
abroad, but that one cent’s worth of 
equipment which can be manufactur­
ed locally should bo imported is a 
crying shame.

Flour For Many 
Millions Comes 

From Minneapolis.
Minneapolis, March 10. (A.P.)--

Minneapolis maintained its title of 
'Mill City" in 1923, during which 
year flour to feed approximately 
31,000,000 people, or almost one- 
third of the population of the United 
States, was shipped from the mills 
of the city.

Figures announced by the secre­
tary's office of the Chamber, of Com­
merce show that 04,966 cars, or 15, 
438,740 barrels of flour were shipped 
from heçe during Rhe year 1923. Us­
ing the millers' unofficial estimate of 
half a barrel per capita consumption 
a year, based on previous years' 
tabulations, the flour shipments to­
tal would indicate that about 31,000,- 
090 men, women and children wore 
tod with bread and breadstuCs from 
the local production.

Totals for 1923 were considerably 
loweq than the 1922 figures, the mille 
hero running much below capacity 
most of the year. In 1922 60,440
cars containing 17,444,892 barrels 
were shipped .

The 26 local flour mills have a 
normal capacity of practically 100,- 
000 barrels flour production a day, 
hut insufficiency of suitable wheat 
raised in the northwest in recent 
years has curtailed the operations 
,)f the .mills.

But children who seem genuinely 
unable to eat are a real anxiety 
Want of fresh air is frequently t 
root cause of chronic lack of appe­
tite. Children who are allowed out 
very little in winter-time, and while 

1 indoors remain in badly ventilated 
and over-heated rooms,. are often 
unable to eat well.

Another type of child cannot eat 
because he is suffering from over- 
fatigue. Long journeys to and from 
school may cause this.

While the ideal regime for nor­
mal children is three good meals a 
day and nothing in between, at the 
same time there are some children 
who will not eat more than a very 
small quantity of food at any one 
meal. Should such a child be under , 
weight and lacking in vitality it 
would be desirable to give nourish­
ment little and often until the child 
is restored to normal health again.

The mother of a child who is a 
consistent small eater should make 
a study of foo<^ values ta order to 
plan out meals that will supply the 
maximum of nourishment with the 
miaimum-otjbulk.

The Daily Express understands 
that the peer whose life policies 
amounting to £320,000 were spiel by 
auction on Thursday, for £104,910 is 
Lord Armstrong, of Bamburgh, and 
Cragside, Northumberland.

His financial affairs have more 
than onde been a nfetter of public 
interest.

He is a great-nephew of the fa­
mous founder of the shipbuilding 
and armament firm of Armstrong 
>Thit-worth, at Elswick, and he was 
at one time a director of the firm 
himself.

Lord Armstrong resigned that po­
sition in February, 1908, and in the 
following month a deed of arrange­
ment with creditors was filed at the 
Bills of Sale Office under the deeds 
of Arrangement Act, of 1887.

DEBTS.
The deed provided for the settle­

ment in full of his debts, and it set 
forth that the liabilities secured 
amounted to £523,000 unsecured 
£132,158.

Lord Armstrong did not succeed 
his great-uncle In the title, but he 
was his heir. The first Lord Arm­
strong left - a fortune of the gross 
value of £1,399,946, and by his will 
he bequeathed all hie real estate, 
household effects as heirlooms, and 
all live and dead stock to his great- 
nephew (who was created Baron 
Armstrong in 1903) and bis heirs in

annuities was left in trust to his

Danger in Dyed Furs.
(By a Physician.)

It is by no means uncommon tor j 
dotcors to be consulted by women 1 
Who have bought and worn coats j 
with dyed fur collars; and the rea- j 
son for their doing so is that they j 
have found that, after wearing these ! 
coats, an acute inflammation of the , 
skin, or dermatitis, has been set up, 
not only in the neck tint frequetttly 
also in the face.

This same form of dermatitis has 
been noticed after the application of 
some hair dyes, and the cause is the 
same whether the human hai- be 
dyed or a dyed fur be worn next to 
the skin.

