The Fraser

River Bridge

Mr. Waddeli Gives a Few Inter-
esting Details Regarding
New S8tructure,

A Remarkable Example of
Bridge Engineering—Very
Difficult Work.

Mr J. A L. ‘Waddell, coysulting en-
gineer and designer of the New West-
minster bridge, left for his home at
Kansas City last night. Speaking to
a Colonist reporter yesterday, Mr. Wad—
dell expressed himself as well satisfied
with all that had been done up to the
present in connection with the. bridge.
He was ceuvinced that tme contractors
for ‘the _sub-structure, Messrs. Arm-
strong, Morrison and Baltour, are in
every way capable of performing the
work, possessing all the knowledge and
experience necessary to carry .it to suc-
cessful completion. He had gone into
every detail of the work with the con-
tractors, discussing every difficulty, and
found them in every instance prepared
to cope with every possible contingency.
The work of putting in the sub-structure
will be one if not the greatest feats in
bridge. construction on the continent of
Amenica, but all the difficulties will be
minimized by precautions taken in ‘ad-
vance and the scientific methods which
have been adopted.

The greatest difficulties' to be over-
come are the great depth of water and
the ‘strong current of the Fraser,  but
provision has been made to overcome
these and permit of the work being car-
ried on at any stage of water. An idea
of the extreme difficulty of the work
may be gleaned from the fact that one
of the piers will have its foundation 50
feet below.the bed of the river, which
is 70 feet deep at high water at ‘that
point.  The pier will be 130 feet high,
only 10 feet short of the tallest pier
which "has been built” under Mr. Wad-
dell’s supervision. 3

Some entirely new features will be in-
troduced in the structure, among which
a wedge-shaped span is.a novel depar-
ture_and unique in the history of bridge
building. Mr. Waddell’s plans have been
s0 perfected that as soon as the substruec-
ture is completed the super-structure
may be placed without trouble at any
stage of water. 2

Mr. Waddell has “designed and super-
intended the building of “three bridges
over the Missouri river, those at Sioux
City, East Omaha and Jefferson City,
and he says the Fraser rivér bridge is
8_far greater work than any of them.
He has also built many bridges = in
Mexico and in Ohio, Texas, Louisiana
and other states of the mnion, but from
the way he spoke of the New Westmin-
ster structure, he evidently considers
that it will proye one of the mosti credit-
able of all the great works which stand
a8 monuments vo his skill.

The contract calls for tne completion
of ‘the bridge by July 15, 1903, and it
will keép the contractors busy to fulfil
their engagement.

| Miss Macfarlane Of Vanéouver’s

Suggestions For Decorating
: Class Rooms

-

The following report of.the seetional
work of the Teachers’ institute on
Thursday morning was held over from
yesterday’s issue¢ of the Colonist. for
lack ‘of space: .
JUNIOR GRADE SECTION.

At the Kiugston street school yester-
day morning Mr. Cowperthwaite’s  re-
bukes ‘of the former day were found to
bear much fruit. Op_  that. occasion
many of .the teachers had arrived con-
siderably ‘after the hour (when it had
been but 10 o’cloek), and by straggling
in had very much inmterrupted the pro-
ceedings, and tended to disturb the dis-
cipline of the class. For that they had
been somewhat rebuked, but yesterday,
though the -hour was earlier, the sixty
or more teachers taking specxal.mteres_t
in primary work, were all on time. Af-
ter calling the room to order, Mr. Cow-
perthwaite introduced Miss La“:son,
‘who was to take the first lesson, .in a
few complimentary words, saying that
her’ work was well known to many of
those present as well as to himself. He
called attention to the pretty and artis-
tic - Afeatures of the 100m as
well as to the work ' that cov-
ered  the = blackboards, whieh, he
said, to him, with over 20 years’ experi-
ence in the school room, spoke yvell of
the qguality of the work done in the
school. ' This same feature had ‘been
very noticeable to him at_the Spring,
Ridge s¢hool on the preceding day, as
also im several others of the Victoria
city schools. All, of course, could not
but have their attention attracted by
this work, and he trusted that his refer-
ences to it would but lead the more to
its marking and learping and . subse-
quent application. - :

Miss Lawson, before proceeding to the
subject- of her lesson, which was ‘*Lap—
guage “and 'Reading,” as mentioned in
the programme, showed some kindergar-
ten methods as practised in her school.
These  motion songs were very well_exe—
cuted and were thoroughly appreciated
by those present. A morning hymn was
first reverently given by the class, other
songs following, which were sung by the
childrén in a way which testified to their
hearty enjoyment of the exercise as well
as _to the care taken by Miss Lawson in
training them.

The reading of the lssson entitled
“The ®™wo Kind Goats,” followed, in
which the teacher very cleyerly led the
children to read the story fer themselves,
first finding out all the new and difficult
words. By their expressive ‘manner of
reading the pupils showed how thorough-
ly- they understood the lesson and were
interested in it. »

Miss Machin, in opening the discus-
sion, expressed her appreciation of the
manper in' which the lesson had been
given.,, Much of it had depended upon
the energy directed by the teacher, and
it 'was upon just this energy that suc-
cessful work depended. It was one of
the great secrets of success, She dif-
fered from' Miss Liawson on the matter
of having simuitaneous reading and
some other minor points, but agreed
with the rest of the gathering in finding
it & most helpful lesson and carrying
with it many useful suggestions.

Mr. Cowperthwaite also complimented
Miss Lawson npon her work, and call-
ed attention to several little things in
its course that had attracted his notice,
and words of praise were also added by
Miss Russell and Mr. Knapp.

Miss Macfarlane, of Vancouver, not
being able to be in attendance, her pa-
per _on_ “School Decoration” was read
by Miss Sloan, of Nanaimo.

; SCHOOL DECORATION.

If we desire to have our nation a cul-
tured one, we must begin by surround-
ing the children from their earliest
youth with objeets that will develop a
love of beauty, in its best form. In
this partieular this nation has long been
behind .most others of the world. Our
beautiful landscapes. are - disfigured by
bideous constructions which have no
architectural vsdlue a: all.. Inside our
houses and public buildings we have
placed mauy objects, that wou d. distort
any natural love of beauty that a chill
might be possessed -of, .

Ruskin, in his lectures, speaks tnus.
“Note ‘the unhappy notion 'which nas
grown up in the modern -English mind,
that wholesome and neeessary delight in
what is pleasant to the eve is artistic
affectation. You have the exponent n<
it all in the central and mighty affecta-
tion of the British Houses of Parlia-
ment. A number of English gentlemen
get together to talk; they have mno de-
light whatever in any kind of beauty;
but they have a vague notion that the
appointed place for theéir econversation
should be dignified and ornamental, and
they build over their combined heads
the absurdest and &mptiest piece of fila-
gree, and, as it were, eternal foolscap in
freestone, which ever human beings dis-
graced their posterity by.”

To 1ost of us, with our ideas of archi-
Llecture, undeveloped and untrained, this
building seems a magnificent structure.
So it is in all forms of art. If we would
really understand it, we must early
study the language. To Cangdians, es-
Pecially, most forms of are are ase«led
book. We lack the opportunities that
other countriés enjoy in art galleries,
collections of statuary, large libraries,
etc. In other countries, different ages
are represented by corresponding forms
of ‘building, and so architecture is natur-
ally more impressed on the youthfal
mind.

