RUSSIAN POLICE ACTIVE.

Harsh Reprassive Measures May 
Arouto Resentment.

St. Petersburg, Jan 6.—The govern­
ment’s victory over the revolutionaries 
has been quite decisive, although open 
revolt continues to many places in tie 
interior, but the military are employed 
mercilessly, and gradually the move­
ment is being stifled.

another jlfe. We_ have not seen the 
book referred to, but it is said that he 
fortifies his position with a quotation 
from Scripture to illustrate hie con­
tention: "As .the ope dleth so dieth 
the other, so that a man hath no pre­
eminence over a beast.” Mr. Hague, 
writing to the Montreal Star, alleges 
that Dr. Osier is a sceptic, and casts 
doubt on the scientific value of his 
testimony, upon the supposition that, 
without religious* sympathies or pious 
creed,- he is not the best Judge of thd 
subject. In the natural order of 
things he would not be the kind of man 
to whom the dying would confide their 
spiritual wants or visions. It would, 
he thinks, be to the clergyman or Inti­
mate friend or relative or pious physi­
cian that the -sick man- In his last 
moments would turn, and of these 
“revelations” Dr. Osier would know 
i>o thing. We are not in a position to 
speak of Dr. Osier's religiotis views. 
It Is quite possible, however, that he is 
materialistic In his creed, as so many 
other of his professional brethren are 
who minister, to the physical rather 
than to the spiritual needs pt their 
patiente. TÏSat fact, however, does 
not detract from the value of his testi­
mony so far as his own experience 
gbps, and it must be conceded that he 
is a careful investlgatçr. Like the 
true scientist, he only speaks of what 
he knoWs- and refuses to accept asser­
tions of others, on the point, not con­
firmed by his own observations.

On the other hand, we have testi­
mony of many clergymen and we have 
à great stock of tradition as. to death­
bed testimony quite opposed to Dr.

In magnifying the importance of ante- 
’mprlem details. The authenticity at 
a great deal that does not pretend to 
be fiction may Reasonably be ques­
tioned ; and of the truth of much that 
is recorded we shall never have the 
means of verifying by what could be 
accepte* as indubitable evidence.

Whether Dr. Osier Is orthodox in his 
views or not does. not really affect 
the question at Issue. If he be a tftie 
scientist, his statements are made 
without prejudice to those who have 
contrary evidence to offer. They are. 
probably presented without the object 
,of ^undermining faith’ in a hereafter. 
Or If they are presented with that end 
In view, they do not necessarily suc­
ceed in, the slightest. „ They rather 
confirm the Nscriptural teaching that 
then die, at least generally speaking, as 
they live, and any preacher could draw 
a useful moral from Dr. Osier’s testi­
mony in emphasizing the great desir­
ability of men setting their affairs In 
order befor» death had placed his seal 
on their brow. In fact, many such les­
sons have been taught from the pulpit 
and In religious books. H,e could point 
with great force to the danger of 
negjecting so important a thing as 
salvation until the deatlmpd had been 
reached. As a matter oi; fact, he does 
so frequently. e.:: ,1, ,, V ,
. As stating a physiological fact, Dr. 
Osier will be supported by the evi­
dence of-the medical profession gener­
ally and by the observations of many 
others in ordinary, every-day life. The 
Montreal Witness, which Is orthodox 
enough In its views, refers to a noted 
physician of Philadelphia, who assures 
us that in 25,000 cases observed by 
him, death was placid And came in a 
condition of unconsciousness to. the 
victim, Death is a process of extin­
guishment. ’ A man usually begins to 
die long before the end comes, which 
is preceded by a numbness of the 
faculties, rendering clearness of vision 
impossible. Only in the employment 
of perfect health are the faculties at 
their best. In sickness thé vital func­
tions are clogged in their operation. 
In death the machinery runs down from 
the lack' of vital force to propel It, as 
an engine runs down from the lack pt 
steam being generated. All the 
chances, all. the probabilities, are 
against the mental vision being clear. ‘

There may be exceptions, however. 
Surrounding death there is always 
mystery. In the Sleep of death what 
dreams may come? It may be that 
there are In the final moments of this 
life brief visions of the life to come— 
flashlights on the future. The psy­
chological relation between life, death 
and the life after death >re not yet' 
understood, and it is not at all prob­
able that it ever will be. What has 
purported to be revelations must, in 
view of daily experience of men com­
pétent to form, scientific opinions from 
observed phenomena, be accepted with, 
extreme hesitancy.1 We shall now in 
all probability have contrary testi­
mony, as opposed to Dr. Osier’s,

