OTTAWA, June 24.—The debate upon pro-
hibition was resumed to-night. It was, Erst
brodght before the attention of the House
May 21 on’ the motion of Mr. Jamieson.
After a long discussion ‘the question was
shunted for a time on a motion to adjourn
the debate, which was carried by a vote of
98 to 80', The question was reached .on the
order paper several times since, but the Gov-
ernment was not ready to go on with it
owing to the death of the late premier.

* To-night the Government bad & policy on
that point presented by Mr. Foster.

‘fore the House were three: in dum-
ber. . Mr, Jamieson’s  motion ~ was
that in the opinion of this House the

The first vote was taken on Mr. Taylor’s
proposal of a plebiscite, which was over-
whelmingly defeated. The score stood 7
yeas to 185 nays.

Mr. Foster said that for reasons of his own
be had not said much on the quesgion of

rohibition for - the past few years.
he report of .the interview ¢ hi
by a deputation a few weeks ago scarcely ex-
.pressed his views. As regards the principle
of prohibition, he said he believed in it just
as strongly as~ever. Moreover, he Belisved
in the feasibility of the principle of prohibi-
tion, It was feasible and practicable under
certain conditions. The difficulties are:
First, the desire for intoxicants and stimu-
lants existing in this and other civiiized
countries. The power of custom is another
difficulty in the way of prohibition. This
will have to be reformed and overcome
before we can have prohibition. The money.
interest is another difficulty. Another strong
difficulty was the -enforcement of prohibi-
tion. The difficulty of adjusting the revenue
is a strong barrier. He denied emphatic
cally that he ever stated that the
1oss of seven millions of revenue stood in the
way of probibition. He did not count™one
dollar against the happiness or well-being
of/pne man. No better thing could be done
than to exchange the seven and a balf million
foria country blessed with the happiness
coming from prohibition. Nevertheless it
was & practical difficulty. The condition
under which probibition was feasible and
practicable was & basis of'a strong aud pre-
ponderating public sentiment in favor not
ouly, of ifs énactment but its enforcgment .as
well. Can it be believed that this strong and
preponderating sentiment exists from the
Atlsitic_to the Pacific The petitions in
favor of proibition were sincere and honest,
but did not form a certain sign that  the
people .are  ready. The - chief difli-
culty ‘in  the way of a referendum is
thet the majority of temperanca people do
not want a plebiscite, ~It is unusual and in-
defi Moreover, there is the idea that the
tuf referring questions back again to the
jprople would deprive our institutions of the
responsible charncter. W hen he voted on a
previ:us oceasion for immediate prohibition
bie @id it in a moment of weakness because of
the threat of adverse publi¢ opinion. Be-
fore the gquestion could e decided the House
must bave fuller ‘informat on. He. did not
propose to shelve the gquestion, but proposed
tat a royal ccmmission be appointed to
gatber information and place betore Parlia-
nient a basis for study and action,

Mr. Foster concluded an energetic speech

Mr. Laurier, i a brief speech, contrasted
Mr. Foster’s speech with his amendment. In
his speech he said he would vote for prohibi-
tion if he had any guarantee that the people
were in favor of it. The amendment was
not to find the opinion of the Foople. but to
ascertain the various eftects ol prohibition |
and the means of enforcing it.

After further discussion the vote -was
taken on Mr. Foster’s ‘amendment at 1.45.
It was carried by 107 yeas to 88 nays—a
strict party vote with three exceptipns.
Mr. Joncas voted again with the Govern-
ment. Messrs. Jamieson and Dickey voted
with the Opposition

Loud Oxposmon cheers greeted Mr. Coats-
worth and Mr. Cockburn when they record-
ed their votes for the amendment of Mr.
Foster. The Government’s majority was 19.

CHRISTIANS PUT 10 DEATHL

A MECOND ATTACK ON THE MIS
SION IN CANTON,

Turned Out .the Priests and Sacked a
Church—Rioters at Woo-Hoo, China,
I d Against the J _Burn
Their Mission Hoases—The English
. Consul and His Wife Escape.

