Building Used As Government Offices 
Collapses Owing to Excavation Made 
For Potting In Electric Light Plant— 
Heartrending Seenee At the Morgue 
and Hospital—Marvelous Hairbreadth 
Escape. — Curious Coincidence In the 
Date of the catastrophe.

Another tragedy, less national in charac­

ter, bat involving the loss of many lives and 
much more human suffering, has stained 
the walls of the old Ford’s Theatre, Wash- 
ington, where Abraham Lincoln was 
assassinated by J. Wilkes Booth in April. 
1865. It is a coincidence also which 
will not escape attention that this second 
tragedy occurred on the very day when the 
remains of the great tragedian, whose life 
was so darkened by his brother’s crime 
that he never visited Washington after­
wards, were being:1 laid to rest in Mount 
Auburn Cemetery, Massachusetts.

A Scene of Agooy and Excitement.
The house in which Lincoln died, on the 

other side of the street from the theatre 
where he was shot, and which is still kept 
sentimentally intact as it was that fatal 
night, looked down to-day upon a scene of 
agony, excitement and grief which even the 
great crime of 1865 could not paralleL 

A Blander Worse than Crime.
And the horrors of the scene were by no 

means lessened by the knowledge that a 
blunder, in this case almost “worse than a 
crime,” has caused tbe death of from 20 to 
30 persons at the least and idttioted malm- ' 
ings and injuries upon 50 or 60 more.

The Building Condemned In 1885. 
Evidence as found in official records ap­

pears conclusive that so long ago as 1885 
this building, which thé Government pur­
chased after the assassination and used as 
an army museum, was officially proclaimed 
by Congress an unsafe depository for even 
the inanimate skeletons, mummies and 
books of the Army Medical Museum, 
which as tor a place storage was pro­
vided by act of Congress.

Used Despite Its Insecurity.
But notwithstanding the fact that in the 

public press, and in Congress also,continued 
attention was called to the bulging walls of 
the building and its darkness and general 
unsuitability and insecurity, it continued 
to be used for the daily employ­
ment of nearly 500 Government clerks 
in the pension record division of the War 
Office, with a refinement of discrimination, 
however, between 
replaced and what could not be so easily 
supplied.

Safe for Clerks, Unsafe for Records. 
While the clerks were trusted in the 

tmsafe building, the original records 
were retained in the substantial fire­
proof War Department building proper. 
So the comforting official assurance is 
given that while 30 clerks may have been 
killed, the pension records are all saved and 
uninjured.

The building collapsed in the midst of an 
ill-judged effort to remedy some of its 
defects.

Alive Under Three

A Movement to Permanently Exclude Our 
Unttle From Britain.

London, June 9.—The ever-watchful in­
spectors who stand onfcuard against diseased 
cattle have secured and submitted to special 
examination thé lungs of five Canadian ani­
mals. The Board of Agriculture’s experts 
passed all these lungs except those qH tbe 
animal from Pilot Mound, Manitoba, which 
came on the Lake Winnipeg. There is as 
yet no report issued on this particular case.

In view of the fact, however, that there 
is some ground for a protest because of this 
animal’s lungs being diseased, strong pres­
sure is being brought to bear on Hon. Her­
bert Gardner, the President of the Board of 
Agriculture, in the House of Commons and 
elsewhere to secure the permanent exclusion 
of Canadian and American cattle.

At the head of this agitation is Chaplin, 
the former President of tbe Board of Agricul­
ture in the Salisbury Administration.

conventional sense, yet, not to speak of 
his genius, how full are Ids writings of 
knowledge acquired of much reading, by 
wonderful insight into the minds of men 
and springs of action, and by philosphy, 
the fruit of thought His acquired" 
knowledge, independent of his art, is so 
extensive that ingenious essays have been 
written to show that he must have been 
to law, to medicine, to divinty; and 
separate books have been written upon 
his knowledge of birds, of animals of 
flowers and of folk-lore; and one sur­
prising critic has gone beyond all and de­
clared that Shakespeare was a great 
statesman, a lord chancellor in fact 
who was fined and imprisoned for tak­
ing bribes.

