At the next annual communication of 
the Grand Lodge of Masons to be held 
in Ottawa oil July 16 and 17, a number 
of important matters will come up for 
consideration.

“The maiden trip of the Great Ship 
“Seeandbee” trom Cleveland to Buffalo, 
which took place on June 19th, was an 
event of historical importance, as she is 
by far the largest and most costly pas­
senger steamer on inland waters of the 
world. She marks the last word in ma­
rine architecture and. magnificence of in­
terior appointments, and k is not likely 
that there will be built in the future any­

thing of her type exceeding her propor­
tions. Her actual dimensions are, 500 
feet long, 98 feet 6 inches wide, 510 state­
rooms' accbmmtidating 1500 people. She 
can carry 6000 passengers and has capa­
city for 1500 tons of freight on her main 
deck. Her hull is constructed entirely 
of steel, and she is equipped with every 
modern appliance to ensure absolute 
safety. The marvelous growth in recent 
years of both pleasure and commercial 
travel on the Great Lakes is largely due 
to the splendid steamers provided by the 
lake lines and foremost among these, is 
the C. & B. Line. The addition of this 
gigantic ship to their present fine fleet 
running daily between Cleveland and 
Buffalo, will undoubtedly attract a vast 
number of travelers en route either east 
or west. All railroad tickets reading be­
tween Cleveland and Buffalo are good on 
these steamers, which leave at 8:00 
o’clock every evening, and the rail jour­
ney may be broken at either city to view 
the beauties of the “Seeandbee” and en­
joy the luxury and comfort of the de- 
‘ightful lake trip.” .

Judgment in Reeveship Case
BY RIDDELL, J.

Rex ex rel Fitzgerald v. Stapleford.— 
W. D. McPherson, K. C., for relator 
moved for order declaring that respond­
ent has not been duly elected and lias un­
justly usurped and still does usurp the 
office of Reeve ot the village of Watford 
in the county of Lambton under pretence 
of an election held on the 6tli of January, 
1913, at Watford, and for an order setting 
aside and declaring invalid and Void the 
said election.

Judgment : There are four grounds of 
attack, two for paying scrutineers, one 
for an alleged corrupt payment, anti one 
under section 80 of the municipal act of 
1903. While I may be permitted to say 
that I regret the result of the legislation, 
5 Edward VII., c* 22, s. 8, ss. 4, I think 
it clears this act of the implication that 
it is a corrupt practice. The second 
ground is covered by wnat I have said on 
the first. In neither case is there any ev­
idence of any payment by reason of the 
scrutineer having vdted. In regard to 
the charge of paying «Mrs: Chapman, 
while the case is full of suspicion, there 
is nothing to conclusively prove the im­
proper object. The verdict then on this 
charge will be “not guilty, but don’t do 
it again.” • As to the remaining charge, 
there is no pretence that respondent was 
seeking private gain, and all he did 
seems to me just what a public-spirited 
citizen and municipal councillor should 
do if the law permits. Motion dismissed 
but under the circumstances of suspicion 
without costs.

SUCCESS WITH HOGS.
A Swineherd’s Method of Raising 

Thrifty Chester Whites.
My plan in taking care of my 

Chester White hogs Is to keep my 
brood sows In Jnst ns thrifty a condi­
tion as possible at all times, writes F. 
Little In Orange Judd Farmer. In fact, 
1 strive to do this with all classes of 
swine. 1 sort the bogs as to size and 
age and keep them In small pasture 
lots. I let them ran out all the time 
as I am a great believer In hogs hav­
ing plenty of exercise. They must 
have this to do well. I also plan to 
feed them a variety of stuff and to 
feed regularly, believing that their 
stomachs need attention just as well 
as those of human beings.

My breeding sows are kept In a yard 
by themselves. I do not shut them 
up until farrowing time approaches. 
Sometimes 1 keep them In a pen a 
day or two beforehand, but I very 
frequently permit them to run out 
with the other sows. 1 am convinced 
that the sow should be shut up by 
herself and fed alone some time be­
fore and some days after farrowing. 
After the pigs come the sow should 
not be fed very much for a few day# 

j else the pigs will scour and some of 
i them may die. After two or three 

days the sow should have her feed the 
same as before farrowing. Provide 
plenty of room for exercise at all 
times for the sow as well as the pigs.

