the eleventh book, that Judah only returned 
after the captivity in Babylon, while the 
entire body of the people of Israel remained 
where they were. Wherefore, he says, it 
follows that, “the Ten Tribes” are “beyond 
Euphrates still, a great number whom no 
man can number. ” That these people being 
heirs of the covenants could perish or be 
absorbed never seems to have entered his 
mind; wherefore he says they “are there 
still.” That many of these rapidly multi­
plying people migrated at different times 
between the captivity and the Christian 
Era is quite reasonable to suppose. Their 
opportunity for doing so was very favorable 
on account of the anarchy which prevailed 
in the Assyrian Empire for some time sub­
sequent to 650 B. C.

It is well known that Europe was invad­
ed during these centuries by wave after 
wave of people known by various names 
but all bearing marks of high civili­
zation and great art and valor in war. 
This testimony is given in the Apocrypha, 
which although not received as an inspired 
book is as good history as any relating to 
this period. 2 Esdras 13:40 “These are 
the Ten Tribes which were carried away 
prisoners out of their own land in the time 
of King Hosea, whom Shalnaneser, the 
King of Asyria, led away captive, and 
ried them over the waters, and so came 
they into another land; but they took this 
counsel among themselves that they would 
leave the multitude of the heathen, and go

Apocolypse we are told that the church fled 
into the wilderness from the mouth of the 
dragon, by which we understand Evangeli­
cal Christianity fleeing from Latin or Pa­
ganized Christianity. This church appears 
in Europe under various names in church 
history. 144,000 were sealed 12,000 from 
each tribe, and these took refuge in England 
where the church had comparative rest. 
Engliehhistory tells us that during that trou- 
belous period about 100,000 took refuge in 
the British Islands, a statement substantially 
agreeing with the Apocolyptic. There the 
leaven of Christian truth has developed that 
Kingdom of Israel fortold by the prophets, 
and by Iter likeness to the. portrait drawn 
long ago we know her and rejoice. - For fear 
of making this paper too long I will close 
by a quotation from the writings of Rev. 
Mark Guy Pears of England, who thus ex­
presses himself after an extended tour of 
the Empire:

“I turned to my Bible with a new feeling 
of wonder as to whether such anation, hav­
ing so much to do with shaping the march 
of events, could be excluded from distinct 
allusion in prophecies—allusions so plain 
that a simple and candid reader of the Bible 
could find them, and wherein ‘ a wayfaring

“I found that in ‘the latter days’—a

that that kingdom shall be taken from 
those to whom he spoke, “the Jews,” and 
given to a nation. Then he yet further 
predicts that whosoever shall fall upon this 
stone kingdom shall be broken, and on 
whomsoever it shall fall shall be ground to 
powder. This cannot be Christ who will 
not break the bruised reed. It cannot be 
the Church as this is a body separated from 
the temporal kingdom. It is the kingdom 
of Ephraim—Israel under the new covenant, 
politically established and ruling for God. 
The confusion into which interpreters have 
fallen by confounding the church and the 
kingdom is well expressed by Rev. Denis 
Hanan in his D. D. thesis before the 
University of Dublin. He says:

“These terms are not synonomous; for 
instance, it would be a wrong use of words 
for the Baptist to have proclaimed, ‘Repent 
for the Church of God is at hand,’ or for St. 
Luke to have written ‘As for Saul he made 
havoc of the kingdom of God.’”

The proper understanding of these terms 
makes the legitimate offices of the Church 
and the state clear.

