TEN DAYS IN FRANCE

(By the Rev. J. H. Shakespeare, M.A.)

On Christmas Eve I returned from
a ten days’ visit to France, which I
had undertaken at the request of the
Principal Chaplain. My object was
chiefly to hold with the
Chiaplains of the United Army Board
of the four denominations, and to see
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will be a life-long memory to have

I met men of
science, eminent doctors, general
practitioners, who have given up
everything at home to go out in the
national service.

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The Battle Line.

The Y. M. C. A.

The greatest transformation in this
war hes been in the Y.M.C.A. Every
soldier looks upon the Y.M.C.A. hut
as his home, where he can escape for
a little while from the cold and the
wet and the hardship and find rest,
kindness, warmth and food. At the
bases especially they are also the
meeting place for religious services,
aud I found them crowded with hun-
dreds of men in successive services
during-the Sunday I spent at the base.
The religious work of the Army is,
however, beirg done by the chaplains.
There has never been uxfylhing like
the magnificent religious service they
are rendering to the Army at the pre-
sent time in France. Remember that
they are temporary chaplains, all of
them picked men, some of them men
of very great gifts. Most of their
work is unseen, for it is necessarily
discharged where no civilian can go.
They take their place in the huts at
the base, but much of their best work
is done on the battle line. They pass
silently among little groups of men,
to this concealed battery and that,
holding a brief service for a dozen
men, hidden away with a secret bat-
tery or in a dug-out or in a trench.
We cannot too greatly admire the en-
durance and heroism of the ministers
of our churches, who go on steadily
and under a tremendous strain, facing
hardships and difficulties month after
month. It was a great satisfaction
to mg to hear commanding officers
speaking in such high terms of praise
of the work of some of our chaplains.

The Senior Chaplain.

There is one figure in the chaplain-
cy service which stands out above all
the rest. When the war broke out
Dr. Simms was the senior chaplaiy in
the entire British Army. As such he
went with the B.E.F, He is an 9ld

campaignér, and was within a few
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months of retirement from the ser-
vice. He had served in Egypt in 1898,
in South Africa in 1900, in Somaliland
in 1904. At the beginning of August,
1914, he went out with fifty-four chap-
lains, thirty-two of whom were
Church of England and the remainder
Roman Catholic, Presbyterian and
Wesleyan.” Up to July, 1915, he was
in charge of all the chaplains until
the Church of England chaplains were
removed from his control. Today he
has about 700 non-Church of England
chaplains under his charge. Just as
hospitals, transports and armies have
had to be built up in this great cam-
paign, so he has built up the magnifi-
cent chaplaincy service in France, I
question whether it would be possible
to unite all the churches under any-
one else. Everyone trusts him. He
is kind and considerate, but strong
and firm as a rock. The most modest
of men, you have to learn everything
about him from his chaplains, not
from himself. They told me he was
great. They speak of him as the be-
loved chief. He is essentially a sol-
dier, and I found that nothing vexed
him so much as that any chaplain
should seek any release or relief
vhich Id not be availabic for
batant officer. ithe war

nds, among those whose services will
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I found everywhere the same
thuiasm about two men-— ll](,‘ one is
Lloyd George. 1 do not think it is w0
much to say that the whole Army is
behind him to a man. It was my
good fortune to go out when the™mood
of the soldiers was absolutely radiant
and opfimistic. There was no excep-
tion, not even among the crusted old
Tory officers with whom I spoke. The
other is Douglas Haig, now a Field
Marshal. It is quite certain that he
commands the confidence of the entire
Army. It was not simply that he is
trusted, but that all ranks seem con-
fident of his supreme genius as a sol-
dier, and that he can and will carry
through his far-reaching plans to final
victory.

One last impression upon my mind
is of the tremendous mistakes which
the Germans have made in this war.
It seems incredible that when they
were sixteen miles from Boulogne
they should march past. At that time
they could easi'y have seized Bou-
logne, Calais and Dunkirk. They could
have created all sorts of* difficulties
for the B.E.F. in the English Channel,
but they were so confident of seizing
Paris that they marched on. When
they realized the mistake it was too
late and they were driven' back at
Ypres. When I was further south I
felt-the colossal folly as well as wick-
edness of the invasion of Belgium. It
brought Great Britain in at the very
beginning. Tt seemed to me that God
was marching through history, blind-
ing the eyes and hardening the hearts
of the men who delight in war. The
end may be delayed, but it is inevi-
table and it is the Nemesis of German
military power.

GOING OUT AS FAST
AS IT COMES IN

The Surplus of the Canadian Patriotie
Fund No Larger Than Nine
Months Ago.

In October, the Canadian Patriotic
Fund expended $930,000. It received
$960,000. November showed about
the same proportion of receipts to ex-
pexi]ditures. In an undertaking of
such magnitude, it is clear that there
must be a large margin of safety if
some month the administrators of the
Fund are not to find that they have
to curtail the allowances to the sol-
diers’ families. It \is of the utmost
importance that the revenue be made
adequate and regular, and that it be
practically guaranteed.

The Fund has lately passed the six-
teen million mark. That is to say, it
has received that vast amount. But
this is not being stored up against the
The demands on
the Fund keep pace with the revenues.
For the past three-quarters of a year
as much has gone out as has come in,
S0 the surplus on hand today stands
just where it did nine months ago.

The Fund, therefore, as a matter of
ordinary business precaution, asks
Nova Scotia to raise, early in the new
year, at least the $800,000 which will
be required in 1917. It is hoped suf-
ficient will be subscribed so lhs@ help
may he given to the Provinces of Al-
berta and British Columbia, which,
with all the good will in the world,can-
not raise the large sums requli'ed by
reason of the heavy enlistments from
those provinces.

Considering the high
cost of grain and also of crushing, it
has been considered advisable tg con-
duct an experiment along this une.
The results of this trial, given here-
with, appear to answer conclusively
most of the above stated claims.

Results of Experiment.

Five teams of horses were selected
for this experiment and these
fed experimentally for eight months,
starting in October, 1915. The object
of this trial was a comperison of the
same quantity by weight of whole and
crushed oats. One horse from each
team was started on crushed, and the
mate on whole oats, thus insuring a
fair comparison as to work perform-
ed on each feed. At the end of each
month the feeds were reversed in each
team. Careful records and weight
were kept as to the feeds consumed.
All horses received their usual supply
of hay, water and salt.
weighed each week.

As all experiments and practical
trials have proven the value of some
bran in a grain ration, the following
mixture: oats, 5 parts; bran, 1 part
was adopted for both the whole ana
crushed oats.
