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EDITORIAL
A PUBLIC MENACE.

There is a demand for a more ser-
ious realization of the menace that
exists in the intoxicated driver of
amotor vehicles. The individual who
is not in complete control of all his
faculties and who attempts to drive
a horse, either on the open highway
or in the city streets, is a serious pro-
position, but there are times when
tragedies are averted because of the
possession of some degree of intelli-
gence on the part of the horse, This
does not apply to the drunken driver
of a motor, and as a result there is
no protection, either for the inmates
of the car or for the travelling pub-
lic. In several of the provinces, and
in parts of the United States, the feel-
ing is that no leniency should be
shown to the driver who meets with
an accident while driving when in-
toxicated, Indeed, in Boston there ie
a close inspection of the drivers, and
the man who drinks is not allowed to
retain his license as a driver. He
is regarded as a menace to the public
safety, a factor not amendable to rea-
son and as such not to be allowed to
#mperil the lives of the general pub-
lic. The loss of his license, imprison-

ment and fine is the punishment met- |

ed out to him. The police have it in
their power to arrest a drunken driv-
er before he has had the opportunity
to wreck his car and injure any per-
son. Further there is a strong agita-
tion against giving a license to men
who are known to be habitual drink-
ers, The motor-driven car under con-
“rol is a safe proposition in the hands
of a reliable man or woman; the mot-
or-iriven car under worse than no
“dontrol—for who can fathom the
next move of the drunken mind?—is
a terrible thing. No small fine should
be the only punishment given a man
who can neither control himself nor
his car, gnd who drives, regardless of
cobsequences, unaware of consequen-
ces, through the city streets and on
the highways now filled with chil-
dren and travellers, The responsibi-
lity for accidents must rest some-
where, and it would seem that the
municipality will have to take drastic
measures to insure its people from
the carelessness of the drunken driv-

It has seventy-two (72)
miles of paved streets; 134 of paved
sidewalks, and sixteen hundred acres
of public parks. It's public buildings,
banks, hotels, and stores are magni-
ficent. I'm told it has ten banks, Has
a splendid supply of water, magnifi-
cently lighted, and from the huuareds
of cars to be seen on its maze of
streets one might readily and almost
reasonably suppose that every resid-
ent possessed one,

When once down from the moun-
tains and down by the seacoast the
country can justly be called beautiful,
though mnot from an agricultural
point of view,—any kind of farming
being in the hands of Chinese who
can grow something out of the very
rocks, not to speak of sun-dried soil.
They beat the white man altogether.
The climate here, and I believe
throughout B. C. during most of the

year is very dry and strong sunshine,!
