The Cominittee to ivliom wero ref'erred the communications. on
the License Law, addressed to the Grand Division, begr lave to
report as follovs :-That they have given hIe subjeetitheir most.
careful and anxious consideration, and have found no difficulty
whatever in comingr to a unanimo,.s decision on the general princi-
pies iîivolved. W ith respect however to the application of these
principles to the present state of the Province, great divcrsity of view
has been elicited, and therefore your Coniittee wvould deain it to be
the more prudent course in the nieun turne to, aiin chiefly nt indoc-
trinating the public mind witli sucli truths; as will of necessity, wheii
thoroughly received, acconiplisli the end ini viewv, both speedily and
effectually. This migrht ha obtained by free discussion in Subordi-
nate Divisions, by appeals to the Legisiature and the studious emn.
ploymnent of that wvholesome agitation, without ivhich no question of
vital moment to the welI being of Society, can be reasonal)ly expect-
ed to be carried.

The following summary of principles nay for this purpose be cou-
fidently recommended:

Ist. That it is the duty of every wise Leoislature to, pass enact-
monts for the entire suppression of the manufacture, importation, and
sale of intoxicating liquors, so soon as this can ha effected, ivith
safety to the general interests of society.

2nd. That no0 legal sanction whatever ought to, he given to any
traffic, so injurious to, individual and social prosperity, and there-
forp nil License Laivs are to be regarded as in principle unsound.
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3rd. That a-ny person wlîo shail engage in tie traffic, whether
,with, or witliout-legal sanction, shall be lield both civiily and crimi-
nally answerable for ail consequences.

4th. That the property of confirmtnd drunkzirds shall be deait with
by laNw in the saine ruanner, us that of persons whose imbecility is
the result of divine dispensation, and be protected for the benefit of
relatives and creditors.

Your Cormiiittee wouid fardier recommend the followingt practical
details:-

It tends to diminish. the pectia«,ry vesources of our Divisions,
while it is at the same time a rude assault on the Teinperance prin-
ciples of tiiose on wvhoni it is inflicted, and iust uiuquestionably have
caused the ruin of somne, wvhom it ivas the duty of tlueir brctluren to
have preserved. It is our opinion tiierefore, that the National Divi-
sion shoulil be petitioned to repeal the law Iby %vluiclu suspension or
expulsion is inflicted for non-payrnent of dues. Instead of tîuis ive
îvould propose that nîo îneînber wvho is ini arrears for one year's dues,
shahl receive benefits, or be eligibie to lîold au oflice, or to vote on
appropriations of nioney, tili tivo inontus after lue lias becoxuje clezir
cf1 thie bookcs. This xîearly corresponds witlî the resoluituon wlîicli
wvas on the table of the Nationial Divisionu at its last session.
