Practical Educafion.

Perhaps the greatest need of the age is
practical education, It is becoming geuer-
ally recognized that the education imparted
to the rising generation in our public schools
is not just what it should be. ur educa-
tionists, in ailming at higher education,
have %ot away from what should be the trae
aim of the pablic schools; namely, to prepare
the young for the practical duties of hfs. The
idea followed seems to be to advance the
scholars as fast as possiblo in book learning
and theoretical knowledge, and to turn thom
out as graduates holding third, second or
first-class certificates, as the case may be,
Thus we have it that many young men who
hold such certificates, are utterly at a loss to
know what to do to carn a livelihood. Every
day we meet young women, graduates of
sominaries, academies and public schools,who
ara said to be thoroughly accomplished, but
who arv as helpless as the babes in the wood,
if it came to turning their education to prac-
tical account in earning a livelihood.

In previous articles upon this subject, The
Commercial has held that it is the duty of
the stato to seck to impart a good common or
primary education to the rising goneration,
making this education of as practical a
nature as possible, rather than to seek to
carry the student to the higher plane of
learning. It is more -important that the
masses should receive a pructical, primary
education, rathe. .nan that the few should
boled into the fiela of higher wducation at
tho stato expense. Now that this view of the

‘question of education is becoming more gen-

erally recognized, there is hope that in the
fature the trend will be in the directicn of
making the education imparted in the publc
schools take on & more practical aspect. To
fit the young for tho active duties of life,
should be the real object sought in the public
schools, rather than to advance tho scholars
in theoretial learning, Of courso tho sub-
jects taught in the primary divisions of the
public schools are good and necessary , but it

should bo possible to mako the education of tho
the young more practical all the way through,

To meet the requiremonts of practical cdu-
cation, neglected by tho public schools, n
olass of private schools have baen ostablished,
known as business or commercial colleges,
Theinfluence which thess commercial schools
have wiclded of late yoars has been vory
groat, Every town and city of any import-
anco now has its business college or colloges
and schools. Tho patronage of theso schools
has rapidly increased of late yoars, and their
influonce is now recognized as it nover was
bofore. 'Thisis o practical age, and so far gs
business is concerned, the education impart-
ed in these commercial colleges is oxactly
what is wanted to moet tho requiremonts of
the age. A ’young man may study the
theory of book-keepin%) and kindred subjects
in thoordinary way, but when ho 1s placed
in tho office or counting-house, he is at a
perfect loss to know what to do. All his book-
learning is of no avail to him, A fow months
in o practical business college would have
made him as confident of his position as if he
had beon at the dusk for years.

Winnipeg, like most other cities, has 1ts
business collago. "The institution has been
cstablished here for years, and is now being
very succossfally ‘carried on under the man-
agement of C. A. Floming as president and
G. W. Donald as secretary, who are assisted
by capable teachers. The official name of the
institution is the Winnipeg Business College.
The attendance now reaches from 150 to 200
during the regular terms, the next regular
term opening on September 1. This year
summer torm was also hild, with an attend-
auce of thirty., A nught sohool 15 also carried
on, for tho benefit of young people who are
employed in the oity during the day, and
who wish to improve their time in the even-
ings by taking up some studies which wili b
of practical use to them.

Tho regular business course at the Winni-
peg collego embraces book-keoping, arithme-
tic, writing, correspondenco, mensuration,
business forms, commercial law, conveyanc-
ing, banking, joint stock companies, partner-
ships, spelling, practical grammar and audit-
ing, The shorthand and typewriting course
includes Tsaac Pitman's system of phonu-
graphy, typowriting, ponmanship, and corre-
spondence. There are also special courses in
plainand ornamental penmanship and a civil
service courso, At theovening classes, book-
keoping, writing, arithmetic, shorthand and
typewniting are taught,

The great advantaﬁo of a course at the
‘Winnipeg Buriness College,as compared with
taking the same subjects at an ordinary
school (so far as tho same subjects aro taught
at the publie schools) is the thoroughly prac-
tical system followed. The important busi-
ness -subjects, such as banking, book-keoping,
commercigl arithmetic, auditing, partner-
ship, correspondence, otec., are taught i such
a way. that the mode of procedure is oxactly
tho same as in actual business. A bank is
kopt, supplied with all the various printed
forms, and even printed college notes of vari-
ous-denominations are provided as a medium
Then there is the wholesalo
purchasing department, where all purchases
are made in writing, thus teaching corre-
spondenze, book-keeping and commercial
arithmetioin a practical way, and in oxactly
the same way as thé student would: proceed
in actual business. Telographing, express busi-
ness, c.o.d. traneactions, shipping, bills of
lading and in fact all' business- firms are in-
troduced in & practical manner. The advan-
tage of & course of this nature will be at once
apparont to the young man who wishes to
seck employment in-a business capacity or
engage in business for himself.

‘*BOOMING " OROPS. AND BEARING
PRIOES.

The editor of thc Toronto Globe newspapor
has beon making an extended trip through
Manitoba, and he has beon sonding the most
extravagant roports to his paper rogarding
tho heavy grain crops here. He goes about
ton bushols per acro better than the oflicial
ropo~t in estimating the wheat yield of the
province. It is not at all hikely that the
Globo ecditor is an export in tho matter of
eitimating crop yields. It is perhap his first
effort in this dircction, and we cortainly
understand it is tho first time ho has undor-
taken to siza up the crop situation in Mani-
toba. At the same time, his reports, appear-
ing in o prominent position in a leading
paper liko the Globe, will doa great deal to
“'hoom” the urop situation here, and the
more tho crop is “boomed’ the greater will
be tho effect it will have in depressing prices.

Tho Manitoba orop has beon a far groater
factor in doprossing wheat prices of 1ate than
mnst people horo imagine, A private letter
to The Commercial from a grain firm in
Chicago, received this woek, states that when
ovory argume.t fails, the bears in the wheat
trade fall back upon tha big crop in Mani
toba ac & factor to depress prices, In this
way the “boom™ crop reports sont out from
Manitoba so freely of late, have besn o great
awistance to the wheat bears in depressing
prices, The grain trado papersin the United
States are full of reports about Manitoba's
big crop. With so many exaggerated reports
being sent out, it is no wonder that the Mani-

toba crop is being used as a biy baar argu-

ment to keep down prices.

It i3 vertain that a great deal more impurt-
ance is being attached to tho Manitoba crop
as a factor in depressing prices than 1t reatly
deserves, Iu the first place, many of the re-
ports sent out are undoubtedly wild gquesses
as regards the average yiold, and while the
orop. i3 certainly o heavy one, the official
estimate is probaoly fully as great as can be
reliably counted upon. Estimates up to 40
and S50 per cent. 1n excess of the official
figures are certainly wild. In the second
placo the wheat area of Manitoba is limitod.
Eiven should the crop come up to the average
of tha official estimate, it would only give us
10,003,000 or 11,030,000 bushels more wheat
for export than wo had from the moderately
light crop of last year. A paltry ten or
eleven million bushels of wheat should not
provo a very strong argument to bs used to
deptess prices. While we are pleased t# see
our visitors become enthusiastic ovur our
crops, it i3 at tho same timo not just to our
rolish to know that the ‘*boom’’ crop reports
thoy are sending abroad will be the means of
compell! ng Monitoba formers to take a fow

conts less por bushel for their wheat, t]n:ou%h
the influvnce these reports have had in de
pressing prices,

BRITISH COLUMBIA FRUIT.

