On the day previous to the cereznony
five ivooden crosses are placed in the
ceînetery ivhichi is to be blessed, -'Îz.
a more elevated one in the mniddle of
the ground, and four others of about a
rnan 's heiîght each, one of w'hich is to
stand at the extreimity of the ground
opposite tlue centre cross, another at the
opposite cxtrcmity beh)ir.d it, a third
at the boundary of the cemetery at the
ri-lit hand of tlue large cross, and a
fourth at the opposite boundary at the
Ieft. Before eachi of these five crosses
is fastened or placed a snuall piece of
wvood so arranged that thre candies
may be fixed on its top. A smnall lad-
dtr or platform is also procured that
the Bishop may be able to reach the
suininits of the different crosses during
the ceremony. A large vessel full of
water for the purpose of being blessed
is also prepared, and a vessel with
sait.

At the appointed hour the Bishop,
havin- vested with the Amice, Alb,
Cincture, Stole, WVhite Cope, Simple
Mfitre and Crozier, proceeds with his
Clerical attendants to the blessing of
the Cemetery. A faldstool is prepared
before the centre cross,sitting, on whieh
he niakes a brief address to the people
on the sanctiiy and freedom of the ce-
metery.

After which the fifteen eandies are
lighted, thifee before' each 'cross.

The Bishop then stands before the
centre cross, and with his head r.nco-
