Vhilst in Perth we visited the School of Industry, an institu
{07 the reception of destitute orphans, children who have
deserted by their parents, &c. We spent a pleasant hour
hthe boys, and felt much gratified not only with their general
tcieney, but especially the clear ideas most of them had ot
mperance as a great causc of ignorance, poverty, theft, &e.

At present the number of boys is about thirty, seven of whom are
orphans, nine have been desested by their parents ; and the re
spectful, obizing teacher observed, as the result of frequent con.
versations, that almost the whole of the children had been
brought to their present situation by drunken fathers or intempe-
rate mothers,

On the evening of Sabbath, the 8th, a most important meeting
was held in the City Hall, Perth, on the moral and religious as-
pect of the abstinence movement.  The Rev. Wm. Lindsay, pre-
sident of the society, commenced the seivice, after which our
triend Rob rt Rae, delivered an impressive addiess, and we con-
cluded by a few observations.
