Who, that loves his neighbour, or seeks
the glory of the Redeemer’s kingdom, can consistently en-
gage in the traffic, either directly, or by furnishing capital to
others ? The wholesale dealer, in particular, pleads that,
in selling the article, he is not responsible for the conse-
quences. But what principle does the Word of God and
reason lay down ? Rum-seller! whose traffic is declared
by undeniable authority and experience to lead enly to
misery, crime, and death, read what the Divine Law-
giver has written, and say if you will be held guiltless !

“ Bat if the ox were wont to push with his horn in time past,
and it hath been testified to his owner, and he hath not kept him
in, but that he bath killed a man or a woman; the ox shall be
stoned, AND HiS OWNER SHALL ALSO BE PUT TO DEATH.”

Rumseller, how often hath it been testified to you, that
your business is a deadly one; are you not, therefore,
answerable for it3 results ?

Public, of his acquaintance, being obliged to earn his living as a
comamon labourer, through his intemperate habits.

QuEBEC.—A correspondent has sent us the follawing statement
of the death, by drowning, of two soldiers, for the trath of which
he can vouch:—

¢ It has seldom fallen to my lot to hear of 2 more awful instance
of the evil effects of indulgence in iutoxicating drink, than that
which occurred lately during the passage of the Grosse Isle schaouer
from that island to Quaebec. Two soldiers, in a state of intoxica-
tion, came on board the schaoner as she was about sailing. They
had not been long in the vessel before some cause of dispute acose,
whioh soon led to a fierce quarrel; when the serjeant, who was be-
low at the time, ‘hearing the noise, ran vpon deck togscertain the
cause, but was only in time to see them hoth clutched in each
other’s arms fall overboard! A boat was immediately lowered, and
exertions made to save them, but it was too late: they were seer
for & while straggling with each other in the water, when they
sank to rise no more. What an awfu! state for mortals thus to be
uthered into eternity! How utterly unprepared to meet that God
whose Inws they were in theact of breaking! Ytshould be observed
that beer is the only drink allowed to be sold upon the island ; and
without doubt it was with this these poor men were intoxicated.”

ANOTHER INSYANCE.—Ezecution of a DBritish Sailor.—~John
Collins, the seaman of H. M. 8. Clegpatra, who was lately tried
by Court Martial, jor mutinous conduct and murder, underwent
the awful punisbment of death, pursuant to his sentence, at eight
o'clogk this morning. We are not fully informed of the circum-
stunces attendiug the commission of the crime for which he suffered,
but we belicve that his case is another addition to the long black

catalogue of crime juent upon | perance. It Is to be
hopea that the fate of our fellow-creature, who suffered this day,
may prove & warning to all to whom it is known, and especially
to that numeraus and useful class of men to which be belonged.—
Quebec Colonist, Sept. 28.

KiN¥osToN.—An inquest was held on the 25th iustant, on the
body of Michnel Donelly, a Jubouser on the macadamised road.
Verdlct of the jury— ¢ Died by excessive drinking of ardent spirits.”
This unfortunate youny man made a wager that he would drink a |
quart of whiskey and inish his day’s Jabour—having a short time
before drank half a pint. He died within two hours and a half.
Much dissatisfation was exhibited by overseers of the voad and
those living in the vicinity of the workmen, that unlicensed persons
should be allowed to sell whiskey ; the work being thereby re-
tarded, and the peace and rest of the neighbourhood nightly dis-
turbed.— Kingston Chronicle, Sept. 30.

ANOTRER DI1STRESSING ArrAIR.—We lenrn that on Monday
last, a collection of persons at Wilson's Corners were engnged in
horse racing, when an accident of a most singular nature took
place. Two horses, with their riders, started on a race from near
the Corners. About the smpe time two others started from an
opposite direction—bath parties being unaware of the intention of
the other. The horses coming together at full speed, two sheered
and possed; but the other tiwo, in sheering, unfortunately went
the same way, and came in contact. Sosevere was the concussion,
that both horses were instantly Killed, and one of the riders, Wil-
liam Blackburn, died in about two hours after: the other, Hugh
Malveh, was so;severely injured that he was not expected to live.
‘The frequent accidents at horse races, exclusive of its immoral ten-
denry, we should think sufficient to deter people from engaging in
thetn; yet we understand that they are of frequent occurrence in
the neighbonrhood of some of the public houses in the interior, and
aften end, if not in so violent a way as the one just noted, in wrang-
ling, fighting, and bloodshed. This most singular and distressing
accurrence, we hope, will operate as one more warning, and have
its influence in putting down practices so very disreputable.—Brack-
ville Recorder. .

