The lateat
issues Ln iltis popular editIon are ' A
Batchelor In Searcli of a Wife, and Roger
M:archam' Ward'-two charming stor-
les in one book,-and ' The Guinea
Stîmp" (just isued front the preas), a
tale of modern Glasgow. into which Miss
Sw au las woven much of the subtle
charmt that invariably capîtivates the
readers of lier books.

EARLY CLOSING.
The great obbject.lon to an early clos-

Ing act ls thant it interferes wIth public
liberty. This lis not s; It rnay be Inter-
feilng wilh the liberty of a few enploy-
erh who would work their employees 24
lours a day if it were poAsIble, but ln
no other way. In tact. such an act would
he granting liberty to a body of workers,
a large portion of the public, who re-
quIre as much liberty as the law can give
tiet. The employed are always at a
disadvantage as compared with the ema-
ployer with regard to the ternis of em-
ployment. The lack of such legislation
as would tend to place tlie employed ln
an equal position with the employer le
repiressivc of liberty rather titan con-
servlng it. It allows a few grasping
emiployers to draw after tiein the more
Ilheral and better educated enpiloyers ln
uplholdlng long ]tours, by preventing a
univerbal horter hour mnovement. If one
man keeps his store open sixteen liours,
ha neiglabor ln the saune business lu oblig-
ed to do ao In self-defence, and thus for
one mian' foollshuess many are punish-
ed. Nearly aIl classe of nechanîcal la-
borer*- wourk fewer hours now than they
did iet ye ars ago. and lie manuftacturing
interestu are not ruined. Why.then shouki
not clerks participate lu t-he benefits of
the social change. or. as It shiould be
terimed-social advancement ? No employ-
eeri lin t lie land wori longer hours i han do
te clerk.- In retall stores. This li due te
the lack of comihnatlon among then,
which again Is due to the fact that they
are miîostly young; for when a inan
trcoimes to years of discret-ion lie mays to
iimiielf that the hours of joli are too
lmmny, and lie eithier enters the ranks as

a mnerchant or P-eeks tome other employ-
ment. Ttus we see very few good men
remininng as pbrofebssIlnal clerks, and
their places are taken by boyi and girls,
antig whomzi coiblnation la not iikely
to exit. Great credit li due the tany
employers who refuse to work tieir
clerks sixteen or elghteen hours a day.
and who lombe a certain anount of trade
rather ilian ruin the health of their help>.
ers ; and there lu occasion for ecnugratu-
tion tlnt, In spite of the dsatorlueus or
con.ervatisni of legislators Ibe number

of tbese employers is steadily increasing.
It la to be hoped that during the year
1898 a general advance will be wit-
nessed towards a voluntary shortening
of the hours of labor of those ematployed
iu ail retail trades, and this will be bene-
fîclal In raising the standard of worth
and enert armotíg these employees. Short -
er hours menu just as tucl business, leus
expense and brIglter, more tliougltfiï'
and more interested employees.

AN IMPROVED FORE OF DRAFT.
The Shareholder callu attention to a

form of draft which bas been Invented and
copyrIghted ln Canada by Mr. Benediet
of the Cornwall branch of the Bank of
Montreal. The intention Il te secure uni.
formIty lu the acceptance of drafts, in
the form of refusing payment, and to
render the examination of such docu-
ments easler to bank offîcers. One feature
has long seemed to us ln such papers
an checks, bills, drafts, and sterling ex-
change as needing a change. It l now
t.he rule to place the amounts of such pa-
per at the extreme left, so that to inspect
thesn lu Ihis nainer they have to be
turned over- their whole length when they
have been laid In a bundle or heap. The
new draft has Its amount on the right
hand corner, Inastatd of the left. so that
the two points of signature and amount
can be seen more rapidly than at present.
Bank officers, when calling over large
numbers of checks. etc., would appreci-
ate this change if it became general. In
this draft a place lu open with the
words, ' accepted, payable at-.' This
i an improvement on the present custon
of writing acceptance acroos the face.
which add to the labor of handling and
examinIng drafts. Another feature la a
coupon on whieh to state reason for re-
fusing te pay or accept, which cean be
detached, and the absence of this coupon
Indicates that the draft lu accepted. A
utub la also placed ou the left side or end
with the words, "No protest for non-
acceptance. Tear off before presenting.
If refused please return at once and re-
port answer givea." The new fori lu a
decided Improvement; It wIll lessen the
work of baak officers. and gîve to aIl
such documnts a uniformity of appear-
ance at thelr various stages which wlil
tend to avold errors-
