"Phere’is no disaster possible in the com-
mercial world whose results are so wide
gpread in théir character, or which affects
go many diverse and wholly unconnected
interests, as the collapse of a banking
institution. TLike the familiar simile of 4

stone dropped into & pool, ity effects’

diverge in .ever widening circles until the
whole of the commercial body is affected,
and, but too often, the burden of loss falls’

heaviest upon those whose lonesty, and
lack of suspicion have led them to confide’
“too blindly in | the possession of similar ™
qualities in those to whom they have -
| ‘entrusted the custody of their money: '
" The failure of the Ceniral Bank has
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- dollar is one bit overdrawn.
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formed no exception to this general rule.

The heaviest loss has fallen, not upon the:

large creditors of the bank, but upon the

smaller depositors, whose pecuniary neces-
sities forbid their being able to wait until
such time as the slow and lingering pro-
cess of liquidation shall'be sufliciently far

advanced to admit of a dividend being

paid. There are numbers of this class to
whom the sum, now hopelessly locked up
in the defunct bank, meant the whole of
their available resources, and consequently
gince they have heen compelled by the
stern logic of poverty to realiza upon their
deposits ata mere pittance of their face
value, it i8 upon them that the heaviest
and most exasperating portion of the loss
will fall.

‘We do not believe that the statements
telegraphed from Toronto to the effect that
many of the Centrals smaller depositors
have disposed of their claims upon the
bank at the rate of twenty-five cents in the
~In fact we
doubt whether this figure has been rea-

lized in every case. No-doubt a good deal

of the rumors that recent legal proceed-

ings bad injured the assets of the hank -

have been due simply to the desire of these
brokers to depress the value of deposlts in
order to secure them at a more profitable
figure, but the general public do not know
that. They simply know that that their
money i8 locked up in a hopelesaly
wrecked bank. As to thewr prospects of
recovering ‘it, the probable amount of fhe
dividend, or the date of its payment, they
koow nothing, and can find out nothing,
Consequently is it to be wondered at that
they become timorous and that, when con-
fronted with lack of money for current
expenses, they are ready. tosell what they
consider a very dubious clalm for what-
ever it will fetch ?

The statement of -Mr. W, H. Howland,
that the llqmdators bave at present more
than $250,000'in the treasury available to
repay depoults, or roughly speaking, ten
cents in the dollar for depositors in sight
after redeemmg the currency; is certainly
Teassuring,_considering that the great bulk
of the asseis have yet to-be realized upon
and the double liability of the shareholdara

has not yet been called.” We also learn -

to-day that the liquidators have informed
the Masterin-Ordinary that the fundsin
their possession justified them inthe he-
lief that they would be able ‘to declare a
dividend .to depositors, amountmg to at
least 15¢ on the dollar as soon after March
1 asa proper record of the claima can be
made out. Probably the liquidators feel

- that they stund upon firm 'ground in assert-

ing that the’ prospects of the depositors are
suﬂxclently good to;ustlfy them in warning

them not to sell their clalms, but we doubt-

very much whether in'the present shaken
state of publie conﬁdence in ithe West,

their agsurances will prove of ‘much ayail,

A hypotliatmal dividend in ons “or- two

months time ig a very poor substitute for
ptompt cash to a. harrassed depositor, and’
we fear that the utterances of the liquida-
tors, however hopeful, will fail to stave off

:the necessity which has led the  poorer

depositors to sacrifice their claims.

Naturally so -disastrous a failre as the’

one in question has resulted in a’ general
call for some species of inspection that by
giving timely warning might avert a simi-

Iar catastrophe in the future, The aidof

the Government is invoked as a panacea
and the appoiniment of a Government
official, empowered to enter any bank and
exgmine its affairs has heen suggested,
(vmong. other.. ridiculous. measures) by

men, who from. their position, should.

roally have known better. Any business
man who knows the utter unreliability of
the returns to the Government so far as
they form any criterion of a bank’s stand-
ing, knows also how impossible it is for
any one outside of the bahks own officials

to form any idea of the value of the assets.

