.- Tuntouo the influence of 80,000 farmers the German Reich-
stag bas passed a law prohibiting speculation ln grain after
January Ist, 1897, in futures, in hopes of aiding higher prices.
Since then speculation lias advanced prices about seven cents
per bushel.

-- AnvicEsg from Vancouver say that as far as logging is con-
cerned the lumber industry is booming. The price of lumber
lias advanced and the number of camps lias doubled in conse-
quence. Though interfered with to some extent by the recent
forest fires, the camps are sending in many large booms to the
mills.

-LATE advices froin Greenland are to the effect that the sup-
ply of whalebone secured this year will net be large. The price
lias recently advanced considerably both ii England and, Ani-
erica. The latest quotations are $10,000 per ton, but holders ex -
pect to realize a very large advance on this rate.

-AnDvces from Vancouver indicate that this season's salmon
pack will be about 600,000 cases representing a value of $3,000,-
000. An increase of 67,000 cases la noticed in the northern pack

A lumber company there has entered into contract to de-
liver te the Piedmont Pulp sud Paper CO., 500,000 corda of wood
at $4.50 a cord,-$2,250,000. The wood will be cut on the line
of the West Virginia Central & Pittsburg railway, in Tucker
County.

-A-DvYcEs from Bedford, Quebec, note that baying is finisied
and averages about a three-quarter crop. The oat iarvesting is
also finished, the crop net being so good as was expeòted three
weeks ago. Ripening too quickly under the intense heat a rust
in the straw was produced. The deflciency will be about five
bushels to the acre.

-TBE Canadian Out Nail Association held a meeting at the
.Windsor Hotel, Montreal, last Saturday at which it was decided
to maintain the Association.

Duluth avenue and
Rivard street. le had nothing of bis own when he started, and
previonsly had been working as a painter with his father. There
was no opening for the business, and from the firet bis success
has been looked upou as doubtful,

AGEETs WA!NTED.-

In the redemption of deb't a decrease of $1,117,906 is
shown made up of the 4 per cent " E " stock payable
lst July last, 1½ million; the N.B. debentures same
date, $38,400; and the N.B. debentures payable ist
May, $84,500.

In the item " Charges of Management' the increase

is chiefly for English bill stanps, postage, telegramns,
&c. In the civil government service the principal in-
creases are $6,000 for the Departnent of the Interior
including two astrononers at $1,800 each, $3,000 in
Publie W drks; decreases are sb own in the Departments
of Agriculture, $6,500; Post-office, $4.385; Railways and
,Canals, $2,650, and Marine $2,325. The Privy Council
shows a saving of about $2,000.

It bas frequently been canvassed whether a large
saving in expenses of the government could not be ef-
fected by a change of method in respect of the speeches
delivered in the Houses of Parliament, especially in'
the Commons. Anyone who has been present in the
House during the delivery of speeches, save perhaps on
the. occasion of a " full-dress debate," could not fail to re-
mark that with very few exceptions no one on the floor
listens or pays the slighfest attention beyond the member
who takes notes for a reply, the reporters, some few
loungers in the galleries, or some admirer of the
speaker. The rank and file of the members write pri-
vate letters, visit the smoking-room, or yawn at
their desks or do aught to kill tme-anything but
listen to the member on his feet. It has been suggest-
ed that many of these speeches may as well be dictated
in a quiet room, in the House or elsewhere, to a short-hand
writer who should see to the due preparation of then
for the papers or for the Hansard volumes and furnish
the' member with the requisie number of copies for his
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constituents and friends, who never would give a
thought as to whether it was not all delivered viva
voce from " Mr. Speaker" to te peroration. This would
save a great deal of the time of the House, and hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars to the country. IL would

prove an interesting inatter to estimate the cost to the
country of one of the many two or three hour orations
which alnost every inember feels it bis duty to deliver
every session from bis place in Parliament. Our Am-
erican cousins have long pursued a course somewhat
akin to that. referred to above in preparing inatter
for their " Congressional Globe" which corresponds
largely to our Canadian Hansard. The phonograph is
now about to be introduced in their polities,and concern-
ing it the Philatdelphia Recor says: "A suggestion has
been made to Senator Jones, chairman of the Deniocra-
tic National Commitee, that he consider the matter of
buying or renting graphophones and putting thern to
w ork for dhe Democratic ticket. Snch a suggestion
las, in part, already been acted upon by the Republi-
cans, and it remains to be seen what Chairman Jones
will do about the natter. If he does not care to make
be -National Commnîittee the oflicial managers of such a
unique compaign otherpersons may put the idea into
operation. IL is said that the Republicans have' put
the phonograph to work in large cities, supplying cam-
paign songs for tbe amusement and edification of en-
thusiastic Republicans. The suggestion to Chairman
Jones, however, is of a different nature. IL is that
hîimself, Candidate Bryan and other noted silver
speakers imake ten or fifteeu minute speeches or enrol-
ment on bhe cylinders of the graphophone. These will
be taken and put in nmacines which will be sent all
over the country. They will prove double attractions,
and, il is believed, would draw large crowds. The grap-
hoplione itself would prove interesting in all the
smaller cities and towns of the country, but containing
the speeches of eminent men of the Democratie party, it
would be sure to draw large crovds. The scheme is
that Denmcrats be sent through the country with these
machines, advertising like a shaw, when they would be
at a certain place. When they had their audience in
god shape, they would put on the big brass tubes, and
the speech would be alinost the sanie as if delivered by
the man himseif."

The application is really worth a thouglit. The ma-
chines arc indeed a long step in advance of the short-hand
systei, and we can fancy each meinber patiently wait-
ing his turn at the phonograph iito which he could

pour his sentences and have them copied by the gov-
ernient type-setting machines, if not by the short-
band writers, all at a speed to suit their various degrees
of expertness. IL might be found economical even to
supply each imember with a phonograph for his own
use while in the house-not to be packed home at the
end of the session with the supply of cutlery and sta-
tionery to -which cach is entitled. Indeed the phono-
graph-or graphophone, as it is preferably called-
,vould cost little more than the perquisites above
named. Since the grey-goose quill gave way to the
modern stll peu, penknives are no longer of much use,
even for pencils which are now automatically prepared.
We conmend the foregoing in all submissiveness to
our new legislators who by such a plan would be able
to cast into the shade the economies of all .former par-
liaments and parties.

WHEAT PRICES AND PROFITS.

