when English statesmen encouraged, and executed
the Revolution of 1848, Austria swarmed with Bi-
blical agents, with political correspondents.

The same policy is adopted in every Catholic
country, sustained by ryriad agents, paid by millions
of money, and calculating on success from the publi-
cation at hiome of the grossest lies that ever degraded
the foul invention of the inost opprobrious deliberate
calumniator. - The modern revolutions in Spain,
France, and Portugal, are repeated instances of this
scheme ; and while it degrades England abroad, it
debases ber at home and lays the foundation of an
internal disease, which diminishes the strength, blasts
the social bappiness, and retards the development of
her national resources. y -

The worst. feature of this system of religious re-
volution and imposture is not the successfal plunder
on which it.lives; the most disastrous result of this
Biblical.conspiracy is the fact that it hasunchristian-
ized England and depopulated Ireland. The Eng
lish pulpit baving no topic but ¢ the errors of Pope-
ry,” the people,.as a matter of course, have no reli-
gion of their own; and they have no religion. The
Irish pulpit sejeradds to the errors of Popery the
new topic of hatred to the Papists themselves ; and
hence hatred of our supposed doctrine, and hatred of
‘our race, produces uot only irreligior, as in England,
but "also the extermination of the people! T pray
your Excellency °to bear with me on this subject,
which I bave studied deeply : ‘bear ‘my proofs, and
attend to my experience, and judge the accuracy of
‘my conclusions.

"Here, from the official report of .2 Protestant gen-
tleman, it appears- that the Dissenters are nearly
equal to the Church-of-England worshippers in" Li-
verpool ; and again, that nearly the one-half; in both
cases, do not attend any worship of a Sunday.

The city of London, with its near and distant sub-
urbs, contains a population little short of three wmil-
lions. Nearly hali this population are Dissenters ;
and amongst the remaining half, which are called
Protestants, are to be found practical, avowed Inf-
dels, haring official Counventicles of Infidelity, where
the doctrines of Paine and Straus are publicly preach-
ed: herealso may be seen tens of thousands who
never frequent any worship, the parochial London
churches having, on an average, on Sundays, only
about fifty persons present ! and the character of the
remainder may be learned from a Protestant journal,
the Saturday Review, which gives the following
frightful picture of the irreligion of the lower classes
in Liondon :—

* Could the statistica of cur existing Sunday observ-
ances be obtained, they would prove that in spite of, as
many think by means of, this assomed traditionary re-
verence for a atrict Sanday, the lower clagses of London
are almost to a man alienated from religion. The solid
fact remaing that the extant religionism of England, as it
affects the lower classes, faila—ard fails egregiously.—
The question i3 not bstween a Sunday-keeping gopulation
with crowded churches and meeting houses, and a possi-
ble or probable loosening of such vigorous and operative
religious influences. We have todo with a population
notoriously, palpably, aad almost exclasively irreligioas,
sullen, apathetic, ignorant, and debagsed—untouched by
the finer feelings, incapable of other than the lowest emo-
tiong, addicted to the vulgarest stimulants, aarefined by
art, or by the highet susceptibilities of buman natare.—
We bave not to deal with a quarter of a million of church-
goers, but with a quarter of a million of dul}, stupid, apa-
thetic bodies who either spend the Sunday in sottishness
or sleep, orin the debniing attractions of the pothouss
aud-the guingettes."

On Sunday, the 11th of May, his proceed-
ings and schools were the subject of an altar denunciation
in the neighboring Roman Catholic chapel, in which they
were held up to odium and popular abhorrence, and be-
fore the week had terminated, on the following Tuesday
night, Mr. Synge's cottage at Rathmore, his school bouse,
and several houses of his cottiers, whose children attend
his schools, were asgailed by a party, who demolished all
the windows with stones, and on the same night the house
of a woman, named Mary Coy, also at Rathmore, was ma-
liciougly set on fire, the fumes of which awoke thoinmates
in guficient time to make their escape, and gave an alarm
to some friends residing cloge beside, by whom the flames
were extinguished. Mr. Synge has had frequent escapes
from assassination, On ome occasion he was fired at in
the county Clare, when seven slugs were lodged in his
body, and his servant shot dead by his side. Again, inths
same county, in the noon-day, he was fired at and struck,
but the bullet was providentially intercepted by his Bible,
carried in his breast pocket, in the leaves of which it was
found, having stopped at the remarkable passage~—Johsn,
17th chapter, 1ith verge—* Holy Father, keep through
thine own name thoge whom thou hast given me, that they
may be one, aswe are.! He was algo fired at near his re-
gidence in this county, when engaged in religious oxec-
cises. Itisa lamentablé state o gociety that such a gea-
tleman as Mr, Synge should receive such a requital for his
many acts of charity and Christian philanthropy.”

