Tur Sistsrs oF MERCY AND THE BALLINASLOR
Uxiox.—The Dublin Correspondent of the Zimee
writes Aug 13:~There was a greal batile at the
Ballinasloe Uniou yesterday about the long-contest-
ed point of the admission of Siaters of Mercy to visit
and instruct the Roman Catholic paupers ia the
workhouse. Tho Podr Law Commissioners having
been appealed to, they announced that they eater-
teined no doubt- that it was legal for the Bourd to
admit those 1ndies as Sisters to the Roman Oatbolic
inmates. It bad hee daue it the Unions of Ballina,
Bantry, Cork, Drogheda, Ducgancon, Enniscorthy,
Killareey, Kilmallock, Kinsale, Navan, and Tober-
curry, and no -evil consoquences had resuited. The
Ballinasloe Board also got the lezal opinion of Mr.
Brewster, Q.C., which was rather ambiguons, Yes-
terdsy Alderman Reynolds moved a resolution for
tbe admission of the Sisters. It was supported by &
mejority of the guerdians, including Protestants;
but the chairmap, Lord Clancarty, refused to pul
the resolution, as being, in bis opinionm, iliegal.
Hours were speot in discussion on the subject. Ul-
timately Alderinan Reynolds was induced to modify
hia resolution, and it was then putand carried.
Consequently the Sisters of Merey are to be admitted
at all rensonable hours to visit and instruct the Ro-
man Catbolic paupers.

Exiarariaxy to AMericA.—The number of emi-
grunts passing through this port to the United States
of America a:ill continues very Iarge, notwithstand.-
ing the inducement of n good harvest 1o keep them
at home. Yesterday there were iwo departures [rom
Queenstown for New York. The Inmau line (38)
City of Wasbhington, arrived {rom Liverpool at 12.28
p.m. after a rapid run dowr the channel, and luving
embarked nbout 250 passengers, the Uniied States
mzils, end Intest telegrama, proceceded. The power-
ful screw steamer Vicegioin helonging to the New
Uuion line, arrived the previons evening from Liver-
vool, and.embarked closo ou to 400 passengers, in
addition to upwards of 500 emburked on her port of
departure. In both cases there wea3a considerable
proportion of farm Inborers, mnoy of whom were ac-
companied by their sisters, and the great bulk of
those hird their paszages prepaid by friends in Ame-
rica. The reduced fares seem to be an additionul
inducement to the poorer classes to emigrate, There
wa3s also a large proportion of artisans and small
tradespeople, and all presented, &s n rulé, ao appear-
apce of some degree of ccmiort: The Virginia pro-
ceeded 21 twelve o'clock.— Cork feralid,

More Onaxcr DExoNsTRATIONG AT GILrorp.—We
are infortned by n Gilford correspondent that the
Orangewen of that pact of tha couatry are muuifugt-
ing a very disorderly spirit, It was hoped that their
gutrages. on the police on the 12thof July would
heve coplented them for tte present year, until an-
ather anniversary would give them another oppor-
tunity for defying the law, snd breaking the Leads
of its representatives; but this hope bns not been
resliced.

wkat is there astonishing at it, for what- has Catho-
licity to compote With in America. Protestantism—
a gysiem Which professes 1o sllow every man to be-
lieve what his .private opinion -dictates, aud at the
game time condemns any_man's opinions which differ
from the varicus teachings of Protestants them-
selves, :

Jir Buckle also remarked to me more than once
duzing our travels, that of all the doctrines propa-
gated by the varinus bodies of Christians, the doe-
1rines taught by the Catholic Charch he betieved to
bo the wost copsistent with common sense.

In his work on *Spain aad Scotland,’ when gpeak-
tng of the latler country, Mr. Buchle writes, ‘ §l.-ia
almosat imposaible for any mun, whose opinious dilfer
from tboge of the people around, to live anywhere in
.Scotlard, escept it be _iu one or two of the l.arges:

Catholic Chureh.  On asking an intimate friend of
Mr. Buekle's how it was that Mr. Buckle did not
write as freely us he spake upon Protestactism and
Cashoticity, I was innnediately told that Mr. Buckle's
vworks had already brought opon him an immense
.amoun of ill-wiil aiaongst A certain class of Eog-
lishmen, and that he would only incur the more dis-
pleasure by writing auything in faver of the Church
of Rome a8 corspared with Protestantism.

