Reliable coloured photographs
sbould have been procurod in ordor thet the autbori-
ties might notics tho effect on the complexion and
expression of face, and, more especially on the whiteg
of the eycs. No doubt, on these statistics, action
will be tuken in a direction unfavourable to the to-
bacco canse. But let us suggest a judicious way of
sofiening the hardships nccompanying the reform.
The victims must not be taken by surprise. Sup-
posing tbat young mea leara to smoke and snuff at
the average ago of seven years, idulgence must be
granted to all those who have attained the age of
ten years, for throo yesrs will have sufficed to
rivet tho habit fast. Lot notice bo given that
afier June lst, 1866, no smokers or suuffers
will be admitted into tha Church. All those who

bave already contracied a steady habit of smoking
and snuffiog, will thus bave due allowanco made
for them. Wao aro against all interferenco with tho
old and well-known congumors of tobacco. But
o8 the reform will not stop at its presont stage, we
put forward o humane and woll digested project,

di Horse radish and ginger might be
cffectually miogled with' the chewing tobacco,
and cayeone pepper with the snuff, according to the
sarae rule. Allowances may be made for ministers
who are colouring largo meerschaums, the amount
being in proportion to the darkoesg of the stain,
Ohibouques and hookabs should slso meet with iri~
dulgence. Thess aro the ooly soggestions we have
to offer, but if they are ucted upan, thoy will show
themsolves gound.
