(Ontario), est nommé Coordonnateur et Ambassadeur extraordinaire &
la Conférence sur la sécurité et la coopération en Europe.

Monsieur Bauer [baccaleuréat és arts, Université
Queen's, 1951; maitrise és arts (administration publique),
Université& Queen's, 1953] entra au ministére des Affaires
extérieures en 1952, 1I1 fut affecté 3@ l'étranger a@ Varsovie,
Hanoi, Rome, Gendéve, et Washington, D.C. A Ottawa, il servit
comme Directeur, Relations de travail de 1970 3 1974; Directeur,
Direction Asie de l1'Est et Pacifique de 1974 & 1975;
Coordonnateur, Groupe de travail/Visite du Président Carter, et
Coordonnateur, Etudes concernant 1'énergie de 1979 & 198l1.
Monsieur Bauer fut Ambassadeur en Thailande de 1975 & 1979; et
Ambassadeur en Corée de 1981 3 1984. Depuis 1984, il est
diplomate en résidence 38 1' Université Carleton. Monsieur Bauer
remplace Monsieur R.L. Rogers qui a pris sa rétraite de la
Fonction publique.
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. Mr. Jacques Noiseux (48), born in Montreal, Quebec, as
Ambassador to Syria.

Bar, 1965) joined the Department of External Affairs in 1965, He
has served abroad in London, Kinshasa, Dakar:-and Paris. In Ottawas,
he served as Deputy Director, Federal-Provincial Co-ordination in
1975; Acting Director, Press Service from 1976 to 1977; and Deputy
Secretary, Government House from 1981 to 1984, Since 1984, Mr.
Noiseux has been Ambassador to Lebanon.

Mr. A. Douglas Small (60), born in Collingwood, Ontario,
as High Commissioner to New Zealand with concurrent accreditation
to Fiji and Tuvalu. . '

Mr. Small (B.A., University of Toronto, 1947) joined the
Department of External Affairs in 1955. He has served abroad in
Bonn, Lagos, Dar-es-Salaam, and London. In Ottawa from 1974 to
1978, he has been Principal Speech writer to the Secretaryv of
State for External Affairs; Director, East Asia Division; and
Director, Pacific Affairs Division. In 1978, Mr. Small was
appointed Ambassador to Pakistan. Since 198l, he has been
Director General, Communications and General Services Bureau.
