OF THE RULES FOR PROCEEDINGS AT 
MEETINGS OF SENATE.

Be it enacted:

The following shall be the rules relative to the- proceed­
ings of the Senate, which rules shall be observed, unless a 
majority of the whole Senate shall decide for some sqfficient 
cause that it is necessary or Expedient to dispense with any 
portion of them.

I. The Senate shall meet annually on the (Thursday Am« 
next/after the tenth of May, and on the first Thursday in 8ut- 
December), and may continue in Session by adjournment.

i * * *
II. Special Sesqjons may be called by the Chancellor, or 

in his absence, by the Vice-Chancellor.
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III. The summonses for the Regular Sessions and for 
Special Sessions, or for the adjourned meetings thereof, 
shall be sent through the post office to each member; 
summonses for the Regular Sessions and for Special Ses-' 
sions shall be sent at least ten days before the day of 
meeting, and those for Special Sessions shall specify the 
business which is to be brought forward.

IV. No business shall be proceeded with unless there 
be a quorum present within twenty minutes after the 
appointed time; but the members present may declare 
the meeting adjourned to another day.

V. No business shall be introduced at any Special 
Session in addition to that specified in the summons.

Vi. The Summonses shall be issued by the Registrar 
under the direction of the Chancellor or Vice-Chancellor.

VII. At least one day’s notice must be given of every 
motion, except for the suspension of a rule or for adjourn­
ment.

VIII. No Statute shall be introduced without at least 
one day’s notice, nor shall it be passed at the same meeting 
at which it has been first read ; but it shall be read a 
second time, at another meeting, on a subsequent day.

IX. At the second reading of a Statute any member 
may require it to be read clause by clause, and the vote to 
be taken on each.

X. The Order of Proceedings shall be.
(1) The Registrar to read the Minutes of the last meeting.
(2) Letters received since the last meeting to be read.
(3) Notices of intention to introduce Statutes or Motions

to be given.
(4) Reports of Committees to be read according to

priority of appointment. "S
(5) Business remaining since last meeting to be taken up.
(6) Drafts of Statutes to be discussed.

XI. No member shall speak on any subject more than 
once, except the introducer of the subject under discussion, 
who shall be entitled to reply once. Every member, how­
ever, shall have the right to explain himself, having first 
obtained the leave of the Senate, and subject to the direc­
tion of the Chair. **

XII. No member shall speak upon any subject which has 
not been committed to writing, and moved and seconded, or 
which he does not intend to make the subject of a motion.

XIII. No motion prefaced by a written preamble shall
be received by the Senate? - * ,

XIV. Every member while speaking shall address the 
presiding officer, and the members shall riot interrupt the 
proceedings by conversation.

XV. When the question has been entirely put by the 
presiding officer, no member shall speak upon the subject 
before voting.

XVI. Any member may require the yeas and nays to be 
entered on the minutes, but no member shall be permitted 
to enter the grounds of his dissent.

XVII. In all unprovided cases, resort shall be had to the 
rules, usages, and forms of the Legislative Council of Canada.

Chancellor or Vice-Chancellor, of the names of all persons 
who shall be candidates for Matriculation, Degrees, or 
Scholarships, Prizes, and Certificates of Honor; of all 
Examiners who shall from time to time be appointed ; and 
of all such particulars connected with each examination 
as the Chancellor or Vice-Chancellor shall direct—to con­
duct all necessary correspondence under the supervision 
of the Chancellor or Vice-Chancellor, and to keep proper

V. The Bedel and the Messenger shall be appointed by 
the Chancellor, and shall hold their offices during his 
pleasure.

Scholars in all the Faculties shall be required to 
sign a declaration that it is their intention to proceed to a 
Decree in the University of Toronto, (and Scholars' in the 
Department of Civil Engineering and Agriculture shall 
sign a declaration that they propose to follow those branches 
as a profession, and to pursue the study in one of the Col­
leges affiliated to the University.)

