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frefHce.

TT is but reasonable that, upon weighty and important considera-
*• tions, changes and alterations should be made in the public
Liturgies of the Church ; and it is a most invaluable part of that
blessed "liberty wherewith Christ hath made us free"—that in

His worship, different forms and usages may without offence be
allowed, provided the substance of the faith be kept entire ; and
that " according to the various exigencies of times and occasions,"
the discipline of the Church may, by common consent and due
authority, be so defined as may seem best and most convenient for

the edification of the people.
And forasmuch as nothing can be so plainly set forth, but doubts

may arise in the use and practice of the same; to appease all

such diversity (if any arise) and for the resolution of all doubts,
concerning the manner how to understand, do, and execute, the
things contained in this Book; the parties that so doubt, or
diversely take any thing, shall always (in matters spiritual) resort

to the Bishop of the Diocese, having jurisdiction in this Church,
who by his discretion shall take order for the quieting and
appeasing of the same ; so that the same order be not contrary to
any thing contained in this Book.
And although the keeping and omitting of a Ceremony, in itself

considered, is but a small thing
;
yet the wilful and contemptuous

transgression and breaking of a common order and discipline is no
small offence before God. As Paul saith, " lict all things be done
decently and in order;" the appointment of which order pertaineth
not to private men ; therefore no man ought to take in hand, nor
presume to ai>point or alter any public or common order in Christ's

Church, except ho be lawfully called and authorized thereunto.
And whereas in this our time, the minds of men are so diverse,

that some think it a great matter of conscience to depart from a
piece of the least of their Ceremonies, they are so addicted to their

old customs ; and again on the other side, some are so fond of
novelty, that they would change anything old for that which is

new ; it was thought expedient, not so much to have respect how
to please and satisfy either of these parties, as how to please God,
and profit them both.
And having thus endeavored to discharge our duties in this

weighty affair, as in the sis^ht of God, and to approve our sincerity

therein (so far as lay in us) to the consciences of all men ; although
we know it impossible (in such variety of apprehensions, humours
and interests, as are in the world) to please all ; nor can expect that
men of factious, peevish, and perverse spiiits should be satisfied

with any thing that can be done in this kind by any other than
themselves : yet we have good hope, that what is here presented,

and hath been with great diligence examined and approved, will be
also well accepted and api>roved by all sober, peaceable and truly

conscientious sons of the Reformed Episcopal Church.
It is the duty of Churchwardens to examine the " Letters of

Orders," and other credentials of any person representing himself
to be a Minister; and no one is authorized to ofticiate in any
Diocese of this Church, or as a Minister thereof, without a license

from the Bishop having jurisdiction.

This Book (in its Articles, Liturgy, Services, Preface and Rubrics)
contains the Doctrine, Worship, and Discipline of this Church,
which are more fully explained in the Constitution and Canons
approved, or to be approved, by the General Synod of the same.



DECLARATION OF PRINCIPLES OF THE
REFORMED EPISCOPAL CHURCH.

Adopted December 2nd, 1S73,

1.

The Reformed Episcopal Church, holding "the faith

once delivered unto the saints," declares its belief in the
Holy Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments as the
Word of God, and the sole Rule of Faith and Practice

;

in the Creed, " commonly called the Apostle's Creed ;"

in the Divine institution of the Sacraments of Baptism
and the Lord's Supper ; and in the doctrines of grace
substantially as they are set for'uh in the Thirty-nine
Articles of Religion.*

IL
This Church recognizes and adheres to Episcopacy, not

as of Divine right, but as a very ancient and desirable

form of Church polity.

IIL
This Church, retaining a Liturgy which shall not be

imperative or repressive of freedom in prayer, accepts the
Book of Common Prayer, as it was revised, proposed,
and recommended for use by the General Convention of

the Protestant Episcopal Church, a.d. 1785, reserving
full liberty to alter, abridge, enlarge, and amend the
same, as may seem most conducive to the edification of

the people, " provided that the substance of the faith be
kept entire."

IV.

This Church condemns and rejects the following
erroneous and strange doctrines as contrary to God's
Word :

First, That the Church of Christ exists only in one
order or form of ecclesiastical polity :

Second, That Christian Ministers are " priests " in an-
other sense than that in which all believers are ** a royal
priesthood

:"

Third, That the Lord's Table is an altar on which the
oblation of the Body and Blood of Christ is offered anew
to the Father :

Fourth, That the Presence of Christ in the Lord's
Supper is a presence in the elements of Bread and Wine

:

Fifth, That Regeneration is inseparably connected
with Baptism.

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EXTRACTS FROM THE CONSTITUTION AND CANONS OF
THE REFORMED EPISCOPAL CHURCH.

The Constitution, Article X, reads as follows :

" Nothing calculated to teach either directly or sym-
bolically that the Christian ministry possesses a sacer-

dotal character, or that the Lord's Supper is a sacrifice,

shall ever be allowed in the worship of this Church ; nor
shall any altar, or communion table constructed in the
form of an altar, nor shall any cross, crucifix, candles,
molten, painted or graven images be introduced, or
intoning used in any service connected therewith or by
any minister, and the Bishop shall havp power to suspend
any minister from duty until the next meeting of the
Canadian General Synod persisting in any violation of

the letter or spirit of this Article. Except when other-

wise canonically specified, or when contrary to Evan-
gelical and Protestant principles, this Church conforms
to the laws and customs of the Church of England, and
is thus not a new but an old Church (re-formed)."

Title 1, Canon 12.

Of the Use of the Prayer Book.

§ I. On occasions of public worship, invariably on the
morning and evening of the Lord's Day, commonly called
Sunday, and at other times at the discretion of the
Minister, the Prayer Book set forth by the General
Synod is to be used in the congregations of this Church

;

Provided^ that nothing in this Canon is to be understood
as precluding a short extempore prayer before or after

sermons, or on emergent occasions ; the Bishop having
jurisdiction may authorize and permit the use of any
special form of missionary service not contravening the
principles of this Church.

§ II. Congregations in other countries shall have liberty,

with the approval of the presiding Bishop, and of the
General Standing Committee, to insert such prayers and
versicles in the Service as are most accordant with their

respective forms of civil government ; and such prayers
for those in authority may take the place of, or be used
with those adopted in the Dominion of Canada ; Pro-
vided^ that no printed matter shall be inserted in any of

the Services or Offices of the Church, until it has been
approved by the presiding Bishop and General Standing
Committee.

% By the loord "Minister" in this Book is meanta Bishop, Presbyter,
or Deacon, or, in special cases, a Candidate, Lay Header, or Lay
Deacon, if licensed by the Bishop thereto.

K Andforasmuch as nothing can be so plainly setforth but doubts may
arise in the use and practice of the same : to appease all such diversity (%f
any arise): the parties that so doubt or diversely take anything concern-
ing this Church, or anything contained in this Book, or in the Doctrine,
Discipline, or Worship of this Church, or in any Document connected
therewith shall always resort to the General Standing Committee for the

Dominion of Canada, or to the Bishop having jurisdiction, for decision.

•[[ It shall not be necessary to repeat any Prayer or Collect which has
once been used during the same service, or to use more than one Creed, or
one Form of Prayerfor the Queen's Majesty, when various Services are
combined.
% A short extemporaneous prayer may he used before and after the

Sermon, and upon emergent occasions.

^ iVhen the Lord's Supper is administered at the time of Morning or
Evening Prayer, the Communion Service may be commenced after the
third Collect.

^ The people shall anstver at the end of all prayers. Amen.
% Except where otherwise canonically specified, or where contrary to

Evangelical and Protestant Principles, the Laws and Customs of the
Church of England still continue in force in this Church.
^ Hymns or Hymn Books calculated to impart teaching of a Sacer-

dotal character shall not be used in the Services of this Church.
^ The Minister may at his discretion introduce in the Prayer for all

Conditions of Men, after " estate," and in the Litany, after *' all sick
persons," the words "especially those for whom our prayers are de-
sired." And in. t/ie General Thanksgiving, ajter '* io dkWmen," the words
" particularly to those who des' 3 now to offer up their praises and
thanksgivings for Thy late mercies vouchsafed unto them."
^ The Forms of Morning and Evening Prayer as set forth in this book

are to be used on the Morning and Evenihg of the Lord's Day, commonly
called Sunday, and at other times according to the Minister'? discretion.

^ The separate use of the *' Shorter Litany " (beginning " We sinners
do beseech Thee, &c."), is intended only for special occasions, at the
Bishop's discretion.

Note.—When speaking of or addi«ssing the third Person of the
Holy Trinity, the expression "Holy Spirit" has been adopted in all

such portions of this Revised Prayet Book as are generally read. In
such portions as are generally sung, the exigencies of rhythm and
metre compel the use of the more objectionable expression "Holy
Gho8t;"althoughintheoriginal, one expression alone, Pneuma Hagion,
is uniformly used throughout the New Testament ; the true equiva*
lent of which, in English, is undoubtedly " Holy Spirit."
The words Catholic and Universal are synonymous, but the former

has been and is still much abused ; the latter has been, therefore,
adopted generally throughout this Revised Prayer Book.

have dune any lorony to his neighbors by icord or deed, so that the Con-
gregation be thereby offended ; he shall advise him, that he come not to

the Lord's l\ible, until he hath openly declared himself to have truly
repented an-l amended his former evil life, that the Congregation may
thereby be satisfied ; and that he hath recompensed the parties to v)hom
he hath done wrong: or at least declare himself to be in full 2rur2)ose to

do so, as soon as he conveniently may.

^ The same order shall the Minister use with those hetwixt whom he
pcrceiveth malice and hatred, to reign.

5r In conducting this Service, except when kneeling, or otherwise

specified, the Minister shall face the people, and in no j^art of Divine
Service is the Minister to officiate with his back to the Congregation in

the body of the Church.

II The Table shall he of wood, and shall not have upon it a slab of any
material other than wood, nor shall any candle, candlestick, fioioers, or
cross be placed upon, or apparently upon, the Table, nor shall it be so

constructed as to resemble an altar, and during the time of Divive
Service it shall always he covered with a plain cloth, nor shall the color

he changed to indicate the Church seasons.
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^ The Table shall stand in the Body of the Church, or Chancel, where
Morning and Evening Prayer are appointed to be said. A nd the Min-
ister at the North end of the Table and facing the South shall say the
Lord's Prai/rr, (if it have not been used in a previous part of the Service, J
with the Collect folloioimj, the people all kneeling.

