Akticle I. There fhall be a Irm, inviolable, and nniverfal Peace, and a (rue and hncere

Friendlliip between Ilis Britamvuk Majefly, liis Heirs and Succelfors, and ilic United StJi's of

America; and between (heir refpefiive Countries, Territories, Ciiieo, Towpj/ and People, of

every Degree, v/ithout Exception of Pcifons or Places.

Art. II. His Majefly will withdraw all his Troops and Gavrifons from all Pofls and Places

within the I'oundaiy Lines afligned by the Treaty of P«.acc to the U'l'.ei States. This Evacua-

tion fhall t;.ke Place on or before the FirftDay n[ Jan

Art. IIL It is agreed, that ii fliall at all Times be free to His Majefly's Subjctls, and to the

Citizens of the United Stiitrs, atid alio to tl»c hidtans dwdlin.^ on either Side of the laid Houndary
Line, freely to pals and repafs, by Land or Iriland Navigation, into the refpedivc Territories

und Countries of the Two Parties on the Continent of Avitrica^ (tlie Country within the Limits
of the Hud/on's Bny Company only excepted) and to navigate all the Lakes, Rivers and Waters
thereof, and freely to carrj' on Trade and Commerce with each other. But it is underflood,
that this Article does notextcnd to the Admiflion of V'eflels-of the United States into the Sea- Ports,

Tiarbouis, Hays or Ciceksof His Majefty's faid Territories; nor into fuch Parts of the Rivers in

His Majefty's faid Territorits as are between the Mouth thereof and the highed Port of Entry
from the Sea, except in fmall Vclfels trading bendfide between Mor.treal and Quebec, under fuch Re-
;;u}atious a.! fhall be cftablifhed to prevent the PofTibility of any Frauds in this Refpcdl; nor to

ihc Adn iflTion of Jirit/JIi Wlfels from the Sea into the Rivers of the United States, beyond the higheft

Ports of Entry for Veffcis from the Sea. The River Mijffijippi fhall, however, according to

»he Treaty of Peace, be entirely open to both Parties; and it is farther agreed, that all the

ports and Places on ii\ Eaftern Side, to which foever of the Parties belonging, -may freely be
rofoifcd to, and uied by V)oth Parties, in as ample a Manner as any of the Atlantic Ports or Pla-

ces of the United Stales, or any of the Ports or Places of His Majefty in Great Britain.

All Goods and Merchandize, whole Importation into His Majefty's faid Territories in Avlcri-

f'tf Uiall not be entirely prohibited, may freely, for the Purpofes of Commerce, be carried into

the fame, in the Manner aforcfaid, by the Citizens of the United States i and fuch Goods and
Merchandize (hall be fubjctl to no higher or other Duties than would be payable by His Majef-

f y's Subjetls on the Importation of the fame from Evropt into the faid Territories. And, in like

Manner, all Goods and Merchandize, whole Importation into the United States ftiall not be whol-
ly prohibited, may freely, for the Purpofe of Commerce, be carried into the fame, in the Man-
ner aforefaid, by His Majefly's Subjefts; and fuch Goods and Merchandize fhall be fubjeft to

no higher or other Duties than would be payable by the Citizens of the United States on the Im-
portation of the fame, in American Velfels, into the Atlantic Ports of the faid Statts. And all

C.oods not prohibited to be exported from the (aid Territories refpeClively, may, in like Manner,
be carried out of the fame by the Two Parties rcfpeftivcly, paying Duty as aforefaid.

No Duty of Entry fliall ever be levied, by either Party, on Peltries brought by Land or In-

Luid Navigation into the faid Territories relpedively; nor (hall the Indians, padingor repafling

xvith their own proper Goods and EfFetts, of whatever Nature, pay for the fame any Import or

Duty whatever; but Goods in Bales, or other large Packages unufual among /nt/icni, fhall not

be confidercd as Goods belonging bondjvic to Indians,

No higher or of'cr Tolls or Rates of Ferriage than what are or fhall be payable by Natives,

Ihall be demandeu on either Side; and no Duties fhall be payable on any Goods which fhall

As this Aiticle is intended to render, in a threat Decree, the local Advantag-s of each Party

common to hot.., and ;:iereby to promote a Diipolition favonrable to Fiiendfhip and '^ood

Neighbourhood, it is agreed, that the rclpctlive Ciovernmenis will mutually promote tiiis ann-

cabie Intcrcourfo, by culin^^ fpeedy and impartial JuUicc to be done, and neccflary Protc£tion

to be extended to all who may be concerned therein.

Art. IV. Whereas it is uncertain whctlier the River Ml/Jijjippi extends fo far to the North-
ward as to be interfeftcd by a Line to be drawn due ^^'eli ironi the Lakf of th? Woodi, in the

Manner mentioned in the Treaty of Pe;ice between His Ma)e(ly and the XJiuled SrtUes; it is agreed,

that Meaiiires fhall be taken, in Concert with His M.ijelly's Government in Americi, and ibe

Government of the United i^tiUrs, for making a joint Sur\ ey of the laid River from One Decree of
Latitude below the Falls of St. Anilumy, to the prmcipal Source or Sources of the laid River,

and alfo-of the Part adjacv.it thereto; and that it, on the Refult of fuch Survey, it (hould ap-

pear that the lajd River woidd not be interfered by fuch a Line as is above-mentioned, ' the

Two Parties will thereupon proceed, by amicable Nej^^oliation, to regulate the Boundary Line

in that Quarter, as v/ell as all other Points, to be adjufled between the laid Parties, accordin^^

to Julliieand mutuafConvcnience, and in conlormuv to the Intent of the (aid Treaty.

