“This precipitate rejection of the 
Vienna proposal does not surprise us,’’ 
says the semi-official Nord Deutsche 
Alligemelne Zeitung.

27.50 Downing of Sixty-Five Ger­

man airplanes were accounted for by 
the British along their lines yester­
day. Sevei) of the hostile machines 
were destroyed In one engagement by 
a British squadron.

Describing the operations in the 
battle zone an officia! statement to­
night -«ays:

"There was «--eat aerial activity alt 
along the British frotit on Sept. 18, 
and our machines were busily en­
gaged in every department of their 
work. Phptographlc reconnaissances 
both of forward and distant areas 
were carried out with great com­
pleteness in spite of strong opposi­
tion, and the number of aerial photo­
graphs taken exceeds any recorded 
total for one day. 1

“Observation of our artillery fire 
was successfully performed both by 
airplanes and balloons. Much dam­
age was reported in hostile battery 
positions and many fires and explo­
sions were caused.

“Nearly 24 tone of bombs 
dropped by Cay, and 15 tons on the 
following night, on airdromes used 
by the enemy's night-flying airplanes 
and on railheads and dumps.

"The fighting was intense all along 
the front thruou*’. the day, combats 
taking place a considerable distance 
east of the Unes. Forty-five hostile 
machines were brought down by our 
airmen. Of these, seven were brought 
down in one fight by one of our 
squadrons. Twenty other German 
machines were driven down out of 
control. In addition, one hostile air­
plane was shot down by eur anti­
aircraft guns. One hostile balloon 
was destroyed.

the bluecoats. For some time past 
there has been an undercurrent of 
friction owing to the refusal, of the 
department to secure raincoats, raise 
the salaries and the assertion of a 
number of officers that they had been 
Informed their positions depended upr 
on them severing their conhection 
wifh the newly formed police union.

When the idea of the u it ion was first 
mentioned in local police circles the 
heads of the department came out 
strongly against any such organization 
and today the commissioners silently 
approved of Chief Whatley's stand In 
thé matter. Howevbr, the men are de­
termined to have such à union, claim­
ing that they have Just as much right 
to organize as the police 
Dominion, who held the 
here recently.

Already the anti-union- feeling has 
resulted in resignations from the force, 
but there Is not the least doubt that 
the union will be successfully form­
ed.

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: |Newark, N.J., Sept. 17.—Trapped in 
a cloakroom on the top floor, eight 
girls, a boy and a man perished here 
today in a fire which destroyed the 
plant' of the American Button Cqm- 
pany^ Another girl was killed when, 
seeking to escape from the flames, 
she -’leaped from a window. Nine 
other girls were Injured,.several fa­
tally. •

At 2 o'clock the factory hummed 
with the Industqy of more than 300 
young women engaged In making 
buttons -for army and navy uniforms. 
At 3.80 the building was a flame- 
Kwept ruin, the top floor of which 
formed a tomb for workers who had 
been drlvdn Into the cloakroom by 
flames and smoke. At 4.80 the fire 
was virtually extinguished and the 
task of Identifying the victims began.

The girls on the ldwer floors made 
their escape, some by Jumping and 
others by the fire escapes. It Is be­
lieved that when the girls «found 
exit by means of fire escapes and * 
stall ways cut off, they fled In a 
panic to the cloakroom, where their 
bodies were later found huddled to­
gether. All were burned beyond re­
cognition,' and it was only thru 
trinkets and felts of scoréhed attire 
that identification was at all possible.

At today’s meeting, after considerable 
discussion, it was decided that Sir Wil­
frid should writ? io> a number of leading 
men In <aclt province, requesting them 
to organize upon a plan, and at a time 
satisfactory to themselves, and advise 
him of steps taken.

The delegations from Ontario explained 
that they intended to prepaid now a 
moderate form of organizing by dividing 
the province into districts. It is expect, 
ed that each of thirty constituencies will 
shortly send six or eight delegates to 
meet in London, Ont.,’ and organize a 
consultative committee for that part ot 
the province. Once that la dime, eighteen 
ridings In eastern Ontario will do simi­
larly, and afterwards the plan win be 
applied to northern Ontario, central On­
tario, the Yorks and Toronto, 
will be five bodies in all in the province. 
Representatives from these bodies will 
be appointed to form a central commit­
tee, which will maintain a central office 
in Toronto to furnish information and 
direct the organization. It is expected 
that a similar plan will be followed in 

"other provinces, especially west of the 
Great Lakes, but the party there will de­
cide for itself.

