‘ <YWashington, Feb, 8.—Sir Richard
_ Cartwright, Canadian Minister of Trade
- and Commerce, and Hon. L. H. Davies,
. Mirister of Marine and Fisheries, for
. the Dominion, who arrived in Wash-
“4ngton on Thursday last, are making
' the most of their visit to the National
. Capital. During the past few days
| they have had interviews more or less
' extended with  Secretary Olney,
Speaker Reed, Senator Sherman and
other prominent Republicans and
Democrats in the two Houses of Con-~
gress. To the United Associated Press-
es reponter to-day Sir Richard and
Mr. Davies outlined the basis upon
which such a treaty could be drawn.

“In the first place,” said Mr. Davies,
“please make it clear to the American
people that we believe eloser trade re-
lations should exist between the two
countries, and that a commission, con-
sisting of two Americans and two
Canadians, should be appointed to con-
sider the general subject of recipro-
city and report to their respective
Governments if a commercial treaty be
possible.”

It was suggested to Mr. Davies that
the American farmers along the north-
ern frontier would protest vigorously
against any reciprocity which included
an exchange of the natural products
of the soil.

“But,” interjected Sir Richard, “our
people raise the same objection. Our
agriculturists fear American competi-
tion quite as strongly as the American
farmers fear Canadian competition.

» During the ‘past three months, while
our Tariff Comumission was giving its
hearings at Ottawa, we were constant-
ly reminded that American competi-

tion would be fatal to Canadian inter-
in the
fasistent

ests. The Canadians living
Niagararpeninsula ‘were most:
that the barriers should not be thrown
down. They asserted that the Ameri-
can grape and the American straw-
berry would, if protection were re-
moved, flood our country and destroy
their interests.” J
THE EI'RUTH OF IT.
“Similar objections were made by
our farmers with reference to a free
exchange of other products. The truth
is,” continued Sir Richard, ‘the
quality of some of our articles is su-
perior to yours. On the other hand,
the Americans raise certain articles
which are superior in quality to ours.
For example, our wheat is better in
. quality, generally speaking, than that
of America. Your corn is superior to
ours. This is true of a large num-
ber of articles. Those natural pro-
ducts which develop better in a warm-
er climate are superior on_ your side

of the line to ours. Other products of.

. the soil, which are more natural to a
cold climate, are produced better by
us. There is no reason why the peo-
ple of both countries should not en-
joy the superior products of Canada
and America at the lowest price in-
stead of purchasing an inferior ar-
ticle for the same money.”

THE MANUFACTURERS.

“Laying aside the question of na-
tural products, to what extent would
the manufacturers of the United States
be benefited by such an arrange-
ment?” Sir Richard was asked.

“The trade of the United States with
Canada,” replied Sir Richard, “would
be greatly stimulated. We are to-day
your best customers. We purchase
more largely per capita in the Ame-
rican market than Great Britain does.
Our trade with the United States ag-
gregates $100,000,000, of which the larg-
er share is in favor of the United
States. Under the stimulus of reci-

procity this trade could be expanded to |

$200,000,000 a year, with the same rela-
tive advantage on the side of the
United States. We estimate it this
way: We have a population of five
millions of people, which is equadjtto
the population of one of your lafger
States.
ence between the two peoples.
gpeak the same tongue,
cendants of the same race, the climatic
and soil conditions are similar, and
there is no difference in temperament
and feeling. Your statistics show that
the trade in this country between two
States having populations of five mil-
lions each amounts annually to about
300,000,000. I think trade between the
States and Canada, with a liberal
_measure of reciprocity, would equal, if
it did not exceed, that amount.”

“Are the Canadians large consumens
of American manufactures?”
MANUFACTURERS WILL OBJECT.

“Our Jlargest trade with the United
States,” replied Sir Richard, *“is in
thege articles. We purchase compara-
tively few manufactured products
from. Great Britain. We purchase
from the home country our woolen
manufactures, a certain brand of ex-
tra fine prints, cotton cloths and books
of a certain quality. This practically
covers our trade with Great Britain.
On the other hand, nearly everything
we need in- the line of manufactures
would, under reciprocity, come from
this side of the line. Our manufac-
turers would naturally protest against
this competition, but that is to be eX-
Pected. I might observe in this connec-
tion that our trade with Great Britain
has suffered a steady decline. During
the 25 years I have been in Parlia-
ment it has decreased from $68,000,000
to $22,000,000 annually with a corre-
sponding increase in favor of the
United States.”

AS TO NATURAL PRODUCTS.

Referring for a moment to an ex-
change of natural products, Sir Rich-
ard went on, “There is the matter of
coal for, instance. Our statistica for
the past five years show that our an-
nual consumption of American coal
Has amounted in round numbers to
$8800,000. The United States, on the
other hand, during the same period
has purchased Canadian coal to the
amount of $3,800,000 annually. If the
duty on coal were removed in both
countries Cape Breton coal might b»
shipped to the New England and some

