London, Feb. 8.—Public attention has 
again been turned to Booth Africa by the 
despatch of reinforcements and the publi­
cation of Lord Roberts' mall despatches.

Rumors have been In circulation that Mr.

African policy and was contemplating a 
round table conference with 'John Morlcy 
and Blr William Vernon Harcourt, and the 
recall of Blr Alfred Milner.

The Dally Mail, however, says It is able 
to inert on Mr. Chamberlain’s authority, 
that the whole story Is a fabrication, and 
that the Government retains the most ab- 
solnte confidence In Sir Alfred Milner. “Mr. 
Chamberlain flatly denies," says The Daily 
Mall, “that he has had any communica­
tion, either oral or written, with any of 
the Opposition on the subject of war.”

Lord Roberts' despatches are not regard­
ed as giving any further elucidation of 
th* conduct of the war, but are interest­
ing as proving that thraout the campaign 
he never had sufficient men, horses or 
supplies to cover such a vast field of opera­
tions. Looking at all the circumstances, 
Lord Roberta says the campaign to unique 
In the annals of war, and he paya the high­
est tribute to the gallantry and worth of 
the troops, declaring that “No finer forces 
ever took the field under the British flag.”

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, on rising to move 

the address to the King, said: “We have 
met under the shadow of a death, which 
haa caused more universe1 mourning than 
has ever been recorded bn the pages of 
history. In these words there la no exag­
geration. They are the (Itérai truth.. There to 
mourning in the United Kingdom, la tbe col­
onies, in the many islands and the Contin­
ent, which form the great Empire, over 
wh’ch extended the eosereignty of Queen 
Victoria. There is monrnlng, deep, sincere 
and heartfelt, In the mansions of the great 
and the cottages of the poor and lowly, for 
to all her subjects the Queen, in her long 
reign, had become an object of almost sa­
cred veneration. There to sincere and un­
affected regret in all of the nations of 
Europe, who had learned to admire and to 
envy the many qualities of Queen Victoria. 
There to genuine grief in the neighboring 
nation of 76,000,000, the kinsmen of her 
people, by whom at all times and under 
a'l circumstances her name was held In 
high reverence."

“We bow the heart if not the knee to Eng­
land's Queen, God bless her," "and going 
on spoke of the wailing and lamentation 
among barbarian subjects of the Crown.

Absolutely Impersonal.
Queen Victoria waa the first of all sover­

eign» who was absolutely Impersonal in the 
political sense. In regard to the abolition 
of the Corn laws, the Crimean War, the 
extension of the franchise. Irish Church 
disestablishment and Irish Home Rule, her 
subjects never knew her views. No one 
ever knew whettier she praised or Mamed 
her Prime Minister* When all the nations 
of Europe were convulsed with revolution. 
England alone was absolutely peaceful. As 
the reign advanced It became the pride of 
her subjects that there was more freedom 
under the monarchy of England than under 
any republican government til existence. 
The most remarkable event In the reign of 
Queen Victoria waa the marvelous move­
ment to colonial development, based on 
local autonomy, and tending toward Im­
perial expansion.

Supremacy Acknowledged.
Sir Wilfrid recalled toe Canadian re­

bellion to the first year of tbe Queen’s 
reign. "Let me say at once.~ he declared, 
"because It ts only the truth, that the re­
bellion in Lower and Upper Canada was 
not against tho authority of the young 
Queen, but against the pernicious system 
of govern nient which then prevailed. It 
at the beginning of tbe Queen's reign sny.

had foretold the present condition of 
Canada, tbe prophesy wObld have been 
considered the hallucination of a visionary 
dreamer. To-day the rebellious colonies of 
1837 are the nation of Canada. 1 use the 
word advisedly. 'The nation ot Canada 
acknowledges the supremacy of the Crown, 
maintaining that supremacy by only one 
garrison, at tbe present moment compose! 
of soldiers, not of the Imperial army, but 
of Canadian volunteers.”

Sir Wilfrid dwelt npon the Messing» of 
constitutional government. If tbe people 
of England had not possessed constitutional 
government In the fullest degree at home 
they could not have given It to the col­
onie*. The action of tbe Queen to giving 
constitutional government to England had 
strengthened the throne not only In Eng­
land but to the colonies as well.

American Sentiment.
Sir Wilfrid looked back behind the reign 

to the war of American Independence anil 
the hatred which for generations It engend­
ered. "Happily,” be said, "we can at this 
moment say that this feeling of hatred has 
largely abated, 
has altogether disappeared. PerHaps wo 
eonld find traces of it here and there, but 
there Is to-day between England and the 
United States an evergrowing friendship. 
What are the factors which made reconcil­
iation possible? The personality 
Queen is doubtless the foremost."

TORONTO AND THE DHB8SBD MEAT 
INDUSTRY.

