AN ANXIOUS HALF HOUR,

Crush on Bay Street After Duke Had
Passed Was Terrible.

Those who decided to take up positions
in the immediate vicinity of the City Hall
did so at a comparatively early hour.

At 2 o'clock so great was the crush on
the south side of Queen-street, opposite the
City Hall, that several persons were pushed
thru a couple of shop windows. As a con-
sequence fhere was a general crash of

glass, which caused some little excitement
for the nonce. Fortunately, however, no
one was injured.

_The crush on Bay-street in front of, the
City Hall after the Duke and Duchess had
passed up was something terrible. Many
women, children and horses were jammed
together indiscriminately, and the wonder
is that some children were not trampled
to death. As it was one lady fainted, but,
fortunately, strong men were there who
carried her away from the crush, the
bolsterous goung men who caused most of
the jostling being compelled to subside.
Policemen were there, mounted and on
foot, but were powerless to com-
trol the respectably dressed hood-
lums who took a delight in making trou-
ble. Batons were drawn, and at one stage
it looked as tho some heads would he
tapped, but finally the troublesome ones
made their way out of the crowd. Wo-
men’s dresses were torn and bedraggled,
children screamed and everyone suffered
more or less. It was a terrible half hour
for thousands.

It is Sydney’s favorable geo-
graphical location that makes it an especi-
ally desirable place for the production of
fron and stecl. Canada also possésseegim-
mense gquantities of coal at Sydney and
other points at or near the Atlantic sea-
board. The Dominion Coal Company is
about to undertake the shipment of coal
to Europe on a large scale this winter.
Hitherfo ‘the great distance of the Maritime
Provinces from the rest of Canada has
been regarded as one of the chief ‘disad-
vantages of that part of Canada. Now,
_however, the proximity of the Maritime
Provinces to Europe is looked upon as
one of their most valuable features. The
natural resources of the Maritime Pro-
vinces will be developed principally be-
cause of the propinquity of the European
market. And it is for the same reason
that Sydney, O.B., is likely to become the
Canadian terminal of the new fast Atlantic
service.

WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY.
Marconi’s invention is capable of con-

siderable mprovement if we are to judge
by the experience of the newspapers that
used it on the occasion of the recent yacht
race at New York.. Three systems of
wireless telegraph were used, and an ex-
pert from the Bureau of Equipment of the
Navy Department was detailed to report
upon them. His report to the chief of
the bureau shows that when three instru-
ments were working together it was im-
possible to read the messages sent. The
operators finally agreed to divide the time,
so that no two imstruments would be in
use simultaneously; and thus the difficulty
was obviated. It is this defect of inter-
ference that has delayed the Installation
of the wireless system on board Uncle
Sam's warships. Until it shall have been
overcome the Buareau of Equipment will
stick to the system of naval signals now
in use.

MAPS OF AMERICA

Discovered at Wolfegg Castle Ex-
cites Interest of Geographers.
London, Oct. 10.—Father Joseph Kischer's

discovery, in Wolfegg Castle, Wurtémberg,‘

of maps, dated 1507 and 1516, contalniug
the first mention of America, are of ex-

ceedingly great historical and sclentific i

terest, according to Sir Clements Mark-

ham, president of the Koyal Geograpnical

Soclety. He sald to-night:

“If one of them proves to bear the date

1507, then it is unquestionably the earllest
known map to contain the name America.
Hitherto it has been supposed that tne
\map in the King's private library at wind-
sor, dated 1517, bore the earliest reference
to the western hemisphere. T'his contains
an outline of a continent and the word
¢“ America’ in the space Wwhere Nouid
America lles. Many authorities attribute)
the production to Leonardo da Vinci, but
Nordenskjold vigorously disputes the claim,
which is apparently shadowy.

“There is no doubt that Waltzemueller
a professor at a,small university In Lor-
raine, made the first suggestion of tne
name America, greatly to the annoyance,
of the people of Spain, who favored Col-
umbia.

