WPROFITS OF MUNICIPAL STREET 

RAILWAYS.
Remarkable evidence of the progress 

otf British municipal street railways is 
afforded toy the contents otf a white 
paper just . Issued by the board of 
trade department of the government. 
The figures are a striking commentary 
on the representations made on this 
side the Atlantic that municipal own­
ership end operation of public services 
is being discredited and abandoned. 
On the contrary, British cities hold 
more firmly 'than ever to the doctrine 
that the public Interest demands that 
private ownership and operation of 
public franchises toe entirely elimin­
ated. Looking to the results of the 
year 1906-7, given in the government 
returns, it Is not surprising that Brit­
ish cities adhere to the policy they 
have adopted, which has more than 
justified all that could be expected 
from it.

There are 318 street railway under­
takings in the United Kingdom—179 
‘belonging to local authorities, with a 
mileage of 1571 and capital amounting 
to over $200,000,000 and 139 to private 
companies, the mileage being 823 and 
the capital about $110,000,000. The 
municipal enterprises made a net pro­
fit of over $14,000,000, out otf which they 
applied In reduction otf 'debt roundly 
$4,800,000, in relief otf rates $1,480,000, 
an Increase of $460,000 over the pre­
vious year, and carried forward $3,- 
460,000 to reserve and reserve funds. 
Another official table gives the 
amounts contributed towards relief of

The City of Toronto rejected -the Board 
of Trade plans for the very reason 
outlined toy the railways, and as Judge 
Ki-llam also called attention to this 
weakness in the plans, it Is evident 
that they difi not meet with tils appro­
bation.

The dty proposition calls for the 
elevation of all the tracks, consequent­
ly the argument advanced toy itlhe 
railways against the Board of Trade 
plans loses all Its force when applied 
to the city proposal. Again the rail­
ways intimate that there would be a 
tremendous increase in the switching 
mileages if, a viaduct were construct­
ed, -but here also the argument is 'bas­
ed upon the Board of Trade -plans 
and would not apply to the propo­
sition made by the dty.

In any case the railways 
Show that there would toe any serious 
increase In switching mileage, and 
the figures presented are manufactur­
ed out of whole cloth. All - trains In 
the west end, whether switching or 
otherwise, are made up west of Spa- 
dina-avenue, consequently -there would 
not be any increased In ttoe mileage so 
far as the western terminus of the 
viaduct Is concerned.

2. Reference is made to the destruc­
tion of the Canadian Pacific Railway 
yard® west of York-street, which. It is 
claimed, would result from the con­
struction of a viaduct. I submit that 
it is only a question of time when 
the Canadian Pacific Railway Will be 
compelled to place themselves In as 
good a position as their opponents.
At present they are at a serious dis­
advantage as compared with their 
rivals and «mother location for their 
freight sheds would appear to -be im­
perative in -the near future. Addition­
al space cannot -be secured where they 
are without further encroachment upon 
the waterfront, and the City of To­
ronto has about reached Its limit in 
that direction.

3. The railways contend that the ele­
vation of the delivery tracks would 
destroy their usefulness. This state­
ment is not correct. It has been clear­
ly demonstrated that elevated tracks 
are quite as convenient tor delivery 
purposes as those on the level. If 
deliveries from elevated tracks can be 
conveniently -made in other titles it is 
evident that the same tiling can be 
done in Toronto.

4. The railways draw attention to the 
fact that the construction of new 
streets south of the Esplanade would 
provide sufficient room to admit of 
the construction of overhead bridges 
with easy grades. Granted. But the 
railways do not tell us how they pro­
pose to reach the newly constructed 
waterfront without creating a new 
set of level crossings, which would 
be quite as deadly as those now ex­
isting on -the Esplanade.

The railway companies will -have to 
produce more effective arguments than 
those outlined in their conference with 
the board of control before they can 
hope to defeat the project for the ele- ' * 
vation of the tracks, and the repre­
sentatives of the city should stand pat 
In their demand for -the elimination of 
all level crossings within the city

Innumerable ’instances of resuscitation 

after hanging are recorded. Henry III. 
granted a pardon to a woman named In- 
etta de Balsham, who was suspended 
from 9 o’clock on a Monday to sunrise of 
Thursday and afterward "came to.”