The basis of these dyes Is a sub­
stance known as parapheriyieue- 
diamine, which while it gives a per­
fect and fast color to fur and hair, 
also deposits on the fur and hair a 
poisonous irritant. Hence the der­
matitis.

In the process of dyeing, chemical 
reactions continue after the fur or 
hair has attained the desired color, 
and a substance known as “Bandrow- 
ski’s base” is formed, and this ad- I 
heres to the fur or hair .

It is to this substance that all the | 
trouble which follows has been as- j 
cribed.

Abroad, the poisonous and irritant i 
effects of this by-product which re- j 
suit from the use of parapheoylene- j 
diamine has been recognized. So 
much so that in Saxony tfnd other 
parts of Germany the use of para- 
phenylene-dfamine has, been prohib 
ited as a hair-dye, as it has also in 
Paris, while in the United States 
importation has been prohibited.

In' England, however, the use of 
this dye is permitted without any re­
strictions.

The furs most frequently dyed are 
rabbit skins: and it would seem that 
these skins are prepared, dyed, and 
dressed abroad, usually In Germany 
and Belgium, and then imported in­
to th’is country. In addition to 
paraphenylene-diamine, another sub­
stance known as metaphenylene- 
diamlne Is used, and this also is 
deleterious.

Surely the time has arrived when 
tiie public should be protected , 
against Injuries resulting from the :

London, Feb. 20. (A.P.)—Rubbing 
elbows with plain folks is nothing 
new in the life of the Duchess of 
Athoil, who, from the angle of aris­
tocracy, outranks all the other mem­
bers of the new House of Commons. 
The wife of a soldier, she nursed the 
wounded near the firing lines in two 
wars, that with the Boers in South 
Africa and the more recent war.* At 
home in Scotland she has a big say 
in all that has to do with public 
education and, through her social 
welfare activities during many years, 
has gained the reputation of the 
“under dog.”

The duchess, like Lady Astor, is 
petite and has a similar penchant for 
ropes of pearls to adorn the neck. 
But she Is "not so vivacious nor so 
girlish in physical contour as the 

, Virginia-born viscountess. For one 
thing she is older. She was born 60 

: years ago, the eldest daughter of a 
1 Scottish knight, Sir James H. Ram­

sey.
A few months after her marriage 

in 1899 to John George Stewart- 
Murray, eldest surviving son of the 
then Duke of Athoil, the Boer war 
began. Her husband was ordered 
out and the next June she followed 
him to South Africa. There she 
ministered to the hospitaled "tom­
mies” and was especially kind to th% 
Scottish Horse, and irregular corps 
raised by her husband, then a mar­
quess, in South Africa. Returning 

! from the war, the duchess began 
: writing “The Military History of 
j Perthshire,” which she did with such 
I thoroughness that it required five 
i years to complete the two volumes. 
In the world war she followed her 
husband again, this time to Gallipoli 
with the Scottish Horse, and then to 
Egypt, where she aided in Red Cross 
activities.

‘ Despite her work as a leading 
member of the Perthshire Education 
Authority and her labors with the 
poor of the Highlands and Low­
lands, and the organizing of nursing 
associations throughout Perthshire, 
which embraces more than 1,600 
square miles, the duchess dipped in­
to politics with ardor several years 
ago. In the elections of January and 
December, 1910, when the Marquess 
of Tullibardine contested the con­
stituency, she was his chief of staff, 
speaking and canvassing almost 
daily. This year, when she stood for 
Parliament herself, she got in by the 
slim majority of 500 in a district 
that has 25,000 voters. But her per­
formance was very notable, not only 
because for the first time it broke 
through the traditional Scottish op­
position to women in politics, but 
because she brought her constituency 
over to Conservatism, turning out a 
Liberal, who had been returned un­
opposed in the election of 1922.

World Famed Men 
Of ten Classed As 

Dullards in School.
Heidelberg,, Feb. 19. (A.P.)—Ger­

man historians delving Into the dis­
tint past have compiled a list of 
some of the "Peok’s Bad Boys” and 
the "Tom Sawyers” of Europe who 
became world figures in achieve­
ments of various kinds and es­
pecially on the battlefield.