To us, as teachers, is given an appor-
tunity to counteract to a certain degtec
this eéxisting state of affairs. We can
at least open the eyes of those entrust-
ed to our care to many of the forms of
beauty within our reach. et us strive
to place a high standard in art ani fit-
erature before our pupils, so that inar-
tistic forms will not satisfy their minds.

yHistorically viewed, the office of art has

always been to educate the perception of
beauty. The value of which is, in the
greatest sense, an aid to development of
the finer qualities of mind and heart. So
long ‘as we give - our children nothing
better to look at at ' school than bare
walls and blackboards, and are content
with impartinz abstract knowledge = of
works of art, so long will they  derive
little benefit from .our teaching along
that line, X

lo any of us do to interest the public

Flowers .have always been t;he first
and most important- helps in decoration.
By flowers, 1 mean well grown, healthy-
looking. plants, in" good pots, and well
arranged bouquets of beauty. Beautiful
prints of flowers that do not grow here
are also of great value, not only for de-
coration, but in our geography and plant
lessons,  Then ' reproductions of the
great masters,-and many more modern
artists, may be obtained at & very mod-
erate price. Very pretty plaster casts
#re'also to be had at small cost. There
is no lack of material, if only the de-
sire 'for this impirovement = could be
awakened. \

The followi»ng are suggestions for a
model roem: ‘Po .begid with, the en-
trance to our school rooms might be
made, with good effect, something more
than a passageway. Entering the room
the eye rests on softly tinted walls and
harmonious ceiling, instead of the trying
‘glare of whitewash. - The light is fur-
ther softened, but not at all obscured, by
dainty sash curtains, and blinds properly
adjusted. - The darknéss of the black-
board is relieved by a frieze of colored
pictures of *birds and animals, providing
illustrations for all our natural history
lessofis. < This frieze is made by pasting
heavy eartridge paper of desired shade,
and width, along the walls, and mount-
ing on it the pictures. X
‘Occupying ‘a prominent place on the
front wall is a good portrait of our sov-
ereign, and ‘around it is . artistically
draped a large-sized silk~Union Jack.
Small flags of other nations are disposed
above the doorways, in groups, which
represent the countiies of the different
continents. * This device, for interesting
the.primary grades in other lands, has
been found suceessful. Some half doz-
en or more large picturés, representing
important historical events in the his-
tory of our great Empire are hung in
good lights on the Tront and right walls.
These had been presented by the city,
and great care had been taken to select
themes within the grasp of the children
of this grade. Between these are hung
groups of, the five-cent Perry Pictures
series of the most noted paintings in the
world. These are faken down from time
to time, and exchanged with the teach-
ers of other grades, thus giving the chil-
dren a wider knowledge of the world’s
artists.  On the right hand of the win-
dows of the back room ‘the space is oc-
cupied by portraits of famous states-
men and generals. ‘On the left hand
side we find thy poets’ corner, with many
pictures of authors, whose writings are
found in the school books, and also a
few illustrations from their most cele-
brated works. Below these ' winddws
small book shelves nold the childrens’
story books for use on rainy days. Be-
tween the windows on the left side of
the room were brackets supporting plas-
ter casts. Several plants in flower add-
<d the finishing ‘touches to this home-
like room.

Innumerabje variations could be car-
ried out with these and similar mater-
ials: and no one could doubt that any
child wonld be more kindly and cour-
teous, and altogether more refined, in a
room of this description, -If = parents
and trusteés could only be found to look
into this phase of child development,
and te co-operate with the teachers,
what a revolution would take place in
the character of our young people! And
sarely if this niatter were properly re-
presented, the trivial expense entailed
would not be allowed to stand in the
way of the .child’s best interest. What
a4 community would spend in one Wirst
of July decoration would make our pub-
lic sehools things of beauty and a joy
forever. o . :

The dscussion of this paper was open-
ed by Miss Mabel Fraser, of Vancou-
ver, who spoke of the difficulty of pro-
curing good pictures, ete., for the pur-
Dose, and suggested that a good deal
could be done by means of seasonable
drawings upon the blackboard.

After a few words by .the chairman,
Miss Lawson spoke at some length of
the simplicity of decorations and ad-

ceedingly well. English, Miss ' Fraser
held,” included the subjects of literature,
grammar, composition and history.. Its
study should give culture and the cor-
reet use of language. Speech is an index
of character. Liferature is fhe store-
hotse of the best thoughts and ideas of
the writers of the past. Its study ap-
peals to the emotions and the feelings
of the better side of life. “Reading
maketh the full man.” Some learn the
use of good language by ‘force of associ-
ation; yet there must-be a grammar, to
furnish the court: of appeal, and so
comes this analysis of the sentence,
thowing the relation of its words, and
also the synthesis in bringing the words
and phrases together. The latter comes
first. Thus it followed that the reading
of good -literature and the analysis. of
such, brought endless assistance to the
composing of the theme. Technical
grammar, too, wasg most useful and ne-
cessary for good work im compositions,
and’ made provision for'the proper ar-
rangement of the results of the analysis.
Her opinion that both were requisite and
that -neither method would preduce the
highest results when used -exclusively,
was well demonstrated, and met with
the approval of most of those present.

That they
were justified is evident from the fact
that prosperity is universal, deep—sea_ted
and permanent in Ontario and Manito-
ba; while it is neither umiversal -nor
deep-seated in British Columbia, nor has
it any chance to become permanent, if
we take mo active steps to develop our
heritage. We, are afraid of shadows,
terrified at bogies, and stand in awe of
the crude and ill-digested theories of
doctrinaire politicians. Above all, we are
afflicted with mental, moral -and physi-
cal inertia; we are like sommolent cats,
who lie basking in the sun and never
awake except to bite and scratch one
another, For the love. of our country,

RAILWAY  AID.

At the present time Canada is in the
throes of procuring another transconti-
nental railway system. The system is
generally known as the Canadian North-
ern railway, a generie term for-a num-
ber of seetions and companies.banded to-
sether-under one controk  The railway
beging in Ontario and, when completed,
will end in Victoria, British Columbia.
It passes through Ontario, Manitoba,
the Northwest Territories and British
Golumbia.  In view of the provinecial aid
it. is proposed to give to the Edmonton;
Yukon & Pacific railway, which is the
Western section of the Canadian North-
ern Tailway system, we have been inves-
tigating the Reports of the Department
of Railways and Canals to find out what
kind of aid, and how much, has been
given by the various provincial - goyern-
ments and the Dominion government to
other sections of the same system. It
is not very easy to dig all those matters
out of the blue books and arrange them
80 as to give a comprehensive general
idea of the various Subsidies. But we
imagine we have ascertained with com-
parative accuracy the governmental aid
received by this railway system to ac-
celerate the eonstruction of 80-important
a national undertaking.

The first part of the system is the On-
tario section of the Ontario & Rainy
River railway, now incorporated in the
Canadian Northern, The promoters of
this road received a subsidy of $4,000 a
mile for 280 miles from the Ontario
government, the total sum paid in_eash
heing $1,120,000. We have discovered
10 record of any Dominion subsidy or
land grant except right 'of way and ter-
minals for this mileage.