Temporarily and 
from a local point of view Joseph 
Howe’s victory over Dr. Tapper was 
triumphant. His was a magnificent ap­
peal to popular sentiment;’ but as a poli­
tician, as a manipulator, as a constructive 
genius in state affairs, he was no match 
for his younfeer, his stronger, his more 
wily and resourceful antagonist, who in 
the face of tremendous odds turned his 
defeat into a victory. The fight in Nova 
Scotia to bring about Confederation will, 
on account of the men engaged in it,, 
and the intellectual prowess displayed, 
always remain the most interesting and 
picturesque chapter iu the story of Con­
federation.

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HOW CONFEDERATION CAME.

Sir Ohas. Tupppr, the elder, has writ­
ten a letter "to tie Toronto Mail and 
Empire, giving some reminiscences of 
how Confederation came about. It is 
an old story now, and it would be herd 
to find anything very new or novel UP 

t the subject. Sir Charles’ letter is princi­
pally interesting for the nersonal side­
lights, -which by his intimate association 
with its very origination, he is enabled 
to throw on the previously published 
history.

■It would be very difficult to say Who 
is to be credited with advocating the 
union of the British North American 
possessions. Castell Hopkins in his vol­
ume on the progress of Canada, id* the 
Nineteenth Century series, published 
in 1900, says that the idea long lived 
jn' the mind» of leaders and at intervals 
found expression in historic correspond­
ence. iu the eloquent peroration of a 
speech, or as the embodiment of some 
patriotic dream. Governor Hutchinson 
and Chief Justice Williajn Smith had 

——proposed it with a view to averting 
the American Revolution. Chief Justic* 
Sewell and H.R.H. tfie Dnke of Kent 
had elaborated schemes upon paper with 
enthusiastic care. Sir John Beverly Rob­
inson ahd Bishop Strachan in days of 
loyalists and Tory supremacy had sug­
gested it. to the British - government. 
Goitriay and Mackenzie (William Lyon) 
had favored it ir somewhat crude form 

g passible solution in their day of ex­
isting difficulties. Lord Durhain and the 
Upper Canada ' Assembly and Council 
had all favored the idea, in à more or 
less tentative way during the days ot 
reconstruction which followed the Re­
bellion. John A. Macdonald from the 
early period of his political life, and not­
ably at Montreal in 4851, had seen the 
great possibilities which it Involved.

by another power, the other two members 
of the triple alliance, Austria and Italy, 
are compelled to assist her with arms. 
The situation of Italy in the conference 
becomes most delicate, as the conference 
may lead to war though the prospects 
at present point toward peace.

The opinion is prevalent here that 
France should represent the powers iu 
the work of civilizing Morocco and that 
they should Intrust to her, or principally • 
to her, the execution of the programme 
of reforms and the safeguarding of the 1 
interests of Germany and Spain, and 
the ensuring of the complete liberty of 
commerce for all time.

The capacity of vial is seven drachms, 
and therefore three and a half grains of 
opium are contained in each bottle. The 
Ohambeflain Company, although no* 
compelled to do so, are careful severer 
times on the wrapper to state the 
strength : ‘As a guide to physicians and 
persons using this remedy we mention 
that each teaspoonful contains one-half 
grain of opium.”

Instructions have been sent 
to the medical health officer at Phoenix 
prohibiting the use of the water from 
this Creek.

•water - supply. Dr. J. C. Fagan has 
made a fall report to the government and

On 
the steamer Queen City, about due, there 
is a large shipment of fertilizer and" a 
further shipment of whale oil which is 
to be sent to San Francisco by the 
steamer Queen, sailing from the ocean 
dock on Monday. The shipments will bq 
continued. The steamer Amur, which 
left last night for Skagway carrying a 
large consignment of lumber from Say- 
ward’s mill for the White Pass and Yu­
kon railway, on her return from Skag­
way is to carry a full cargoof barrels 
secured from Seattle, to thé W est Coast 
whalers. The demand for barrels is very 
great, at least 150 a day being requir­
ed. So much is the need for a con­
stant supply of barrels that the whaling 
company has decided to establish a coop­
erage in Victoria for the supply of the 
necessary barrels.