Sax Francisco, June 24, —Details, of the
bloody riot at Woo-Hoo, China, on May 12,
‘a brief account of whicli was sent by cable
at the time, are given in The North China
Daily News, copies of which. were brought
by the steamer Gaelic, which arrived to-day
2t San Francisco. It was known for several
days before the riot that a mob of Chinese
were threatening to loot the property of the
Jesuits at Woo-Hoo. The' mob spirit was
aroused by the circulation of reports that
the Jesuit priests nad killed many children
and used their eyes for making medicine. It
is not known who is responsible for the cir-
culation of these stories. They were readily
believed, however, by Lignorant Chlnnn?en
and it was resolved to run out the Jesuits,
The attack was made on the affernoon of
Tuesday, May 12. A mob numbering several
hundred surrounded the Jesuit mission
house. They broke through the walls,
drove out the priests, pitlaged the palace and
set fire to the cathedral and other buildings.

Attack on'the English Counsulate,

A mob then proceeded to the English. Con-
sulate and destroyed considerable property
by throwing stones. The arrival of Taotai,
a local magistrate, and the coolness of the
British Consul saved the buildlniq from
being set'on fire. The Consul ' and his wife
escaped from the mob by dressing in Chinese
costumes. They burried to the Custom
House and embarked with other foreign resi-
dents in the - China Navigation Company’s
receiving ship. Y

A number of foreigners, headed by the
Consul, then armed themselves ana passed
the time at the Custom House and, assistea
by Taotai, repelled the mob, who
twice during ~the night made an al-
tempt to loot and set on fire the, Custom
House and residence of the foreign officials.
The following morning an immensas crowd
again set fire to the Custom House and the
surrounding-buildings, but the customs staff,
fully armed, charged the natives and again

put out the fires. ¢

In the afternoon 1
which were escorting Shen Ping Cheng, the
river,arrived at Woo-

Governor of Anboui,up
Hoo.q When informed of the riot the com-
mander ordered the gunners to fire blank
cartridges, which had the effect of frighten-
ing the mob, Some 200 soldiers arrived from
Tai-Ping, and this lent additional protection
to the foreign residents.
Methodists Not Attacked.

The mob did not make any demonstra-
tions against the American Methodist Epis-
copal mission, but, advised by the’ British
Consul, missionaries from that point also
embarked on the Tebsing, which took them,
together with the ladies and children of

00-Hoo, to Shanghai. “ ’

At Chian King the priests who escaped
from Woo-Hoo in & boat were picked up.

There was only one British man-of-war at
the North China station at the time of the
riot—the gunboat Linnet—and it was or-
dered to pr to Woo-Hoo. -

On May 16, four dalziu after Woo-Hoo riots,
the natives of Nyan-Kiog made an attack on
the Roman Catholic mission there, a rumor
having reached them that Taotai of Wwoo-
Hoo had forwarded a despatch’ to the
authorities declaring that the stories -about
the nissionaries were true. The priests suc-
ceoded in keeping the mob off, and ome of
the assailants was arrested and punished.

The Catholi¢ mission was not the only one
attacked, for a crowd equally large made a
descent on the inland mission, near Nort-
gate, but the Chinese authorities urrived in
time to preveat any serious damage. Dhe
crowd lingered about the missions during
the next two days, and the native women
came to the orphanage To reclaim their
children who were left there.

Threatened by the French.

* A French man-of-war was sent for and ar-
rived on May 18. Captain De Jonquieres in-
formed the Governor of Nyan-Kiog that if
the rioters did not obey the mandates of -the
magistrate  he would not hesitate to take
strong measures. The Governor responded
that order would be maintained.

On May 19 the t ]
rived and Captain Ascher lent his influence
to secure protection for the missionaries.
Placards, however, had been posted by the
rioters announcing that the mission buildings
would be totally destroyed on Friday, May
Placards also had been posted in the
French quarter of Shanghai threatening the
foreigners.

Some of the Gaelic’s passengers brought
the information that the natives of Canton
had azain broken out against the mission-
aries in the burned mission situated on the
banks of one of the rivers in the province
and put to death all those connected there-
with. Just before the Gaelic left, it is
stated, four of those murderers were put to
death.