And how thoroughly he possessed 
other of the lofty powers of the true poet, 
impersonality. He creates his Portia, 
the model of virtuous loveliness, and his 
Cleopatra, the type of sensuousnesg, but 
he points out neither the merits of the 
one nor the vicee of the other. He him­
self is never introduced; he has no didac-

A question that is ot supreme moment to 

this country was discussed this week at the 
International Convention held in the city of 
St. Paul. We refer to.the proposal to make 

- a deep waterway from Montreal to the head 
of the great lakes—a waterway that will 
allow the largest boats now in service in 
Lakes Superior and Michigan to reach Mon­
treal, or to allow the sea-going steamships 
that now unload at that city to continue 
their journey inland to Duluth, Port Arthur 
and Chicago. This scheme, we take it, is 
one that is pregnant with greater results.for 
this country than any other project Canada 
has yet gone into. It exceeds in imoortance 
the building of. tbs Canadian Paoiflc Rail, 
way. It would probably do more to build 
.up this country than the National Policy 
itself. The project is not circumscribed by 
the limitations that beset the other great 
question before thellnternational Contention, 
viz., that of American-Cnnadian reciprocity. 
The reciprocity suggested involves political 
union, or at least discrimination against Eng­

Leave Montreal by CanadianThe project, of course, will have its oppo­
nents. The great trunk railways, in which 
so many millions have been invested, will 
oppose tfib development of so gigantic a 
competitor for their business. The cities of 
New York, Baltimore and Philadelphia will 
naturally oppose a scheme whose realization 
would result in the building up of Montreal 
at the expense of those places. But the 
more opposition that arises from this quarter 
the more will the necessity of the project 
become evident.

Mr. J. J. Hill of the Northern Pacific Rail­
way was the champion of the project at the 
convention. Referring to the benefit that 
would accrue to Canada, Mr. Hill utters 
these intoxicating predictions in regard to 
the possibilities of an improved St. Law rence 
route:

I see no reason why the commerce that now 
seeks an outlet at-Baltknore. Philadelphia. Kew 
York and Bostoa should not bj divided, certainly 
equally divided, between these cities and a city 
on the St. Lawrence River. I see no reason why 
the city of Montreal ebould not be the commer 
cial rival of the city of New York to an extent 
that is far beyond anything that most of us 
would think possible. The improvement of the 
great continental waterways would certainly, if 
carried to an extent that would permit ocean 
ships to interchange their cargoes at Montreal 
With the largest ships now on the lakes, make 
Montreal the largest shipping port on the con-

A correspondent, J. T. C., writes to The 
World from Douglas Inland, ais.h-el 
lows :

“Way up here in Alaska, thousands of 
miles from Toronto, are a number of Cana­
dians, and our friends send us quite a few 
Canadian papers, but none are more welcome 
than The World. I thought I would write 
yon a few lines about Alaska and this place 
•in particular. The trio up is a fine one; the 
scenery is grand, especially the glaciers. 
They look like rirrfra at a distance. T 
la of a bluish color and is moving all the 
time.

After a voyage of four days we reached 
Juneau. It is a small mining town, has one 
principal street with the usual number of 
general stores, saloons, etc. Douglas Island, 
or Douglas, is directly across from Juneau, 
and on it is the celebrated Treadwell gold 

. mine, named after the discoverer, Treadwell, 
a Canadian. It is now owmad by 
the Alaska Treadwell Gold Mining Com­
pany. The mine is like a large quarry. 
They get ont between six and seven hundred 
ton of ore each day. The quartz mill is the 
largest in the world, 240 stones, and runs 
day and night, Sundays and holidays, ex­
cept 4th July and Christmas. The men 

day to night work every Mo­
nday. The company employs about 

200 men. Indians do the rough work. The 
mill, boarding house, eta., are lighted by 
electricity, eighteen arc and 136 incandes­
cent lamps.

The days are short in winter, only about 
■even hours daylight, but it makes up for 
that in summer; then the days are very long, 
only four hours of darkness. It is not as 
cold in winter as in Toronto, but we have 
high winds and it raine nearly all the time. 
Last summer a tourist asked one of the In­
dians if it always rained here. He said, “Oh 
no; sometimes it snows,” and he was right. 
We do not see the son for mouths, and as a 
rule it rains all summer.

“The other day I was watching an Ameri­
can survey boat coming np the harbor, when 
an Indian came up to me and, pointing to 
the boat, said, ‘King George f meaning did 
it belong to England. I said, ‘No ; Boston 
man.’

“This being the Qneen’s Birthday (God 
bless her), we feel a little homesick when we 
think of the good old days when with the 
Queen’s Own we went off on one of their 
delightful tripa I have been away from 
Canada for years,, but still have the same 
respect for the good old flag, and have not 
become a citizen of tbe United States. I 
hope to go back this fall, and have no desire 
to roam again as long as Canada is ruled by 
the Union Jack.

“Here whisky is not allowed to be brought 
In, but there is plenty of it just the same. 
Canadian whisky, smuggled from Fort 
Simpson, bottles with the Government stamp 
on sell for $3, others at $2.25, but Gooder- 
bam & Worts would not know their 
whisky by the'time it gets here, Tbe Ameri­
can Government issue licenses to sell it once 
it is in, of course only to white people.

“Good men can always get work here ; 
wages are good, but my advice to Canadians 
is to remain in Canada if they can get any­
thing to do there, as you en "