When the pigs are a month or so old 
they will eat a little corn and a little 
swill. After the pigs are eight weeks

Expert Judges at Fairs

A frequent cause of complaint on, 
the part of exhibitors at fall fairs 
arises from the lack of uniformity in 
the placing of awards. One year a 
judge will set a standard of excel- 
lance that difiers radically from the 
ideal looked for by the judge who 
appears on the same grounds the 
next year. This is unsatisfactory, 
not only to the exhibitors immedi­
ately concerned, but also to produc­
ers in the neighborhood of the fair, 
for they are given no uniform type 
to follow in their live stock or crop 
operations. To overcome this lack 
of uniformity in judging in Ontario, 
Mr. J. Lockie Wilson, superintend­
ent of agricultural societies, has 
arranged a short course early in July 
where they will receive special 
instructions from experts, compare 
ideas and arrive at a uniform stan­
dard for the various classes that will 
appear before them in the show 
rings and on the show benches of 
the province. About two hundred 
of the judges who work in the 
eastern part of Ontario will go to 
Ottawa, and two hundred who oper­
ate in the western end of the prov­

The sow will then 
not be giving much milk, and the pigs 
will do better if shut off by themselves 
and^properly fed. Give these weanling 
pigs a warm place to sleep in, plenty 
of water at all times, good feed, and 
you will be surprised to see how fast 
they grow. Started in this way they 
will weigh fifty pounds at two months 
old and at three months they will 
weigh from seventy to ninety pounds. 
At four months old I have had pigs 
weigh 12S pounds and at five months 
200 pounds.

It Is well- to begin graining the ewes 
lightly at first, as soon as they recover 
normal conditions, and gradually in­
crease the ration as the lambs grow 
jfider and the ewes become accustomed 
to the supplementary ration. Corn Is 
not a good feed for milking ewes, as it 
tends strongly toward heating the sys­
tem. A ration compounded from oats, 
peas, bran and oil meal makes a very 
excellent ration for milking ewes. This 
ration is very high in protein and ex­
tremely low in carbohydrates and 
tends toward Inducing a heavy flow of 
a high quality milk. Begin feeding 
very lightly on this ration at firsthand 
as the ewes become accustomed to the 
feed gradually increase the amount to 
what the ewes will readily consume. 
If the pasture is very succulent it is an 
excellent practice to feed a little clover 
hay in the rack in the sheep barn dur­
ing the spring months to counteract 
the laxative effect of the early grass.

The importance of supplying nurs­
ing ewes a liberal ration is not ns 
fully appreciated by sheepmen as it 
ought to be, writes a correspondent in 
Iowa Homestead. Most tiock owners 
make a great mistake In not giving 
more attention to the feeding of their 
ewes during the nursing period. As 
soon as a ewe drops her lamb a heavy 
draft on her system begins that neces­
sarily must be restored through a lar­
ger consumption of nutritious food. If 
this food is not supplied regularly to 
replace that which has been utilized 
for producing milk for thé young the 
time must come when the supply will 
become reduced, not only in quality, 
but quantity as well.

The future of the iamb crop is large­
ly determined by the start each indi­
vidual is given. No better evidences of 
this can be given than instances in the 
flock where the ewes are poor milk 
producers and their progeny fall frotpz 
the start to secure sufficient nourish­
ment to supply the needs of their bodies. 
In every flock there are a few ewes

For some time the Arizona experi­
ment station has been using the 
Tunis sheep, originally from the 
desert of north Africa. This heat 
hardy stock has been crossed with 
improved breeds in order to com­
bine Tunisian constitution with bet­
ter wool and mutton producing 
qualities. The types aimed at have 
begun to appear and seem to pos­
sess certain advantages for south­
ern Arizona, including tolerance of 
hot weather, resistance to the sheep 
botfly, good ranging qualities and 
excellent reproductive powers, com­
bined with better conformation and 
larger yield of mutton. It is ex­
pected that an improved farm ani­
mal for the region will finally re­
sult from this work. The Tunis 
ram shown is eight years old and is 
still alert and vigorous after long 
service at the station farm.

Open Shed Feeding of Steers.
As a result of seven years of experi­

menting at- the Pennsylvania station 
tihe conclusion was reached that an 
open shed boarded -up close on three 
aides and kept well bedded at all times 
ils more efficient for fattening steers 
lhan the basement of a barn. During 
the winter -of 1909-10 the cattle fed in 
an open shed made more rapid gains, 
attained a higher finish, sold for 15 
cents more a hundred pounds and re­
turned 11.6 cents more for each bushel 
of corn consumed than similar steers 
fed in barns. They also required less 
labor in feeding, and more straw was 
used in bedding. Results of previous 
work show that cattle which are fed 
in groups of ten or twelve each, with 
ample room at manger and troughs, 
make more satisfactory gains than 
similar cattle tied in stanchions. In 
shed feeding the opening should be to 
the south, and sides and roof should be 
tight, permitting no drafts.—Country 
Gentleman.