inspired of God, and as regards all that con­
cerns Israel verbally inspired. Regarding 
each fact which is the subject of prophecy 
in these books, we find the fulfilments tak­
ing place before our eyes at the present hour 
in the British nation. “ They lend to many 
nations but borrow from none.” They 
“ reign over many nations ” but are ruled 
over by none as predicted in Deut. 15: 6. 
They have become “anation and a company 
of nations ” and have had given to them 
the power to get wealth to the glory of 
God according to Gen. 35: 11, and Deut. 8:
18. They are “ blossoming and budding 
and filling the face of the earth with fruit ” 
according to Isa. 27: 6,-and Matt. 21: 43. 
The possession of the gales has given them 
the supremacy of the sea, helping them ra­
pidly to realize the “ kingdom and domin­
ion and greatness of the kingdom under the 
whole heaven,” promised them exclusively 
in Dan. 7: 27. These and many other gifts 
and blessings have come to us nationally 
now; but they were promises and predic­
tions which went before on Israel, and ac­
cording to our scriptural rule therefer they 
prove that the prophets who foretold all 
these things thousands of years ago, were 
inspired by the living God, and may be ac­
cepted as the true servants of the Most 
High, whose writings never corrected by 
subsequent writers of the sacred canon we 
must accept verbatim et literatim.

These predictions and fulfilments, how­
ever, had a design in the mind of God, 
the stupendous magnitude of which fills 
us with astonishment, and makes the 
Higher Criticism simply an impertinence. 
The people regarding whom the prophets 
were concerned were to be, as to their his­
torical career, the witnesses or living na­
tional proof which all men could under­
stand, not only of the inspiration of the 
prophets but of the very existence of God 
himself. With such a design announced, 
is it conceivable that God would leave the 
prophets to their own unaided human pow- 

fail to direct the history of his peo­
ple so that written prophecy and enacted 
history should be counterparts of each 
other?

God thus stakes the truth of his exis­
tence on the fact of the correct correspon­
dence between the history and career of his 
chosen nation and the writings of the pro­
phets which predicted both. So he proves 
his divine prescience and sovereignty, also 
that he has directed his servants the pro­
phets correctly to record the future of his 
inheritance. This is inspiration on the one 
hand, and proof of the sacred character of 
a people who have God for their Father, 
Saviour and Friend, on the other. Let 
Israel therefore rejoice and praise the Lord. 
We point to God’s choice of a special peo­
ple. His endowment of them with the 
choicest blessings to be enjoyed by them 
during, but not before, the Christian dispen­
sation ; and we ask our doubting friends to 
look at the portrait God draws of Israel, 
and to recognize it in the lineaments of the 
British nation. We find before us a peo­
ple numerous as “ the sand of the sea.” A 
nation with a cluster of nation•*—colonies in 
union with itself: a wealthy, “great and 
mighty nation,” possessing the “gates of 
their enemies.” The empires of the ocean 
and of the Asiatic heathen world as well; 
a Bible-loving, Bible distributing, Christian, 
Sabbath keeping, mi**io)iary people, loving 
the decalogue, loving the Jews, and the land 
of their inheritance, and enjoying generally 
all that God gave to Israel as the birthright 
of Joseph and his sons. These blessings 
being in scripture tied up to Joseph and his 
house to be enjoyed in not before the Chris­
tian age, can our nation be other than lost 
Israel found, who were to be sought for and 
recognized by these signs in the latter days? 
It is true personal salvation does not de­
pend upon belief in our identity. But God’s 
faithfulness, truth, and honour are depen­
dant on it. The missionary cause is invol­
ved in it. The spread and expansion of the 
empire and of the gospel with it depend 
upon it. The Kingdom of Christ is to be 
the outcome of it. The outpouring of the 
spirit of God and the bestowal of the new 
covenant are to follow the discovery of Is­
rael, and the world-wide spread of the 
knowledge of the glory of the Lord will be 
the consequence of it. We are bound then 
diligently to use all lawful efforts to spread 
the knowledge of this truth, and thank 
God for the success he gives. /

When we turn to the Bible, and especially 
to Daniel the Prophet, we find that there 
was to be a mighty kingdom, far surpass­
ing all other kingdoms, arise in the latter 
days. The prophesy of this kingdom is 
(ound in connection with and immediately 
following those which, according to all au­
thorities, describe the Babylonian, Medo- 
Persian, Greek and Roman empires. These 
kingdoms were to succeed each other and 
ultimately be destroyed by another king­
dom which was symbolized by a stone cut 
out w ithout hands. It was to be set up, 1st, 
in “ the days of those kings.” This may be 
understood as during the existence of those 
monarchies. Evidently the necleus of this 
kingdom existed in Daniel’s day, as we 
might show from the book of Esther—the 
only book in the Bible which gives an ac­
count of the chosen people outside of Pales­
tine’: on it may be understood as during 
the period when the Roman Empire was 
broken up into ten separate states or king­
doms under ten different rulers. It is well 
known that at this period the British Em­
pire was completely severed from the 
Roman.