J. A. Catherwood ernved in Winnipeg
from British Colambia last Monday with a
car load of pluma. That is thofirst straight
car of plums ever sent hero from British
Columbia. Horetofore a few straggling lots
of British Colum®ia fruit have reached this
market, but mot in such quantitiesas to
mako their presonce folt. The shipment of
plams roferred to is made by the Fraser Val
loy Fruit socioty, and is to a large extent an
exporimental one.  Thero wero a large num-
bor of varioties of plums in tho car, ranging
in sizo from small plums not any larger than
our native wild fruit, to large fruit quite
as large o3 the big California varieties. A
fow baskots of apples and crabs wero also
brought along with the car. Rablee, Riddell
& Co., of this city, who handled the fruit
here, say that with tho excoption®of a fow
baskets the plums arrived in good condition,
and they consider thom first ‘lass preserving
stock. The plums wero packed in baskets,
similar to the manner in which Ontario frait
is usually shipped. ‘The local doalers say that

| if tho larger varieties were wrapped and pack-

od in boxes, they would answer quite as well
as tho California fruit for stand purposes as
well a3 preserving.

‘While the fruit arrived here in good con-
dition and sold well, Mr. Catherwood express-
ed somo (isappointment as to the prices realiz-
ed. California and Oregon fruit is selling
much lower here than he had expected to
find it in this market, uad cons.yuently he
could not realizo the prices he had looked for.
This is owing to the low freight rate on fruit
front Pacific Coast points in the United
Siates, The rate from Washington stato
points on car loads of frmt is $1.12} per 100
pounds, and $1.25 from Portlend, with an
additionsl 10c from California, Thess rates
rre for car lots by freight,but the fruit comes
through by fast freight. Mr. Catherwood
paid an expresarate on his car, in order to
make fast time through, this rate costing
him about double tho freight rate from
Washington. The British Columbia apples
could not basold hare at all and leave ary
reasonable margia of profit to tho shippers,
in compotition with appl» coming in on a
low freight rate from the south, the rato on
car lots of apples from the south being about
70 or 8) cents por 130 pounds. Consequently
the fow apples broughtalong had to be sold at
aloss. Mr. Catherwood said that they would
not be abletoship British Columbia fruit as far
oast &3 Winnipeg unless they could ship by
fast freight at a lower rate, so as to avoid
tho high expressrate which he had paid on
this car, and thus allow them to compato
with the fruit from the Pacific coast states,
which has a very large sale in the Winnipag
market,

It is in supplying the territory east of the
mountains with fruit that British Columbia
has tho greatest opening for trade in this

direction, and no doubt tho Canadian Pacific
railway authunties, who are deoply interest-
od in the dovelopment of the country, will
sco that everything possibleis done tooncour-
ago this trade, as soon as tho Pacific province
isin a position to svwply the goods. The
frait trade of tho country east of the moun-
tains is largely contered at Winnipeg, snd
tho Br'tish Columbin pooplé will have to gt
into this markot on favoroble terms, if thoy
wish tv do much trade in Manitvba and the
Territories.

Itie roported that avout 750 miles of the
great Siberian Railway are open fur trafiic,
namely, from Che.abinsk to Omsk, in the
wast, 500 miles, and Vladivostock to Graf-
ska)a, in tho east, 220 miles, Thus Omsk in
Siberia is placed in direct commanication
with St. Petorsburg, via., Moscow. Of the
total length of 6,000 miles from St. Peters-
burg to Vladivostock—the lattor place being
tho Russian porton the Pocific coast, about
8,700 miles have yet to bo completed.”

THE Ontario department of agriculture has
issued a pawphlet on grasses, A brief des-
cription is yiven of a long list of grasses,
with their common and scientific names, and
the nature of cultivation to which they are
best adapted. No doubt many of thess
grasses would do well in Manitoba, The
pamphlet is one which should prove interest-
ing to Manitoba farmers, as the cultivation of
grasses will necessarily come into more
genoral use here, for as scttlement extends
the native prairie meadows will prove insaf-
ficient to meet requirements.

Ricur HON. Jos. CHAMBERLAIN, member
of the new British cabinet, has foreshadowed
a vigorous colonial policy in a memorable
speoch in Parliament. The idea conveyed
is, that the imperial government should
assist more actively and in & practical
manner in the development of tho colonies.
Tho objest sought, of course, is the trade
advantages the muther country would have
in the colonies. Mr. Chamberiain represents
the great manufacturing contre of Birming-
ham, and he is well known as & man of push
and oviginal ideas of & practical nature, It
is understood that as head of the colonial
department in the new government he will
bring forth a vigorous policy on new Jiuw,
calcalated to assist and develop the colonies,
and at the same timo extend British trade
inflaence.

The Drﬁmmers.

The Dry Goods Economist has a good word
for tho traveller, ‘Wo have always,” it
says, * been glad to recognize the value of
tho travelling salesman. He is the link be-
tween the large city house and the out-of-
town merchant, and 2 very important link
too. The eoffect of the large army of drum-
mers, brimful of new ideas and carrying
samples of all the latest productions. in the
textile world, cannot be over-estimated. The
road salesman is indeed one of the most po-
tent influonces in the life of the rotail mer-
chant and is entitled to tho highest degree of
courtesy and consideration from every one on
whom he calls.”
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Visiting Millers.

On Saturday August 17, The Commercial
received a telegram from W. C. Edgar,
manager of the Northwestern Miller, to the
eftect that a party of forty leading miilers of
Minnesota and Dakota would arrive in Win-
nipeg at 7 o'clock that evening and leave
again at midnight, and that they would like
to see something of this city.

The Commercial editor felt somewhat
disappointed as well as confused on the re-
ceipt of this message. We were disappointed
because we knew that it would be impossible
to give the visiting millers such a reception
as we knew the grain men and millers of the
city would like to have done, had they known
of the contemplated visit a little earlier. It
was after 8 o’clock when the telegram arrived,
and a Saturday afternoon at this season of the
year is practically a holiday in Winnipeg.
There were scarcely any of the grain men in
the city. A number of them were down at
the Lake of the Woods on pleasure bent, and
others were west looking up the crop situation
or arranging business matters in the country
to be ready for the season’s movement of new
grain. We knew the grain men and millers
of the city would have given the visiting
millers a hearty welcome if they had been
here to do it, but it would have been difficult
just at that time to have scared up more than
a corporal’s guard of those interested in the
grain trade.