A negro, d Jesse Tillotson, has been d at the Lon-
don (U. C.) Assizes, to be hanged on the 13th of October next,

for the murder of John Stevens, in a drunken brawl.— Woodstock
Herald.

Brrowx.—A few weeks since an emigrant,.who had been living
at Hall for some time, met with deathina r awlully sudd
Duriug the whole of the day (Sunday) he had been drinking in
one of the taverns with which the Lower town abounds. Tawards
the evening, he left the house; and, as hd proceeded along, com-
menced to run, but soon fell down among some stones. 'When he
was raised up, life wns found quite extinct!

Perra.—The Batharst District Assizes opened here on the 20th
ult. ‘The Brockville Recorder states: ¢ Gue young man, by name
Lucas, from Bytown, was tried for stabbing another in a fray, and
found guilty, principally upon his ewn acknowledgement. One
thing was clearly evident, and that was, that the young man bad
been led into his present degrading situation, in consequence of his
thoughtless intimacy with the Demon of Intemperance. The in-
jurious resuits that follow the use of strong drink, present themselves
too frequently to our notice ; and those kind persons who zre hon-
estly endeavouring to supprees this use, are, notwithstanding the
reproaches some times cast upon them, benefactors of our race.”

THE ARAB AND THE SCORPION'S TAIL.

In Lane’s notes to his translation of the Arabian Nights,
the following anecdote is related, the application of which
to brandy drinkers neaver home is very striking :—* Three
donkey-drivers, conveying the luggage of two%ﬁtish trav-
ellers from Booldk to Cairo, opened a bottle which they
abserved in a basket, and finding it to contain, as they sus-
pected, brandy, emptied it down their throats: but he who
had the last draught, on turning up the bottle, got the tail
of a scorpion in his mouth ; and looking through the bottle, .
to his great horror, saw that it contained a number of these
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reptiles, with tarantulas, vipers, and beetles. Thirking they
had poisoned themselves, but not liking to rely upon fate,
they persuaded a man to come to me for medicine. I gave
him three strong doses of tartar cmetic ; and he soon came
back to thank me, saying, that the medicine was most ad-
mirable.” )

In this somewh.t ludicrous circumstance, one may see a
true representation of the effects which drinking intoxicat-
ing liquors, brings on their vietim. Here is a man, who,
after a long course of commercial credit, shipwrecks ior.tune
and good name at the bottle; he has at last got the scorpion’s
tail in his mouth. There is aoother, still la his prime,
tottering along, having sacrificed a constitution of iron by
his Labits of dissipaiiou : there can be no doubt that he has
sucked in the scorpion’s tail. A young man who has come
to the city with every prospect of succeeding in the world,
is sent home to his sorrowing friends a sot, er is laid, without
¢ hope in his death,” in the drunkard’s grave ; surely he has
swallowed the scorpion itself. And so has the once esteemed
professor of religion, now without a name—the man of
gigantic intellect, now an idiot—the minister of religion, a
wandering outcast—and, in short, all the numberless vietines
of those fatal habits of drinking which unhappily are so
prevalent in social life. Reader, beware of the scorpion’s
sting in your cup !

RECRUITING AND TOTAL ABSTINENCE.

Every day unfolds some new ramification of the misery
attending ‘the use of intoxicating drinks. The following
paragraph from the Sligo Champion is a proof of it. To
how many hearts has the enlistment of their sons, and sub-
sequent ruin of soul and body, brought unceasing sorrow.
As the Army is now constituted; government licensing
canteens and officers frowning on all who will not ¢ take
their glass,” with a consequent absence of effort to do them
good, how is it possible that soldiers can be otherwise. than
depraved ?