What Government official could enter a
bank -and, calling for its books, could
distinguigh the bad and doubtful assets

from the good? The bank might have

methods of collection of which he was |
totally unaware that wight transform a
past due bill into & prime - asset, and simi-

‘larly what he might, from all indications
‘on the surface, consider the best mercan--

tile notes, mightbe simply accommodation
paper and utterly uncollectable. In such
& ¢ase ag thig the idea of invoking Govern-
ment aid is simply preposterous,. The

_public can only 1ely upon the probity and

high standing of the directors and the
higher officials for the sscurity of their

_deposita, There are plenty of sound, strong

banks in Canadn and now that the weak
and speculative institutions have been
eliminated, there.is little probability of a
repetmon of the Central's disaster. But
any additional Governmental safeguards
against bank wrecking are ‘impossible,
All that can be done offcially for the
security of the depositor. has been done,
and no new ‘interference by the Govem-
ment, or additional red tape, would be of
the slightest avail go far a8 gecurity fora
bank's customers is concerned.

) ‘THE I’DRIOD OF TE\ISION

-In consxdermg the ‘question of the prob
u.bxhty of & European war on a grand scale
in the coming Bpring, and endeavoring to
foretell the effect.vhich such-an event

_peace or. open..war, and, therefore ﬁul to

take into éonsxderaﬁon such a peribd of

tengion as at present exists, and its dele-
terious effect. upon wheat values, .

Were war- openly declared we mlght :
reasonably expect an 1mmedmte rigse in
wvalues.: - With three such nations as
Russxa, -Austria sed Germany suddenly
withdrawn from’ the position of producers
lo appear ng ‘consumers on & grand scale,
a5 would inevitably take place were the
outbreak of war to summon - the peasantry
to_take their places in the reserves, a
demand for breadstufis would arise that
conld only be filled from this continent
and at such prices as the visible supply
“ould direct. Peace, 00, would merely -
allow the laws of supply and demand to

take their natural course and infuse no ~

disturbing element in the steady current
of values. But such a condition a8 now:
exista fulfils neither of these. categories.
The existing tension calls for an expendi-
ture upon the part of the three great .
nations far exceeding that of the peace

establishinents, and fully equal to that of

the war footing, without the compensating
benefits to us of war prices, since the
.peasantry. are still, nominally at allevents, --
at work-upon their farms, Naturally this.-
expendlture must be met by imposing
still heavier burdens upon the people, and:
uufortunately for the Canadian farmer
they are imposed in such manner as to be

idirectly detrimental to his interests.

- We must bear in mind that each. of the
three peoples are now called upon to bear.
‘& burden of taxation unparalleled since
the Napoleonic wars, and that this burden
in the case of Germany, one of the great
consummg peoples; takes the partlcularly
noxious form of prohibitory tariffs ‘upon
forelgn breadstuffs, This simply means
the procuring of the necessary funds to
maintain an extraordinary war expendi-
ture by increasing the price of bread to the
masgges. ‘Of course the usual fetich of pro-
tection to the agriculturist. is brought .
forward as the excuse, but in the face of
_the ‘confession of the Minister of Agricul-
ture that while similar stepsin this direc-
tion had been successfill as methods of
increasing the revenue they -had slgna}ly .
failed to improve the position of the Ger-
man farmer, welcan only look upon it a8 a -
_direct and most galling attack upon the .
"price of one of the necessaries of life. .

Under the new tariff wheat will pay a -
duty of 40} cents per bushel, rye a Blmllal’
duty, oats one of 32 cents and barley. one-
of 18 cents per’ bushel. The other grains
wll pay an ‘increage of from: 30 to 50  per'
cent. over-pravious dutics. - In other words
8 tax’ of close upon -G0 per cent. wxll be -
1mposed “upon all breadstuffs ontering the
I)mpu'e not, asis pretended, to prevent
. competition with .German- graifs, -but
simply to obtam the funds necessary to

majntain’ a- position of silent. menace by
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taxing the means of subsistence of the
great mnass of the population. The Govern-
ment g now forced to use its ntmost
ingenuity to discover means by which the
present enormons expenditure for military
and naval purposes may be sustained, and
thus forms such an object for the intrigues
of monopolists as bids fair to shortly hand
over the commerce of the couniry to their
tender mercies, Nobt grain alone is to be
taxed, but every article which that long-
. guftering and obedient people finds in-
dispensable will be at the morey of the
tarifl' tinker, and consequently we may

expoct to see further emendations tending |

to the practienl exclusion of foreign pro-
dueis by maans of a tarif! framed upon the
basis of the necessitios of war while ostons-
ibly issned in n time of peace.