It has recently been alleged that the agrarian move-
ment in the United States is due to the sufferings of
the farmer since England closed the Indian mints in
1893, on the occasion of the latest collapse of silver.
IL is not our present object to point oct that the sup-
posed connection between silver and wheab has long
been exploded whether on this continent or in Great
Britain, or to prove that the destructive competition of
the wheat producer on a silver basis is a myth ; but it
may be asked, en passant, if silver and wheat fell to-
gether on the farm in 1893, did they rise together af ter
1885 ? Or if the collapse of silver in 1893 caused the
fall in wheat, why did the latter begin to fall in 1892 ?
The farmers of the United States are destined to suifer
profound disappointment if they believe that the estab-
lislment of the ratio of 16 to 1, in other words the
attempt to create something out of nothing-a feat as
impossible for Governments as for individuals-will.
improve their financial position. But is it true that'
the farmers' hardships are greater than th ose of other
classes, that their average clearings do not amIount
to more than fourteen cents a day, as a recent writer
with silver proclivities pathetically declares ?

In a document entitled "Gold and the World's
Wheat Farmers " recently ordered to be printed by the
United States Senate, the question of American far-
mors' profits is put in a different light. The average
gold price per bushel of wheat is given from 1871 to
1894, a period of 24 years, ab the chief centres of pro-
duction compared with the centres of consumption.
The second column in the following table gives the
price of wheat per bushel in the four States, Iowa,
Minnesota, Kansas, and Nebraska :

IL will be seen from these figures that sonie twenty
years ago the middlerman received over a dollar a bushel
between the wheat farmers and the London consumers.
In the years 1891-4 lie received only a third of that
sum. An important point to remember is that the cost
of production of wheat has decreased by 50 per cent. on
the farm. In this connection it is pertinently observed
by a correspondent of The Econoimist that the farmer
can obviously stand a much lower price than 59 cents
per bushel, and still make money. The average irice
in Iowa, Minnesota, Kansas, and Nebraska for 4895
wa.s about 44 cents. On the authority of the census
returns it is remuarked by the writer of the document
already alluded to liat the average farner in Iowa and
Minnesota between 1880 and 1890 saved about $200
per annum, or about tivice his proporfionate share of
ths nation's savings. His profits may not have all been
derived fronmthe 'sale of wheat : no doubt maize and
live stock had-their share. It is confidently asserted
that the debts of the farmer are small and his solvency
undoubted.

Independent and striking testiniony to the solvency
of the farners of the Western. States comes-.fromaa
banking bouse in London engaged in lending money
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to theni on mortgage; The financial condition of some
four thousand Western farûiers is known intimately by
the firm, wlio lend mnoney to them in Illinois,'Iowa,
Wisconsin, Southern Minnesota, a sinall portion of Da-
kota, and the eastern portions of Kansas and Nebraska.
This firm submitted to the editor of Ti e Economist for
inspection the report and balance-sheet down ta 80th
September, 1895, of a mortgage company they have to
do with, the accounts.of which are audited by a well-
known firi of English accountants. It is shown that
of a total amounting to $4,350,000 lent in the Western
States, the foreclosure account amounted to only $24,-
000, and the lands on hand, the results of previons fore-
closures, to $47,000, both items together amounting to
about one and a-half per cent. of the total invested-a
mere bagatele. It is also certified that there was no
interest overdue from borrowers more tban twelve
months at the date of the balance-sheet. Another
English company which bought some 148,000 acres of
land in the Western States fifteen years ago, have year
by year steadily sold the lands at better prices.. The
lands now are said to be uearly all sold off, but the
worst distiiets are now selling atbetter prices than the
best districts five years ago. The sum of $1,000,000 is
owed the banking house already referred to for lands
sold to Western American farmers on the time system.
It is a rare occurrence, it is said, when the farmer does
not pay up his instalments.

Is it possible, asks a German correspondent of The
Ei conomnist, that the:German peasant, with his enormous
fiscal burdens-income, land, invalid, Church, and other
taxes-with his sons subject to military service, and
with land varying in price from $70 to $400 an acre,
manages to live and to keep out of bankruptcy, whereae
his American brother, on soil far from exhausted, with
land-costing him little, protected by a homestead law,
and with railway rates kept down by competition,
should be driven into repudiation ? Having lived soine
time auong Americans and knowing their ways and
character, The Economist correspondent fears that the
real cause of the farmer's trouble is not the financial
question but an unwholesome way of looking at life
and business in general. While the German farner
builds up his life by degrees, not by dangerous leaps
and speculations, the American, on the other hand, is
continually shifting, and if he does succeed, is not con-
tent with gradually strengthening his position. If 300
acres secured for him an honest living, poor butim.-
proving, he will likely saddle himself with a thousand
acres, and at once becomes dependent upon the labour
and capital of others. Then bis troubles begin. The
more they increase and nultiply the more he will med-
dIle with politics. Is it a wonder that ne then falls an
easy prey to the political trickster and faddist ? What
better material can Mr, Bryan find P

THE FOREIGN TRADE OF AMERICA FOR THE
PAST YBAR.

The official returns just issued of the foreign trade
of the United States for 1885-86 strongly indicate con-
ditions having existed mnost unfavorable to prosperity.
That country being a debtor one, baving to pay an
enormous sum yearly for interest on its bonds, and
other obligations to foreign creditôrs, is comelled

either to export goods, including gold and silver,to
meet such payments, or to increase its-indobtedness by
exporting more bonds. Unless, then, it is importing
very largely below the amountof its+ exports there is a
somewhat analogous process going on to that of a par-.
son wiho is sp'ending in excess of his income. The mere
figures shewing the difference between exports and im-
ports may seem very large, but they niay yet be most
unequal to the financial needs of the country. It is in
this condition that Mr. McKinley finds the strength. of
his ultra protectionist policy. The McKinley policy is
intended to reduce the imports of foreign merchandise
by which operation the claims of foreign merchants
will be reduced upon the proceeds of the exports, and
then a larger suam left out of those exports for liquid-
ating obligations of debt, in the shape of bond interest,
foreign exchange drawn in the interest of American
travellers in Europe, and other calls for money from'
the States. Bearing in mind that there is a constant
demand for money from America to pay foreign debts
of a non-mercantile nature, it eau the more easily be
understood bow 'vital a factor in the business operations
of the States is the gold question. When the exports
of goods are enougli to meet all demands for money
from the States, the-. extent of the gold reserve is of
little moment, but when mercantile exports are falling
below the requirements of such money, then gold is
needed ta,supply the deficiency, and if it gives signs of
running low there is anxiety created lest it prove un-
equal to the demand, and that anxiety is panic, in a
mild or an aggravated forn. In -the five years 1881-

Turning to the exports of breadstuffs, cotton, dairy
products and petroleumn we find that the large increase
of the years 1891 to 1895 is accounted for by these arti-
eles, so that the increased foreign sales of Ainerican
goods in recent years was not of manufactured, but of
farm products. Petroleun alone contributed the value
of an increased export of about two hundred million
gallons yearly in the last five years.