EIGHTH LETTER.
TO HIS EXCELLENCY THE EARL OF CARLISLE,

Moore’s Hotel, Limerick, June 4, 1836,

My Lord—The late mention of Mr. Miall, for
the disendowment by the State of all religions, is the
most important fact in the modern history of England.
If such a Bill were proposed to be introduced even
tweaty years ago, it would be scouted with indignant
contempt ; but the temper of the times is changed ;
the enormous revenues, the total neglect, the varying
creed, the relentless tyranny, and the social discord,
which mark the character of Protestantism bave excit-
ed the hatred and the disgust of all men of sound judg-
ment of every religious denomination in these countries
and hence a formidable, and a compact body : of one
bundred and nineteen representatives, (or as they are
-called valuntaries) bave combined, at a moath’s no-
tice, to put an end to the spoliation and imposture of
the Church Establishment. I need scarcely say to
your Excellency, that this determined section of the
House of Commons, bent on one defined object, seek-
ing no place, or peasion, working together without
fee or reward, can carry any measure they may
please to demand. The doom of the Protestapt
Church Establishment has, therefore, been decided,
executed, and sealed, on the 24th of last May ; and
will become the law of the land in a shorter period
than could have been possibly anticipated, even
within the last year. ‘
Your Excellency is aware that a society, called
“ the Saciety for the Liberation of Religion from
State Patronage and Control,” bad been formed in
England in the year 1844. During the first three
years their progress was slow ; but they were deter-
mined never to abandon their project; and so steady
bas been their advancement that at this moment they
are, perhaps, the most powerful party in the House
of Commons. In July, 1855, they published the
first number of their monthly. official gazette, the
Lzberator : and any one who chooses to read the
pages of this clear, business-like little publication,

-wiil soon have learned from their income, committee,

and delegates that this society holds at this ‘moment

This
Bill, thanks to the trickery of the Ministry, has been
allowed to lie over till the last moment of. the Ses-
sion ; though had they been in earnest in their pro-
fessions of a desire todo justice to Catholics, it might
have been passed in the course of the spring.. At the

part of its official programme. As it is, Ministers
boast that they can buy and sell us like a flock of
sheep.

Tt isa proud boast with Americans that their insti~
tutions are much superior to those of the coun-
tries of Turope ; in theory indeed they may be ad-
mirable; but, we must say, in practice they are
most ~ oppressive _to Catholics, on whose necks

In the
afternoon, the officers and men.sat down to a_repast
prepared for them by the citizensin the City Concert
Hall; to which due honor was done; and after which
many appropriate speéchps, 10.3515, and ‘songs ‘were
delivered to the great satisfaction of the guests, who
were all mutvally well pleased with one another.

In returning thanks for their present, the Sergeant
took occasion to compliment the Company upon their
excellent appearance, and the proficiency they had
displayed in their exercises.. He also, incidentally,
alluded to the possibility of their being called upon
shortly to put in practice against their “Know-
Nothing” " neighbors on the other side of the lines,
some of those instructions of which they bad lately
been acquiring the théory. Thissuggestion was well
received; and elicited from the Company—who are
all, we heliere, Trishmen and Catholics—a very sig-
pificant and unmistakeable mark of approbation.

It would not have been so'some {en years ago.—
God knows how little cause Trishmen have to feel
enthusiasm for British rule, or to shed their blood in
battle with Britain’s enemies ;- nor is it strange, con-
sidering how Ireland has been dealt with, that, by the
Trish, the Government of Great Britain bas long been
looked upon as the natural enemy of their country
and their religion—and that of the United States as
their -natural friend and- protector. A great change
has however taken place wilhin the'last few years—
thanks to the intensity of Yankee Protestantism, and
to the spread of ¢ Know-Nothingism” in the neigh-
boring Republic. , o :

Indeed the % Know-Notbings” Lave approved them-
selves the very best. friends that ever Great Britain
bad on this Continent. They bave alienated, we
hope “for ever; the affections of the Trish Catholic ;
and they have inspired him with' a lively hatred of
Yankee republicanism, and 3. well founded horror. of
Protestant democracy. .. The Irish know now—{rom
the sad experience of - their race in the United Stales
—from church and convent burpings—{rom mid-day
massacres; and midnight conflagrations—from the
torchof the incendiary; and the knife “reeking “with
the blood-of ‘their wives and'little ones—from their
priests brutally treated, and their Sisters of Charity