The gentleman who mentioned this, told me at-the
same time thnt he coincided very much with Mr.
Buekls in his opinions respecting the Catholie and
Protestant churches.

Mr. Buckle was bora a Protestant, and, I am sorry
to believe, died a Deist. The other gentleman [ al-
lude to was born & Presbyterian, but confeszcd to
me that lie had all but become & Cathohie some time
before [ et bim, and told me, when we parted, he
was going t» Germany tor the purposc of studyiog
the German theslogy of the mceteentlr century.
Such is the state of many of the educated English
one meels both ut home and ebread now-n-days.

Murder was given n 224 cases; there were
679 casee of « Open Verdicts,” and 965 deaths
from suffocation. Within the same period
there were murdered in Liondon alone no less
than 207 little children, at the rate of three in-
fants per week, If the Rlomish Sisters of
Charity then are so culpable, as justly to ineur
the censures of the Montreal TWitness, what shall
we say of the Protestant mothers of England ?

WesTtMINSTER REview.-—July 1863. —The
most characteristic article n the number be-
fore us s the first, that on the “ Growth of
Christeanity,” which is more remarkable for its
hostility to that rehigion, thar for its nigor, or
origicalty of thought. To account for the
growth of Christianity on purely natural grounds,
is 2 task that has been often attempted, by Gib-
bou and others, but always with signa! failure,
nor has the Westmnster Review succeeded in
the task one whit better than have his predeces-
sors.

The women,
the disciples fancied that they saw Jesus, and
bemg thus fooled themselves, easily made fools
of others to whom they told the story.

The answer to this explanation s, if Jesus did
not rise {rom the grave,if the vision of Our
Lord testified to by the women, the Apostles,
and other disciples were but an idie fancy of en-
thusiastic dreamers—what became of His dead
body ? Why did not the Jewish authorities re-
fute the story of the resurrection of Jesus by
the production of that dead body? o this
question no apswer ever has, or can be given :
and the bypothesis that the Apostles, and others
who testified to the fact of the resurrection, were
deliberate liars, who stole away the body of
Jesus whilst the guards slept, 1s far more plausi-
ble, is obnoxious to fewer abjections than that of
a purely “subjective resurrection™ which the
Westminsicr Reviewer suggests. The Apostles
were either deceivers or deceived. The Re-
viewer does not contest the good faith, and be-~
nesty of those who first testified to the fact of
*he resurrection, and therefore adopts the hypo-
thesis that they were themselves deceived. DBut
if deceived, ihey did ot themseives steal and
conceal the bady of Jesus; that hody must
therefore have remuined in the sepulchre and
in possession of the Jewish authorities ; the lat-

ter therefore had it in their power to convict the
first Christian witneszses of error, if the [atter

were merely deceived as to the fact of the re-
surrection— and this the said Jewish autborities
never attempted, ‘The econclusion therefore is,
that, If neither deceivers nor decetved, the wo-
men and Apostles told the truth, and that the
phenomenon of the resurrection, of which they
declared themselves eye-witnesses, was pot a
mere dream or subjective impression, but an ob-
jective reality.

¢rian Archduke accepts a throne won by Freach
eaterprise, and preserved by French troops. Al
Christendom is affecied by the sudden restora-
tron of the Church and of the Hierarchy, of Re- |
ligion and .of Peace, in regrons which Liberalism
and rasealily seemed to have marked for thewr

rey. .