OF MEDALS, PRIZES, AND CERTIFICATES OF

Be it enacted :

I. Gold Medals shall be given to the Students who, at 
the final examination for the Degrees of LL.B. and M.B., 
shall have been placed first in the first class of Honors.

H. Gold Medals shall be given to the Students who, in 
the final examination for the degree of B.A., shall have 
been placed first in the first class of Honors in the follow­
ing departments :

The Greek and Latin Classics.
Mathematics (pure and applied).
The Natural Sciences.
Modern Languages.
Logic, Ethics, and Metaphysics, with Civil Polity.

III. Silver Medals shall be given to all Students who, 
at the final examination for the Degrees of LL.B. and 
M.B., shall have been placed in any position in the first 
class below the first ; and to all Students who, at the final 
examination for the Degree of B.A., shall have been placed 
in any ot the above-named departments in any position in 
the first class below the first.

IV. A Prize in Books of the value of five pounds, shall Amended by 
be given to each candidate who, at the final examination 8tat'lxxxlv" 
for the degree of B.A., shall have been placed first in (any
single branch) in the Natural Sciences.

V. A Prize in Books of the value of ten (pounds) shall Amended by 
be given to any Student who, at the final examination for 8ut'lxxxlv' 
the degree of B.A., shall have been placed first in the first
class in Oriental Languages.

VI. A Prize to the value of (four pounds) in Books may Amended by 
be given annually for the best Composition by Students 8ut lxxxlT" 
below the standing of B.A., LL.B., or M.B., in each of the 
following departments, viz. :

Greek Verse, Greek Prose, Latin Verse, Latin Prose, Eng­
lish Verse, English Prose, French Prose, and German Prose.
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Repealed by (VII. Three Prizes of the value of £6, £4, and £2, re­
spectively, shall be given in each of the Ï acuities of Law, 
Medicine, and Arts, for the three best Theses by Candidates 
for the degrees of LL.D., M.D., and M.A.)

VIII. The Prizes to which the University Arms shall be 
attached shall not exceed three volumes in each case.

IX. Certificates of Honor shall be given to those Students 
who shall have been placed in the first class in any Depart­
ment.

X. Any person who does not propose to proceed to a 
Degree in the University may, upon application to that 
effect to the Vice-Chancellor, be admitted to offer himself 
for examination in any one or more of the Departments 
appointed for the final examination for the degree of B.A., 
and if he shall have been placed in the first class at such 
examination, he shall receive a Certificate of Honor.

XI. The Certificates of Honor, and those attached to the 
prize books, shall be signed by the Chancellor, or in his 
absence by the Vice-Chancellor, and shall be counter-signed 
by the Registrar of the University.

STATUTE XXII. 

OF THE LIBRARY.

By the Senate of the University of Toronto,

Be it enacted :

I. The Library of the University shall be under the 
superintendence of a Committee, to be called the Library 
Committee, which shall consist of seven persons, three of 
whom shall be a quorum, viz. : the Chancellor, the Vice- 
Chancellor, the President of University College, and four 
other persons, two of whom shall be members of the Council 
of University College, if members of the Senate. The 
appointments shall be made annually by the Senate, on the

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II. In the event of the President of University College 
being either Chancellor or Vice-Chancellor, he shall be a 
member of the Committee as President of University Col­
lege, and the Senate sha'l appoint7another member.

III. The Committee shall order all purchases of books, 
and all fittings-up for their proper arrangement ; and all 
accounts shall be first approved of by the Committee, and 
the Chairman shall thereupon sign an order on the Bursar, 
who shall pay the same from the funds in his hands applica­
ble to that purpose.

IV. The Committee shall make from time to time such 
regulations as they shall think necessary for the safe-keep­
ing of the books, and the accommodation of persons using 
the Library.