5[ This Communion Service may be used in connection tvith, or in the
place of, the Order of Morning or Evening Prayer.

Note. —The Church is supposed to stand East and West, so as to
define the meaning of such terms as "North end," &c.

For the Sacramental Bread and Wine
remain still in their very natural substances, and therefore may not
hi adored; (for that were Idolatry, to be a1)horred by all faithful
Christians;) and the natural Body and Blood of our Saviour Christ
are ii> Heaven, and not hiere ; it being against the truth of Christ's
natural Body to be at one time in more places than ons.

oned unto them ; and the father of circumcision

to them who not only are of the circumcision,

but who also walk in the steps of that faith of

our father Abraham which he had in uncircum-

cision. For not through the law was the promise

to Abraham or to his s-'ed, that he should be heir

of the world, but through the righteousness of

faith. For if they who are of the law be heirs,

faith is made void, and the promise is made of

none effect.

The Gospel, Luke ii. 15.

AND it came to pass, when the angels went
away from them into heaven, the shep-

herds said one to another. Let us now go even
unto Bethlehem, and see this thing that is come
to pass, which the Lord hath made known unto

And that in the good ground,

these are such as in an honest and good heart,

having heard the word, hold it fast, and bring

forth fruit with patience.

Be not ye therefore partakers with them ; for ye

were once darkness, but are now light in the

Lord : walk as children of light (for the fruit of

he light is in all goodness and righteousness and
ruth), proving what is well-pleasing unto the

iOrd ; and have no fellowship with the unfruit-

ul works of darkness, but rather even reprove

.hem ; for the things which are done by them in

M
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secret it is a shame even to speak of. But all

things when they are reproved are made manifest

by the light : for every thing that is made mani-

fest is light. Wherefore he saith, Awake, thou

that sleepest, and arise from the dead, and Christ

shall shine upon thee.

The Gospel. Luke xi. 14.

AND he was casting out a demon, that was

dumb. And it came to pass, when the

demon was 'gone out, the dumb man spake ; and

the multitudes marvelled. But some of them
said, By Beelzebub the prince of the demons
casteth he out demons. And others, tempting

hirrij sought of him a sign from heaven. But he,

knowing their thoughts, said unto them. Every

kingdom divided against itself is brought tc

desolation ; and a house divided against a house

falleth. And if Satan also is divided against

himself, how shall his kingdom stand 1 because

ye say that I cast out demons by Beelzebub.

And if I by Beelzebub cast out demons, by

whom do your sons cast them out 1 therefoie

shall they be your judges. But if I by the

finger of God cast out demons, then is the

kingdom of God come upon you. When the

strong man fully armed guardeth his own court,

his goods are in peace : but when a stronger

than he shall come upon him, and overcome

him, he taketh from him his whole armor where-

in he trusted, and divideth his spoils. He that

is not with me is against me ; and he that

gathereth not with me scattereth. The unclean

spirit when he is gone out of the man, passeth

through waterless places, seeking rest ; and find-



becometh worse than the first.

And it came to pass, as he said these things, a

certain woman out of the multitude lifted up
her voice, and said unto him. Blessed is the

womb that bare thee, and the breasts which thou

didst suck. But be said, Yea rather, blessed are

they that hear the v^ord of God, and keep it.

TELL me, ye that desire to be under the law,

do ye not hear the law 1 For it is written,

that Abraham had two sons, one by the hand-

maid, and one by the freewoman. Howbeit the

Son by the handmaid is born after the flesh ; but
the son by the freewoman is born through

promise. Which things contain an allegory : for

these women are two covenants j one from mount
Sinai, bearing children unto bondage, which is

Hagar. Now this Hagar is mount Sinai in

Arabia, and ans\7eroth to the Jerusalem that now
is : for she is in bondage with her children.
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But the Jerusalem that is above is free, which is

our mother. For it is written,

Eejoice, thou barren that bearest not

;

Brerk forfch and cry, thou that travailest not

,

For more are the children of the desolate than

of her who hath the husband.

Now we, brethren, as Isaac was, are children oi

promise. But as then he that was born aftei

the flesh persecuted him that was horn after the

Spirit, even so it is now. Howbeit what saith

the scripture 1 Cast out t^e handmaid and hei

son : for the son of the landmaid shall not

inherit with the son of the freewoman. Where-
fore, brethren, we are not children of a hand-

maid, but of the freewoman.

The Gospel. John vi. 1.

AFTER these things Jesus went away to the

other side of the sea of Galilee, which is

the sea of Tiberias. And a great multitude

followed him, because they beheld the signs

which he did on them that were sick. And
Jesus went up into the mountain, and there ho

sat with his disciples. Now the passover, the

feast of the Jews, was at hand. Jesus therefore

lifting up his eyes, and seeing that a great

multitude cometh unto him, saith unto Philip,

Whence are we to buy bread, that these may eat \

And this he said to prove him : for he himself

knew what he would do. Philip answered him,

Two hundred pennyworth of bread is not suffi-

cient for them, that every one may take a little.

One of his disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter's

brother, saith unto him. There is a lad hero, who
hath five barley loaves, and two fishes : but what
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are these among so many 1 Jesus said, make the

people sit down. Now there was much grass in

the place. So the men sat down, in number
about five thousand. Jesus therefore took the

loaves ; and having given thanks, he distributed

to them that were set down ; likewise also of the

fishes as much as they would. And when they

were filled, he saith unto his disciples, Gather
up the broken pieces which remain over, that

nothing be lost. So they gathered them up, and
filled twelve baskets with broken pieces from the

five barley loaves, which remained over unto
them that had eaten. When therefore the

people saw the sign which he did, they said,

This is of a truth the prophet that cometh into

the world.

He that is of God heareth the words of God : foi

this cause ye hear them not, because ye are not

of God. The Jews answered and said unto him,

Say we not well that thou art a Samaritan, and

hast a demon 1 Jesus answered, I have not a

demon ; but I honor my Father, and ye dishonor

me. But I seek not mine own glory : there is

one that seeketh and judgeth. Verily, verily, I

say unto you. If a man keep my word, he shall

never see death. The Jews said unto him, Now
we know that thou hast a demon. Abraham is

dead, and the prophets ; and thou sayest. If a

man keep my word he shall never taste of death.

Art thou greater than our father Abraham, who
is dead ] and the prophets are dead : whom
makest thou thyself? Jesus answered, If I

glorify myself, my glory is nothing : it is my
Father that glorifieth me ; of whom ye say, that

he is your God ; and ye have not known him :

but I know him ; and if I should say, I know
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him not, I shall be like unto you, a liar : but I

know him, and keep his word. Your father

Abraham rejoiced to see my day ; and he saw it,

and was glad. The Jews therefore said unto

him. Thou art not yet fifty years old, and hast

thou seen Abraham 1 Jesus said unto them,

Verily, verily, I say unto you. Before Abraham
was, I am. They took up stones therefore to

cast at him : but Jesus hid himself, and went
out of the temple.

HAVE this mind in you which was also in

a man, he humbled himself, becoming obedient
even unto death, yea, the death of the cross.

Wherefore also God highly exalted him, and

"VTOW when morning was come, all the chief

-1-^ priests and the elders of the people took

counsel against Jesus to put him to death ; and
they bound him, and led him away, and delivered

him up to Pilate the governor.

Then Judas, who betrayed him, -svhen he saw
that he was condemned, repented himself, and

brought back the thirty pieces of silver to the

chief priests and elders, saying, I have sinned in

that I betrayed innocent blood. But they said,

What is that to us 1 see thou to it. And he cast

down the pieces of silver into the sanctuary, and

departed ; and he went away and hanged himself.

And the chief priests took the pieces of silver,

and said, It is not lawful to put them into the

treasury, since it is the price of blood. And they

took counsel, and bought with them the potter's

field, to bury strangers in. Wherefore that field

was called. The field of blood, unto this day.

Then was fulfilled that which was spoken by

Jeremiah the prophet, saying, And they took the

thirty pieces of silver, the price of him that was

priced, whom certain of the children of Isreal

did price ; and they gave them for the potter's

field, as the Lord appointed me.

Now Jesus stood before the governor : and the

governor asked him, saying. Art thou the King of

the Jews? And Jesus said unto him, Thou
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sayest. And when he was accused by the chief

priests and elders, he answered nothing. Then
saith Pilate unto him, Hearest thou not how
many things they witness against thee ? And he
gave him no answer, not even to one word

;

insomuch that the governor marvelled greatly.

Now at the feast the governor was wont to

release unto the multitude one prisoner, whom
they would. And they had then a notable

prisoner, called Barabbas. When therefore they

were gathered together, Pilate said unto them,

Whom will ye that I release unto you 1 Barabbas,

or Jesus who is called Christ ? For he knew that

for envy they had delivered him up. And while

he was sitting on the judgment-seat, his wife

sent unto him, saying. Have thou nothing to do

with that righteous man : for I have suffered

many things this day in a dream because of him.

Now the chief priests and the elders persuaded

the multitudes that they should ask for Barabbas,

and destroy Jesus. But the governor answered

and said unto them. Whether of the twain will

ye that I release unto you? And they said,

Barabbas. Pilate saith unto them. What then

shall I do unto Jesus who is called Christ 1 They
all say. Let him be crucified. And he said.

Why, what evil hath he done 1 But they cried

out exceedingly, saying, Let him be crucified.

So when Pilate saw that he prevailed nothing,

but rather that a tumult was arising, he took

water, and washed his hands before the multi-

tude, saying I am innocent of the blood of this

righteous man : see ye to it. And all the people

answered and said, His blood he on us, and on

J
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our children. Then released he unto them Ba-

rabbas ; but Jesus he scourged and delivered to

be crucified.

Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus

into the palace, and gathered unto him the whole
band. And they stripped him, and put on him
a scarlet robe. And they plaited a crown of

thorns and put it upon his lioad, and a reed in

his right hand ; and they kneeled down before

him, and mocked him, saying. Hail, King of the

Jews ! And they spat upon him, and took the

reed and smote him on the head. And when
they had mocked him, they took off from him

And they clothe him
with purple, and plaiting a crown of thorns, they

put it on him ; and they began to salute him.

Hail, King of the Jews ! And they smote his

head with a reed, and did spit upon him, and
bowing their knees worshipped him. And when
they had mocked him, they took off from him
the purple, and put on him his garments. And
they lead him out to crucify him.

im
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And they compel one passing by, Simon of

Cyrene, coming from the country, the father of

Alexander and Rufus, to go loith them, that he

might bear his cross. And they bring him unto

the place Golgotha, which is, being interpreted,

The place of a skull. And they offered him wine

mingled with myrrh : but he received it not.