Art. V. Whereas Doubts have arifen what River was truly intended under the Name of the

River Siir". Croix, mentioned in the (aid Treaty of Peace, and forming a Part of the Boundary
therein delciibed, that Quedion fliall lie referred to the final Decifion of Commidioners, to be

appointed in the foUownig Manner, viz.

One CommilFjoner (hall be named by His Majcfly, and One by the Prefrlent of the Vnii-cd Sta-

tes, by and with the Advice and Conlentof the Senate thereof, and the (aid Two Conniudioneis

Ihall agree cm the Choice of a Thirdr or, if thiy cannot io agree, they (liail each propofe One
Perfon; and of the Two Names lb propoled, One (hall be drawn by Lot in the Prelenee of the

Two original Commiffioners : And the Three ("ommilhoners fo appointed (hall be fworn impar-

tially toexamine anddecide the (aid Oiiellion according to fuch K'idence as fliall rtfpetlively

be laid before them on the Part of tne iJ,'7>y/j Govern:nent and of the U«//;(f(i Sunes. Tlie l.iid

Commiflioners (hall meet at IJahfax, and fliall have Power to idjourn to fuch other Place or

Places as they flidll think fit. They (liall have Power to appoint a Secretary, and to employ
fuch Surveyors or other Per Cons as i hey fhall judge nccelfai}-. The ("ai<l Commiihoners fhall,

lay a Declaration under their Hands and Seals, decide what Fviver is the Ri -er S;r. C/wx intend-

ed by the Treaty. The [.i\6. Declaration fhall contain a Defcription of the (aid River, and fh.iU

particularize the Latitude and Longitude of it's Mouth and of ii's Source. Duplicates of this

Declaration, and of the Statements of their yVccounts, and of the journal of their Proceedings,

.fhall be delivered by them to the Agent of His Majefly and to the Agent ol the \}niud Stales, who
may be refpeQively appointed and aulhorizv.d to manage the Bufinefs on Behab of the refpettive

Governments : And both Partif.s agree to confider fuch Decifion as final and conclufive. Io as

that the fame fhall never thereafter be called into Qaeltion, or made the Subje6t of Dilpute or

DifFerence bet\vecn them.

It is further agreed, that the Commiflioncrs mentioned in this ^nd in the Two preced-

ing Articles fliall be lelpeclively paid in fuch a Manner as ihall be agreed between the Two Par-

tics; inch Agreement being to be fettled at the Time of the Exchange of the Ratifications of this

Treaty. And all othtr Expences atttnding the laid Commiflioiis fhall be defrayed jointly by
the Two Parties, liie fame being pievioufly aicertained and allowed by the Majority of the Com-
miflioners. And in the Cafe of iJealh, Sitknefs or necclfary Abfence, the Place of every fuili

Coinmiflioncr ri fpe6livc]y fliall be fupplied in the fame Manner as luch Conmillioner was fiill

appointed, and tlie new Comuiiflioner liiall take the lame Oath or Aflirmation, and do the lame
Duties.

Jifcated, it being unjufl and impolitic that Debts and Engagements contratled and made by In-

dividuals having Confide nee in each other, and in their iclpeftive Governments, fhould ever

be d'-lhoyed or impaired by National Authority, on Account of National Dillereiices and Dif-

contcnts.

Art. XI It is agreed beti.'een His Majefly and the United States of America, that there fhall

/ be a reciprocal and entirely perfetl Liberty of Navigation and Commerce between their refpetlivc

' People, in the Manner, under the Linjitations, and on the Conditions Ipecified in the follow-

ing Articles.

Art. XII. HisMajelly confents, that it fball and may be lawful, during the Time herein af-

ter limited for the Citizens of the Uniud Stales to carry to any of His Majefly's Iflands and Ports

Laflly, This Treaty, when the fame ihall havf been ratified by His Majefty, and by the

Prefident of the f/mW 5icto, by and with the Advice and Confent of their Senate, and the ref-

peflive Ratifications mutually exchanged, fliall be binding and obligatory on His Majefty, and

on the faid States, and fliall be by then refpedively executed and obfervcd with PunCluality,

and the mcft fincerc Regard to good Faith. And whereas it will be expedi':fnt, in order the

better to facilitate Intercourfe and obviate Difficulties, that other Articles be propofed and added

to this Treaty, which Articles, from Want of Time and other Circumllances, cannot now be

perfeded, it is agreed, that the faid Parties will, from Time to Time, readily treat of and con-

-cernin^T fuch Articles, and will fincerely endeavour fo to form them, as that they may conduce

to mutual Convenience, and tend to promote mutual Satisfaftion and Friendftiip ; and that the

faid Articles, after having been duly ratified, fhall be added to, and make a Part of this Treaty.