The central Information offices at Ot­
tawa will be maintained, but will have 
to do with collecting information rather 
than attending to organizations. When 
this organization on the lines mentioned 
has progressed, a constitutional and lit­
erary committee will be appointed to 
prepare documents necessary for the 
more effective discussion of public ques­
tions, It was decided not to revive tbe 
Liberal monthly until after the war.

TERRIBLE RAVAGES OF-
WHITE PLAGUE IN BELGIUM.

Is Most Menacing of Many Evils
Threatening Future, of Belgium.

The most menacing of the many 
tvlls brought upon Belgium by the 
war la the rapid increase In the num­
ber of tubercu lysis cases. A large 
proportion of the population Is already 
in the grip of the white plague, a still 
larger/proportion Is reduced through 
malnutrition and, exposure to a physi­
cal condition. In virtue of which it be­
comes an easy prey to the disease. 
This Is particularly the case among 
the children of the cities and crowded 
ir.dustrlak,centres, many of whom are 
In the Incipient stages of consumption. 
A type of organisation existing before 
the war has been amplified and trans­
formed, and is now effectively 
bating this menace to Belgium's next 
generation. With the support of the" 
Belgian relief commission it- was pos­
sible to remodel what has been known 
as the “Foyer des Orphelins,’’ a so­
ciety having tor Its purpose the ad­
vancement of tho physical and morel 
welfare of orphans, abandoned or 
ttbueed children Into the orphanages 
and anti-tuberculosis league. The 
organization Is now directing its en­
ergies to protecting the young from 
the dleeaee and to restoring, where 
possible, those already affected.

The many Institutlone under the dl- 
lection of this organization are largely 
dependent upon the Belgian relief 
commission for the money wherewith 
to continue tholr great work Many 
have reached the limit of their accom­
modations and their resources, and it 
is hard to accept such limitations 
when there are co many more children 
In dire need of attention. To carry 
on and Increase this work of salvation 
outside aid le absolutely Indispensable, 
and the only channel thru which such 
aid may be secured Is the Belgian relief 
-und. Contributions should be sent

OTTAWA.Rome, Sept. 17.—The Austrian peace 

proposal is received here as an Indi­
cation of the weakness of the central 
powers, Popolo Romano says, and 
adds:

‘‘The Austro-Hungarian note has 
been foreseen for some time. It Is 
no surprise that Vienna should begin 
such music. However, let us not be 
deceived. Meanwhile, oiir soldiers are 
waiting along the Plave to liberate 
Italian soil with their arms.”

Meesagero saye: "The first thing 
to be ascertained is whether the Aus­
trians -or the Germans really want 
peace and If so, do both want the 
same kind of peace. Are they ready 
to make peace, the principle of which 
admits the Independence of peoples? 
We already know that both desire to 
go back to pre-war conditions, with 
a few concessions from Italy and 
France and a free hand in the Orient. 
Such a peace would be a most disas­
trous catastrophe for the alllee and 
the liberty of Europe and the world."

The consensus of opinion Is that the 
note wlH remain unanswered, as too 
vague and that the proposal Is being 
made to allow the Auetro-Hungartan 
Government to^aAsure the people that It 
has done itsbbeet to bring about peace, 
but that the allies refused to listen.

The aeml-offlclal Vatican organ, Cor- 
riere d’ltalia, reflects this view and

“Austria’s Invitation should net create 
dangerous Illusions. It Is Interesting as 
the first -official public step taken by 
any belligerent tor peace. But the peace 
conception of the two belligerents Is still 
too wlvergent to give hope ot conclusive 
conciliation. The sincere friends of peace 
prefer that the war should continue 
rather than a truce be arranged leading 
to new fighting."

Cbourg, Sep. 17.-rThe great tractor 
show got off to a good start today In 
■pit» of the cold .weather. The old 
rifle range, a mile Vrnfh of the town, 
has taken on the appearance of a 
giant midway, and all in a short 
space of time a tented city has 
sprang up. Unlike the midway, the 
barkers are not human but of the 
gasoline variety, and many of them. 
There has not been as much of the 
show put on today as might have been 

weather conditions, 
but everything is now in readiness 
for a big day tomorrow. The last of 
the tents was put up today, and the 
flags are now flying gaily in welcme 
to the many thousands of visitors that 
are expected from adl parts of the 
ÜBtled States and Canada.

Countries Represented.
Among the distinguished visitors 

to be present are two representatives 
of the French Government and one 
from the Italian Government who will 
look over the different machines with 
a view to placing war orders, as Eur- 
pean conditions have made the tractor 
an absolute necessity. Brasilian re­
presentatives are also present look­
ing for the best type of machine to 
use In cultivating the fertile plains of 
that great wheat country. The deputy 
minister of agriculture from Washing­
ton as well as delegations from many 
of the states will' help to give the 
tractor show an International flavor.