change would even up pretty gener-
ally all around, with both countries
reaping the benefit of a cheaper price.
RESULT OF A REFUSAL.
“What will be the result if the Am-
erican Government declines to make 2
reciprocity treaty such as you desire?”
“It will result,”” said Mr. Davies, who
at this point again took part in the
conversation, ‘in an enlargement of
our trade with Great Britain. We
must trade somewhere and shall na-
turally trade where we can make the
best bargain. We have in Canada to-
day a large element whose influence
is thrown in the direction of a more
extended trade with the Mother Coun-
try as against the United States. We
Canadians eve twhat our trade
should flow through natural channels,
and this natural channel inclines to
this country. If we can’t trade with
America we shall be compelled to trade
with Great Britain, and once these in-
timate relations are established with
the Mother Country it will be difficult
to break them. The effect of -
dian competition can only be feit im-
mediately along your morthern border,
while on the other hand the manufac-
turers of the United States will secure
a greatly enlarged market. I do not
believe that the effect of Canadian
competition is felt to any extent ex-
cept along the northern fringe of your
northernmost States. As Sir Richard
has said, our Canadian agriculturists
fear American competition quite as
keenly as the Americans fear Cana-
dian competition, so that there is prac-
tically little difference between them.
On the other hand the  American
manufacturer has nothing to fear, he
has everything to gain by such an ar-
rangement as we propose.”

SOME WANT DUTY REMOVED

Farmers Demand Retention of the
Duty on Wheat and Flour,

On the Whole 1¢ is the Old Stery of Per-
sonal Fiterest That WRules the Wit-
nesses Before the Commission - Farmers
Want Manufactures and Other Things
Free, But Demand Proteection When it
Comes to Their Own Products—Winni-
peggers Sweated by Chicago Grain
Sharks.

Winnipeg, Feb. 8.—(Special,)—At the
opening session of the Daminion Tariff
Commission here to-day the elevator
men made a demand for the reduction
of the «duty on gasoline, claiming that
with gasoline power they could operate
the elevators at a cost of one cent
per bushel, as compared with two cents
per bushel for steam power. They
said the farmers would get the benefit.

Dairymen asked that the duty be
taken off cream separators, which
could not be manufactured in Canada.

The deputation of the wholesale fruit
dealers of Winnipeg asked that Am-
erican fruit be admitted to Canada
free. They declared that after re-
peated experiments it was found abso-
lutely impossible to import to Mani-
toba either Ontario or British Colum-
bia fruit, the one item of apples aione
being excepted.

The Northwest Patrons of Industry,
through their president, J. K. McInnes,
demanded tariff for revenue only, and
vigorously condemned the poiicy of
protection.

R. H. Williams, President of the Re-
gina Board of Trade, on behalf of that
body, asked for the abolition of the
duties on wagons, cotton, coal oil, agri-
cultural implements and other articles
used by settlers.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

At the afternoon session J. H. Ash-
down, ex-president of the Winnipeg
Board of Trade, dealt with the dudes
on hardware and building 'materials,
urging reductions.

F. W. Thompson, manager of the
Ogilvie Milling Company, adduced ar-
guments in support of maintaining the
duty on wheat and flour in the inter-
est of farmers as well as millers.

A farmers’ delegation presented a
largely signed memorial declaring. it
would be disastrous to take the auty
off wheat and grain, Bt .

Another delegation asked that the
duty on pig iron be maintained, also
the bounty of two dollars per ton.

The tariff inquiry goes on to-morrow
morning. A delegation of forty re-
presentative farmers, one from €ach
Manitoba electoral district, will then

lbe heard.

ALASKA BOUNDARY QUESTION.

United States papers on the Pacific
Coast are once more handling the
Alaska boundary question, pointing out
an alleged disagreement bétween th2
Canadian dnd American surveyors and
the possibility of friction. before an
agreement' is reached. All this tulk
is mere guess work. A comparison of
the two surveys show that at Forty-
Mile Creek, Fort Cudahy, the largest
settlement on the  Yukon, the 141st
meridian, the international boundary
as run by the American surveyors only.
shows a difference of six feet from
that deflned by Mr. William Ogilvie,
the well-known Canadian surveyor.
At another point, where there are nei-
ther mines nor populatron, there was a
difference of 600 feet in the two sur-
veys, but in 'this case the United States
gave Canada credit for 200 yards more
territory than Mr. Ogilvie did.. All
along where the line has been run the
difference is so small comparatively
that it is thought in official circles here
there will be very little difficulty in
reaching an agreement.

THE LATE MR. POPE.

The Journal has a very sympathetic
reference to the late Patents Commis-
esioner * Pope, who died yesterday and
was a native of Toronto, It says: “In
addition to his enlightened and far-
seeing views of the ' place . the
mineral wealth of Canada-held in any
plans for development of his country,
Mr. Pope had patriotic views of what
constituted duty to the land of his
birth. When, in the last days of No-
vember, 1861, Captain Wilkes of the
United States steamer San Jacinto
boarded the British Royal mail steam-
er Trent and forcibly carried off
Messrs, Mason and Slidell, Comumis-
sioners of the Confederate States,
great was the excitement throughout
the United Kingdom, Canada and the
United States. Rejoicings on a large
scale were Indulged in all over the
Northern States. Within a month a
firm despatch from the British Gov-
ernment was in the hands of the Pre-
sident in Washington. - English troop
and mail steamers were carrying sol-
diers to Canada. Halifax and St, An-
drew’s and Woodstock, N, B, were
full. of troops hurrying by forced
marches .in the winter through New
Brunswick to Quebec and the mantial
spirit of Canadians was aroused at
the very earliest information of the
outrage. Mr. Pope at once saw the
needs of the hour and organized the
Quebec Volunteer Rifle Association
thug showing the Imeprial authorities,
at a time when it was most wanted,
that the sympathy of Canadians went
out to them in the trying time. In his
official life thoge who came most close-
1y in contact with Mr, Pope speak
warmly of hig unvarying urbanity and
kindliness.- His administration of the
various public offices showed him to
be an honest, active, painstaking pub-
lic officer. The civil seryvice owes him
a debt of gratitude for preparing the
case of the service in the cause of
Leprohon v. the City of Ottawa, on as-
sesement of the civl] service incomes.
In private life he was ever a true
gentleman hospitable, courteous and
considerate. A large circle of friends
will warmly sympathize with Mrs.
Pope and the family in their hour of
sad bereavement.”