Among the Industrial possibilities of To­
ronto is the establishment of a big dress­
ed meat trade |n connection with the cat­
tle market. This city is the collecting and 
distributing centre of the cattle trade ot 
the province. In addition to its pork pack­
ing establishments^ Toronto ought to have 
several abattoirs for the kilting and dress­
ing ot cattle for export to Europe. . The 
recent atroonl report ot the Union Stock 
Yards and Transit Company ot Chicago 
gives some Interesting figures as to the 
possibilities ot this Industry, 
that 225,000 of Chicago’s population get 
tlelr living directly from the stock yards, 
and nearly ks many more indirectly. The 
total number ot men employed In the 
square mile comprising the yards, Includ­
ing packing-house workers, laborers in all 
the co-ordinate industries of the packing 
plants, foremen, firemen, police, commis­
sion-men, drivers, railroad men, commercial 
travelers, clerical forces and employee 1* 
45,000. It was found that an average ot 
five persons depended on each, which raised 
the total to 225,000. The report estimates 
that at least 170,000 persons get their liv­
ing Indirectly from the yards, 
class fall those employed In the manu­
facture of various by-produote, such aa 
fertilizers, glue, soap, oleomargarine, eti^; 
dealers In hides, hair and wool; speculators 
and various wholesale meat markets. No- 
less than $1,000,000 In cash Is dally paid out 
In the stock yards, and more actual value 
is dally handled there than in gram, lum­
ber and dry goods combined.

If Chicago can support a population of 
400,000 people from Its stock yards-It Is 
surely not too mtlrti to expect that To­
ronto, the centre of the’Canadian cattle 
trade, might support a population of, siy, 
40,00(1, or one-tenth of Chicago estimate. 
The Speech from the Throne indicates that 
the Provincial Government Intends to do 
something to encourage the establishment 
of the dressed meat Industry In tbls prov­
ince. This is a step In the right direction. 
If the industry once gets a decent start It 
ought to soon expand into a great and 
permanent business. We trust a start win 
be made In Toronto this summer.

BAPTISTS DO PROTEST.
Declare by Resolution That Delplt 

Cnee Decision Is Contrary to 
Spirit of British Law.

The members of the College-street Bap­
tist Church have passed a resolution de­
claring that the Delplt case decision Is 
contra to the spirit of British law, and 
asking the Government to uphold the ma­
jesty of the law. The resolution reads:

Resolved, that we, the members of the 
College-street Baptist Church, Toronto^ 
Ontario, in annual meeting assembled, this 
Tth day of February, 1901, respectfully de­
sire to call the attention of the Hon. Minis­
ter pf Justice of the Dominion of Canada 
to the recent decision of the judge In Que­
bec In the Delplt case, whereby ne refused 
to hear same until it had first been decided 
by the Roman. Catholic Church. We be* 
Ueve this was a gross violation of justice, 
entirely contrary to the spirit of British 
law.

If, as we believe, the 
lng the marriage wae duly authorized to 
perform same, then the Government of 
Canada is bound to see that the majesty 
of the law is upheld. If It should be bdld 
that the Roman Catholic Churchy la su­
preme In these matters In the Province of 
Quebec, then the sooner such fact la made 
known the better, so that public opinion 
may
that no church shall have the right to 
exercise such power.

We also desire to protest moat vigorously 
against the Pope of Rome being allowed 
to Interfere ln any way whatever In the 
administration of our laws, and we trust 
that the Department of Justice will eo deal 
with this matter that right shall be dope, 
and the sanctity of the marriage tie be 
upheld.

The Hague, FW 8.—The Queen and Prince 
Heinrich have hound themselves by the 
marriage contract In accordance with the 
statutes to recognise the husband as the 
head of the matrimonial union and to pro­
vide for and educate the children of the 
union. The husband assumes the responsi­
bility of representing the wife in all civil 
action*

The wife promises to obey the hufiband, 
bnt by special recent act of the Dutch 
Parliament she la exempted from1 the usual 
promise, "to dwell with him wherever he 
deems It best to live.”

The contract also provides that the 
Queen shall allow the husband interest on 
50,000,000 guilders, and that be shall re­
ceive no Income "from the state except 
in the case of the Queen’s death. It Is 
further provided that the Queen shall yield 
obedience to the husband as wife, but not 
as Queen, and the husband relinquishes 
the right to administer the wife’s property.

Consort to Be a Legislator.
The Court Gazette publishes a decree, 

signed by the Queen, announcing that the 
Prince of the Netherlands will have a seat 
in the Advisory State Council.

Buffalo, N.Y., Feb. 8.—Dr. Loot» Fre­
chette, the National Poet of French Can­
ada, of Montreal, arrived In Buffalo this 
morning, and will deliver an address at the 
Independent Club banquet at the BlHcott 

Club this evening.
“I used to be an active annexationist,” 

sa3d Dr. Frechette, In speaking of his poli­
tical opinions to a reporter for The News, 
“bnt that question Is closed for thé pres­
ent. Still 1 feel sure that all of the IX>mln- 
lou of Canada will some day become a 
part of the United States of America. We 
feel perfectly happy under the present re­
gime, but circumstances will some day lead 
ns to a change, and that change will be 
annexation to the United Staten, brought 
about by diplomatic means. There ought 
to be only one flag ott this continent, and 
that flag la the Stars and Stripes. Social, 
political geographical and commercial con­
siderations all point that way. There are 
no conflicting Interests as between Canada 
and the United States, and there 1» ad­
vantage to both In union.

’’But,” added Dr. Frechette, “I am not 
an active annexationist now. I profess to 
be a law-abiding citizen and a loyal sub­
ject. I have no cause to complain. I refer 
to annexation to the United States as the 
eltimate destiny and desire of the French 
people of Canada. We have no dislike for 
the English, but our sympathies are with 
the United States. By the way, few peo­
ple in this country, probably, are aware 
that there are now living In the United 
States no fewer than 1,000,000 French Can­
adians."