“The Stammerer” Is what the Afghans
contemptuously call Habib Ullah, who has
succeedad to the throne of Afghanistan.
They despise him for his Infirmity (the result
of poison intended to kill him), and they

hate himl because his mother was once a
slave.

Three powerful enemies the new Ameer
will have to contend with:

First, the bulk of his people, who not
only hate him but have a superstitious re-
membrance of an old prophecy running:
“Allah #1 Allah! Abdur Rahman (Habib's
futher, who has just died) is the last of
the Ameers.”

Second, the Czar of Russia, who wants
to see enthromed Ishak Kham, a son_ of
Azim, the dissolute son of the great Amneer
Dost Mohammed.

Third, the Queen of the late Ameer's
harem, his first wife, and ‘a grand-
niece of Dost Mohammed.

Not the least to be feared is the queen
of the harem, who, being of royal blood,
may be expected to fight to put on the
throne her own infant son, Mohammed
Omar, in place of Habib Ullah, the son of
4 woman who entered the late Ameer’s ha-
rem in her retinue as a slave.

This queen has been a forceful person-
age in Afghan politics. During the
Ameer’s absence a few yeals ago she put
down a revolt in Cabul in heroic style.
Dressing herself in male garments, she led
the troops in person, heading a victorious
.charge.

J{ is not strange that Habib has assum-
ed the throne in what appears to the world
to be peace. Ameer Abdur Rahman did all
he could to imsure the transmission of the
crown to Habib. He named him his heir
geveral years ago, and had him formally
recognized as such. He went away from
Cabul to put down revolt in distant parts
of his realm and left Habib to rule two
vears In his stead. Afterward he kept
Habib at the head of the army.

So  Habib, being schooled in government
and having the iwhole regular military
force of Afghanistan Ki:ndm' his command,
might take his seat with apparent ease.

The question is: How long can he keep
that seat?

London, Oct. 10.—The hearing of the case
of [Theodowe and Laura Jackson, alas
Horos, who are charged Wwith conspiring
to defrand women of money and Jewelry
by fortune telling, was resumed Dhere to-
day. Laura Jacksen, formerly Ann O'Della
Diss De Bar of New YOrk, made a strange
appearance. She wore in the dock tne
loose, cream-colored decoliete garment, Te-
sembling a surplice over which was a paie
blue silk robe, which she wore when re-
manded Sept. 26, Charles W, Mathews,
senior counsel to the Treasury, represented
the Treasury. He detalled three charges
agdinst the prisoners—obtaining money
aonder false pretences, procuring giris ana
rape. The offences, said Mr. Matpews,
were commiitted by fraud, unique in tne
annalg of crime, The Horoses, or Jacksons,
established a religlious sect called '"iheo-
cratic Unity,” claimed tife attributes of
divine power and induced girls to miscon-
duct themselves with Theodore under tne
belief that it was a necessary part ot
¢heir religious pevotion. “Poverty, chas-
tity and obedience” were the watchwords
of Theocratic Unity, which was aiso caied
the Purity League. <Chastity, ROWeVer,
only applied to married people. {Neophytes
jolning the unity were obliged to yow
secrecy and profess belief In the divinity
of the Horoses, both of whom, said Mr.
Mathews, possessed mesmeric power,especi-
ally Laura. The latter frequently mnter-
rupted counsel with loud screams or
“false.” :

A- well bred woman, 23 years of 2ge,
who the prosecutors say, is the oldest OL
the many vietims of the Horoses, testifted
in support of Mr. Mathews’ statement.

Evidence in the case was adjourned unri
to-morrow.