Plot tells of a Swiss who was hung up 
13 times without effect, on account of the 
peculiar condition of Ids windpipe, It hav­
ing been converted into bone by disease.

Annie Green, a servant girl, was hanged 
at Oxford in 1650 and recovered 14 hours 
afterwards under a doctor's treatment.

Richard Johnson, hanged at Shrewsbury 
on Oct. 3, 1696, obtained a promise from 
an under-sheriff to place him In the cof­
fin without changing his clothes. After 
hanging half an hoar he still shoflwed 
signs of life, and on examination it was 
found he had wrapped cords about his 
body connected with the hooks at the 
neck, which prevented the rope from do­
ing its work. The apparatus was re­
moved and the man hanged effectively.

It may be offered in explanation of the 
case mentioned that there was no drop 
used at'executions in those days, the cul­
prit usually suffering asphyxia without 
the cerebral column being broken.—Tit-

— (Special.)—The 
old age annuities proposals of tile gov­
ernment, mentioned In the speech from 
the throne, and a notice concert ing 
which has been on the order paper since 
Nov. 29, took concrete form this even­
ing when Hon. Mr. Fielding gave notice 
that on Thursday next he would move 
the house Into committee to consider the 
following proposed resolution:

“That It Is expedient to authorize the 
sale of government annuities to the 
end that habits of thrift be promoted, 
and thereby opportunity toe given to the 
people of Canada to provide for old age 
by means of annuities of not less than 
$50, nor more than $600"per year; annui­
ties to -be purchasable either by paying 
a single sum or by the payment of a 
stipulated sum punctually at fixed and 
definite periods, the govemor-in-council, 
by regulation to fix the rate of interest 
to toe allowed in the computation of 
values in tables which are to be the 
basis on such purchases, such annuities 
to be payable after the annuitant has 
reached the age of 65 years, or has be­
come disabled, the moneys paid In by 
an annuitant to be repayable, should 
the annuitant die before the annu­
ity is payable, to the heirs of the annui­
tant with 3 per cent, interest, compound­
ed yearly, the property and interest of 
an annuitant in the contract to be un­
assignable and to be exempt from legal 
process except the contract toe entered 
Into and consideration therefor paid 
with Intent to delay, hinder or defraud 
creditors, and upon establishing such 
Intent In a court of competent Juris­
diction creditors to ' have the right to 
receive, if the annuity has not become 
payable, the amount paid in with 3 per 
cent, simple interest, or if the annuity 
has become payable, the present worth 
of the same, the moneys received to go 
into consolidated revenue fund and ttoe 
-moneys payable to be paid thereout; 
an account, to be known as the govern- 
men annuities account, to be kept of all 
moneys received and paid out in con­
nection with annuity contracts, and of 
the assets and liabilities appertaining to 
the grant of the annuities, including 
among the liabilities the present value 
of the prospective annuities contracted 
to the end of each fiscal year.”

A question by Col.Worthington elicit­
ed from the minister of militia the in­
formation that of 32,600Ross rifles manu­
factured to date, 23,091 are "on store 
charge” and 9409 have been issued as 
follows: 1 permanent force 3015, to 
the militia 4635, and to rifle associations 
1757.

DUNNVILLB Feb. 17.—A myster­
ious affair occurred in South
Cayuga Township about six 
from here about noon to-day, result­
ing ln the death of^ Richard Me Bay, 

aged 9 years.
The farm where the tragedy occur­

red is owned by George McBay, a car­
penter, who lives with his wife in 
Buffalo, leaving ills three sons, aged 
about 17, 14 and 9, to take care of 
the stock and shift for themselves.

The story told by the eldest boy Is 
that Richard was the cook and was 
left at the house to get dinner, while 
he and his .brother went out to work. 
He says he gave the little fellow a 
«hake by the shoulder, telling him to 
do his work 'better and left him. When 
the two boys returned at nine, they 
found dinner partly ready, but Rich­
ard wee mowhereto be seen. In search­
ing they found his body still warm In 
the bedroom where all three boys 
slept, ithe two eldest boys on the bed, 
the youngest in a shakedown on 'the 
floor. A small revolver, which was 
Ipeipt under the .pillow, lay on the 'bed 
some six feet away.