Napoleon stands first, not that he 
was a particularly bad boy, but be­
cause of his campaigns and accom­
plishments which brought him ever­
lasting fame. Napoleon, it —ie re • 
corded, was always a constant source 
of annoyance to his teachers, and 
when he was a military academy 
student he was known as one of the 
most stupid young men in his or 
any of the other classes.

One of Napoleon’s opponents in 
war in later years, the Duke of Wel­
lington, was known as a lazy young­
ster, and In his school days his 
thoughts always appeared to be pre­
occupied with matters other than 
books or study. General Blucher 
was another who, according -to Ger­
man custom, was known as a “last 
place” pupil, one of the class rele­
gated to the rear seats In the school 
room because of their unwillingness 
to learn. Blucher hated to employ 
himself, in the class room, and was 
particularly adverse to. learning his 
A. B C’s. It was years even before 
he was able to write his own name.

Charles Darwin never cared much 
for his school room tasks, “but al­
ways appeared more Interested In 
birds and animals and things in the 
great outdoors, and was known 
among the other youngsters as hav­
ing a weakness for chasing every 
cat or dog in sight.”

Isaac Newton was another "last 
place” pupil. Nelson, the British 
naval hero, while not exactly a bad 
boy in school, is listed as having 
no talents at all, and even below the 
average in his classes. Oliver Gold­
smith did not like school at all, and 
Lord Robert Clive, statesman an.l 
general, as a boy was the despair of 
all his teachers. After he had been 
expelled from four schools, his 
father in desperation sent him on a 
long cruise to the East where even­
tually hé founded the empire of 
British India.

To the chemical wotld of Germany 
the natee of Von Liebig ranks with 
that oA’Thomas Edison and electric­
ity in America. Most of the school 
days of Von Liebig were spent in 
the back seats.. and this, has lean 
one of the favorite stories of the 
German school children for several 
generations.

Indians Prosper
UNDER BRITISH ELECTION SYS- 

TBM.

VICTORIA—(Can. Press)—Among 
the most progressive Indians of the 
North American Continent are those 
in some of the settlements of British 
Columbia, particularly in Graham Is­
land and the Naas River District. By 
the Indian Act of 1906, provision was 
made for the granting of village coun­
cils to those settlements sufficiently 
advanced to take advantage of the 
powers conferred by the Act.

Since councils were established in 
Port Simpson, Metlakatia, Aiyansh. 
Massett and Skidgate, the Indians of 
those places, states W. E. Ditchburn, 
Chief Inspector of Indian affairs, have 
made remarkable progress In manag­
ing their own municipal affairs. The 
powers of these councils, while limit- I 
ed, and subject to the final approval of ; 
the Superintendent-General, are suf­
ficiently extensive to allow the Indian 
Councillors wide scope for local im­
provements.

Elections are held once a year, gen- ; 
erally in January, and the Chief and I 
Board of Councillors are elected, by | 
ballot or by open vote, by the Indian ; 
residents. The councillors, among 
ether powers, can pass by-laws for 
construction of school heusdfe, coun­
cil houses end other buildings for the 
Use of Indians on the reserve. They 
can construct and maintain roads, 
bridges, ditsbee. and fences, and in- 
stal electric light and power, and 
raise money for these and any other 
purposes; and have power to appoint 
constables and erect jails.

These responsibilities have engen­
dered an increasing regard for peace­
able conduct and the promotion of 
public Improvements. Port Simpson, 
formerly a fortified post of the Hud­
son’s Bay Company, is now a flourish­
ing Indian village of about 706 In­
dians and about 100 whites. The town 
has a pdstoBee, government telegraph 
oflce, 'well equipped general hospit­
al, churches and public schools and 
is. the outfitting port for the fisher­
men, trappers >nd gas boats of the 
coast. The Indian council installed 
an electric lighting system, generate 
their own power and run the entire 
business. They have also opened up 
a public playground. The same can 
be said of other Indian villages and 
towns in the north. The neat dwel­
lings and well kept gardens of the 
Indians are frequently commented up­
on by visitors.

Firpo, notified William McCarney, 
Ftrpo’s American representative, that 
the Argentine pugilist had accepted 
these terms.