In, ~addition to these 280 miles

. _there were  200. miles  of  the
Ontario & Rainy River railway buailt in
Manitoba. To assist in the construction
of this the Manitoba government ‘guar-
anteed ‘a bond issue of $20,000 a mile,
a total sum of $5,800,000. The Domin-
ion government gave $3,200 a mile in
reash for 70 miles, and $6,400 a mile in
cash for 220 miles, a total cash bonus
of $1,632,000. Free right of way and
terminals were also concedéd. And we
rather think that the Manitoba govern-
ment gave exemption from taxation be-
sides. It certainly did, with reference
to ‘the other portions of the system in
the province, and we think with regard
Yo this oune also. Now this section of the
road is' of peculiar interest to British
Columbia on account of the fact that the
difficulties of its construction are faintly
comparable with the difficulties of rail-
way  construction in  British Columbia.
The - railway in Manitoba received a
gmarantee of interest on $5,800,000, an
amount ‘about equal to the ‘whole provin-
cial «debt of this province, ‘exemption

- from_ taxation, and $6,400 a mile in

THE MINING INDUSTRY.

The situation of the mining industry
at the close of the first quarter of the
year, ending March 31, is, all things con-
sidered eminently gratifying, and at the
present rate of progress another consid-
erable increase in .mineral output may
be depeunded upon for the twelvemonth,
Boundary has assumed the  pre-
mier position in pcint of tonnage pro-
duction, with a  record for the three
months of 100,000 tons, and at this rate
of production the yield for the year
would just exceed the 1901 results. But
in a very short time the number " of
blast furnaces in operation in ‘the dis-
trict 'will be increased to seven, having a
combined daily capacity of between
2,500 and 3,000 tous, or more than double
the .present output treated; and conse-
quently one may  safely count, given
normmal eonditions, a production from this
district- during 1901 of nearly three-
quarters of a million tons. In Rossland
prospects -are equally bright, the March
output having been ‘a record achieve-
ment, eclipsing the best previous record
of May, 1901, by nearly 2,000 tons.
All fear of laber troubles having been
rémoved, and with the recent reductions
of costs at the big mines, it is certain
that 1902 will prove to be an exception-
ally prosperous year for the Rossland
district. © Silver-lead mining, too, is de-
cidedly on ' the mend, and - shipments
from the Slocan are steadily, -if slowly,
increasing, while the summer promises
to . be unusually active. Produection,
however, s0 .far only aggregates esome
6,000 tons. ‘The Bast Kootenay:lead
mines have been comparatively idle the
last few months, but arrangements are
now completed, it is said, for the Te-
opening of the St. Hugene on or about
May 1st, which, with the present mine
equipment, is capable of p‘roducing over
3,000 tons of concentrates monthly, hav-
ing on an average metallic contents of
70 per cent. lead and 40 ounces silver;
while a little later, probably about the
beginning of July, the Sullivan su;elter
will be blown in. - At ‘any rate, the lead
output this year should be better than
last. ' Prospects in the Nelson -district
are exceedingly bright. The Silver King
mine since the beginning of the year
-has maintained regular shipments at the
rate of 50 toms daily; while the Ymir
mine, although recently from somewhat
untoward ecircumstances production has
been somewhat restricted, is ‘making a
remarkable showing, ‘the latest reports
being that the ledge encountered in the
long tunnel at a vertical depth of 1,000
feet has <widened to 16 feet and 'is
richer than expected. -Ymir district, in
fact, is coming into greater prominence,
and a large amount of capital is being
invested there. Among others, Mesers.

diaeval, while the world was becoming
modern, - Of all the results of the con-
structive energy o0f the medern world,
both in modes 'of -culture, practical
Science, and political change, Oxford has
enly one word to say, “Non possumus;
non volumus.” ' ‘OxYord is a cloister of
culture, as ancient monastries were
culture; as aucient . monasteries  were
beautiful ornaments to the structure of
society, but they lay mighty few bricks.
Ohly those who dominate instead of be-
ing dominated by its tone, are not unfit-
ted for the rough and tumble of life. It
is-in that very fact that we catch a
glimpse of the intentions of Cecil
Rhodes. It is as though he said to the
young English-speaking world: . “For
three years of your life rub shoulders
with antiquity, and learn to understand
yourself through the study of your
heredity.” The English-speaking race
has traveled far from the ideals, customs
and culture of the University of Oxford,
and some of its strongest elements were
never in touch with them. «Cecil Rhodes
would not have the  English-speaking
race go back, but he would light a lamp
to'illuminate the. past, the common or-
igin and:the ¢ommon road which has
diverged into separate paths. 'Whether
the plan is feasible for the purpose of
carrying out the end in view it is im-
possible to say. ‘But whether it does or
does mot carry it out, the will of the
dead statesman is an insistent message
of ‘unity and peace, and a great appeal
1o those larger human emotions which
transcend the trivial jealousies of our
endless imternational strife. It is a rte-
markable thing  that two men, Cecil
Rhodes and Andrew- Carnegie, the one
typically English in his reverence for
established institutions, but without pre-
judice or bigotry, the other, typically
Scotch in his strenuous individualism
and contempt for any authority save that
of Jintellect and conscience, but withont
fanaticism or dogma, should have united
in believing that education was the ery-
ing necessity for our race, and should
have devoted the vast fortunes they ac-
cumulated, to the diffusion of knowledge,
which is the food of wisdom, and has,

for its fruits, broadness of judgment
and charity.

“PROHIBITION.

Manitoba has apparently rejected pro-
‘hibition as a remedy for over-indulgence
in liquor.’ In all probability Manitoba
considers .that prohibition is not a rem-
edy, that it does not prohibit. Experi-
euce endorses the attitnde of Manitoba.
Prohibition reaches the law-abiding, so-
ber and industrious man. It limits his
consumption - of. something he does not
greatly. desire. - But. it is powerless: to
afféet the mran to: whom 'aleohol is a me-
cessity, or who craves inordinately for
it. It affeets those who do mot require
it, and fails to reach those who do. Be-
sides which, it places the whole com-
munity in a condition of tutelage togthe
.aw, and renders the practice of the vir-
tie of temperance a matter of external
compulsion, instead of the expression of
individnal character, It is_curious how
many vices, some of them as degrading
as_drunkenpess, are condoned by cus-
tom. Drunkenness used to be so condon-
ed, and is still in some communities.
But we have done a great deal towards
placing a social stigma upon drunken-
ness. ' In fact, we have been so eager to
referm this vice, that we have, perhaps,
neglected some others just as bad, or
worse. About a hundred years ago it
was not uncommon to ‘see the following
sign = over grog shops:. “Drunk
for a “penny, - dead drunk
tWopence. Clean straw to lie on.” We
rather think that such an advertisement
as that, if it appeared in Victoria, would
shock the general moral sense of the
community., S0 that a better social tone
in reference to drunkenness is coming in-
to existence. We confess to sharing the
old-fashioned opinion that this is the
correct way to advance a moral reform,
and that it cannot be really advanced
by prohibitory laws. After a while it
will not be -orthodox to over-indulge in
aleoholic beverages; it may not even be
orthodox "to taste ‘alcoholic beverages at
all. But universal orthodoxy by force is
an experiment which has been tried in
more directions than with regard to the
consumption of spirituous liguors, and
it has always failed. A drunken freedom
is better than a sober slavery. For
ugainst the drunkard inexorable nature
will avenge herself, but when . we . en-
deavor to bind ‘the intellect and con-
science of the individual man, we as-
sault the citadel of the divine govern-
ment - itself, i :