The' steamer Orion, which came to 
Victoria on Sunday night to be cleaned 
and painted on her return to the whal­
ing station towed in a Whale taken on 
the lip trip, and while the Otter was at 
the station discharging the cargo taken 
up and loading her return cargo of oil 
three other whales were brought in and 
cut up.

Will Be Built et New York et ■ Cost 
of $7004)00.

The new Pacific Coast Uner which 
is to be added to the line between 
Victoria and Sound ports and San 
Francisco is to Ire constructed at New 
York, the Pacific Coast firms having 
tendered too high. The contract for 
the construction of the steel steamer 
has been awarded by the Pacific Coast 
Steamship Company to the New York 
Shlpbùllding Company on a bid slightly 
lower than *700,000. Estimates of 
cost ran from *750,000 to $800,000.

Bids submitted bjr the Pacific Coast 
builders ran from *800,000 up, and 
though the company was anxious to 
award the contract to a firm on this 
coast, the additional expense, amount­
ing to *100,000, meant a tax of more 
than 14 per cent, for Pacific Coast 
loyalty, and the company finally deter­
mined to accept Atlantic Coast offers.

This means the new steamer will be 
delivered within fourteen months. The 
New York Shipbuilding Company 
agrees to have the liner built within 
twelve months and will be able to send 
her around the Horn within sixty days 
thereafter. The company has the 
privilege of loading the steamer and 
can pay expenses on the trip.

Co., Capt. Camm, left San Francisco 
yesterday morning for Victoria, replac­
ing the disabled steamer City of Puebla 
on the San Francisco-Victoria line. The 
Valencia is due here tomorrow. The 
Valencia, which had been used on the 
Cape Nome run in summer, was tied up 
at San Francisco. It" is probable that a 
■law suit will arise as a result of the 
salvage claims against the steamer City 
of Puebla. It is stated at San Francisco 
the amount of salvage probably will be 
the largest ever claimed on this coast. 
Already preparations are being made to 
facilitate the handling of the claims that 
will be presented. An announcement was 
made yesterday that the consignees of 
cargo must furnish an indemnity bond 
to cover their proportion of the salvage 
claims.

A mishap occurred when the Chehalis 
and her tow were near the Golden Gate 
whjch will largely reduce the salvage 
money of the Cliehalis. Her tow line 
broke and the tug Relief, which had been 
following in the wake of the steamer, 
quickly came up and passing a line to 
the Puebla, brought her over the bar and 
into the bay of San Francisco.

BONES FOR BALLAST.

Skeletons in the Gravel Carried by 
Many Ships From Capetown.

Speaking of peculiar ballast which 
ships occasionally carry, Captain Me- 
Burnie, of the British ship Eskasoni, 
which is now at.Portland, says he was 
at Cape Town one year when the enter­
prising citizens decided to build a large 
floating drydock. An old cemetery was 
condemned and a contract let for remov­
ing it. The contractor took the job at a 
low figure and naturally wanted to get 
through with it just as cheaply and 
quickly as possible. He went to a num­
ber of the sea captains who were in 
port and made arrangements to supply 
-ballast for their ships from material ex­
cavated from the cemetery. As ballast 
at Cape Town is hard to procure and 
the contractor made them a liberal offer 
and his terms were soon accepted. So 
every vessel which left there for the next 

‘month carried sand, gravel and human 
skeletons.

Bones from that graveyard were soon 
distributed all over the world. Many 
were taken to New York on a number 
of the square-rtggeers. When the steve­
dores were removing them from the hold

Similar Extensions

Respecting the British Columbia fruit 
exhibit the London Times in its issue of 
December 6th said:

There was a private view of choice 
British Columbian apples at the Horti­
cultural hall yesterday. Fruit growing 
is a new enterprise in that colony. Lord 
Aberdeen was the first, perhaps, to ob­
serve that both soil and climate favored 
the industry of fruit raising, or1, at "least, 
to act upon the observation. At the 
present time a community of growers is 
forming the neighborhood of his ranch 
at Okanagan. The insect plagues which 
work such mischief in California and 
Oregon have been excluded hitherto. It 
was not to be hoped that any trans- 
Atlantic country could escape “scale, 
•but even this is quite unimportant so 
for. None of the others give trouble, 
and the codlin moth, most dreaded of 
all, is actually unknown. This immunity 
gives British Columbia an euonnous ad­
vantage. The expense and risk Qf in­
secticides are avoided. There is no ne­
cessity to “spray” the trees. The ven­
ture was successful from the first, o,000 
tons were exported by rail to Manitoba, 
Alberta. Saskatchewan especially. But 
the yield is growing so fast—4500,000 
trees have been planted in the last 12 
months—that a larger market is requir­
ed, and the colonists seek it in Great Bri­
tain. They claim that their produce is 
superior in quality to Californian, more 
like the sweet native apples and pears 
which are teo expensive for the multi­
tude nowadays; and jt can be sold cheapr 
er than the American already. The dis­
play at the Horticultural hall was very 
attractive. Colonists have a fancy for 
red varieties of apples, and they think 
that the British public shares the prefer­
ence. However that may be, the long 
rows of boxes and trays^ filled with crim­
son fruit, made a pretty spectacle, and 
every specimen was a picture, though we 
are assured that most of them had beeu 
taken “as they came.” packed for Ship­
ment—excellently picked, too, for am­
ongst other evidences of its intelligent 
interest, the government has issued in­
structions on the *rt of packing.

THE PRINTERS’ STRIKE.

No Material Change in the Situation 
in the EaeL

Philadelphia, Jan. 4—The status of 
the printers’ strike was not materially 
changed today. The typothetae report 
that their firms had put fourteen addi­
tional men to work and that but five had 
gone ont, making a gain for the typotlie- 
tae shops of nine. George McDade, of 
■the typothetae, gave out an official state­
ment covering the period since the be­
ginning of the trouble, several months 
ago. “There are 35 offices affected," 
McDade said, “and the full complement 
of these offices ie 737. Today, there are 
working, 504 men Which shows there are 
238 men out. Any firms not connected 
with the typothetae that may grant de­
mands will do so only provisionally. The 
shops connected with the typothetae are 
standing firm and will continue to stand
fil“The attempts to involve the pressmen 
and other brandies of the trade have 
been unsuccessful.”

At the head of the typographical union 
it was claimed that three new firms had 
signed. The names of the shops al­
leged to have signed were not given 
out.

THE GLANDERS OUTBREAK

Apparently More Serious on Mainland 
Than on Vancouver Island.

■o-
$40,000 FOR PUBLICITY.

Spokane Hfe Large Sum in Hand for 
Tourist Promotion.

The outbreak of glanders amongst 
the horses of the province is appar­
ently much more serious on the Main­
land than on this Island. The Van­
couver Province in its issue of yester­
day says:

The quarantine of the city by sec­
tion in order that the disease of 
glanders, now raging among local 
horses, may be stamped out, was ad­
vocated today by a prominent veter­
inary surgeon. ' •

He criticized the federal government 
for the apparently easy-going and. un­
systematic methods employed in com­
bating the disease, which has already 
caused a large number of valuable 
animals to he slaughtered and Which 
threatens to carry off many more.

Suggests Some Syetem 
“There is only one way to treat this 

epidemic of glanders, and that is to go 
at it in a systematic, buisnessllke 
way," said he, “Just the same as would 
be done if it was an epidemic which 
was threatening the humpn family. 
Glanders is an infectious disease, but 
it is not being handled in Vancouver 
as if it was an infectious" or contagious 
disease. In'the human family, in the 
event of an outbreak of contagious 
diseases, there is always a strict quar­
antine and a thorough disinfection. 
As regards the handling of the present 
outbreak of glanders, there is no quar­
antine or disinfection.

"The Malletn test is the only recog­
nized test for glanders, and Is used 
and recognized in every civilized coun­
try.

Irises stand very 
high in floral rank, and great precision 
is observed in their arrangements. In­
deed, they are subject to a set of arbi­
trary rules. With one flower three leaves 
are allowed; with two-flowers, seven or 
fifteen leaves are used; three flowers re­
quire thirteen leaves and five flowers 

"are given eleven leaves.
The fundamental thought in all Jap­

anese floral arrangements is that the 
three elements, heaven, man and, earth, 
sllail be represented. For special occas­
ions, however, this division may read 
mountains, valleys and the sea. The 
stalk representing heaven should invari­
ably be the longest and the one first se­
lected. and hold the central position ot 
the composition.