Cases of abduction and murder are becom-
ing numerous. Several men and women
have been enticed beyond the borders of
Canton and held for ransom. If ransom were
not forthcoming the unhappy victims are to
be put to death.

WHAT THE MERCHANTS SAY.

THE 6ROCERS AND LIQUOR DEAL-
ERS DISCUSS THE TARIFFE. R

General = Satisfaction Espressed in To-
ronto Business Circles at the Tanfl
Changes—Hurrah for Cheap Sugar!—
A Surprise for the Tobaceo Merchants
-.No Kick Against Dearer Whisky.

The tariff changes annocunced by the
Minister of Finance on Tuesday give general
satisfaction to the wholesale grocers: and
liquor dealers. The decision in reference to
sugar is unanimously endorsed, but some
doubt whether the increased duty on tobaceo
is politic, vhe feeling in some quarters being
that it may prove aniucentive to smuggling.
Most of the wholesalers were caught napping
in regard to  tobacco. Not anticipating a
change in the tariff on this article, they had
‘allowed stocks to remain in bond, and
will have/ to pay the increased duty when
he| they tdké them out. Up to about 2 o'clock
yes. ay afternoon all ugars were sold at
IDpen flgures.  About: that time the
Dominion Guild sent out notices fixing

Mr. John Sloan.(Slean & Crowther): g
think the changes are satisfactory. There is
no doubt that taking the duty off raw the
raw article for refining purposes will ensure
our getting cheaper sugars. I think nobody
will grumble about the increased duty on
tobaccos and spirits.” %

Mr. William Ince (Perkins, Ince- & Co.):
«] think the arrangement as far as sugars
are coucerned is fair and just to refiners, the
trade and to consumers. The permission
to bring in raw sugars under 14
Dutch standard will ‘be an advantage,
as iv will give the public an opportunlty ot
‘using those good strong Sugars at moderate
prices. 1 think it is somewhat of a pity that
the Government should find it necessary to
increase the duty on tobaccos, as it will tend
to prove an incentive to smuggling. I think,
notwithstanding, that tobacces and spiris
are legitimate sources to derive revguue
from.” . 1

Mf. H. C. Boomer (Warren Bros. &
Boomer): “The supposed duty on sugars will
be about $1.90 per cwt. on granulated and
1§c per pound on yellows. I think the
cbanges will give general satisfaction. To-
baccos will be about 5c. per 1b. higuer all
round. With regard to molasses, hat
testing ver 56 is free; that testing 40 to 56,
134 ceuts a_gallon, direct importation; that
testing under 40, % cent for every v
under. The 56 will cost so much hig an
40 test that its being tree will not make
much difference in price. Under the old
tariff there was & good deal of trouble in
vringing in molasses. because if it tested any-
thing less than 30 it was subject to syrup
d: | duty. Now if it tests less than 40 if is only
subject to }{ cent for every pe.rceatage less,
whien will be much more satistactory.”

Mr. Hugh Blain (Eoy, Blain & Co.): “It
was a courageous undertaking for the Gov-
ernment. 'Lhe changes will prove a gyeat
advantage to the consumer, There 1s no
doubt about that. It wiil also be a beneflt
o the wholesale grocer. We do not require
to invest so largely in an article on whicn we
have been makiug 1o profit except on the one
brand of granulated sugar. ‘I'ne -decreased
duty will cause an increased ' consumption
and will have the tendency to make our
people cgnsume hnigher grades of sugar.

+Pne change iu tobacco is from 2V cents to
25 dents per pound. Iam afraid there will
be soime trouble in the workiag out of this,
as the duty on tobacco in. the* United States
is only 8 cents per pound, making a differ-
ence of 17 cents. In small caddies of 20
pouuds, which can be bandled conveniently,
1t will make a difference of $3,40. This will
give a good deal of inducemeat (o sm ghing,
and no doubt if the rate is contiaued will
result in large quantities being surreptiti-
ously brought intu Canada.”