Ewes that are poor milk 
producers can he made, through good 
care, to nurse their progeny sufficient­
ly to promote rapid development until 
the lambs are old enough to take sup­
plementary nourishment.

Scours In Lambs.
Garget In the ewe is claimed to tee 

the cause of white scours in the lamb. 
This is prevented by milking from the 
udder daily the milk not required by 
the lamb. To cure scouring in lambs 
give eight to ten drops of tincture of 
opium in a little milk. If the lamb 
lies about and appears dull instead of 
playful, one may suspect constipation, 
which often kills these delicate crea­
tures. To relieve it inject into the 
rectum a tablespoonful of warm, soapy 
water in which Is n very little olive

He Must Be a Diplomat, and Hla Posi­
tion |e Not an Easy One.

The duties of a secretary to a presi­
dent of the United States are not con­
sidered at all secondary In Importance 
to those of a cabinet officer. He Is the | 
man who first meets the thousands o 1 
visitors to the president. He mnst know 
just whom the president desires to see 
or should see without bothering the 
president These visitors come from 
aD. parts of the United States on all 
sorts of missions, some Important but 
mostly of a very trivial character, and 
they come bringing all sorts of letters 
of Introduction from all sorts of people

Were the president to see all these 
folks he would not have time for any­
thing else, and the secretary must win­
now the wheat from the chaff and 
send the chaff away actually delighted 
because they haven’t seen the presi­
dent The president's secretary is a 
buffer between hls chief and the Unit­
ed States senators and members of the 
house of representatives with myriad 
axes to grind. He must be a diplomal 
with the most famous diplomats of the 
world when they call at the White 
House to take up the time pf the presi­
dent Indeed, It has been often said In 
Washington that the president’s secre­
tary must be as much of a diplomat aa 
any member of the diplomatic corps 11 
he Is to be of substantial value to hla 
chief.

Again, the secretary must have rela­
tions with the hundreds of correspond­
ents who represent the great newspa­
pers of the country. Public opinion la 
molded by these correspondents, and 
they are keenly affirmative in their 
characteristics. In their ambition to 
serve their newspapers they always 
know exactly why they visit the White 
House. Frequently matters are not 
exactly ripe, and it is one duty of the 
president’s secretary to parry the inci­
sive and probing questions of these 
alert correspondents. This mnst be 
done smilingly andln good form.

Then, too, invariably the president's 
secretary accompanies his chief on 
trips through the country. Hundreds 
of details cotoe up on these tours ol 
which the president is not expected to 
know, but It is the absolute duty of hls 
secretary to be familiar with them.— 
New York Sun.

THE HOT WATER BAG.
How to Mend Holes In Thie Very Use- 

fui Article.
It la best not to entirely fill a robber 

hot water bottle. When partly full 
rest It on something and press the top 
down until the water rises In the neck, 
then screw on the top. This drives 
out the air and keeps the water hot 
longer, A hot water bag will last much 
longer If at first It is well greased 
Inside with olive oil or vaseline.

To mend a rubber bag first Inflate 
with air and then fasten the cork se­
curely. Now take a rubber band, melt 
It over a flame and apply while plastic 
to the torn place. A small bole may 
be covered In this manner. It you 
bave a small piece of tbin sheet rubber 
heat this also and paste over the gam 
while It Is still hot. Adhesive plaster 
will also mend It neatly. There Is also 
a rivet which Is used for mending pur­
poses. It has a flat bead on one side, 
and the stem Is threaded to secure a 
bar on the opposite side.

To mend rubber goods which are not 
subject to extreme beat melt gam tis­
sue In chloroform. Apply one piece 
and when that hardens place a second 
and then a third layer, allowing each 
to dry thoroughly before applying the 
other. This makes a thin patch which 
Is durable.

Do not throw the womout hot water 
bag away, but cut It In round or oval 
pieces and use as mats to put under 
yonr flowerpots.

In the absence of a hot water bottle 
or bag a common flannel bag, made In 
a convenient size, with a drawstring, 
will serve in ordinary ailments such as 
toothache, earache and other minor 
pains. Fill with hot sand or salt It 
Is safer than a cheap rubber bottle, 
just os efficacious and much handler 
to use. Keep a bait dozen on hand.

A hot plate wrapped In paper and a 
soft towel will retain heat until the 
proper articles can be secured. Old 
magazines heated In the oven make a 
good substitute for a hot water bottle. 
They hold the heat nearly as long and 
can be used under the back, where a 
hot water bottle would not lie welL