The British Empire in Prophecy.(Professional Cards.

It is impossible that an empire of such 
magnitude and grandeur; of such political 
and moral significance that it can be truly 
said to shape the destinies of all other na­
tions; of such wonderful aggressiveness as 
to lead many of the best thinkers in all na­
tions to the opinion that ultimately the 
whole world will be Anglo-Saxon in lan­
guage, customs, and religion, should have 
escaped the knowledge of the Hebrew seers.

Those divinely inspired men, whose spe­
cial mission it was to paint the outlines of 
human history to the end of time, could 
not have overlooked that nation destined 
in the councils of the omnipotent God to 
develope a most wonderful civilization and 
power through the leavening influences of 
the Gospel of his Son. Four great empires 
of antiquity, the Babylonian, the Medo- 
Persian, the Grecian and the Roman, are 
each clearly described in the prophets. 
These great powers of antiquity when com­
pared with the British empire of to-day are 
only pigmies, and either of them or all of 
them put together did not exert upon the 
destinies of the world one-tenth the influ­
ence the British empire now wields in the 
world. Look for a moment at the Anglo- 
Saxon civilization as it is to-day. Consider 
shipping and tonnage for example:

“The Board of Trade have recently issued 
a return showing how British and foreign 
shipping have grown as regards the mer- 
chantile marine during the last fifty years. 
It gives us an opportunity of seeing and 
showing how the prophecies respecting 
Israel obedient, in Deut. xxviii. 11—13, 
have been fulfilled in one department of 
national greatness, in which there was no 
prima facie reason why we should nation­
ally excel. Since 1840, then, our merchant 
vessels have made enormous strides as to 
size, capacity, and number. The old wooden 
sailing vessels have almost disappeared. 
Steam, iron, and steel have taken the place 
of wood and sails. Steamships carry the 
bulk of the trade of the world, and the vast 
proportion of the steam vessels carrying 
the trade of the earth is owned by the 
British. Last year nearly 54 million tons 
of British ships did the world’s work, and 
visited the home ports. Of these less than 
five millions were sailing vessels, and many 
of iron and steel. Since 1840, British trade 
has increased vastly. British shipping 
trade has thus increased by 47 million tons, 
foreign by nearly 18 millions; a total of 65 
million tons increase. These returns reveal 
the fact that foreign competition has made 
no inroads on British trade. The trade 
in foreign vessels has increased, but not in 
proportion to ours. In 1840 it was three 
million tons, as compared with 6£ millions 
British. In 1890 it was 20 millions foreign, 
as compared with 54 millions British.”

Think again of the vast extent of the 
land surface of the glol>e now under British 
rule, not to mention the United States of 
America which properly belongs to us as 
being Anglo-Saxon in language, customs 
and religion, and we have before us an em­
pire which the most enthusiastic aspirants 
for universal dominion never dreamed of. 
Add to this the fact that this vast empire 
of teeming millions is solidly fixed in the 
worship of one true God, and the only one 
among the nations of the earth which seems 
to have in any way admitted their obliga­
tion to spread this knowledge among sur­
rounding nations, and we have grounds for 
a strong expectation, that this nation of 
missionaries and missionary boards must 
have been predestinated and called to re­
ceive and spread the gospel of the Son of 
God to the ends of the earth.