The Commercial was, therefore, confused
to know what to do under the circumstances.
Happily Mr. W. W, Ogilvie, who was in the
city, came to the rescue, and offered to take
the visiting millers in charge, and we knew
that when Mr. Ogilvie proposed to do a thing,
it would be done in good style.

The visiting millers arrived and were met
at the depot by Mr. Ogilvie, Mr. Riley, presi-

dent of the Board of Trade, a few of the
" grain men and officials of the milling con-
cerns here who were in the city, leading rail-
way officials and representatives of The Com-
mercial. Among the party of visitors were
such well-known names as C. A. Pillsbury,
head of the great milling firm of Pillsbury-
Washburn company, of Minneapolis; W. H.
Duanwoody, now manager of the Washburn-
Crosby company, Minneapolis; C. J. Martin,
treasurer of the Washburn-Crosby company ;
W. C. Edgar, manager and editor of the
Northwestern Miller;” L. R. Brooks, of
Brooks-Griffiths company, Minneapolis, own-
ers of elevators; C. M. Harrington, of Har-
rington, Van Dusen & Co., Minneapolis; F.
J. %lark, city editor of the Northwestern
Miller, and others from Minnesota, the
Dakotas and Iowa.

The party were at once conducted to car-
riages and driven through a portion of the
city, but darkness came on before much of
the city could be visited. The carriages
were then drawn up at the Hotel Manitoba,
where the visitors were invited to a banquet
with Mr, Ogilvie as host.  Notwithstanding
the short notice, the Manitoba was able to
present a very excellent menu. Following the
dinner a number of toasts were proposed.
Mr. Ogilvie first proposed the milling inter-
ests of Minneapolis, mentioning the name of
Mr. Pillsbury in connection therewith. In
reply, Mr. Pillsbury said that the Northwest
on each side of the boundary was the only
portion of the world which had a large wheat
crop this year. He said the Northwest this
year held the key to the wheat situation, and
he advised a cautious policy in disposing of
the crop, so as not to have it all thrown upon
the market in a great mass early in the sea-
son. He thought we should make the most
possible out of the crop, and this would be
best accomplished by marketing the crop
gradually.

The health of Mr. Dunwoody was next
proposed and replied to briefly. Mr. Dun-
woody was the firstto inaugurate the expor-

tation of spring wheat flour to Great Britain,
and this fact was mentioned by Mr. Ogilvie
in proposing the toast.

Mr. Edgar was next toasted, and in reply
he stated that the decision of the party to
come to Winnipeg was an afterthought and
consequently they were unable to give an
earlier notice.

Mr. Elgar is a pleasant and interesting
speaker. Mr, Booth, who has a large farm in
Dakota, was next named by Mr. Ogilvie. Mr,
Pillsbury then proposed the health of Mr.
Kerr, of the Canadian Pacific Railway,taking
opportunity to thank the company for the
privilege given the party to come into
Winnipeg over its line. Mr. Brooks was
named in connection with the elevator in-
terests. Mr. Edgar then announced that
their time was about up and that they would
have to take their departure for their trainm,
but before going he would propose the health
of “‘the King of Millers,” Mr. W. W. Ogilvie.
The visitors showed their appreciation of Mr.
Ogilvie's hospitality by the vociferous recep-
tion they gave this toast, and after a few
more words in reply from Mr. Ogilvie, the
party broke up. The visitors found carriages
in waiting to convey them back to the depot,
where, before boarding the train, many of
them took occasion to express their thanks
for the reception tendered them by Mr.
Ogilvie.

THE MILLERS HEARD FROM.

The Minneapolis Northwestern Miller gives
lengthy account of the recent trip of the
Minnesota and Dakota millers through the
wheat regions of those states, a great portion
of the article being devoted to the reception
tendered the millers at Winnipeg. A por-
trait of Mr. W, W. Ogilvie, who entertained
the visiting millers to the banquet while in
Winnipeg, is given with the article. The
following letter and resolution were or-
dered to be sent to Mr. Ogilvie by the mil-
lers, before the party dispersed on their re-
tuen trip :

To W. W. Ogilvie Winnipey, Man, :

DEAR SIR,—As we return whence we came
after our trip through the northwest, we,
the members of the Spring Wheat Millers’
club and their friends, desire to express to
you, as well as our inadequate _languuge will
permit, the overpowering obligation under
which you have placed us by the characteris-
tically royal entertainment provided for us
during our stay in Winnipeg.

The lovely drive through the streets of
your beautiful city and the bountiful dinner
which followed we shall never forget. Most
of us came to you as strangers, but all of us
left you as friends. You have won our
hearts, not only by the material pleasure
you provided for us, but more by that broad,
wholesouled, hearty hospitality which shone
from your face and communicated 1t,self,to
us through the clasp of your hand. You
made us royally welcome to your city. You
cared for us as for brothers, and you sent us
forth on our homeward way rejoicing.
Henceforth, if you will permit us, we will
reckon you as one of us, and we ask that you
honor this club by becoming its first and
only honorary member for as long as life
shall 1ast, To this end the following resolu-
tions have this day been passed by us :

Whereas, Mr. W. W, Ogilvie is not only a
spring wheat miller of world wide renown,
but a prince of the line of Royal Good Fel-
lows ; and

Whereas, he has shown this club a.'nd 1ts
friends such hospitality and genial kindness
as can only emanate from a heart as big and
a mind as broad as the fertile acres of his
loved Manitoba ; therefore,

Be it resolved, That, henceforth and for-
ever, he be made an honorary member of the
Spring Wheat Millers’ club; that he be in-

vited as its guest, to every meetirg it may
hold, and that at every dinner given by it,
as long as it may exist, a plate be laid for
him and a chair placed, and that the place
for this plate and chair be next to that of its
chairman, and that we unanimously request
him to honor us with his presence as often as
possible.

Grain and Milling Matters.

We stated in our market report last week
that no new wheat had been offered in the
Winnipeg market. This was a mistake, We
learn since that one small load was brought
in on Friday, Aug. 23, by A. S. Friesen, a
Mennonite farmer from Steinbach, It was
taken to the Hudson’s Bay Co.’s mill, where
it was purchased, The sample was a splendid
No. 1 hard. The Hudson’s Bay mill has
therefore the honor of receiving the first
wheat offered in the local market.

The Hudson’s Bay Co.’s flour mill in Win-
nipeg is closed down at present for a thorough
overhauling. A little more than the usual
overhauling is being given it this year, and
considerable new machinery is being put in,
including several Smith inter-elevator reels.
Mr. Steel, the manager, is now superintend-
ing this work, The capacity of this mill is
now 250 barrels per day, and since the con-
sl:.ructipn of the transfer railway it has splen-
did shipping and receiving facilities, being
connected directly with the Northern Pacific
railway. while the Transfer railway, which
reaches the mill, gives connection with the
Canadian Pacific railway. A spur track
runs to the company’s elevator, and another
track passes alongside the large flour store-
rooms. The eolevator at the mill has a
capacity of 75,000 bushels, The Hudson's
Bay Co. do not operate any elevators in the
country. They take in a good deal of wheat
from farmers right at their mill, but they
depend mainly upon car lot purchases from
country points. They also handle a large
quantity of oats in the city, partly purchased
from farmers at the elevator, and partly
brought in in car lots from outside points.