“ TeMPERANCE.— The Army.—There is at present a recruiting
party in Sligo; but, although the non-commissioned officers and
privates sport a vast quantity of many colored ribands, and flounce
about the town in all ¢ the pride, puinp, and circumstance of war,’
they cannot catch a single recrait. We have been informed that
one of the sergeants—an old stager—has given it'as his decided
apinion that temperance is the sole cause of * the boys’ resisting the
allurements of the © white cockade.” When a little elevated they
were easily got to bite at the bait thrown out, but now they are so
provokingly sober that there is no hope of making any thing of them.,”

The Report of the Massachusetts Sabbath School Society
for 1840 states, that within its bounds there are twenty-
three Juvenile Temperance Societies ; and many of the
schools report that all their members are connceted with
the town or parish Temperance Society.

Progress of the Temperance Reform.

LOWER CANADA.

MovrTREAL.—A meeting was held in the Quebec Suburbs on
the 3d ultimo, which was voorly attended, owing to the unfavour-
able weather. One person took the pledge. The meeting was
addredsed by Messrs. Wilson, Wadsworth, and M‘Watters,

On the 13th, the Rev. T. Atkinson of Quebec delivered a ser-
moninthe Congregational Chapel here : subject, * The Fund \
Principles of the Gospel the legitimate basis of Temperance
Societies.” At the close of the discourse, the clear and convineing
rensoning of which secemed to make a deep impression, the minister
of the chapel, the Rev. H. Wilkes, came forward, and expressed
bis determination hereafter to act wholly on the principle of total
abstinence, aud to form, as soon as possible, a Temperance Society
connected with his congregation. The manuscript of the sermon
is now in the hands of the Secretary of this Society, and will be
published without delay. ’

Quengec.—We mentioned, some time ago, the arrival, in this
city, of the French Bishop of Nancy and Toule. During the
greatest part of lagt week he has preached twice a day in the Roman
Catholic Cathedral, to audiences of between five and six thousand
persons, having appropriated the morning to the women, and the
evening to the men, the church not being large enough to contain
them both at the same time ; so that ten or tivelve thousand per-
sons have been attending his preaching daily. Last right he an-
nounced with the consent of the Bishop of the Diocese, the forma-
tion of a Temperance Society, under the direction of the Rev. Mr.
Baillergeon, Curate of the Parish, to be connected with prayer and
other devational exercises, according to the recommendation of the
RomanCathelic Bisheps in Ireland, and the Council of Bishops of
the Catholic Church, lately held in Baltimore in the United States,
at which the Bishop of Nancy assisted. This movement, which will
probably become general in all the Roman Catholic parishes and
missions in Lower Canada, will effect most impartant changes,
and, we have no doubt, will tend to improve and correct the marals
of the people, and pr their temporal welfare.— Quebec
Guzette, W

Ixp1a¥ VILLAGE on the River St. Francis.—A fiourishing
Temperance Society exists among the Indians here, under the pas-
toral charge of the Rev. P. O*Sunkerhine. When the individual,
who iuformed us of the fact, last conversed with Mr. O‘S., there
were about sixty members.  Only two cases of breaking thie rules
of the Society had occurred.

St. ANprEWs, October 9. A meeting of our Society was held
on the 7th irzi. We were assisted by the Rev. Messrs. Shaler and
Harmon, who ably pleaded total abstinence from all that can intexi-
cite. The addresses were listened to with great attention ; and at
the close of the meeting, five persons subscribed the total abstinence
pledge. We have also reason to think that those who formerly
subscribed were encouraged to continue steadiast.

Our annual meeting was held in March, and was well attended.
An account of it was written for the purpose of sending it to the
Advocate, but was accidentally lost. Our prospects, as a Society,
are rather encouraging ; from the Ist of April 1839, to the 1st of
April 1840, we bad an increase of sixty-four members.

One of our meetings was held at Point Fortune, a place famous
for intemperrnce. Here, like the *strong man armed,” he long
held enslaved his deluded victims. Here, the poor raftsman often
squandered his moncy for ¢ the maddening draught,” lost his health,
and endangered his life. Hitherto, nothing of a public kind had
been done to check the prevailing evil, until the meeting before
alluded to, when many assembled to hear the subject discussed, and,
ere we separated, twenty-seven persons subscribed themselves tee-
totallers. .