Naturally such a policy works against
the interests of Canadian producers. The
closing of the German markels to Indian
and Ausgtralian wheat means simply the
turning of the sapplies hitherto sent {o
thal country into the London markets,
Shortly England will be the only market
opon to the grain of the world, and
consequently  her merchants are in a
position to dictate the course of prices.
One after another European countries are
forcing prohibitory tariffs upon ceroals,

which simply tend to the advantage of the’

British consumer by removing rival pur-
chasers from the field, and thus rendering
London the grent entrepot of the world.
Ono by one the olher customers for Indian
whoat are being eliminated from the
competition, and consequently the demand
i hecoming narrowed down to Britain, till
naturally thal country is now the centre
of attraction for the globe. All thig tendsto
still further weaken prices. 1t gives the
British buyerihe security of & monopolist ;
it, assures him of constant supplies and
removes the the danger of any possible
gearcity, and thus farnishes him with a
wonpon tobreak down prices, which of late
yoars he has beon plying wlth merciless
offect,  Until some modification of the
prosent prohibitory tarifls be initiated that
will re-open continental markets to foreign
grain, wo cannol expectany gain in wheat
values. On the contrary, we can only
Yook forward, at the best, Lo a continuanco
of presout conditions with the constant
monaco of a still further full in prices in
the future.

OUR DAIRY INTERESTS.

Al a timo like the presont when our
farming interests may be said {o be in the
trangition period from that of purely grain
growing to that of mixed farming, more
and more interest is being daily paid to
the manufacture of butter and cheese. It
ig therefore nocessary o discover by ex-
amination of statistics whether Canada is
holding lier own in theso important staples,

‘not ousting

or whether, owing to preventible causes,
other and more enterprising countries are
her from her legitimate
markets. :

In 1876 Canada supplied to Great
Britain 6 per cent. of her total supply of
butter; ten yearslater we find that the
percentage of Canadian butter had fallen
to 1.3 per cent. while Denmark and Sweden
had increased their ratio dnring the decade
by close upon 130 per cent. This is an
uncomfortable showing and one that is
not flattering to our national pride, since
it is evidently due, not to any diminished
production in proportion to our population,
but simply in consequence of the prefer-
ence displayed by the British consumer
for the dairy products of our rivals in the
trade ; the statement being openly made
that the general quality of Canadian butter
is not good enough to command a ready
market. :

In other words, while every one of our
competitors ig taking the utmost pains to
attract custom by the increas’ ng excelleace
of their wares, the Canadian farmer con-
tinues to follow the old-fashioned methods
of his fathers and consequently lags be-’
hind in the race. Ireland is siraining
every effort to improve the quality of her
butter. Denmark and 8weden are giving
special courses of instruction in the manu-
facture of dairy produce in their schools
and colleges which have already produced
oxcellent fruit in the steady advance in
the average price paid for their butter, and
yet-the Canadian article remains the same
a8 it was ten years ago, and its makers
are content to allow the market to slip
from their grasp into that of their more
energetic and intelligent rivals simply for
want of moving forward with the times.
Were the average price of Canadian butter
on a lovel with that of Danish butter the
gain toour farmers would be enormous,
and that it is not is simply their own
fault,

In cheese, on the other hand, Canada
not only holds her own but is pushing
forward, Daring the past ten years we
have increased our supply to the English
market by 258,000 ¢wt., while France, our
neareat competilor in point of increased
supply, only shows an increase of some
23,000 ewtf. In fact a comparison of per-
centages proves that Canada is rapidly
gaining on the United States, who at
present hold the lion's share of the British
consumption. In 1876 sixty per cent. of
the cheess taken by Great Britain came
from the United Siates and only 16 per
cent. from Canada. ‘len years later the
proporlion of Canadian cheese had grown
to within a fraction of 80 per cent., while
that of American cheese bad fallen to
under 60 per cent. Why is:this? Simply
because the situation in cheese is exactly
the converse of thatin butter. Cnu:\dixm,&'

‘lutely unprofitable.

cheesemakers have spared no efforts to

Jmprove the quality of their goods: and

thus to gain a reputation, while the Amer-
ieans, by reducing the proportion of cream
and adulterating with lard and foreign
fats, have ruined the character of their
product and reduced its consumption. It
is. the old story .of the superior article
driving the inferior from the market, and
were a similar condition of affairs visible
in the case of butter we might well be
proud of our dairy products,