Up to 1888 the balances between the exports and im-
ports of gold were sometinies one way, sometimes the'
reverse, the net result being that for the years 1881 to
1888 there was one hundred and forty million dollars
worth of gold imported in excess of exports, and eighty-
seven millions of silver. Since 1888 the exports of gold
in each year have been in excess of imports by about
forty millions a year, and of silver about twenty-two
millions yearly. It is remarkable how silver exports
have increased in recent years, from 1881 to 1892 the
average export vas eleven millions a year, while since
1892. the average has been over thirty millions. It
seems singular that such an outcry is made for morë
silver coinage when the people of the States do not
value.silve- sufficiently-to keep it at home." But 'ithiast

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for the fanciful uses which the silverites desire it to be
devoted to. At present there is stagnation in all the
leading ines of industry owing to uncertainties as to
the Tariff, and the currency. The Anerican people are
not so enamoured of their constitution as they once
were, the prolonged business disturbance this year hav-
ing so seriously injured all enterprises, and financial
interests.

MERCANTILE CREDIT INSURANCE. (3).

During the last few years there lias been a great in-
crease in the varieties of insurance associations-so
that steam boiler explosions, accidents of every sort,
sickness, loss of emnploynent, employers' liability,
death, subscriptions to joint stock companies, defects
in title deeds,.losses by foreclosure of mortgages, em-
bezzleient, burglaries, and many other contingencies
are n1own matters of almost general insurance. These
associations are successfunl or otherwise mainly in pro-

portion to their strict compliance with the principles
of insurance, and their eflicient administration.

The contingencies in respect to losses by bad debts
are certainly more susceptible to control than many of
the causes of losses which are niow the subjects of efli-
cient insurance protection. The causes which may op-
crate to control and lessen the ratio of losses by bad
debts will be,-Full enquiry as to the qualifications,
moral, mental and physical of the insured, and a con-
sequent weeding out of incapables and unreliables. In
case of teniporary difficulty there will be advice and as-
sistance to avert disaster. There will be in some cases
imerely a continuance of business with an accounting
under supervision and a putting of the trader on the
raad to success. There vill be the winding up of the
estates of the irreclaimables and incapables and their
consequent discontinuance in business, where they so
generally have been causes of disaster to their neigh-
bours. There would be different classes of risks sucli
as

1. The guaranty of payment for a special purchase
at a stipulated tiie.

2. The guaranty of the performance of a specific
contract.

3. The guaranty of a special line of credit.
4. The guaranty of the payment in full of a d ebt

previously contracted.
5, The guaranty of the payment of a compromise

settlement in a continued business.
. The guaranty of aniy one of these to a single cre-

ditor or to a body of creditors.
7, The guaranty of the paynent o an agreed divi-

dend on au estate in liquidation.
8. The guaranty of paynents of instailiinenlts.
9. Or of debentures ;
10. Or of a sinking fund
11. Or of mortgage debts.
Other for s of debt paymient guaranties would ap-

pear from timie to Lime. The necessary powers would
be, in addition to that of generail guarautors, to assume
an estate by purchase or in trust ; to liquidate an
estate ; to finish a contract; to collect debts of. anuy
fori; to accept assigninents of debts, estates, mort-
gages, policies of insurance, and other securities, eithier
irrevocably or as collateral to guaranties issued ; to

make contracts providing for the operation of these
powers in the event of the failure of the insured; to
pay insurance premiums and other contingent liabili-
ties, and to audit accounts and guarantee the balance
sheets.

It will be seen that there will be very few total
losses under any of these formis of guaranty and that
the ratio of losses -will continuously decline as the re-
sult of the accumulated experiences of the manage-
ment. The various operations of the company, all of
which are natural appendages to their main business
as guarantors, will all produce fes which will assist in
the paynient of expenses. In all cases the individual
debtor or contractor will be the insurèd as the proper
subject for insurance and the applicant for it-the
creditor or the party to be assured being joined in the
application merely as a guaranty of good faith and as
agreeing to furnish informations, facilities and subro-
gation. Some of these guaranties vill produce special
premiums, payable in. one amount, while others will
produce annual income, being for continued guaranties.

Soie of the Banks' issue Deposit Receipts which are
lent to tenderers for contracts, although these are based
up6n demand-note s presumably negotiated, yet these
are not exactly pr oper bank transactions, but would
more properly fall to a guaranty company. Many
fields of investment are worthy of cultivation but are
avoided for the want of reliable informations. Such
informations as are now obtainable being furnished by
people who are not generally known or whose personal
standing is not such as to inspire confidence. The in-
vestigation of such matters and the furnishing of guar-
antees in respect to them are proper subjects for a mer-
cantile credit association, as care eliminates risk, fore-
thouglt provides against calanity, and assurance be-
gets confidence, so that after rigid investigation the
forms of guarantee could safely and profitably be ex-
tended to the proposals for the establishment of joint-
stock companies, as the investigations and guarantees
of the company would attract investors.

Many other foris of guarantee would be asked for
from time to time, and if these were always based upon
full informations vith such collateral safeguards as
circumstances niglit demand, there would be safety
and profit in the furnishing of them.

A PROPOSAL FOR SE19ATE REFORM.

The nost ardent defender of the Senate as at present
constituted unst regard one feature of it as urgently
needing reform. The idea of a Senate implies this body
as composed of members -well advanced in years.
As, under our system, the appointment is for life, there
is a high degree of probability that an undesirable pro-
portion of the Senators well retain their seats for many
years longer than they retain their mental and physical
capacities for efficient service as legislators. Although
the Senators, as a rule, are not dependent upon their
sessional allowance, they are all very proud of their
position, and naturally anxious to die as Senators. In
order to-retain office, after the extreme debility of old
age has set in, they visit Ottawa when no longer able
te do anything more than put in an appearance so as
to avoid vacating their seat by absence. It is open to
conmon observation that a number of the Senators are
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physically unable to sit out an ordinary debate. They
put theuselves on record in the Journals of the Flouse
as having beei present, and then seek the seclusion and
comifort of their private room, from whence they soon
make their exit to their botels, or lodgings, and thence
home after being at the Capital only a few days, some-
times only a few hours, during the entire Session. In
such cases any Sessional Indemnity they draw is merely
a pension from the State, as no services whatever are
rendered in exchange.