‘barbarously: outraged—that the bitterest foes of their

‘race and creed, are to be ‘fotind, not in the Old; but
.in the New. World ; and that even the Orange land-

lord is as™an angel of justice and merey, in compari-
son with the true born Yankee ¢ natyve” Protestant.
-This is the lesson that the Trish Citholics in America
have learnt from the “Xnow-Nothings—this the
meaning of the applause with which they hailed the
intimation, that they might soon bave a chance of set-
tling a long outstanding account with their Yankee
persecutors. That cheer was significant, not so much
of love for British rule, as of hatred of Yankeeism. .
Besides, the Irish Catholics of Canada well know
that, whatever it may have been at home, DBritish
rule in this country is, upon the whole, just, impar-
tial, and beneficent ; and that in the permanence of
that rule is the best security for .the permanence of
their civil and religious liberties. They kuow too,
that, on this Continent, Catholicity has nothing. to
dread from either monarchy or aristocracy ; but that
it is threatened by, and has every thing to fear from,
the spread of Protestant democracy, and Yankee
principles.  They know also full well that, if in Up-
per, or Protestant Canada, their brethren are denied
‘those rights which they themselves enjoy.in common
with their fellow-citizens of all origins, and .ol all
denominations, in Lower, or Catholic Canada, it is
owing, not to British connection, not to the prepon-
derance either of the monarchical ov aristocratic
element in our constitution—but rather to the want
of these, and to the consequent absence of any effi-
cient check upon the tyranny of Protestant dema-
goguism. The Irish Catholic in Canada has there-
fore the strongest motives, for maintaining his British
connection, and for resisting everything that has a
tendency to assimilate our Canadian institutions to
those of the United States.

A PermiNeaT SucGEsTiON.—A correspondent
of the Dublin Weelkily Telegraph suggests that it
would not be amiss were Irish Catholics to offer their
services to the Sovereign Pontiff, in the event of
England putting its threat of interference with the
interpal aflairs of Italy,- into execmtion. ¢ To use
Mr. Gladstones words”—says the writer—* e are
bound to see that those who profess the same faith
with ourselves are not trampled on.’ These words,
gravely uttered in the House of Commons by an en-
thusiast, should become a text for all the Catholic
papers’in Ireland to agitate, and thus show England
that 100,000 men (without even bounty to induce
them) were available for an emergency.”

The doctrine enunciated in the above dictum of
the English Protestant statesman—to the effect, that
“English Protestants ¢ are bound to see that those
who profess the same faith with themselves, are not
trampled wpon”—might also be very laudably as-
serted and acted upon by -the Cathelic Powers of
Europe. They also are bound to see that those who
profess the same Catholic faith with themselves are
not trampled upon ;-and if, upon this principle, Pro-
testants are justified in interfering witl'tle internal
affairs of Italy in bebalf of its Non-Catholic sub-
jects, so also, and vpon the same principle, must the
Catholic Powers of Europe be called upon to inter-
fere with the internal affairs of Ireland, and in bebalf
of the oppressed Irish Catholic subjects of Protest-
ant England.

Whatever may be 1he grievances of the Protestant
subjects of Austria, or of the Ttalian Sovereigns, no
one who has any, the least, acquaintance with the
facts of modern history, or the slightest regard for
truth, will venture to assert that they are worthy of
comparison with the “monster grievances”of which the,
Catholics of Ireland have to complain. In the wide
world, there is not, as even Protestant writers have,
in moments of candor, been themselves forced to ad-
mit——there is not in the wide world a grievance so
monstrous as the Protestant Establishment of Treland.
Compared with this monster iniquity, all other iniqui-
ties seem small, trifling, almost amiable. Why then,
if the Protestant Government of Great Britain per-
sists in its design of fomenting insurrection and rebel-
lion in the Ttalian Peninsula, should not the Catholic
Governments of the Continent retaliate by giving
their aid and countenance to the Catholics of Ireland
—by insisting upon the restoration of the Church
property of Great Britain to its ancient and legiti-
mate owners—and by peremptorily demanding the
repeal of all Penal Laws against Catholics, the late
Ecclesiastical Titles Bill included? Yes—it is as
much the bounden duty of Catholic France to see
‘that those who profess the same Catholic faith in Ire-
land be “not trampled upon™ by the iron heel of
Protestant tyranny, as it is the duty of England to
remonstrate with the smaller Ttalian States, or to
countenance the revelutionary projects of a Mazzini,
a Kossutb, or a Cavour.

ITALY.

It is stated that the [talian Powers have respond-
ed to the Austrian Circular of the 18th of May, by
expressing their acquiescence in its sentiments, and
rejecting the -pretensions of the Sardinian Govern-
ment to speak in the name of Italy.