’yhe Muoroe doctrine is fung aside. Euro-
pean powers and dynasties establish ll-lemselves
on the frontier of the Great Republic, and a
wew monarch replaces anarchy. To the great
Laberal party this is one of the most severe mor-
uifications which could bave been inflicted.—
They were happy to hear that Comoufort and
JFuarez, one after the other, had driven all the
Bishops into exile, had confiscated the property
of the Church, and bad passed arbitrary decrees
by which religious hiberty was anm}nlnu:.d.—-
These merits were enough for them. They
kaew their own, and they unhesitatingly declared
that the cause of Juarez was the cause of every
true Liberal. 'They are now 1o tnbu]ahgn;
but their case 15 not so bad as that of the United
States politicians who looked on Mexico as their
own, and who not only see their prey takeo irr?m
¢hem, but find themselves  outmanceuvred. 'The
struggle between the Contederate and Federal
States most be unmediately affected, oue would
inagine, by the French victory, The Confede-
rate Stales west of the Mississipp have now
Franee for their next neighbor.

The (3reat Liberal party and the New Eng-
tand politictaos had much in common, and they
have both received a heavy blow. We are glad
of the cvent itself aod rejoice the inore because
st vexes them.— Tablet.

The Times safs taat the seatmg of an Kuro-
pean Prince upon an American lhrone, under
the protection of French bayonets, 1s ap event
the importance of which will become more and
more conspicucus.  Other niatters, which fill at
present a targer space in the world’s sight, are
but temporary ; but the Austrian throoe and the
French army of occupation will be a permanent
element io the pohiics of both ‘hemispheres. —
The effect on mlernational relations may be suin-

In the sitting of the Turin Parliameat on the 31st
ult., the Deputy Lngzaro relutnd that 'in one of the
Neapolitan provinces some Liberulissimi youths,
having nrresled o woman who was carrying a piece
of bread to her sou, who was or who was thought to
be, among the brigauds, . . . took this un-
fortunate molher, bound ber, made her koeel down,
and took upon tbemnselves Lo shoot her.” (JAift del
Parliainento, p. 818.) The Deputy Miecli added : —
* Unforunsate beings, worthy of compassion and conw
tempt, were ghot.  One of these had ooly stolen a
sheep. Some of those shot were in 80 wretched o
state that while they were going to execution one of
them took off kis shoes, and #aid 10 a friend, ' Take
these shoes to my poor father.) Another took off
Lis coat to have it given to his son.! Miceli con-
tiuned : —* [ have a list.of hrigunds kilied wantonly,
and withount the shadow of a trisl, for gligh: faults ;
[ have a list of the houses pulled down and sacked,
the day of the execution, the placeg, and even the
aames of the workmen who destroyed those houges.’

Tbe Deputy Luzzaro giated also on the 31st ult,,
that the Nenpolitsn provinces where the brigandnge
is less are those which ndjoin ‘to 1he Roman States.
He begun even by sayiog that * one of ths causes of
the brigandage was not, as the Depuaties Yarese and
Castagnola (te might havo sdded Lord Palmerston
aod Mr, Layard) pretend, namely, brigantesque tra-
ditious, [n the Neapolitan provinces gueh traditions
do not exist ; the population, which is apecially agri-
cultural, knows nothing of what ook plage forty
yeara ngo.”

In the places where
it bes been carried oo, far from produciog a good
effect, it oaly ioereaiea brigandage.” The Deputy
Miceli deseribed the desolatinn of the women and
children in bis province of Cosenea, ana the dewmoli-
tion, by order of the authoritiss, of the houses of the
fumilies of persocs accusod of brigaudage. He de-
seribed thess poor violims exposed to Bcorm in the
pudlic streets, with all their feroitwre l@rny befors
them, nnd even their poor provisioas of ehesnuta nad
potatoes gold by the authorities.

The Gazetta del Papolo of Turin, and the Durilio

taining sny order, nod several Deputies seems per-
fectly incapable of maintaining any order, and sev-
ecal Doputiea complain of his want of capacity, and
his not maintaining the rights of the Depaties in
discussions.

Amorg the Piedmontese
there remain only General Della Marmors, who
is hardor to be got rid of, bui who, once put
aside, would lenve the whole army in the heands of
the setfa, This will rather astomish Victor Emma-
nuel one of these days.

AUSTRIA.