V. Until such time as the new buildings are completed 
all Members and Officers of the Senate, all Graduates and 
Matriculated Students of the University, all Officers and 
Students of University College, all Masters of Upper Canada 
College, and all Officers of any affiliated Institution, shall 
have access to the iLibrary. After a reading room has been 
provided in the new building, the Library shalLbe^open to 
all persons who enter their names in a book terbe kept for 
that purpose.

VI. Members of the Senate, and Professors of University 
College, shall be permitted to take books out of the Library 
subject to such regulations as may from time to time be 
made by the Library Committee ; but no other person shall 
take books out of the Library except on the order of the 
Library Committee.

VII. The Librarian shall be appointed by the Senate, and 
they shall also provide such other assistance as may be 
found necessary.

VIII. The salary of the Librarian shall be at the rate of g£*n,'£1llby 
(three hundred pounds) a year.

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STATUTE XXIII. 

OF THE MUSEUM.

By the Senate of the University of Toronto,

Be it enacted :

I. The care of the Museum shall be entrusted to five 
Directors, viz. : the President of University College, and 
the Professors of Chemistry, Natural Philosophy, Natural 
History, and Mineralogy and Geology, in University College.

II. The Directors, or the majority of them, shall report 
from time to time to the Senate upon the condition of the 
Museum, the amounts which they think it desirable should 
be expended in the several departments, including chemical 
and Philosophical Apparatus, and upon the fittings-up for 
the proper arrangement of the collections ; and they shall 
also recommend such Regulations as they may deem neces­
sary for the safe keeping of the Museum.

III. The Senate may, by resolution, from time to time, 
authorize the expenditure of any sum upon the Museum, or 
upon the difierent departments thereof, out of any moneys 
already appropriated for Jthat purpose, and the Vice-Chan­
cellor shall have authority to sign orders upon the Bursar
to such amounts, upon the certificate of the Chairman of the f 
Directors.

IV. The Senate shall make regulations for the admission 
of visitors to the Museum, and for the safe-keeping of the 
collections.

V. The Professors of University College may remove 
from^he Museum such specimens or apparatus as shall be 
necessary for the illustration of their lectures, subject to 
the regulations which may be made by the Senate.

VI. The Senate may appoint a Curator or Curators, with 
such other assistance as may be found necessary.
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STATUTE XXIV. 

OF THE GROUNDS.

By the Senate of the University of Toronto. 

lie it enacted : ^

I. The superintendence of the University Grounds shall 
be entrusted to a Committee consisting of five persons, any 
three of whom shall be a quorum, viz. : the Chancellor, the 
Vice-Chancellor, the President of University College, and 
two other persons, who shall be appointed annually by the 
Senate, on, the (Thursday next before Christmas) ; but if a Amended u7 
vacancy occur in the interval, it may be filled up by the But- '"U1- 
Senate at any other time.

H. In the event of the President of University College 
being either Chancellor or Vice-Chancellor, he shall be a 
member of the Committee as President of University Col­
lege, and the Senate shall appoint Another member.

III. The Committee shall decide upon all improvements 
and alterations, and all expenditure which may be necessary 
for keeping the Grounds in order, and all accounts shall bo 
first approved of at a meeting of the Committee, and the 
Chairman shall thereupon sign an order on the Bursar, who 
shall pay the same out of the funds in his hands, which 
shall have been appropriated for that purpose by the Senate.

STATUTE XXV.

OF THE OBSERVATORY.

By the Senate of the University ot Toronto,

Be it enacted :

I. The ordinary management of the Observatory shall be 
vested in the Director, Subject to the authority of the 
Senate, or of the Committee of Management to be appointed
by it. > '. -v
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II. The Committee of Management shall consist of five 
persons, any three of whom shall be a quorum, viz. : the

f Chancellor, the Vice-Chancellor, the Chief Superintendent 
of Schools, and two other persons, who shall be appointed 
annually by the Senate on the (Thursday next before 

8t»tc'ï™uibjr Christmas) ; but if » vacancy occur in the interval, it may 
be filled up by the Senate at any other time.