And they crucify him, and part his garments

among them, casting lots upon them, what each

should take. And it was the third hour, and
they crucified him. And the superscription of

his accusation was written over, the king of the
JBWS. And with him they crucify two robbers

;

one on his right hand, and one on his left. And
they that passed by railed on him, wagging their

heads, and saying. Ha ! thou that destroyest the

temple, and buildest it in three days, save thy-

self, and come down from the cross. In like

manner also the chief priests mocking Mm among
themselves with the scribes said, He Raved others;

himself he cannot save. Let the Christ, the

King of Israel, now come down from the cross,

that we may see and believe. And they that

were crucified with him reproached him.

And when the sixth hour was come, there

was darkness over the whole land until the ninth

hour. And at the ninth hour Jesus cried with

a loud voice, Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthanil

which is, being interpreted. My God, my God,

why hast thou forsaken me ? And some of them
that stood by, when they heard it, said. Behold,

he calleth Elijah. And one ran, and filling a

sponge full of vinegar, put it on a reed, and gave

him to drink, saying, Let be ; let us see whether
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Elijah cometh to take him down. And Jesus

uttered a loud voice, and expired. And the veil

of the temple was rent in twain from the top

to the bottom. And when the centurion, who
stood by over against him, saw that he so expired,

he said, Truly this man was the Son of God.

JKStcbnfsbag hdoxt (faster.

The Epistle. Heb. ix. 16.

FOR where a testament is, there must of neces-

sity, be the death of him that made it.

For a testament is of force where there hath been
death : for doth it ever avail while he that made
it liveth] Wherefore even the first covenant

hath not been dedicated without blood. For
when every commandment had been spoken by
Moses unto all the people according to the law,

he took the blood of the calves and the goats,

with water and scarlet wool and hyssop, and
sprinkled both the book itself, and all the people,

saying. This is the blood of the covenant which
God commanded to you-ward. Moreover the

tabernacle and all the vessels of the ministry he
sprinkled in like manner with the blood. And
according to the law, I may almost say, all

things are cleansed with blood, and apart from
shedding of blood there is no remission.

It was necessary therefore that the copies of

the things in the heavens should be cleansed

with these ; but the heavenly things themselves

with better sacrifices than these. For Christ

entered not into a holy place made with hands,

like in pattern to the true ; but into heaven
itself, now to appear before the face of God for
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US ; nor yet that he should offer himself often
,

as the high priest entereth into the holy place

year by year with blood not his own ; else must
he often have suffered since the foundation of

the world ; but now once at the end of the ages

hath he been manifested to put away sin by the

sacrifice of himself. And inasmuch as it is

appointed unto men once to die, and after this

cometh judgment ; so Christ also, having been
once offered to bear the sins of many, shall

appear a second time, apart from sin, to them
that wait for him, unto salvation.

Tlie Gospel. Luke xxii. 1.

1^0W the feast of unleavened brend drew
-^ nigh, which is called the Passover. And
the chief priests and the scribes sought how
they might put him to death ; for they feared

the people.

And Satan entered into Judas who was called

Iscariot, being of the number of the twelve.

And he went away, and communed with the

chief priests and captains, how he might deliver

him unto them. And they were glad, and
covenanted to give him money. And he con-

sented, and sought opportunity to deliver him
unto them in the absence of the multitude.

And the day of unleavened bread came, on

which the passover must be sacrificed. And he

sent Peter and John, saying. Go and make ready

for us the passover, that we may eat. And they

said unto him, Where wilt thou that we make
ready 1 And he said unto them. Behold, when
ye are entered into the city, there shall meet you
a man bearing a pitcher of water ; follow hira
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into the house whereinto he goeth. And ye shall

say unto the goodman of the house, The Master

saith unto thee, Where is the guest-chamber,

where I shall eat the passover with my disciples 1

And he will show you a large upper room
furnished : there make ready. And they went,

and found as he had said unto them : and they

made ready the passover.

And when the hour was come, he sat down,
and the apostles with him. And he said unto

them. With desire I have desired to eat this

passover with you before I suffer : for I say unto

you, I will not eat it, until it be fulfilled in the

kingdom of God. And he received a cup, and
when he had given thanks, be said, Take this,

and divide it among yourselves : for I say unto

you, I will not drink from henceforth of the

fruit of the vine, until the kingdom of God shall

come. And he took bread, and when he had
given thanks, he brake it, and gave to them,

saying, This is my body which is given for you :

this do in remembrance of nio. And the cup in

like manner after supper, saying, This cup is the

new covenant in my blood, even that which is

poured out for you. But behold, the hand of

him that betrayeth me is with me on the table.

For the Son of man indeed goeth, as it hath

been determined : but woe unto that man through

whom he is betrayed ! And they began to ques-

tion among themselves, which of them it was
that should do this thing. -

..

And there arose also a contention among
them, which of them is accounted to be greatest.

iVnd he said unto them, The kings of the Gentiles
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have lordship over them ; and they that have
authority over them are called Benefactors. But
ye shall not he so : but he that is the greater

among you, let him become as the younger; and
he that is chief, as he that doth serve. For
whether is greater, he that sitteth at meat, or he

that serveth ? is not he that sitteth at meat ? but

I am in the midst of you as he that serveth.

But ye are they who have continued with me in

my temptations ; and I appoint unto you a king-

dom, even as my Father appointed unto me,

that ye may eat and drink at my table in my
kingdom ; and ye shall sit on thrones judging the

twelve tribes of Isreal. Simon, Simon, behold,

Satan asked to have you, that he might sift you
as wheat : but I made supplication for thee, that

thy faith fail not : and do thou, when once thou

hast turned again, establish thy brethren. And
he said unto him. Lord, with thee I am ready to

go both to prison and to death. And he said, I

tell thee, Peter, the cock shall not crow this day,

until thou shalt thrice deny that thou knowest me.

And he said unto them. When I sent you forth

without purse, and wallet, and shoes, lacked ye

anything? And they said, Nothing. And he

said unto them. But now, he that hath a purse,

let him take it, and likewise a wallet ; and he

that hath none, let him sell his cloak and buy a

sword. For I say unto you, that this which is

written must be fulfilled in me, And he was
reckoned with transgressors : for that which
concerneth me hath fulfilment. And they said.

Lord, behold, here are two swords. And he said

unto them. It is enough.
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And he came out, and went, as his custom was,

unto the mount of Olives ; and the disciples also

followed him. And when he was at the place, he
said unto them. Pray that ye enter not into

temptation. And he was parted from them
about a stone's cast : and he kneeled down and
prayed, saying. Father, if thou be willing, remove
this cup from me : nevertheless not my will, but

thine, be done. And there appeared unto him
an angel from heaven, strengthening him. And
being in an agony he prayed more earnestly : and
his sweat became as it were great drops of blood

falling down upon the ground. And when he

rose up from his prayer, he came unto the dis-

ciples, and found them sleeping for sorrow, and
said unto them. Why sleep ye ? rise and pray,

that ye enter not into temptation.

While he yet spake, behold, a multitude, and
he that was called Judas, one of the twelve, went
before them ; and he drew near unto Jesus to

kiss him. But Jesus said unto him, Judas,

betrayest thou the Son of man with a kiss *?

And when they that were about him saw what
would follov/, they said. Lord, shall we smite

with the sword 1 And a certain one of them
smote the servant of the high priest^ and struck

off his right ear. But Jesus answered and said.

Suffer ye thus far. And he touched his ear, and
healed him. And Jesus said unto the chief

priests, and captains of the temple, and elders,

who were come against him, Are ye come out, as

against a robber, with swords and staves ? When
I was daily with you in the temple, ye stretched

not forth your hands against me : but this is your
hour, and the power of darkness.
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And they seized him, and led him away^ and
brought him into the high priest's liouse. But
Peter followed afar off. And when they had
kindled a fire in the midst of the court, and had
sat down together, Peter sat in the midst of

them. And a certain maid seeing him as he sat

in the liglit of the flrCj and looking stedfastly

upon him, said, This man also was with him.

But lie denied, saying. Woman, I know him not.

And after a little while another saw him, and
said. Thou also art one of them. But Peter said,

Man, I am not. And after the space of about

one hour another confidently affirmed, saying, Of
a truth this man also was with him : for he is a

Galilsean. But Peter said, Man, I know not

what thou sayest. And immediately, w^hile he

yet spake, the cock crew. And the Lord turned,

and looked upon Peter. And Peter remembered
the word of the Lord, how that he said unto him,

Before the cock crow this day, thou shalt deny
me thrice. And he went out and wept bitterly.

And the men that held Jesus mocked him,

and beat him. And they blindfolded him, and
asked him, saying, Prophesy : who is he that

struck thee ? And many other things spake

they against him, reviling him.

And as soon as it was day, the assembly of

the elders of the people was gathered together,

both chief priests and scribes ; and they led him
away into their council, saying. If thou art the

Christ, tell us. But he said unto them. If I tell

you, ye will not believe : and if I ask you^ ye will

not answer. But from henceforth shall the Son
of man be seated at the right hand of the power
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of God. And they all said, Art thou then the

Son of God ] And he said unto them, Ye say

that I am. And they said, What further need

have we of witness 1 for wo ourselves have heard

from his own mouth.

The Epistle. 1 Cor. xi. 17.

BUT in giving you* this charge, I praise you
not, that ye come together not for the

better but for the worse. For first of all, when
ye come together in the church, I hear that

divisions exist among you ; and I partly believe

it. For there must be also heresies among you,

that they who are approved may be made mani-

fest among you. When therefore ye assemble

yourselves together, it is not possible to eat the

Lord's supper : for in your eating each one taketh

before otJiei' his own supper ; and one is hungry,

and another is drunken. What 1 have ye not

houses to eat and drink in 1 or despise ye the

church of God, and put them to shame that have
not 1 What shall I say to you 1 shall I praise

you in this *? I praise you not. For I received of

the Lord that which also I '

. ivered unto you,

how that the Lord Jesus in the night in which
ho was betrayed took bread ; and when he had
given thanks, he brake it, and said. This is my
body, which is for you : this do in remembrance
of me. In like manner also the cup, after

supper, saying, This cup is the new covenant in

my blood : this do, as oft as ye drink ity in

remembrance of me. For as often as ye eat this

bread, and drink the cup, ye proclaim the Lord's
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death till he come. Wherefore whosoever shall

eat the bread or drink the cup of the Lord
unworthily, shall be guilt'" of the body and tlie

blood of the Lord. But 1 man prove himself,

and so let him eat of the bread, and drink of the

cup. For he that eateth and drinketh, eateth

and drinketh judgment unto himself, if he

discern not the body. For this cause many
among you are weak and sickly, and not a .few

sleep. But if we discerned ourselves, we should

not be judged. But when we are judged, we are

chastened of the Lord, that we may not be

condemned with the world. Wherefore, my
brethren, when ye come to^ ^her to eat, wait one

for another. If any man ungry, let him eat

at home ; that your coming together be not unto

judgment. And the rest will I set in order

whensoever I come.