Hotel Accommodation Taxed.
Much of the praise for the ar­

rangements le due to J. D. Hayden 
of Cobourg and P. O. Van Vleet of 
Toronto. All the hotel accommoda­
tion In town has been spoken for for 
some time, in spite of the great ad­
vance In prices- Many private homes 
have been thrown open to accommo­
date the visitors who will throng Co­
bourg to see the tractor show.

Among the tractors that are ready 
for demonstration work are noticed 
many well-known Canadian and Ame­
rican makes, such as Case, Avery, 
Cleveland, International, Titan, Mas- 
ssy-Harris, Hession, Fordson and Gil­
son. The Oliver Plow Works have a 
fine exhibit In their tent, many elec­
trical devices showing the busln 
organization behind the outfit. Moving 
pictures of other demonstrations 
where Oliver plows were used are 
being shown 1 na darkened section of 
the tent. The Cockshutt Plow Com­
pany have a large number of plows of 
various kinds waiting to turn the sod 
over when the opportunity Is offered. 
Massey-Harris Company and Moline 
Plow Company also have good exhi­
bits.

The aviation people have 
a bus line of their own, and one of 
the busiest streets In all of Toronto 
is Merton street with its business rap­
tors and trucks running from Yonge, 
north of the Mount Pleasant Cemetery, 
and across Into Leaside to the muni­
tions plant and railway yards and av). 
ation camp. There are also a lot of 
people locating In this portion of the 
City and suburbs just as fast as houses 
can be built for them The munitions 
plant are now building between 30 and 
40 double brick houses for their men, 
and the government will have to make 
some provision for workmen’s homes 
In connection with the governmagf .; 
railway yard.

In the meantime the problem Is how 
to get the necessary transportation to 
handle the people who have to go to 
these new establishments, or who win 
be living in that locality. One of the 
difficulties is that Leaside Is a separate 
municipality from Toronto, and 
portion of the Township of York lie 
between the city and Leaside.

For the past six weeks The Worl 
bas been presenting these transporta 
tion needs for the consideration of th 
public Interested, and besides outlin 
lng In this mAp the location of the In 
stltutions concerned.

The World herewith presents a map 
specially prepared, of that portion of 
the Ôity of Toronto lying east of 
Yonge and north of Bloor and Dan- 
forth. This Is a district which calls 
for Increased street car transportation 
by reason of the following new public 
services and buildings being located 
in the district:

1. The location of the Rosedale Mili­
tary Hospital of the Dominion Govern­
ment on the St. Andrew’s College 
grounds, shown in the cut Immediate­
ly south of the C.P.R. tracks. There 
will be at least 2000 patients and at­
tendants sooner or later In this hos­
pital and annexes, and transportation 
must be provided for them, not to 
mention visitors to the Institution.

2. The location of the Casualty 
Clearing Station of the Militia Depart­
ment on the Rosedale Heights immed­
iately north ot the hospital and C.P.R. 
tracks as shown In the plan.' There 
will be at least 2000 men In this sta­
tion, and as fast as the men are de­
mobilized fresh ones will take their 
places. The increased population at 
this point will be between two and 
three thousand, and will be in opera­
tion for some years.

Six Big Institutions,
1. The location of the new Canadian 

Northern yards at Leaside, also a gov­
ernment proposition. As Indicated In 
the plan, a large brick roundhouse, 
has already been erected, also large lo­
comotive shops, also large coach and 
freight car shops, as well as other ac­
cessories of such a laÿoui There will 
be at least 200 or 800 employes locat­
ed here any day now, and- Inter on -the1 
number will grow to 1000. ft will be 
one of the largest railway layouts In 
Ontario.

4. The plan also shpws the ground 
for a new C.P.R. yard and shopa layout 
Immediately south of the C.N.R. yard 
at Leaside, and to be more or less 
similar In* character, allBti no details 
have as yet been published, but the 
C.P.R. plans are under consideration.

6. The-location, at Leaside of the. 
Leaside Munitions Plant, shown In the 
map immediately north of the C.N.R. 
layout. Three or four thousand men 
are now employed here, and the great 
big new shop also shown in the map to 
the south of the old one will employ 
two or three thousand mere;

6. Immediately north of the muni­
tions plant is the Leaside Aviation 
Camp, the hangars, barracks, mess 
quarters and other buildings, all of 
which are also indicated in the plan. 
The population of the Aviation Camp 
Is in the neighborhood of 1600.

Houses and Transportation Needed.
Tbo»e several Institutions all make 

large additions to the city and to Lea- 
wide, and as all the people, with the 
exception of those confined to the hos­
pital are In motion they must have 
some kind of transportation afforded 
them.