The Farm Buildings of the Blains
Were Fired for Revenge

et

By This Imperted Youih, Who Was of
Sullen Dispesition—The Coroner’s Jury

Invesiizated the Facts of the Case.

Yesterday With Couusel tor All Parties
Present, and a Verdiet of Suicide Was
Retarned. 3

“That Charles Bradbury came to his
death by a wound self-inflicted’”’ was
the unanimous verdict of 14 jurymen
who sat on'the inquest concluded last
night, a verdict which was agreed in

by 99 out of every 100 who heard the
evidence.

"I'ne enquiry was resumed at 1.30 yes-
terday afternoon at Birrell's hotel,
York Mills, and the decision was ren-
dered at 10.10 at night, after the jury
had been three-quarters of an hour in
consultation. ?

Dr. W. H, B. Aiking was the coroner.
He was assisted by the Crown Attor-
ney, Mr. Dewart; High Constable
Jones and County Constable Burns
also assisted. Mr. F. E. Hodgins re-

presented the Barmardo Homeé and|

Messrs, W. G. Murdock, B. E. Swayzie
and W. P. Bull looked after the in-
terests of ‘John and Stewart Blain,
Mr. Murdock having been called in
by the relatives of the young man.
THE TWO POST MORTEMS.

Dr., Thomas Armstrong, one of the
coroners, gave the result of the first
post mortem, held on the 2nd inst.,
when the examination was solely di-
rected to the appearance of the re-
madns in reference to cremation and not
in connection with any wound on the
throat. .

The results of the second post mor-
tem were detailed by Dr. Johnson, the
others present having been Dr. Arm-
strong, Dr. Richardson and Dr. W. R.
Walters, all of whom agreed in the re-
sults. The examination showed that

the greater portion of the arms and |

legs had been burned away, but that
the trunk and head remained. . The
head was turned to the right, and the
right arm, or what was left of it, was
raised. There was an irregular cut
upwards in the throat below the
Adam’s apple, and the evidences were
that smoke had been inhaled and,
therefore, that the boy had been
breathing when the fire reached him.
The wound in the throat was not ne-
cessarily fatal. The, razor blade pro-
duced could have inflicted the wound.

MISS HUNTER'S EVIDENCE.

Miss Sarah Hunter was at David
Hunter's house, 1 1-2 miles away by
road, when John and Stewart Blain ar-
rived. John came into the house for
a few minutes. Stewart, with Fred
Hunter, unhitched the horse from
the cutter, and was coming from the
Hunter stable when Mr. David Hunter
first, and Miss Hunter later, noticed
the reflection of fire from the direction
of the Blains’ farm. She drew John’s
“attention to it and he remarked that
he and Charlie Bradbury had quar-
relled that afternoon, and he supposed
Charlie had done it out of revenge.
John, Stewart and Fred then hurriedly
hitched up the horse and returned to
the farm,

Miss Florence Hunter was at a house
about 300 feet from the farm buildings,
with four or five other persons, when
the fire broke out. They were all
quickly on the spot. The cow barn to
the west was on fire and the flames
were bursting through the roof. A
number of laborers rapidly arrived.
The horse stable had not then caught.

STEWART BLAIN'S TESTIMONY.

Stewart Blain's evidence was con-
firmatory of his cousin John’s .gjven
on Wednesday. The boy Charlie was
frequently sulky and contrary. On
Monday, Feb. 1, Stewart had attended
to the horses for the night. Charlie
had no occasion to go into the horse
stable. Stewart had been in the box
stall on the previous Friday or Sat-
urday, when he had fllled it from the
loose, but
not tramped down. It was highest at
the north and east. Charlie had help-
ed to remove the pea straw from the
sleigh on that occasion. On Monday
afternoon, Feb. 1, Mr. Webb, from the
Barnardo Home, had paid a visit to
the farm, when the Blains had repre-
sented the boy to be giving satisfac-
tion, Charlie said he was pleased with
his place. Later in the evening, after
supper, John said he and Charlle had
quarrelled about the agreement with
the Barnardo people. The boy would
not shut up, John had shaken him and
carried him a distance and then drop-
ped him and given him a kick. Stew-
art went out and Charlie said John
had broken his leg. Stewart led him
to the house, and for the first {wo or
three paces Charlie limped. When
they got to the house, Charlie sald:
“7'll make you suffer for this.” They
left him standing there and about
& quarter to 7 in the evening John
fetched one of the horses from the sta-
ble and it was hitched in the cutter.
John held the lantern, which was fihen
taken into the house. John and Stew-
are went to David Hunter’s house, and
when the flre was noticed the two,
with Fred Hunter, quickly returned,
being away altogether about forty
minutes. When they got back to the
farm the neighbors were 2ll there and
had saved what could be rescued.
They enquired for the boy, and, as no-
body had seen him, they went into the
house, John was just ahead. The
bedroom was full of smoke and the
bed was smouldering. Stewart picked
up the mattress and John the bedding
and took them out and threw them in
the spow. The mattress was stuffed
with sea grass, with cotton batting top
and bottom. The next morning the
boy's burned body was found and
John and Stewart came to Toronto and
reported the fact to Mr. Owen, the
Barnardo agent. John and Stewart
had last used the razor on Sunday,
Jan. 81. ‘It was usually kept on a
shelf in the kitchen, where Charlie
must have seen it. The razor blade
produced was like it.