In this they were doomed to
pointment. The police arrangements
for bandling the crowd were good. As
far as the street rallway tracks, - the
crowd surged, a few hundred ’'Varsity stu-
dents forming & cordon thru which It
was impossible to break. The atudents
sang college ‘wongs, and good-naturedly
jostled the spectators. A squad of mount-
ed police rode up to Governmeat House
about § o'clock. Cavalfymen were ®la-
tionied inside the grounds, and carriages
were hurrying to and fro with guests from
the Government House dinnér to Massey
Hall. Meanwhile, all were on the tiptoe
of excitement, waltlng for the royal pair.
A Pipers’ Band came up, and view dole
ful airs. Everybody that appeared was
greeted with cheers, andgwhen, atlast,
the Regimental Band at the entrance to
Government House played the National
Anthem, and the exterior lights of the
residence were turned on, at uearly 10
o’clock,. the crowd surged back to allow
the official carriage to pass.. Preceded by
cavalry, the Governmor-Gemeral and Lady
Minto were driven hwwiedly out of the
grounds, and the poli wedged a p g
thru, The party drqve rapidly up Simcoe-
street, thus disappointing many Lhousands-
whio had lined King-street all the way to
Yonge-street. But not to miss the view of
the royal pair, a spontaneous movement
was made for the car tracks, and there
was a perfect jam of people for hundreds
of yards from tte corner. Another strain
of “God Save the King,” and the Duke’s
party was anpounced. Tlhe horsemen gal-
loped past the crowd, but the Duke and
his charming consort were in a closed
carriage, and not 'visible.
All along King-street the surging crowd
i Yon, et was almost In a
/state of blockade, and & merrier crowd
never gathered In Toronto om any occa-
sion. BEvery kind of vehicle was In ser-
vice, and many thousands saw the illum-
inations from rudely comnstructed seats on
top of various delivery wagons. Tin horns

shouted hideousg college calls, and there
was no limit to the enthusiasm.

From Bay-street, the scene was ned-
turesque. The gorgeously illuminated:
Temple, with its white, Rvid electric
lights, toweniig up into murky at-
mosphere,- was, without a the most
inspiring of the splendid
displays. Bquatting - its.  base,
t%he arch threw @& ddy glow
on the scene, with its crown of dazzling
splendor and its ribs of fire challenging
the searchlights, which penertated the
haze from the top of the City Hall tower
to dim them. There was just enough col-
or in the Foresters’ {lluminations. Red,.
blue and cream bulbs gave the whole a
tinge of beauty which was lacking» in
many of the other white-lighted struc-
tures, creditable tho they all weére to
those who conceived the plans. Looking
west along King-street, the many blazing
structures enhanced the richness of the
scene. As faf as Victoria-street, there
was a wealth of light; relieved by a pro-
digal display of bunting. The Venetian
masts, supporting strings of colored bulbs,
and the thousands of yards of bunting
and Jacks were lavish, but tasty. Yonge-
street was aglow with lght, and noisy
with happy boys and girls, who will ever
L er the visit of the Duke of Corn-
wall, their parents remember the visit
of his father to Toronto 41 years ago.

All cannot be told of such a scene. Per-
haps Their Royal Highnesses have not
been in their globe-emcircling tour
with such evidences of loyalty and love
by their future subjects. The enthusiasm
could not be surpassed. It jmight be
equalled. All Toronto was there, and even
tiny subjects of Hfs Majesty nestled
snugly in perambulators because there was
no one left at home to care for them.
Feeble old men and women were there.
They would not miss it, dear old bodies.

The powerful searchlights in the City
Hall tower were whisked up and down,
east, west, north and south, throwing
shafts of light far into the city and sur-
rounding country. They threw a blinding
halo. The searchlight in the tower of the
Unfon Station also swept the horizon,
answering the signals of the more power-
ful machines from Uncle Sam’'s domain,
but the language was unintelligible, be-
cause each used a different code. There
were 10 searchlights in the City Hall
! tower, and it was a good stroke for the
Reception Committee to secure them.
They made the people forget that the
great tower was dark and barren of de-
coration. But the set pleces on “the
Hall”* looked pretty, the centrepiece being
conspicuous among the many in town.

RIDING IN STATE.

Its History from Earliest Times and
Its Sigmificance.