Aged Clock
Runs Smoothly

NANAIMO—(Can. Press)—An old 
fashioned clock, made in 1670, is 
creating much interest among lovers 
of antiques. It Is a lantern clock, 
made In the reign of Charles II.

Recently handed to a watchmaker 
for repairs lt was found to need only 
a lubricant This supplied, lt began 
to run and now delights all with Its 
novel appearance and peculiar chimp.

The clock still retains Its original 
crown wheel escapement which most 
clocks, dating so far back, have long 
discarded for new parts, and with the 
exception of a few trivial alterations, 
runs to-day with-the same mechanism 
installed two -hundred and fifty years 
ago.

It has a*hort-penduluna»about six 
and a balMndhes long,, which hangs 
outside the--workings .at the hack, and 
a pear-shaped bob. It -strikes every 
halt hour, « Jltth» hammer—falling on 
a big cast» metal hell on top.-antedat­
ing the old grandfather's clock, 
which lt -somewhat resembles-In this 
particular.

When At was manufactured, minute 
hands pendulums had not been 
long In-existence. Tim dial shows the 
division Into quarters on the outer 
and Inner circle. It Is wound by 
means of a single-leaded weight, cov­
ered with brass, suspended from a 
chain, and runs for thirty hours. The 
front of the clock consists mostly of 
the dial. There are doors made of 
pounded brass on both sides of the bed­
post design brass case, and this fits 
into sockets of a specially designel 
wooden bucket shelf.

The maker—William Jordain, of 
London—was in business from 1670 
to 1710, and this was one of the first 
clocks he made. It Is the property 
of Mrs. C. E. J. Militas, Comox Road, 
Nanaimo, a

Like Sunny Spain
ORANGES, LEMONS AND CITRONS

GROWING WITHIN 25 MILES 
OF LONDON.

From the dull, cold London to the 
tropical warmth of an orange grove 
seems a far cry, but a representative 
of The Daily Mirror made the trip in 
a little over an hour.

In that time the twenty-five or so 
miles separating London from Saw- 
brtdgeworth, in Hertfordshire, was 
covered. \

A short ride in a motor car brought 
the seeker after warmth and bright­
ness to the offices of Messrs. Thomas 
Rivers and Son, the old-established 
nurserymen.

Under the guidance of Mr. Henry 
Rivers, the managing director of the 
firm, a move was made towards a 
cluster of large glasshouses, where 
lay the “promised land.”

Immediately Mr. Rivers opened the 
door there poured out a breath of 
warm, scent-laden air. The interior 
was filled with young peach trees, a 
mass of pink and white bloom.

Clusters of Oranges.
Within another glasshouse was a 

perfect orange grove that might have# 
been transplanted in its entirely from 
sunny Spain or California.

The trees planted down the sides 
met At the centre of the roof, and 
from their branches hung cluster on 
cluster of luscious-looking oranges!

In a corner was a large lemon tree 
supporting dozens of fruit of the 
famous Imperial variety.

The orange trees are' of different 
vafieties among them being Navels 
and St. Michael’s. Most are seventy 
and eighty years old.

Mr. Rivers explained that there 
were about 2,000 orange trees scatter­
ed among four glasshouses devoted 
to them. In addition, there were 
grape fruit, lemons and citrons.

In one of the houses men were 
carefully washing with water and 
cloths each individual orange and 
leaf on a tree.

Spring Cleaning the Fruit.
“They are having their annual 

spring clean,” observed Mr. Rivers. 
"Each tree gets a thorough over­
hauling once a year to get rid of 
‘scale,’ which is the great enemy of 
oranges.”

Orange plants have been sent from 
Sawbridgeworth to all parts of the 
world, chiefly to Africa, Jamacia and 
California. Orange growers have 
always sent there for new varieties.

Messrs. Rivers have been establish­
ed since 1752. The orange known as 
the “Valencia Late" was Introduced 
Into America from Messrs. Rivers, and 
now forms a large portion of the 
oranges imported into England.

From time to time the firm, is 
called on to supplV orange blossoms