it has once-been earned, and that ‘the
original injury is not in 'the way the
money - is applied, but in.the fact that
it has been earfied out of the people of
Great Britain, He shows that the rea-
son - ~why - consols and other British
securities have not fallen more than they
haye under the strain of the South Afri-
can war, has been due to the fact that
American money has supported them as
soon-as their price made them an at-
tractive investmept. He certainly con-
cludes ‘that Great Britain, during war
time at least, is living upon her reserve
store of wealth, and is accumulating
very little surplus capital for foreign
investment, such as she is making, go-
ing almost exclusively to South [Africa.
If we' were discus§ing this from an Im-
perial point of view, we might point
out hgw. very serious a condition of af-
fairs is thus disclosed, and how it could
have been avoided by a difference in
Imperial - trade policy." Great Britain
has stimulated the production of wheat,
and food . supplies in general, in the
Uuited States, and starved it in her
own colpmes. and is now coming so close
to the inevitable result that it is to be
hoped her eyes will be opened in time.
Had an Imperid] policy of protection
been in force the same conditions would
have manifested themselves during time
of war. Bat ‘the Colonies would have
been fattening, not the gnitedv States,
and the reseurces of the iColonies are at
the service 'of the Empire to the ultimate
dollar. However, we do not wish to
discuss this .question, at present. . We
hope it is. one upon which the colonial
premiers will endeavor to enlighten the
people of Great Britain, although for
our own Sir ‘Wilfrid, we mnst confess,
we doubt his comprehension of the ques-
tion, as much as we despair of his atti-
tude towards it. He seems {o aim at
Canada’s giving.to the United States
the same one-sided bargain which Great
Bnt_am has always insisted upon. con-
ferring on  that country. 1At pres
ent ' we ‘wish to take up  the
facts as they affect the -financial
position of British Columbia. = Brit-
ish Columbia’ is now, -and must :be
for many ¥ears to coms, a debtor coun-
try dependent for her development upon
money borrowed from those countries
Iookmz:for foreign credits as an’ ontlet
for their surplus funds. At the present
time Great  Britain is not looking- for
foreign credits to any large extent, her
resources ‘being mainly. occupied in feed-
ing her own people, and in subjugating
South Afriea, This explains our diffi-
culty in borrowing money in- London.

‘At the same time, the United
States is looking for foreign credifs to

Morniug Post:of October 28, 1872, when
the settlement of the San Juan difficulty
was fresh 1o the public mind.. The arti-
cle*was written by’ Lieut.-Col. Stewart,
R. BE. "1t says: ;

The damage done to the interests of
‘England—or of Canada, which is the
same thing—by the.San Juan boundary
decision, is :to- be congidered and count-
ed under two heads: first the interrup-
tion to the navigation of the British Co-
lumbian ‘waters contingent upon  war
with ‘the United: States; and, seeondly,
the immediate ‘steps that must, or that
ought, to be taken to neutralize as far
as may be the adverse effects of the de-)
cision, and to restore the equilibrium
that has been 'disturbed by it. As to
the first, the damage to our interests in
the event of war will greatly depend
upon-the mature and extent of the pre-
cautions and preparations which we may

exercising. our military power oun the
North Pacifie.* If those precautions and
preparations be sufficient, then the pos-
session  of San Juan by the Americans
would avail ‘them little, for on the out-
break of hostli*‘es we should either oc-
cupy’ the jsland or 'neutralize its forces
and ‘armaments. - The damage contin-
gent upon war might be included in and.
80 to- spéak, measured by the precau-
tionary arrangements that should be
adopted in the immediate future. What,
then, have we to seécure, and how is it
to be secured? ‘To arrive at the desired
conclusions; it is necessary to examine
into the peculiar position, conditions and
prospects of our territories in the North
Pacific. Vancouver Island and British
Columbia being now integral parts of
the Dominion of Canada, and forming,
moreover, the only western outlet and
seaboard of that colony, must be main-
tained and protected in a thorough and
cffectual manner if Canada is to develop
her vast central fertile plains and to
form the newest and nearest route be-
tween Hurope and the Hast—if, in a
word, she is tQ become a great nation
rather than a straggling colony. It is
needless to remark that Canada, as a
weak dependency, would be a constant
source of danger to the HEmpire, and
that, powerful and sufficient for her own
defence, she would not only relieve us
of this menacing danger, but would es-
tablish that political equilibripm on the
American continent which is 8o greatly
to be desired for many reasons. But in
order to this development of the power
and. resources of Canada it is necessary
that the projected transcontinental rail-
way shall have as secure a terminus on
the Pacific as it" will ‘have on the At~
lantic ocean at Halifax. Such a termin-
us. it would have -had on the British
Columbian shore opposite to. Vancouver
Island. .The Island would, as it were,
have constituted a huge mnatural forti-
fication. with impassable wet ditches, be-
hind which the terminus would have lain
in- almost unprecedented security. Now,

ed. If the Americans convert San Juan
into an offensive and derensive naval

ity of the inner waters, and therefore of
the terminus, would be lost. “The Am-
ericans know that better than we do. It
is well understood that President Grant
attaches the highest importance to the
possession of San Juan; and we are told
that the “Americans” gene are more
pleased and elated at the 'victory in re-
spect to ‘San Juan than .even in the case
of the Geneva Award. Professor
Maury’s opinion on this subject is well
worth noting. He wrote thirteen years
ago—*“Vancouver Island commands ' the
shores of Washington and Oregon, and
‘whether the terminus of the Northern
(American) road be on Puget Sound’ or
at the mouth of the Columbia river, the
munitions sent there could be used for
no other part of the coast, for Vancou-
ver overlooks them. . .. ‘Vancouver
would prevent, for Vancouver com-
mands their coasts as ecompletely as
England commands those of France, on
the Atlantic. . . .’ The Straits of
Fuca are 'as close as the Straits of Gib-
raltar.” = But the Straits of Fuca will
no longer be “close” to the Americans.
They have now got ingide them in a
commanding position; and- when San
Juan shall have been turned into . a
stronghold the domination by Vancouver,
Is]and complained of by the Americans
will-in a great measure be neutralized—
that is to say, we shall lose the advan-
tage dnd security we should otherwise
have enjoyed.

Are we, then, to'sit down with folded
hands, and, admitting and lamenting the
damgge we have-sustained, do nothing to
regain our ascendency? Surely not. We
owe it to Canada as well as to ourselves
to retrieve the .mischief:that has been
wrought by .our ‘blundering policy. But
how is that to be done? By taking, for
one thing, a lesson from the Tartar of
the proverb who was “caught.” We
have to catch the catcher, to close the
Straits of Fuca again, to hold San Juan
within our teeth, by establishing a forti-
fied naval station at the southern end of
Vancouver Island, to the end that our
ships may hold the command of those
waters. That is the chief—but not, as
we -shall shew, the only—step to be
taken.. We have in Esquimalt a magni-
ficent harbor, and we must have a dock-
vard the}-e for our North Pacific fleet, a
fleet which even in ordinary times of
Deace, . must now be represented per-
mauently by considerably more force
thin at present. The colony has, heen
S0 anxious, ‘without reference to the San
Juan question at all, for the establish-
ment of a dockyard at Bsquimalt, that it
has, though ill able to afford the ex-
pense, offered to .share the cost of its
construction. -'We now owe it to_the: col-
ony to do even more in this way that it
asked. ' But_another consequence  must
seeming_]y follow from the new condition’
of - affairs set up by the award. The
terminus of the railway ought apparent-
1y to be at the fortified harbor of Esqai-
malt, which is to the south or seaward
of San Juan. If we may not have the
free mnavigation of the waters between
Vancouver and the Mainland, then the
railway should come to meet the ships
outside the obstruction: and, luckily,
there is no insuperable difficulty in the
way of bringing this about. Evén in-
Gependently of the 'San Juan guestion,
it was proposed to ecarry the railway
through Vancouver to Victoria and He-
quimalt. But that which formerly was
only desirable will now. be a mnecessity.
The railway: can be taken to a point on
the Mainland high up on the Straits be-
tween it and” Vancouver, where these
Straits can ‘be bridged by utilizing an
island lying 'comveniently in  them, or
passed by a steam ferry. The point of
crossing being high up;narrow, and pro-
tected -maturally by very ‘strong cur-
Tents—the shores on .each side being -in
our possessipn-—~could be" ° artificially
strengthened so as to prevent an enemy
destroying the bridges or ferry. By this
arrangement, the main . entrance . . into}
British Columbia would be through
Vancouver Island, and the damage that
the: possession of San Jaan by the Am-
ericans could inflict upon our colonjes
be reduced to a minimum. ¥f it be said
that what is proposed could not be done
save at a  considerable expense, that

FATHER DONCKELE'S JUBILEE.