162’ Chicago, Jan. 6.—Five men were In­
stantly killed, four others fatally hurt 
and seven seriously Injured- by the 
plosion of a ton of dynamite at the 
quarries ' of the Delese & Shepard 
Company at Gary, Ill., today. All the 
victims were foreigners who were 
laboring in the quarries, 
posed that a box containing 100 pounds 
of the explosive fell from the top of 
another case while it was warming, 
prior to use for blasting purposes, and 
that the explosion of this amount 

Set Off the Rest of 2000 Pounds
Three of the men. who were in­

stantly killed were at work. In a 
trench about 60. feet from the building 
in which the dynamite was stored. 
Pieces of the wrecked blinding were 
showered upon them, crushing them 
to the earthr The other two men 
were killed by the air concussion 
while working in a blacksmith shop 
close by.

Of thq 40 men at work at the quarry 
hardly one escaped injury of sothe 
kind from the falling debris of the 
wrecked buildings, but only...11 of 
tfiem were so severely hurt as to re­
quire assistance. The force of the 
explosion was felt for twenty miles 
aroùnd and many windows were 
broken In houses standing three or 
four miles from the quarry.

Miss Hanna Examined

Jeff Davis & Co., a pioneer mercantile 
house of Grand Forks was in the city 
yesterday en route to Vancouver. Seen 
last night at the Driard hotel, Mr. Davis 
chatted entertainingly on conditions in 
the Boundary district of which his borne 
town is known as "The Gateway City.’ 
“With eight furnaces in full operation 
at the Granby smelter 2300 tons of cop­
per-gold ore is being turned into matte 
each 24 hours. We are proud to lay 
claim to the fact that this smelter while 
by far the largest in Canada ranks 
equal to some of the largest in operation 
on the other side of the line, and with 
the contemplated enlargements it will 
not be very long before the Grand 
Forks smelter will be the biggest of its 
class on the continent,” was the manner 
in which the visitor hopefully described 
smelter conditions at Grand Forks. Con­
tinuing he said: “The North Fork 
camp, some 46 miles north of the city 
has for some months been attracting 
much attention. The recent develop­
ment of the wonderfully rich copper ore 
'bodies at the McKinley and other mines 
is resulting in many enquiries and we 
expect a large number to go in when 
spring opens op. Yes, it is generally un­
derstood that Heinse has obtained the 
McKinley mine. It is said to be under 
bond for the sum of $300,000. The deal 
was negotiated successfully by George 
McLeod, the manager of the company 
owning the mine.”

Of 'business conditions—as affecting 
the merchants—in the Boundary dis­
trict, Mr. Davis described as being very 
healthy. The recent labor troubles at 
two of the smelters, with regard to ,an 
eight-hour day for the employees was 
happily settled and the smelters would 
at once be “blowfr in.”

From the High Grade Belt
Another Boundary man visiting in the 

city is Duncan McIntosh. He is stop­
ping at the King Edward hotel. Mr. 
McIntosh is a pioneer mine operator and 
manager of that section and has an un­
abiding faith in the future of both the 
low grade copper-gold ore bodies and 
the rich silver-gold veins of the district. 
Speaking with particular referenge to 
the high grade mines, he told the Colon­
ist reporter last ritght that in tlfe im­
mediate vicinity of Greenwood there 
were fully a score being actively devel­
oped. The mines were located in every 
direction, surrounding Greenwood, froth 
a few minutes walk from the centre of 
the city. “This class of mining is real­
ly the outcome of local energy and cap­
ital. For years the ground had laid 
idle as the cry was all for big copper 
ore bodies and no one wanted te tackle 
the rich silver-gold veins. Then little 
by little, practical men took to bonding 
and leasing the ground and opening the 
same up. Small shipments of rich 
grade ore were sent to the smelters and 
the returns provided funds for further 
exploitation. The day soon came when 
foreign capital became interested and 
as a consequence several of the proper­
ties have recently had- plants installed 
and the owners are now going after the 
ore with a vim.

Mr. Eberts desired to know which 
reason was the correct one and witness 
said that both were ‘right. She had nev­
er taken her book home and Miss Cam­
eron was in the room most of the time 
the drawing was Ibeing done. In her 
affidavit witness stated that she had 
used the ruler on pdges 17, 19, and 23 
to separate the figures. All of the oth­
er were freehand. She had told Mr. 
Robinson that the ruling with the ex­
ception was all freehand and had said 
that some of the drawing looked as if 
it was ruled.