Once again turn your eye back over the 
pages of history aud see the unparalleled 
success in war, the miraculous escapes from

phrase that nobody I believe, accepts as 
having any other reference than to the 
Christian era—there was to be a nation 
that should multiply greatly, as the fish of 
the sea; that should push out its people in­
to the ends of the earth; that should 
sees the Gates of the enemies; and that the 
people should come to be God’s chosen wit­
nesses and His messengers. That this peo­
ple were the descendants of Joseph did not 
seem to me any reason why I should reject 
the study with a smile as belonging to the 
enthusiasts who argue that we are the 
Lost Tribes. We must have come from 
somewhere—and from somewhere in the 
East—and if from Joseph, I am only thank­
ful it should be from that son of Jacob ra­
ther than any other. But apart from the 
question of the Lost Tribes I resolved to 
follow out this clue. Will the reader turn 
to Gen. xlviii., and notice how that part of 
the promise given to Jacob, ‘ I will make 
of thee a multitude of people,’ is to be ful­
filled through Joseph? Joseph is the ‘fruit­
ful bough, even a fruitful bough by a well 
whose branches run over the wall.’ His 
are to be the blessings of the deep that lieth 
under. I turned again to see the words of 
Moses (Deut. xxxiiL 13), and could not fail 
to lie struck by the contrast of the blessing 
spoken upon Joseph compared with that of 
the other tribes. His again is ‘ the blessing 
of the deep that croucheth beneath, . . . 
and he in his strength is to possess the 
wealth of the world and of many lands. 
He is to push the people together to the 
ends of the earth, and they are the ten 
thousands of Ephri
thousands of Manasseh.’ I find the house 
of Ephriam very distinctly marked off from 
that of Judah. He is to be lost in the 
other nations; then to have done v.ith 
idols, and out of the isles of the North and 
West Ephriam itr called, ‘Jacob shall take 
root and Israel’ (as distinct from Judab)
“ shall blossom and bud, and they shall fill 
the face of the world with fruit.' And 
turing to look onward into the future along 
these lines we see Ephraim exalted in 
wealth and greatness that ‘Judah may walk 
with (literally to) the House of Israel, and 
they shall come together out of the North, 
to the land that I have given for an inheri­
tance unto your fathers’ (Jer. iii. 18). 
Then shall be fulfilled the vision of Ezekiel 
when the two sticks, Israel and Judah, are 
made one, and then shall the glowing ima­
gery of Isaiah be fulfilled where as Délitzch 
says, * The prophet turns his eye to the sea.

Britain He has trained His witnesses 
for the new era and for other lands. And 
that these two witnesses are one in their 
origin aud are to be one again. That as 
Judah was the head of that other house in 
Palestine, so it was reserved for Ephraim 
to become the head of the house in Britain; 
and that Judah is to find in Ephraim her 
long lost brother, who shall restore her to her 
ancient home and prosperity. If England is

Hosea says : “In the glace where it was 
said unto them not my people, it shall be 
said unto them, the sons of the living God.”

It is admitted that these people were 
numerous and powerful immediately after 
the return from Babylon, when many of 
the Jews were united with the dispersed 
tribes, a remnant only returning to Jerusa­
lem again. It is certain that they were still 
very multitudinous in our Lord’s day. It 
is further well known that they received 
the gospel in great numbers, and 144,000 
were sealed or insured against extermina­
tion by Latin or Paganized Christianity. 
But the great difficulty with many is to 
know how these tribes found their way to 
the British Islands. A brief historical ar* 
gument may help us to right conclusions.

As all know, the undoubted beginning of 
the Ten Tribed Kindom, as historically dis­
tinct from the Two Tribed Kingdom, began 
in the reign of Rehoboam, the son of Solo­
mon, according to the accepted chronology, 
about 992 B. C. The circumstance which 
led to the separation of the Ten Tribes from 
the house of David and the establishment 
of the northern kingdom of Israel under 
Jeroboam, is recorded in the 10th chap, of 
II C hronicles.

From this account we find that the cause 
of the rebellion was altogether the sin and 
folly of Rehoboam, and resembled as nearly 
is possible the trouble which separated the 
United States from the northern country. 
It was a quarrel about taxes, and when the 
officers of Rehoboam came to enforce taxa­
tion, they did as their descendants did in 
1773, took the law in their own hands and 
stoned them with stones. This rebellion 
was characterized by much bitterness of 
spirit, and has always been looked upon by 
students of the Bible as a great calamity.