The oat crop around Winnipeg is so heavy
this year that it is thought there will be
almost enough oats marketed by farmers
right here to supply the city trade. In past
years Winnipeg has taken a good many car
loads of ocats from country points to rieet the
requirements of the local trade,in addition to
the oats marketed directly by farmers in the
city. On this account the price of oats has
generally ruled about five cents per bushel
higher in Winnipeg than at Manitoba coun-
try markets, as oats shipped in would be sub-
ject to local freight charges.

The Hudson’s Bay Co.’s new flour mill at
Prince Albert, Sask , now in course of erec-
tion, will have a capacity of 100 barrels per
day. It will be a first-class mill, both as re-
gards the building and machinery.  The
building is a solid, héavy stone structure for
the first story and brick above this. The
machinery is all of the most improved
pattern. A 10,000 bushel elevator is also
being built at the mill. Altogether the new
establishment will be much superior to the
old mill which was burned & short time ago.
The company expect to secure enough wheat
right at the mill door to keep the mill °
running. Stuart & Harper, Winnipeg are
supplying the macninery.

A correspondent writes from Hilton, Man,,
as follows : ““An elevator is wanted at Hilton
on the Northern Pacific railway. A tre-
mendous crop of wheat has been harvested
and there will be about 300,000 bushels of
wheat to be marketed here. There is only
one elevator and we must have another. No
better district in Manitoba than around
Hilton for wheat. We want a company to
build at once.”

Prof. Princwe.Dutuinion fishery cumuission-

er at Ottawna, has nearly cumpleted his tour
of iuspection in the pruvince. IProf. Prince
said to Tho Commercial correspondcnt that
he was particularly well pleased with tho
cleanlinors of the cannerivs wherevor he
wout, the intslligence of the managers in
charge, and tho oxcellence of the systom
adopted by thecanners. He had had o wido
oxperience in the old cuuntry as well a8 in
America, and ho cuuld speak 1n nothing bat
praise of what hio saw during his visit amungst
tho caunolivs, mado at a time when the iu-
swonso run was v and whon half a milliun
wore passiug from the fishotmen’s buat acruss
the cauuety wharlr aud under the knives of
the canuery empluyces. He thought to o
wusniverabloextent acloast the hatchery should
bu credited with the unexpected phenumonal
run which had taken place this munth. He
thought that tho fishing industty of
British Columbia was the backbone of the
province, capable of immense development
and considering tho deep sea and other
fisheries almost inexhaustible, He had
socured n most complete collection of all the
fish in the province and would report at
length upon their habits, migration, food,
ete. He would also scientifically look into
the sexual formation of the habits, feeding,
conditions, ete. of the native oyster, so
different in almost every way from appear-
ances to the eastern bivalve, with a view of
ascertaining if it be practicable to cultivate
the eastern oyster in British Columbia or to
improve the quality of the strong smelling
pungent little Pacific Coast molusk by intro-
ducing the suucculent bivalve of the east
into the nativo beds.

AURICULTURAL IMPLEMENTS AND BINDER

W I8E.~There has been a brisk demand for
binder twine. At o foiw country points the
supply of twine wentout so fast, that beforo
dealors were awaro of it, the twino wasall

ne and some delay was caused to harvest-
ing boforo new supplies could be got in.
JTheso delays are not the fault of the whole-
sale trade, as there has been plenty of twine
here, and the neglect has been with the farm-
ors thomsolves, who delayed securing their
twino until the last moment. Tho Massey-
Harris Co., who are the largest handlers of
twino direct to the farmors, say they brought
in sbout threo t:mes as much twine as thar
orders called for, and still their supplies ran
short at o fow points, but they wore able to
roplenish stocks quickly whore necded.
Merrick, Anderson & Co., also say they have
had no difficulty in filling all orders from the
trade, and they believe thero w.ul be no short-
ago. The amount of twine required this year
is vastly in oxcess of pravious years, and 1t 19
fortunato that the supply has not run out.
The light eropin Ontario Yoﬂ, alargo quantity
cof twino available for the West, wiich would
otharwise have been required in the East.
Sales of binders have also been Inige—much
larger than was expacted. Owing to the
very heavy straw, many furmers had to
abardon their old machines and buy new
ones, a3 old machines, which would have
worked fairly well in a moderate crop. wore
not able to cupe with the rank growth of this
year. Aachine men have bad a very busy
time supplying pieces. Bdany farmers are
just like many business men, they leave
evorything until the last minute. Asare
sult, when thoir crop was ready to cut they
began to got their binders ready aand found
that thoy were in need of various pieces before
they could start work, and they all wanted
to bo served at once. Outside of the enor-
mous gale of twine and the large sale of bind-
ers, the seasons trado in other lines of farm
implements and machinery has not been
heavy. A good many threshers will likely
be sold yet.

BoOTS AND SHOES.— The Canadian Shoe
and Leather Journal says ‘—** Manufacturers
seem woll pleased with the way orders bave
¢ome in for fall gonds, whatever may be their
ideas as to the profits of the present season's
operations, Fall business was never known
to bo in 43 advanced a position at this time
of the year. There has been little difficulty
in securing the advance in prices made from
timo to timo during the season. The ship-
ments from Montreal and Quebeo for Juno
aid July, were large. than for years.”
garding leather the Journal says that stocks
are small and ptrices fim.

DRrY GOODS.—In the local market a very
fair busi :ess is reported. In the clothing
and furnishing branches Winnipeg houses
are already sonding out fall orders, and
orders taken are much in advance of the past

two years, There has been 2 good demand

for cheap lines of clothing, overalls, etc., due
to tho béginning of tho threshing season.
Cottom fabrics are very firm. Raw cotton is
now higher than it has been for some years.
In the United States print cloths are very
sttong and ginghams ave e higher at latest
réports. Anmaer 5 per cent. advance, the
sécond this month, has been announced by
tho Canadigin Colored Cotton Mills Co. Seam-
1uss cotton bais have also béen advanced 50¢
per bale. The advaice in cottons noted
covers tickibgs, denims and coloréd goods.
‘Woolen manufacturersare taking orders now
for next spriig’s tradeé; and the nvw sahiples

next spring and summer, ave said to be the
best ever shown in point of quality.