“In this, as in other parts of the country, our cause encounters
opposition.  'We have a prejudiced class of persons, who, from mis-
taken views of a scripture warraut for using intoxicating drinks—
adread of innovation, even should it prevent wretchedness and crime,
or else a criminal apathy to the woes of others, appose the cause by
their arguments and example. We have also interested enemies
around us who heartily hate our proccedings, knowing that their
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“ craft is in danger.” And, alas! we have toe many with whom
depraved appetite is law, gospel and reason too, who cannot, for a
moment, brook the monkish austerity of self-denial for the good of
themselves or others. JOHN EDWARDS, Jun.

SransTEAD.—Report of the County Temperance Soctety
for July 1, 1840.—We give some extracts from the above
Report, which appeared lately in the Sherbrooke Gazette.

This Society met this day according to previous adjrurnnent,
at the Gass School-house in Stanstead ;—opening prayes by Rev.
E. Cooney. The President, Dezcon Taylor Little, then taking
the chair, the mecting was ably addressed by the Rev. Messrs.
Cooney, Lantorn, and Hall.

The Society then made choice of the following Officers for the
ensuing year :

Philip Flanders, Hatley, President:

Th Wells, S d, . . .
Deacon J. Bellows, Barnston, % Vice Presidents ;
E. 8. White, Barnston, Recording Secretary ;
Dyer Percival, Barnston, Corresponding Secretery ;
Thomas Cass, Staustead, T'reasurer.

In the course of the meeting, the following resolutions were
brought forward and adopted: .

1. Resolved,—That it is evident, from undeniable facts, thatthe
cause of Tewnperance has hitherto, in all places, been most success-
ful where the preachers of the Gospel have taken an interested and
active stand therein; we would, therefore, most earnestly solicit
the co-operation of Christian Ministers of all denomioations, with
us, to use their utmost exertions to do away with an evil that has
s0 long disturbed and destroyed the peace and well-being of man-
kind.

2. Resolved,—That as the Canada Temperance Advocate is the
only paper, to our knowledge, iu this Province whase coluinns are
exclusively devoted to the cause of Temperance, and as its circula-
tion has already been attended with marked success, it is the
duty of this Society, as well as the friends of Temperance gene-
rally, to use their influence in promoting its circulation.

3. Resolved,—That the thanks of this Society be presented to
the Rev. gentlemen whe have addressed the meeting.

By the records of this Suciety, it appears that its AlKiliaries are
seven in number, viz:— -

Staustead, Georgeville, Head of the Bay, (Stanstead,) Magog
Outdet, Hatley, Barnston, and Barnston and Barford ; —four only
of which were represented at this meeting, viz :—Stanstead, Hatley,
Barnsten, and Barnston and Bartord.

‘The Stanstead Auxiliary numbers about 527 members—Hatley,
220—the Jatter reported as abstaining from all distilled spirits and
wine, and as rather on the increase in bers and infl
Baroston and Barford Auxiliary numbers 100, recognized as a to-
tal abstinence Society, abstaining from all intoxicating drinks.
The number-of members in the Barnston Auxiliavy I cannot give
corgectly, as the rgport was verbal and no record of it. I think,
however, it is about 400 —report rather unfavorable as to its pre-
sent state, and tie consistency of many of its members ;—making
a total in these four Societies of about 1247 members.—Sherbrooke
Journal.

After some remarks on the injurious effects of using spi-
rituous liquors (why not all kinds of intoxicating drinks ?)
the report concludes with the following excellent observa-
tions :—

But, it is not solely to one good principle, nor to two, that this
evil is oppused, but to all; our ‘p@uniary inferests, our bodily
health, our social angd civil relations, and above all our eternal wel-
fure. What then remains to give countenauce to the use of ardent
spirits? A mere sensual gratification, void of utility, and big with
evil.