That it is not 8o, lies simply with the
Canadian farmer. In these days of severe

.and intelligent competition it is only a

first-class article that can secure and hold
the trade. Mediocrity.is never successful
now-a-days, while low qualities are abso-
Each of our com-
petitors are bringing enlightened methods
and scientific invention to their aid in
order to produce an article that. shall
excel that of their neighbors and unless
the Canadian buttermaker bestirs himself
to follow in their footsteps, he must be
content to see the markets he once held
slip gradually from his grasp.

RECIPROCITY AND THE LUMBER
TRADE.

In discussing the question of commercial

union, great stress is always laid upon the

desire of Canadian lumbermen to enjoy the

privileges of unrestricted reciprocity with-

our weighbors across the border. The
lumber trade is the only one of our many
industries which bag given anything like
organized encouragement to the apostles
of the new departure, a result due to the
fact that not only wounld this industry gain
by the abolition of the present Unifed
States duty upon lumber, but also by the
removal of the Canadian duty upon the
machinery and supplies that thay import.

Still, even in this irade, therg are some

Jumbermen, and those, too, among the

largest and most extensive operators, who
do not coineide in the views of the majority,
and who appear to consider that the re-
mitting of the present duty of two dollars

por thousand would form a very poor com-
pensation for the instantaneous rush of

American lumbermen into Canadian limits
and the immediate appreciation of the
latter in value. The abolition, too, of the
present duty on saw logs, they fear, would
result in much of the lumber now sawn in’
Canada Deing taken across the line, as
heretofore; to be manufictured by Ameri-
can mills, and consequently the principle
that the lumber should be manufactured
as close as possible to the stum)p whence
it was cut would be entirely abrogated. - .

It is admitted of course, on both sides,
that the Canadian ‘lumberman would se-
cure nearly, if not quite, all of the duty of
$2 per thousand, were it remitted, since

there is no probability of any. fall: in:

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Amercan prices, but how long would this
compensate him for the rush of American
lumbermen across’ the lines to slaughter
our remaining forests and, by bringing. up
the cost of labor supplies and limits to tke
American level, practically place him on
the same footing as thémselyea? Whero
would be the gain then? The arguments
of the advocates of the new departure are
all based upon matters remaining in staiu
quo after commercial union has become an
accomplished fact. They do not count
upon any readjustment of present econom-
ical considerations. = The American lum-
berman is to confine himself, in the future
as . now. purely to the other side of
the line, and the advantage to be gained
is to be reaped solely by the Caua-
dian. How long do they suppose our
astute neighbors would permit so one-
sided a bargnin to continue ? Were un-
restricted reciprovity . possible "it wonld
result simply in an immediate appreciation
of our lumbermen’s expenses, due to the
competition of American capital, that
would soon swallow up the advantage-
gained by the remission of the duty even
it it did not (owing to the introduction of
powerful syndicates armed with abundant
capital into the market) sooner or later
result in the extinction of the smailer
lumbermen, ‘

Thé question of the free introduction of
supplies, too, is one in which the Canadian
farmer has something to say, and in which
his viewa will probably be found in oppo-
sition to those of the lumberien. No~
doubt there would be a considerable sav-
ing to the Jumbermen were Chicago pork
and beef admitied free of duty and were
United States cereals in a similar condi-
tion. But would such a state of aflairs be
beneficial to our agri_cu]tuml interests.?
We think not. Were the present demand
for food products to feed the lumber
shanties to be shared with the United
States what proportion of it would 1emain
for the Canadian farmer? Would Teci-
procity compensate for the curtailment of
the demand and the loss of the home
market ? This is & question which the
Canadian agriculturist .must answer and
will probably find it difficult to answer in
the aflirmative, and yet tlna is really the
pomt at issue,

Another point that Canadmn lumber-
men neglect is the possible refusal of ‘their
United States confreres to acquiesce in the

bargain. There can be no doubt that the
most -vigorous opposition to any possible
scheme of unrestricted reciprocity will be
_encountered from the limbermen of the
Western States. Every pressure that can
be put on to secure an adverse decision
upon the question will certainly be applied
by local politicians; and consequently the
extreme doubtfulness of any measure of
this d_escnphox)_ passing is increased tén-

fold. No task is more ungrateful than the

agking of a favor which is sure to be
denied, and therefore until it becomes
certain that the United States will accede

to a request for reciprocity, when it is,

made, it i3 merely a useless sacrifice of
our national pride to take any further
steps in the matter. We have knelt enough;
it is time now for Canada to hold her head
eract. ’

LAPSED POLICIES.