Those familiar with the personnel of the Senate nor,
and in past years, know how the effective working
power of that body is reduced by so many members
being hors de combat by age. Some of the most valu-
able and hard-working Senators, whose devotion to
duty has been highly serviceable to the country,
have thus become members only in name. The radical
reform of the Senate foreshadowed by Sir Oliver Mowat
cannot be effected by the Parliainent of Canada ; it
would require an amendment to the British North Amer-
ica Act-our Constitution-which is an Imperial meas-
ure. But it is competent for-the Parliament of Canada
to franie and pass a measure for the domestie regula-
tion of the Senate by which the retirement of members
would be arranged when they vere unable to discharge
their functions by regular attendance during the entire
Session. It is not defensible for men to retain so re-
sponsible an office, an office especially demanding the
full and constant exercise of mental povers of a high
order, when they have, in the course of nature, become
incapable of work as legislators. We are satisfied that
no small amnount of dissatisfaction with the Senate
which prevails would disappear were it relieved from
the incubas of members who are so only in name.

TUE- MILLINERY BUSINESS.
The opening last Monday of the autumn millinery

sales by the wholesale importing houses was a success
in the richness and variety of the goods displayed and
in the attendance of the representatives of the retail
trade. The numbers which thronged the warerooms
from an early hour on Monday. until the close of the
exhibiting days were quite equal to if not greater than
those of the past few seasons. At one or two estab-
lishnments there wvere customers present from as far
west -as Brandon and from as far east as Halifax, while
shipments were inade to Vancouver and New Westmin-
ster. If tie times are hard in some lines there is cer-
tainly little evidence of stringency in the millinery busi-
ness. Wholesale men say it is on a solid foundation,
thatthe eàrly sales have been good and that the pros-
pects are very encouraging and-satisfactory. In Mont-
real itself the retail trade is said to be excellent and to
show no signs of the economizing spirit which is be-
lieved to abound now ainong both rich and poor.
Especially is this the case among the more fashionable
milliners who say that the demand for the latest and
best of everything in their line is as great if not greater
thian ever.

But a less happy and hopeful note is struck in some
quarters, particularly where the competition of the de-
partmental store is felt, and that is in the cheaper lines.
Such a large stock is carried by those all-embracing
concerns that they can afford to seli at prices at which
the retail milliner could not even buy. The country

milliner feels this competition almost as keenly as those
in town, for thé departaental store by its extensive and
attractive advertising draws customers from rural as
well as urban districts. Milliners- should retaliate by
carrying a choice stock of parasols and ladies' umbrellas
and other articles such as card-cases, purses, etc., which
do not require much space but the traffic in which is
considerable and lucrative. But even apart froni ex-
cessive competition the milliner's lot is not altogether
a happy one. The demand for millinery is limited.
There are no articles of apparel in which it is easier to
practise economy than in hats and bonnets, -and the
woman of taste and skill by a bit of ribbon here and a
feather there can often make last season's bonnet ap-
pear " as good as newI." A careful observer will notice
during a walk along St. Catherine Street on a Satuilay
afternoon that lhats and bonnets- are longer in service
nowadays than heretofore, notwithstanding what is said
by the fashionable milliner. Salaries are reduced in
some lines of business, and employees cannot afford to
expend quite so much in the adornment of the person
as ia more prosperous days.

Another difficulty in the millinery business is the
possession of good and correct taste. Good milliners
are for the most part born, not made. Taste and tact
are essential qualifications for a successful management
of the business. The nilliner must not only have the
requisite taste to know what ·becomes this and that
customer, but must also have the tact to prevent self-
complacent customers froi selecting unbecoming
things. An unbecoming hat or bonnet should not be
allowed to leave the shop. It will injure the reputa-
tion of thè milliner.

But let it be supposed that the bonnet is as becom-
ing as it is beautiful-a veritable creation of loveliness
-the next difficulty is to get paid for it. There are too
many ladies who buy expensive hats and bonnets, say
in the spring, and then presently go off to the mou»-
tain or the seaside and forget all about paying the little
bill of the milliner. On the return to town no money
has been saved out of the household expenses where-
wiith to pay this charge, and its paymnent is further de-
layed. The unfortunate milliner finds that the account
has to be carried for months-probably until the next
spring. Pressing for payment is out of the question
unless the milliner does not care :if the customer is
lost. To. press for settiement is to annoy, and to an-
noy is to lose forever the fair debtor.

But in spite of the difficulties which beset this busi-
ness there is always anabundance of venturesome souls
willing to embark on the troubled waters. These
people are largely the employees of milliners, who think,
poor folk, that all th#t comes in is profit, forget-
ting the bills of the wholesalers, the rent, the
taxes, the salaries, and other item s of expense
too numerous to note. The quondani employee
maker an independent start. By an arrangement made
with soine wholesale establishment the big concern
guarantees the rent, it may be, of the venturer in ex-
change for her (or his) exclusive custom. Thus
handicapped from the start it is noL difficult to foresee
the end. One of the most difficult trades to 'cater to,
success in it can only te achieved by those of extensive
experience, fine taste, sound judgment, 'and absolute
freedaom with respect to selecting stock.
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The best milliners are obliged to vieit New York two
or three times a year ta keep in touch with the latest
styles in the American metropolis. This is equivalent
in a certain sense ta. going ta Paris as the New York
styles are always a close imitation of what is in vogue
in Paris. There is nothing original iii American mil-
linery. These visits ta New York are not made neces-
sary so much by the limitations of our wholesale
houses as by the fact that the Englis) styles are al-
most exclusively affected by these bouses. . Retailers
say that English and Anerican, that is French, styles
are equally worn in Canada, but that those of the best
taste naturally keep ta the English mode, which is
more quiet and subdued. The extremes that are Feen
in. the millinery "creations" in the streets of New
Youk would not be approved of in Canada. But it is
said that our very smart set are only prevented from
indulging in these extremes of fashioi by the whole-
some fear of the criticismn they would encounter here.
But they must try and content themselves with the
knowledge that much trimming is "the thing" in
autumn styles and that broad, heavy effects are aimed
at. Flowers and plumes, and birds of Paradise will be
mnuch in vogue. The crowns of hats are larger and
taller, and widening out at the top i the bell shape.
A new shape is a revival on an enlarged seale of the
English walking hat. Black ostrich plumes will be
much worn. On imported hats- they appear in pairs
stiflly dressed and set erect, and also in clusters of
fromn four to six of uneven lengths, softly dressed,
some standing and soine falling about the crown in the
shadowy effect which distinguishes their adjustment on
the Gainsborough bat. The head, wiogs, and tail of
dovès and pigeons and other birds will be used exten-
sively as well as artificial flowers. Underneatl the
bat brimn will be much trimnming in the way of roses
and other flowers. Jets, Rhine crystals, mock rubies,
emeralds, topazes, pearls, etc., together vith ribbons of

plain colour with changeable effects gfill be very popu-
lar for the cold- weather.