The Emperor of Austria kas once more taken the
world by surprise, and by a decisive step ata criti-
cal moment has placed himself at the head of a great
movement, We nre told that his invitntion to all
the Severeigns of Germany to consider the recon-
struction of the (German Bund, has been well raceiv-
ed by all, and that the Eiog of Prussia is probably
the nnly Sovereign who has ncturlly declined the jo-
vitation. We hate centralisation and Burenucracy,
and are in favor of tho iargest amoununt of local rights,
and privileges and self- government, so as to afford
the freest scope t0 the pateral and lawful develop-
ment of the peculiar genius, tustes, and icclinations
of all races, pations, tribes, and families. But the
Empercr of Austria has shown himself hitherto oo
enemy to local rights and liberties, nod hia recent
addresses to the different Nationalities of biy exten-
sive territories, have all testified to his exireme re-
gurd for local liberties,

circulated in Congress Poland.

The appenl advises the Poles Lo desiat frem & use-
Iess struggle and to unite themselves wita Ruasis, in
crder 1o establish the greatnesa of the Slavonic races
and to revenge themselves upon the West, by which
Poland is being betrayed.

TeE EARTAQUARE AT MAniLLa.—MANILLA, June 4,
1363.—Shortly sfier seven o'clock, p.m., yesterday,
as | was at my deek writing, [ was abruptly startled
by my wife runping into my room with the rtelli-
gence that a broed and vivid flame had shot up from
the earth, nearly encircling the city. I rushed our,
had scarcely reached the door-step when [ became
sensible of n slight trembling ot the earth, and then
n terrific vibration, ns of thousands of cannon bejcg
discharged together. Before I lhad time to secure
my papers, &c., the noise grew londer—the earth
quaked ; and thes —how shall [ describe it 7~ houzes
fell in every direction, churches with tapering spires
apd benutiful architecture, trewxbled, tottered, apd
fell ; public edifices, mansions, and houses crumbled
to o mass of ruiss. All of this once beautiful city—
the work of yewrs— was annjhilated in leds then five
minules, ‘Among the ruins is ny own housze. Thunk
God, I saved wy wife! Over the whole arosc a denge
cloud of dust, filling the eyes and nostrils of ike
terrified survivars, whose cries of terror ms they ran
from street to street were heartrending. A moat
unpleasant and suffocating smell of sulpbur per-
vaded the atmosphere preceding and duricg the
earthquake, Adter placing my wife in the Chursh of
San Angustive (the only church that escaped des-
truction, and in which bnadreds of fugitiver taok
refuge), 1 sallied forth to ascortain, if possible,
the number ot homan lives sacrificed. Ia tbu
first street I visited there had once stood a moal
elaborately built mansion, and it appeared the
owncr of which at the moment of the earthqualte wag
entertnining a sumber of gucats, a3 [ saw several
females in bolidny attice, wringing tbeir hands aud
erying in despair for some lost relative or dear one.
Costly furniture, books, plate, and valuables of
every description were scattered around, damaged or
broken. Low and piteous mosus met my ears at
every step. Numbers wers seen flying towards the
beach, in the hope of escaping by water from tke
borrors of the scene, Even the shipping, [ am :old,
wns heaved up duzing the earthquulke, and the shore
bus sunk geveral fees, 80 aliering the appearacce ot
many places that tbey are almost unrecogaizenble,
After consideratle difficulty [ mananaged to pick my
way w0 ooe of the principal temples, where I knew,
a5 the fatal moment, vespers were being performed—
it was 1 mags of ruins; appalling wece the groana
preceeding {rem heneith the heaps of rubbish ; bere
und shere could be seen the end of & Priesve garment,
« mutilated faco, or & dead infunt. From relinble in~
formation, I helieve there are about eight or nipe
hundred killed and some Lhouzands wounded apd
mnimed, The Governer-General, aszisted by the
Archbishop of Munilla, have been indefntigiole in as-
isling the needy, but God only knows when the
wounded will be extricuted and the dead buried ; all
is confusion, business entirely nt a standstill. Tem-
porary hzbitutiona are being erected for the howeless.
[ wriie thiz in & tent, Many, many yewrs must paes
before Manilla will be Manills agein; even now we