III. It shall be the duty of the Committee of Manage­
ment to visit the Observatory from time to time and inspect 
its affairs, and to make at least one report during the year 
to the Senate relative to its conditions and prospects.

IV. The Committee of Management may authorize the 
v Director to obtain such additional assistance as may from

time to time appear to them to be necessary.

V. The Bursar shall pay all salaries, and the ordinary con-
» tingent expenses of the Observatory, on the certificate of the

Director, who shall lay before the Committee at the end of each 
quarter a statement of all such payments authorized by him.

. VI. All ordinary expenditure upon the buildings, enclo­
sures, and approaches to the Observatory, and upon instru­
ments, shall be approved of by the Committee, and shall be 
paid by the Bursar, upon the certificate of the Chairman.

VII. The fond out of which the Bursar shall pay the/ 
expenses of the Observatory, shall be the annual Parlia­
mentary grant, and such other sum as may from time to 
time be placed at the disposal of the Committee out of the 
University Income Fund.

STATUTE XXVI.

OF THE COMMITTEE OF UPPER CANADA 
COLLEGE.

By the Senate of the University of Toronto,

by sut* ui.an of the Session in (May,) a Committee for the supervision of 

Upper Canada College, which shall consist of (three) M?hv 
bers, any (two) of whom shall form a quorum. x
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II. It shall be the duty of the Committee to visit the

College from time to time, and to offer to the Senate such 
recommendations as they may deem calculated to benefit 
the Institution. *

III. The Committee shall have authority to suspend the 
Principal or any of the Masters ; but they shall communi­
cate without delay the facts and grounds of such suspension 
to the Chancellor, for the information of the Senate, who 
shall confirm or remove it as they- see fit.

IV. The Committee shall have authority to order and 
superintend such alterations in the buildings as may from 
time to time be approved of by the Senate; they shaU cause 
to be put in proper condition, as a play ground, so much of 
the land lying to the westward of tlie present lawn as they 
may deem requisite ; and they shall take such other steps 
as may be necessary for the purpose of providing for tne 
Pupils the means of exercise and amusement upon the 
grounds.

V. In all cases not provided for by this Statute, the 
Committee shall have authority to act in such manner as 
they may think desirable for the well-being of the College, 
and shall, in every case, communicate sucn action to the 
Chancellor for the information of the Senate.

OF UPPER CANADA COLLEGE.

By the Senate of the University of Toronto,

Be it enacted :

I. The ordinary Government of the College shall be 
vested in the Principal, subject to the control of the Com­
mittee of the Senate.

II. If the office of Principal be vacant, or during the 
absence of the Principal, similar powers shall be vested in 
the Master next in seniority. *

V. The superintendence of the economic details of the 
College Boarding-house shall be entrusted, subject to the 
general control of the Principal, to an Officer, who may be 
one of the Masters, or otherwise, whose duties shall from 
time to time be defined by the Committee, and who shall 
receive such allowance as the Senate may determine upon.

VI. The Bursar shall pay the expenses of the College 
Boarding-house out of the Income Fund upon the order of 
the Principal.
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VII. The Superintendent of the College Boarding-house 
shall keep accounts, with proper vouchers, of all the 
expenses of the establishment. His books shall at all 
times be open to the Principal and to the Committee, and 
at the end of each Term He shall submit his accounts to 
the Committee for audit.

VIII. It shall be the duty of the Principal to ascertain 
the place of residence of all Students in the College, and to 
exercise a general oversight over those not resident with 
their parents or guardians.

IX. The Principal is authorized to suspend or expel, as 
may be necessary, any of the Pupils; but he shall not 
exercise the power of expulsion witnout having previously 
communicated with the Masters in Council, and made a 
minute of the reasons for the course pursued, and he shall, 
within three days, forward to the Committee a copy of the 
minute.

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STATUTE XXX.

OF THE ENGLISH CLASSICAL MASTER IN 
UPPER CANADA COLLEGE.