The Gospel. Luke xxiii. \.

A!N"D the whole company of them rose up,

and brought him before Pilate. And they

began to accuse him, saying. We found this

man perverting our nation, and forbidding to

give tribute to Csesar, and saying that he him-

self is Christ a king. And Pilate asked him,

saying. Art thou the King of the Jews ? And
he answered him and sai'^. Thou sayest. And
Pilate said unto the chief priests and the multi-

tudes, I find no fault in this man.

And when he knew that he



Now when Herod saw Jesus, he was exceeding

jlad : for ho was of a long time desirous to see

lim, because he had heard concerning him ; and

he hoped to see some miracle done by him. A.nd

ho questioned him in many words ; but he rui-

swcred him nothing. And the chief priests and
the scribes stood, vehemently accusing him.

Aid Herod with his soldiers set liim at nought,

ind mocked him, and arraying him in gorgeous

ipparel sent him back to Pilate. And Herod
md Pilate became friends with each other that

^'ery day : for before they were at enmity be-

tween themselves.

And Pilate called together the chief priests

jind the rulers and the people, and said unto

(hem. Ye brought unto me this man, as one that

)erverteth the people : and behold, I, having

Examined him before you, found no fault in this

lan touching those things whereof ye accuse

lim ; no, nor yet Herod : for he sent him back
into us ; and behold, nothing worthy of death

[^ath been done by him. I will therefore

lastise him, and release him. But they cried out

11 together, saying. Away with this man, and
jlease unto us Barabbas : one who for a certain

isurrection made in the city, and for murder,

[as cast into prison. And Pilate spake unto
lem again, desiring to release Jesus ; but they

louted, saying. Crucify, crucify him. And he

Md unto them the third time. Why, what evil

ith this man done 1 I have found no cause of
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death in him : I will therefore chastise him and

release him. But they were instant with loud

voices, asking that he might be crucified. And
their voices prevailed. And Pilate gave sentence

that what they asked for should be done. And
he released him that for insurrection and murdei

had been cast into prison, whom they asked for

:

but Jesus he delivered up to their will.

And when they led him away, they laid hold

upon one Simon of Cyrene, coming from the

country, and laid on him the cross, to bear it

after Jesus.

And there followed him a great multitude of

the people, and of women who bewailed and

lamented him. But Jesus turning unto them

said. Daughters of Jerusalem, weep not for me,

but weep for yourselves, and for your children.

For behold, the days are coming, in which they

shall say, Blessed are the barren, and the wombs
that never bare, and the breasts that never gave

suck. Then shall they begin to say to the

mountains. Fall on us ; and to the hills, Covei

us. For if they do these things in the green

tree, what shall be done in the dry ?

And there were also two others, malefactors,

led with him to be put to death.

And when they came unto the place which is

called The skull, there they crucitied him, and

the malefactors, one on the right hand and the

other on the left. And Jesus said. Father, for-

give them ; for they know not what they do.

And parting his garments among them, thej

cast lots. And the people stood beholding.

And the rulers also scoffed at him, saying. He
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saved others ; let him save himself, if this is the

Christ of God, his chosen. And the soldiers

also mocked him, coming to him, offering him
vinegar, and saying. If thou art the King of the

Jews, save thyself. And there was also a super-

scription over him, this is the king op the jews.

And one of the malefactors who were hanged
railed on him, saying, Art not thou the Christ ?

save thyself and us. But the other answered,

and rebuking him said, Dost thou not even fear

God, seeing thou art in the same condemnation ?

And wo indeed justly ; for we receive the due

reward of our deeds : but this man hath done
nothing amiss. And he said, Jesus, remember
me when thou comest in thy kingdom. And he
said unto him. Verily I say unto thee, To-day

Ishalt thou be with me in Paradise.

And it was now about the sixth hour, and a

Idarkness came over the whole land until the

)f the temple was rent in the midst. And when
Tesus had cried with a loud voice, he said,

father, into thy hands I commend my spirit

:

md having said this, he expired. And when the

[centurion saw what was done, he glorified God,
paying. Certainly this was a righteous man. And
ill the multitudes that came together to this

sight, when they beheld the things that were
lone, returned smiting their breasts. And all

lis acquaintance, and the women that followed

nt\i him from Galilee, stood afar off, seeing

these things. •

The Epistle, Heb. x. 1.

FOR the law having a shadow of the goo(

things to come, not the very image of thf
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things, they can never with the same sacrifices

year by year, which they offer continually, make
perfect them that draw nigh. Else would they

not have ceased to be offered, because the wor-

shippers, having been once cleansed, would have
had no more conscience of sins ? But in those

sacrifices there is a remembrance made of sins

year by year. For it is impossible that the

blood of bulls and goats should take away sins.

Wherefore when he cometh into the world, he

saith.

Sacrifice and offering thou wouldest not.

But a body didst thou prepare for me
;

In whole burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin

thou hadst no pleasure :

Then said I, Lo, I am come (In the roll of the

book it is written of me)
To do thy will, God.

Saying above. Sacrifices and offerings and whole
burnt offerings and sacrifice^ for sin thou wouldest

not, neither hadst pleasure therein (which are

offered according to the law), then hath he said,

Lo, I am come to do thy will. He taketh away
the first, that he may establish the second. By
which will we have been sanctified through the

offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.

And every priest indeed standeth day by day
ministering and offering oftentimes the same
sacrifices, which can never take away sins : but
he, when he had offered one sacrifice for sins for

ever, sat down on the right hand of God ; from
henceforth expecting till his enemies be made the

ootstool of his feet. For by one offering he hath

erfected for ever them that are sanctified. And
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the Holy Spirit also beareth witness to us : foi

after he hath said,

This is the covenant that I will make wit!

them
• After those days, saith the Lord

;

I will put my laws on their heart,

And upon their mind also will I write them
;

then saith he,

. And their sins and their iniquities will ]

remember no more.

Now where remission of these is, there is nc

more offering for sin.

Having therefore, brethren, boldness to entei

into the holy place iDy the blood of Jesus, by the

way which he dedicated for us, a new and living

way, through the veil, that is to say, his flesh;

and having a great priest over the house of God

;

let us draw near with a true heart in fulness of

faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil

conscience, and our body washed with pure water;

let us hold fast the confession of our hope that

it waver not ; for he is faithful that promised

:

and let us consider one another to provoke unto

love and good works ; not forsaking the assem-

bling of ourselves together, as the custom of

some is, but exhorting one another; and so mucli|

the more, as ye see the day drawing nigh.

The Gospel. John xix. 1.

THEN Pilate therefore took Jesus, and

scourged him. And the soldiers plaited a

crown of thorns, and put it on his head, and

arrayed him in a purple garment ; and they came

unto him, and said. Hail, King of the Jews
and they struck him with their hands. And
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Pilate went out again, and saith unto them,

Behold, I bring him out to you, that ye may
know that I find no crime in him. Jesus there-

fore came out, wearing the crown of thorns and
the purple garment. And Pilate saith unto

them. Behold, the man ! When therefore the

chief priests and the officers saw him, they cried

out, saying. Crucify him^ crucify him. Pilate

saith unto them. Take him yourselves, and
crucify him, for I find no crime in him. The
Jews answered him, We have a law, and by that

law he ought to die, because he made himself

the Son of God. When Pilate therefore heard

this saying, he was the more afraid ; and he
entered into the palace again, and saith unto

Jesus, Whence art thou ? But Jesus gave him
no answer. Pilate therefore saith unto him,

Speakest thou not unto me 1 knowest thou not

that I have power to release thee, and have
power to crucify thee ? Jesus answered him.

Thou wouldest have no power against me, except

it were given thee from above : therefore he that

delivered me unto thee hath greater sin. Upon
this Pilate sought to release him : but the Jews
cried out, saying, If thou release this man, thou

art not Caesar's friend : every one that maketh
himself a king speaketh against Csesar, When
Pilate therefore heard these words, he brought

djl Jesus out, and sat down on the judgment-seat at

a place called The Pavement, but in Hebrew,
Gabbatha. Now it was the Preparation of the

passover : it was about the sixth hour. And he
saith unto the Jews, Behold, your King ! They
therefore cried out, Away with liim, away with
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him, crucify him. Pilate saith unto them, Shall

I crucify your King *? The chief priests answered,

We have no king but Caesar. Then therefore

he delivered him unto them to be crucified.

They took Jesus therefore : and he went out,

bearing the cross for himself, unto the place

called The place of a skull, which is called in

Hebrew Golgotha : where they crucified him,

and with him two others, on either side one, and

Jesus in the midst. And Pilate wrote a title

also, and put it on the cross. And there was
written, jesus of nazareth, the king op the

JEWS. The title therefore read many of the

Jews : for the place where Jesus was crucified

was nigh to the city : and it was written in

Hebrew, aiid in Latin, and in Greek. The
chief priests of the Jews therefore said to Pilate,

Write not. The King of the Jews ; but, that he

said, I am King of the Jews. Pilate answered.

What I have written I have written.

The soldiers therefore, when they had crucified

Jesus, took his garments, and made four parts, to

every soldier a part ; and also the coat : now the

coat was without seam, woven from the top

throughout. They said therefore one to another.

Let us not rend it, but cast lots for it, whose it

shall be : that the scripture might be fulfilled,

which saith.

They parted my garments among them.

And upon my vesture did they cast lots.

These things therefore the soldiers did. But

there were standing by the cross of Jesus his

mother, and his mother's sister, Mary the wife

of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. When Jesus
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therefore saw his mother, and the disciple stand-

ing by, whom he loved, he saith unto his mother,
Woman, behold, thy son ! Then saith he to the

disciple. Behold, thy mother ! And from that

hour the disciple took her unto his own home.