THE BARNARDO AGENT.

Alfred B. Owen is the Superintend-
ent in Toronto of the Barnardo Homes.
Charlie had Peen nine months in the
Home in England, but only a few days
in the Toronto Home when he was
hired out to Stewart Blain, There
are about 7000 Barnardo boys in Can-
ada. Fifty or sixty boys are In To-
ronto or York County and the same
number of giris. No boys themselves
tainted or whose parents are tainted
with crime are sent abroad, and not
more than one per cent. of those who
are sent abroad afterwards drift into
crime.

Ceorge Hadlow Webb, who was oc-
casionally employed by the Barnardo
Home, visited the Blains farm on Feb.
1. The boy was contented and well
treated. He admitted being told by
Mr. Topper that afterncon that Charlie
had a sullen temper. John told him
they were giving up farming In

Albert Edward Hunter lives within

County Constable Robert Burns had
{1ooked for the razor on Feb 2, and had
‘found only the empty ocase on the
kitchen sheif. He identified photos
taken of the boy’s burned body and of
Hunter’'s and Blain’s houses.

County Constable Wilfred Tomlinson
produced five 'metal buttons and two
bone buttons which he round near the
remains, 8

County Constable John Smith pro-
duced a razorsblade, stained, which he
found near the burnt remains on the
morning of Feb.3. He also found a
suspender buckle d some small hu-
man bones. He produced also a coat
found on Saturday in the old house
where the dog had been rastened up.

CORONER’S REMARKS.

The coroner’s remarks in charging
the jury were extremely brief. He
said how improbable and extraordinary
it was any boy of spirit should have
made away with himself, and yet the
jury must have noticed how straight-
forward was John’s story, how he
voluntarily told of his quarrel, how
uniform was the evidence, and how
slight were the contradictions. It was
proved that the cut in the throat had
not finished off the boy, and the jury
must consider the time and how and
by what means the boy came to his
death. Did he suicide ?

A SATISFACTORY VERDICT,

The decision of the jury is eminently
satisfactory. An enguiry was abso-
lutely necessary in the public interest,
though it is generally thought the ar-
rest of John Blain was a harsh pro-
ceeding. The county constables are
not responsible for the arrest, as they
had to act on Mr. Owen’s information.
The Crown conducted the enquiry with
great fairness. This is a summary of
the facts ag proved:

1.. The fire started 100 feet from
where the body was found., If it was
desired to cremate the body, would a
fire have been started 100 feet away?

2. The boy's throat was cut, but he
wag not dead when the fire reached
him. It is probable he took his own
life as a last resort.

3. The lantern left in the dwelling
house was found in the stable, near
the boy’s body.

4, The door was fastened on the in-
side. .

5. The fire was not noticed until
half an hour after the Blains left. The
cow house was full of chaff, which
would have blazed up in a minute or
two after being lighted.

6. The boy had been kindly treated,
well fed and clothed.

. The story told by all the wit-
nesses was most consistent.

THE WORLD'S FORECAST.

The Word has accurately forecast
the result. A World reporter on Wed-
nesday pointed out to the authorities
that the razor was missing from the
case. On Thursday The World alone
mentioned the discovery of the razor
near the burned body and indicated
that the throat had been cut, and on
Friday The World alone informed the
public of the result of the post mor-
tem examination.

The benefits of the extended electric
railway were made evident yesterday.

THEORY AND PRACTICAL MINING.

Theorists in geology are pretty much
the same as theorists in politics, in
business or in any other sphere of
activity. . In the practical affairs of
life theories don’t count for much. A
few incontrovertible facts are of more

were there. Their theories for the
time prevailed, and the engineer who
tried to float the mine became a bank-
rupt through his endeavors to secure
.its development. In spite of the sneers
of the geologists, however, the Calu-
met and Hecla was opened up, and to-
day it is the greatest dividend-payer
in North America. Up to Dec. 31 last
it had paid (46,850,000 in dividends, and
on Feb. 10 inst. a further dividend of |
$1,500,000 is to be paid to its fortunate |
stockholders. So much for theory. 1t
Dr, Selwyn’s theory is of this stamp
{the more of it the better for Canada. |

| We referred the other day to the im- |
 mense quantities of iron that had been |
taken from the country along the south
ishore of Lake Superior. It is equally
celebrated for its copper mines. Be-
sides the Calumet and Hecla there
might be mentioned the Tamarack, an
extension of the Calumet and Hecla.
This mine has paid $4,770,000 in divi-
dends. The Quincy, in the same dis- |
trict, has paid $8,670,000, the Atlantic |
$700,000 and the Osceola $2,122,600. The
ore in these mines varies from 1 per
cent. in copper up to 3 1-2 per cent.,
which is the average in the Calumet
and Hecla. Reckoning copper at elev-
en cents per pound the copper ore of
the Lake Superior country would run
from $2 to $8 per ton, If it pays to