Why scarlet] It 18 theé royal livery, And
why the royal livery? For answer we
must go back to the old Roman Emperors,
and before them to the days of King Solo-
mon. The old Hebrew probhetl' speak of
the mighty as “brought up In scarlet,”
| while Gibbon, the historian of the Roman
| Empire, says they were ‘“‘born in the pur-
ple.” ~ Again, Solomon himself, describing
the wealthyx comfort of the virtuous wo-
man, says that “all her household are
| clothed with scarlet;"” but a thousand
years later the rich man is pictured as
| “clothéd In purple and fine linen.” What,
then, is this color, used equivalently as the
Iemblcm of high station and royalty, and
called sometimes ‘“purple,”” sometimes
\“sculet," and sometimes ‘‘crimson” ? Are

t!\; three colors the same, or how do they
di!

er?
The story is long and Intricate; a very
pretty question of philology and antiquar-
| janism; we can here only condense Iits
mere outline. - ‘“Purple” Is the dye from
the Mediterranean fish which the Greeks
called “porphyra,” and the Romans "‘pur-
pura.” Thus “Tyrian purple” was rare
and expensive, and so became royal

lower than purple, Introduced by King Sol-
omon’s ships,
“Crimson,”” a little rosier than scarlet,

| Thus, roundly, the colors ‘“purple,” *“‘crim-
| son’’ and ‘“‘scarlet” are Initially the same,
and the first two are used even to-day by
the poets without distinction. ‘‘Scarlet”

. FReNCH-CANADIAN CATTLE.

History of the Breed and Some of Its
Characteristics.

From The Springfield Republican.
Since the entry ef the French-Canadian
cattle in the dairy tests at the Pan-Ameri-
can Exposition at Buffalo, many enquiries
have been made about the breed. In fact,
many people thought:*that Canada had
what might be called:a native breed, like

the so-called natives of the United States,
made up by crossing the progeny of early
importations until it would Dbe difficult
to tell -what blood predominates. The
Massachiisetts Ploughman gquotes from a
pamphlet sent out by Dr. J. A. Couture,
D.V.S., of Quebec, secretary of the French-
Canadian Cat Breeders’ . Association, iu
which he gives the history of the breed,
and claims made for it. _

He says the French settlers who first
came to Canada were natives of Brittany
and Normandy, France. The first cattle
in Quebec, in 1620, or thereabouts, were
brought, no doubt, from those two districts.
No importations of other breeds worth
mentionfng are reported in the history of
the province untHl about’ 1800 or a uttle
before. Between 1776 and 1850 a few herds
of English cattle, mostly Aryshire and
Shorthorns, weré brought into the pro-
vince, but they were bought by wealthy
Englishmen living near Montreal and Que-
bee, where they are still fo be found.
They found but little favor with the
Frenoh Inhabitants. in the poorer reglon
and In the remote parts along the en-
tides and the lower part of the St. w-
renceé, both north and south, as they
were loth to cross their hardy little cows
with the larger breeds, fearing, with good
reason, that they conld mnot feed suffi-
clently to keep the larger animals alive,
to say’ nothing of profit, during the seven
months of the winter. Thus they have
been kept nearly distinct for Over
years, and In and in-breeding has heen Te-
sorted to to fix in a sure manner the charac-
teristics of the breed.. Thus they have
much of the appearance of the Brittany
cattle of the day. It may be noted here
fihat -the French-Canadian, the = Jersey.
Guernsey, Kerry and Brittany cows are
all supposed to come from the same ori-
gin, and the Brittany is usually allowed to
be the older stock, the different breeds
being modified by climate, care and per-
haps individual characteristics of animals
bred from, until they vary from the 500-
pound Kerry to the Guernsey, almost as
large as the shorthorn.

The three qualities claimed for the
French-Canadian are hardiness, fraguality
and richness of milk. As they are small,
the cows averaging about 700 pounds each,
they do not require large amounts of food.
In form they are somewhat llke the Jer-
sey, but In color most frequently a solid
black, or black with brown stripe on the
back amnd aroumd the muzzle, or brown
with black points, brown brindled- or even
yellowish.