How the Event Was Celebrated at
Kuper Island.

They who believe that to try'to edu-
cate and civilize the Indians is so much
labor lost and money -wasted, would
have changed their views had they been
witnesses of the magnificent qelebra-
tion held at the Kuper Island Indian Ip-
dustrial school on the oecasion of the sil-
ver sacerdotal jubilee of _the Rev. G.
Donckele, principal of that favorably
known institution. - For two days pre-
vious to the great eveut the ex-pupils
began to arrive to participate in the pre-
ceedings and to testify by their-presence
to the grateful remembrance in *which
they hold him who, for 25 years, has,
with unremitting zeal and unselfish de-
votion, sacrificed himself to the welfare
of the Indians. The eve of the jubilee
day brought Bishop 'Orth, who, accom-
panied by his vicar-general, the Very
Rev. Father Nicolaye, and by Fathers
Leterme, Van Goethem and Colin, w1§h-
ed to express the high esteem in which
he holds the jubilarian; and as a fur-
ther proof of his appreciation of the
Reyv. Father Donckele’s missicnary la-
bors, the Bishop conferred upon him the
title of dean, -The; willihg hands of the
pupils had gaily decorated the princi-
pal rooms of the institution with a pro-
fusion of flags, bunting and evergreens.

At break of day the pupils, attired in
their. neat uniforms, appeared, their
faces beaming with happiness and pleas-
ure. For weeks, nay, for months, they
had been looking with longing expecta-
tion for this day, which would give them
an opportunity of expressing in song, in
verse and prose their gratitude to hixp
whom they love as a father. The festi-
vities began with solemn high mass.
The Rev. Father Donckele was cele-
.brant, the Rev. Fathers Colin, Leterme
and Van Goethem acted respectively as
deason, sub-deacon and master of cere-
monies. The Very Rev. Father Nico-
laye, assisted Bishop Orth at the throne.
His Lordship preached a very impres-
give sermon for the occasion.. The music
of the mass was rendered by the pupils
with great accuracy and precision. The
day-was spent in general rejoicing; some
¢t the features being a band concert and
a baseball match between a team of the
present pupils and a -team of the ex-
pupils, in whi¢h the latter carried off
the victory. It was, however, the even-
irg entertainment which caused gener-
al surprise, and which proved that In-
dian children can be trained up to a
high standard. The whole of the pro-
gramme was executed with a thorough-
mess and a perfection that could not be
surpassed by white children. The ladies
and gentlemen from Chemainus, Kuper
Island and Thetis Island, who were
present, said that they had come prepar-
ed to make a great deal of allowance
for awkwardness and mistakes, both in
action and language, seeing that the per-
formers were Indians; but that they
found that the action was faultless and
the English pronunciation clear and cor-
rect. Where everything was so well, it
would be envious to praise one part more
than the other; yet it may be said that
the pupil who read the address, read it
with shch feeling and intonation that
everyone knew that she felt and under-
stood what she read. The flag drill also
obtained well deserved 'praise. Follow-
ing is the programme: .

Among the more recent dividends paid
by British Columbia mines are those of
the North Star, ‘which last week de-
clared an eighth dividend of 134 cents
per share, and ' the’ Rambler-Cariboo,
which has paid three dividends of 1
cent. per share already this year, or alto-
gether about $138,000. The North Star
has now paid in profits to its share-
holders = $373,000, and recently work
which for a time was suspended at the
mine has been resumed. Favorable re-

orts coutinue to be received of the
Rambler-Cariboo, another rich strike of
260-ounce ore having recently been re-
ported to have been niade at the 800-
foot level. In reference to this mine,
however, it is certainly worthy of re-
mark that, now that the shares are
quoted at a high price, shareholders and
the public have no difficulty in securing
full information regarding the progress
being ‘made; but previous to this none
but insiders were allowed to know what
was going on. 'The Ymir Mines, Limit-
ed, distributed a dividend in March, the
total “distribution being thus swelled to
$280,000; and the Sunset, a syndicate-
owned mine in the Slocan, paid its
shareholders a second dividend of $6,000
the other day.

ATHABASICA! RECONSTRUCTION.

According to a iondon despatch, all
the negotiations for the re-organization
of the Athdbasca company have now
been settled, and the English share-
holders are only awaiting the arrival of
the necessary documents from Canada
to conclude the matter. Henceforth the
company will be entirely under Canadian
management, the headquarters. being at
Toronto. The new board will consist
of 'Messrs. George Gillies, McKinnon,
‘Pearson and P. H. Doolittle, all of To-
ronto. The English shareholders’ ster-
ling shares will be exchanged for 25-
cent shares in the recounstructed com-
pany, which will be credited with 19
cents paid. ‘The new company will ac-
quire the Venus property, which & ad-
joins the Athabasca, and the two prop-
erties will be worked together. On tue
Venus 18 months’ supply of ore has been
blocked out, which will be treated by
the Athabasca plant. .Mr. E. Nelson
iFell, the late manager of the Athabasca,
holds a very high opinion of the mine,
and considers that with the introduction
of further capital and the reduction of
working expenses, the company should
prove to be a dividend-payer. The un-
fortunate shareholders, however, at the
best must lose very heavily on their
original investment, as they are to re-
ceive 2G-cent shares, 19 cents ecredited
as paid, in exchange for their £1 bold-
ings. Meanwhile the Nelson Miner an-
nounces that operations are to be re-
sumed on a)large scale on the Atha-
basca, recently reconstructed, at the end
of Jume ,or the beginning of July. Itis
now conceded that in the Venus prop-
erty the new company has ore reserves
sufficient to run the ten-stamp/mill to its
fullest capacity ‘and to provide sufficient
funds for the development of the Atha-
basca claim,

WINDERMERE ORE SHIPMENTS,

A! paper published in the ‘Windermere
district of HBast Kootenay estimates
that ore shipments to date from the
Paradise, Delphine, Red Line, Swansea,
White Cat, Silver Belt, M. T, Fraction
and Bunyan mines aggregate 2,385,141
pounds, which, considering present costs
and diffieulties of transport, is by no
means an unsatisfactory showing. (The
ore sent out for treatment is of a geuner-
ally high-grade charaeter, that from the
Delphine, for example, having a total
value per ton in silver, lead and copper
of from $74.82 to as high as $149.02.

THE TREADGOLD CONCESSIONS.