With regard to making out the affi­
davit, it was done in Miss Cameron’s 
office before Mr. Pierson, but she could 
not remember whether it was in the 
morning, afternoon or evening. The 
Writing wae not here. It had been pre­
pared before it was shown to her. The 
book was net in her possession when she 
signed the affidavit. Miss Fraser had 
never instructed her to rule the upper 
line, but she had-given them as much 
time to do the work as they wanted.

She never 
marked on the tissue paper, but always 
nsed other paper to extend the lines. 
They were told to rob the converging 
lines ont.

His honor pointed out to her that 
there were some lines on the tissue pa­
per, hut witness thought that they had 
not been done by her. She had a ruler 
in her desk daring the time the draw­
ing was done and there were lots of 
other rulers and rubbers in the room. It 
she bad to do drawing she would prefer 
to do it from a model and not a sketch. 
She had kept up her drawing but not 
model; it was sketching.

Ip reply to Mr. Elliott, witness stat­
ed that she had a drawing book before 
her when she made out the affidavit re­
garding the pages of the book.

The next witness to 
McFarlane. He identl 
which he had done his work during the 
term and said that on exercise one 
there were no ruled lines. On exercise 
4 and 13 no lines had -been ruled. On 
exercise 17 he had used the ruler to 
draw the datum line which had after­
wards been erased, the other lines on 
this exercise being all freehand. On 
page 21 he had ruled the datum line 
'but no others, the same applying to 
page 23, the ruled lines in all cases be­
ing erased.

In answer to His honor witness stat­
ed that :he was telling the lines from 
memory and tiot from looking at them.

Replying to Mr. Eberts he said that 
he did not know why he put the line 
across the fop of page 23, and in reply 
to his honor stated that he had nsed a 
ruler to draw the datum line on page 21.

•Mr. -Eberts requested the witness to 
do some drawing, but Mr. Elliott ob­
jected and called it another “sickly 
bluff."

Mr. Eberts did not think that the 
language was proper to use at the com­
mission and stated that Mr. Elliott 
would have to retract his statement.

Mr. Elliott addressing the commission 
stated that he had said what hé meant 
that he had previously stated that 
he was willing to have the pupils do 
the work -before the commissioner bnt 
not at the present time.

Mr. Eberts was agreeable to having 
a test made before the commissioner. 
Continuing to question the witness he 
asked jf he said the datum line on page 
21 was ruled. The answer was yes.

Hie Honor's Comment
Continuing, Mr. Eberts called atten­

tion to the affidavit showing that when 
it was made out that witness had sa'd 
that he had used rulers for the datum 
line on pages 17, 19 and 23 and said 
nothing about page 21. On looking at 
his book, witness stated that he had 
made a mistake—that all page 21 was 
freehand.

His honor asked questions as to ruled 
lines and showed witness exercise 2 on 
cylinders and asked if two lines were 
ruled.

Witness answered.—The top line bttt 
not the lower one.

His honor asked witness to look 
again and compare the two carefully.

Witness did so and again repeated 
statement that the top line was ruled 
and not the lower one.

Mr. Elliott remarked that the witness 
wae confused.

His honor.—It is time there was an 
end to this confusion. I distinctly asked 
him twice and called hie .attention; to it 
and repeated it. If be C8n draw a 
straight line by freehand, he will have 
a chance to make if.

Cross-examined by Mr. Gregory wit­
ness stated that he had discussed the 
question with several of the neighbors 
•but had never said that all the pupils 
had ruled but they were going to stick 
up for Miss Cameron. He did not know 
of any pupils ruling nor did he remem­
ber all the rulers being collected.

He was taught to use a vanishing 
point bnt had to make the lines come 
to it.

In answer to his honor, witness stat­
ed that he had never used a ruler ex­
cept for the datum line. He had nsed 
a pencil to measure for proportion, but 
did not use it to make any mark on the 
paper. He had a ruler in his desk but 
had never used it. He was attending 
High school and was not keeping up his 
drawing.

33118 closed the proceedings for the 
day and it was decided to adjourn till 
some time next Week, one day’s notice 
to be given by the commissioner.