While the subsequent history of the 
northern kingdom shows that many evils 
immediately arose on account of this divi­
sion in Israel, yet we are assured in the 
11th chap. II Chron. that this whole affair 
was according to the councils of the Lord 
God of Israel, for when Judah would have 
taken up arms to regain the lost territory 
they were strictly forbidden to do so, and 
the rea°on assigned is “ that this thing is 
is done of me ”

“Thus saith the Lord, Ye shall not go 
up, nor fight against your brethren : return 
every man to his house : for this thing is 
done of me. And they obeyed the words 
of the Lord, and returned from going 
against Jeroboam.”

It cannot be possible that the purpose of 
God in tearing away by far the larger part 
of his chosen heritage was to destroy them. 
We must, therefore, believe that this was 
but the beginning of a series of providences 
hereafter to be seen in connection with the 
house of Israel, as separated from the house 
of Judah. In fact, this is admitted by all

the Danube and the Vistula. This was un­
doubtedly the place of the first settlement 
of the Tribes, and here they became a for­
midable people—as it was foretold that 
they should be. Micah 5: 8: “And the 
remnant of Jacob shall be among the Gen­
tiles in the midst of many people as a lion 
among the beasts of the forest.”

Here these people were first known to 
Roman history Herodotus gives an ac­
count of these people. He tells us that 
they affirm that they are the youngest of 
the nations, being only 1000 years old when 
Darius invaded them. This was about 500 
B. C. Then they were first a nation about 
1,500, B. C., which is the Epoch of the 
Exodus.

Herodotus further tells us that those 
who dwelt nearest to Greece the Oetae,

And not only this, but its increased acre­
age of cultivated lands. In my journeys I 
passed through sections of country which I 
remembered as a continuous forest for

buildings and marks of thrift on every

body and extremely gratifying to 
and an inspiration to my soul, to feel the 
absence of the excited multitudes of selfish 
humanity, and on the other hand to wit­
ness the satisfied aspect of the multiplied 
yeomenry as' they were gathering in the 
hay and grain from the fields.

Everything speaks of thrift in the multi­
tudes of horses, cattle, timber, lumber, 
fruit, etc., etc. There are more than two 
houses in Nova Scotia now where forty 
years ago there was but one; then the ar­
chitectural improvement, the taste dis­
played in their erection and remodelling, 
and especially in Bridgetown they have 
laid out new streets and built some very 
fine houses. And some young men who were 
not born when I first left the province are 
now among its thrifty traffickers, very few 
of the old ones remaining. I saw a well- 
kept old gentleman pass the street one day 
and asked, “ Who is that?” apd received 
answer, T. D. Ruggles, Esq. I heard of 
other old men who linger in time yet.

How glad I was to get away from the 
rumbling of car-wheels on the Sabbath-day, 
to feci aud enjoy its old quiet. How more 
and better we can worship the God of our 
fathers. May the great God 
pie of my native land from ever comprom­
ising in any degree the Lord’s Day.

It was 
needless for him to say that of all Chris­
tians, he loved the Baptists best; and that 
of all Baptists, he loved the Maritime Bap 
tists best. (Prolonged applause.) He gave 
an interesting map exercise, in which, by 
diagrams and colors, he illustrated the fact 
that in the world there are 883 million hea­
then, *200 million Mohammedans, 195 mil­
lion Roman Catholics, 150 million Protes­
tants, 85 million belonging to the Greek 
and Eastern churches, and 8 million Jews.

heathens. He earnestly and eloquently 
plead that as the missionaries* return to 
benighted India, they might be followed by 
the unwearied sympathies and prayers of 
their brethren and sisters in the home land. 
This glowing appeal, this magnificent mis­
sionary address, found a response in many 
hearts and will long be remembered.

Mrs. Archibald urged her hearers not to 
find too much fault for missionaries are but 
human. She urged that, even as they dif­

Certain bills were brought in, as the 
matter of printing, etc., and ordered to be 
paid. The report of the Baptist Book and 
Tract Society was prepared and read by 
the Secretary-Treasurer, Mr. Geo. A. Mac­
Donald. The work of the year was shown 
to be encouraging, and the finances of the 
Society to be in a healthful condition. 
The Book Room at 120 Granville street, 
Halifax, under the efficient management of 
Mr. MacDonald has had a prosperous year, 
and is now in a better position than ever 
before to supply the trade with everything 
that would be expected to be shown at a 
first-class book-store.