GREES FruiTs, — Blueberries are now over-
ripo and are slow sale, being too soft to ship.
Poaches wore temporarily scarce, but sup-
plies will be in again in car lots by Monday
or Tuesday. Prices ate firmer and are ox-
pected soon to rule a little higher. The car
of British Columbia plums reforred to last
weok arrived at the expected tume. The fruit
was in fair condition on arrival, but these

lums do not scom to have the keoping qual-
ity of Washington and Oregon plums. ‘This
may have been due to the manuer of packing,
and perhaps the fruit was over-ripe when
shipped. At any rate, the plums began to
got soft in & very short time. They sold at
$1.15 to 81.25 per basketb at the start, but the
balance had to bo cleared « ¥ at 50¢ per basket
and upward asto condivon. More care 1n
packing is ovidently required on the part of
the British Columbia shippers. Caliiornia,
Malaga and Tokay grapes are abundant, as
aro also southern Concords, Lemons
aro gotting scarcer, as stocks of Messina fruit
are running low. Verdilla lemons will bo
the hext varioty, & very hara fruit which s
not a popular sort. Bananas are scarce.
Plenty of southern apples are comiug in,
Apples, it is thought, will bo abundant, not-
withstanding the reported short crop im
Eastorn Canada. The crop is large in some
parts of the United States and in England
and Euorope the erepis the largest for many
yeoars, so that there will not be as much ex-
port demand for Canadian apples as usual.
This being the casa the price will not likely
be high, notwi :standing the liglt crop.
Prices are. Californin oranges, Mediter-
ranean sweot and late Valercias 8t to
84.25 per box as to sizo; Messina lemons,
$6.50 to 87 per box ; banansas, $2.25 to §3 per

HARDWARE.—There is an improved de-
raand in the local trade and dealers expect
this will continue during the fall. The gon-
eral tendency is to advance prices, and it is
the opinion in the trade that high water
mark has not yet been reached in the matter
of prices. It will be a long time in all prob-
ability beforo pricesagain reach the low level
that thoy wero at before the late turn in the
markets. - Probably many years will elapse
before prices touch as low as they wcre at the
bottoin of the late dopression in iron and
steel and other hnes. Manufacturers wero
forced to sell during the depression, andin
many cases they sold under cost. We report-
ed last Week the advance of 40¢ in manufae-
turers’ pricésof cut nails, which was a big
jump all at ofice. The advance of five per
connt. also noted last week in wire nails is the
third advance in this line since the first of
Janudry. Tocal dealers roport a brisk de-
mand for threshers’ supplies, including end-
Ioss belts, steamn fittings, etc. A telegram
from Cleveland, Ohio, this week, say. :

There 1 a stir i the pig 1ron market, Pig
iron b» dvanced 81 1o the last threo days
and 13 now quoted at 815,50 per ton, which is
the highest point reached since 1890, when it
sold at 824,50  This advance has long been
expected by tho manufacturers, owing to the
demand for pig iron, which is tho basis of all
grades of iron and steel. .\ goneral rise in
prices may also bolooked for alongthesehne.™
Eastern mannufacturers have also advanced
barb-wire, plain twisted wire and staples, 25c
per 100 1bs to 83.23  This price includes
delivery in thooastorn provinces, but no fixed
prices are made for Manitoba and tho west,
manufacturers having no agreemont =2s to
prices here, and competition is open. The
advance east was made in sympathy with
higher prices in tho United States, the low
prices last year having been forced by com-
petition from United States manufacturers
whn were selling their goods in Canads, and
prices had to be cut down to keep thom out

LussiEr, —The local lumber trade has been
vory slow for tho last two or three weeks,
probably owing to the fact that all available
help is ongaged in the harvest, and aftor the
harvest there will bs & rush for lumber
fall work. The report eirculated a short time
ago that a western lumber dealer would move
to Winnipeg and open business here, has not
materiahized. A now feature has developed
in the lumbe: trade at the Lake of the
Woods, Theo mills there have been cutting
sume lumber to ship east by rail to Fort Wil
liam and thence by water to Chicagoand
other points, There is not much money in
this trade, owing to the lung railnay haul b
Lake Superior, but it helps to keep the mills
going, and the railway company has made a
rate w hich euables thie shipiuents tv be made
at o shaving of profit, The stuff wanted for
this trade is low grades, and it has to be cut
to order

PaINTs, O1LS, ET¢.—White leads are very
firm. Glass is also firm. advances being re-
ported abroad. Turpentine is firm, Coal
tar is lower east, The local 1.-arket is quiet
and prices steady.

REFINED PETROUEUM. — The season for
petroleum is again oming in and rates are
incroasini There has been no recent change
in prices here, though prices have been easier
in the United States owing to the weakness in
crade. United States oils were reported 2¢
lower in the Fast, but Canadian oils were
unchanged there. The order made by the
inland revenuo department a short time ago,
proventing the delivery of oil from tauks,
and compelling wholesale dealers to deliver
oil only in original packages, has caused con-
siderable inconvenienco. The o1l can be
brought in in tank cars, butit must bo
barrelled here, and itcannot now be delivered
to retail dealers from tanks. The trouble is
the difficulty in obtaining barrels here, as
barrels will have to b brought in by rail at
a considerable cost, whereas barrels were not
required for the city trade while the tanks
were in use for delivery to retailers. Old
barrels are thereforo in good demend, Prices
here aro e. follows: Silver star, 24ic;
crescent, 274c;: oleophene, 293¢ in barrels.
In car lots le per gallon discount is
allowed off prices in barrels. Uhited States
oils in barrels are quoted at 84n for eocene
and 80c for sunlight.

WHEAT.—Wheat prices have continued to
average lower this week in the leading mar-
kets, such as Now York, Chicago and else-
where, owing tolight export cemand, in-
creasing receipts of spring wheat, and lack of
speculation. In the local market there is no
buying yet, and the condition is much the
sams as reported last wesk. No one shows
any inclivation to touch new wheat. A little
new wheat is marketing at soino Mamtoba
points in the Red river valley mostly and is-
all going into store, there beingho purchnses
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The new crop shows a good sample. "Samples
from the Gretna region have a dark. bleached
appearance, and from peints west of Brandon
some samples damaged by frost have been
shown. There are about 1.000,0.0 bushels of
old Manitoba wheat held atour lake ports
and west,and millers are well supplied,so they
are not anxious buyers of new wheat. Prices
are normal. In Ontario new wheat is selling
in country markets at 60 to 65¢c. New wheat
in Manitoba, based on expert values, is worth
not more than 350c¢c per bushel on track at
country points, average freight rates, for No.
1 hard. There is no buying, however, to
establish prices. Last year a few cars were
movin%the third week in Auguast. Freight
rates. Duluth to Baffalo, early September
shipment. are quoted at 8}c ‘per bushel for
wheat, One car of new wheat was graded at
Winnipeg this week, No. 1 haud, from
Gretna. It was the same car we reported last
we_ek as having been loaded at Gretna, for
shipment by the Lake of the Woods Milling
Company.