But that Being who .lone is the fountain and source of all good-
ness, has been pleased, through the agency of human means, to
apply to this great and gro.-ing malady a most efficient and power-
ful antidote. Probably ne method within the scope of our imagi-
nation could have been so successfully applied to this evil, as that
to which we are now lepding our aid—the force of popular senti.
ment.  This is a powerful agent, and a very daugerous one too,—

nevertheless, in this case there is nothing to fear from its power, o
long as its course ie properly directed ; because there is ne good
principle that stands in danger of suffering from the influence of its
operations. This remedy, though simple, easy and innocent, is
vet powerful in its results ; free from any suspicion of sordid avarice
for its ruling motive, its object can be viewed in no ather light than
that of universal kindness, benevolence and charity—the brightest
gem of Christlun virtues. Such, then, are the means to which we
would give countenanre and aid, and to which we would iuvite the
attention of all ; what is required on this subject, at present, is more
action ;—there is no more benefit arising from a temperance society
without excrtion, than there is from a farm without labour ;—
continued, individual exertion on the part of members is what is
imperatively called for;—it is intluence that does the whole of it,
and this influence is conveyed by the furce of examnple and precept ;
when these, therefore, are watchful and active, the fruits thereof
are sure to arise in rich abund . We should think much of it,
which will serve to preserve in our own mirmds a lively viesw of its
importance ; we should lose no suitable opportunity of talking of it
with our neighbours and friends, and urging its propriety, aud thus
a lively sense of the subject will be kept up among oursclves and
those around us.

It is to be ardently hoped that the members of this Socicty, as
well as the friends of temperance generally, will take hold anew
upon this subject, so that by the time of another couuty meeting, a
rich harvest of pleasing intelligence may be brought in of the pros-
perity of this institution.

UPPER CANADA.

BrocrviILLE, Sept. 3.— A meeting of the Total Abstinence So-
ciety was held in the Methodist Chapel this evening, The au-
dience was numerous, and appeared to e much interested in the
cbject of the meeting. Paul Glassford, Esq., occupied the Chair.

The chairman introduced the business of the meeting by a few
excellent and appropriate observations.

The Rev, P. C. CaMpBeLL moved the first resolution, which was
as follows, .

« That the members of this saciety desire to feel grateful to the Giver of alt
good for the success which is now crowning the labours of kindred institu-
tions in Great Britain, Ireland, the United States of Ameriva, and other parts
of the world."”

The Rev. gentleman made an able and interesting speech in sup-
purt of the resolution. He first showed that when we expect the
continuance of a blessing, we ought to acknowlegge what we have
already received. He proceeded to say that the operation of certain
measures might result in effects apparently bencficial, which waould
not call upon us for the expression of gratitude to the Supreme
Being. e did not think this was the character of the effects of
Temperance Societies. These institutions had been productive of
much reul good.

The Rev. gentleman then proceeded to show, that much good
had been done by Temnperance Societies, in an indirect maaner.
There was now, he said, much less drinking than formerly, and
many drinking customs had been done away with. Since Tempe-
rance Societies began there was no forcing of people to get drunk.
Thus eveu those who faughed at the societies were benefitted by
them. Mr. C. said that before concluding, he might mention,
that when at Quebec, lately, he had heard an anecdote of two
gentlemea ditfering as to the amount of crime produced by intem-
perance. They agreed to refer the matter to the Sheriff,—they
did so, when the Sheriff stated, that pearly all the cases of crime
which came uuder his cognizance, were connected, in smne way,
with the drinking of intoxicating liquors. Mr. C. then referred to
the shameful impositions practised in the Wine Trade. At Quebec,
he had met with Dr. Douglas of that place, who stated to him that
large quantities of drugs were imported into Canada, the greater
part of which, he (Dr. D.) believed to be employed in making
imitation wines. At the request of Mr. C. this medical gentieman
had made an imitation of Port wine. It did not contain a single
drap of the juice of the grape—it consisted entirely of drugs, and
yet in the opiuion of My. C. was as good as some wine,—at least
something given to hin under that name,—which he had drank
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since coning to America. Dr. D. said that were he to mix this
stuff with veal wine, its fame would spread over the American
Continent, and he would make his fortune by it. Mr. C. also
mentioned that a few years ago, a large building was erected in
New Jersoy, and for sometime the people could not understand for
what putpose it was intended, At lust it turned out to be a mau-
ufactory for making Champaigne wine from the juice of turnips$
Mr. C. likewise observed that while the old Temperance Socicties
diminished the quantity of ardent spirits consumed, they gave great
encouragement to the trade in these false wines. Total Abstinence
was required to put an end to the abominable system.