The year just past may be considered to
have been a very -favorable one for life
insurance companies, so far as this con-
tinent is concerned. 1t is -estimated
that nearly four hundred million dollars
worth of new. policies have been written
during the twelve months, but while con-
gratulating ourselves upon this evidence
of the increasing number of insurers avail-
ing themselves of the advantages of life
asgurance, we must not -forget that the
problem of how to retain these new policy

‘holders in good standing upon the booksis

just ds far from solution as ever. Lapsed
policies are the one flaw in the other
wise excellent statement, and  although
some of these occur through misfortune
lying beyond the power of the insurer to
avert, every insurance man knows  that
such cases form only a trifling percentage
‘of the number that are annually written
off their books.

The fact that the large majority of
lapses in policies, occur within twelve
months of their issuance furnishes us with
a piece of evidence a8 to their increase.
Some of them, of course, occur {rom that
fickleness which seems to” be inherent in
human natire, but by far the greater
number are due (indirectly it is true) to
the loss of interest taken in the policy
holder by the agent after he has secured
his signature to an application. Up to the
moment that the applicant has finally beeri

.accepted by the company the attentions of

the agent are unremitting, . He shows the
intending * insurer beautifully got up
statistics proving that there never was
such a company and never will-be such
another as the one he represents. He
strives in every manmer to interest the
applicant in the company’s progress_and
prospects, and usually ends by arousing
hig pride in tlie company he is about to
join,. and in -makingfhim, for the time
being, one of . 1ts most entlmsmtic up-
holders.

But once ‘the pollcy is w ntten an entire’
| change comes: over the - scene.

The
interest, if not the cordiality, of the agent
cools at once, and - he -usually disappears

“from the policy: holder's . sight as com-

pletely as if he had sunk into the ground.
The insured man “hesrs o more of whatis
going on with the company; his enthusi-

asm dies away j and finally when the time -
for the next payment of the premium.
cones near, he commences to feel that the

policy is merely a clog upon his purse and

the consequence is that another lapsed

policy is added ‘to the a]ready lengthy .
list.

It this is the case where the agent is
faithful and conscientious, - how much
more true it is when an unscrupilous
agent forms the go-between between the
contracting parties? Whoissoable to sow ~
the seeds of distrust in the policy-holder's
mind as to the security of the bargain he’
has just entered into than the man who
hasinduced him to make it? And if then,
by expatiating upon the- superior advan-
tages of some other scheme of insurance,
it. «is  possible to induce. him
to allow . his policy to lapse -in
order to take out one in another company
and thus once more a source of profit fo
himself, who is more powerful than the
agent? We do not for one moment doubt
that the great bulk of insurance agentsare
28 honorable as they are energetic, but
in every large body of men there are suro
to be some black sheep, and it is to.the
interested arguments of these men that -
far {00 many of the lupsed policies are due.

+If it be true- that it is betier to retain
one old policy-holder than o secure two

new ones it is-.evident. that some:
method must be iuitigted by which
the interest of the policy holder

in the company he is insured in can be
fostered and kept alive. He must be
made to feel that he has a live personal
interest in its- prosperity, and his percep-
tion of the tie which his connection with it
implies must never be permitied to flag.
1t is, of course, impossible to lay this task
‘upon an agent whose sole source of profit .
is the securing of new business, and there-
fore possibly the only course left open is to
keep the company prominently before his
notice” by .constant paragraphs and little
gossipy items in the commercial paper he

‘aflects, and also to keep him regularly-sup-

plied with small pamphlets or leaflets
giving interesting information as to what . -
the company is, or has been doing, giving
a record of the losses paid from month to -
month, and a history of the results that
have been obtained under the - older
policies.