U. S. CURRENCY. IN CANADA.

If it were remnembered how Americga currency gets
into Canada, the evil of it and the loss it entails would
be seen to have an offset in advantages and profits. A
very large aggregate of United States money is sent
here by post to the parents and other dependents of
those who reside across the border. 'To place any dif-
fiulèties in the way of such remittances is inexpedient,
as the money is of great service to a number of. fami.-
lies, anld to the storekeepers with wihom they deal..
The larger bulk, however, of American money in
Canada is brought here by Aniericans who spent their
cash in our hotels and stores. We believe the profits
fromn those receipts amount to a sum compared with
which any loss arising therefrom were a mere baga-
telle, too insignificant for serious notice. We submit
that every possible induceient should be offered to at-
tract American visitors to Canada, and every facility
off ered for their doing sa as pleasantly as possible. To
refuse their money, or ta make them feel it is unvel-
comle, or a "nuisance,'' or in any way undesirable,
seems toôus rather- impolitic Canada could with"
greatadvantàge stand nany mâillionsmiore beingspent'

by American visitors, even if every cent were disbursed
n their own country's currency. To put an embargo

on suchb an influx of money into Canada would deprive
our hotels, traders and railways of a ldrge amount of
profitable business. It is not practicable for Ameri-
cans ta acquire Canadian currency prior ta entering
the Dominion. Thousands of them come direct from
cities and districts where the exchanlge of their money
for ours is impossible. It is very greatly to our in-
terest ta let them come in without their trip involving
any trouble in changing their money. Considering
how welcome is their business it'rather savors of
incivility ta place any obstacles in the way of American
travellers visiting Canada.

Several traders doing a large business seem only
anxious ta get all the money Ainericans can spend
while here. One merchant said to us ; "I wish ta
goodness I could take $10,000 a day in American
money." Bis aspiration expresses the general feeling of
storekeepers and hotel proprietors. We note the Govern-
ment has instructed its ofEcials on theIntercolonial toof-
fer no objections ta Americantravellerspaying for tickets,
&c., in their own currency, doubtless from the very
businesslike motive of a desire ta make our visitors feel
at hone in, and attracted ta Canada. As ta stopping
mutilated coins, or torn greenbacks, there is no room
for two opinions; they are not legally current money
auywhere. The most effective way.out 6f any difficulty
fromn a redundance of American money would be ta ar-
range for its more economic exchange, and transmis-
sion to the States by the banks.

We understand that the banks are already taking
steps, both in regard ta American silver certificates and
other American paper money which seem reasonable
under the circumstances. They propose ta charge a
small discount upon the bills, the amount of this dis-
count being sufficient only ta pay express charges upon
their transmission to New York tog-ther with what
snall loss there inay be on the sale of f unds payable in
New York. 'Ihere is not any disposition on the part
of the banks just now ta charge a discount of 10 per
cent on American bills. . It is a well known fact that
the Americans themselves have, by legislation, imposed
a tax of 10 per cent upon the issue of our bills in their
country, and it is thought by many that we should do
likewise with respect ta theirs. This would not seem
however ta be the opinion of banking people who have
no desire ta increase the confusion which exists already
concerning the Anierican monetary question.

In regard ta Amnerican silver coin now circulating in
this country, this part of the question seemns ta call, for
an iminmediate remedy, a very large amount of these
coins circulates in this country, consisting of quarters
and five and ten cent pieces, wlih are used ta form
sinall " change," these being needed because wve have
not enougli silver currency of our own for purposes of
"change.'

We vant a considerable aiount of silver as subsidi-
ary coin, and there is no good reason why we should
not have enough of our town for the natural needs of
the country, or why we should have American silver in
place of our own, especially when our government
could sa easily supply this need. Instead of doing so
at a loss to"themselves, they would on:the contrary
make alarge profit by the transaction. At the þreie'nt



piice of silver bullion the conversion of bars into coin
is an operation by which the government could double
its money. This is not a question of unlimited coinage
or debasing the currency, but is a question, rather, of
enlarging the volume of our silver currency on the
ratio already admitted, and it is a question besides of
substituting new Canadian coins of full weight for
American coins that are abraded, defaced or perforated.
In order to bring about the change effectively and to
make room for the new coin which the governmenq
would issue, the American 'coin should-be bought up
and shipped out-as was done once before. There would
be a first loss upon the purehase and resale of these.
coins, but this loss would be made up, and a great gain
would accrue to the governmentby the substitution of
an equal amount of our own coinage.

GELATINE PRINTING PROCESS.
The property possessed by formic aldéhyde of hardening

gelatine has been taken advantage of by an Engli sh inventor
in the devising of a new mechanical printing process from
gelatine. The method secures a sensitized film which will
give a positive direct or a negative suitable for photo-
mechanical printing. The sensitive film contains gelatine,
formic aldehyde and salt, such as ferrie chloride, which is re-
duced by the action of light. The formic aldehyde, which
renders gelatine insoluble, is oxidized to formie acid whore
the light impinges, and leaves the film soluble in these
parts. The positive is thon developed by warm water. To
produce a négative formalin sulphite is added ta the gélatine
and reducible salt. When the light acts the sulphurous acid
is oxidized and sets the formalin free, so that it can coin-
ine with the gelatine and render it insoluble. These noga-

bives are suitable for photo-inochanical printing.

A NEW INDUSTRY IN. NEWFOUNDLAND.

_Weare in-receipt of a sample of Cod Liver Oil prepared in
Nçewfoundland, The officinal 011 of our drug stores comes
chiefiy from the refineries of Norway, The value of this oil as
a flesli prodgcer and its use so largely in cases of pulmonary
phthisis (consumption) are considerably affected by the-to many
persons-disagreeable fishy smell and taste which characterize
the unrefined or imperfectly prepared article. We are glad ta
learn that the people of Newfoundland have at length waked up
ta the advantages ta be derived from the utilizing of a raw pro-
duct which is in never-failing abundance on their hands and
which they should supply directly to the whole world-to Canada
at least-instead of being obliged ta send iL ta Norway ta fit iL
for general use. As the codfish is of better quality than along
the shores of north-western Europe, the livers and the oil ex-
pressed should be proportionately better, and their abondance
should prevent the adulteration by means of the menhaden, the
shark and other flsh-oils which have come so much into use lu
warmer seas. IL is ta be hoped the new enterprise and the gen-
tleman engaged In it may receive every*encouragement from the
trade, and thus add one more ta the Lies that should bind us
closer to our fellow-colonists ln.Newfoundland,

THE FIRE RECORD.