By the Senate of the University of Toronto,

Be it enacted :

I. There shall be an additional Master in Upper Canada 
College, to be called the English Classical Master, who shall 
rank with the second and third Classical Masters according 
to seniority of appointment in the College.

II. The English Classical Master shall receive a salary at 
the rate of three hundred pounds per annum, ^together with 
his share of the tuition fees ; and he shall be entitled to a 
residence, in case of any becoming vacant, in the order of 
his seniority.

STATUTE XXXI.

IV. A Student in such University applying to be ad­
mitted to the standing of the third or fourth years in the 
University of Toronto, shall not bo allowed to exercise the 
options permitted at the examinations for those years, 
unless he shall also produce proof, that in such other Uni­
versity he had passed satisfactory examinations in the de­
partments which he proposes to omit

V. A Student applying to be admitted to any lower 
standing in the University of Toronto than he held in such 

* other University, shall not be permitted to compete for any 
Scholarship, or be classed in Honors, at any examination 
for Students of a lower standing than that which he held 
in such other University ; but if the Examiners shall report 
that he was otherwise entitled to be classed in Honors, he 
shall at the next succeeding examinations be permitted to 
exercise the options of a Student who had been classed in 
Honors.

VI. No Undergraduate who shall have been admitted to 
any standing in the Faculty of Arts from any other Uni­
versity, shall be permitted to proceed in the Faculties of 
Law or Medicine, without passing the Examination for

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Matriculants in those Faculties, unless he shall have passed 
one Examination in the Faculty of Arts in the University 
of Toronto, but the Vice-Chancellor may appoint a special 
time for such Matriculation Examination, and no Honors 
or Scholarships shall be awarded thereat.

IX. Any Graduate in the Faculty of Arts in the Univer­

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STATUTE XXXVII.

APPROPRIATING PART OF THE GROUNDS AS A 
PUBLIC PARK.

_____ >

Whereas, by an Act of the Parliament of Canada, passed 
in the twenty-second year of Her Majesty's reign, entitled 
“An Act to authorize the Senate of the University of 
Toronto to appropriate certain lands for the purposes of a 
Park, and to include the same within the limits of the City 
of Toronto, and to extend the Police Regulations of the 
said City to the University lands adjacent thereto,” after 
reciting that “whereas the Chancellor, Vice-Chancellor, and 
Members of the Senate of the University of Toronto, deem 
it expedient, with a view to the interests of the said Uni­
versity, to set apart a certain portion of the lands now 
vested in Her Majesty on behalf of the said University for 
the purpose of a Park. And whereas the Mayor, Aldermen, 
and Commonalty of the City of Toronto have offered to put 
in order the said Park ; take charge thereof and keep the 
same in order, in consideration that the same may be ap-

ariated as a Public Park to which the Public generally 
l have free access. And whereas, it is for the interests, 
of the said University that such offer should be accepted, 

and that such appropriation should form part of the said 
City of Toronto, and that the other lands vested in Her 
Majesty, as aforesaid, adjacent to the City of Toronto, should 
be subject to the Police Regulations of the said City of 
Toronto, it is enacted that “ The Bursar of the University 
of Toronto, may demise at a nominal rent for a period of 
nine hundred and ninety-nine years to the Mayor, Aider- 
men, and Commonalty of the City of Toronto, for the pur­
poses of a Park, as well as for the use of the Professors, 
Students, and other Members of the University, as of the 
Public generally, and for no other purpose whatsoever, so 
much of the land vested in Her Majesty, as aforesaid, 
situate within, or adjacent to the limits of the said City, 
as said ChanœUyjn, Vice-Chancellor, and Members of the 
Senate of the University may by By-law, approved of by 
the Govemor-in-Council, set apart for such purpose, not 
exceeding in the whole fifty acres, in trust for the said 
purposes, and upon such terms and conditions as may have 
oeen heretofore, or may hereafter be agreed upon between 
them.”
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And whereas, after various conferences with the Council 
of the said City of Toronto, the conditions upon which the 
demise aforesaid shall be made, have been agreed upon as 
hereinafter specified.