After this Jesus, knowing that all things are

now finished, that the scripture might be accom-
plished, saith, I thirst. There was set there a

vessel full of vinegar : so they put a sponge full

of the vinegar upon hyssop, and brought it to his

mouth. When Jesus therefore had received the

vinegar, he said. It is finished : and he bowed
his head, and gave up his spirit.

The Jews therefore, because it was the Prepar-

ation, that the bodies should not remain on the

cross upon the sabbath (for the day of that

sabbath was a high day), asked of Pilate that

their legs might be broken, and that they might
be taken away. The soldiers therefore came, and
brake the legs of the first, and of the other that

was crucified with him : l3ut when they came to

Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they

brake not his legs : howbeit one of the soldiers

with a spear pierced his side, and straightway

there came out blood and water. And he that

hath seen hath borne witness, and his witness is

true : and he knoweth that he saith true, that

ye also may believe. Por these things came to

pass, that the scripture might be fulfilled, A bone
of him shall not be broken. And again another

scripture saith, They shall look on him whom
they pierced.

The Epistle. 1 Peter iii. 17.

FOE it is better, if the will of God should so

will, that ye suffer for well-doing than for

evil-doing. Because Christ also suffered for sins

once, the righteous for the unrighteous, that he

might bring us to God ; being put to death in the

flesh, but quickened in the spirit ; in which also

he went and preached unto the spirits in prison,

that aforetime were disobedient, when the long-

suffering of God waited in the days of Noah,

while the ark was a preparing, wherein few, that

is, eight souls, were saved through water : which
also after a true likeness doth now save you, even

baptism, not the putting away of the filth of the

flesh, but the interrogation of a good conscience

toward God, through the resurrection of Jesus

Christ y who is on the right hand of God, having

gone into heaven ; angels and authorities and

powers being made subject unto him.

The Gospel, Matth. xxvii. 57. ^

AND when even was come, there came a rich

man from Arimathaea, named Joseph, who
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also himself was Jesus' disciple : this man went
to Pilate, and asked for the body of Jesus.

Then Pilate commanded it to be given up. And
Joseph took the body and wrapped it in a clean

linen cloth, and laid it in his own new tomb,,

which he had hewn out in the rock : and he

rolled a great stone to the door of the tomb, and
departed. And Mary Magdalene was there, and

the other Mary, sitting over against the sepulchre.

Now on the morrow, which is the day after

the Preparation, the chief priests and the Phari-

sees wore gathered together unto Pilate, saying.

Sir, we remember that that deceiver said, while

lie was yet alive. After three days I rise again.

Command therefore that the sepulchre be made
sure until the third day, lest haply his disciples

come and steal him away, and say unto the people.

He is risen from the dead : and the last error

will be worse than the first. Pilate said unto

them. Ye have a guard : go your way, make it

as sure as ye can. So they went, and made the

sepulchre sure, sealing the stone, the guard being

with them.

% At Morning Prayer, instead of the Psalm, O come, let us sing,
(i-c , these Anthems shall be sung or said.

FOR our passover also hath been sacrificed,

even Christ : wherefore let us keep the feast,

not with old leaven, neither with the leaven of

malice and wickedness, but with the unleavened
bread of sincerity and truth, 1 Co)\ v. 7.

me in opening my mouth, to make known with

boldness the mystery of the gospel, for which I

am an ambassador in chains ; that in it I may
speak boldly, as I ought to speak.

HE came therefore again unto Cana of Galilee,

where he made the water wine. And
there was a certain nobleman, whose son was sick

at Capernaum. When he heard that Jesus was

come out of Judaea into Galilee, he went unto

him, and besought Mm that he would come down,

and heal his son ; for he was at the point of

death. Jesus therefore said unto him, Except

ye see signs and wonders, ye will in no wise

believe. The nobleman saith unto him. Sir,

come down ere my child die. Jesus saith unto

him. Go thy way; thy son liveth. The man
believed the word that Jesus spake unto him,

and he went his way. And as he was now going

down, his servants met him, saying that his son

lived. So he inquired of them the hour when
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he began to amend. They said therefore unto

him, Yesterday at the seventh hour the fever

left him So the father knew that it tvas at

that hour in which Jesus said unto him, Thy
son liveth.: and himself believed, and his whole

house. This is again the second sign that Jesus

did, having come out of Judaea into Galilee. .

Now
there was much grass in the place. So the men
sat down, in num^ber about five thousand. Jesus

therefore took the loaves ; and having given

thanks he distributed to them that were set

down; likewise also of the fishes as much as

they would. And when they were filled, he
saith unto his disciples, Gather up the broken
pieces which remain over, that nothing be lost.

So they gathered them up, and filled twelve

baskets with broken pieces from the five barley

loaves, which remained over unto them that had
eaten. When therefore the people saw the sign

which he did, they said. This is of a truth the

prophet that cometh into the world.

% TVhen Bantism is administered durina Martiing or Evening, it

shall be immeaiately ajter the regular Service, unless specially desired,
when it may be after the Second Lesson.

% Infants to be baptized should be irresented by their parents, when
practicable, and one, at least, of the persons presenting ought to be a com-
municant of this or of some other Evangelical Church.

^ At the time appointed, the

Minister, standing near the Font,
shall say.

Hear the words of the Gospel,
written by Mark, in the tenth
Chapter, at the thirteenth verse.

AND thoy brought unto
him little children,

that he should touch them ;

and the disciples rebuked
them. But when Jesus saw
it, he was moved with in-

dignation, and said unto
them, Suffer the little chil-

dren to come unto me

;

tV.jc-bid them not : for of such
la the kingdom of God.
"^'erily I say unto you,Who-
Boever shall not receive the
kingdom of God as a little

child, he shall in no wise
enter therein. And he took
them in his arms, and
blessed them, laying his
hands upon them.

^ Then shall the Minister make
this Exhortation.

BELOVED, ve hear in
this Gospel the words

of our Saviour Christy that
he commanded the children
to be brought unto Him

;

how he blamed those who

would have kept them from

Saviour Christ gave to his
disciples ; saj^ing, Go ye and
teach all nitions, baptizing
them into the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and
of the Holy Spirit ; whereby
ye perceive the obligation
of this Divine Ordinance,
where it may be had.

And they spake the
word of the Lord unto him,
with all that were in his

house. And he took them
the same hour of the night,

and washed their stripes;

and was baptized, he and
all his, immediately. [Acts
xvi. 30 ] Furthermore, in

the tenth Chapter of the
Epistle to the Romans, Paul
contrasts the righteousness

which is of the law with the
righteousness which is of

faith, and makes the latter

speak on this wise ; If thou
shalt confess with thy mouth
Jesus as Lord, and shalt

believe in thine heart that

God raised him from the
dead, thou shalt be saved.

For with the heart man be-

lieveth unto righteousness

;

and with the mouth confes-

sion is made unto salvation.

[Rom. X. 9.]

Beloved, ye learn from
these Scriptures that faith

and repentance (fruits of the
spirit) must be accompanied
with confession of the mouth
in baptism. Doubt ye not,

therefore, but earnestly be-

lieve that God does graci-

ously receive all who truly

BURIAL OP THE DEAD,

% The Minister, meeting the
Corpse at the entrance of the

Church or Churchyard, and going
before it, either into the Church, or
towards the Grave, shall say one or
more of the following sentences

:

I
AM the resurrection and
the life, saith the Lord

;

he that believeth in me,
chough he die, yet shall he
live ; and whosoever liveth
and believeth in me, shall

never die. John xi. 25, 26.

But I know that my Re-
deemer liveth, and that he
shall stand up at the last

upon the earth ; and after

my skin hath been thus
destroyed, yet from my
flesh shall I see God: whom
I shall see for myself, and
mine eyes shall behold, and
not another. Job xix. 25,

26, 57.

But godliness with con-
tentment is great gain ; for

we brought nothing into

the world, for neittier can
we carry anything out ; the
Lord gave, and the Lord
hath taken away ; blessed
be the name of the Lord.
i Tim. vi. 7 ; Job i. 21.

He that heareth my word,
and believeth him that sent

me, hath eternal life, and
Cometh not into judgment,
but hath passed out of death
into life. John v. 24.

BUT now hath Christ
been raised from the

dead, the first-fruits of them
that are asleep. For since
by man came death, by man
came also the resurrection
of the dead. For as in
Adam all die, so also in

Christ shall all be made
alive. But each in his

own order : Christ the first-

fruits ; then they that are
Christ's, at his coming.
Then comtth the end, when
he shall deliver up the king-
dom to God, even the Fa-
ther ; when he shall have
abolished all rule and all

authority and power. For
he must reign, till he hath
put all his enemies under
his feet. The last enemy
that shall be abolished is

death. For, He put all

things in subjection under
his feet. But when he saith,

All things are put in sub-
jection, it is evident that he
is excepted who did subject
all things unto him. And
when all things have been
subjected unto him, then
shall the Son also himself
be subjected to him that
did subject all things under
him, that God may be all

in all.

Else what shall they do
who are baptized for the
dead ? If the dead are not
raised at all, why then are
they baptized for them?
why do we also stand in

jeopardy every hour ? I pro-

test by that glorying in you,
brethren, which I have in

Christ Jesus our Lord, I

die daily. If after the man-
ner of men I fought with
beasts at Ephesus, what
doth it profit me? If the
dead are not raised, let us
eat and drink, for to-mor-
row we die. Be not de-

ceived : Evil company doth

I
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corrupt good manners.
Awake up righteously, and
8in not ; for some have no
knowledge of God : I speak
this to move you to shame.
But some one will say,

How are the dead raised?
and with what manner of

body do they come ? Thou
foolish one, that which thou
thyself sowest is not quick-
ened, except it die : and
that which thou sowest,
thou sowest not the body
hat shall be, but a bare
rain, it may chance of

,vheat, or of some other
ind ;' but God giveth it a
ody even as it pleased him,
nd to each seed a body of

ts own. All flesh is not
he same flesh : but there
s one flesh of men, and
mother flesh of beasts, and
mother flesh of birds, and
mother of fishes. There
ire also celestial bodies, and
odies terrestrial : but the
lory of the celestial is one,

md the glort/ of the terres-

rial is another. There is

)ne glory of the sun, and
.nother glory of the moon,
/nd another glory of the
tars ; for one star differeth

rom another star in glory.
lo also is the resurrection
f the dead. It is sown in

jorruption ; it is raised in

icorruption : it is sown in

lishonor ; it is raised in

lory ; it is sown in weak-
ess ; it is raised in power :

u is sown a natural body ;

t is raised a spiritual body.
f there is a natural body,
here is also a spiritual body.