All of the
arrangements were of a “hole-in-the-
corner” character, and the general
public ig resenting the manner in which
Dr. Nansen’s agents and publishers are
reserving his explorations. Dr. Nan-
gen’s reception compares badly with
that accorded to Henry M. Stanley up-
on his return from Africa. The con-
duct 'of the explorer’s campaign her?
gives the impression that the object of
the expedition was simply to make
money, and that the benefit to goience
was a small consideration, especially
as Dr. Nansen has declared that he
will not go on another expedition.

<fin were found in their bedroom over
their shop, 265 Broadview-avenue,
where they carried on a bakery busi-

7 ness. Death was caused by suffocation

b-y flluminating gas.

~ The deceased had been carrying on
pusiness at the above premises since
last spring. They were both addicted
to liquor, so badly at periods that they

would close up their store for a day or
two at a time and pay no attention to
pusiness. Saturday night they were
both considerably under the influence
and closed up the shop about 10
o'clock. Ben Tomlin, their iandlord,
avho lives next door, heard them mov-
ing around until 10 o’clock Sunday
morning. That is, as far as is known,
the last heard of them alive.

David Fraser, 656 Pape-avenue, an
employe of Hurford’s, came to his work
es usual Monday morning at 4 o’clock
@and started to bake the day's bread.
He worked until 7 o’clock, when James
©O'Donchue, 31 Broadview-avenue, the
driver of the delivery wagon, arrived.
Fraser went to the door to let him
in. They smelt gas and Investigated.
There was no sign of the Hurfords.
They pushed open the bedroom. door
and saw the man and wife lying in
the bed dead. The rush of gas from
the room almost suffocated the two
men. They gave the alarm, and Dr.
Sneath came. He found the man and
woman had been dead for a number of
hours. There were no marks of vio-
Jence, and both had died without a
gtruggle. Lying on the bed with them
was a black and tan terrier, also dead.
The gas jet in the room was partly
turned on.

William Hurford and his wife came
from Cullompton, Devonshire, Eng-
Jand, where hig parents carried on a
Jarge brewery business. Hurford came
to Canada first about 10 years ago
with considerable money. He went
through that, and when his father died
he received another good-sized fortune.
This he also got rid of. Then he re-
turned to England. He persuaded his
mother to. sell out the business and
come to Canada. They returned about

10 months ago and purchased the bak- |

ing business of Ben Tomlin. Previous
to this, Hurford had married Bertha
Barth without his mother’s knowledge.
Mrs. Hurford, sr.. has been living with
Mrs. Tovell, 65 W:ﬁell-stmet.

Since the .d couple - started
business it has been conducted at a
loss, owing to neglect, and the mother
has made good the shortage every
month. The man wag 34 years of age
and the woman 42.

THEY HAVE 6000 MEN.

Bahia Fanaties are Growing in Nambers,
and the Outleok is Not
Very Peaceful.

New York, Feb. 8.—The Herald’s corres- |
pondent in Rio Janeiro, Brazil, telegraphs
that the fanatical insurrectionists, undvr
Conselheiro, have now 6000 well-armed men,
organized and concentrated in Bahia. The
people in the rural towns are helping the
fanatjes with arms and money. Where this
| help is not given the vengeance of Consei-
| heiro’'s band falls upon the settlers. In
this manner more than 60 rich plantations
have already been destrogd.

‘Ihe Government has been informed that
several fqre‘lgnm have joined the fanatics
and are pushing forward a more scientine
military organization among them. 'Two
. small towns were pillaged and burned by
| the fanaties yesterday. In several skjr-
mishes with the Federal troops the latter
were defeated. The fanatics have obtaln-
ed steam launches, and uow patrol the
rivers and streams in the districts where
they are strongest. In this way the range
of devastation committed by them is ex-
terded, and the utmost terror prevails in
that reglon.

The press of Rio Janeiro demand that
the Government immedjately send a mucn
stronger force to Bahia to overcome the
fapatical movement. The Society of Spir-
itualists of Rio Janeiro has sent a com-
‘miesion to Babia to attempt to convince
the fanatjes that it will be well for them
‘ to submit to the Government in tewmporary

matters.
| It is again charged by the press of Brazil
| that the enemies of the Republic are the
irstigators of the outbreak.

| "In 1869 the company Wwas consoli-
dated with the Hudson River, and the
incomparable trunk line from New
York to Buffalo, by way of the Hudson
River & Albany, was wisely placed un-
der one management.

The passenger equipment. of this
greatest of all railroads, here or else-
where, consists of nearly 800 first-class
passenger cars, over 100 composite cars,
12 dining cars, 100 second-class emi-
grant cars, 300 baggage and express cars
and 325 passenger locomotives. This
is a total equipment without a paral-
lel in the country, and its cost, repre-
sented in dollars, would run into many
millions. When it is considered that
the past year has been especially un-
satisfactory from a financial stand-
point with railroads all over the world,
the fact of the Central-Hudson having
a surplus of $44,000, after paying divi-
dends during the past twelve months,
amply demonstrates that its manage-
ment is not only up-to-date, but also
that the property as a medium of tra-
vel is not excelled by any other rail-
way in the world.—Albany Evening
Journal.