In view of the representations about to
be made to the Dominion government
asking for at least a modification of the
terms under which the large concessions
have 'been. granted the Treadgold com-
pany in the Yukon, ‘the ‘opinion of -so
important a technical journal as ' the
Mining & Bcientific Press of San Fran-
cisco as to the effect the granting of
these powers to the company is likely
to have oxu’ the mining industry in that
territory is both valuable and timely.
It is° poinited oyt by this aunthority that
one of the provisions of the Treadgold
concession . ereates a monopoly of the
water supply for mining purposes. Mr.
Treadgold. and his associates are to
bring in to the mimes a stated water
suppiy, of 25,000 miners’ inches, ome-
half of which they may have to provide
for the working of their own' claims,
and the other half they are to sell to
other ‘mine owners at 25 cents per
miner’s inch per hour. This price, the
Mining & Scientific ~Press remarks, is
out of all reason for the service. Flor
ten-hour water service it means $2.50 an
inch. A ten-hour inch of water in
sluicing will not wash much if anything
in excess of 1% cubic yards, making the

water charge to the yard of pay-dirt
from $1.50 to $1.75. “Even fairly rich
drifting ground will not stand such a
cost charge for water to wash up the
dumps, and it is_absolutely prohibitive
to hydraulic ‘mining when over-burden
has to be washed off to get down to the
pay. | The effect of the high charge per-
mitted will be to cause tlhie abandonment
of all but the richest claims, the aban-
doned claims becoming at once the prop-
erty of the Treadgold syndicate. In
éarly mining days of California $1 for
the ten-hour inch of water was paid ina
few instances to work rich gulch. dig-
gings. Later, when hydraulic mining
‘was started, prices for the ten-hour inch
ranged from 5 to 15 cents. ‘There is
nothing so different in Klondike condi-
tions from those of placer mim;.ug else-
where to justify such . extraordinary
charges as are fixed by the Treadgold
concession. *, Ditch and flume construc-
tion is not excessively costly' there, nor
ig the water season any shorter than in
other districts. It is quite interesting to
note that as reported the Treadgold con-
cession does not directly mention the
quartz mining which is just beginning.
The 25-cent price per hour inch of
water means, however, that battery
water for amalgamation will amount to
$2.50 Jper ton of ore crushed. During
the’ pioneer days of Yukon mining as
much as $7 and $8 an hour was paid by
claim-owuners using a sluice-head -of
water, but only the very richest claims
were able to afford this charge. Ae-
cording to the Treadgold scale, the
charge for  claims using a sluice-head;
would be no less than $150 a day—a
quite prohibitive price. The effect of
the granting of the concession has al-
ready been observed in Dawson, and it
1s stated that the number of re-locations
during the past four months shows a
cousiderable falling off when compared
with the official retarns for the same
period oi last year.
AN AMUSING STORY.

No one who reads the United States
daily papers can fai} to be struck with
the -unconscious humor not infrequently
gilspl.ayed by the ubiquitous reporter who
in his ardent zeal to secure interesting
‘copy” will generally consider the “strict
observance of fact but a secondary mat-
ter, ypro,vqied only he can secure material
from which to. weave a sufficiently
thrilling narrative. An admirable ex-
avmple.ot this style of journalism is the
following, which I have cut from a Salt
Lake City newspaper:

“A dark, slender young man earrying
a large grip and small leather satchel
swuung off the Oregon Short Line train
from the north yesterday morning apd
took a train to a hotel.  He permitted
the grip to be taken from him and
placed under the driver’s seat, but the
little satchel remained at his side,

“After breakfast he sauntered out of
the hotel, carrying the satchel, and
walked to a Main street bank. His4
business was apparently of some import-
ance, for he did not transaet it over
the counter, but in the private office of
the cashier.

INTRODUCTION OF USEFUL
BIRDS.

Under the Auspices of the Natural His-
tory Society -of British Columbia.

The Natural History society of British
Columbia some time ago undertook to
work out a plan for the introduction of
nseful inseetivorous birds, some of
which are songsters and well known
friends of the agriculturist and fruit
grower, and for that purpose appointed
a committee. 'This committee met the
members of the Central Farmer's insti-
tute in Victoria in December, 1960, and
discussed the matter with them. The
«Contral Farmer’s institute then appoint-
ed a_ committee, who tbrought in a re-
port to the following effect: “We beg
to submit the following list of birds
which, in our opinion, it will be safe to
introduce into the province, viz.: Sky-
lark, Goldfinch, Robin (red breast), Sis-
kin, Nightingaf, Blue Tit (parus coeru-
leus).” >

It is estimated that at least $1,000
will be. required to carry out this pro-
ject successfully, and that this sum will
cover the necessary expenses in counec-
tion with the introduction of a large
Tumber of the above-named birds into
British Columbia. It is proposed to pro-
cure a large number of each species to

Kennel Club :Opened
Yesterday.

Prize Winners As Far As Judged
‘Last Night—Good At-
tendance.

Some two hundred dogs of high degree
are holding forth in Philharmonic hall,
‘which has been transformed into an im-
mense kennel, or, rather, into a lot of
small . kennels. Their yelping can be
heard for blocks and although some of
those residing in the meighborhood may
complain, the noise is music to the ears
of the fancier. For it is the annual
bench show of the Victoria Kennel club,
and, by-the-bye, one of the most suc-
cessful bench shows in the history of; the
city. In the, first place there are more
entries than have even been made in a
Victoria - show before, and among the
dogs are some of the most aristocratic
on the continent, dogs.-which have been
before the critical eye of the best
judges of -America, and who have come
proudly from the ring wearing the blue
ribbon ‘which :denotes their superiority
over their fellows.

The show opened yesterday morning,
and for several hours the officials were
busy placing the exhibits, but before
noon” order had been brought out of
chaes, -and the gquieter dogs were mak-
ing themselves at home in their new
kennels, while the noisy ones, chiefly
the terriers, were making their presence
known by their barking. There was a
fajrly good attendance during the after-
noon and evening, particularly of own-
ers, who were taking a.keen interest in
the judging, which started at 2 o’clock,
Mr. E. W. Davis, of Chilliwack, having
this difficult position to fill.

There are not a great many represen-
tatives of the larger breeds, there being
but one mastiff and one St. Bernard in
the show, but both are good specimens.
For some reason the St. Bernards, which
m former years were well represented,
seem to have dropped from favor, or
those owning them are not ' showing.
There are more Great Danes, among
them ,being a beauty, Major, owned by
Mrs.. Robin Dunsmuir. Major, although
iittle more thaf a year old, is a splen-
did-looking animal. There are but two
greyhounds, ‘and” the same number of
Chesapeake Bays, while the best point-
ers are from across the line. The Eng-
lish setter men, though, if they cannot
be satisfied they must be hard to please.
There are 49 of these dogs/ benched, and
a fine lot they are, coming from every
“city of the Coast, some of them valued
at thousands of dollers. - But with all
the  competition the Victoria dogs took
the majority of the prizes, this city now
baving some of the best dogs of this
_breed on the continent. Among the vis-
itors are Doc Hick, the great field trial
% 'dog, owned by John Considine of Seat-
tle, valued at $5,000, and R. M. Palm-
er’'s Rodfield Lad . The former is only
on exhibition, but Mr. Considine has
two entries for the field triat.

MANCHURIAN TREATY.