The Committee on Denominational Liter­
ature warmly commended the Messenger 
and Visitor and “ The Book Room,’’ and 
strongly recommended the circulation of 
such reading matter as would behclpful in 
developing strong moral sentiment in the 
community, and sincere youthful piety in 
the churches.

The report on Obituaries was taken from 
the table and read by the chairman of the 
committee. The report was now adopted, 
as the clause which, in the report of Sa­
turday morning, had been inadvertently 
ommitted, was added, in which grateful 
mention was made of the untiring labors pf 
the late Deacon Harris Harding Chute, 
M. P. P., of precious memory, both as one 
of the Governors of Acadia, as an earnest 
advocate of temperance reform, and as a 
generous contributor to denominational 
objects.

The report on the finances of Acadia 
Seminary was read by the Treasurer, E. 
W. Sawyer, B. A., and adopted.

The financial condition of Horton Aca­
demy was presented by Principal I. B. 
Oakes, M. A., and adopted.

The condition of the finances of the col­
lege was laid before the Convention by the 
Treasurer of the University, X. Z. Chipman, 
Esq., of Wolfville, and adopted after 
siderable discussion as to the best means to 
be employed to place the University on a 
firmer financial basis.

Rev. J. E. Goucher, M.A., now serving 
North church, Halifax, read the report of 
the committee on the clause of the report of 
the Board of Governors of Acadia referring 
to finances.

Beckwith, B. H. Thomas, and others freely 
and fully expressed themselves.

“ Two General Missionaries, Revds. Isa. 
Wallace, M.A., and J. W. S. Young have 
been at work all the year. Of tjhe sixty- 
six fields, counted as mission at the be­
ginning of the year, 37 have had continuous 
labor for all or nearly all the year. With 
one or two exceptions the remainder have 
had some attention either by the General 
Missionaries or student supplies. The re­
ports received show 1,171 weeks of labor, 
243 stations occupied, 5,912 sermons preach­
ed, 4,595 other meetings held, 12,196 pages 
of tracts distributed, 16,089 religious visits 
made, 724 baptised, and 157 received by 
letter and experience. Four new churches 
have been organized and three houses 
opened for Divine worship. ”

In addition to this, the Corresponding 
Secretary visited, during the year, mission 
fields in Yarmouth, Shelburne, Queens, 
Lunenburg, Kings, Halifax, Colchester, 
Cumberland and Pictou Counties in N. S. ; 
and West., North., York, Queens and 
Kings in N. B. He preached 105 sermons 
and gave a large number of addresses on 
Home Missions and other departments of 
denominational work.

In reference to the manner in which the 
churches in general seemed to take hold of, 
and poor churches in return helped by the 
“church edifice department,” Rev. S. Lan- 
gille, of Springfield, and others, spoke quite 
forcibly. It was shown that, during the 
year, $142.13 and a loan of $50.00 had been 
used in this department. Quite a number 
of applications had been refused for want 
of funds. The Board urged that there 
should be an income of at least a thousand 
dollars a year for this work. No better 
use was known to which those possessing 
means could put their money than to give 
the Home Mission Board a few thousands 
to use as a loan fund.

At this point Rev. T. M. Munroe made 
a most eloquent appeal for help to build a 
place of worship for the^ band of Baptists 
wading through so many difficulties at Port 
Clyde. He showed how the church had 
been refused the use of a building, in which 
they had for a time worshipped, by those 
whose ‘religious professions ought to have 
taught them better. Hè said his brethren 

Baptists, true and firm, consecrated 
to Christ’s service, but they were poor; they 
had not the means, and would not be able to 
proceed in their desired building undertak­
ing unless they have assistance. The ap­
peal was successful in accomplishing its ob­
ject. And when the president rose and 
said, “now let’s make a collection for these 
saints,” the money was handed in by, ten, 
five, and one dollar bills and smaller amounts 
so quickly, that within ten minutes it was 
announced from the chair that $132.78 had 
been given, —which was met by the great­
est demonstration of joy.