FLOUR.—The market is weak and lower.
Prices have declined sharply in the eastern
markets, for Manitoba grades. Here prices
were dropped 10c per 981b. sack by millers,
but this is not equal to the decline
in the east, and still lower prices
are looked for. Sales by millers here
are made at $1.95 for patents and $1.75 for
strong bakers per sack of 98 1bs. delivered to
city retail dealers. Second bakers $1.55 to
$1.65, XXXX about $1.25 to $1.30 per sack
a.ccordin_g to brand. These are net cash prices
the nominal quotation being 5c higher.

MiLLSTUFFS,—Millstuffs are still rather
scarce, and prices firm, The quotation to
the local trade is $11 for bran and $13 for
shorts per ton, with small quantities held at
$1 per ton more.

GROUND FEED.—Frices range from $19 to
$21 per ton, as to quantity and quality, for
ground oats and barley feed.

OATMEAL. — The tendency is easier, in
sympathy with the lower tendency in oats.
We quote $1.40 to $2 per sack of 80 pounds,in
broken lots to retail dealers, as to quality.
Standard and granulated meal, $2.15 in small
lots, per sack of 100 lbs. for best grades.
Eastern markets have made a further decline
of 10 to 15¢ per barrel. -

0ATS.—The market is easy and prices are
sliding downward. A few farmeis’ loads of
new oats have come in and have been bought
at about 22 to 25c per b.shel of 34 pounds, but
noquantity would be taken at this price, and
buyers would not likely pay over 20¢ for a
quantity, Cars were offered to ship here at
25¢ ¢.i.f.. but no sales reported. Cars of old
held at about 27 to 28c. In the Eastern Can-
ada markets prices have further declined.
Low prices will likely rule for oats, as our
crop is a large one, and prices are low in out-
side markets. In Ontario country markets
prices are down to 22 to 24c per bushel, as to
* quality, for feed oats.

BARLEY.—A few loads of new barley have
been taken at 30c per bushel of 48 pounds,
but there is very little offering yet.

OIL CAKE.——Ground oil cake meal is quoted
at 824 per ton in sacks, with small lots at
$25.

BUTTER,—The markets are steady locally
and abroad. Some lots are going forward all
the time to the East, both in dairy and
creamery goods. We quote round lots of
dairy at 8 to 83c, and for a very choice lot

pessibly a fractivn higher would be paid.
" Creamery, fair to choice, 14 to 153¢. A
letter from Montreal said that the ‘‘finest
Manitoba creamery could be bought to sell at
17%c in that market,” but the average Mani-
toba creamery would not come up to the
standard.

CHEESE.—~The spurt in cheess in Ontario

country markets has strengthened the price
here, and } to 3¢ higher is quoted this week.
We quote 6 to Gic for Manitcba cheese, 63c
was the highest price bid for a lot of 10,000
1bs. offered here this week. but a real fancy
lot would probably bring the }c. Last week
we quoted as high as 8¢ paid at some of the
Ontario country markets that week, but at
Belleville, which was held later in the week,
as high as 8¢ was paid. Montreal advices
say these higher prices are not warranted by
the condition of the export business. At the
Ontario country markets this week prices ruled
about the same as last week, the range being
from T§c to 8 1-16c. at some points 7% to 7gc
were the highest bids. Ezports at Montreal
are dull, as country markets are higher than
export prices will warrant.

Following is an extract of a letter from a
Montreal commission house. received by Mr.
Macdonald, provincial dairy instructor: ‘‘Re
Manitoba cheese, we have received a ship-
ment from J. Y. Griffin & Co., of Winnipeg,
of both butter and cheese. The cheese came
in in very good order, especially one lot, but

‘they all seemed to be branded with the same

brand. Griffin’s cheese were all marked over
with blue pencil and the weights were mark-
ed in several places with pencil. Quite a
number of boxes were all scrawled over with
blue pencil, making them look very slovenly,
and even worse than Quebec. ' The quality
of this consignment was more or less mixed,
some high and some light color, some very
bad flavor. but the quality was very nice and
full of fat, just the kind of cheese we want,
but they can improve very much by having
the boxes perfectly clean and only one brand
on them. Factories should have a distine-
tive brand and nothing less should be on the
boxes but the factory brand and weights and
these weights should be stencilled.”

EaGs.—Receipts ‘are larger. sales are slow
and the tendency easier. Buyers are still

We
quote . Pure, 31.80 for 20 pound pails, and

LiveE STOCK.

This has been an active week at the yards
here, and the large addition to the yardsis
already fully required, with the prospect
that a further enlargement of the yards will
be necessary.

CATTLE.—The principal business has been
in cattle. Gordon & Ironside mads up no less
than nine train loads te go east this week, in-
cluding 2,700 export and 200 butchers’ cattle.
About 1,000 of these came from the Walrond
range and the balance were domestic cattle,
gathered up from various sections of Mani-
toba and the territories. Mr. Prince, of Dun-
durn, had 200 cattle in from his district,
Prince Albert branch, which he shipped east.
There was also a mixed lot of cattle and
sheep—150 cattle—shipped east by Medicine
Hat ranchers. A large number of cattle have
come from FEastern Assiniboia lately, from
the district between Moosomin and Moose
Jaw. and also from thedistrict west of Melita,
on the Estevan line. These are not range cat-
tle, but belong to the domestic class. Santon
of Regina, had in 200 head and Scott & John-
son had in about 800 head from the Qu’Ap-
pelle country. These were sold and included
in Gordon & Ironside’s shipments. Quite a
number of cattle have also come off the
Prince Albert branch. Another feature of
the cattle trade was the arrival this week of
about 1,000 head of yonng cattle from On-
tario, which are being shipped west to the
ranges to be prepared for the market. Owing
to the drought in the east, young, lean cattle
ean be bought pretty cheap, and some of the
western ranchers are taking advantage of this
to stock up with young cattle. Prices here
are much the saime.

The Weather and Grops,

The weather has been nainly favorablo for
harvesting.

did not long delay work. There wasalso
rain again Thufsday, heaviest in north.
western Maritoba and adjoining portion of
Assinibola. A vast amount of cutting has
‘been done this week. In theearlier districts,
particularly the Red River valley, cutting
was practically completed some days ago and
some threshing is now going on. ~ As prices
are low, there will probably be less threshing
from the stook than if prices wers high, as
farmers will not bein such a rush to market
their wheat In some of the edrlier soctions
in the west some threshing is being dune, In
the later districts theré is a good deal of
grain yet to be cut, these late sections boing
in the northwest part of Manitoba and east-
-ern  Assinibois, where the crops are much
later then in Manitoba as a rule,

Later roports have come in rogarding the
frost meutioned last week, which ave favor-
able in sume respacts but unfavorable'in re-
gard to several districts. Eastern, southern
-and central Manitoba has escaped with' very
little damage, as wo predicted last week,
though there may bsa few damaged samples
in some sections. In the Red river valloy
the crop was mostly past danger befors tho
irost came. In some districts in the west,
however, considerablo damage has been done,
in sections west of Brandon, and in eastern
Assiniboin the damage is very sovere.
The greatest damago has been dong ineastern
Assiniboia territory, in e strip of country
extending from about the western boundary
of Manitoba westward, along the main line
of the Canadian Pacific railway., Farther
west again the effect of the frost dies out, and
it 15 not perceptible as far west as Insjian
Head. While this damago to the crop in a
comparatively limited area is very un-
fortunate, the crop of choice wheatin the
country as a whole will ba tho largest-over
produced here, barring damage by rain to
wheat now in stook, which is very unlikely.
The lowest temperature at Winnipseg this
week (official report, was about 40. Frost
was reported this morning agrin from some
western points.