Mr. W. BrovcH seconded the resolution, and in doing so,
made a few remarks. Preston, in England, he said was the first
place in which the Total Abstinence system had been brought into
active operation. The effects which followed its introduction into
that town were of the most beneficial character. Many men who
were regarded as the pests of society, were reclaimed and reformed.
Not a few of them became members of the Church— so many in-
deed attended one place of worship, that it was known by the naw
of the ** Reformed Drunkard's Church.” Ouly one Minister com-
plained of the society thinning his congregation. Who was he?
some violeut enemy of the society ? No,—he was chapiain to the
jail !

:’ The Rev. Mr. WiLxinson, of Prescott, moved the second
resolution, which was in the following words, viz:—

« That when the members of this society see that Intemperance is one of
the greatest existing barriers to the pragress of the Gospel, and when they

abserve as the effect of Temperance ogerations, Vice aud lrrelifiou givin
place to Virtue aud Plety, they cannot but feelastouished as wellas grieved,
that not ouly professing Christians, but Ministers of the Gospel are yet to he
found, who oppose the progress of Temperauce Societies.”

From the great length of Mr. Wilkinson’s speech, in support of
this resolution, we regret that we cannot pretend to present our
readers with even an outline of it. He showed in what manner
Intemperance opérates a3 a barrier to the progress of the Gospel.
God has given man faculties to enable him to believe the Gospel,
and to practice the duties which it inculcates ;—these facuities are
blunted or destroyed by Intemperance. It was fearful to think of
the number ,of the intemperate. It had been calculated that in
Great Britain and Ireland, there were not less than 600,000
drunkards. On the authority of Mr. Felix Grundy, Attorney
General of the United States, Mr. W, stated, that four-fifths of the
crime of that country was produced by Intemperance. Mr. W,
mengioned the fatal accident which had lately taken place at Wil-
son’s Corners, and other accidents of recent occurrence, as addi-
tional proof of the bad effects of drinking intoxicating liquors. He
also referred to the debasing' effects of the traffic in intoxicating
liguors ou mauy of those engaged in it. He denounced the traffic
in strong terms, Its defenders might attempt to justify it on the
ground that it was 7 gal, but houses which he would not then name,
lotteries, horse racing, and other outrages on morality and religion
might be justified in the same manner. Mr. W. next adverted to
some interesting cases of reformation effected by the society, which had
come under his own observation. He commented severely on the
conduct of those who oppose the society. They might do much
harm though they did not intend it. He mentioned several cases
of serious injury which had followed the perusal of a pamphlet
against the society, lately published in this town.

Mr. ALex. M‘Leas onded the resolution, but had not time
to make more than oue or two remarks in its support.

The resolutions were unanimously agreed to. The speakers were
heard with the utmost attention, and at the conclusion of the meet-
ing, about thirty individuals joined the society. We believe the
Committee intend making arrangements for another. meeting, at an
carly date.—— Brockoille Recorder.

PrescorT, October 9.—1I beg to give you a short account of the
last quarterly meeting of the Temperance Society of this place, held
on the evening of the 6th instant. The number present was about
the same as usual. Rev. J. A, Savage, of Ogdensburgh, delivered
a very excellent address from the words, ¢ I am not mad, most
noble Festus, but speak the words of truth and soberness.” He re-
ferred parti ly to the unr bleness and injustice of the sys-
tem which at present exists, of allowing the manufacturers and
venders of spirituous liquo:  to be the acknowledged canse of the
greater part of the taxes paid by the public, aud still not be required

to pay amy greater proportion of such taxes than other members of
the commuunity.,  AfRer the addeess, four additional names were
offered for the pledge.

The meeting was concluded by remarks from the Rev. . Wil-
kinson, and the benediction pronouuced by him. Between that
meeting and the one previous in July last, tiwenty-three persons
called on the Secretary to bave thelr names entered to the pledge.

frequent additions. |

The Total Abstinence Society here numbers now more than fifty
members, and there are gigt known but three violations of the
pledge ; and all these are ¢ases of drunkards.