By these. meang he becomes . better

.acquainted with the advantages of the -
Ag he com- .

form of insurance.he carries,
pares results his interest revives, and. he
becomes less likely to Dbe rendered dis-
satistied and better able. to combat the
arguments of pushing rival agents. ,
bond of sympathy beiween himself and = -
the company becomes closer drawn.

favorable comment from the paper whose
opinion he relies oun, thoy wounld form one
of the most powerful and conclusive safe-
guards againgt any inclination to allow his
policy to lapse. This seems to be really
tha most feasible policy it is possible to
follow, and we belicve that were this
practice rigorously followed out, we should
hoar less complaints of tho excessive num-
bar of lapsed policies.

DRISS GOODS,

Weo may now be said to be fairly in the
betweon season although, owing to the
steady and continuous cold we have ex-
perienced, but few purchagers have yet
been found for anything excepl winter
fahrica.  The usual January thaw has
been conspicuous by its absence, and there
has been hitherto no hreak in the weather
to remind ng of the change that a few
shorl weeks will bring about. Siill there
aro here and there certain significant
strows that serve to indicate the probable
enrrent of popular faney and to point out
what in the opinion of the trade, will:be
run on in the coming months, '

Racent importations in Henrietta cloths
ghow amall designs woven in their texture
in tinted silks. Tiny pink rose clusters on
cronm while ground, pansies in silk and
volvet on pale mauve or peach, jasmine or
jonquil blossoms on apricot, and pure
whito buds on pale green and peachblow,
ave among novelties. These cloths are the
height of textile refinement and make up
beautifully with silk or velvet. India
cashmero is another falnic of similar
charactor and bids fair to bo much called
for. In dove or silver gray, beige and
“other quiet tints, and made up in Princess

style or a8 & Russian polonaise draped

over moire or velvet, it makes one of the
most olegant of costumes. Silk warp
woollens are every day increasing their
hold upon the popular favor and none are
moro alegant than the examples we have
quoted. Al wool chuddahs, camel’s hair
and fine choviots in light weight makes,
will also be popular, especially those lines
woven with & wide fancy selvedge intend-
ed to form a featuro of the costume. Some
of the chuddahs are woven with fancy
selvedges three inches wide of broken

stripes either in contrasting colors or har-
monizing shades, and these stufls can be
made up without extra trimming of any
kind, if so desired by the intending
wenrer,

TFrom German sources we learn that the
extonsive orders placed for tiricots by
American and Canadian buyers have
caused much animation in this branch.
These goods have been neglected for some
time past but have now apparently fully
regained their popularity’ owing to the
introduction of novel effects and designs.
Lined stockinets, suitable for jackets, are
also well called for, and Jersey cloth is
firmer owing to the strong feeling display-
ed at the Tondon wool gales. -

The stylish and serviceable Scotch
tweeds and cheviots are always in good
demand for early spring wear. Natural
wool shades, such s fawn and white, or
pearl and white, in delicale mixtures, are
most fancied by the trade. These goods
are deservedly popular since, while re-
taining the rough appearancé proper to the
cheviot, they are in reality as soft as silk
to the touch, Plain mixtures with fine
crossbars of iridescent color, and large
broken plaids on a beige backgrOund, are
spoken of as coming styles in these goods.
Velvet cloth is an expensive novelty that
hus not yet become common and deserves
its name, since althougli a woollen fabric
it hasa thick pile lika velvet. 'This cloth
requires no trimming and is used prinei-
pally for the underskirt of costumes. As
it is most called for in the bright red
shades it is sometimes known as cardinal
cloth.

So far as can be judged at this com-
paratively early dats, pcpulnr fancy will
run in. much the same grooves as it did
last fall.  The novelties shown are mostly
elaborations and additions to last season’s
styles and there is yet nothing shown that
is really a striking departure from existing
styles. Insilks there is no change notice-
able. The principal enquiries for the
spring as yet are for black and colored
gros-grains. Moires take the lead with the
better trade and will probably rule during
the coming season, and for black silk
dresses faillo francaise and pesn de soie
seem to be most frequently chosen.

prices ruling for produce and the shortage in
Ontario’s crop, the company reports payments
both on account of principal and interest re-
markably well met, and looks forward to an
equally good show at the end of the present
year. The report will be found at length in
another portion of this issue.