The fancy dry goods
trade will note as significant that a promi-
nent wholesale house has settled at thirty
cents in the dollar, but the trouble was due
chiefly to a protracted and unfortunate
lawsuit with former partners rather than to
anything in the business itself. The firm
continues with clearer prospects, and with
their season's stock full and well selected.
In hardware Canada plates have advanced,
and there Is more life in the lines used by
stove and furnace manfacturers, but other-
wise there la very little new to report. In
groceries, an average business was done
in all lines, but nothing calling for par-
ticular comment. The feature ln paints
and oils is the continued and increased
strength of castor oil. The supplies from
Calcutta have not arrived as yet, and a fur-
ther advance in London makes the price
equal to half a cent. higher than the
quoted price here. Turpentine and linseed
oil are weak and dull, though not quotably
changed. In other lines there has been a
fair business at steady prices. Collections
are only moderate generally, although one
or two merchants express satisfaction.

AsHEs-Receipts have been moderate
but the demand for export is light. First
pots sell at $3.50 to $3.55 ; seconds, $3.05
to $3.10 Pearls quiet at $4.50 for flrst sort.
Received since 1st January, 1396 brls, pots,
244 brls. pearls ; delivered, 1867 brls. pots,
204 brls. pearls. In store 3rd September
at noon, 184 bris. pots, 73 brls. pearls.

BEANs -The market le as dull as ever,
and the supply largely exceeds the de-
Prices, consequently are only nominal, and
almost any reasonable offer would be
accepted to move large lots.

BoOTs AND SHOEs -Manufacturers are
still fairly busy working on fall orders but
report considerable room for improvement.
During the next few weeks, however, the
sorting trade l expected to cause more
activity, and in consequence the feeling la
more hopeful. Samples fdr next spring
are already under way, but the leather
merchants are not reaping much benefit
as yet, from this, and do not expect to until
spring orders begin to arrive. Retailers
report a moderate week's trading. Collec-
tions generally are said to be fairly satis-
factory.

CEMMENT-A fair business was done this
week, but chiefly in small lots. No change
la reported in prices, which are now $1.80
to $1.90 for Belgian cement. $1.90 to $2 for
English, and flrebricks. $15 to $21 per
thousand. Receipts during the week were
nil.

DaY GooDs- Wholesalers report trade
as about the same as a week ago, but are
more hopeful. They look forward to a
decided improvement in business about
the middle of the present month, as crops
will by then be practically all harvested.
A few sorting orders have already been
received, but they have not been very
extensive in volume. The fall millinery
openings were .eld during the week, and
attracted quite a number of visitors to the
city. Some novel designs were on exhibi.
tion and a good number of orders were
placed. They were in most cases only
emall, however, as the visitors, as is usually
the case, came more to see the new styles
than to make actual purchases. The city
and suburban retail trade has been fairly
good, while collections were only moderate.
A New York report said : The Improve-
ment noted at last review ln the volume of
general business passing in the cotton
goods division has been well sustained ; in
a number of quarters it ls reported to have
shown still further expansion, Buying

has not, however, taken on any new char-
acteristics, it la stili of the same conserva-
tive nature as before. This is indicated by
the fact that orders were individually for
limited quantities, and with very rare ex-
ceptions for speedy delivery. A gain in
volume under such conditions points very
clearly to a freer distribution of merchan-
dise from second hands, and quite in keep-
ing with reports coming forward from day
to day of a fair jobbing trade in different
parts of the country.

FisH.-No material change can be noted
from the conditions prevailing a week ago
for fresh flsh. Haddock is still scarce and
flrm at Sc to 33%c lb, with obier,lines un-
changed. Salt Maritime mackerel sella at
$13 to $13.50 per barrel. The remaining
1895 British Columbia salmon and Cape
Breton herring offer at $10.50 to $10.75 and
$3.25 respectively.

FLOUR-An average business has been
done during the week in both Ontario and
Manitoba grades. On Wednesday a sale
of 5,000 sacks, each 200 lbs., of Manitoba
flour was put through on privàte terms for
direct shipment to Sydney, Australia, while
on the same day a sale of 1000 sacks old
Ontario fall wheat flour was made on local
account, said to be at $1.60. General local
business is fair and prices steady. Busi-
ness in oatmeal la dull and prices more or
less irregular, while the feed market
shows no new feature. Trading la quiet
and prices nominal.

GRAIN - Quietude reigne in both local
and export business. A few small sales of
oats have been made at from 25c to 2534c,
while peas, barley and other lines are dull
and easy. Large quantities of corn and
wheat are, however, going forward on each
week's steamers, but these represent old
transactions. Cable advices to the Board
of Trade were as follows :- London-Car-
goes off coast: Wheat la quiet and partially
2d to 6d lower ; maize, quiet. Cargoes on
passage, wheat dull, partially -. 3d to 6d
lower ; maize, quiet and steady.

GREEN FRuIT-Apples are again a glut
in the market.' Despite a good demand
supplies are excessive, and prices, conse-
quently, lower. Good fall stock can now
be bougbt as low as 75c per barrel to $1.25,
while a few fancy red offer freely at $1.50
to $1.75. The return of colder weather has
materially checked the demand for lemons,
and prices have fallen to $2 to $3.50 for
choice stock. A few new Berdellis have
arrived, and In cases of 420 realize $7.50
per case. California pears are very scarce
and firm, while otherlines of fruit, particu-
larly Canadian, are in abundant supply.
Saguenay blueberries are lower, and offer
freely at 65c to 75c per 22 quart box. Other
prices are about as follows: OrxLges,
Messina, per box, $6.00 to $7.00 ; Jemons,
$2.00 to $3.50, choice, and $7.50 per case
of 420 for new Berdelli; bananas, 75c to
$1.25 per bunch ; apples, 75c to $1.50 per
bbl.; cocoanuts, bags, $4.00 to $4.25 per
hundred ; California peaches, $1 to $1.25;
California plums, $1.25 to $1.50; California
pears, $1.75 to $2.25 ; blueberries, 65c to
75e per 22 quart box; Canadian pluma,
40c to 50c per basket; Canadian pears,
$2.50 to $4. per brl; grapes, blie, 1%c to
2c lb ; red, 2%c to 8e lb ; Niagara, 2340 to
3e lb; Delaware, 30c to 85C per 10 lb.