By the Senate ok the University of Toronto,

Be it enacted:

I. There shall be set apart for the purposes of a Park, as 
well for the Professors, Students, and other Members of the 
University of Toronto, and of University College, as of the 
Public generally, and for no other purpose whatsoever, that 
part of the lands aforesaid, laid out upon or described in 
the plan hereunto annexed, that is to say : those portions 
enclosed with a red line on said plan, including the Queen 
Street Avenue and the Yonge Street Avenue with its ex­
tension to College Street, the whole containing forty-nine 
acres, mofe or less, but subject, nevertheless, to the restric­
tions and Conditions following :—

First. There shall be reserved in and by the base thereof 

the stone building with the ground immediately around it, 
as laid down in the said plan and marked “ reserved” ; such 
building lots used by the Senate only for Literary, Scien­
tific, or Academical purposes, but may be sanctioned by the 
City Council upon application of the Senate, and if the 
Senate resolve at any time to sell the building, the City

Second. Should the Senate hereafter decide upon forming 
a Botanic Garden within the Grounds so demised for a 
Park, there shall be reserved the right to occupy that por­
tion of the land designated upon the plan " Botanic Garden," 
for that purpose, such garden to be made and maintained 
at the expense of the University, and to be open to the 
Public under such restrictions and conditions as the Senate 
may impose.

Third. No building or buildings shall be erected or placed 
within thè Public Park or Avenues.

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Fourth. Those persons to whom the University shall 
lease or sell building lots fronting on the Public Park or 
on the Avenues shall have free access through the Park and 
Avenues at all times.

Fifth. Free access to the Park shall be provided by the 
University at all times through the two gates on the'East 
and the gate on the North as shewn upon the plan or in 
such other way as the Senate and City may agree upon.

Sixth. The roAds and ornamental grounds within the 
Public Park, the lodges connected with the Park, and the 
approaches thereto shall be put in repair and kept in all 
necessary repair by the City Council. It shall also be the 
duty of the City Council to provide for, and carry into effect, 
that proper care shall be taken of the same, and that the 
Avenues shall be sufficiently lighted with gas, and watched 
by the City Police ; this shall not, however, include the 
Botanic Garderf, should the Senate establish one.

Seventh. The City Council shall construct a suitable 
fence around the Public Park herein mentioned, or such 
part of it as they may be so required to do by the Senate.

Eighth. All the roads, lodges, fences, &c., which the City 
Council is hereby required to construct and put in repair, 
shall be so constructed or repaired within one year from 
the date of the lease hereby authorized to be executed.

Ninth. The lease of the said grounds, authorized by this 
Statute shall contain full and proper covenants, both on 
the part of the City Council and University of Toronto, for 
the due performance of the stipulations herein mentioned, 
and shall also contain proper conditions and provisoes, that 
the same shall become void in case of refusal or neglect on 
the part of the City Council to perform the stipulations on 
their part, and in such case the Bursar may re-enter upon 
the lands demisèd.

II. Before any lease, however, shall be executed by the 
iursar under the authority of the said Act of Parliament 

and of this Statute, the same shall be submitted to the 
Senate first, for the approval thereof to be endorsed upon 
the same.

Whereas, His Royal Highness the Prince of Wales, upon 
the occasion of his recent visit to Canada, was graciously 
pleased to present to the University of Toronto the sum of 
two hundred pounds for the purpose of establishing a prize 
in commemoration of His Royal Highness’s visit :—

By the Senate of the University of Toronto,

Be it enacted :

I. The sum of two hundred pounds, presented by His 
Royal Highness the Prince of Wales, shall be invested by 
the Bursar in such securities as the other funds of the 
University are authorized to be invested in; and the said 
sum and the interest accruing thereon, shall be kept by him 
as a separate fund.