So also it is written, The
first man Adam became a
living soul. The last Adam
became a life-giving spirit.

Howbeit that is not first

which is spiritual, but that
which is natural ; then that
which is spiritual. The first

man is of the earth, earthy

:

the second man is of heaven.
As is the earthy, such are
they also that are earthy :

and as is the heavenly,
such are they also that are
heavenly. And as we have
borne the image of the
earthy, we shall also bear
the image of the heavenly.
Now this I say, brethren,

that flesh and blood cannot
inherit the kingdom of God

;

neither doth corruption in-

herit incorruption. Behold,
I tell you a mystery : We
shall not all sleep, but we
shall all be changed, in a
moment, in the twinkling
of an eye, at the last trump

:

for the trumpet shall sound,
and the dead shall be raised

incorruptible, and we shall

be changed. For this cor-

ruptible must put on in-

corruption, and this mortal
must put on immortality.
But when this corruptible
shall have put on incorrup-
tion, and this mortal shall

have put on immortality,
then shall come to pass the
saying that is written.
Death is swallowed up in
victory. O death, where is

thy victory ? O death, where
is thy sting? The sting of

death is sin ; and the power
of sin is the law : but thanks
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be to God, who giveth us
the victory through our
Lord Jesus Christ. Where-
fore, my beloved brethren,
be ye stedfast, unmoveable,
always abounding in the
work of the Lord, foras-

much as ye know that your
labor is not vain in the Lord.

John xi. 32.

MARY therefore, when
she came where Jesus

was, and saw him, fell down
at his feet, saying unto him,
Lord, if thou hadst been
here, my brother had not
died. When Jesus there-

fore saw her weeping, and
the Jews also weeping who
came with her, he groaned
in the spirit, and was trou-
bled, and said, Where have
ye laid him ? They say unto
him.

The Jews
therefore said, Behold how
he loved him ! But some of

Jesus
saith. Take ye away the
stone. Martha, the sister

of him that was dead, saith
unto him, Loid, by this

time he stinketh : for he
hath been dead four days.
Jesus saith unto her, Said
I not unto thee, that, if

thou believedstjthoushould-

est see the glory of God?
So they took away the
stone. And Jesus lifted up
his eyes, and said. Father,
I thank thee that thou
heardest me. And I knew
that thou hearest me al-

ways : but because of the
multitude that standeth
around I said it, that they
may believe that thou didst
send me. And when he
had thus spoken, he cried

with a loud voice, Lazarus,
come forth. He that was
dead came forth, bound
hand and foot with grave-
clothes ; and his face was
bound about with a napkin.
Jesus saith unto them,
Loose him, and let him go.

^ Here may he sung a Hymn,

THE FORM OF

ORDAINING PRESBYTERS.

^ After the singing of a Hymn, the Litany shall be said. Then shall

follow a suitable Sermon, or Exhortation.
Note.—That in the Litany the same suffrage shall be used as is ap-

pointed for Deacons ; save only that the word Deacons shall be omitted,

and the word Presbyters inserted instead of it.

^ Then shall a Presbyter present
unto the Bishop all those who are
to be ordained Presbyters, and shall
say,

RIGHT Reverend Bro-
ther in Christ, I pre-

sent unto you these persons
present, to be ordained
Presbyters.
Bishop. Take heed that

these persons, whom ye pre-

sent, are apt and meet, for
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their learning and godly
conversation, to exercise

their Ministry dulv, to the
honor of God, and the edify-

ing of his Church.

^ The Presbyter shall answer.

I
HAVE inquired con-
cerning them, and also

examined them, and think
them BO to be.

1[ Then the Bishop shall say unto
the people.

BRETHREN, these are
they whom we pur-

pose, God willing, to ordain
this day to the office of

Presbyters ; for after due
examination, we find not to

the contrary, but that they
are lawfully called to their
Function and Ministry, and
that they are persona meet
for the same. But yet if

there be any of you who
knoweth any sufficient rea-

son for which any of them
ought not to be received
into this Office of the Min-
istry, let him come forth in

the Name of God, and de-
clare the same.

1[ And if the reasons are suffi-
cient the Bishop shall cease from
ordaininq that person, until such
time as the party accused shall be
found clear.

11 TJien the Bishop, fcommending
such as are found meet to be or-
dained, to the Prayers of the con-
gregation, J shall say the Service for
the Communion, with the Collect,
Epistle, and Oospel, as follows:

The Collect.

ALMIGHTY God, the
Giver of every good

and perfect ^ift, who by
thy Holy Spirit hast ap-

pointed a Ministry in thy
Church ; mercifully behold
these thy servants now
called to the Office of Pres-
byters ; and so replenish
them with the truth of thy
doctrine, and adorn them
with innocency of life, that,

both by word and good ox-

ample, they may faithfully

serve thee in this Office, to

the glory of thy Name, and
the edification o? thy
Church ; through the merits
of our Saviour Jesus Christ,

who liveth and rei^eth
with thee and the Holv
Spirit, world without end.

Amen.

The Epistle. Ephes. iv. 7.

BUT unto each one of us
was the grace given

according to the measure
of the gift of Christ. Where-
fore he saith.

(hem as follows

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YE have heard, Breth-
ren, as well in your

private examination, as in

the exhortation which was
now made to you and in the
holy lessons taken out of
the Gospel, and the writ-

ings of the Apostles, of what
dignity, ana of how great
importance this Office is,

whereunto ye are called.

And now again we exhort
you, in the name of our
Lord Jesus Christ, that ye
liave in remembrance, into

how high a dignity, and to
how weighty an Office and
Charge ye are called : That
is to say, to be Messengers,
Watchmen, and Stewards
of the Lord ; to teach, and
to premonish, to feed and
provide for the Lord's fami-
ly : to seek for Christ's
.slieep that are dispersed
abroad, and for his children
who are in the midst of this

naughty world, that they
may be saved through
Christ for ever.

Have always therefore
printed in your remem-
brance, how great a treasure
is committed to your
charge. For they are the
sheep of Christ, whom he
bought with his death, and
for whom he shed his

blood. The Church and
Congregation whom you
must serve is his Spouse
and his Body. And if it

shall happen that the same
Church, or any member
thereof, do take any hurt
or hindrance by reason of

your negligence, ye know

the greatness of the fault,

and also the condemnation
that will ensue. Wherefore
consider with yourselves
the <?nd of the Ministry,
towards the Children of

God, towards the Spouse
and BoJy of Christ ; and
see that ye never cease your
labour, your care and dili-

gence, until ye havedone all

tiiat lieth in you, according
to your bounden duty, to
bring all such as are or
shall be committed to your
charge, unto that agree-
ment in the faith and
knowledge of God, and to

that ripeness and perfect-

ness of age in Christ, that
there be no place left among
you, either for error in re-

ligion, or for viciousness in

life.

Forasmuch then as your
Office is both of so great
excellency, and of so great
difficulty, ye see with how
great care and study ye
ought to apply yourselves,

as well to show yourselves
dutiful and thankful unto
that Lord who hath placed
you in so high a dignity :

as also to beware that
neither you yourselves of-

fend, nor be occasion that
others offend. Howbeit ye
cannot have a mind and
will thereto of yourselves;
for that will and ability is

given of God alone : there-

fore ye ought, and have
need, to pray earnestly for

his Holy Spirit. And see-

ing that ye cannot by any
other means compass the
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doing of so weighty a work,
pertaining to the salvation

of man, but with doctrine

and exhortation taken out
of the Holy Scriptures, and
with a life agreeable to

the same ; consider how
studious ye ought to be in

reading and learning the
Scriptures, and in framing
the manners both of your-
selves, and of them that
specially pertain unto you,
according to the rule of the
same Scriptures ; and for

this self-same cause, how
ye ou^ht to forsake and
set aside, as much as ye
ma5% all worldly cares and
studies.

We have good hope that
ye have well weighed these
things with yourselves,
long before this time ; and
that ye have clearly deter-
mined, by God's grace, to

give yourselves wholly to
this Office, whereunto it

hath pleased God to call

you ; so that, as much as
lieth in you, ye will apply
yourselves wholly to this

one thing, and draw all

your cares and studies this

way ; and that ye will con-
tinually pray to God the
Father, by the Mediation
of our only Saviour Jesus
Christ, for the heavenly
assistance of the HolySpirit:
that by daily reading and
weighing the Scriptures, ye
may wax riper and stronger
in your Ministry ; and that
ye may so endeavour your-
selves, from time to time,
to sanctify the lives of you

and yours, and to fashion
them after the Rule and
Doctrine of Christ, that ye
may be wholesome and
godlyexamples and patterns
for the people to follow.

And now, that this pres-
ent Congregation of Christ
may also understand your
minds and wills in these
things, and that this your
promise may the more move
you to do your duties

; ye
shall answer plainly to
these things, which we in

the name of God, and of
his Church, shall demand
of you, touching the same.
Do you think in your

heart, that you are truly
called, according to the will

of our Lord Jesus Christ,
and according to the order
of this Church, to the Office

and Ministry of a Presby-
ter ?

Answer. I think it.

Bishop. Are you persuad-
ed that the Holy Scriptures
contain all Doctrine re-

quired as necessary for

eternal salvation through
faith in Jesus Christ ? and
are you determined, out of

the said Scriptures, to in-

Scripture : so that you may
teach the people committed
to your charge, with all

diligence to keep and ob-
serve the same?

Ansiocr. I will so do, by
the help of the Lord.

Bishop. Will you be ready,
with all faithful diligence,
to banish and drive away
from the Church all erro
neous and strange doctrines
contrary to God's Word

:

and to use both public and
private monitions and ex-
hortations, as well to the
sick as to the whole, as need
shall require, and occasion
shall be given?

Answer. I will, the Lord
being my helper.

Bishop. Will you be dili-

gent in Prayer, and in read-
ing the Holy Scriptures, and
in such studies as help to
the knowledge of the same,
laying aside the study of
the world and the flesh ?

Ansioer. I will endeavor
so to do, the Lord being my
helper.

Bishop. Will you be dili-

gent to frame and fashion
your own selves, and your
families, according to the
Doctrine of Christ ; and to

make both yourselves and
them, as much as in you
lieth, wholesome examples

and patterns to the flock of

Christ ?