The Council chamber at the City
Hall wag packed yesterday afternoon
before the hour at which the Council
was summoned to meet. Almost the
entire seating capacity within the
railing was occupied by ladies, some
of whom' remained unmtil the Council
adjourned, more than four hours after-
wards. They were treated to several
interesting passages-at-arms between
members of Council. A great deal of

interest was evinced in the explana-
tions of the Mayor in reference to the
question of reducing the number of
licenses, and also in the discussion on
the Sunday car agreement. The sym-
pathy of the audience appeared to be

! strengly in favor of the report of

the Board of Control respecting the
last-named subject, which was adopted
without amendment.

LOCAL OPTION IN. TAXATION.

George J. Bryan wrote, calling at-
teution to the system of local option
in taxation in operation in British
Columbia, Northwest Territories, New
Zealand, New South Wales and South
Australia. Similar measures are to be
introduced into several of the United
States, principally New York, Ohio, II-
linois and California. A clause in the
draft bill for New York as follows:

“The voters in each incorporated
city of thig State may, in their dis-
cretion, direct that all taxes in such
city shall “he levied upon the
value of personal property alone, or
upon the assessed value of real estate
alone, including land and all improve-
ments thereon, or upon the asses
value of land alone, exclusive of im-

| provements and of personal property;

or upon the assesssd value of land,
improvements and personal property
taken together.”

With slight modifications, Mr. Bryan
thought the above clause might be
profitably inserted in the city’s bill.

ANOTHER COMPLICATION.

Another complication has arisen in
the Cold Storage Company matter. In
a communication from J. Leckie, which
was read at the Council yesterday, that
gentleman complained that the Do-
minion Cold Storage Company owed
him for rent:of 13 Church-street, pow-
er, borrowed money, etc., some $1208.
He asserted that the Dominion Cold
Storage Company had been placed in
liquidation so as to freeze out or get
rid of the lease of 13 Church-street,
which they had been compelled to take
before they could get their franchise.
He therefore asked that the corpora-
tion should not grant the franchise to
any company unless they take over
the Toronto Cold Storage Cofnpany’s
premisges. The letter also intimated a
willingness to grant better terms and
take paid-up stock in part payment.

GOT WHAT HE ASKED FOR.

Ald. [ Shaw, under the ordér of “en-
quiries,” rose to a question of privi-
lege in reference to the enquiry made
by Ald. Sheppard respecting payments

made to him (Ald. Shaw) by the city |

during 1896, ,He wanted to know
whether the reply had been furnished

| and, if so, was it satisfactory to Ald.

Sheppard.

The Mayor, in reply, stated that Ald.
Sheppard had been supplied with the
information and had not felt it neces-
sary for carrying it further.

Ald. Shaw wanted to know whether
Ald. Sheppard was satisfled from the
information that he got that the pay-
ment was proper and regular.

Ald. Sheppard: “I am satisfied that
I got the information I asked for,” and
beyond that he would eay nothing.

THE MAYOR ON HIS METTLE.

In order that he might be able to
spcak to a question ot privilege, Ald.
lamb was called to the chair by the
Mayor, who took exception to an in-
terview with Ald, J. J. Graham which
appecared in an evening paper, in which
he was accused of betraying histem-
perance friends by endeavoring to
block the motion to reduce the num-
ber of licenses. This statement he
emphatically denied. He asserted that
Ald. Graham merely asked him an off-
hand question whether he could get a
bylaw to reduce the number of licenses
prepared. He had advised Ald Gra-
ham that the Council, not having ap-
proved the principle, it was premature
to pr_pare the bylaw. Ald. Graham did
not then inform him that he had been
consulting Mr. Caswell.

Ald, Graham: I gave you to under-
stand that Y had been talking to Mr.
Caswell.

The Mayor: No, you did not tell me
anything of the kind. I thought you
were simply asking an off-hand ques-
tion whether you could get a bylaw
prepared or not.

Ald. Graham ' intimated , that the
principal question in which he was
interested was whether the Mayor ob-
jected to the reduction of the number
of licenses.

The Mayor thought the proposal to
reduce the number of licenses by 25
was foolish at the present time. His
reason for this opinion was that the
Ontario Legislature is going to take
the license question up at this session
and he thought it would be a blunder
for the city to interfere now. If the
change wihch the Legislature made
was not satisfactory it would then be
time for the Council to take such
steps as it deemed necessary. >

Ald. Gowanlock stood alone in an
effort to strike out the recommenda-
tion appropriating the sum, of $1000 for
the relief of the sufferers from famine
and pestilence in India.

THE AGREEMENT APPROVED.

There was a prolonged discussion
upon the report of the Board of Con-
trol respecting the Sunday car -agree-
ment.

Ald., Lamb stated that he had been
waited upon by a deputation of Street
Railway employes, who had asserted
that they would be perfectly satisfied
to accept the clause exempting the
Exhibition service from the regulation
restricting the hours of labor to ten
per day. The clause was adopted.

Ald. 'Hubbard and Hallam made a
determined effort to strike out the
clause extending similar exceptions to
cases of ‘exceptional accidents, un-
usual storms and civil commotions.”