Waiting to See If Powers Raise Further
; Objections,

Pekin, April 3.—The signing of the
Russo-Chinese Manchurian contract only
awaits  the receipt of the information
as to whether objection to it will be
raisell by other powers. The treaty has
been modified. As previously stated the
evacuation of the Manchurian provinces
by Russia is to be carried out in three
successive periods of six months from
the signing of the coniract. Various
vague conditions such as: “If the state
of . the country permits,”” are: excluded
from the contraet, and it is stipulated
that the contracts be ratified within
three months from the day it is signed.
China is permitted to maintain what-
ever force shé thinks necessary in Man-
churia -after the evacuation of that ter-
ritody. In addition to the preceding
covenants Russia agrees if Tien Tsin is
restored to the Chinese within the first
six months to exacuate Niu-Chwang at
the time of this restoration. .China
agrees that no portion of the Niu-
Chwang, Shan Kwang railway be al-
lowed to fall into the hands of other
powers after Russia restores the road
to China. China agrees to also reim-
burse Russia in the amount spent in
completing the railway, and in: policing
the line during the Russian occupation.

WEBEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victoria Meteorological Office, 26th March
to 1st April, 1902.

The chief features of the week have been
the unusually light precipitation in British

lumbia, end the marked increase of tem-
perature on the last day of the week. On
Wednesday, the 27th March, there:was an
area of high barometric pressure spread-
Ing from the ocean over the North Pacific
States, while at the same time a storm
area of low pressure covered the region

m the mountains to the lakes, Wwith
rainfall occurring in Manitoba. These con-
ditions caused strong winds in this district
and generally fair weather over_the west-
ern portion of the continent. On Thursday,
the 27th, the pressare increased off ‘our
coast but became lower in the Northwest,
the differences of pressure again causing
high westerly winds on the Gulf and
Straits. Showers fell on the coast and Low-
er Malnland and in Manitoba the rainfall
became heavy.

During Friday and Saturday the exten-
sive high barometer area from the ocean
spread slowly over the North Pacific coast
and centered over the province, causing gen-
erally fine weather and northerly winds,
the. latter becoming high in <California.
Light frosts occurred here and on the
Mainland, and the temperature in iCariboo
fell to within a few degrees of zero.

In the Northwest northerly gales prevall-
ed {nd a cold wave developed, accompanied
with a fall of over two feet of snmow at
Qu’'Appelle.

During Sunday and Monday a vast area
of high barometric pressure extended from
-Vancouver Island to Manitoba, with gen-
erally fair ‘weather. By Monday evening
2 well marked storm area appeared off the
Washington coast, causing a fall in pres-
sure over the province amd the North Pa-
cific 'States, with cloudy weather and a
rise In temperature, while moderate rain-
fall occurred in California. On April 1st
the pressure began to rise again on the
lower California coast, but remained low
over this province, and cloudy and threat-
ening weather prevailed with an increase in
temperature, and rainfall in California and
the southern part of Washington.

In the Northwest the high barometer area
has maintained -its position, the storm cen-
tre passing eastward to Ontario. Pyecipl-
tation has been less and lower tempera-
tures have ' occurred.
“At Vietoria 87 hours and 30 minutes of
‘bright sunshine were registered:; only a
trace of rain occurred; the highest tempera-
ture was 61 on the 1st April, and the low-
est 32 on the 29th of March. There was
light frost on ‘two nights.

At New Westminster, rainfall, .02 inch:
highest temperature 66 on the 1st April:
lowest 26 on the 29th Mareh.

At Kamloops no precipitation occurred;
highest temperdture 62 on the 1st of Apri};
lowest 22 on the 8th of March.

At Barkerville only a trace of snow fell;
highest temperature 50 on the 1st April:
lowest 4 on the 29th of March.

Col. Prior and Mr. Wells Re-
‘called and Reexamined By
M'~ cu't'so ’

Mr. Fred Peters Objects to Mr.
Curtis Making Use of His
* . Name.

R. F. Green, M. P. P., was the first
witness before the Royal Commissich
yesterday. He had heard Mr. Helme-
ken’s gpeech in the House on March 8,
and Hon. Mr. Welle’ reply. Hon, Mr.
Wells said Mr. Greenshields was an
Eastern lawyer, who was /acting as
ageut of the government in the railway
negotiations. There was a great deal
of criticism of the govermment by op-
position members with reference to the
employment of , Mr. Greenshields, and
the government made no attempt to con-
‘tradict the statements made.

Mr. Cassidy pointed ‘out that all that
Mr. Curtis was getting from-the witness
was idle—a mere waste of time. All that
had been said-in the House and at pub-
lic meetings was erystalized in Mr. Cur-
tis’ charges, which the government had
aqew_'ered by asking for the Royal com-
mission. .

Mr. Curtis continued to ex-minc My,
‘Green on speeches made by dinc...
members of the opposition, and to. ask
what impressions he had formed from
bearing or reading those utterances,

In cross-examination by Mr. Cassidy,
Mr. Green said he did not think a gov-
ernment should disclose their whole
policy every time g charge was made
against them by an opposition member,
Hon. Mr. Dunsmuir should have de-
fended himself from charges in connec-
tion with- the C. & €. 8. charter. His
not having .done so might have led the
opposition to believe that he was guilty
of wrongdoing. Did not know that
‘Greenshields was the agent of the prov-
ince in better terms negotiations till he
heard it recently. The expression, ‘“‘ac-
credited agent of the government,” used
by Hon. ‘Mr. Wells, was generally ac-
cepted as meaning that Mr. Green-
shields was acting fer the province in
the railway negotiatious.

In answer to the commissioner, Mr.
‘Green said the government were  at-
tacked by the opposition on the ground
that they had employed- Mr. Green-
shields-in the railway negotiations, while
he was acting for Mackenzie & Mann in
the same business. He had had the
Impression, - with other members of the
opposition,” that Mr.. Greenshields was
acting for both parties. ’

In cross-examination, witness admit-
ted that the negotiations for the sale of
the [E. & N. railway;, and the transfer
of the charter-of the C. & C. 8. railway
might have been made in perfect good
faith, - and ‘without any suspicion of
wrongdoing, ?

AFTERNOON SITTING.

G. A, Stewart Potts reported. Hon.
Mr. Dunsmuir’s speech in the theatre on
March 3. The witness electrified Mr.
Curtis, by stating that in reporting a
political speech for political purposes he
would deem it his duty to change the
speaker’s words so as to convey a cor-
rect impression of what was intended to
be said. -

In cross-examination witness said he
knew Mr. Greenshields was solieitor for
Mackenzie & Mann. He did not under-
stand from anything said’ by ministers
in their speéches that Mr. Greenshields
was acting for the government in the
railway negotiations.

Colonel, the Hon. E. G. Prior, recall-
ed—Did not ‘know anything about the
11 pages of the railway contract men-
tioned in his evidence the day previous.
It had never been in his possession. Some
of the other ministers might have it.

Answering Mr. ' Cassidy, Hon, Col.
Prior said he was induced to enter the
government by being assured. that they
(the government) had made a satisfac-
tory coatract with Mackenzie & Mann,
He had been shown a type-written
draft contract which was. a copy of the
one taken te Moronto by Mr. Green-
shields—the draft, which was afterwards
published in the newspapers. It was a
clean copy, there were no alterations in
it when it was shown to him.

Mr. Curtis insisted that the sheets in
Juestion should be produced.

‘Several . typewritten coples of the
draft eontract were filed as exhibits.
aud. Mr, Cassidy suggested that eme of
them might~be the one desired by Mr.
Curtis. The Witness could not identify
one from the .other, but he, repeated
that the draft printed in the newspapers
was a correct copy of the document
shown him.

Mr. iCurtis still insisted that the iden-
tical draft shown to Homn. Col. Prior
should be. produced.