The clause on Manitoba and North-West 
Missions stated that the eleventh annual 
Convention of the Baptists of the West was 

w held in Winnipeg early in July last. The 
report of the Board showed that there were 
16 settled pastors and several about to set­
tle. Ten fields are being eared for by stu­
dents. Rev. H. G. Mellick, B.A., B.D., 
late of Leinster St., St. John, has^ recently 
been appointed superintendent nn'd 
ponding secretary. Their treasurer’s re­
port showed,the liabilities of the Board to 
be $2363.43, and that their brethren by the 
sea had given them about $2000 to assist 
them during the current year. The clause 
went on to say that this work was of the 
greatest importance to the Baptists all over 
the Dominion, as the tide of immigration 
is setting into the country from every quar­
ter. Says Secretary Grant in his report: 
“ The immigration figures for the past six 
months are enormous. During our term of 
office thousands of families have settled 

^n-iihin the confines of our missionary terri­
tory. If we regard this fact from the 

standpoint of the Gospel and the Kingdom 
of God, we cannot but be awed with the 
fear lest we should not have done or be do­
ing what the times and circumstances are 
so loudly calling for.” This clause of the 
report of the H. M. Board was discussed 
uy’Rev—A. Grant, Rev. Pres.

The fence qqption is a most important 
one on every farm. The cost of building 
and maintaining good fences is heavy, and 
all are interested in keeping it down as low 
as possible. It seems to me that very many 
farmers incur needless expense by cutting 
up their fields intosmall or irregularpatchea, 
and sometimes by fencing land when it is 
entirely unnecessary. No one can settle 
such a question for another, but I have so 
arranged matters on Fairview farm that 
the cost is probably reduced to a minimum.

Some natural pasture land on one end of 
the farm furnishes all the grass needed for 
the stock. These fields are well sodded 
and are kept as clean as possible of briars 
and bushes. The growth of green food is 
very heavy every year, and these are pro­
fitable acres. They are cut up into fields, 
both for the sake of the stock and for 
venience. The inclosures are made by well 
staked rail fences, having one strand of 
barbed wire drawn either on the top of the 
center of the fence or along the inside cor­
ners to protect the riders from displacement 
by colts or other stock. Either way is good 
and the wire renders resetting unnecessary 
and the wire renders resetting unnecessary 
be loosened by the rubbing of stock. The 
device is worth many dollars to me, and 
while others may be using it the idea is or­
iginal with the writer so far as he knows. 
I hope others will try it.

These pasture fields have all the perman­
ent fencing in use on the farm. The cul­
tivated fields are left unfenced, line fences 
being abandoned by common consent. 
There are several objections to fences around 
fields that are subject to a regular three 
years crop ration, of which clover is the 
base. While cultivating crops the fences 
are in the way and furnish naught but a 
harbor for weeds and vermin. They occupy 
ground that should be productive and en­
tail expenses when profits are needed.

Occasionally I want to pasture hogs on 
the clover, but I doubt whether it pays me 
to do so, as the clover deserves the best

it is not too bright nor good for human 
nature’s daily food. Sometimes gentle, 
sometimes capricious, sometimes awful, it 
is never quite the same for two moments 
together; almost human in its passions, al­
most spiritual in its tenderness, almost 
divine in its infinity, its appeal to what is 
immortal in us is as distinct as its ministry 
of chastisement or of blessing to what is 
mortal is essential.

If we have any virtue in us, did it spring 
up in an hour or a day? If we have any 
wisdom, did we pick it up in a lump at 
some particular turn of our experience? 
No; these signs and fruits of inward life 
are the outcome of long, slow-working 
causes, running back through all our years; 
including all that we dreaded and be wailed f 
as well as all that we welcomed and enjoyed; 
including also the outward and inward life 
of.our struggling ancestors, and the long 
and broad evolution of humanity. We 
must follow the hint: we must make each 
step an onward one. We must not inter­
rupt our own progress.