BRITISH COLUMBIA BUSINESS REVIEW

Yancouver, Aug. 27, 1895.

Money is reported considerably easier this
weok, particularly on the Mainland of the
province. This is accounted for, to some
extent, by the fact that the fishermen aro re-
turning from the river with their scason's
earnings and are laying in their winter sup-
plies. Wostmsnster merchants are all husy,
and the beneficent effects of so much money
being placed inty circulation at once is also
felt in Vancouver. The fishing has conunued
fairly §ood since the big run and canpers
fope to have a much larger pack. Thelum-
ber trade continues brisk, and owing to the
jncrensed demand for British Columbia fir,
it is said tha. mill companies can now afford
to decline the accoptance of unprofitable con-
tracts, It can safely be reported that the
trade of the province is reviving and that
every industry is in a healthy condition. Tho
steamer Warimoo outward bound for Aus-
tralin took tho biggest cargo on record for
that line. Every available inch of space was
occupied, even the state rooms being used for
storing away odd packages. The Warimoo
had sixty-five cabin passengers, As the busi-
ness of this line is constantly increasing the
company will be forced to put on another
stoamer to accommodate the trade. The
Warrimoo, owing to the unfortunate accident
which happened to her recently, by which
soveral of her steel plates weretwisted through
coming in contact with a rock, will be placed
on the dry dock at Sydney and undergo re-
pairs which will take six weeks to complete.
In the meantime another steamer will be put
on the route in her place. The steamer Em-
press of Japan sailed witha full cargo of
passengers and freight for the Orient. Tho
business of the Oriental line of steamers is
also very satisfactory. The Kootenay coun-
try still continues to ba the centre of attrac-
tion for capitalists and miners. The constant
travel betweon Vancouver, Victoria and
Xootenay is very large, and every traveller
who recturns. without exception, en-
dorses the universal opinion that Kootenay
is onc of tho greatest mineral countriesin the
world. The reports from other mining sec-
tions of the province arc not so gencrally
favorable. Tho ramd business development
in Kootenay is astonishing.  The Kaslo and
Slocan railway will be in operation on the
1ast of October, and this line in addition to
the extension of the Nakusp and Slocan gives
South Kootenay a railway which will surpass
in milage that of Vancouver Island, or Van-
couver and Westminster trade districts,
whilst there aro more steamboats on Koote-
ney lake than belong to any of tho four
ports of British Columbia. It is estimated
that within five years the tonnage of Slocan,
Kalso, Nelson and Trail Creek mines and
camps, will bo, combined, greater than the
tonnage of all the rest of the province to-
gother, Tho coal industry on the island 1~
rapidly growing in dimensionsand import-
anco, and should the problom of Mongolian
labor be satisfactorily solved, tho healthy
growth of that industry will maké it ani?
valuable portion of the resources of the pro-
vince. There is little change in the market,

Wheat Items and Milling Notes.

A meeting of tho recently formed Manitoba
and Northwest Millers’ Association willbo\
held in Winnipeg on September 8. The
meeting will convene after the various trains
from the west and southwest ‘parts arrive in
the city, at R, Muir & Co.'s office in the
Grain Exchange building. It is hoped a
large number of millers will be present, as
some 1mportant matters will come up.

A telegram from Ottaws says that Grain
Inspector Gibb, of Fort William. gives it as
his opinion that a large portion of Manitoba’s-
wheat crop will fm e No. 1 northern this

ear. Of course Inspector Gibb knows noth-
1ng sbout the crop, as he has not handled a.
single car of new wheat yet, and he has not
been in Manitoba to sample the crop this-
season. His *'guess™ about the quality of
the crop is liable to prove just as farastray
as some of tho crop estimates made by people
who never were in a wheat fleld before. Most
of the samples of new wheat so far shown
here are No. 1 hard. M, Gibb bases his.
opinion on a theory that a season of abund-
ant moisture is not favorable to the produc-
tion of No* 1 hard. We have heard this idea
advanced before.

It is expected the meeting of the grain
board for the selection of standard samples.
for g the new crop, wilt »j held in
Winnipeg about Sept. 20. Samples of grain
have to be collected from all parts of the-
grain belt, in order that a fair idea of the
crop could be had, so ‘that standards can be
fixed to suit tho country as a whole. Harv-
esting is advauced far enough in the Red
river valley to permit of receiving samples at
once, but some districts in the west and
northwest are so much later that it will be
some time yet before average samples of the
crop can bo received, hence the necessity for
dclaying the meeting of the board.

A telegram from Ottawa says: ‘‘It is ba-

the regulations regarding the inspection of .
grain, that is, the matter of mixing and |
grading. 'The practice of mixing grades, it !
1s said at the inland revenue department, pre~
vails with regard to all grades of the number
one hard quality, shipped from Daluth, the
rival shipping port to Port Arthur and Fort
William, and 1t is felt that any stringent
rules would operate to the prejudice of Port
Arthur and wouid lessen the value of the
Manitoba wheat crop.” This it will be un-
derstood has no reference to the mixing of
scourod wheat, which is prohibited by a
recent order, 5o far as the No, 1 hard grado is
concerned. The mixing rofeired to is such
a8 mixing No, 2 hard with No. 1 hard. A
later tolegram received to-day from Ottawa
says ‘“An order-in-Council has bden passed
permitting tho mixing of scoured wheat with
No. 1 hard wheet, which was prohibited b; i
an -order passed & fortnight proviously.”

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The Labor Harket.

Thero has been considerable discussion in
o sootion of tho pross, led poerhaps by o local
labor paper, against the action of the Cana-
dian Pacific railway officials in bringing in a
large number of farm laborers from tho East-
ern provinces at very low rates. It has even
baon asserted by some papers that the impor-
tation of any additional labor to assist in the
Manitoba harvest was unnecessary, as thore
was alleged to bo plenty of available help at
home. In the light of ordinary common
senso, such a statement is too ridiculous to

make any rofutation necessary. Thero has
been an outory that many of theso people who
camo up from the east could not find work.
It is quito probable, and indeed it appoears to
be tho case,that too many of the mon brought
in went to certain potnts, while at qther
points all who came weré at once supplied
with work ahd more wanted. This could
hardly be avcided, howover, and was to-be
expocted, To distribute the men to the
%omts where they were needed, the Canadian

acific railway offered to carry any of these
men-freo backwards or forwards to any points
on the line, and at this rate all who wanted
work would soon got it.