Ax extra of the Quebec Offiicial Guzette con-

the manager, W. Dxms,'found that his health
required he should g0 to Los Angelos, Cal,
He resigned, and several other of the chief
employes followed suit, with the object of
visiting & health resort. The assets were
valued and a deficiency of about $¢,962 was
discovered. A stormy meetiug of the share-
holders was held and thé statement submitted,
There ar apparently plenty of assets to satisfy
the oreditors. The assets, including stock
and cash on hand, amount to $8,1381. " The
liabilities to the wholesalers were reported to
be $1,230. There has evidently been a great
shrinkage since the half-yearly statement, and
the managers were entirely unable to account
for it. The share capital is $8,8¢2, and is
held by 352 shareholders, mostly of the work-
ing classes. There was considerable talk

* about boodling on the part of paid employes,

but no definite information was laid before
the meeting. A committee was appointed to
mvesbzgate the affaits and find out where the
money of the society has gone. The com-
wmittee was also instructed to make arrange-
ments with the creditors to receive a part
payment and grant an extension of time. The
leading creditors have already signified their
intention of accepting these terms. Tt was
decided to iucrease the capital and & number
of shares wera subscribed for the purpose of
bridging over the difficulty.

A warrant was issued in the Police Court
on the 13th for the arrest of A. Lemay, clerk
for Mr. W. C. Hickman, the so-called banker,
on a charge of obtaining money under falge
pretences. 1t is alleged that Mr. J, M. Proven-
cher had received o loan from Lemay of $100
and given a note for that amount paysble in
Junuary, When the-Joan was due the ‘com-
plainant states that-he repaid it, when he
claims that -Lemay said he-need never mind
the note, ag it was torn up. Instead of this,
however, it is alleged that Lemay negotiated
the note with other parties, who cashed it and
took action against the complainant for the
recovery of -the' moncy. The connection of
Lemay with Hickman seems a peculiar one-
Hickman claims that l.emay is no longer in
his employ, but he still cuntinues to share his
office. A daily contemporary, the Star, recent-
ly exposed Hickman’s methods of doing busi-
ness unsparingly, giving perticulars of cases
where exorbitant usury had been charged. "1t
is stated by the same paper that many com-
plaints have been wiade about this establish-
ment and that the police magistrates bave been
watching it with duspicion for some time past.

Tue largest sale of stocks and debentures
ever held in Haliiax took place on the 8th,
aud drew a large crowd of investors. Com-
petition was very koon and prices were run
up ¢ higher figures than for a long time. It
wag the estate of the ex-Chief Justice Sir
William Young, who bequeathed a fund of
5100,000, to be mvcstcd by trustees, and the
proceeds of which were to be aunually dn ided

among the Halifax charities. The sale aggre-
gated $115,000, The prices paid for Bank of

“Nova Scotia, Halifax Banking Company and

Bank of British North America shares were
higher than have been obtained for years.

Specinl cables show show no chtmge in the
position and hold out no hope ‘of improve-
ment, demand baviog continued wenk, al-
though receipts have been light and the
market not over-supplied. - Prices, however,
have remsined unchanged, but tend to favor
buyers.

$2 worth of opium for smoking purposes was
imported into Canada but of the drug there
was entered for conswmption {07,616 pounds,
valued af $437,286. While the Caunadinu
authorities do not like the iden of “Canadian
ports being made o # blind * for the carrying

on of illegitimate trade, in this case they aro
‘powerless to prevent it.

The locked out employces of the Stor-
mont and Canada Cotton Company's mills
started to work last Mondny after being

-on strike about four weeks, the managers and

the employees having come to terms’ on
Saturday afternoon. The employees are to
receive higher wages than any other cotton
mill in Conada. If the highest wages that
are now being paid Canadian milis are lower
than the reduction here, the employees will
work just the same, and, if the wages are

.higher, they will have their ‘wages rafsed.

The employees send two men easf and west
to find out the prices paid in other mills,
They will visit every mill of any importance
in Cannda, and will report to the committee
the highest wages that are being paid, Al
the efiployees are well eatisfied with the are
raugements that have been made, and geem to
think that they will make hlgher wages than

before the reduction.

WE learn that the members of the Fishery
Commission at Washington have completed

‘their labors and signed a treaty, which, it is

believed, will resultin a satisfactory seitlement
of the disputes have that existed for almost a
century between - Beitain and the United

‘States over the North Atlantic fisheries. The
freaty is signed by all six of the commis-