GRocERIEs.-Duliness la now the 'only
feature of the local sugar market. There
la still some demand for preserving pur-
poses, but this comprises almost all the
business. Granulated la quoted at the
refinerles at 4%4c. to 4%c. as to size of lot,
and yellows at 3%c. to 3%c. according to
quality. A New York dispate:h says of the
raw market :-The unsettled condition of
the London market caused unsettlement
here, and values are more or less nominal.
In'London,cane sugar la unchanged, but on
the current month was marked down 1>(d.
The stock of beet in the United Kingdom
la now 159,000 tons, against 164,000 last
week. The unsettled feeling here leads
to a wide difference of opinion as to trade
and value, and some holders are not offer-
ing their sugar. The trade in tea la smali,
but prices generally hold steady. Some
few sales of medium Japans at 15c to 18e,
and finer qualities at 20 to 30c. The coffee
market continues quiet and disposed to
weakness, while Barbadoes molasses la
barely steady around 27c. in lots and 30c.
In smaller quantities. The rice markét la
quiet locally. Talmage, New Orleans,
telegraphs Louisiana crop movement to
date : Receipts, rough, inclusive of amount
carried over, 238,015 sacks ; last year,
98,262 sacks. Sales cleaned (est), 14,805
bbls ; last year, 10,027 bbls. Market active
and advancing. In comparison with last
year, receipts one-half ; sales 75 per ce-nt
more. Talmage, Charleston, telegraphs
Carolina crop movement to date: Receipt,
cleaned, 63,060 bbls. Sales, 62,740 bble.
Receipts light ; prices firm. In canned
goods and dried fruit there la little doing,
although a few sales of California and
Valencia raisins have been made for for-
ward delivery. In talking over the situa-
tion regarding California fruit, a represen-
tative of a San Francisco house said that
his advices indicated a stronger feeling in
California than was manifested here. Ail
linos, except possibly prunes, seemed, ho
said, to be firm in the primary market "If
we had the goods right here now," ho con-
tinued, "we could undoubtedly sell them
at botter or at equally as good prices as
are quoted for stock to arrive, as there la a
distinct disinclination on the part of
Eastern buyers to contract for future sup-
plies, although it la generally admitted
that present stocks here are small. A late
circular says regarding figs that latest
advices from Smyrna are to the effect that
the first shipments left Aug. 27th and
should arrive in New York between Sept.
24th and 27th. The crop la about ten days
later la maturing than last season, but 1a
reported a good one, botli as to quality
and quantity. The consumption of this
article is mainly divided between England
and the United States, the latter taking
somewhat the larger portion.

HARDWARE AND METALS -The only
change to note la an advance of 5c in Can-
ada plates, which are In somewhat botter
demand. Other linos showno change
from a week ago, and business generally
la only quiet, Prices are steady outside of
the advance named and generally un-
changed.

HAY-Local business la very quiet, the
principal tradlng being by cattle shippers.

PAINTS AN) Oiits -The feature of the
market is its dullness. Castor oil continues
very firm, tlioug'h not quotably changed
here. The supplies expected from Calcutta
have not yet come te hand and advices from
London report a further advance there,
On the basis of prosent prices in London
the oil would cost 8e laid down here, al-
though the local quotation is still only 7%c.
Turpentine and linseed oil are still very
weak though not quotably changod.
Other linos are quiet and steady, while
collections are said to be fairly satisfactory.

PETROLEUM - Business is picking up
very well and the market begins te wear
a very active appearance.

-A GLA'r amount of talk is being in-
dulged in about the low price of wheat
says an American contemporary, and a cer-
tain class of so.called economists attribute
the decline ta the lack of money, especially
of the cheap kind. But the facts show
that the decline in the value of wheat since
the seventies has resulted from excess of
production ln comparison to the consamp-
tIve demand. Prom 1809-72 inclusive, the
United States annually produced an aver-
age of 244,187,750 bushels. In the four
years 189s-95 the average crop was 510,-
000,000, according to the Cincinnati Price.
Current which ls generally considered a
better authority than the Dopartment of
Agriculture. The population of the United
States increased perhaps a little more than
10 per cent during the period covered by
these figures, white the wheat product
more than doubled. Besides Canada, Rus-
sia, and the Argentine Republic have
greatly lncreased their exports of wheat ta
the world's markets. Is it ta be wondered
at, then, that there has been a decline in
the price of wheat?

lineal measure ; but in London, some cen
turies ago, in Dorgate yard, near by the
docks, a yard or storage place was- set
apart for handling steel that was brought
over te England by the Hanse (North Ger-
man) steel makers. To weigh such heavy
metal a machine was devised, and it took
the name of the place where it was used
andlhas kept it, though the steel yard on
Costius Lane has long since disappeared.
The word is found in none other than the
English language, though the steel yard
is universal. Scales : The bowls or pans
of a balance. Latin, bilanx-bi, two, lanx,
pan-two pans suspended froin a balanc-
ing beam. Sales, or balances, are of great
antiquity, and are first found on the inner
walls of religious temples in Egypt, as
being used for weighing luman souls te
ascertain whether they shall be admitted
into heaven or sentenced for a term in
purgatory. They were also nsed to a great
extent for commercial weigning. The
history of scales is full of interest. But
there are no scales, Scale means a shell,
as of a fIlsh, oyster, or nut, and time was
when these scales were suspended from
the balance beam-not now. Metal bowls
or pans are used instead. The name abides,
but the scale itself bas disappeared from
the weighing machine. .

. THE DANGERS OF BELTING.
Probably few persons, whether mechan-

ics or not, realize how many accidents
occur in connection wlth belting, and how
many of these accidents are fatal. With.
a full appreciation of the dangers of steam

boilers, circular saws, cheap elevators, and
similar terrors of the mechanical world,
the beit seems to- lie able to hold its own
with any of them as an agent of destruc-
tion. As belts are il use wherever ma-
chinery turns, so the accidents caused bÿ
them are distributed. over the whole land,
and no complete record of them is ever
compiled, no comprehensive view of their
malignant work is ever obtained by any
individual ; but, wherever one may live,
lie will find the local press occasionally
telling of one of these casualties, usually
with horrifying details of whirling limbs
.and scattered brains.