II. The sum of forty-eight dollars, or such smaller sum 
as may bo realized as interest on the investment, shall be 
annually appropriated for a prize, which shall be called the 
“ Prince’s Prize,” and shall consist of an Inkstand of such 
pattern, and bearing such device as shall be determined 
upon by a Committee appointed for that purpose.

III. The Prince’s Prize shall be awarded annually to the 
Candidate for the Degree of B. A., who having been classed 
in Honors in at least two departments, and in the first 
class in at least one department, shall have obtained the 
highest aggregate number of marks in all the subjects 
which are appointed for the Examination of Candidates for 
the Degree of B. A., together with the additional subjects 
herein prescribed.

IV. In addition to the subjects appointed for the exami­
nation of Candidates for the Degree of B. A., the Examiners 
in each department or branch of a department shall 
examine the candidates for the Prince’s Prize in one paper 
upon such books or subject^ as formed part of the course 
in previous years, but are not included in the final 
examination.

V. In determining the aggregate amount of marks, the 
Examiner shall estimate tne comparative value of the

IV. The Upper Canada College Boarding-house Fees, and 
all other receipts applicable to it and the expenses, shall be 
charged against it in the following order of precedence :—

1. The ordinary expenses of maintenance, including 
repairs and improvements in the building.

2. The allowance to the Superintendent, by resolution 
of the Senate, of three dollars per term for each pupil 
resident in the Boarding-house.

3. Any sum which the Committee of Upper Canada 
College may think it advisable to reserve to meet repairs 
or improvements in the Boarding-house, which, in their 
opinion, will be required.

4. The payment to the credit of the Upper Canada 
College Income Appropriation of such a sum for each pupil 
resident in the Boarding-house as shall make up the five 
dollars per term, which is now charged to the amount 
.per term which each would have paid had they not been 
resident in the Boarding-house, Provided always, that if 
at any time no balance of salary shall be due to any 
Master in Upper Canada College from the suspense 
account ordered to be kept by the order in Council of 
December 21st, 1865; and that there shall be sufficient 
funds at the credit of the Income Appropriation Account 
to pay the Masters in the College their full salaries for that 
year at the rates established before 1860, then no payment 
shall be made for that year from the Boarding-house, as 
above provided, or only so much as shall enable the Income 
Appropriation to pay the above charges.

5. The payment to the Principal of three dollars per f
term, for each pupil resident in the Boarding-house, asf 
provided by the Statute fc hereby repealed. ^

The above-named charges, numbered 2, 3, 4, and 5, shall 
only be paid or reserved (as the case may be) to the extent 
that there may be a balance in the year’s account available 
to meet them, and no part of such charge remaining 
unpaid shall be considered a debt chargeable against the 
income of the following year ; and any balance which may 
remain after these charges have been paid in full, shall be 
carried forward to the credit of the Boarding-house for the 
following year.

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V. The Upper Canada College Income Appropriation 
shall have to its credit the appropriation from the Income 
fund of all miscellaneous receipts applicable to the account, 
the tuition fees, and the proportion of fees above made 
payable from the Boarding-house, and it shall be charged 
with expenses in the following order of precedence :—

1. All salaries of Masters, as at present established, with 
the ordinary expenses of maintenance, repairs, &c., as 
provided by the Order in Council of December 21st, 1805.

2. The repayment of any deductions from salaries, in 
accordance with the Order in Council of December 21st, 
1866. ' . .

3. Any sum which the Committee on Upper Canada 
College may think it advisable to reserve to meet tho 
expenses of necessary repairs or improvements.

4. An apportionment amongst the Masters, in propor­
tions in which their salaries were reduced by the Statute 
of Fees and Salaries in Upper Canada College, passed 
October 5th, 1860, so far as to make their salaries for the 
then current year equal to what they were in 1860.

The above-named charges, numbered 2, 3, and 4, shall