Answer. I will apply my-
self thereto, the Lord being
my helper.

Bishop. Will you maintain
and set forwards, as much
as lieth in you, peace and
love, among all Christian
people, and will you ronder
due obedience to your Bishop
and to others placed in au-
thority over you ?

Ansioer. I will so do, the
Lord being my helper.

^ Then shall the Bishop, stand-
ing up, say,

ARTICLES OF RELIGION.

^ The Articles of the Reformed Episcopal Church in the Dominion of
Canada, do contain the true teaching of the said Church agreeable to

Ood'8 Word.
^ This Church, according to its Declaration ofPrinciples, proclaims its

belief in the Doctrines of Grace substantially as then «»*« set forth in the

thirty-nine Articles ofReligion, contained inthis PrayerBook asfollows:

I. Of Faith in the Holy
Trinity.

'T'^HERE is but one living

A. and true God, ever-

lasting, without body, parts,

rr passions ; of infinite power,
wisdom, and goodness ; the
Maker and Preserver of all

tilings both visible and in-

visible. And in the unity
of this Godhead there are
three Persons, of one sub-
stance, power, and eternity

;

the Father, the Son, and
the Holy Spirit.

II. Of the Word or Son
of God who was made very
Man.
rpHE Son, who is the
± Word of the Fathor,
begotten fr.om everlasting by
the Father, the very and
eternal God, and of one
substance with the Father,
took Man's nature in the
womb of the blessed Virgin,
of her substance: so that
two whole and perfect

Natures, that is to lay, the
Godhead and Manhood,
were joined together in one
Person, never to be divided,
whcireof is one Christ, very
God, and very Man ; who
truly suffered, was crucified,

dead and buried, to make

peace for us, and to be a
sacrifice, not only for orig-

inal guilt, but also for all

actual sins of men.

III. Of the descent of Christ

into Hell.

THE word HeU, as used
in the so called Apos-

tles' Creed is the old English
equivalent of the Greek
word Hades and signifies

theabode of departed spirits.

In the course of centuries,

the meaning of the word
has so changed as to give
color to many false and mis-

leading notions. In view
of which the clause *'He
descended into Hell" has
been omitted in the above
named Creed as used in the

revised Book of Common
Prayer. See Luke xxiii. 43.

Note.—r^f clause did not ap-
pear in the Creed until the Fourth
Century.

TV. Of the Resurrection of
Christ.

CHRIST did truly rise

again from death, and
took again his body, with
flesh, bones, and all things

appertaining to the perfec-

tion of man'snature ; where-

with he ascended into

heaven, and there sitteth.

V. Of the Holy Spint.

THE Holy Spirit, pro-

ceeding from the Fa-
ther and the Son, is of one
substance, majesty, and
glory, with the Father and
the Son, very and eternal
God.

VI. Of the sufHricncy of
Holy Scripturesfor .salvation.

HOLY Scripture (which

^
is the Word of God)

containeth all things neces-
sary to salvation : so that
whatsoever is not read
therein, nor may he proved
thereby, is not to be re-

quired of any man, that it

snould be believed as an
article of the faith, or be
tliought requisite or neces-
sary to salvation. In the
name of the Holy Scrijiture

we do understand tliose

canonical Books of the Old
and New Testament, of

whose authority was never
any doubt in the Church.

The Book commonly call-

ed " The Apocrypha'^ is not
a portion of God's Word,
and is not therefore to be
used in establishing any
doctrine, nor is it to be
publicly read in the Church.
All the Books of the New

Testament, as they are com-
monly received, we do re-

ceive, and account them
Canonical.

VII. Of the Old Testament.

THE Old Testament is

not contrary to the
New: for both in the Old
and the New Testament
everlasting life is set forth
through Jesus Christ, who
is the only Mediator be-
tween God and Man, being
both God and Man. Where-
• ore they are not to be
heard, who feign that the
old Fathers did look only
for transitory promises. Al-
though the Law given from
God by Moses, as touching
Ceremonies and Rites, do
do not bind Christian men,
nor the Civil precepts there-

of ought of necessity to be
received in any common-
wealth ; yet notwithstand-
ing, no Christian man what-
soever is free from the



obedience of the Command-
ments which are called
Moral.

VIII. Of Regeneration or
the New Birth.

I>EGENERATION is

\} the creative act of the
Holy Spirit, whereby he
imparts to the soul a new
spiritual life. And whoso-
ever believeth in Christ is

born again, for, saith the
Scripture, " ye are all the
children of God by faith
in Jesus Christ."

IX. Of Repentance anu,

Faith.

TRUE repentance is a
chansfeof mind toward

God, and is the effect of the
conviction of sin, wrought
in the heart by the Holy
Spirit.

True faith is the receiv-

ing and resting upon Jesus
Christ alone for salvation
as he is set before us in the
Gospel.

THE faith which brings
justification is simply

the reliance or dependence
on Christ which accepts him
as the sacrifice for our sins,

and as our righteousness.
We may thus rely on

Christ, either tremblingly
or confidingly ; but :n either
case it is saving faith. If,

though tremblingly, we rely
on him in his obedience for
us unto death, instantly we
come into union with him,
and arc justified. If, how-
ever, we confidingly rely on
him, then have we the com-

fort of our justification.

Simply by faith in Christ
are we justified and saved.

X. Of the Sonship of
Believers.

BELIEVERS in Christ
are born of God,

through the regenerating
power of his Spirit, and are
partakers of the Divine
nature ; for if " that which
is born of the flesh is flesh,"

so "that which is born of
the Spirit is spirit."

And all who are thus born
of God are sons of God, and
joint heirs with Christ ; and
therefore, without distinc-

tion of name, brethren with
Christ and with one another.

XI. Of Original or
Birth-Sin.

ORIGINALSinstandeth
not in the following

of Adam^ (as the Pelagians
do vainly talk ;) but it is

the fault and corruption of
the Nature of every man,
that naturally is ingendered
of the offspring of Adam ;

wherebyman is very fargone
from original righteousness,
and is of his own nature
inclined to evil, so that the
flesh lusteth always con-
trary to the spirit ; and
therefore in every person
born into this world, it

deserveth God's wrath and
condemnation. And this

infection of nature doth
remain, yea, in them that
are regenerated ; whereby
the lust of the flesh, called
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in the Greek, phronema
sarkosy which some do ex-

pound the wisdom, some
sensuality, some the affec-

tion, some the desire, of the

flesh, is not subject to the

Law of God. And although
there is no condemnation
for them that believe and
are baptized, yetthe Apostle
doth confess, that concupi-
scence and lust hath of itself

the nature of sin.

XII. Of Man^s Condition

by Nature.

THE condition of Man
after the fall of Adam

is such, that he cannot turn
and prepare himself, by his

own natural strength and
good works, to faith and
calling upon God : where-
fore we have no power to

do good works pleasant and
acceptable to God, without
thr grace of God by Christ
assisting us, that we may
have a good will, and work-
ing with us, when we have
that good will.

XIII. Of the Justification

of Man,
E are accounted right-

eous beforeGod only

for the merit of our Lord
and Saviour Jesus Christ
by Faith and not for our
own works or deservings :

wherefore, that we are justi

fied by Faith only is a most
wholesome Doctrine, and
very full of comfort, as is so

fully declared in the Word
of God.

w

XIV. Of Good Works,

ALBEIT that Good
Works, which are the

fruits of Faith, and follow
after Justification, cannot
put away our sins, and
endure the severity of God's
Judgment ; yet are they
pleasing and acceptable to

God in Christ, and do spring
out necessarily of a true and
lively Faith ; insomuch that
by them a lively Faith may
be as evidently known as a
tree discerned by the Fruit.

XV. Of Works before

Justification.

WORKSdonebeforethe
^race of Christ, and

the Inspiration of his Spirit,

are not of saving efficacy,

forasmuch as they spring
not of Faith in Jesus Cnrist,

neitlier do they make men
meet to receive or to deserve
grace.

XVI. Of Works of Super-
erogation.

VOLUNTARY Works
besides, over and

above, God's Command-
ments, which they call

Works of Supererogation,
cannot be taught without
arrogancy and impiety : for

injr them men do declare,

that they do not only render
unto God as much as they
are bound to do, but that
they do more for his sake,

than of bounden duty is

required : whereas Christ
saith plainly. When ye have
done all that are command-

2b
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ed you, say, We are unpro-
fitable servants.

XVII. Of Christ alone
without Sin.

CHRIST in the truth of

our nature was made
like unto us in all things,
sin only excepted, from
which he was clearly void,
both in his flesh, and in his
spirit. He came to be the
Lamb without spot, who, by
sacrifice of himself made
once for ever, should take
away the sin of the world,
and sin, as John saith, was
not in him. But all we the
rest, although born again in

Christ, yet offend in many
things ; and if we say we
have no sin, we deceive our-
selves, and the truth is not
in us.

XVIIL Of Sin after
Conversion.

THE grant of repentance
is not to be denied to

such as fall into sin after
conversion. After we have
received the Holy Spirit we
may fall into sin, and by
the grace of God we may
arise again, and amend our
lives. And therefore they
are to be condemned, who
say, they can no more sin

as long as they live here, or
deny the place of forgive-

ness to such as truly repent.

XIX. Of Election, Predes-
tination and Free Will.

WHILE the Scriptures
directly set forth the

election, predestination and
calling of the people of God

unto eternal life, as Christ
saith: "All that the Fa-
ther giveth me shall come
to me ;

" they no less posi-

tively affirm man's free
agency and responsibility,

and that salvation is freely

offered to all through Christ,

This Church, according-
ly, simply affirms these
doctrines as the Word of

God sets them forth, and
submits them to the indi-

vidual judgment of its

members, as taught by
the Holy Spirit; strictly

charging them that God
commandeth all men every-

where to repent, and that

we can be saved only by
faith in Jesus Christ.

XX. Of Salvation only in
Christ,

HOLY Scripture doth
set out unto us the

name of Jesus Christ only,

whereby men must be
saved. His was a finished

work and completely suf-

ficient. Without any merit
or deserving on our part he
has secured to believers in

him pardon,
^
acceptance,

sonship, sanctification, re-

demption, and eternal

^lory. Those who believe

m him are in him complete.
They are even now justified

and have a present salva-

tion ; though they may not

at all times have the sense

of its possession.