The Mayor urged that these were
matters upon which the Council had
already promounced, and the clause
was adopted.

Ald. Hallam moved to strike out the
clause giving power of appeal for eith-
er side from the decision of the City
Engineer to the County Judge.

In committee Ald. Shaw, Saunders,
Gowanlock and Hubbard were the only
supporters the mover obtained.

Ald. Lamb retorted in similar terms,
and the matter dropped.

THEY RULE THE ROOST.

At the last meeting of the Counecil
a resolution was adopted for the ex-
tension of the Fort Rouille and Duffer-
in-street sewers at a cost of $7000, and
the matter was referred to the Board
of Control to carry out. The Board,
however, had decided to shelve the
matter, and had ‘not reported back to
Council. Ald. Gowanlock endeavored
to amend the report by adding a clause
instructing the City Engineer to ad-
vertise for tenders for the work. The
resolution was ruled out of order by
Ald. Crane, who was in the chair, and
jan appeal to the Mayor from his rul-
|ing was not sustained. Ald. Gowanlock

Board had deliberately ignored the or-
ders. of Council.

Ald. Preston took a hand in, and
wanted to know how long Council was
going to stand this Kind of treatment
by the controllers, but tne kick was in-
effectual.

NO MORE TINKERING.

It only remains now for the City So-
licitor to embody the amendments in
the agreement, which the Council has
already sanctioned, and which the
company had partially adopted.

Ald. Scott, Shaw, Hubbard, Gowan-
{1ock and one or two others clamored
for the agreement when prepared to
be re-submitted to Council. The May-
or pointed out that the Council had to
all intents and purposes settled the

terms of the agreement and intimated |’

|that when the document again came
before Council it would not be subject
to amendment except in so far as the
Solicitor had failed to express correct-
ly the wishes of Council.

A motion by Ald. Shaw instructing
| the City Solicitor to put the agreement
1in proper shape and report to Council
| wag adopted, and notice was given by

| Ald. Lamb that he would move a rider |
{to the agreement specifying that it was

only approved on the distinct under-
standing that a satisfactory agreement
respecting an Island railway service
is entered into by the company.

A deputation composed of the Mayor,
Ald. Preston and Saunders, with the
City Engineer, was appointed to go to
Ottawa and endeavor to obtain the
sanetion of the Government to the con-
struction of the piling and filling over
the conduit pipe in the harbor, which
was erected by the city about a year
ago. The Toronto Ferry Company
has entered an action against the city
for creating an obstruction.

AFTER DEPARTMENTAL STORES.

A notice of motion which has the
appearance of an attack upqn depart-
mental stores was given by lAld. Les-
lie, who intends moving for the ap-
pointment of an inspector to look after
public buildings, where the people
move in masses, and to regulate the
number of persons who shall be al-
lowed in any such building or on any
flat thereof.

Other notices by Ald. Leslie call for
a return from the Assessment Com-
missioner and other officers of the
plans showing the various changes
in ownership of lands on the Don
flats arising from the straightening of
the Don, and also what lands are -
able for assessment for the work.

Jugene V. Debs Is one of the picturesque

lﬁgures in the labor movement of America.
{He was at (3¢ time the secretary of the
i Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen and
{with Grand Chief Sargent is rightiy

credited with the building up of that power-

{ful and deservedly respected organization.

He then conceived the ambitious design or
organjzing all the employes of all the rall-
ways in one grand organization, and began
the building up of the American Railway
Union. Almost of necessity this brought him
and his union in conflict with the old regular
railway brothérhoods; engineers, fireruen,
ccnductors, brakesmen,ete.,and it is doubt-
ful if the new organization has/Apade much
growth since the first spurt that attended
its commencement. The unjon has had a
somewhat stormy existence having been
engaged in serious conflicts with the rail-
way corporations. The most ln}portnnt
of these contests were the Great Northarn
rallway and the Pullman strikes. The
first restfted Iin a substantial victory for
the union ‘as the arbitrators, to whom the
difficulty was ultjimately referred, awarded
the men nineteen-twentieths of the polnts
claimed. The Pullman strike, or sympa-
theetic boycott -rather, on the other hand
ended in a complete defeat. It is not by
any means eertain, however, that this would
have been the result but for the inter-
ference of the United States courts.
CONTEMPT OF COURT.

Scme of the roads invelved were in
the hands of receivers appointed by the
ccurts and all of them were carriers of
the mails, and these facts in the opinion
of the judges constituted lnterteronge \’vlth
their working ‘‘“contempt of court.’

do not ypproach the amount thus foretold,
hurm unjustly a mine or district in whici
the progress has been most favorable and
satisfuctory, quite equil to the expecta-
tions of those best qualified to know.
THE VALUABLE SLOCAN.