‘Hon. . Col, ‘Prior was shown a.copy. of
the, contract published in the Colonist,
aud said to the best of -his recollection
it was a correct copy of the typewritten
document showd him by the government.
The commissioner accepted this. an-
swer ae final, declining to further in-
| dulge - Mr. - Curtis’ démands for drafts,
igemorands, ‘and wotes; used in the pre-
paratiop ‘of the agreement, which he
held would udt be tolérated in any or-
dinary trid] in a court of law.

Hon. Col. Prior stated that in the final
arrangements ‘the government had made
eoneessions. ‘i some ‘instances, and’ the
rm{way people in - others, in- order to
arrive ‘at mutually satisfactory terms.
Mr. Curtis began to argue with wit-
ness as to the wisdom of the govern-
ment in making the contract, and was
called to ord_er by the eommissioner, who
reminded him that he should reserve
that “for the floor of the House; the
proper place for such arguments,

Answering Mr,
Prior declared that during the whole
course of the negotiations with Macken-
zie & Mann, nething occurred which
would imply, nor was there any sug-

& Mann. What he said or intended to
say was that Mr. Greenshields had
“‘asgisted in bringing about certain nego-
tiations.” ;

Hon. Mr. Wells produced a telegram
from Mr. Greenshields at Sudbury an-
nouncing when he expected to reach Vie-
toria, and that he would address an
election meeting if all negotiations were
satisfactorily concluded. Another de-
spatch dated Montreal, stated that the
negotiations were proceeding favorabiy,
and that he was waiting a Jetter from
‘Hon. Mr., Dunsmuir. = Hon. Mr. Wells
said he knew nothing about Hon. Mr.
Dunsmuir's letter. He di@ not produce
letters which had passed between him-
self and his secretary, Mr.- McoNeill, be-
cguse they were all of a private nature,
~%+ had nothing to do with the present
investigation. In addition to the tele-
grams produced, there were two others,
one to ‘Mackenzie & Mann, and one
from them.- The first asked for some-
thing more definite regarding . Vietoria
as the terminus, and the other announc-
ed that certain changes had been made
in the contract.

In answer to. Mr. Cassidy, Hon. Mr.
{Wells made a categorical denial of the
charges of fraud or wrongdoing on the
part of the government in the railway
negotiations. The statement in the
\News-Advertiser, in which he was re-
ported to have said Mr. Greenshields
“was the accredited agent of the prov-
ince in the negotiations between the con-
tractors and the government,” was not
correct. He denied that he had ever
made such a statement. Mr. Green-
shields had been engaged to assist in
bringing about the negotiations with
‘Mackenzie & Mann. Hon. Mr. Wells
declared the report of his remarke in
the House on March 19, which appeared
in the Times of the 20th, was absolutely
false, and dbsurd. In that report he had
been made to say that the Dominion gov-
ernment had showh unfriendliness to
the province. The very contrary was
the case. He had been treated with
the greatest courtesy by the authorities
at Ottawa.

The commission then adjourned till 10
o’clock this morning.

HAYDN'S CREATIOXN.
To Be Rendered in Metropolitan Methodist
Church This Month.

Haydn's Cfeation was composed by Haydn
Wwhen over 65 years of age, and took over
three years In comstruction. It was first
produced on_ April 29th,*1798. The Crea-
tion is Haydn’s greatest composition, but
the number of his works is exceedingly
great. He wrote no less than 125 symphon-
les, 20 pianoforte concertos, 9. violin con-
certos; 6 cello concertos, and 16 concertos
for other instruments, 47 string quartettes,
35 trios for violin, cello,and piano, 3 trios
for piano, flute and cello, 30 trios for
stringed instruments and other c¢ombina-
tions, 4 violin sonatas, 175 pieces for bari-
tone, 6 duets for solo violin and tenor, 53
Df. sonatas and devertimepts, variations,
fantasies for planoforte, .7 nocturnes for
lyre, besides minuets, marches, etc. The
influence of oratorio music on the human
character can scarcely be over-estimated.
The general recognition of this-is manifest
in the fact ‘that in>all great centres of pop-
ulation' the” performance of the Creation,
Messiah and other oratories, is an annual
event of the greatest possible interest. It
is most gratifying to notice that Vietoria
is 'of late rapidly developing -this cultured
musical taste. 7

Within the past few years; seyeral high
clasg. performances havel been given with
such credit to the performers that the pub-
lic interest is developing into enthusiasm.
An illustration of this was the.rendition of
Gaul’s “Holy City,”” a year ago, by -the
Metropolitan choir, when the large church
was crowded, and more recently the great
success of the ‘‘Messiah,” under the direc-
tion of Mr. Herbert Taylor in Si. Andrew’s
church.

Mr. Gideon Hicks, the choirmaster of the
Metropolitan church, since taking charge
of the choir, has made praiseworthy efforts
to stimulate the taste for this class of
music. During the time he has been in
Victoria, he has undertaken works of this
natufe annually, and has been favored with
well-deserved . support of the public. Em-
couraged by the success of his ventures in
this direction, he has, this year, selected
““The Creation,” a work of the highest
standard, and has secured the support of
a much larger chorus than in any previous
occasion. The -<choruses are well in hand
and a. first class performance is assured
to the public on the 16th inst. There are
only three soloists required for this work,
and a very careful selection has been made.

Sealers At
Bonin Islands .

Arrival of Fleet Across Pacific—
8ealers Write of Their
Voyage.

8almon Carrler Havila at Liver-
pool—Enquiries for the .
Red Rock.

The fleet of five sealing schooners
which were despatched to the Japan sea,
and the sealing grounds across the ocean
by the Victoria Sealing company, have
all arrived safely at the Bonin isiands,
the Triumph being the first of the fleet
to, make the voyage to the islands. The
Director, Florence M. Smith; Geneva,
and Dora ‘Sieward arrived soon after-
werds. ‘The Japanese sealing schooner
Diana was at Port Lloyd, Peel iskand,
which is one of the Bonin group, when
the Triumph arrived there on the 20th
February, after a voyage lasting 56 days
from James Bay, and the crew of the
Japanese  vessel said‘ that seals were
abundant in the Japan sea, whither the
fleet was to start after reprovisioning
and filling their tanks,

A letter received from the ‘Triumph,
dated: from Port Lloyd, Peel isiand, on
February 23, says that the s&chooner
was anchored in a fine basin of water
there with the. sun" shining and the
weather delightful, which was in mark-
ed contrast to the-weather experienced
when bound to the Hawaiian islands
en route across. There was a light S.
B. wind, and a southwest swell when
the Triumph passed out of the straits
with the Florence M. Smith, and al-
though the wind incredsed quickly, the
schooner got off shore, and for 17 days
she encountered southeast gales, but
she made her way down to the Cali-
fornian coast, and in 11 days after-
wards, 28 days from port, she was off
Honolulu. She passed to the south of
Kauai island, ‘and with a northeast wind
blowing freshly and good trade winds,
she made her way across. Off the Cali-
fornian coast she lost her jibboom.

Port Lleyd, where the Tridmph is
anchored, is & village in 27 N., 143 east,
with - 1,500 Japs, Kanakas, and’ one
white man, who grow sugar, sweet pota-
toes, and other things. A steamer calls
every two months. On: the 23rd Feb-
ruary- the officials and heads of depart-
ments were ‘entertaiped at dinner on
-board the schooner.” The Triumph was
to start next day for the inland sea,
«and expected to reach Hakodate about
June 1, and heped to-have a good catch
by then, for the master. of the schooner
‘Diana, the Jap vessel then in port, re-
ported that there were many seals in
the Japan sea. A Jetter was also- re-
f_eived from the Director on the same
ines. .