The man who leans contentedly and per­
petually upon some one else, whether it be 
for his livlihood, for sympathy, or help, of 
any kind, is not being really aided, but 
only still farther enfeebled. He drains 
another not merely to no purpose, but to 
the injury of both. But if, on the other 
hand, he receive the help, whatever it be, 
with thankful gratitude and use it as a 
stepping stone to better things—if he re­
gard it as a temporary loan, which he in 
his turn may repay to some one weaker 
than himself— if he be inspired by it to 
greater efforts, and through it gain strength 
to stand on his own feet— then it has ful­
filled its own mission and is no longer a 
dead weight but a living force.

treatment that can be given. If a ferice 
must be had I use a movable onç, bat am 
more inclined not to pasture clover. Any 
stock on wet land does serious injury by 
trampling,*and the gain for pasturing is too 
often lost in the next year’s yield. Especi­
ally is the tramping of fields by horses and 
cattle very injurious after heavy rains. If 
any income from clover fields are needed I 
prefer to cut the first crop for hay and then 
turn the second crop under for manure.

In many sections methods are such that 
all fields should be pastured by turn. In 
such cases the chief point is to see that the 
fields are large as convenient and regular in 
form, thus reducing the fencing bill as 
much as possible. When posts are used I 
have always preferred locust, well seasoned. 
On broken parts of the pasture land I grow 
locusts, and as my rail fences give way I 
shall use the post and rail fence, wiring 
the rails to the post. Many of my/neigh­
bors use such a fence, and when wall built 
is very satisfactory. It never pays set 
a post of wood that is not durable. The 
problem is to fence cheaply, substantial, 
and just as little as can be, consitent with 
one’s method of farming. Reduction of 
unnecessary expense is the watch ward of 
our best and safest farmers.

That our success largely depends on our 
appreciation and understanding of this 
subject, goes without saying. Its true 
value and importance as the main factor in 
maitaining and restoring the fertility of our 
farms is not generally understood, or if 
understood is terribly neglected. And to 
this neglect in conserving the fertility of 
our farms, may be traced the source of the 
wail so often uttered. “Farming don’t 
pay.” That this cry is not without foun­
dation is largely true.

But why wont we look around, and try 
to find the cause or causes for the unsatis­
factory reward we reap for our labor? We 
can never estimate in dollars and cents the 
loss sustained by us from waste in the 
manure pile.

By manure made under cover, and where 
there are plenty absorbents used in or un­
derneath the stables to retain all the liquid, 
and where there has been no loss from un­
derheating, has been proved time and again 
to contain from seven to nine times as much 
fertility, bulk for bulk, as the heap thrown 
out of the barn. The fact proves it to be a 
bad, a very bad, practice to have manure 
kissed by the sun or christened by the rain 
from the barn roofs. Kemember that the 
fertility of our soil is oujr capital stock, and 
as we increase this we increase our earning 
power. And in no way can this he done, 
without a direct outlay, save by giving 
proper attention to the manure products 
on the farm. A dollar saved is a dollar 
earned.

What One Cow Can Do.

A statement of the weight of milk and 
butter from one cow for the week ending 
24th ult., with pasture feed only, will help 
to show what may l»e done in dairy farm­
ing in this province by well-directed ef­
fort. The milk, carefully weighed morning 
and night, gave the following record: 48 
lbs. 7 oza. ; 4G lbs. 4 ozs. ; 49 lbs. 14 ozs. ; 
49 lbs.; 48 lbs. 12 ozs.; 49 lbs. 4 ozs.: 48 
lbs. 4 ozs. ; or a total of 339 lbs. 13 ozs. for 
the week. This yielded 68 lbs. 2 oz. of 
cream, and 20 lbs. 10 ozs. of butter. The 
cow is half Jersey and half Durham, and 
belongs to Mr. W. H. Murchie, of Boston. 
Prof. Robertson, of the Central Experi­
mental Farm, tells of one cow in Ontario 
that gave over 12,000 lbs. of milk last year, 
and another that yielded over 11,000 lbs. 
Perhaps the selection of individual animals 
is as important to our dairy farmers as at­
tention to improved breeds of stock; and a 
week’s record from time to time will cer­
tainly show which individuals in a herd 
are best worth keeping.