Manitoba woyld certainly be in a bad state
to-day if this extra help had not been brought
in. An investigation made by the Cavadian
Pacific railway on Wednesday last showed
that only about 100 men of the excursionists
who came from the East had not found work,
At the same time there were applications in
for 80 to 40 farm hands from points along the
Emerson branch, and 50 to 100 farm hands
wero also wanted along the Northern Pacific
lines, very few of the lebor excursionists hav-
ing gone to these péints. It is thus seen that
all the men were wanted, the unly troubte
being in their distribution, and this was
speedily being arranged by the free trans-
portation of the men to points where they
were needed.

Some of these men who came up from the
East did not want work. Some simply took
advantago of the Jow rate to see the country;
others lad property here which they wante
to see, or friends whom they wished:to visit-;
others had other matters of business to look
after. Having accomplished their purpose in
a fow days, they wanted to return, Here the
difficulty came in, They could only secure
their return passage gt thelow rato on show-
ing proc! that they had worked for o given
length of time in the harvest hers, In order
to secure their return the story was therefore
concocted that thoy could not get work, We
do not say that there were many cases of this
nature, but undoubtedly there were & num-
ber, and it only required a few cases to start
the reports that many of the men who came
up could not get work. Some othors were
porhaps willing to work, but they wanted
higher wages than was offered; Cases were
mentioned to us of mon who had refused $25
and even S99 per month, including board,
demanding $40 per month. A few men who
were taken ill on the way or aiter arriviog
here, or who wers evidently incapable of hard
labor, were given returns at oncs, and some
of these wero returned actually free of the.
stipulated return. faxe, Tho company was
justified, howover, in'mfusing the low return
rates to ablo bodied mon so long as applica-
tions were coming in {rom some points for
more men, L.

My, Calder, who conducts the principal;
employment agency in the city, said on
Thursday that. he could place 800 men at.
once, and he had not been able to securen
single man for five days. Of course thomost
of the men ho wanted were railway laborers,
and it.is difficult to secure men for this class -
of work when there is plenty of other work

going on. The fact, however, that men could
not be secured for railway work, shows plain-
-ly that there is not i surplus of men in the
country. He aiso had some calls for farm
hands, but be could not £l them. At Bran-
don, where the largest number of eastern ex-
cursionists were reported to bo idle, s call
was mede for forty men for railway work,
and only threo could be secured in a week’s
time. Some of the cxcarsionists who were
demanding their return tickets at the ro-
duced rate the same as if they kad worked
the specified time here, were offered free
transportation to points whero more men
were wanted, but. they refused togo. This
shows that it was not work they waunted, but
that having completed the object for which
they came. thay wanted togat home again
at the low rate. Itisadmitted, as stated,
that a few more went to  some points than
wore wanted, but as soon as threshing starts,
which will be almost at once in some dis-
tricts, a large number of additional men will
be wanted.

The labor organ in Winnipeg brings up
the question of the payment of wages, and
justifies the refusal of some men to go to the
country to work, on the ground that their
we ges are not secure. The Commercial dis-
cn3sed this aspect of the cass years ago, and
was perhaps the first paper here to take this
matter up. Much that has been said in this
respect is true. There are somoe farmers who
hire men with the intention of cheating them
out of their pay, and the law should certain-
-ly be simplified so &s to.make it the easiest
thiog possible for these farm laborers to ob-
tain their wages, even ‘othe estent of making

their Jabor & first lien upon the crop. The

laborer 18 worthy of his hire, especially when
that labor 1s performed in the long hours of
the arduous harvest field.

‘tarifl of rates has been issued, and will be
sent to any ono on application. The Cana-
dian Pacific railway has agreed to give o re-
bate equal to 30 per cent of the local freight

rate, on dairy products sent to Winnipeg for
cold storage, whon the goods are sent east-
~ard. This will enable the smaller factories
to send their product to Winnipeg for cold
storago, until they can accumulate a
sufficient quantity to make up car lots for
shipment east.

Mr. Philp's sarchouse is conveniently
located on Elgin avenue, near Princess streot,
and a short distance in the rear of the Grain
Exchanio building. Three different apart-
meonts have been provided in the building
for cold storage. Dosides these apartments,
the basement affords additional valuable
storage space. The basement walls are
built” very heavily of solid stone and
inside of tho stone wall thore is & brick wall,
with an air space botween. This makes the
basement frost proof and will keep it very
cool in summer, The floor is of cement so
thero is nothiag to decay and taint the
apartment. The basement alone affords ex-
collent cool storage for goods not réquiring
refrigerator storage.

The completion of the warchouse affords
facilities for storage which will be a great
advantage to the community, and no doubt
will be taken advantage of freely by those in
need of such accommodation.

Postal Information.

TUpon all cards intended for use as private
pustal cards the words **Private Post Card”
must be distinctly printed or writter. The
name and address of the sender may be
priuted on the face of the card but the face of
the card is not t» be used for advertising
purposes. Private post cards must not ex-
ceed a size of 6 inches in length by 8§ inches
in width. Cards evceeding these limits axe
to be treated as insufficiently paid letters.
Private post cawls are not transmissible to
the United States.

On and from the first October next the rate
on parcels passing botween Canada.and tha
United Kingdom will be reduced to sixteen
cents for the first pound and twelve conts for
overy sibsequent pound. An arrangement
hos been concluded with New South Wales
for o parcel post, via the Canada-Australia
steanship line.

Tho Edmonton Saw Miil Co., of Edmonton,
Alberta, has assigned.

An order-in-council has been passed reduc-
ing tho Dominion dues on timber cut within
the railway belt of Biitish Columbia from &
per cont. upon sales, to 50 conts por 1,700
feot on all logs cut on these berths. A rebato
is also allowed of 17 conts per 1,200 feet on
manufacturod lumber exported from the pro-
vinco.  The rebate does not apply, however,
to lumbor shipped toManitoba and the North-
west. The provineial government has reduc-
od its dues on timber outside the belt to 50
conts por 1,uw0, while a rebate of 25 cents un
all lumboer exported. The ownors of limits
in tho bolt thoreupon petitioned the Dominion
governmont for an cquivalent reduction,
claiming that vhey could not compoto other-
wise with lumbermen cutting outside the
railway belt, :

In-
land rates are easior,at 24c for corn from Chi-
cago to Kingston, which isa dropof 3c on
the week. From Daluth to Kingston tho
rato on wheat is quoted at 2} to 83c.

Robt. Kerr, goneral freight and passenger
agent, says there wili Lo no change castward
from Manitoba in the Canadian Pa. fic grain
tariff this fall, as he belioved the :~mpany
had clearly demonstrated the fact that the
farmers paid not one cent or a fraction more
for shipping their grain to market than did
the farmers of Dikota and Minnesota, al-
though the Canadian Pacific had to make -
much longer haul.