These belting accidents are, as a rule,
usually the result of carelessuess or of Ig-
norance, the latter case too often meaning
the carelessness of another wbo has per-
mitted the ignorant exposure. After.
nearly every accident it might be truth-
fully renarked that it need net have
occurred if everything had been ail riglit
and if someone had not done wrong.
Belting accidents do not occur where beIlts
are running steadily and where they are.
left alone. They never chase their vin-
tims, but they do sometimes suggest the
existence of some power of fascination to
draw the innocent toward then.

UNUSUAL FLY WHEELS.

The groat velocity at which fly wheels
are driven and the cousequent casualties
that have become a matter of weekly re-
port are evidence of slow evolution in pro-
Viding for known vants. The sudden ad-
vent of electrical apparatus and its high
speeds found people making fly wheels of
cast iron, with a narrow factor of safety, or
indeed, no factor of safety at ail, if we

consider the impossiliulity of detecting in-
herent strains and iLiperfectiins in this
material. No one cau know the \ alue of
material mo'ded into form at a tempera-
ture of 2,000 degrees and then cooled
down ta a fortieth of this temperature, nor
can they judge internai structure by sur-
face indications. Tho -fact is that cast
iron is notsuitable material for fly wheels
that are to be driven St high speed, nor is
it necessary to make them of that materlal.
There is net aven the claim of cheapness
in their favor, if the methods of makling
suci wheeis of wrought iron and steel
were once worked oui. Twenty years ago
a Scotch firm, who had to make a large fly
wheel for a spinning wheel, riveted up a
box rim,made fromn rolled plates, and filled
it with cemented masonry or " gront," and
did a very sensible tling. The strength
of rolled sections is tolerably well known,
their integrity is beyond doubt, or can lie
se, and all that is wanting is some ingenu-
ity and experiment ta substitute this kind
of material. One res.on for using cast
irou for fly wheels is ta attain asection and
stiffness of arms that ill, in the plane of
rotation, resist the inertia and momentum
of the rim. The sections Of wrought iron
spolkes required for radial or centrifugai
strain are by far tao weak for the driving
strains, but this is easily provided for by
diagonals as In the case of other iron
structures.

CARBIDE OP CALCIUM.

A new process has been developed in
Paris for the manufacture of carbide of
calcium by M. Patin, a well-known French
engineer. The cost of the production of
this substance lias hitherto been about

prohlibitory; but by M. Patin's process,
which is lin actual practical operation in
Paris, it is claimed the cost has been re-
duced ta $40, and In districts where there
la command of water power it can, it la
said, be manufactured for $30 to $85. This
is a very important matter, as bearing on
the future of acetylene gas. Such gas, -as
is well known, gives a very brilliant light,
but, owing in part to the higli cost of ifs
production, it has not hitherto made 'the
progress that would otherwise have been
expected. With carbide at $85 or $40.
acetylene gas may have a future.

A NEW LAMP.
A novel incandescent lamp bas ju st been

devised in Gernany, which. according to
the Retitow Scientifirue, requires no system
of gas pipes for its supply, but produces a
vapor which heats ta whiteness an incom-
bustible nantle, the heating agent em-
ployed being crude alcohol. The lamp is
at once a gas generator and a burner.
The generating portion contains two tubes
fitted with wicks and joining at the upper
part. Between tliem is placed a small
burner which evaporates the alcoliol drawn
up the wicks, while the vapor thus formed
ai mixed in a Bunsen burner with a cer-
tain volume of air and burned, bringing te
a high temperature a netting of metailli
oxides and producing a beautifil white
liglit. Precautions have been' takeri to
preserve the inantle for the longest-possi-
ble period, they lasting througli 800 hours
of lighting.
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FOR SHOWING EVENING GOODS.

Few stores in the smaller towns have
any way of showing evening goods except
by daylight. This plan ls unsatisfactory
to customers, for they cannot obtain a very
good Idea as to how the goods will look by
gaslight. A place can be fitted up at
small expense for showing evening goods
which will answer the purpose and be ap-
preciated by your customers. At the
place where daylight Is poorest in the de-
partment have four or five incandescent,
gas or oil lights attached ta the top of the
shelving, with a reflector behind them set
at an angle which will throw the light on-
ta the counter. Attach two uprlght iron
rods to the front of the counter running up
as iigh as the shelving, stri'g wires
tightly fron these to the edge of the
shelving, and hang a black curtain on
each. Wheri it is dosired ta show evenlng
goods turn on the lights, draw the car-
tains, and you will have a pla-e where the
customer can tell exactly how the goods
will look hy artificial light. The space
noed not be over six f£et long, and can be
used for other purposes except whon
showing evening goods.

INDIA'S COAL PRODUCTION.

The production of coal in India is
steadily increasing. In 1885 there were
minned 1,295,000 tons, while last year the
figures wore increased ta 8,107,000 tons.
The Bengal colleries are responsible for
about two anid a half millions of the to-
tal. Much attention has aise been paid
of late years to the discovery of mineral
ail wells, but the success attained lias not
been very encouragiig so far, thougli
some 30,000 gallons of ail were obtained
fron the Digboi tield in 1895. The bor-
ing at Sukkur lias failed ta reach an oil
bed, thougli it has, bi carried ta a depth
of 1,500 feet, and is ta be sunk 200 feet
further before being abaidoned.

FLOUR IN CHINA.

In1 1870 the Cantonese imported a few
hiundred sacks, since which time the trade
lias increased until ILt lias reaclied immense
proportions. The connon people arte
now commencing ta use bread, and this is
probably the roason for the increased im-
portation. Flour, after reaching the
Orient, is lianîdled almiost exclusively by
Cliniiese ierchants. Fori integrity, square
dealing, proiiptiness in imlaking payient,
and for general liones ty the Chiniese mlner-
chants are excellent people ta do business
vith. Of the millions or dolhirs' worth of

flour purchased by themn ii the last twenty
Yve years, we have never heard of a man

who lias lost so miicli as onle cent by
thiem. The aimount lianiilled by theni last
year approximated $30,000,000.

-A coNTinirotonanîy figures out-that this
year fuîlly 800,000 bicycles will have been
manufactured in the United States. Nearly
all tiese have been equipped with wood
rimas. Eacl rim requires 234 feet of
lunimber, and allowing one-third for waste,
tlit would mean 6,000,0 0 feet of luimber
used for riais during the year. The most
of this material is rock clim. It is now
proposed ta Introduce the wood handle
bar. Like the wood rîni wlen it was first
brouglit out the idea of using wood
liandle bars lias been ridiculed, but its
good points are becominng recognised.
Hlickory and a little ash will be enmployed.
The lise tif wood instead of steel piping
will ligiten tie weiglit of the machine, a
result whicl is ligl!y desi rable.