XXI. Of the Church.

A LL who love the Lord
XX. Jesus Christ, who
adhere to him by faith, who
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are partakers of the Holy
Spirit, and worship the Fa-
ther in spirit and in truth,

are the body of Christ, the

house of God, the flock of

the Good Shepherd— the

holy, universal Christian

Church.

A visible Church of Christ

is a congregation of faithful

men, in which the pure
Word of God is preached,

and the Sacraments are

duly ministered according
to Christ's ordinance in all

those things that of neces-

sity are requisite to the
same.

As the Church of Jeru-

salemy Alexandria, and
Antioch, have erred ; so also

the Church of Bome^ doth
err, not only in their liv-

ing and manner of Cere-
monies, but also in matters
of Faith.

XXII. Of the Authority of
a Church.

A CHURCH hath
power to decree Rites

or Ceremonies, and to es-

tablish forms of worship
and to declare its own faith

and discipline : yet it is not
lawful for any Church to
ordain any thing that is

contrary to God's Word
written, neither may it so

expound one place of Scrip-
ture, that it be repugnant
to another. Wherefore, as
the Church ought not to

decree any thing against
the same, so besides the
same it ought not to enforce

any thing to be believed as

necessary to Salvation
The Creeds as set forth in

the Prayar Book of this

Church ought to be received
and believed ; for they may
be proved by Holy Scrip-

ture.

XXIIL Of the Authority

of General Councils.

GENERAL Councils
(forasmuch as they

are an assembly of men,
whereof all are not governed
by the Spirit and Word of

God) may err, and some-
times have erred, even in

things pertaining unto God.
Wherefore things ordained
by them as necessary to

salvation have neither
strength nor authority, un-
less it may be proved that
they are taken out of Holy
Scripture.

XXIV. Of Ministering in
the Congregation.

IT is not lawful for any
man to take upon him

the office of public preach-
ing, or Ministering the
Sacraments in the Congre-
gation, before he has been
lawfully called, and sent to
execute the same. And
those we consider to be
lawfully

^
called and sent,

who having been called to
this work by the Holy
Spirit, have publicauthority
given unto them in the
Congfregation, by those
duly appointed to ordain
Ministers in the Lord's
vineyard.
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XXV. Of speaking in the

Congregation in such a
Tongue as the people under-
stand.

IT is a thing plainly re-

puprnant to the Word
of God, and the custom of

the Primitive Church, to
have public Prayer ii the
Church, or to mmister the
Sacraments in a tongue not
understood by the people.

XXVI, Of the Sacraments,

SACRAMENTS or-
dained by Christ are

tokens of Christian men's
profession.

There are two Sacraments
ordained by Christ our
Lord in the Gospel, that is

to say, Bajptism, and the
Supper of the Lord.
Those five, by some called

Sacraments, that is to say.
Confirmation, Penance, Or-
ders, Matrimony, and Ex-
treme Unction, are not to
be counted for Sacraments
of the Gospel, for they have
not any visible sign or cere-

mony ordained of God.
The Sacraments were not

ordained of Christ to be
gazed upon, or to be carried
about, but that we should
dulv use them. And in

such only as worthily re-

ceive the same is there any
spiritual benefit by faith in

Christ ; but they that re-

ceive them unworthily pur-
chase to themselves judg-
ment. 1 Cor. xi., 29.

XXVII. Of Baptism,

BAPTISM is a sign of
profession, whereby

we publicly avow our faith

in Christ, and are grafted
into the visible Church. It
represents the death of be-
lievers with Christy and
their rising with him to
newness of life. The Bap-
tism of young Children is

in any wise to be retained
in this Church, as agree-
able to ancient usage, and
not contrary to holy Writ.

XXVIII. Of the Lord's
Supper.

THE Supper of the Lord
is not only a sign of

the love that Christians
ought to have among them-
selves one to another ; but
rather is a Memorial of our
Redemption by Christ's

death : it is also a symbol
of the soul's feeding on
Christ. And it is a sign of

the Communion that we
should have with one an-
other.

Tran8ubstantiation(or the
change of the substance of

Bread and Wine) or Con-
substantiation, cannot be
proved by holy Writ ; but
are repugnant to the flain
words of Scripture, over-
throw the nature of a Sacra-
ment, and have given occa-
sion to many superstitions.

We feed on Christ only
after a heavenly and spir-

itual manner. And themean
whereby Christ is received
is faith.

The Sacrament of the
Lord's Supper was not by
Christ's ordinance, neither

is it to be in this Church,
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reserved, carried
^

about,

lifted up, or worshipped.

XXIX. Of those who par-

take of the Lord^s Supper
unworthily,

THE wicked, and such as

be void of a lively

faith, although they do car-

nally and visibly press with
their teeth the Sacramental
elements of the Lord's Sup-
per, yet in no wise are they
partakers of Christ : but
rather, to their condemna-
tion, do eat and drink the
sign or symbol of so great
a thing as His Body and
Blood.

XXX. Of both kinds.

THE Cup of the Lord ia

not to be denied to

the Lay-people ; for both
the bread and the wine, by
Christ's ordinance and com-
mandments, ought to be
ministered to all Christian
men alike.

XXXI. Of the one Obla-
tion of Christ finished upon
the Cross.

THE offering of Christ
is that perfect redemp-

tion, propitiation, and satis-

faction, once for ever made
upon the cross for all sin,

both original and actual

;

and there is none other
satisfaction for sin, but that
only. Wherefore the sacri-

fices of Masses, in which it

is commonly said, that the
priest doth oflFer Christ for
the quick and the dead, to
have remission of pain or

guilt, are blasphemous fa-

bles, and dangerous deceits.

XXXIL Of the Marriage
of Ministers.

BISHOPS, Presbyters,
and Deacons, are not

commanded by God's Law,
either to vow the estate of
single life, or to abstain
from marriage : therefore it

is lawful for them, as for

all other Christian men, to

marry at their own discre-

tion, as they shall judge the
same to serve better to god-
liness.

XXIII. Of Confession and
Absolution.

PRIVATE confession of

sins to a priest, com-
monly known as Auricular
Confession, has no founda-
tion in the Word of God,
and is a human invention.

Priestly absolution is a
blasphemous usurpation of

the sole prerogative of God.
None can forgive sins as
against God but God alone.

XXXIV. Of the Traditions

of the Church.

IT is not necessary that
traditions and cere-

monies should be in all

places one, and exactly
alike ; for at all times they
have been divers, and may
be changed according to

the diversities of countries,

times, and men's manners,
so that nothing be ordained
against God's Word. Who-
soever through his private
judgment, willingly and
purposely, doth openly
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break the traditions and
ceremonies of the Church,
which are not repugnant to
the Word of God, and are
ordained and approved by
common authority, ought
to be rebuked openly, (that

others may fear to do the
like,) as he that offendeth
against the common order
of the Church, and hurteth
the authority of the Magis-
trate, and woundeth the
conscience of the weak
brethren.
Every particular or na-

tionalChurcLhath authority
to ordain, change, and
abolish, ceremonies or rites

of the Church, ordained
only by man's authority, so
that all things be done to
edifying.

XXXV. Of Certain Errou'
eous Doctrines and Practices,

THE Romish doctrines
concerning purgatory,

Eenance, and satisfaction,

ave no support from the
word of God, and are, be-
sides, contradictory of the
completenessand sufficiency

of the redemption in Christ
Jesus, of justification by
faith, and of the sanctify-

ing efficiency of God the
Holy Spirit. Praying tor

the dead is man's tradition,

vainl}r invented, and is in
violation of the express
warnings of Almighty God
to the careless and uncon-
verted. The adoration of
relics and images, and the
invocation of saints, besides
that they are grounded upon

no warranty of Scripture,
are idolatrous practices, dis-
honoring to God, and com-
promising the mediatorship
of Christ.

XXXVI. OfConsecration
of Bishops and Ordering of
Presbyters and Deacons.

THE Book of Consecra-
tion of Bishops, and

Ordering of Presbvters and
Deacons, set forth by this
Church, doth contam all

things necessary to such
Consecration and Ordering

:

neither hath it any thing,
that of itself is superstitious
and ungodly. And there-
fore whosoever are conse-
crated or ordered according
to the Rites of that Book,
or hereafter shall be conse-
crated or ordered according
to the same Rites; we de-
cree all such to be rightly,
orderly, and lawfully con-
secrated and ordered.

XXXVIL Of the Civil

Magistrates,

THE Queen's Majesty
hath the chief power

in the Realm of England,
and other her Dominions,
unto whom the civil Gov-
ernment of all Estates in

this Realm doth appertain

;

but hath no authority in
things purely spiritual. We
do not give to our Princes
the ministering either of
God's Word, or of the Sac-
raments ; but that only pi e-

rogrative, which we see to

have been given always to

all godly Princes in holy
Scriptures by God himself

;
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that is, that they should
rule aU states and degrees
committed to their charge
by God, and minister true

judgments unto the people.

The Bishop of Home ought
to have no jurisdiction in

this Dominion.
The Laws of the Realm

may punish Christian men
with death, for heinous and
grievous offences.

It is lawful for (Christian

men, at the commandment
of the Magistrate, to wear
weapons, and serve in the
wars.

XXXVIII. Of Christian
raen's Goods^ which are not

common.

THE Riches and Goods
of Christians are not

common, as touching the

right, title, and possession

of the same. Notwith-
standing, every man ought,
of such things as he pos-

sesseth, liberally to give

alms to the poor, according
to his ability.

XXXIX. Of a Christian

man's Testimony.

AS we confess that vain

and rash swearing is

forbidden Christian men by
the Law of God, so we
judge, that Christian re-

ligion doth not prohibit,

but that a man may formal-
ly testify in accordance
with the law when the
magistrate or ruler requireth
in a cause of trutn and
justice, provided it be done
in the fear of God.

A PRAYER FOR UNITY.

OGOD the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, our
only Saviour, the Prince of Peace ; who hast taught

us how good and pleasant it is for brethren to dwell
together in unity, give us grace seriously to lay to heart
the great danger arising from unhappy divisions. Take
away all hatred and prejudice, and whatsoever else may
hinder us from godly Union and Concord : that, a *^here

is but one Body, and one Spirit, and one Hope of our
Calling, one Lord, one Faith, one Baptism, one God and
Father of us all, so we may henceforth be all of one heart,
and of one soul, united in one holy bond of Truth and
Peace, of Faith and Love, and may with one mind and
one mouth glorify thee; through Jesus Christ our Lord.
Amen.
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