*““The Slocan, according to the number of
its shipping mines ana the amount and
value of the ores sold, now ranks as the
most productive miniug district in the I'ro-
vince, and in point of importance is not
surpassed by any other, In an area of 15
by 25 miles there have been discovered
meny veins of high-grade silver-lead ore,
which are belng developed with great vigor
and ‘success, and among the mining men
is every feeling of contidence and hopeful-
ness. ‘This winter neamy 50 of these prop-
erties are shipping high-grade ore that
yields very profitable returns, and a large
number of other ¢laims are being opened
up. So far but comparatively little jm-
ported capital has been expended here, as
in the case of nearly every mihe now es-
toblished, sufficlent mouey has been realiz-
ed from ore extracted during development
to. pay for .more extensive workings, new
buildings, miils, trails, roads, and also div-
idends, but more or less eapital will be re-
quired to properly open up many other
claim# on which the veins exist, but are
not so easily accessible as those first dis-
covered. But as most of these veins are
found along the steep mountain sides and
can be worked by tuunels, and the cost of
mining is low, requiring little or no Ina-
chinery, capital will be necessary mostly
when tramways and concentrators are to
be bullt, or in some cases for hoisting
plants and pumps when tunnel sites may

not be available. The output of the Slo-|p

can during 1806 was 18,21 tons of ore,
vielding 2,141,088 qunces of silver and 19,-
210,666 Ibs. of lead, or an average of _117.
0z. of silver per ton, and 52.7 per
cent. lead, which would have a net
profit of about $75 per ton, while many
carloads were shipped that yielded from 300
to 400 ounces of silver per ton.

THE NELSON DISTRICT.

PWER‘ FOR THE KOOTENAY

Will be Transmitted Over
Electric Wires

BY NEW YORK CAPITALISTS

An Electric Phant to Supply Rossland
From Waneta, 15 Miles Off.

They May Also Sapply Rossiand and Trail
With Water—Arsenical Pyrites May be
Mined at a Profit—Plenty of the Deposit
in Hastings County and Sadbury—Gold
in Nova BSecotin-General Topics as to
Mining in Canada,

‘While the citizens of Toronto, Ham-
ilton and other Southern Ontario com-~
munities are objecting to the Govern-
ment's recklessness in throwing away
the Niagara Falls water-power fran-
chise, the people of the young Koo~
tenay are also to be shortly interested
in an important scheme for the long
distance . transmission of energy by
means of electric wires.

As is well known, the Kootenay
Water Supply Company and the Koo~
tenay Hydraulic Mining Company both
have extensive power works at Wan-
eta and on the Pend d'Oreille. Both
concerns are backed by New York
capital, and it is learned that an amal-
gamation is proposed with a view to
utilizing in Rossiand and other camps
the 10,000 horse-power they control.

In fact, it is understood that the
scheme is not merely projected but ac-
tually on foot. A large electric plant
has been-ordered and the power is to
be transmitted from Waneta to Ross-
land, fifteen miles distant, by means
of wires. The ides is to furnish energy
for mining and other operations at
Rossland, and the company may also
supply the Trail and Rossland mines
with water.

ARSENICAL PYRITES

And Zinc-Blemde—Some Important Minoy
Ores,

While gold is king there is some dan-
ger 'that Canadians may overlook the
fact that their country possesses other
valuable mineral resources, which

should not be neglected. Some of our
minor minerals may prove well worth
our attention. -

Take arsenical pyrites, for instance,
which are to be tound carrying goid
in Hastings County, and at Sudbury in
Ontario, and in certain sections of Bri-
tish Columbia. It may be that in
cases where such ores are not very
valuable as producers of gold alone, if
the arsenical and other minerals were
sgaved the deposits might be mined and
treated at a profit. To show that
there is a demand for arsenical pyrites
we quote a letter received from Eng-
land by a local mining firm:

Hecionly stops
a few hdurs to wash " rest, then
goes north to Hudson , returning
in the month of October, but in no
number in our districts. His way south
is down the Mississippi and he isfound
in great numbers in Florida in the
winter. When leaving there in the
spring he follows the Atlantic coast,
working north. This bird very seldom
varies more than two days. 1 have
shot these plover since 1849 and have
never known them to change:their
habits.

The Red-Breasted Sandpiper arrives
in Toronto about May 28 to June,l15.
This bird goes further north than 2ny
other species of plover. He retusns in
the month of August, but in no num-
ber. Hig course is down the 8-
sippi to Florida for the winter.

The Curlew arrives here about May
20 to first week in June. I have never
killed but one in the fall of the year.
The course is down the Mississippi.

The Golden Plover—I have only kill-
ed one in the spring of the year. He
does not come this way, but is found
in Illinois in great numbers in the
month of May. In the month of Sep-
tember he arrives in the Province of
Ontario. This would show you that
the law is useless, so far as Golden
Plover is concerned.

The Yellow-Leg Sandpiper, common-
ly known as plover. One species ar-
rives here about the first week in May
and goes north to the breeding ground,
returning in July and August in great
numbers, The law does not allow us
to shoot thig bird before Sept. 15. We
are not allowed to shoot them in the
spring, and they are all gone south
in August.

1 shall now give you my reason for

the spring of the year when going
north. Curlew, unless killed at that
time of the year, cannot be killed at
any other.season; also the Red-Breast,
Red-Shank, Black-Heart, Yellow-Leg,
in fact all species of plover that pass
us. Now, what is the use of the Gov-

‘| ernment protecting these birds to be

killed in the States all winter long?

I have given you the real habits of
these birds, having shot them for fifty
years, and 1 have never known them
to change their habits. I have en-
guired of a number of gentlemen, who
had shot them for twenty-five or thirty
years before T began to do so. and
they all agree that there should be no
law for the Sandpipers.

Now duck shooting commences Sept.
1, plover shooting not until Sept. 15,
when all these species have gone south.
except the Golden, Yellow-Leg and
Black-Breast. (Signed),
